T W O  R U L E S  F O R  S U C C E S S  .
A few years  ago a girl was w ork if^  in a bathhouse at 

Coney Island handing out bathing suits to people when they 
cam e up to the counter. When a person appfoached her, 
she would flash her eye over him  and decide for herself the 
size of the suit he required. She worked seven days a week; 
for this she got $6. H er nam e: 'M ary E. Dillon.

Finally she asked for a ra ise  of a  dollar a week. The 
boss turned her down. She knew she w as w orth m ore money 
than she was receiving and she also knew she could never 
get it where she was. So she began looking around.

She found there w as a job open with the Brooklyn Bor­
ough G as com pany. It w as really  an  “ office boy” job, but 
a t least it was a s ta rt. The question w as how to get it. She 
decided to approach the m anager in a different way from 
any of the others who m ight apply. T here once had been a 
contest in her high school c lass for the best essay on Henrv 
Hudson, explorer, and the m an  a fte r whom the Huds' 
river, New York, w as nam ed. M ary Dillon had won. ? 
she sent a copy of the essay to the m an ag er of the gas coi 
puny and told him she had won the prize, giving inform, 
tion about herself and reciting her qualifications.

The m anager had never before received an application 
like that. This girl had initiative, he reasoned. He sent for 
her. She put up a good appearance, she w as earnest. When 
the interview  was over, she had the job.

The gas com pany had 50 em ployees. M ary Dillon was 
the only woman in the organization. She ran  errands, 
sharpened pencils, took ca re  of office supplies. But she 
w anted responsibility—m ore of it—so she took advantage 
of being able to go from  d epartm en t to departm en t and 
studied the business. She read  the trad e  m agazines; all 
she could find on the subject of gas and gas m aking; she 
put on overalls and went to the furnaces to lea rn  how gas 
was m ade. In a short tim e she had m ore general all-around 
inform ation than anyone there, except tne executives.

Seven years afte r she s ta rted  as "office boy” she was 
office m anager. She continued to study the business. She 
cram m ed  her head with inform ation. She w as called “ tht 
one-woman inform ation bu reau .”

Of course she went up! In 1919, she becam e genera! 
m anager. Then years la te r she w as m ade chairm an  of tht 
board—the first woman in the United S tates to becomt 
chairm an  of the board of d irectors of a public utility com 
pany, and the only one holding such a position today. Tht 
com pany’s business has grown rapidly; and som e of thi? 
is due to Mary Dillon’s abilities. H er office is in Coney Is­
land, M erm aid avenue—not fa r from  the spot where sht 
handed out bathing suits for $6 a week.

H er success has been due to two factors.
F irs t. The unique way she went about getting her first job.
Second. Her thorough knowledge of the business.

Who do you suppose is the easiest person for you to de­
ceive’ Some stupid person? Somebody a thousand m iles 
aw ay? No, the easiest person for you to deceive is reading 
this sentence right now.’ You! Does this sound like a rad i­
cal idea? Well, Demosthenes, the g rea t Attic orator and 
statesm an  of G reece said, th ree hundred and fifty years 
before Christ was bom : “The easiest thing of all is to 
deceive one’s self; for what a man wishes. he generally 
believes to be true .”

Why not exam ine your beliefs? Why not ask, "What 
facts, w hat reasons, do I have for believing this? Do I 
believe it merely because I want to or is m y belief founded 
on scientific evidence?” My guess would b « that nine- 
tenths of our beliefs are founded on “wish thinking." For 
example, I believe that I am an unusually broad-minded 
and tolerant individual How do I know that I am more 
broad-minded than the average ciUxen? The truth is, I 
don’t know. I go on believing It because I wish to believe it.

"Wish thinking” is often dangerous. It may be tragic. 
It fosters ignorance. It breeds narrow-mindedness. Don't 
deceive yourself. Go to your public library and read a good 
book on logical thinking.' Your thoughts are the most im- 

iant force in your lif*. Guard them. Protect them. See 
it they are founded on renson, not emotion.
