50-hour snow fell on blooming flowers 

By midmorning Tuesday, election judges 
throughout the county already suspected they 
would see a record-high turnout. The voting was 
brisk, and many precincts passed their normal 
halfway marks before the noon rush. 

By the time the polls closed, 3,178 Castro Coun-
tians had cast ballots-76.3% of the 4,167 
registered voters - to establish a new record for the 
county. 

The story was the same in many other parts of 
the nation as Americans overturned predictions of 
"voter apathy," giving Jimmy Carter a narrow 
victory over Gerald Ford in the presidential race. 

One of Castro County's polling sites-Precinct 
15 at Easter-recorded one of the highest per-
centage turnouts in the state-96%-as all but 
three of the precinct's 76 registered resident voters 
cast ballots.

The snow did not end with 
the year, though, but continued 
to late spring in 1919. There 
was only a trace in January, 
but February added 3.7 inches, 
March 1.7 inches and April a 
whopping 7.6 inches. 

Latest snows of a year were 
recorded in May 1911, with 9.1 
inches, and May 1935, 2.2 
inches.

Castro County favored Democrats Carter, Sen. 
Lloyd Bentsen, Congressman George Mahon and 
Railroad Commission Candidate Jon Newton by a 
2-1 margin over their Republican opponents. 

In the presidential race, Castro Countians cast 
2,033 votes for Carter and 1,007 for President 
Ford. Independent Candidate Eugene McCarthy 
received 13 votes, Thomas Anderson of the 
American Party 9 and Peter Camejo of the Socialist 
Workers Party 0. 

The Carter vote here, combined with the farm 
and ranch vote elsewhere in the state and over-
whelming margins in San Antonio and Corpus 
Christi, helped give the former Georgia governor 
Texas' 26 big electoral votes in his narrow victory 
over President Ford. 

Nationwide, at presstime Carter had won or was 
leading in 23 states and the District of Columbia 
with 302 electoral votes. President Ford won or led 
in 27 states with 236 electoral votes. Generally, 
Carter carried the South and Ford the West, while 
the two candidates divided the New England and 
Midwest states.

FmHA assigns 
new man here * 

Go* back up 

Donald W. Pipes became 
county supervisor of the Farm-
ers Home Administration in 
Castro County Oct. 24, accord-
ing to an announcement from 
FmHA State Director J. Lynn 
Futch. 

PIPES comes to Dimmitt 
from Decatur, where he was 
the assistant Wise County sup-
ervisor. He has worked with 
the FmHA since February, 
1971. He is a graduate of 
Tarleton State College at 
Stephenville. 

The 10-inch snowfall over a 
50-hour period last Wednes-
day, Thursday and Friday far 
exceeded the amount for any 
October in previous years, as 
shown in Panhandle weather 
records dating back to 1892. 

BUT Castro County has seen 
earlier snows, and also earlier 
freezes than this year's first 
one on Oct. 8. 

In fact, it snowed an inch and 
the temperature fell to 30 de-
grees on Oct. 8, 1970. The ear-
liest freeze recorded by Edwin 
"Goose-  Ramey, long-time 
weather observer here, was on 
Oct. 2, in 1958. 

It froze on Oct. 7 in both 
1951 and 1952. In the former 
year, Ramey notes, there was a 
light frost that killed a fourth of 
the cotton in the county. 

More usual dates for "first 
freezes" are in mid-October or 
later, and sometimes not until 
November. The latest shown in 
Ramey's records came on Nov. 
18, 1962, when there was a 
two-inch snow. 

The snowfall last week 
amounted to 6.5 inches Thurs-
day with another 3.5 inches Fri-
day. 

Ramey's 56-year records of 
Dimmitt weather indicate the 
largest previous October snow 
total was three inches, on Oct. 
31, 1941. 

The veteran Castro County 
weather observer has kept re-
cords since 1911. 

He also has reports from the 
US Weather Bureau at Ama-
rillo, from 1892 to 1947, on 
yellowing sheets which show 
snow and moisture totals and 
temperature extremes for that 
city which are not far different 
from Dimmitt's. 

