Mrs. Nancy E. “Mother'’ Bell,
pioneer hotel woman who provid-
ed rcoms and meals for many of
Dimmitt's early-day residents,
died last Thursday morning at
her home at 407 SW Sixth St.
She was 91.

FUNERAL services were con-
ducted Saturday aftermoon in the
First Baptist Church with Rev.
Frank Pollard, pastor, officiating.
Mrs. Bell was buried in Castre
Memorial Gardens beside her hus-
band, John, who died in 1955. Den-
nis Funeral Home directed.

Mrs. Bell had been a Dimmitt
resident 48 ycars, and for 38 of
those years she and her husband
had operated the Bell Hotel, Dim-
mitt's main early-day landmark.

Born Sept. 5, 1875, in Macon,
Mo., she moved with her family
to Montague County, Texas, when
she was 16 years o'd.

SHE AND Mr. Bell were marri-
ed on Christmas day, 1894, and
they moved to Dimmitt by cover-
ed wagen in 1918 to buy the
hotel from ‘‘Uncle Buck'' Tate.

Dimmitt was a small cow-
town of 200 people at that time,
with a grocery store, hardware
store, tiny bank, courthouse and
a few other buildings.

With its extra ccnveniences cf
a wagon yard and dining room,
the hotel was a gathering place for
cowboys on weekends and a home
for persons employed in local
stores. The hotel usually was
full when court convened here,
Rcom rates included meals, and
Mrs. Bell either performed or sup-
ervised the domestic work and

cooking.

How Can We Halt

Pollution

Dear Fellow Texan:

A farmer plowing his fields in
the green hill country of central
Texas or the family that lives amid
the clean-smelling pines around
Nacogdoches or Jasper could
easily be unaware of a danger
to our lives that is as subtle as
it is deadly.

BUT RESIDENTS of Houston,
Dallas, San Antonio, and per-
haps a few other Texas cities are
learning what a nuisance and a
health hazard polluted or dirly
air can be. Polluted .:ir can
be pericctly clear, yet have dead-
ly chemicals in ijt.

In the past it was thought that
air pollution was a problem f{or
big cities elsewhere, but in Tex-
as today we have three of the 13
largest cities in the United
States. Texas is rapidly becom-
ing urbanized. Seven Texas cit-
jes each have a population of cne-
quarter million.

The air around us is chauzing,
and changing for the worse. For
several weeks now (he Scnate
Subcommittee on Air :nd Walter
Pollution has been holding putlic
hearings in which experts have
told shocking stories of danger
lurking in the air we breathe.

THE SUBCOMMITTEE Is con-
sidering the Air Quality Act of
1967 — with a number of amend-
ments to existing laws lo make
certain that the pollution already
damaging this Nation's big c'ties
will not be allowed to worsen or
to spread into less industrial
areas. This act would nive the
Secretary of Health, FEducation
and Wellare, Mr. Gardner, new
powers to control pollution and to
try to eradicate this danger
where it presently poses a prob-
lem to the health and sale'y of

the people.
Dr. William H. Stewart, Sur-
geon General of the United

States, told the Senale subcommit-
tee that air pollution is one of the
major health challenges confront-
ing the American peop'e ioday.
He also said there is an wbun-
dance of evidence which demon-
strates beyond any doubt that
air pollution il uncheckrd —
can be deadly to large numbers
of Americans

In the big cities of ‘he wor'd
air pollution is an old jproblem.
