WASHINGTON —(#)— Secretary
of Labor Schwellenbach told sena-

Of Unity Contract

CHUNGKING —(&)— An
agreement merging Central
Government and Communist
forces into one national Chi-
nese army was signed Mon-
day at a ceremony witnessed
by General Marshall, special U. S.
envoy and adviser to this nation's
Army Reorganization Committee.

“This agreement represents - the
hope of China,” General Marshall
asserted after the signing. “I can
only hope that its pages will not be
soiled by small groups of irrecon-
cilables, who for a selfish purpose
would defeat the Chinese people in
their overwhelming desire for the
right to live in peace and pros-
perity.”

The agreement provides for re-
duction of government forces to 50
divisions and Communist troops to
10 divisions within 18 months.

Signing the document were Gei.

Chang Chih-Chung, for the gov-
ernment, and Gen. Shou En-Lali,

Communist representative.
To Speed Rehabilitation

The agreement states that its ob-
jeet is to facilitate the economic
rehabilitation of China and provide
a basis for development of an ef-
fective military force capable of
safeguarding national security.

It provides for a force consisting
of armies of three divisions each,
with service troops not to exceed 15
per cent of their total strength.

Reports circulating in Chungking
political circles said 14 top-ranking
generals had petitioned Generalis-

simo Chiang Kai-Shek recently
against reducing the army at a

time “when the third world war is
in the making,” but that Chiang
refused to halt reduction.

In Shanghai several thousand
young Chinese staged a noisy dem-
onstration at the Russian consul-
tative general.

Students in Chungking, encour-
aged by the response to their dem-
onstration Friday, planned another
“quit- Manchuria” parade Tuesday.
In Hankow plans were announced
for a similar demonstration March 4.

Plan To Broaden
Social Security

WASHINGTON—(#)—A bhig seg-
ment of the nation’s social security
machinery came under Congres-
sional scrutiny Monday for a pos-
sible overhaul job.

The House Ways and Means
Committee opened hearings on the
old age and survivors insurance
phase of' the program designed as
a bulwark against poverty.

A recent board report stressed
the need of an expanded program
due to what it termed marked eco-
nomic changes since the social se-
curity plan was launched a decade
ago.

The board also called for more
liberal . unemployment . compensa-
tion benefits and inauguration of
medical care and disability insur-
ance plans.

Approximately 40,000,000 workers
now have an:insured status under
old age' and survivors insurance.
The Social Security Board wants
the remaining 20,000,000 income
workers covered. These are agri-

tal (federal and state) employes,
workers for non-profit organiza-
tions like the Red Cross, and Self-
employed persons, including farm-
ers.

As a payment against the future
retirement of everyone now covered
the government gets an amount
equal to two per cent of that per-
son’s wages or salary up to $3,000 a
year.  These collections for the last
fiscal year amounted to $1,309,919,-
000.

The average payment on retire-
ment at age 65 for 8 man or woman
covered by the plan now is $24.30
a month. If the man has a wife
it is $38.10. He gets additional
amounts if he has dependent chil-
dren. :

The tugboat strike that tied New York City in knots
for 10 days was replete with object lessons in what not to
do and in how not to do it.

A mere 3500 men jeopardized the health and safety
()‘l' more than 7,000,000 men, women and children. The
victims probably .came closer to numbering 10,000,000, in
view of the thickly populated suburban area that gets
vital supplies through New York harbor.

That statement is not intended to indicate any opinion
as to the merits of the wage controversy that underlay
the strike. The published pay scale, to anybody who has
seen New York harbor tugs at work, would warn against
casual judgment on the merits.

Nevertheless, 3500 tugboatmen—or, if you prefer,
less than 100 tugboat operators—should never have been
permitted to keep food and fuel from 7,000,000 or 10,-
000,000 persons in the north temperate zone in the year’s
coldest month.

The strike was ended by agreement to arbitrate—
eventually. Why couldn’t it have been prevented in the

beginning by agreement to arbitrate?

It was important enough in the eyes of Washington to
warrant seizure of the tugs. But the men wouldn’t work
for Uncle Sam, either. Is there a right to strike against
the government? Is there any way to find out whether
such a right exists? Wasn’t it Washington’s duty to as-
certain whether there is such a right? * Hasn’t that vital
issue been compromised by default?

If seizure was warranted, then operation by any
available means was required. The Navy is full of men
capable of operating the tugs. Many were held from
discharge, and sat in Philadelphia waiting for the- call
that never came. How cold must 7,000,000 or 10,000,000
persons be, before steps are taken to give them fuel?

The situation became so grave that New York’s
mayor declared a state-of disaster emergency and closed
all but a few specific essential businesses. After 18 hours
he discovered either that things never had been as bad as
he thought, or that they had improved, and he opened up
everything—except the schools.

Was he impetuous, or panicky? Was he misin-
formed? Was he uninformed? Was liaison between
federal and local authorities scandalously faulty?

Few would be disposed to quibble about the mayor’s
right to save critically scare coal, or to protect the health
of workers against heartless or thoughtless bosses by or-
dering them to stay away from underheated buildings.
Why could a business or professional man not go to his
office to get papers on which to work at home?

Apparently the tugbodt strike showed just how de-~
fenseless, how unprepared our big cities really are—how
little thought has been given to the meeting of major
emergencies. We can be happy that we did not discover
this under war invasion conditions. We might do a little
planning against a repetition of what happened to New
York, and to Phjladelphia in the transit strike, and what
threatened Pittsburgh in the power plant controversy.

Texas CI0 PAC Opens
Drive For Support

AUSTIN—(#)—A War chest made
up of $1 contributions from all peo-
ple “interested in social justice,
good governmént, and in preserving
and improving our living standards”
is being raised by the Texas CIO
Political Action Committee.

Circulars seeking such contribu-
tions have been widely mailed by
W. M. Akin, secretary of the PAC,
from the Austin office. These
circulars indicate that the PAC will:

1. Seek the defeat of legislators
who would advocate anti-labor leg-
islation.

2. Campaign against ‘“coropora-
tion lawyers seeking election to the
high office of the speaker of the
House.”

3. Advocate the election of leg-
islators committeed to a program of
“improved workmens’ compensation
laws; adequate pension appropria-
tions; handicapped veterans pro-
tective laws; state aid to farmers;
such as hospital and rural health
facilities, farm to market roads;
abolition of the poll tax; adequate
salaries for school teachers.

4. Back candidates who will “aid
in the defeat of a sales tax.”

The circulars then analze legis-
lation which the PAW is already in
prospect for the next legislature to
be introduced by “labor’s enemies
and veteran’s enemies” and de-
signed to “sabotage good veterans
legislation by making it a part of
bad anti-union legislation.”
