City, county and state police Sat­
urday night continued their search 
for a hit and run driver who ran 
down and killed Anna Ruth Sni­
der, 4, on South Fort Worth Street 
Wednesday evening, but their ef­
forts remained fruitless.

City police have been busy the 
past two days checking informa­
tion and tracing leads supplied by 
persons trying to assist in the 
hunt. Each of these tips has prov­
en unfounded, but Chief of Police 
Jack Ellington said Saturday 
night his department appreciated 
the interest of Midland citizens. 
The police are checking all leads, 
he said, and will continue to do 
so in their efforts to find the driv­
er. All members of the staff are 
assisting in the hunt.
Trip Is Fruitless

Ellington and Sheriff Ed Darnell 
went to Seagraves Friday after 
they had received information that 
a car answering the description 
of the automobile sought here had 
been seen in that city. Ellington 
reported the trip was fruitless.

The child, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Morris J. V. Snider of 319 
South Fort Worth Street, was 
walking along the street with a 
companion when she was struck by 
a car traveling north. Witnesses 
reported the vehicle did not slow 
down nor stop alter striking the 
child.

Funeral .services for the girl were 
held Friday.
Theory Abandoned

Police Saturday indicated they 
had abandoned their theory that 
the driver might not have known 
his car had hit the girl since the 
person had not answered an appeal 
to report to the police station. The 
appeal was issued Thursday in the 
hope that if the driver did not 
know of the accident he would de­
termine from the color' of his car 
and the location of the accident 
that his car had hit the child. The 
accident occurred about dusk Wed­
nesday.

It was the second traffic fatali­
ty in the city this year. Domingo 
Regalado was injured fatally Feb­
ruary 17 when a truck backed over 
him. He died before reaching a 
hospital.

There has been no hint in the 
two weeks that the council has 
been in New York that Poland 
would bring up the question of 
Franco.

For a time it seemed likely that 
Fi-ance might do just that. But the 
French delegate, Henri Bonnett, 
made it ciear only Friday night in 
an interview that France had de­
cided the Spanish issue was one 
for the council of foreign ministers 
of the Big Five powers.

The British do not regard the 
Spanish question of such emer­
gency importance as the Iranian 
matter, which the council disposed 
of, at least temporarily, last Thurs­
day.

The British emphasized that 
there was no love for Franco in 
their group but that Sir Alexander 
Cadogan, the British delegate, 
might be expected to press for a 
decision on procedure and rules be­
fore taking up any other contro­
versial matters.

FIRST TO DECLARE WAR —

Aggies To End Fight 
At Muster April 19

COLLEGE STATION — (fP) — 
The Agricultural and Mechani­
cal College of Texas, which de­
clared war on Sunday, Decem­
ber 7, 1941, a day ahead of the 
nation at large, will officially 
declare World War II ended at 
the Victory homecoming here
April 19-21.

When registration begins April 
19 at the nation’s largest military 
college, thousands of Texas Ag­
gies will be on hand to represent 
the 20,000 who served in the con­
flict.

Headlining the many honor
guests will be Army Chief of 
Staff Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhow­
er. He and all former students 
who achieved the general’s rank
will be awarded honorary de­
grees.

WASHINGTON —  (AP)-? 
— In an effort to break a 
deadlock blocking peace 
pacts for five European 
countries, the United States 
was reported ready Satur­
day ready to dump the future of 
Italy’s pre-war colonies into the 
lap of the United- Nations.

This disclosure came from re­
sponsible diplomatic officials on the 
heels of a London announcement 
that Britain will back Secretary of 
State Byrnes’ surprise appeal for 
a spadework meeting of the Coun­
cil of Foreign Ministers in Paris 
April 25.

There were indications, too, that 
France would endorse the proposal 
for the meeting—one openly ac­
knowledged by Byrnes as designed 
to cut through the stalemate sur­
rounding a final wartime account­
ing for Italy, Finland, Hungary, 
Romania and Bulgaria.

Russia thus far has remained 
silent on the plan. Previously, the 
Soviet Union had urged postpone­
ment of a 21 member nation con­
ference on treaties for the five 
countries on the ground that insuf­
ficient progress has been made by 
the four Western powers toward 
agreement on the issues involved.

A May 1 deadline for the 21- 
nation meeting in Paris had been 
agreed upon by the foreign minis­
ters of the United States, Britain 
and Russia at their conference in 
Moscow last fall. Whether that 
deadline can be met—even if the 
foreign ministers • get together 
April 25—still remains highly prob­
lematical.
Many Disagreements

American officials, surveying the 
long list of differences among the 
major powers and the lack of prog­
ress since the London meeting of 
the council broke up six months 
ago in an atmosphere of acrimony, 
were frankly pessimistic.

These were the major difficul­
ties:

1. Despite a Potedam agreement 
that Italy should be given priori­
ty for a peace treaty among the 
ex-Axis satellites, Russia has taken 
the position that all five treaties 
must be drafted before any one of 
them is signed.

2. Italy’s colonies—the United 
States and Britain have supported 
a plan under which they would be 
placed under a collective trustee­
ship of the United Nations. Russia 
has advocated individual trustee­
ships, seeking for herself steward­
ship over Tripolitania on the 
Southern Mediterranean shore. 
Britain has protested this move 
on the ground that it would place 
the Soviet astride her lifeline to 
the East.

3. Reparations—Russia has de­
manded reparations from Italy, 
suggesting that they could be paid 
over a period of years in the form 
of goods. Against this position, the 
United States has taken an unbudg­
ing stand arguing that Italy is de­
pendent upon relief—a vast part 
of which comes from this country 
—and is in no position to pay.

Lt. E. V. Nielsen of Stamford, 
Conn., an officer in the 32d Military 
Government, located the hidden 
hoard and himself brought up the 
first ingot—a 75-pound hunk of 
platinum.

Nielsen was led by an informant 
to the spot where the ingots were 
dumped off a wharf at a former 
Japanese maritime school on the 
Tokyo waterfront.

“I stripped and went down into 
about six feet of water,” Nielsen 
said, “and there, in three or four 
feet of mud, I could feel two areas 
—each about 20 feet square—which 
seemed to loe paved with these 
blocks.”

The dock area meanwhile has 
been taken over by armed guards 
of the 1st Cavalry Division who 
are keeping a close watch until 
recovery is completed.

The story behind the tipoff in­
cludes a weird series of “leaks” in­
volving a laborer who helped dump 
the ingots, some elderly business­
men to whom be turned for protec­
tion, a geisha who heard the busi­
nessmen discussing it, and a Japa­
nese civilian employe of the mili­
tary government.

Nielsen got in touch with the 
girl, who led them to a small “social 
club” of elderly small-time busi­
nessmen. One of these finally told 
him the laborer who had helped 
dump the ingots had come to them 
in fear of death and was being hid­
den by them.

He used an Army Day address at 
Chicago to put across anew the 
idea he first outlined to Congress 
December 19.

Unification, as well as temporary 
extension of the draft act and uni­
versal militai’y training are neces­
sary, he said, if this country is to 
maintain its strength and leader­
ship.

Taking cognizance of the fears 
of both the Army and the Navy 
that one might be subordinated to 
the other in event of a merger, the 
President said:

“Unification does not mean sub­
ordination of any branch of the 
service. It does not mean a loss of 
identity. It means just that the 
word says—unification.

“ It means a concentration and 
cohesion of our best military 
thought and our best military re­
sources, geared to maximum effi­
ciency. It means using our exper­
ience in World War II for the peace 
of ffi'e world.”

National Air Policy
American aviation remained at a standstill for seven 

years after World War I, while Europe soared far above 
and beyond us. Then, in 1925, came the report of the 
Morrow Board, which coordinated the 24 aviation inves­
tigations and reports made since 1918, added its own 
recommendations, and presented them in a coherent pat­
tern which became the legislative framework for our be­
lated advance in air commerce and air power.

That power reached its peak, of course, during the 
last four years, through broad authorities and immense 
expenditures under the War Powers Acts. But now, 
nearly a year after V-E Day, we are in a position not un­
like that of 1919. We still have a national air policy 
.based on the Morrow Board recommendations. In the 
light of 20 years’ advancement, jt is not much better than 
the nothing of the seven lean years after Armistice Day.

There is one cheerful prospect, however. In about a 
month hearings are scheduled to begin on the so-called 
Mitchell Bill, which would establish a National Air Policy 
Board of nine members appointed by the President.

* *
The bill’s author. Sen. Hugh Mitchell of Washington, 

wQuld have this board report within three months on the 
questions which seem to be most urgent and vital to our 
aviation future.

Among them would be the government’s policies 
toward technical progress in air transportation, the size 
of our peacetime air forces "and their ' coordination with 

,;:grnment agencies related to aviation and transporta­
tion ,! the maintenance of a balanced and expansible air­
craft production, the relation of civil to military aircraft 
industry, the adap.tation of wartime improvements to 
existing modes of air transportation, and, finally, the co­
ordination, strengthening, and preservation of all types of 
the nation’s commercial transportation.

That’s a large and jaw-breaking order, but it needs 
filling. There are plenty of varied aviation reports avail­
able today, as there were after World War I. But again 
they require tying together. The single voice or experi­
ence of any one government agepcy, branch of service, or 
division of industry cannot begin to give 'the whole pic- 
,ture.

, ♦ Jjc
Our peed of a new, intelligent national air policy is 

tremendous. Much has been said about the fact that our 
present military aircraft are obso.lete. But our research 
and technological equipment is likewise obsolete. This 
is a day of revolutionary advancement in aviation. This 
country must start from scratch, knpw where it’s going, 
get on the way, and be sure of getting there.

'The Mitchell Bill looks as if it would be able to give 
us the needed start. It may be hoped that Congress will 
give it the careful consideration that its important subject 
matter deserves.

Delay And The Draft
Enlistments have failed to bring our peacetime Army 

to the size that our national strength, position, and safety 
reaujre. This has been pointed out to Congress and to the 
public by most of our top military men, and it has been 
clearly implied by the Secretaries of State, War, and Navy. 
Their advice and warnings have pointed toward one un­
pleasant but inescapable solution— extension of the draft.

Yet Congress continues to temporize and dodge the 
issue. ^The latest delay is the Senate Military Affairs Com- 
niittee’s decision to hold two weeks of public hearings on 
extension of Selective Service, which expires May 15.

