Red Troops Break Into 
Manchurian Capital

CHUNGKING— {/P)— A Chinese government dispatch 
said Tuesday that Communist troops had broken into the 
Manchurian capital of Changchun after a night of un- 
cea.sing assaults.

A government military spokesman reported dis­
patches from Changchun up to midnight Monday indicated that the 
slim government garrison still clung to at least a portion of the city.

The .spokesman said the Changchun garrison numbered no more 
than 1,000 troops.

tA pooled dispatch from U. S. correspondents in Changchun esti­
mated the Chinese Communists had 40.000 men surrounding the city.)

The nearest substantial reinforcements were nearly 70 miles to the 
southwest, where the U. S.-equipped Chinese First Army was fighting 
around the railway junction city of Szepingkai.

Tills force has been held up for days by stubborn Communist re­
sistance and It was a question whether the First Army could reach 
Changchun before the garrison fell.

Wildcats In Andrews And In Kent 
Flow Oil From Ellenburger Zones

Wildcat oil discoveries in two 
West Texas counties—Andrews and 
Kent—approximately 150 miles air 
line apart, were flowing from the 
Ellenburger Tuesday morning.

Shell Oil Company, Inc., No. 1 
Nelson, in West-Central Andrews 
County, flowed at the rate of 80 
barrels of oil per hour for three 
hours, through a 20/64-inch tub­
ing choke, and was still flowing to 
test. The oil is coming from open 
liole in the top of the Ellenburger 
at 10,384-453 feet, where 500 gal­
lons of mud acid and 2,000 gallons 
of regular acid had been injected. 
Vick Flows to Pits 

Humble Oil & Refining Company 
No. 1 Vick, Southwest Kent County 
discovery for production in the El­
lenburger, was also flowing. It was 
being run to pits to cleanout. No 
estimate on the oil being produced 
had been made.

In first eight hours, after a 2,000- 
gallon acid treatment had been 
used through perforations at 7,775- 
7,810 feet, the well flowed to pits, 
consistenly. The fluid developed 
was cut an estimated 50 to 60 per 
cent basic sediment and drilling 
mud. The remainder was new oil.

Located 660 feet out of southeast  ̂
corner of section 8, block A-40, psl 
survey, the new Shell discovery in 
West-Central Andrews County had 
been drilled “under wraps.” How­
ever, operator released an official 
report of the status of the well 
Tuesday after it started flowing.
In Top of Pay Section 

A string of 5 1/2-inch casing had 
been cemented at 10,384 feet, with 
800 sacks. The open hole had been 
washed with 500 gallons of mud 
acid. Then the 2,000-gallon shot 

, of regular acid was put in Monday. 
The wildcat kicked off around 

midnight Monday and started flow­
ing. Ill three hours of flowing 
through a 20/64-inch tubing choke, 
it averaged producing 80 barrels of 
oil per hour.

In the fourth hour of testing 
the choke was on a 16/64-inch and 
the well flowed 69 barrels of oil, 
cut with four per cent acid residue. 
Gravity of the oil was 42.4 degrees.

It is understood that the top of 
the pay is at about the point where 
the casing is set—which would put 
the well 69 feet in the pay. Some 
geologists estimate that the project 
might have as much as 300 feet 
more pay before it is expected to 
encounter water or granite—that is 
purely a speculation.

Humble No. 1 Vick, the Kent 
County discovery', located in north­
east quarter of section 45, block 5, 
H&GN survey, failed to kick off 
and flow natural—despite the fact 
that fluid ro^e to within a short 
distance of the surface — while 
swabbing was in progress late last 
w’cek.
Kicked Off Without Swab

After the 2,000-gallon acid shot 
was administered Monday it kicked 
off without swabbing. When it had 
flowed eight hours, it was reported 
that gas was increasing. The hole 
had become rather dirty, and op­
erator expects it will require con­
siderable time to clean it out so it 
will flow straight oil.

Cities Service Oil Company No. 
2-C Thomas, 1,980 feet from South 
and 660 feet from east lines of 
section 6, block 45, TP survey, in 
the TXL field, in West Ector Coun­
ty, ran a • one hour and 13-minute 
drillstem test on the Ellenburger 
zone at 9,510-80 feet.