Sen Lloyd Bentsen received a 2,021 to 929 lead

Another overwhelming winner was Congressman 
George Mahon, the only man who has ever rep-
resented Texas' 19th District since it was formed in 
1934. Castro Countians gave the Democratic 
congressman from Lubbock a 2,003 to 1,005 lead 
over Republican challenger Jim Reese, former 
Odessa mayor. District-wide, Mahon won by about 
85,000 to 70,000. 

Reese was the first candidate in 12 years to 
challenge the 76-year-old Mahon, who as chairman 
of the House Appropriations Committee is regard-
ed as one of the most powerful men in Washing-
ton. 

In the only other contested race on the 
ballot-the one for Texas railroad commissioner-
Democrat Jon Newton earned the widest margin of 
victory given by Castro Countians. Newton polled 
2,039 votes to 628 for Republican Walter Wend-
landt. The Raza tinida Party's Fred Rodriguez 
Garza received 66 votes here, while Pat O'Reilly of 
the Socialist Workers Party received 9. 

Newton did almost as well statewide, defeating 
Wendlandt by a 2-1 margin. 

The Texas Water Quality 
Board convened public hear-
ings in Amarillo Wednesday on 
applications by Goodpasture, 
Inc. and Amstar Corp. plants of 
Dimmitt. 

THE BOARD set the hear-
ings in Conference Room C of 
the Amarillo Municipal Build-
ing, beginning at 1 p.m. Wed-
nesday. 

Goodpasture Inc. has filed an 
application to discharge treated 
industrial wastewater effluent 
from its plant just southeast of 
Dimmitt, which produces an-
hydrous ammonia. non-prilled 
urea, ammonium nitrate and 
ammonium thiosulphate. 

The industrial wastewater ef-
fluent-consisting of cooling-
tower blowdown, boiler blow-
down and wash-down waste-
water-is discharged into an 
isolated playa lake and utilized 
for irrigation. Domestic sewage 
is routed into septic tanks. 

THE AMSTAR Corp corn 
starch processing plant here 
has requested a permit amend-
ment. Process water from the 
plant is discharged, and three 
sedimentation ponds are to be 
lined with a material to limit 
seepage. 

When it becomes necessary 
to dewater the ponds, the ef-
fluent is pumped into an ad-
joining playa lake located on 
company-owned land. The 
wastewater is then disposed of 
by natural evaporation and the 
irrigation of 400 acres of farm-
land.

On Monday, November 1, 
VA pensioners will find with 
their monthly checks the AIQ 
(Annual Questionnaire cards 
(to be filled out and returned to 
the VA Philadelphia office be-
fore Jan. 1. It is important that 
they be accurately filled out 
and returned on time, or the 
Feb. 1, 1977 check for January 
will not be received by the 
pensioner. Once each year the 
VA reviews all benefit checks 
based on information of record. 
— We.  have received detailed 
instructions so that we can aid 
pensioners in the proper pre-
paration of the AIQ cards. Due 
to the fact of misunderstand-
ings by claimants concerning 
some items, we have discover-
ed that some pensions were cut 
off or lowered because of mis-
takes in preparation. We are 
here to help to avoid them. Our 
services are without any fees 
for all veterans, dependents 
and survivors for all VA bene-
fits. 

When bringing the AIQ 
cards to our office, be sure you 
have complete information re-
garding medical expenses for 
yourself and all dependents, 
accurate Social Security month-
ly information, and any other 
income of claimant and spouse. 
Medical information includes 
medical insurance premiums, 
amounts you have paid to hos-
pitals, doctors, drugs, eye 
glasses, dentistry, mileage for 
services if out of your town, 
etc. We'll help you find the 
proper amounts to report. We 
have a VA list of about 60 dif-
ferent medical expenses that 
may be counted. Most payees 
over 72 years of age who have 
been on the roll for two or more 
years will not receive these 
cards, but it is required that if 
there is a change in income, 
medical expense, or marriage 
relations, etc. it must be re-
ported to the VA. 