It is difficult to see what these hearings can accom­
plish, be.vond the delay itself. Certainly, onposition to 
draft extension can be found. The continued calling up 
of young rpen, even in relatively small numljers, is painful 
and unpopular. But when all the objections are in, it is 
likely that the necessity, as set forth in expert testimony, 
M'dll remain.

And worse than the delay, it seems to us, is the way 
that congressional opinion has shifted with shifting inteiL 
national currents. When tension with Russia was highest, 
a year’s extension of the draft seemed a foregone conclu- 
vsion. After Prirne Minister Stalin’s conciliatory state­
ment, the temporizing was resumed.

We cannot trim our military requirements to the un­
predictable changes in Russian policy. The size of our 
Army is a long-term consideration. It must take into ac­
count the fact tljat there will be many disturbances and 
tensions for some time to come. It cannot shrink or ex­
pand as Stalin coos or blusters.

Too Much Breath

It IS just possible that Churchill, as he weighs the 
general T®^ction to and consequences of that speech, 
might wish that he himself had been, if not more sad, at 
least a little more breathless.

Midland carpenters Saturday were | 
notified their pay scale has been 
increased from $1.12 i/2  an hour j 
to $1.37 1/2 an hour by the Wage 
Stabilization Board. The board’s 
decision was telegraphed to H. H. 
Hamlin, secretary and business 
manager of Carpenter’s Local No. 
1428, by Congressman R. E. Thom­
ason.

The carpenters had appealed to 
the board for an increase to bring 
the wages in the city on a par with 
Odessa, Lubbock, and other cities 
of this area.

The $1.37 1/2 cents an hour scale 
applies to journeymen workers. Ap­
prentices will receive 90 cents per 
hour for the first year, $1.05 the 
second, $1.20 the third and $1.30 
the fourth.

Approximately 200 journeymen 
and apprentices are members of 
the union. 'They were joined in 
their appeal for higher wages by 
12 Midland contractors, Hamlin 
said.

their "important” economic inter­
ests in that area.

The United States will have to be 
dealt in in the Orient, he emphasiz­
ed, because of its own interest in 
peace and security there.

Thie United Nations, which he 
said the United States would back 
“to the utmost,” have a right, he 
declared flatly, to insist that the 
sovereignity and integrity of the 
Near gnd Middle East countries 
must not be threatened “by coer­
cion and penetration.”

Mincing no words, he expresse.d 
the hppe of his country “for the 
peaceful settlement of differences 
which have arisen between colonial 
people and colonial sovereigns in 
all areas.”

To back up his strong language, 
he renewed his plea for extension 
of the Selective Service Act another 
year, a program of universal train­
ing and a merger of the Army and 
Navy into a single department of 
national defense with the air forces 
having co-equal status.

Prior to his speech he was ques­
tioned for 20 minutes by quick­
thinking Chicago high school jour­
nalists.

He told his unprecedented teen 
age news conference that he favor­
ed extending to 18-year olds the 
right to vote since boys of that age 
had proved in time of war their 
deyction to the highest principles 
of citizenship.
Says Training Necessary

The Army, Truman said, can be 
“continuously and adequately sup­
plied for another year by the Selec­
tive Service Act.” Universal train­
ing is necessary, he said, to assure 
the country of a trained citizenship 
in time of crisis.

“Next time—if there must be a 
next time—we are likely to be the 
first target,” he said.

The President expressed convic­
tion that the United Nations Secur­
ity Council is “fully capable” of 
settling disputes between any iia- 
tions in the world, however differ­
ent their philosophies, traditions 
and interests.

“The United States,” he announ­
ced at one point, “intends to join 
with the other sovereign republics 
of America in a regional pact to 
provide a common defense against 
attack.”

Explaining America’s interest in 
outside rivalries all over the globe, 
the President said simply: 

“Remember that the first World 
War began in Serbia, that the 
peace of Versailles was first broken 
in Manchuria and that the second 
World War began in Poland.” 

Control and reform of Japan, he 
said, “is only a beginning” of Amer­
ican policy in the Orient. In that 
connection he mentioned:

The U. S. working in Korea with 
Korean leaders and Soviet Russian 
allies “to create a provisional demo­
cratic government.”

Chinese leaders, through “wise 
counsel” of Special Envoy Gen. 
George C. Marshall, “on the road 
to achieve political unity by peace­
ful democratic processes.”

The Philippine commonwealth on 
July 4 becoming “a full sovereign 
and independent nation.”

Truman said: “We seek to en­
courage a quick revival of econom­
ic activity and internatinal trade 
in the Far East. To do that, we 
stand ready to extend credits and 
technical assistance to help build 
the peace.”

The President recognized “im­
portant interests” of Great Britain, 
Russia and other nations in the Far 
East, but asserted: “In return we 
expect recognition by them that we 
also have an interest in maintain­
ing peace and security in that 
area.”

West Sterling Will Get New Wildcat; 
Another Deep Prospector Indicated 
For Nelson Area In West Andrews

R. R. Herrell of Midland, and as­
sociates, have staked location for 
No. 1 TXL (Texas Pacific Land 
Ti'ust), as a 2,750-foot wildcat in 
West-Central Sterling County.

It is 2,310 'feet from west and
1.980 feet from north lines of sec­
tion 1, block 31, TP survey, T-5-S, 
and is about 15 miles west of Sterl­
ing City.

Drilling will start at once with 
rotary. Dave Duncan of Big Spring 
has the contract. Herrell and as­
sociates have 640 acres in the area 
around the new exploration. R. R. 
Rhodes of Midland owns west off­
set acreage and Phillips Petroleum 
Company have close in leases.

It was reported Saturday, with­
out official confirmation, that 
Shell Oil Company, Inc., has 
made location for a 10,500-foot 
wildcat in West Andrews County, 
about one mile southwest of its 
No. 1 Nelson, which had created 
widespread interest in recent 
weeks.
Location for the new exploration 

is supposed to be 661 feet from 
north and 1,983 feet from west lines 
of section 13, block A-40, psl survey. 
May Run Casing

Shell No, 1 Nelson was reported 
by operator to be bottomed at 10,453 
feet in dolomite—likely Ellenburger. 
Unofficial sources reported opera­
tor was to run 5 1/2-inch casing 
in the project. That has not been 
verified.

Liocated 660 feet from south and 
east lines of section 8, block A-40, 
psl survey. No. 1 Nelson, is supposed 
to have entered Ellenburger between 
10,350 feet and 10,390 feet.

Slight shows of oil and gas, in 
drilistem tests from around 10,350 

 ̂ feet to the current total depth, have
been reported—but none of them 
have been confirmed.

I It is understood that most of
the drilistem tests attempted had 
packer trouble and as a result 
none of the investigations haye 
been considered eompletely satis­
factory.

Abilene Takes Schoolboy Division

AUSTIN—(/P)—The University of 

Texas led the university-college- 
seivice class of the nineteenth 
Texas Relays Saturday but bowed 
to Oklahoma in producing the out­
standing performer of the big track 
and field carnival.

Rangy Ralph Tate, the Aggies’ 
versatile star, won both the high 
hurdles, in which he upset August 
Erfurth of Rice, in 14 seconds flat, 
and the bx-oad jump, in which he 
beat out Texas’ John Robertson 
with a leap of 24 feet 9 5/8 inches, 
to be named the outstanding ath­
lete of the meet.

There were some record-nearing 
performances but it again fell to 
the high school division to produce 
the only mark to go into the books 
when Vernon McGrew of Lamar 
(Houston) took the high jump with 
6 feet 5 inches—three inches bet­
tor than the record set in 1937 by 
Ted Haese, of Lavernia. McGrew, 
who also was second in the 120-yard 
high hurdles was named outstand­
ing athlete of the high schpol class.

Texas, which won the 100-yard 
dash in which Allen Lawler of Texas 
upset Baylor’s Bill Martinson, the 
favorite, and the half-mile relay, 
rolled up 24 1/4 points as the leader 
of the univei'sity-college-service di­
vision. There are no official point 
totals in the relays but based on 
five for first, three for second, two 
for third and one for fourth, Texas 
was 8 1/4 points ahead of Kansas 
at the finish.

Ka,nsas won only one first place 
—the high jump, in w’hich Tom 
Scofield leaped 6 feet 6—but had 
one second and four thirds. Next 
in line was Texas A&M with 14 
poihts.

WASHINGTON, D. C. —Seventy- , 
four American Red Cross workers' 
lost their lives overseas and 182 
received mUitajy and civilian deco­
rations in World War II, it was an­
nounced by Basil O.Connor, nation­
al chairman. The totals are calcu­
lated as of March 15.

“These Red Cross people died, not 
enJy in the service of their country, 
but in direct and unselfish service 
to the individual men of the Ameri­
can armed forces in -every war the­
ater,” said O’Connor. “The girl who 
was killed by a bomb at the Anzio 
Beachhead in Italy, the field direc­
tor killed by mortar fire in Manila, 
and the others who died on foreign 
duty symbolize the Ideal of the 
American Red Cross.”

O ’Connor disclosed that Red Cross 
medals would be awarded posthum­
ously to any 4vorkers “who died in 
the service of the American Red 
Cross during the second World War 
and as a result of such service.”

The highest military award earn­
ed by Red Cross personnel during 
the war was the Silver Star “for 
gallantry in action.” The three re­
cipients were James P. Shaw, West 
Haven, Conn., Richard M. Day, 
Kirkwood, Mo., and John P. Ram­
sey, North Columbus, Miss.

' The President’s Medal for Merit 
was awarded to Harvey D. <3ibson.

At the close of the Seven Years’ 
War (1763),, Prance ceded to Great 
Britain all her territory east of the 
Mississippi except New Orleans 
and Spain ceded Florida to Great 
Britain.

Ainarican Rod Cross commissioner 
In the European Theater of Opera­
tion from 1942 to 1945, and to Stan­
ton Griffis, who served similarly in 
the Pacific Ocean Area from Sep­
tember, 1944, to July, 1945.

Senate Passes Bill 
To Curb Petrillo

WASHINGTON—(/P)—T"ne Senate 
passed Saturday and sent to the 
White House legislation designed to 
curb the powers of James C. Pe­
trillo, head of the AFL Musicians 
Union, over radio broadcasting.

By a 47 to 3 vote, to approved a 
re-di’aft of the original bill, already 
cleared by the House 186 to 16.

The measure provides penalties 
of up to a year’s imprisonment and 
a $1,000 fine for use of force, threats 
or intimidation intended to compel 
broadcasters to:

1. Hire more persons than they 
need;

2. Pay money to a union or per­
son for services not pertormed;

3. Halt foreign programs or any 
type of non-commercial, educational 
or cultural piogram;

4. Pay unions for using phono­
graph records, or pay again for 
sending out a transcription of a 
program previously broadcast.