Gas came to surface in three 
minutes; mud flowed in seven min­
utes. Oil started flowing in seven 

‘ and one-half minutes. At the end 
of 13 minutes the oil was turned to 
tanks, and in one hour the well 
flowed 108.72 barrels of pipe line 
oil. It is to drill deeper.
Another Discovery Tests 

The Atlantic Refining Company 
No. 1-Unit A University, Central 
Southwest Andrews County Ellen­
burger discovery, in northeast quar­
ter of section 1, block 11, Univer­
sity survey, about one mile east 
.and approximately same distance 
south of iKiarest production from

the same formation, in the Martin 
field, was swabbing on 400 perfora­
tions in the casing at 8,810-60 feet, 
in the lower part of the pay sec­
tion, to test, and try to kick off.

Top of the pay in this well is 
around 8,670 feet. That zone will 
be tested later.

Phillips Petroleum Company, et 
al. No. 1 Eidson. discovery for El­
lenburger production in Southwest 
Ector County, and in northeast 
quarter of section 25, block B-15, 
psl survey, was testing casing sot 
on bottom at 9,020 feet, in the lower 
Ordovician. As soon as it is deter­
mined that bottom water has been 
eliminated, it is expected that the 
casing will be perforated opposite 
the saturated zones below 8,888 feet, 
and the well completed.
Will Try Again

Lion Oil Company No. 1 Wylie, 
East Lea County, New Mexico wild­
cat, in southwest quarter of sec­
tion 5-23s-38e, and just over the 
line from Andrews County, Texas, 
tested through perforations at 8,465- 
80 feet, and developed 900 feet of 
drilling mud.

Operator was to squeeze those 
perforations and try to improve the 
cement job on the casing, and was 
then scheduled to reperforate and 
test at some section between 8,396 
feet, top of Ellenburger, and total 
depth at 8,518 feet, in granite.

Shell No. 1 Wilson, Sutton Coun­
ty exploraiton, in section 38, block 
14, TWNG survey, was bottomed at 
6,019 feet, in dolomite, unofficially 
reported to be Ellenburger, and was 
circulating.
Found Salt Water

A 40-minute drillstem test was 
taken at 5,885-5,995 feet. Recovery 
was 270 feet of drilling mud and 
4,320 feet of salt water. No shows 
of oil or gas were reported.

Fred W. Shield No. 1 Covert, East 
Terry County prospector, in .section 
29, block O, H&OB survey, was. on 
a total depth of 5,184 feet, in lime, 
fishing for eight stands of twisted- 
off drill pipe.

Stanolind Oil & Gas Company 
No. 1 Williamson, Ni^thwest Ector 
County, wildcat, in section 5, block 
45, TP survey, T-l-N, was swabbing 
to test, after treating the Devonian 
zone above 8,500 feet, with 2,000 
gallons of acid. The project had 
shown a small amount of oil in the 
formation, natural, on swabbing 
tests.
Still No Oil

Midland County’s wildcat, Hum­
ble No. 1 Crespi, had progressed be­
low 10,620 feet in lime and shale, 
and was drilling ahead. No shows 
of oil or . gas had been reported.

Ten Axis Submarines

submarines was towed to sea from 
Kobe and Kure 'Tuesday and blast­
ed to the bottom of the Pacific.

Eight were Japanese, including 
an uncompleted 4,000-ton plane car­
rier. One German and one Italian 
submarine presmnably were block­
ade runners. The German crew still 
is interned here.

Fires Of Un.known 
Origins Deslroy 
Two Farm Barns

Two fires o i’ unknown origins, 
whipped by high winds, Monday 
night destroyed two cattle barns 
located within a mile of each other 
in a period of about 30 minutes.

Fire about 8:30 destroyed a barn 
filled with dairy equipment at the 
Boyd Eidson place about one and 
a half miles northwest of the city 
to the north of the Andrews High­
way. The flames, spread by a strong 
wind, engulfed the structure before 
a fire truck could reach the scene.

A dairy products cooling room 
and the dairy equipment stored in 
the barn were destroyed. No esti­
mate of loss was avilable Tuesday.

Fire about 8:45 p. m. destroyed 
a large stock barn o^^ned by Cal 
Boykin about two and a half miles 
northwest of the city, and the wind- 
whipped blaze threatened a small 
house located on the property un­
til firemen were 'able to bring it 
under control. A large stock of 
feed in the building also was lost, 
and a calf was burned to death.