The VA reports that there 
are WWI widows who are eli-
gible but are not on the pension 
rolls, some due to former in-
come restrictions or marriages 
following the death of spouses 
that have since been terminat-
ed. Some who are now in rest 
homes seem not to know that 
they have automatic extra aid 
and attendance benefit eligi-
bility even if not bedfast. Any-
one knowing of such, please 
tell them to contact our offices 
or have their friends do so. 

Accountable income limita-
tions for war veterans with 90 
days or more of service is 
4,500 if they have dependents, 

and S3,330 if they have none. 
10% of Social Security or other 
annuities, certain amounts of 
spouses income, excessive 
medical expenses, etc. are ex-
cluded in assessing VA pension 
awards. There are benefits for 
children of deceased veterans 
under certain conditions even 
when the widow's income ex-
ceeds limitations set by federal 
law.

Snipe hunt 
season open 

Yes, snipe hunting is for 
real, and Texas snipe hunters 
will have 107, longest season 
ever in Texas, to hunt the game 
bird this year. 

THE SEASON began Oct. 30 
and runs through Feb. 13, 
some 42 days more than last 
year's 65-day season. Most 
snipe hunting is confined to 
southeast and east-central Tex-
as, according to Dr. Hal Irby, 
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment migratory game pro-
gram director. 

"The three-and-one-half-
month-long season in Texas is 
the longest possible open sea-
son for migratory game birds in 
the United States and Cana-
da," Irby said. 

"It is hoped the longer sea-
son, which extends beyond the 
duck and goose seasons, will 
increase hunter opportunity for 
this currently underutilized 
game bird." 

Hunters need only a valid 
hunting license to hunt snipe in 
Texas. 

Hunting hours will be 30 
minutes before sunrise to sun-
set, with bag and possession 
limits the same as last year, 
eight and 16 respectively. 

MORE than 3,000 agrono-
mists from across the nation 
will gather in Houston Nov.

Any time after crops mature 
in the fall is an ideal time to 
take soil samples, says County 
Extension Agent Charles Hot-
tel. 

ONCE PLANTS reach ma-
turity, he says, they virtually 
stop taking up nutrients. 
Therefore, the soil's nutrient 
state will remain about the 
same until planting time next 
spring. 

"There are many advantages 
to soil testing at this time," 
says Hottel. "For one thing, 
you can now readily identify 
problem areas in a field. If you 
think fertility caused reduced 
yield or unusual symptoms in 
some areas, sample these areas 
separately so that a compara-
tive evaluation can be made.- 

Other reasons for soil testing 
this time of year include plea-
sant weather and more favor-
able soil conditions. 

ALTHOUGH overall short-
ages of fertilizer are not an-
ticipated, there can be a big 
advantage in having time to 
make plans with your dealer for 
the material needed. The possi-
bility of fall application of all or 
part of next year's fertilizer 
soon after harvest is another 
important consideration, he 
adds. 

Information on how to collect 
representative samples can be 
obtained from the county 
agent's office.

Our inflation rate has been 
consistently dropping since it 
hit the double-digit level for the 
first time in 1975. But, in Brazil 
the inflation rate is 50% and it 
isn't dropping. Because of this 
and the reluctance of Brazilian 
banks to lend consumers mo-
ney for the purchase of big 
ticket items, Brazilians are join-
ing buying clubs by the thous-
ands. These clubs offer the 
thrill and excitement of a lot-
tery and guarantee a new car, 
boat or airplane to each mem-
ber within 60 months. 

FORD Motor Co. of Brazil 
finds a major market in the 
clubs and now runs 2,300 of 
them, selling 20% of its total 
Brazilian production to buying 
clubs. Since the first buying 
club was started nine years 
ago, Ford has sold 140,000 cars 
with this method. Ford has also 
had inquiries about the pro-
gram from Europe and other 
Latin American countries and 
plans to offer it in the Phil-
lipines. 

Consumer members of the 
buying clubs agree to make 
monthly payments to the club 
for 60 months. The monthly 
payment is determined by tak-
ing the price of the item being 
purchased and dividing that by 
the number of members which, 
by Brazilian law must total 120. 
The club would buy two cars 
outright each month, thus 
avoiding interest charges. A 
lottery is held monthly for the 
names of the winners of the 
two cars. A new member might 
wyt a car the first month, but 
will still have to keep making 
his monthly payments for the 
five years.