For the second waistline reducer, 
stand up with aims outstretched 
without bending knees, lean for­
ward and touch the left toe with 
the right hand, then returning to 
upright position, the right toe with 
the left hand. Alternate, making 
ten touch-downs on each side. In­
crease the number each day.

Now for the hips. To roll off 
bulges lie flat on the floor with 
arms resting beside you, palms 
down, legs straight. Now, swing left 
leg over right leg until the big toe 
of the left foot touches the floor 
—a twist that gives you a good 
hip roll. Bring the leg back to posi­
tion, and give the right leg and foot 
a similar swing, working up mo­
mentum as you roll. Begin with five 
swings on each side, and increase 
that count.

For hip exercise number two,'lie 
stretched out on floor on left side 
with left arm outstretched, right 
arm placed in front of you for 
bracing your body. Slightly raise 
legs from floor—keeping the upper 
part of your body glued to it—and 
move legs scissors fashion. That is, 
one leg swings forward while the 
other swings backward. Turn to 
right side, and go through , the 
same motions, swinging legs 15 
times at first and daily increasing 
the count.

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Cilizens Urged 
To Stop Burning 
Trash In City

Because of an increasing num­
ber of fires, the Midland Fire De­
partment and city officials Satur­
day joined in requesting and urg­
ing Midland citizens to stop bmn- 
ing trash in barrels or in the open.

In addition to the threat of seri- 
oiTs fires from burning trash. Fire 
Marshal W. F. Prothro pointed out, 
there is the danger of accident from 
the frequent calls made by the fire 
trucks.

During the first three months of 
the year 47 calls were answered by 
the fire department, and 21 of these 
were directly attributed to the 
burning of trash. The majority of 
the 21 calls were made in recent 
weeks.

Most of the fires 
were small and were caused by 
carelessness, Prothro said.

About 400 Cows 
Tested For TB

Approxim.ately 400 cows had been 
tested Saturday m the first week 
of a county-wide cattle tuberculin 
testing program being undertaken 
by the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture in cooptation with the 
Livestock Sanitary Committee of 
Texas. More than 600 owners of 
other cattle have requested the 
check be made, M. Graham Smoot, 
a'Oting director of the City-County 
Health Unit, said.

About 90 per cent of Midland 
County’s cows were given the tests 
when the same program was car­
ried out here three years ago. The 
county is enabled to hold its stand­
ing as a modified accredited tuber­
culosis-free area as a result of the 
tests.

No charce is made for the check­
ing of cattle, but owners must pro­
vide assistance in handling their 
COWS' and must pen them for the 
tests. The program is open to all 
cattle owners. Licensed veteri- 
naries of the federal agency ai’e 
conducting the tests.

Belgium's Boss Rain Puts Farm Lands In Good Shape 
As Spring Planting Gets Underway

Marking the celebration of Army 
Day, a review and the presentation 
of the Silver Star M e d a l, were held 
at the Midland Army Air Field at
10 a. m. Saturday.

The Silver Star was posthumous­
ly awarded to Technician Fifth 
Grade Henderson Crockett of the 
transportation corps for “gallantry 
in action at Iwo Jima, Volcano Is­
lands, on 22 February, 1945.” The 
award was presented by Lt. Col. 
Gilbert F. Noakes) 'commanding of­
ficer of the field, to Mrs.*̂  Hender­
son Crockett of 505 Northwest Fifth 
Street, Big Spring, widow of T/5 
Crockett. The citation was read by 
Lt. Col. Dwight E. Bonnin.

Standing in review were 280 of­
ficers of the field. Members of the 
reviewing i>ai’ty, in addition to Col­
onel Noakes and Colonel Bonnin, 
were Colonel Naramor, Major Got- 
anche, Major Bennett and Major 
Shelton.

The Silver Star presented to 
Crockett, an amphibian truck driv­
er, W'as for gallantry in action on 
Iwo Jima. He was driving his am­
phibian truck, heavily loaded with 
critically needed supplies and am­
munition, ashore in the face of 
heavy enemy mortar and artillery 
fire, and exceptionally heavy seas. 
About midway to the beach his 
Dukw snapped its rudder cable, 
causing him to lose control of it. 
Rather than transfer to another 
Dukw and lose his own vehicle and 
its load of valuable cargo, he vol­
unteered to attempt to steer the 
Dukw ashore from the stern hatch 
by operating the rudder by hand. 
Before he could reach the beach the 
craft, which already had taken on 
a lot of water, was caught by a 
huge wave astern and sank within 
a matter of seconds. Crockett was 
trapped in the stern hatch of the 
boat and was never seen again.

West Texas cattlemen, their faces 
weatherbeaten and their hands 
calloused and toughened almost to 
the consistency of leather by years 
of hard work, may be surprised to 
learn their labor and worries have 
all been in vain.

Tliere’s no work—absolutely none 
—to livestock production, and as for 
worries, there’s no reason for them.

So says J. C. Grimes, head animal 
husbandman of the Auburn experi­
mental station of Alabama Poly­
technic Institute.

Grimes says the formula for 
livestock raising is simple: you just 
buy some land and some cattle, put 
the cattle on the land, find an easy 
chair, sit back and count your’ 
profits.
The South's Way

That’s the way it works in the 
South, and that section is prepar­
ing to compete with the Midwest 
and Southwest in livestock produc­
tion, according to Grimes, who is 
quoted in an AP Newsfeatures dis­
patch from Auburn. West Texas 
cattlemen are not, however, expect­
ed to pull up their stakes, climb on 
their bronchos, and start toward 
the land of magnolias and lacka- 
dasical cattle-raising.

Airborne Television Is Latest Device 
For Transmitting Battle Scenes, News

ANACOSTIA, VA.—(NEA)— The 
successful development of airborne 
television equipment by the Navy 
in cooperation with Radio Corpo­
ration of America opens up many 
new peacetime as well as military 
uses, its inventors say.

It won’t be long before people 
sitting comfortably in their homes 
will be able to see actual reproduc­
tions of spot news events, David 
Sarnoff, RCA president, predicts.

And the use of airborne tele­
vision heralds something brand 
new in military strategy, the Navy 
says. It can flash battle actions 
back to headquarters, where com­
manding officers heretofore had to 
rely on verbal or written accounts. 
An entire beachhead, for example, 
could be relayed by television to 
show the actual scene of battle to 
the officers controlling the opera­
tion.
Operational Test '

The Navy will give this system 
its big operational test at Bikini 
when the atom bomb is exploded 
on the fleet.

Its successful development was 
recently revealed to the public for 
the first time in a demonstration 
at Anacostia Naval Air Station.

Dr. V. K. Zworykin, RCA tele­
vision expert, is credited with orig­
inating the idea of airborne tele­
vision in 1934. It was originally 

I plannel for use in guiding radio- 
I controlled flying torpedoes.

Here are some of the new uses 
now being planned for this new 
television equipment, according to 
RCA experts:

L  In factories and large-scale pro- 
P  duction enterprises it could be used 

as a moans of coordinating activi­
ties and the means of watching and 
controlling from a distance manu­
facturing processes and operations

that might otherwise be inacces­
sible or too perilous to man.

It could be used as a means of 
advertising tour enterprises or other 
scenic spots to prospects by show­
ing direct views.

It could be used in police traffic 
control. A television-equipped po­
lice plane could keep traffic head­
quarters posted on exact condi­
tions in such areas and arrange­
ments could be completed quickly 
to remedy congestion by re-routing 
or other traffic control means.
Of Great Aid

Hazardous exploration and sci­
entific expeditions would be greatly 
aided by preliminary views trans­
mitted from a plane.

On spot news coverage Sarnoff 
foresees;

“Airborne television will open the 
way for coverage of events with 
instantaneous transmission of eye­
witness views at the scene and at 
the exact time of their occurrence. 
This coverage can include fires, 
floods, train wrecks or other hap­
penings of public interest, and the 
way is opened for development of 
the ‘walkie-lookie’, a light-weight, 
portable television camera with 
which a reporter might cover street 
scenes as readily as he does now 
with a news camera.”

Secret wartime uses of the new 
portable television equipment in­
cluded: use as “eyes” in remote- 
controlled aircraft; observation of 
gun fire; transmission of messages 
and charts; and for other general 
observation purposes.

Further development of this form 
of television is continuing. Re­
search is still attempting to make 
the image produced on the screen 
clearer and scientists are trying to 
discover some way television can 
pierce fog and clouds. Size of the 
equipment needed for a small 
transmitter has already been re- 

i duced to a small package which 
[weighs only 59 pounds.

Televised From Airplane

AUBURN, Ala. — Call it, if you 
will, a lazy man’s way of farming, 
but the South has tui-ned from its 
one-crop economy to livestock pro­
duction by using lines of least re­
sistance.

The formula is simple; You buy 
up non-productive worn out land 
at a few dollars an acre. You don’t 
do any work, yet you build up the 
land and at the same time net $16 
a year on every acre—and it’s done 
with cattle without buying corn. 
The cattle simply graze.

A demonstration now in progress 
at the Auburn experimental station 
of. the Alabama Polytechnic Insti­
tute is especially adapted to the 
South, but J. C. Grimes, head ani­
mal husbandman, says it could be 
modified for use elsewhere.
Horv Land Is Planted

Ten acres support four cows with 
two and a half acres allotted per

cow. Of the acres-per-cow, one acre 
of lespedeza is grazed from April 
to October or November; one acre 
of kudzu affords temprorary graz­
ing and winter feed; a half-acre of 
manganeze bur clover is followed 
by grain sorghum for winter feed.

All of the crops are soil-improv­
ing legumes, except the grain sor­
ghum, which is the only one re­
quiring cultivation.

The calves are dropped in the 
fall, weaned in July, fed three 
pounds of cottonseed meal per head 
daily for 60 days, and then sold. 
Netting $16 Per Acre

How does the $16 an acre come 
in? Last year $22 an acre was real­
ized from the sale of cattle. Six 
dollars was spent for fertilizer and 
the cottonseed meal.

However, economists point to 
great obstacles to be overcome be­
fore the South ever can ' compete 
with the Midwest in livestock pro­
duction.

High prices have been only one

factor in the growth of the South­
ern Ihestock industry. Stock im­
provement, development of millions 
of acres of improved pastureland 
and creation of local markets have 
been others.