Boykin Tuesday estimated his loss 
at approximately $2,500. The build­
ing, of tile and framework con­
struction, was not covered by in­
surance. Origin of the blaze was 
not determined.

LONDON— (/P)— The Mad­
rid radio expressed fear 
that Russia was planning to 
inv'ade Spain as the Franco 
government awaited replies 
Tuesday from five “ friend­
ly” nations invited to send tech­
nicians to investigate charges that 
Spain is a threat to world peace.

Tlrese charges, together with an 
assertion that Spain was harboring 
German scientists, wire made by 
Oscar Lange, the Polish delegate 
to the United Nations Security 
Council. The council, meeting m 
New York Tuesday, is scheduled to

take up the Spanish question as 
soon as it disposes of the Russiau- 
Iranian dispute.

The Spanish foreign ministry an­
nounced Monday night that it had 
exteaided the formal invitations to 
five council members which main­
tain "friendly relations” with the 
Franco government.

The countries are the United 
States, Britain, Egypt, The Neth­
erlands and Brazil.

The Madrid radio, which is con­
trolled by the Franco regime, said 
there was a secret agreement be­
tween France and Russia which 
might lead to a Soviet march 
through France into Spain. The

existence of any such agreement; 
was promptly denied in Paris by a 
source close to the French foreign 
office. I

The broadcast said that “all in­
dications” were that the Spanish 
republican government in exile, 
which has headquarters in Paris, I 
was “preparing military interven­
tion by means of frontier incidents” 
in the Pyrenees.

“Once such, an incident has taken 
place,” the Madrid radio continued, 
"Russian troops could come to the 
assistance of their allies by march­
ing through France from the Ger­
man and Austrian zones of occu­
pation.”

Youth Seriously Hurt In Street
Citizens Warned 
To Stop Following 
Trucks To Fires

Police Chief Jack Ellington and 
Fire Marshal J. M. Prothro Tues­
day issued a warning to Midland 
citizens not to follow fire trucks 
to ‘the scenes of fires. Arrests will 
be made if the practice continues, 
Ellington said, since obstructing the 
path of fire equipment and police 
cars Ls prohibited by ordinance.

The warning came after an esti­
mated 300 or more cars, bicycles and 
scooters followed fire truc^ to the 
scenes of two fires in a short period 
of time Monday night. One of the 
trucks was slightly delayed in ar­
riving at the second fire because 
of failure of cars to puU over at 
the sound of the siren.

The two fires were in the same 
general area northwest of the city 
and the second alarm was sounded 
within 15 minutes after the first 
truck was called out. When the 
city’s second truck started out the 
highway to the ,fire. cars going to 
and from the scene of the first blaze 
had the road partly blocked. Many 
did not pull to the curb at the sound 
of the siren, but raced ahead of the 
truck, the officials said.
Hinders Quick Service

If a third alarm had been sound­
ed at that time, they said, it would 
have been almost impossible for the 
trucks to get out of the traffic to 
make the run. Both fires Monday 
night were on narrow country roads, 
and the stream of sightseers had 
the roads all but blocked.

Ellington said that if necessary 
the police department will start 
making arrests in such cases in the 
future. He warned persons not as­
signed to aid in these emergencies 
to stay away from places where 
fires are reported.

After the fire truck makes the 
run, it usually is followed by other 
members of the volunteer depart­
ment, police, utility service men, 
and in some cases, an ambulance. 
Motorists also should clear the way 
for these cars, he said.

Pour minor accidents involving 
cars going to the fires Monday 
night were reported, but the pos­
sibility of serious accident is al­
ways present because of the large 
number of vehicles which have been 
following the trucks.

Senate Likely To 
Balk On Draft Bill 
Passed By House

WASHINGTON —IJPi— Senator 
Edwin C. Johnson <D-Colo) assert­
ed Tuesday the War Department is 
responsible for what he termed the 
■"confused and chaotic” draft ex­
tension bill passed by the House.

The legislation provides for a 
nine-month cxteirsion of the draft 
law beyond May 15, but prohibits 
any inductions until October 15. It 
also halts the drafting of teen-age 
youths and provides a 50 per cent 
pay increase for buck privates.