Floyd, Motley, Randall and 
Swisher. This year's hunting 
season in those counties runs 
Nov. 13-19. 

In other Texas counties, aou-
dads are not considered game 
animals and may be hunted 
year-round, with no permit re-
quired. 

The stocking effort by 
P&WD began nearly 20 years 
ago, with the introduction of 44 
aoudads secured from New 
Mexico. 

Although the larger aoudad 
sheep herds are confined to the 
western area of the state, aou-
dads are hunted on ranches 
throughout Texas. 

Aoudad sheep permits are 
issued to landowners by P&WD 
based on total population fig-
ures. With the population in-
crease of 200-300 sheep, 
P&WD officials said they ex-
pect more than 300 permits will 
be issued this year. 

According to last year's har-
vest figures, some 246 permits 
were issued to landowners, 
which accounted for a total 
harvest of 100 aoudads. 

The transplanted aoudad 
sheep population in the Pan-
handle continues to increase, 
with an estimated 19 percent 
more sheep this year roaming 
the Palo Duro Canyon and 
Caprock areas. 

THIS YEAR'S helicopter sur-
vey, covering four Panhandle 
counties, was conducted by 
Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment biologists. It shows 
an estimated 1,400 to 1,500 
sheep in the total herd, an in-
crease of 200-300 from the 1975 
census. 

Good habitat and the dis-
persal of sheep over a relatively 
large area are the two most 
cited causes for the increase. 

"Ever since P&WD began its 
stocking effort in 1958 we have 
experienced continued popula-
tion increases," said Charles 
Winkler, P&WD big game pro-
gram director. 

Aoudad sheep are listed as 
game animals in eight Pan-
handle counties. There, a per-
mit to hunt this mountainous 
terrain dweller is required. 
Those counties include Arm-
strong, Briscoe, Donley, Hall,

A landmark of 40 years took 
a new lease on life a few days 
ago when Mr. and Mrs. Greg 
Jones bought the old Andrews 
home and moved it southeast of 
Hereford, about a mile down 
Austin Road.

Color and interest are added 
with stripes, ruffles, embroid-
ery, sequins and rhinestones, 
wild picture patterns, and top 
stitching which looks like mis-
placed seam finishes. 

DESIGNER logos add a high 
fashion look, or wearers can 
create a personal touch with 
iron-on logos, prints or phras-
es, she said.

The cranes winter in Texas 
primarily along the Gulf Coast,, 
as well as the Panhandle and 
West Texas, but may be hunt-
ed only in the western part of 
the state. 

Last year, some 5,482 per-
mits were issued to Texas hunt-
ers and Irby expects an in-
crease in applicants and num-
ber of permits issued this year. 

Sandhill crane hunting in 
Texas will be divided in two 
zones. Zone "A," emcompas-
sing the western section of the 
state, will be open to hunting 
from Oct. 30 to Jan. 30. The 
western Panhandle, Trans-
Pecos and western Permian 
Basin are included in one A. 
Legal shooting hours are 30 
minutes before sunrise to sun-
set. 

Eastern Panhandle and 
northern Permian Basin are in-
cluded in Zone B, whose sea-
son runs from Dec. 4 to Jan. 
30. 

"The reason for the later 
opening date in Zone B is to 
allow migrating whooping 
cranes safe passage through 
the Panhandle and north Cen-
tral Texas to their wintering 
grounds along the mid-coastal 
region," Irby said. 

This year's bag and posses-
sion limit will be three and six, 
respectively. 

Persons requesting permits 
should contact the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department, John 
H. Reagan Building, Austin, 
Texas, 78701. 

Persons are reminded a com-
plete name, address and zip 
code listing is required for 
each permit requested. The 
home county listing would also 
be helpful.

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would have to be decided by the State Supreme 
Court itself. 

Write-ins above the common 1-or-2 level also 
cropped up in two county races. Sheriff Jack Cart-
wright, who isn't seeking re-election, got 32 write-
in votes anyway, and former Deputy Tom Finley 
received 19. Deputy Granville Martin, who de-
feated Finley in the Democratic Primary, received 
2,453 votes. 