To get an idea of what is hap­
pening, consider a state like Ala­
bama. While learning to produce 
the same amount of cotton on half 
the acreage it has in five years ex­
panded its livestock industry from 
$26,000,000 to $80,000,000 a year.

The big question in livestock ex­
pansion in the South is feed. The 
South can produce an abundance 
of protein concenti'ates, but the 
yield of grain crops—carbohydrates 
—is far below the national average.

* ♦ :1s
About 19 acres are required per 

cow in this area. Net prof­
it per acre amounts to slightly 
over $2, according to figures sup­
plied by Midland County agricult­
ural sources. Average price per acre 
for grazing is about $17.

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Finland Meets 
War Debts Again, 
But To Russia

HELSINKI—(/P)—The second year 
after Finland’s armistice with Rus­
sia threatens to be the stiffest of 
all for the country which always 
used to pay its war debts to the
United States on time.

Finland faces total reorganization 
of industry to fulfill war debts to 
the Soviet Union. War reparations 
payments and restitution deliveries 
to be paid in 1946 total more than 
$50,000,000, estimated to be 20 per 
cent of the national income. Resti­
tution deliveries are to replace ma­
terial removed from Russian terri­
tory in the 1941-44 war.

Government officials express be­
lief that Finland by disregarding 
her own needs can meet both the 
$35,000,000 war damage compensa­
tions and the $15,400,000 restitution 
obligations.

Restitution will consist almost 
entirely of timber products, but 61.7 
per cent of the reparations must be 
paid in metal products, for which 
the Finns must import raw mater­
ials. This has forced Finland to a 
gigantic reorgan^tion of her ex­
port industry with emphasis on 
metal products. Before the war, 
such exports were only four per cent 
of Finland’s total. The entire heavy 
metal and much of the medium and 
light metal industries now are 
working on reparations.

But Finland need not worry about 
<a market for her heavy metal in­
dustry. Announcing the reparation 
pay period had been lengthened 
from six to eight years, Stalin said 
the Soviet Union could absorb the 
Industry’s products in the future.

Post Office Plans Flying Mailcars For Future

“Flying mailcars,’ ’ equipped like the present day railroad postal cars but winging at 200-mile an hour 
speeds with a four to six ton load of mail probably will be the next step in commercial aviation. Post 
office Department and Air Transport Association officials already have inspected designs for the all­
mail packet plane. A modification of the Army’s “flying boxcar,” used during the war for hauling 
tanks, guns, troops and supplies, it is built, by the Fairchild Engine and Airplane Corporation.

Great Array Of French 
Ari Draws Huge Crowds 
At Showing In Chicago

CHICAGO — (IP)— A gentleman 
from Paris arrived on a London- 
Chicago plane recently, and hasten­
ed to the art institute.

He had come to see the French 
collection— the greatest collection 
of 19th and 20th century French 
paintings in the world.

The institute is particularly proud 
of its paintings of all types. It has 
more than 1,300 in its permanent 
stock. They represent all the major 
art movements in Europe in the 
last 700 years.

It also keeps abreast of the times.
One feature was an exhibition 

which included a work of art from 
each of the United Nations.

Last year Associate Curator Fred­
erick Sweet was off on a 10,000 mile 
trip to museums, dealers’ shops and 
private homes in 45 communities. 
Scouring dusty attics and ferret­
ing into cellar store-rooms as he 
went, he tracked down 164 mellow 
canvases. The result was the first 
comprehensive exposition of early 
American landscapes.

The institute has kept attendance 
at a high level. It has matched the 
crowd appeal of the city’s leading 
sports attraction.

Reds Aren't Bluffing 
For What They Want—  
But Don't Want War

By DEWITT MACKENZIE 
AP Foreign Affairs Analyst

One of the first questions flung 
at me after my arrival home from 
touring Europe was: “Are the Rus­
sians bluffing?”

■ There has been far too much hes­
itancy in touching matters of this 
sort, for fear of making trouble. 
If the Big Three—-Russia, America 
and Britain—had cleared up a 
bunch of questions for one another 
long ago, the international situa­
tion would be a lot easier right 
now. Anyway, the answer to my 
friend’s inquiry as I see it is this:

Russia isn’t bluffing. She has laid 
out a plan of the zone of influence 
which she considers necessary for 
her protection and well-being, both 
in Europe and in Asia. Much, if 
not all, of this program has been 
made known to the world at lar^e. 
She intends to keep on driving for 
that, and naturally will continue to 
take advantage of every opening 
given by the other powers.

That’s not bluff, although shrewd 
tactical maneuvering and everlast­
ing persistence are involved. How­
ever—and this is the point my ques­
tioner had in mind—I have found 
no reason to believe that Moscow 
would permit the Soviet program to 
create a situation which might lead 
to another world conflict.
Doesn’t Make Horse Sense

The idea that the Soviet Union 
would do that just doesn’t ’ make 
horse sense Neither Russia nor 
any other power is prepared to em­
bark on a further global conflict 
now.

To be sure there are numerous 
situations which we should like 
Moscow to explain. But what Uncle 
Sam and John Bull can’t afford to 
overlook is that Moscow has just 
as many questions which it would 
like cleared up by the Western 
Allies.

Of epurse it would be naive to 
think that all suspicions could be 
removed as easily as . the necessity 
for their removal can be set down 
here. Still it shouldn’t be so diffi­
cult of achievement if carried out 
on the basis of mutual confessions 
of aims.

Obviously there must be give and 
take in reconciling the different 
ideas of the Big Three on interna­
tional problems.' Tliis doesn’t mean, 
however, that purely national af­
fairs have to be conducted on the 
basis of pleasing some otlier coun­
try.

Specifically—and I believe this is 
a matter which is worrying ma'ny 
folk—the people of Russia don’t 
have to accept our form of govern­
ment for fear of offending us if 
they don’t adopt it.

By the same token, there is no 
reason why the people of the United 
States or Britain shouldn’t battle 
against Communism for themselves 
if they don’t -want it.

Pew Texans know that the capi­
tal of Missouri was once Marshall, 
Texas. ■

The Missouri state capital and 
the governor’s mansion are both 
still standing in Marshall for all 
to see, if you doubt it. Both are 
still in use.

Today’s world with its refugee 
governments may find this oddity 
easier to understand than an ear­
lier generation.

It happened during the Civil 
War. Missouri was a borderline 
state. But it voted to remain in the 
Union.

President Lincoln asked Govern­
or Claiborne P. Jackson to whip up 
some volunteers to fill the ranks 
of the men in blue.

Governor Jackson personally fav­
ored the Confederacy. He didn’t 
want to recruit volunteers for the 
North.

However, he couldn’t defend the 
capital against the sympathizers 
with the Northern cause.

So he moved his capital to safety 
in Texas.
Embarrassing To Successor

The move was embarrassing to 
his successor, Hamilton Gamble. It 
was both embarrassing and diffi­
cult.

Because Governor Jackson took 
with him the state’s official seal 
and many official records.

Several of Missouri’s top officials 
of the time came with him.

The Civil War capitol of Mis­
souri still stands in Marshall on 
South Bolivar Street at the inter­
section with East Crockett.

The capitol building itself is a 
simple one-story budding, un­
doubtedly adequate at the time but 
not exactly what you’d expect a 
state capitol to be.

The governor’s mansion, on the 
other hand, is probably as good as 
many of today’s governor’s man­
sions. It is a homey looking two- 
story building, surrounded with 
porches, dotted with gables, fram­
ed in trees.

The next time you’re in East 
Texas, visit the Missouri state cap­
ital—as of 1860.

“That society can accept the fact 

of women sold into slavery in this 
day and age is unthinkable,” he 
declared. “What the general public 
has n ot. yet understood is that we 
are determined to wipe out the 
menace these sharks represent. The 
problem of prostitution is one 
which is linked with the social and 
economic revival of the country.” 
Nationally Powerful

Industrialization of prostitution 
dates from World War I, Corval 
said, and now has acquired the 
power and importance of a nation­
al “trust.” First efforts to do away 
with the evil started wliile the 
Blum government was in power in 
1936, but nothing much was done.

Municipalities like Metz, Stras­
bourg, Nancy, Colmas, Lille, Fon­
tainebleau and Montpelier took 
local action, however, and were 
able to reduce the venereal rate.

World .War II ended this small 
effort. German occupying forces 
ordered reopening of all brothels 
and facilitated opening of new ones. 
In Strasbourg alone, venereal rates 
tripled during occupation.

The Vichy government not only 
supported but officially recognized 
White Slave traders,” Corval said. 
“It allowed them to group them­
selves under the same organization 
as bona-fide hotel keepers and 
proprietors of ‘furnished houses,’ 
besides allowing them to organize 
into a legitimate syndicate. This 
was the work of Joseph Peyrouton, 
minister of interior in Petain’s 
government.”

Soon after liberation, the “trusts” 
approached authorities with the re­
quest that they be allowed to con­
tinue to operate. This was refused.

Last December 17, Paris Munici­
pal Councillors voted to close all 
houses of prostitution. Closing date 
was to have been March 15. But 
the “ trusts,” with« untold millions 
at their disposal, succeeded in hav­
ing the date temporarily postponed.

The Municipal Council now has 
placed the question before a spe­
cial commission of the National 
Constituent Assembly, and Corval 
is sure that the council’s position

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New 3-Cent Stamp 
Will Show Veterans' 
Discharge Emblem

Collectors of United States stamps 
can look forward to at least two 
new stamps for their albums within 
the next four months—the three- 
cent regular postage stamp featur­
ing the Armed Services’ honorable 
discharge embiem and the ever 

•popular “duck” revenue stamp. De­
signs of both stamps have now 
been disclosed by the Post Office 
and Interior Departments.

Thursday, May 9, has been set as 
the first day of issue for the hon­
orable discharge emblem stamp, 
which is intended to honor all vet­
erans of World War II. All de­
tails except the color have been 
announced by Postmaster General 
Hannegan for the stamp, illustrated 
here. Although the color remains 
to be selected, the emblem will ap­
pear against a graduated tone 
background. It is known that the 
Post Office Department has at­
tempted, thus far unsuccessfully, to 
make the stamp bi-colored with the 
emblem in its natural gold color. 
The five stars in the background 
represent those who died in the 
various branches of the service.

A maximum of 10 addressed en­
velopes accompanied by remittance 
for the stamps to be affixed may 
be sent to the Postmaster, Wash­
ington 13, D. C.. for first day can­
cellation.