Li a bristling letter to Secretary 
of War Patterson, the Colorado sen­
ator spoke of the War Department’s 
“blind and congenital stupidity” 
and said the department apparently 
had alsumed “that members of 
Congress are dummies and that 
they can be awed and influenced 
by a mass of distorted mathemat­
ics.”

Johnson said the House measure 
would not provide replacements for 
fathers and combat veterans now 
in. service.

A “cooling off” period in the 
Senate appeared in store Tuesday 
for the chopped-up' draft extension 
bill, along with its companion pay 
boost measure.

A standing vote of 164 to 13 
'passed the pay raise bill, which 
1 affects enlisted and officer person­
nel of all the armed forces. -

It represents a compromise be­
tween the recommendation of an 
Army-Navy board for a flat 20 per 

I cent raise for all personnel and a 
military committee suggestion for 
a $400-a-year boost for all. It calls 
for these pay scales for Army per­
sonnel (present pay in parentheses): 
i’ ay Scales Listed

Monthly pay of enlisted men; 
Privates $75 ($50); privates first 
class, $80 ($54); corporals, $90 ($66); 
sergeants, $100 ($78); staff ser­
geants, $115 '($961; technical ser­
geants, $135 ($114); first and mas­
ter .sergeants, $165 ($138).

Annual pay of officers: Second 
lieutenants, $2,160 ($1,800); first
lieutenants, $2,400 ($2,000); cap­
tains, $2,640 ($2,400): majors, $3,300 
($3,000); lieutenant colonels, $3,850 
($3,.500); colonels, $4,400 ($4,000);
brigadier generals, $6,600 ($6,000); 
major generals and above, $8,800 
( $ 8,000) .

Corresponding increases are pro­
vided for Navy, Coast Guard and 
Marine Corps personnel, the in­
creases in all cases being added 
to base pay and not to allowances.

Senate leaders indicated an in­
clination to do nothing for at least 
a week about the two pieces of leg­
islation passed Monday by the 
House.

What they would no then was 
doubtful. But it seemed highly un­
likely the Senate would accept the 
Selective Service extender in any­
thing like the House version—with 
its five-month “holiday” on indi­
cations and a ban against drafting 
teen-agers.

Remnanls Of Spy Ring 
Arrested In Orient

SHANGHAI—(/P)—Seven Axis na­
tionals whom U. S. investigators 
said were the remnants of a once- 
powerful Nazi spy network which 
continued to operate in the Orient 
fom' months after Germany’s sur­
render were arrested Monday.

This culmination of months of 
intensive work by U. S. officers 
was one of the most important 
roundups of international figures 
yet conducted in the Far East. They 
included four Germans, two Italians 
and one Japanese.

All are charged with war crimes 
activities hostile to the United 
States. They presumably will be 
tried in China, although it was pre­
dicted earlier that they would be 
returned to Germany on the ship 
leaving June 15 with German re­
patriates. Investigators, however, 
said there were sufficient witnesses 
in China l.n l.c.sUr.v nnnin.st lliein.

Jesse Jones Says 
Loan To Britain 
Would Hurt U. S . .

HOUSTON—(/P)—Jesse H. Jones, 
publi.sher of the Houston Clp-onicle 
and former secretary of commerce 
and former head of the RPC, Tues­
day signs a four-column editorial 
in the Chronicle in which he de­
clares approval of the $3,750,000,000 
British loan, now before Congress, 
would start the United States down 
a financial road that is likely to 
lead to disaster.

Jones takes the view that there 
are a number of ways by which the 
United States may, in sound man­
ner, helD the British out of their 
difficulties.

After ix)inting out that the Brit­
ish are “by no means strapped,” 
and listing as among their assets 
three billions in investments in this 
country, eight billions in other coun­
tries, fifteen billions in gold re­
serves, unmined, and eight billion 
in diamond reserves, Jones refers 
to a $390,000,000 loan made by RFC 
in 1941 to the British and which 
has been paid off according to 
schedule. ' '

“I suggest that the RPC make 
further loans to the United King­
dom on British investments and op­
erations in the country, up to the 
earning value of the security, upon 
the same terms and conditions and 
that the proceeds of such loans be 
available to Britain with no restric­
tions as to where the money shall 
be spent.