In the uncontested race for County Commission-
er of Precinct 3, incumbent Jimmie Howell-who 
was defeated by Anna Margaret Moss in the 
primary-received 46 write-in votes. Mrs. Moss 
won election with 588 votes to become the first 
woman member of the Castro County Commission-
ers' Court. 

Castro County favored both proposed consti-
tutional amendments by 2-1 margins, although 
both appeared headed for defeat statewide at 
presstime. 

Amendment 1, a $400 million water development 
bond proposal which backers claimed held the key 
to the future of West Texas, carried in Castro 
County by a vote of 1,547 to 770. But statewide, it 
was solidly defeated. 

Amendment 2, a less controversial measure that 
would authorize an increase from $100 million to 
$200 million in Texas Water Development Bonds 
for antipollution purposes, was favored by Castro 
Countians, 1,475 to 772. But statewide, it appeared 
headed for defeat.

CHILDREN nead leadership 

By IRENE KEATING 

Dating is an exciting stage in 
young people's development—
but one which some parents 
face with apprehension or con-
fusion. 

DATING in the US is a major 
way of socializing youth and 
providing them with opportun-
ities to get to know members of 
the opposite sex. As families 
increase their understanding of 
the dynamics of adolescent 
dating and intimacy, hopefully 
their fears will subside, and 
both teenagers and parents will 
grow from this experience. 

Dating is a means of satis-
fying a basic, inherent need 
during adolescence, the need 
for intimacy. It includes the 
need for a close personal rela-
tionship with another person 
and the need for intense close-
ness and involvement with 
something meaningful. 

Psychologists note that inti-
macy is as basic a human need 
as are the needs of love, food 
and water. Without it, people 
experience great anguish. Its 
importance becomes central 
during the adolescent years, 
when the peer group begins to 
disintegrate and heterosexual 
pairing-up prevails. Plagued by 
various emotional conflicts, the 
teenager needs a close com-
panion, someone to talk to, 
confide in and share intimate 
problems and experiences. 

Unfortunately, intimacy is 
not always an easy need to sat-
isfy. It is neither characterized 
by permanence nor free from 
exploitation by others. Teen-
agers are not always sure just 
what they seek in intimate re-
lationships, which often puzzles 
parents. When an adolescent is 
rejected, he may have feelings 
of pain and inadequacy, but 
when intimacy is openly re-
ceived, there are feelings of 
self-esteem and joy. 

WHETHER pleasurable or 
painful, feelings of intimacy 
provide youth with experiences 
which eventually enable them 
to have healthy adult feelings. 
True intimacy demands hon-
esty—the genuine self-disclo-
sure which exposes one as is. 
This leaves the adolescent in a 
vulnerable position to be hurt 
or rejected, and this vulnera-
bility represents the greatest 
barrier in forming intimate re-
lationships during adolescence. 

In order to protect them-
selves, youth (and many adults, 
too) play the self-preservation 
game: hide your feelings, keep 
your distance, but above all, 
protect yourself. What happens 
when one manufactures a fa-
cade to hide behind? For some, 
they lose their ability to dis-
tinguish between the real self 
and the pretend self; their ca-
pacity for genuine intimacy is 
reduced because there is no

mature and secure environ-
ment, it dies quickly in the 
hands of one who is not mature 
enough to deal with it. It re-
quires that individuals give and 
share affections, without the 
fear of losing one's identity. Of 
this we are certain: to love, one 
must first love himself and be 
secure in who he is. Only when 
we can come to terms with our-
selves can we ever hope to give 
ourselves to another. 

Parents are of utmost im-
portance to their teenagers 
during this period of develop-
ment. Through understanding 
and empathy, they can help 
their teenagers by serving as 
good models—expressing and 
encouraging intimate feelings 
and emotions within the family, 
thus stimulating their growth. 
Probably the key ingredient is 
the most difficult: listening. 
Teenagers need opportunities 
to express their feelings and to 
get in touch with ones they-
cannot express. If parents lis-
ten openly without criticism or 
judgment, their support will 
help the adolescent develop 
into a loving, honest and ma-
ture adult.