Redhead ducks are featured on 
the 1946-47 “Duck” stamps which 
will go on sale at first and second 
class post offices July 1. The thir­
teenth in this series of revenue 
stamps was designed by Robert W, 
Hines-, artist of the Ohio Division of 
Conservation and Natural Re­
sources. It will show four “red­
heads,” three males and a female, 
riding in the water while another 
male is about to make a “crash” 
landing. The redhead duck closely 
resembles the canvasback and 
abounds throughout the waters of 
North America except the North 
Atlantic coast. It winters from 
Virginia southward to the Baha­
mas.

The Department of the Interior 
reports that sales of this year’s 
“duck stamp” already have broken 
all records, with 1,540,468 stamps 
sold from last July 1 until Dec. 31. 
Total sales in 1944-45 were 1,487,- 
029 stamps.

Day not far in the past, this is 
perhaps as good a time as any to 
recall the military career of Col. 
Harry Zohms, a large-hearted of­
ficer who won no medals but cut 
more red tape than any man in 
Army history.

Harry was the Army’s best friend 
to hard-pressed war correspondents.

Colonel Zohms served without 
pay, answered to no one and was 
one of the most influential men in 
uniform.

Or if you do it’s 
strictly another Harry Zohms and 
purely coincidental— because “our 
Harry” existed only in the imagina­
tion of a number of needy war 
correspondents who invented him 
as a kind of military Santa Claus.

In the early days of the war It 
was possible to move about the 
battlefronts freely. You just hitch­
hiked around and latched on to 
any outfit you liked and everybody 
was your friend. This gypsy life 
ended as our military machine over­
seas grew bigger.
He Cut Military Red Tape

In this emergency some journal­
istic genius created and commis­
sioned ■ Lt. Harry Zohms without 
benefit of Congressional sanction. 
His sole job was to shortcut round­
about military channels.

If you wanted a case of field 
rations to eat on the road you just 
drew up a requisition for them and 
anybody handy signed the flourish­
ing signature of “Lieutenant Harry 
Zohms, Quartermaster Corps.” The 
rations were ' forthcoming immedi­
ately.

There seemed to be a certain 
magic in Harry’s last name. 
’’Zohms” looked so artificial no­
body thought it could possible be 
a fake. His authority to issue some 
of his grandiose orders with only 
the rank of lieutenant was occa­
sionally questioned. So we gave him 
a well earned promotion.
He Rose From “Lieutenant”

Harry rose from lieutenant to 
captain, to major, to lieutenant- 
colonel and finally full colonel as 
we passed through France, Belgium, 
Holland, Luxembourg and dermany. 
At the war’s end we were consid­
ering rewarding him with the star 
of a brigadier and putting him on 
the general staff.

He got us rides, coal to heat our 
winter quarters and fixed us up 
with passes for brief leaves back to 
Paris and Brussels. In Germany, 
when transportation was difficult, 
he got some of us captured Nazi 
staff cars.

Nobody knows just when Harry 
was mustered out of the service. His 
last official act was to sign permits 
enabling some of his old friends to 
keep a few battered German lugers 
as souvenirs.

NacKENZIE'S COLUMN
The Nazi underground plot to 

revive Hitlerism in Germany, dis­
closed during the weekend, is grim 
warning to those who would relax 
the military occupation.

It’s highly significant that this 
revolt centered in the Hitler Youth 
movement, for that remains the 
core of the resistance to Allied 
authority. During my recent tour 
of the occupied areas mentioned in 
this column more than once that 
the dangerous element of the Ger­
man population lies for the most 
part within the age range of from 
fourteen to thirty-five.

’The Youth Movement fanatics 
represent the toughest of the hum­
an problems which the Allies have 
in German rehabilitation. These 
young people—the most vital ele­
ment in the Reich—are so thor­
oughly Hitlerized that there ap­
pears to be small hope of persuad­
ing many of them to a change of 
heart. They can be kept in hand 
only by force, for force is their god. 
Deeper Than That

But the thing cuts deeper than 
that. Since this age group is large­
ly lost to the Allies, the most ef­
fective educational reiorm must be 
made among the younger boys and 
girls— the sprouting generation. 
There our main hope lies, and that 
is where the Allies are concentrat­
ing heavily..

However, the occupation author­

ities are up against a great handi­
cap because, while the children are 
friendly enough and are receptive 
to the proper training in their 
schools, they have to be sent home 
to parents who belong to the Hit­
lerized group.

It would' be a mistake to think 
that the Hitler Youth is the sole 
source of support for the revival 
of Nazism. The Prussian militar­
ists, whose only interest in Hitler­
ism was that it fitted in with their 
schemes for expansion of the Reich 
by conquest, will do their utmost 
to unhorse the Allies.

Unfortunately, the Germans have 
found more than a little encourage­
ment for hostility in the differences 
of viewpoint which have cropped 
up from time to time among the 
Allies. Then the Hitlerites have 
taken further hope from what they 
thought were signs of a weakening 
of American determination to con­
tinue the military occupation over 
a long period of years:

Lebannon Shelters Poles
WARSAW—(yP)—It has been of­

ficially announced that the govern­
ment of Lebanon has agreed to 
accept as residents 3,000 to 4,C-00 
Poles presently living in the Near 
East. They are mostly women and 
children evacuated from Poland 
during the early years of the war.

U. S. postoffice, the indictment be­
came a literary Fourth of July.

No one just deliberately killed 
anyone. He did “ then and there 
knowingly, wilfully, unlawfully, pur­
posely, deliberately, premeditatedly, 
and with intent to do so, kill and 
murder John Doe, a human being.”

The TJ. S. attorneys weren’t com­
pelled to write this. They looked 
at the way other attorneys had 
written indictments down through 
the years and did the same.

This explaination comes from an 
attorney in the Justice Department. 
His job now is to help clear up 
some of the mess.

Hereafter, U. S. attorneys will 
write murder indictments this way, 
even though the killing happened 
in a postoffice and the victim took 
a while to die:

“John Doe, on lands acquired for 
 ̂use of the United States and under 
the jurisdiction of the United States, 

i with premeditation shot and mur­
dered John Roe.”

It happened this way:
About 30 years ago the American 

Bar Association thought it would 
be a good idea to have uniform 
rules for handling criminal cases in 
federal courts.

The rales varied so much that a 
lawyer used to handling criminal 
cases in the federal court in one 
state often was virtually unable to 
try a case in a federal court in an­
other state.

The Bar Association’s idea for 
improvement kicked around for a 
quarter of a century. The U. S. 
Justice Department and lawyers 
thought it was good.

In 1940 Congress passed a law 
authorizing the Supreme Court to 
lay down uniform rules for hand­
ling criminal cases in federal 
courts.

State bar associations chipped in 
with ideas. So did the Supreme 
Court. Now the rule book has been 
completed.

It makes some basic changes and 
simplifies a number of things, even 
to telling U. S. attorneys how to 
write readable indictments.

Senate's Parity 
Plan Adds Cost Of 
Labor In Fanning

By JAMEP MARLOW
WASHINGTON —(A>)— There’s a ; 

big rumpus here over a pending,' 
upward change in a thing called 
parity. |

If it goes through, it will do two | 
things: j

1. It will boost the price of farm
products. !

2. Therefore, it will boost your 
food bill.

The Senate has voted to increase 
the parity formula. Before this 
can become law, two things must 
happen:

1. The House must also approve
2. The President must sign it into 

law. He says hell veto it.
But to understand it, look at 

what parity is, how it got that 
way, and what the Senate pro­
poses.

Back in the 1930s, when farmers 
were having a hard time. Congress 
decided to help them. This was 
the thinking:

Even if the government had to 
put out money to do it, the prices 
farmers could get for their products 
should be kept fairly in line with 
the prices farmers had to pay for 
things they needed, like machinery 
and seeds.

But when were the prices of farm 
goods and the things farmers need 
pretty w.ell in line? That, of 
course, would depend on the kind 
of crop.
Base Periods Chosen

Normal period—called base pe­
riods—were chosen for different 
crops. The point was this, taking 
w'heat as an example: ■

A wheat farmer should get for 
his wheat an amount which would 
buy the equivalent amount of what 
he bought—like machinery and 
seeds—back in 1910-14. That is 
called parity.

Since 1910-14 the cost of farm 
machinery, seed, fertilizer, things 
like that, has gone up. Well. How 
then does the government maintain 
parity between the price of wheat 
and the things farmers buy?

It’s done this way.
Suppose the Department of Ag­

riculture decides that in order for 
a wheat farmer to be able to buy 
what he bought in 1910-14 his wheat 
ought to sell for $1.50 a bushel.

But on the open market wheat 
is actually selling for only $1 a 
bushel.

Suppose further that he simply 
can’t get more than $1 a bushel 
for it.
Government Buys Wheat

In that case the government 
would buy the wheat from him. It 
wouldn’t pay him the full parity 
price of $1.50, but pretty close to it.
■ The more the wheat taken off 
the market, the higher the market 
price would go, till the market 
price got up to parity or close to it.

’The government, meantime, would 
store the wheat or make other use 
of it, but not try to sell it on the 
open market. If it tried that, of 
course, it would knock down the 
market price and hurt the farmer 
again.

Until now the cost of the farmer’s 
labor—himself, his wife, children, 
and hired hand—hasn’t been in­
cluded when the government fig­
ured parity prices.

The Senate has voted to include 
such costs in figuring parity. That 
of course would boost the price of 
farm goods.

The government figures that the 
Senate’s proposal would increase 
parity prices about 32 per cent.

Where Germans Killed 335 Palriois

ROME—Rome has a shrine to its 

World War II martyrs near the 
Old Appian way in the neighbor­
hood of the catacombs where the 
Christians buried their martyred 
dead.

The modern shrine is known as 
the Ardeatine Caves. In grottoes 
cut from volcanic rock are row 
upon row of rough wooden boxes

G n m !

I containing the bodies of 335 Ital­
ians massacred by the Germans on 

j March 24, 1944.
The Italian government officially 

has declared the caves, situated on 
the Via Ardeatina, a national mon­
ument. Thousands of Italians, in 

addition to the families of the vic­
tims, visit the caves each week to 
pay homage to the dead.
Were Dug as Wells

Before the war, the caves, origi­
nally dug ,as wells, served as a city 
dump. The Germans, by using the 
dump as the site for a mass exe­
cution, unwittingly made it a shrine 
which now attracts larger crowds 

\ than the catacombs of St. Calixtus 
I and St. Sebestian.