“I further suggest that Congress 
consider authorizing the sale of 
cotton, tobacco, fruits and other 
farm products, durable goods and 
manufactured articles to the united 
Kingdom for the next few years 
on credit in amounts equal ap­
proximately to her normal imports 
of such items from us.

“The United states with 5.8 per 
cent of the world’s land area and 
6.1 per cent of the world’s popula­
tion cannot single-handedly fin­
ance and rebuild a war-torn, con­
fused world. The time to recognize 
this is now.”

NEW-YORK — ((F)—  The 
United Nations secretary- 
general expressed doubts 
Tuesday that the Security 
Council could retain the 
heated Russian-Iranian case
on its agenda. j

In a memorandum submitted be­
fore the council convened Tuesday 
Secretary-General Trygve Lie said 
that Iran’s withdrawal of the com­
plaint “would seem to remove the 
question automatically from the 
agenda.”

“There may well be no way," 
he said, “in which the council may 
keep the Iranian case before it.” 

His memorandum was referred to 
the council’s committee of experts 
for a decision within two days.

Edward R. Stettinius, Jr., resum­
ing the debate against Russia’s 
proposal to drop the Iranian ca.se 
from the agenda immediately, 
charged that Andrei A. Gromyko, 
Russian delegate, had "questioned 
the motives of the United States.” 

Stettinius said he regretted the 
Soviet action. Then he stated again 
his judgment that it would be un­
wise for the council to drop the 
Iranian matter.”

He said the council could not ig­
nore the fact that “the sudden re­
versal of the Iranian position oc­
curred while Soviet troops still w'ere 
physically in Iran.”

Stettinius said his opposition to 
the Russian attempt to erase the 
case from the agenda did not in 
any way mean that the United 
States questioned Russia’s integ­
rity.

Gromyko, taking up the case aft­
er Stettinius spoke, said that Russia 
and Iran have reached an agree­
ment on all points and that both 
the Soviet and Iranian govern­
ments wanted the case dropped.

Calling Stettinius’ position “illog­
ical,” Gromyko said:

‘"The delegate from the United 
States sacrifices logic in order to 
prolong and inflate this so-called 
Iranian question.

“ I called things by their names 
Monday and I did not expect the 
delegate of the United States to 
agree.”

Gromyko in his remarks Monday 
expressed “doubt” that the United 
States and Britain want a peaceful 
settlement of the case.

'the Security Council then post­
poned action on Russia’s proposal 
for dropping the Russian-Iranian 
case and adjourned until Wednesd- 
day with three delegates demand­
ing immediate consideration of 
Poland’s charges against Franco 
Spain.

AUSTIN—(/P)—Establishment of a 
domestic relations court was advo­
cated Tuesday by Chief Justice 
James P. Alexander of the State 
Supreme Court as one means of 
curbing' juvenile delinquency in 
Texas.

BUTTE, MONT. —(/P)—Volunteer 
war veterans and members of the 
striking CIO Miners’ Union were 
credited by Silver Bow County Sher­
iff Al McLeod Tuesday with helping 
bring about at least an armistice 
in the war of nerves and axes that 
has kept this copper capital of 40.- 
000 and its suburbs on edge for 
three days and nights.

Heading for home and bed for 
the first time since Friday night, 
Sheriff McLeod declared:

“We don’t expect any more trou­
ble, and won’t need outside help. 
But I’ve been authorized to .swear 
in 100 special deputies and I ex­
pect to have them all todaj-, just 
in case.”

He said many of the 55 he had 
sworn in by this morning were • 
American Legion members and 
other veterans, all of whom vol­
unteered.

AUSTIN—(/P)—Railroad Commis­
sion Chairman Olin Culberson 
Tuesday asked the Bureau of Mines 
if estimated fuel oil requirements 
of both the Navy and War Shipping 
Administration are included in its 
forecast of 2,050,000 barrels daily 
crude oil demand for May.

OPA Reinstales 
Wartime Controls 
On Butter, Fats

WASHINGTON —(/P)— The gov­
ernment mapped a new attack on 
the snarled food situation Tuesday 
involving butter, bread, meat—and 
black markets.

Wartime controls were ordered 
slapped bac’K in an effort to spur 
butter production and Stabilization 
Director Chester Bowles foresaw a 
“real improvement within the next 
60 days” on this front.