In the electrically lighted caves, 
the coffins of unfinished pine boards 
are arranged in rows on the earth 
floor against the walls. Relatives 
and friends of the victims keep the 
coffins covered with fresh flowers.

The bodies have been preserved 
by encasing them in lead.

Most of the victiiBs were politi­
cal prisoners taken from Rome 
jails by -the Germans and shot in 
reprisal for the killing of 30 Nazis 
in a bomb explosion near the Bar- 
berini Palace during the occupa­
tion. Among the victims were gen­
erals, enlisted men, priests and ci­
vilians, Catholics and Jews. Some 
were rounded up on the streets 
and herded with the other victims 
to the rubbish dump. After the 
mass execution, the Germans ex­
ploded mines to cover up the 
bodies.

Later the Italians recovered the 
bodies, cleaned out the caves and 
made the onetime dump a shrine.

In farm yards 
they have been converted into boil­
ers for cattle food, chicken coops 
and rabbit hutches. Sometimes they 
are gaily painted and used to hold 
ornamental trees. In several in­
stances they have become dog ken­
nels and washing tubs.

A moment later Poage re­
peated the ob.servation personally 
to Eisenhower, who gave one of his 
famous smiles and said modestly, 
"Thanks.”

The talk dealt with Army occu­
pation forces, selective service, and 
the “caste system” — complaints 
some people have voiced against the 
Army.

Without divulging anything the 
general wanted kept secret, it can 
be said that he staunchly defended 
in particular the Army’s lieutenants 
and captains, and observed that 60 
per cent of all officers had come up 
through the ranks by attending of­
ficer candidate schools.

Seated at the table near him as 
he talked was Capt. Rhoads Mus- 
tain of Aubrey, Texas, a doctor in 
civilian life who currently is on 
duty at Walter Reed Hospital. 
Wearing several service ribbons, in­
cluding the Purple Heart for wounds 
received in action, he was the guest 
of Rep. Ed Gossett of Wichita Falls.

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Nearly eight months after the war, the United States still mans garrisons on every continent and 
in 56 foreign coimtries and major islands throughout the world.

U. S. Bids For Posi-War Tourist And 
Shipping Trade With De Luxe Liners

NEW YORK — (NEA)— Ameri­
can passenger lines are going after 
transoceanic travel business with a 
fleet of new. fast, de luxe comfort 
lines and a wary eye on competi­
tion from the air.

The companies believe a tourist 
boom is in sight, on top of very 
heavy business travel. They are de­
termined to dispel the old idea that 
foreign ships give more comfort 
and better service than American. 
They see no good reason why our 
passenger ships should not be made 
as much superior to others as Am­
erican hotels are superior to those 
found elsewhere.

Our 11 major operators are plan­
ning on adding at least 89 new 
passenger carriers, ranging from 
combination ships with accommo­
dation for 12 persons each up to 
luxury liners with space for 400 to 
SOO guests.

The Maritime Commission is talk­
ing about ,11 vessels that the Shipr 
builders Council of America de­
scribes as superliners.

Details are not yet available, but 
it is understood that they would 
have a length of 1,000 feet, a ton­
nage of around 37,500, at least 29 
knots speed, would provide for 1,000 
passengers, and would cost from 
$22,500,000 to $25,000,000 each.

These vessels would be ultra mod­
ern in provision for comfort and 
equipped with safety devices devel­
oped during the war.

The Merchant Marine Institute, 
trade association of ship operators, 
prefers not to call such craft super­
liners—a term that it reserves for 
such giants as the Queens Mary 
and Elizabeth, the late Normandie,

We have no intention of going 
into the superliner business in that 
sense. The Maritime Commission, 
which holds a tight rein on our op­
erators by its control of the sub­
sidies granted to offset high Ameri­
can operating costs, is against them. 
Ships For Both Oceans

The U. S. Lines hope'to get two 
of the proposed big ships, presuma­
bly for operation to Europe or to j 
the Far East in conjunction with 
the 22-knot America, the 21-knot 
Washington, and five other passen­
ger craft.

Shipping men conjecture that the 
others would go into the Pacific 
trade, with the American President 
Line (formerly Dollar) and the 
Matson Line regarded as likely op­
erators.

Alcoa plans on three 19-knot lux­
ury liners to carry up to 500 pas­
sengers each and three new 17- 
knot 15,000-ton combination ships 
for the Caribbean tourist business 
in which it was just getting started 
when war intervened.

American Export has asked for 
the ex-Italian Conte Grande, Conte 
Biancamano, Saturnia and Vul- 
canio, all 23,000 tonners, now U. S. 
troop transports, to use on the run 
formerly made by the Italian Line.

Moore-McCormack, which plans 
to restore the 20,000-ton Argentina, 
Brazil and Uruguay to the South 
American east coast run, has order­
ed two large new liners and plans 
to build three more.

United Fruit is replacing the 
third of its Great White Fleet that 
was sunk during the war. The re­
placements are to include two 18-20 
knot luxury liners that are very 
unorthodox in the blueprints, hav­
ing lounge, bar veranda and other 
public rooms forward, where pas­
sengers can see where they are go­
ing, rather than aft where one can 
see only where he already has been.

The Grace Line is building nine 
new 52-passenger ships for the 
South American west coast run, 
by way of the Caribbean and the 
Panama Canal. Grace lost all but 
two of its Santa, class boats during 
the war but hopes to get those two 
back soon from the government.
Air Conditioned

The Matson Line is adding air 
conditioning to its two Lurline class 
liners in the Hawaiian and Austra­
lia-New Zealand run. Its Lurline, 
Matsonia, Mariposa and Monterey 
all survived the war.

The American President Lines, in 
process of being sold by the gov­
ernment to private operators, is 
acquiring two P-2 transports and 
building two similar liners for use 
this year. It plans to add three 
large, fast luxury liners by 1948, 
and intends resuming its round- 
the-world service with two pre-war 
combination liners and live char­
tered C-4 (transport) ships.

AUSTIN —(JP)— Steadily rising 

unemployment left 200,000 search­
ing for jobs last month in Texas 
where not a single major labor area 
needs additional workers and where 
eight areas are cramping under 
critical unemployment pains.

The March report from the 
United States Employment Service 
adds Waco and Abilene to the six 
areas already reported suffering 
with critical employment ills: Tex­
arkana, Beaumont, San Antonio, 
I.ongview, Lufkin and the Sherman- 
Denisoh area.

Corpus Christi and Houston were 
reclassified from areas with a bal­
ance of workers to areas having a 
surplus of workers. In the fever 
category already were San Angelo, 
Lubbock, Wichita Palls, Port Worth, 
Dallas, Tyler, Marshall, Temple, 
Austin, Brownwood, Port Arthur 
and Orange.

El Paso, Amarillo, Borger and the 
Galveston-Texas City area are the 
only four of the state’s 26 princi­
pal labor markets retaining a heal­
thy balance in the number of job 
openings for the supply of workers.

C. E. Belk, USES state director, 
said total employment now stands 
at 10.8 per cent in the 26 major 
labor markets which represent 60 
per cent of the state’s major labor 
force of 2,700,000. He estimated un­
employment at five per cent in the 
balance of the state.
Increase of 3.3 Per Cent

The 10.8 per cent is an increase 
of 3.3 per cent over unemployment 
figures of 60 days ago when 7.5 per 
cent of the state’s work force was 
unemployed, Belk said. The figure 
compares with 14.6 per cent unem­
ployed reported In the pre-war 
month of April, 1940.

Major problem confronting Tex­
as communities is the finding of 
suitable jobs and housing accom­
modations for veterans who repre­
sent 58.8 per cent of the 180,000 
persons registered for jobs in local 
USES offices throughout Texas, 
Belk said. Placements were reported 
being made at the rate of 30,000 
per month.

Belk’ reported “very satisfactory” 
response In the current drive for 
job listings but pointed out that 
veterans are returning in such large 
numbers that job demand is in­
creasing at a faster rate than jobs 
are becoming available.

Only bright spot in the USES re­
port was a prediction that total un­
employment in major industrial 
centers in the state will decrease

three per cent in the next two 
months. Belk said more than a 
third of the expansion demand ex­
pected will be for workers in the 
construction industry. 
Unemployment Increases 

Unemployment percentages in­
creases in the state’s major labor 
markets during the past 60 days 
were reported as follows: Austin 
4.4 to 7.5; San Antonio 9.9 to 12;

8.5 per cent over the comparable 
month six years ago. Most other 
figures were well below the pre-war 
crisis.

County Has Large 
Agricultural Stake

Midland County’s agricul­
tural investment totals more 
than $4,000,000, and its an­
nual income also exceeds 
that sum, figures compiled 
by County Agent Vernon 
Young in a partial survey of the 
industry reveal.

Thus, the county has a big stake 
in ranching and farming. The 
survey does not include structures.

There are 20,000 head of cattle 
in the county, with a valuation of 
approximately one and a half mil­
lion dollars. These cattle produce 
about 16,000 feeder calves annually, 
and the calves are worth about 
$800,000.

The county’s 35,000 sheep are 
valued at $420,000, as figured on 
the present price of about $12 per

.•!*head. The lamb crop is worth 
' about $196,000 annually, and the 
wool clip about $112,000.

Range land of the county totals 
495 acres, and is worth about $834,- 
500. The 70,000 acres of farm land 
are valued at approximately $280,- 
000.
Many Farm Vehicles

The county boasts 217 tractors 
at an estimated value of about 
$150,000, and has 155 farm trucks 
in addition to many commercial 
trucks used in livestock work.

No survey of the county’s agri­
cultural income has been made in 
recent years, but it totaled $4,404,- 
112 in 1942. Increased prices and 
production are believed to have 
swollen that figure for 1945.

In 1942, sales of 38,741 head of 
cattle averaged $60 each for a total 
of $2,324,460. The 15,496 calves pro­
duced that year were valued at $50 
each for a total of $774,800. In­
come from 7,382 bales of cotton 
produced on 22,726 acres of land 
was about $738,200. The county’s 
3,008 dairy cows produced 1,047,010 
units of dairy products for an in­
come of $314,103, while 57,395 
chickens, selling at an average of 
$1 each, brought $57,395.

Wool produced by 44,863 sheep 
in 1942 totaled 32,110 pounds which 
sold at 40 cents per pound average 
for a total of $120,154.80. The 3,000 
hogs sold at $25 each brought in 
$75,000. Approximately 31,292 acres 
of land on the county's 425 farms 
and ranches were planted to feed 
in 1942.