The Senate Agriculture Commit­
tee called for more details on fac­
tors dislocating meat distribution, 
while OPA and the Agriculture De­
partment moved to restore other 
wartime controls on slaughtering 
with the aim of spreading avail­
able supplies more evenly.

A potential bread problem had 
members of the Senate Small Bus­
iness Committee seeking ways of 
meeting famine relief quotas for 
overseas without impairing the na­
tion’s flour supplies.

The move for butter production 
was bracketed with OPA action to 
keep consumers bills at their pre­
sent- levels for milk, butter, cheese 
and other daily products. A pro­
gram of larger subsidies for dairy 
farmers was announced Monday to 
compensate for higher feed and 
labor costs.

On butter, the OPA aimed at 
overcoming a situation which had 
made it more profitable to use but- 
terfat for ice cream and other prod­
ucts than for butter. Accordingly, 
the wartime ban will be restored on 
the sale of whipping cream and 
restrictions were placed on the 
amount of butterfat in ice cream.

The Senate Agriculture Commit­
tee was plainly exercised about the 
meat situation which Packer James 
D. Cooney testified was “a national 
scandal which makes prohibition 
look like petty crime.”

With the FBI into action against 
one group of black marketeers, 
there were hopes of curbing some 
illegal transactions in meat.

Truman Signs Bill 
Halting Petrillo

WASHINGTON —{JP)— President 
Truman signed Tuesday legislation 
making it a federal offense to use 
coercion against radio broadcasters.

Sponsors said the measure is de­
signed to halt certain practices of 
the AFL Musicians Union headed 
by James C. Petrillo. It carries 
penalties of up to a year’s impris­
onment and $1,00 fine for compel­
ling or attempting to compel broad­
casters to: hire more employes than 
they want, pay money for services 
not performed, pay unions for the 
use of phonograph records. Or pay 
again for broadcasting a transcript 
of a previous program.

The same penalties could be in­
voked against persons interfering 
with broadcast of cultural or edu­
cational programs originating in 
foreign lands.

Area Housing Quotas 
Expected To Be Set 
Up By Government

WASHINGTON —{JP)— Housing 
Boss Wilson W. Wyatt is drafting 
further construction controls de­
signed to put more new homes on 
the market bearing price tags of 
$6,000 or less.

Officials in a position to know 
said Tuesday the national housing 
administrator expects to establish 
area quotas which will require that 
a certain percentage of homes in 
each region be built to sell at less 
than $10,000, the ceiling now gen­
erally in effect.

These officials, who withheld use 
of their names, said the quotas will 
be based on building costs in each 
area.

Under a preliminary plan sub­
ject to revision, the system would 
work something like this;

If NHA found that one-third of 
all new homes authorized in a cer­
tain area were scheduled to sell for 
$6,000 or under, it might rule that 
in the future 50 per cent of all au­
thorizations should be in that price 
category.

If 20 per cent were being built 
to sell at from $6,000 to $7,500, 
this might be boosted to 30 per 
cent, and so on.
Want Low-Cost Homes

Tire aim would be to build as 
many homes for as much less than 
$10,000 as possible, but in each area 
some probably will continue to sell 
at the ceiling.

In areas where building costs are 
high, the minimum sale range 
might have to be, say $8,500 and 
under, but the sj^tem would worx 
the same way.

An official said also that as sup­
plies of building materials increase 
and construction costs decline, NHA 
v/ill tighten quotas to require an 
even greater percentage of low cost 
housing.

Wyatt has said several times that 
despite the $10,000 ceiling he in­
tends to see that most new dwel­
lings sell for no more than $6,000.

NHA has released no figures on 
how many homes thus far author­
ized under the emergency housing 
program will sell for $6,000 or less, 
but during the first 10 weeks the 
program was in effect, 45 per cent 
of the 245,000 dwellings authorized 
were slated to sell at from $7,500 
up. Only 28 per cent were tagged 
at $5,500 or less.

Argument Results As 
Texas Solons Miss Roll 
Call To Hear Nimitz

WASHINGTON—(/P)—Should any 
good Texas voter question why his 
Congressman didn’t answer House 
roll call No. 53, on March 13, he 
can find the reason by reading 
Page A-1497 in the appendix of the 
Congressional Record for March 15.