Beans And Peas Used 
For Planting Exempt 
From OPA Regulations

The Fort Worth district office 
of the Office of Price Administra­
tion has announced that dry beans 
and peas bought for resale as seed 
stock are exempt from price con­
trol. If the beans and peas are to 
be sold for eating purposes, these 
sales are to be considered as sub­
terfuge to evade the price control 
act and action will be taken, ac- 
cordinly by OPA -forces.

The office defines “seed stock” 
as follows: “Seed stock me ans any 
of the listed commodities which are 
used for planting, and which com­
ply with the Federal Seed Act or 
state seed acts, particularly with 
respect to labeling as to kind and 
variety, percentage of germina­
tion, and date of germination, and, 
if below federal standard as set 
forth in the Federal Seed Act of 
1939, are plainly marked ‘below 
standard’.”

Beef Sales Cut'-Backs 
Are Reported Removed

The 20 per cent of choice and 
good grades of beef set aside for 
military use, have been removed, 
it has been announced.

Set-aside meat of the top grades 
has been purchased primarily by 
the Army but military services es­
timate they now have sufficient 
supplies to safeguard stocks, mak­
ing current set asides unnecessary. 
Since choice and good beef make up 
a large proportion of meat slaugh­
tered at this time of year, somewhat 
greater supplies of both grades now 
should be avjilable on the market, 
it was reported.

Effectiveness Of 
Cattle Spraying 
Is Demonstrated

The effectiveness of using a DDT 
spray on cattle to kill lice and horn 
flies was demonstrated last week 
on registered stock at the M. F. 
King No. 9 Ranch by County Agent 
Vernon Young. Fifty cows and be­
tween 20 and 30 calves were sprayed 
with the solution, and the ranchers 
and stockmen present were able 
to see the difference immediately.

The cattle were noticeably calm­
er and more relaxed after the spray 
was used. The horn flies and lice 
were killed within a few minutes.

The first spray is effective 10 to 
14 days. The second spraying will 
last about three weeks, and the 
third from four to six weeks. A 
small residue of the DDT will re­
main on the cattle from each spray­
ing, thus increasing the time ne­
cessary between sprayings.

Cattle may be sprayed in an av­
erage time of two minutes each.

Brooks And Drake To

Long Feeding Of 
Qualify Calves 
More Profitable

The better tiie quality of calves, 
che longer they can profitably be 
fed. County Agent Vernon Young 
reminds 4-H Club boys and others 
planning to start on calf feeding. 
A six month’s feed period will be 
required to fatten well bred 400- 
pound steer calves. If calves are 
light as 350 pounds when started 
on feed, seven months will be re­
quired.

More rapid gains may be obtain­
ed on steer calves the second 90 to 
100 days of feeding than the first. 
In the fattening period a calf 
should at least double his weight. 
A gain of two pounds per day may' 
be considered satisfactory.
Feed Needs Vary

The amount of feed necessary to 
fatten a feeder calf will depend 
upon the condition, quality and 
weight of the calf and the ability 
of the feeder. Under ordinary con­
ditions, if calves are of good quali­
ty, the feeder should have 1,500 
pounds of shelled corn or one ton 
of grain sorghum heads or ear corn, 
300 pounds of cottonseed meal, and 
from 1,500 pounds to one ton of 
roughage.

At the beginning of the’ fattening 
period the calves should be started 
on a little grain and a lot of rough- 
age and gradually changed to a 
little roughage and a lot of grain. 
The skill with, which the feeder 
makes these changes largely deter­
mines his success as a feeder.
' The following rations for calves 
or yearlings of from 400 to 600 
pounds in weight generally apply:

First 15 days: 1900 pounds of 
grain sorghum bundles, 100 pounds 
cottonseed meal, and 10 pounds 
limestone flour.

Second 15 days: 1750 pounds 
grain sorghum bundles, 150 pounds 
cottonseed meal, and 10 pounds of 
limestone flour.

Second 30 days: 1,800 pounds 
sorghum bundles, 200 pounds cot­
tonseed meal, 10 poun^ limestone 
flour.
Alfalfa Is Best

Third 30 days: 1,700 pounds grain 
surghum bundles, 100 pounds crush­
ed ear corn, 200 pounds cottonseed 
meal, and 10 pounds limestone 
flour.

Fourth 30 days; 1,450 pounds 
grain sorghum bundles, 300 pounds 
crushed ear corn, 240 pounds cot­
tonseed meal, 10 pounds of lime­
stone flour.

The sorghum roughages show 
very little difference in feeding val­
ue. The quality, maturity and meth­
od feeding will determine their ef­
ficiency. Johnson grass, sudan 
grass, prairie hay, and oats, wheat 
and barley hay cut .in the dough 
stage are excellent roughages. All 
are classed as carbonaceous hays 
and are superior to cottonseed hulls. 
Alfalfa is the king of all hays and 
is the standard legume roughage.

Garden Soil Should Be Condtiioned Before Planting Starts
By HENRY L. FREE

The gardener who believes that 

a good beginning is half the job 
has already made preparatitons to 
start some of his long season plants 
either in the hotbed or in the 
house.

The time to sow your seeds de­
pends upon the weather and your 
ability to have the garden soil in 
condition to receive the tender 
seedlings. As a rule, seed should 
be sown six to eight weeks before 
the last frost-proof date in your 
locality.

Success with starting plants un­
der glass or indoors requires con­
siderable study, and close applica­
tion to the job from the first. Too 
frequently entire plantings are lost 
because of a disease commonly re­
ferred to as “damping-off”. This 
disease hits the tiny seedlings just 
about the time they have pushed 
their heads up through the soil.

Damping-off is the result of one 
or more fungus growths which live 
in the soil, and there is no remedy 
to cure or save the affected seed­
lings. This disease can be pre­
vented from striking your seedlings

OulwiRing Cuiworms

Cabbage, one oft the mainstays 

of the home garden, is subject to 
cut-worm and maggot attacks. To 
outwit these pests is relatively sim­
ple. After the plants have been 
hardened in a cold frame, they 
should be shifted to the open 
ground, and a strip of paper about 
two inches wide should be wrapped 
around the stems starting at ground 
level. Even more effective are tar­
paper disks which come prepared 
with slots for slipping around the 
stems. They are inexpensive and 
a boon to the gardener.

County Agent Vernon Young, in 
urging cooperation with a nation­
wide “farm cleanup week” from 
April 8 to 14, pointed out Saturday 
that cleaning up livestock quarters 
and lots, eradication of disease 
hazards and other sanitation 
methods will help step up 1946 
livestock production and farm prof­
its.

He offered these suggestions:
Clean and disinfect livestock 

quarters: remove old straw stacks 
by spreading straw on the fields; 
drain low spots in barn lots where 
water stands, and fence off spots 
which cannot be drained; haul out 
all manure; and pick up nails, 
glass, and other sharp objects 
which could be swallowed by live­
stock.

He urged that livestock owners 
watch for signs of diseases to en­
able them to give prompt coiTec- 
tive measures.

Test To Combat 
Bitteiweed Is 
Stalled Fiiday

County Agent Vernon Young Fri­
day started an experiment to test 
the effectiveness of a commercial 
weed killer on bitterweed, and ex­
pects to be able to announce the 
results within two weeks.

A plot of ground containing bit­
terweed on the Sam Preston Ranch, 
southeast of Midland, was fenced 
in and the area sprayed with the 
chemical. Because the chemical is 
in actuality a hormone, it is claim­
ed it will soak into the root system 
of the bitterweed but will not pene­
trate grass roots, thus sparing the 
grass. The solution is not harmful 
to livestock which eat the grass 
because the the residue is so in­
finitesimal it is not toxic.

The obnoxious plant is gaining a 
foothold in several West Texas 
counties although it is not yet a 
serious threat to Midland County 
grazing lands. County agents of 
several counties plan to make the 
test.

Only a small quantity of the 
chemical is necessary to spray 300 
to 400 square feet of land, but it 
is costly and may be too expensive 
for use in this area.

National Rural Life Sunday or 
4-H Club Sunday will be observed 
in Midland County May 26, in co­
operation with a nationwide pro­
gram, it has been announced.

if soil and seed are sterilized be­
forehand. Sterilization of the soil 
is easily accomplished by drenching 
with boiling water a few hours be­
fore seed is to be sown.

Regardless of the time seed is 
sown in hotbeds, cold frames, in­
doors or in the garden, it should 
be treated with a disinfectant dust. 
The treatment is both simple and j 
economical. Chemical powders, | 
such as red copper oxide, stimroot, j 
semesan, arasan, cuprocide, sper- j 
gon, and similiar mercurial com­
pounds are used, just a tiny pinch 
of the powder being placed in the 
■seed packet; the flap closed, and 
seeds and powder shaken together 
until the seeds are completely 
coated. The amount of dust can 
be held on the big end of a tooth­
pick is sufficient to treat a 10-cent 
packet of seed.
Chemicals Easier to Use

One of the advantages of this 
treatment is that these chemicals 
can be used dry, thus avoiding the 
messiness of liquid mixtures. An­
other advantage is that the gar­
dener can treat his seed now and 
store it in a dry place until plant­
ing time without danger of injury.

Arasan is recommended for all 
seed except carrot, lettuce, endive. 
Cuprocide can be used for peas, 
cucumbers, melon, squash and 
other large seeds such as spinach, 
tomatoes and beets—but don’t use 
it on seed of the cabbage and 
onion families. Semesan is appli­
cable to cabbage, cucumbers, mel­
ons and most seeds except lima 
beans. Spergon is good for lima 
beans and peas. |

yields and better quality vegeta­
bles by reducing the possibilities of | 
thin stands and weak or stunted' 
plants.

Nazi Spies In Sweden So Accurate 
Only One Plane To England Missed

Victory, Medal Stars Four Freedoms

By NEA Foreign Service
STOCKHOLM— Where do spies 

get their information?
It is amply evident from the mass 

of documentary evidence photo­
graphed by Herr X  with his micro­
camera at Karlavaegen 59 that 
there were leaks all along the line 
In Allied government agencies, for­
eign diplomatic representations and 
firms concerned with war produc­
tion.