Because absent marks on roll 
calls sometimes make political fod­
der for opponents of legislators 
seeking re-election, Texas members 
of Congress asked their delegation 
chairman, Rep. Milton West of 
Brownsville, to explain the situa­
tion relative to roll call No. 53.

It so happened tliat the Texas 
Congressmen were having luncheon 
in the House restaurant with Ad­
miral Chester W. Nimitz. When the 
roll call bell buzzed Nimitz was in 
the midst of an after-lunch talk, 
explaining the needs of the Navy 
in tlT,e future. Several members arose 
and started to leave, but were as­
sured by Speaker Sam Rayburn 
that they didn’t need to hurry 
away. (He is always kept informed 
if any important measure is coming 
up for a vote.)

Up to that point there was noth­
ing unusual to warrant any special 
mention of the incident. However, 
when West went on the House floor 
later to give the explanation for 
the absence of himself and col­
leagues he unexpectedly ran into an 
objection from Rep. Cannon (D- 
Mo). Some choice sarcasm fbllowed.

Although the story of the absen­
teeism was virtually told. Cannon 
interrupted:

“Mr. Speaker, I regret to raise 
the point, but the gentleman is not 
proceeding in order. I hope he will 
not start a procedure which will 
return to plague us in the future. 
All of us understand that no mem­
ber of the Texas delegation would 
fail to answer roll call unless he 
were fully warranted in being 
absent.”

“The gentlemen is very charit­
able; very Christlike,” West re­
torted.
Exchange Of Remarks 

That began an exchange of re­
marks in which Republican Leader 
Martin of Massachusetts sided with 
West.

The speaker broke in, after Can­
non objected, to say:

“The chair does not understand 
just what is going on. The gentle­
man from Texas asked unanimous 
consent to proceed for one minute. 
It is the understanding of the chair 
that he did not intend to announce 
how any member voted. He was 
simply stating why some members 
of the Texas delegation did not 
answer a quorum call about 1 
o’clock.”

Cannon replied: “I reluctantly 
raise the point of order.”

West: ”I know he is very reluct­
ant. I appreciate the gentleman’s 
attitude.”

Cannon: “It would set a precedent 
for resuming an objectionable cus­
tom which has long since been dis­
continued.’.’

The speaker then expressed the 
opinion that West was not violat­
ing any rule of .the House. ’The Re-, 
publican leader broke in to ask 
unanimous consent that West be 
given another minute.

Cannon snapped: “Mr. Speaker, 
I regret to object.”

West returned: “I see the tears 
running down your cheeks.”

Again West’s time expired, and 
two other members leaped to their 
feet to ask that he be given more 
time and allowed to elaborate on 
his remarks in the record.

All over town you 
see lovely nude bronze and cast iron 
ladies riotously squirting water 
through their teeth, wrestling with 
fishes and holding up stone porches. 
After walking around among these 
undressed nymphs you get the 
slightly insane feeling you ought to 
step up and help shoulder a porch.

There is no end or beginning to 
the black market here. It affects 
all classes and there is little moral 
feeling about it. We ran into it as 
soon as we arrived by air from 
Athens. Before we left the airfield 
several shady characters sidled up 
to ask “anything you want to sell, 
Joe?” or “want some money chang­
ed, Joe?”
Need To Be Put To Work

These curbstone characters crawl 
out at you wherever you stroll. Some 
are nearly dressed, but most appear 
to be small sidewalk operators— 
young men who just need to be 
put to work.

These petty chlselers will buy and 
sell anything from a derby hat to 
a leaky fountain pen, but most of 
the business seems to be in food 
and cigarettes. American troops 
can dispose of extra cigarettes at 
better than a dollar ■ per pack.

Luxury goods are plentiful and 
food stores look well stocked, at 
least in the better neighborhoods. 
But high prices bear heavily on 
the low income classes.

One little smudge-faced girl in a 
tattered dress slipped a typewrit­
ten note in my hand reading, “Gen­
tle sir, I am in .want and have no 
father or mother.. Will you not 
succor a helpless orphan?”

I started to give her some money 
but just then a big blonde woman 
rushed out from her shop and belt­
ed my career “orphan” on her ear.

My phoney little friend' made a 
very ugly face at the lady and then 
skipped away looking for another 
“gentle sir.”