Besides the leak at the Swedish 
General Staff, the Nazi spies in 
Stockholm counted heavily on in­
formation received from London by 
sea and by air. There was, of course, 
no regular traffic between the two 
countries during the war, but there 
was the “illegal” shipping main­
tained by the Norwegian resistance 
movement and the “courier traffic” 
between Stockholm and Britain.
Slipped Spies On Ships

The Nazis were supposed to know 
nothing, but actually they made 
extensive use of these “illegal” 
means of communications for their 
own purposes. This was done by 
occasionally slipping in a Nazi spy 
—usually a Quisling—among the 
heroic Norwegian patriots who con­
tinuously braved the hazards of the 
sea and German bullets to keep the 
communications open between the 
Norse underground and their gov­
ernment in Britain.

The Nazis also had a reliable 
informant at the Bromma Airport 
outside Stockholm. He was later 
identified as a man named Schaef­
er, the representative of the Ger­
man commercial airline, Lufthansa, country” for Allied military secrets.

Schaefer daily reported the arrivals 
and departures, as well as the 
characteristics, of each plane “sec­
retly” traveling to or from Britain.

The “Radio Bureau” transmitted 
a complete report of this traffic 
to Berlin each month. Schaefer 
missed only one plane during the 
period.
Used Plane Traffic

The Germans not only knew 
everything about this “secret cour­
ier traffic” between Sweden and 
England, but they used it in the 
same manner as the “underground 
shipping” between Norway and Bri- ! 
tain. Their own couriers rode many 
of the planes.

Here is another example of the 
uncanny accuracy of the informa­
tion available to the Nazi spies: j 
In February, “Pandur” reported to 
Berlin that the representative of I 
Swedish Air Lines in the German 
capital, Helge Klintborn, had been 
instructed by his company to re­
main on the spot even in the event 
of a Soviet occupation of Berlin. 
As it was, Klintborn stayed in Ber­
lin throughout the long and bloody 
siege—practically all other Swedes 
had been evacuated—and eventual­
ly returned to his homeland via 
Moscow.

Did the British Secret Service 
know about these goings-on? It 
probably did, yet it permitted the 
traffic to continue apparently in 
order better to control German 
espionage in Britain.

Field Marshal Montgomery sized 
up the situation when he charged 
that Sweden was the “clearing

Veteran British Troops 
Are Disillusioned Bŷ  
Prospects Of Peace

CAIRO —UP)— There is wide­
spread disillusion among veteran 
British troops in the Middle East on 
the prospects of permanent peace.

In such international develop­
ments at the Iran-Soviet dispute, 
they see the seeds of a new con­
flict—the age old jockeying for po­
sition among the big powers that 
has always led to war in the past. 
And to these men, whose first-hand 
study of history won them blood­
stained diplomas, the rubs and riv­
alries of great nations are depress- 
ingly significant.

The realities of battle and the 
discomforts of military life left 
them a growing yearning for ideal­
ism, but also suspicious of its reali­
zation in world affairs.

I talked with one young Royal 
Air Force officer waiting to go 
home to England who said he was 
already resigned to fighting in an­
other war. He has just finished one 
war and now he is waiting for the 
next to begin. He was quite calm.

“The world is finished,” he said. 
“I really believe the world is fin­
ished.

“As long as hate lives In the 
world what nonsense it is to talk 
of peace. And what did our war do 
to kill hate? Nothing. What lesson 
have we learned? None.”

“Every person, every nation has 
its own hatreds.”

This young man is not yet 30 
years old. He is unmarried. And to­
day he feels more certain of hav­
ing a second war than he does of 
having children.

Tens of thousand young men of 
the Southwest will be pleased to 
hear that James P. Fitch of Dallas 
has been promoted.

Pitch has been closely connected 
with Boy Scout work in Texas, 
Oklahoma, New Mexico and parts 
of Arkansas and Arizona for 36 
years. He has been executive of 
the Ninth Region since 1919.

On April 1 he will become man­
aging director of the Phillips Prop­
erties, owned by the Boy Scouts of 
America. He will move from Dal­
las to Tulsa, Okla.

When he came to the Ninth Re­
gion there were only 12,126 Scouts 
and 14 councils. Today there are 
more than 90,818 Scouts and Cubs 
and over 200 full-time trained pro­
fessional leaders in the area.

But it wasn’t an easy job. Fitch 
studied his territory in 1919 and 
found there were at least 7,000 
towns capable of supporting one or 
more troops.

But, if he visited each town, 
bucking the unpaved and un­
marked roads of the era, he fig­
ured it would take approximately 
19 years even if he spent just one 
night per town.
Worked Out System

So he worked out a system to 
organize and train local men to 
serve their own boys. The system 
worked.

“The interest and eagerness of 
men throughout the Southwest was 
immediate and stimulating,” he 
said. It also necessitated a lot of 
travel on his part. But by 1928 
the region was completely organ­
ized.

The Phillips Properties he will 
now manage consist of Philmont 
Scout Ranch, one of the country’s 
best-equipped, of 127,308 acres, lo­
cated in the mountains of Northern 
New Mexico, and a large office 
building in Tulsa. The two prop­
erties are valued at $5,000,000 and 
were given to the Boy Scouts by 
Mr. and Mrs. .Waite Phillips, then 
of Tulsa. Boys from all over the 
United States come there annually 
to camp and train.

Fitch was born in Johnson 
County, Missouri, and was gradu­
ated from Central Missouri Teach­
ers’ College. He went to Okla­
homa and taught in njral schools 
in the eastern part of the state 
and later in the public schools of 
Lawton, where he was also director 
of . athletics.

He first entered Boy Scout work 
at Vinita, Okla., in 1910 as a Scout­
master. He served in many capac­
ities, finally moving to Dallas in 
1919 where he has been ever since.

Postal receipts at the Midland 
Post Office for the first quarter of 
this year dropped approximately 
$6,000 under the figure for the 
same period in 1945, Acting Post­
master N. G. Oates reported Sat­
urday.

Daring And Imaginative

Boldly conceived, vigorously in­
terpreted, such a group of canvases 
probably never before has been at­
tempted. The commission was one 
of the most difficult. It called for 
daring, imagination, realism and, 
above all, authentic documentation.

To achieve continuity in the 
series, Kughler strove to paint each 
man realistically as he must have 
looked a few hours before his death. 
This is a sharp departure from the 
customary formal memorial por­
trait. A sense of distance in each 
picture subtly suggests the drama, 
daring and tragic circumstances be-

Kughler worked out his back­
grounds authentically for each fig­
ure, ranging from the warm Iberian 
hills and bright Spanish sunlight 
in the Neil portrait to the cold, 
forbidding sky reflecting the Aus­
trian winter in which Morton was 
executed by the Nazis.
Assignment Exciting

Probably no group of memorial 
portraits achieves such unity and 
design, Kughler believes. Once his 
original research and color group­
ing was arranged, the artist cwung 
into his work at fever pitch, often 
painting around the clock. The re­
sult is a group eloquent in the care­
ful blending of poignancy and au­
thority.

Kugler, 43, is well known for his 
portraits and still life paintings. He 
studied at the National Academy 
of Design and was a leading figure 
in many national war art projects. 
But nothing, he says, has ever ex­
cited him like the AP assignment 
“because I was painting daring, ex­
traordinary human reporters who 
did not hesitate to risk their lives 
that the truth might prevail.”

Eiffel Tower Gets 
Back Its Civilian 
Slalus In Paris

PARIS —(NEA)— Paris workmen 
may soon start coating famed Eiffel 
Tower with 4,735 pounds of paint 
to brighten it up for the tourist 
rush P '̂ance hopes will come in the 
near future.

The U. S. Army has just relin­
quished its radio transmitting sta­
tion on the third platform of the 
Tower, 897 feet up, which it used 
to maintain contact with occupa­
tion forces in Germany. The Sig­
nal Corps took over from Gen. 
Jaeques Leclerc’s 2nd Armored 
Division, which in turn grabbed 
it from German occupying forces 
August 24, 1944.

Eiffel Tower Company officials 
resumed operating control of the 
building when the Army moved 
out. The company director was 
indignant at rumors that the Tow­
er was unsafe.
Still Good

“It’s good for many years to 
come and furthermore, I defy any­
one to do anything better today,” 
he said. “It still represents an en­
gineering feat which has no coun­
terpart in any other country of 
the world. Until the Empire State 
and Chrysler buildings were com­
pleted, it was the tallest structure 
in the world.”

Made entirely of steel, the Eiffel 
Tower is 977 feet tall, and weighs 
16,400,000 pounds. There are three 
platforms, the first 185 feet up, 
the second at 374 feet, and the third 
at 897 feet. All can be reached by 
either a stairway or elevators.

Restaurants once flourished on 
the first and second platforms, but 
their business ended when the war 
swept into Paris. Late last summer.

Moral Leadership 
Needed To Shape 
Safe, Sane World

Our troubled world could profit 
from the striking lesson which the 
outspoken Gen. Douglas MacArthur 
has read us in calling on his Army 
chaplains to “exert strong and di­
rect moral leadership” over occu­
pation troops in Japan.

The specific occasion of this 
move is the fear expressed by some 
Americans that there is “wide­
spread, promiscuous relationship be­
tween members of the occupying 
forces and Japanese women of im­
moral character” . The general 
states that several times he has 
commended “the high standard 
maintained by our forces engaged 
in the occupation”, and has “seen 
nothing to discount that view” . 
Nevertheless he has acted promptly 
on the strength of letters received 
from American homes.

MacArthur, who never has been 
afraid to talk right out loud about 
spiritual and moral matters, has 
combined precept and action. He 
has taken measures to curb pros­
titution and to provide the troops 
with healthful recreation. But he 
recognizes that these alone are not 
a cure. He says moral leadership 
also is necessary.
Spiritual Collapse

That is particularly impressive to 
your columnist who has just re­
turned from a Europe which is suf­
fering in many areas from moral 
and spiritual collapse.

The Reich, of course, is one of 
the worst spots because Hitler de­
liberately debased and savaged his 
people so that they would follow 
him in his program of slaughter 
and conquest.

They say every cloud has its sil­
ver lining, and the bright spot in 
this dark picture is that there still 
are Germans, like the famous Pas­
tor Niemoeller, who recognize that 
moral reconstruction is essential to 
recovery. As yet they are voices 
crying in the wilderness, but they 
are a determined lot and are join­
ing their efforts to those of occupa­
tion authorities.

Religious bodies, irrespective of 
creed, are joining hands in this 
crusade which is being directed at 
all activities, including the politi­
cal. I spent considerable time in 
the American and British zones and 
found the authorities utilizing to 
the full the efforts of these native 
workers for moral rehabilitation. 
And it is good to be able to report 
that progress, slow but definite, is 
being made.
