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N Buyers paid out more than

$140,000 for youngsters’ show
animals and kicked another
810,000 into special funds
Saturday afternoon in the live-
ly auction sale that climaxed
the 1980 Castro County Junior
Fat Stock Show.

Sale receipts totaled $150,-
853.90, according to Schaeffer
& Co., Certified Public Ac-
countants. It was the second
highest sale total on record
here, topped only by the 1976
mark of $154,909.

Of the 558 animals entered
in the show, 279 made the
sale— 125 barrows, 125 lambs
and 29 steers. Auctioneers
Jack Howell, Dean Sanders,
Johnny Davis and Kenneth
Gregg sold the animals at a
pace of one a minute as the \
five-hour sale moved along at
a clip of more than $30,000 an
hour.

Steers averaged $1.19%
per pound, barrows $2.20 per
pound and lambs 8$3.06 per
pound.

Providing the floor prices
for the sale animals were Bud
Hill, 70 cents per pound on
steers; Lamb Feeding Divi-
sion of Estacado Industries,
64.7 cents per pound on
lambs; and TAMDA Corp.,
37% cents per pound on bar-
rows. Bids above these floor
prices in Saturday's sale went
to the county's 4-H and FFA
youngsters as premiums on
‘their animals.

Commissioners study
precinct boundaries

The Castro County Com-
missioners’ Court studied cur-
rent precinct boundary lines,
estimates of population and
possible shifts of the precinct
lines at its Monday meeting.

A suit filed against the
county and its officials in Oc-
tober by Texas Rural Legal
Aid, Inc., alleged that the
present precinct boundaries
violate the one-man, one-vote
requirements and tend to di-
lute the voting strength of the
Mexican-American = popula-
tion. The first pre-trial hear-
ing on the suit was held in
Federal District Court in Am-
arillo Feb. 7. Following this
hearing, Judge Mary Lou
Robinson set a second hear-
ing for March 10 and asked
‘each party in the suit to pre-
pare a plan for redrawing pre-
cinct lines to meet the federal
guidelines.

The Commissioners’ Court
and others named a defend-
ants in the suit— County Clerk
Zonell Maples, Sheriff Gran-
ville Martin, County Demo-
cratic Chairman Oscar Wylie
and County Republican Chair-

man Deanne Clark—have re-
tained Lubbock attorney Trav-
is Shelton to assist County-
District Attorney Jimmy Davis
in defending them in the suit.
Commissioners  indicated
that, in order to make any
significant population changes
between precincts, the pre-
cinct lines would need to be
shifted within the City of
Dimmitt, since it is the center
of population. They also ex-
pressed the hope that the
boundaries would not have to
be changed until after the
1980 Census, when more ac-
curate population figures will
be available.
In other action, the court:
—Agreed to advertise for
bids to be opened March 24
for a comprehensive insur-
ance policy for all county
property, including fire, ex-
tended coverage and liability.
—Approved a request from
Geo Search Seismic Survey to
conduct seismographic sur-
veys along US 385 and State
86, subject to approval of the
State Dept. of Highways and
Public Transportation.

Locker-room signs have
proclaimed it all along—'‘A
team that won't be beat can’t

beat’'—and Dimmitt's
Bobcats proved it Tuesday
night at Morton.

Fighting for survival in the
District 3-AA race, the Bob-
cats took the lead in the first
12 minutes, chalked up a big
24-point first quarter, display-
ed their best teamwork this
season, hit nearly all their
free throws, and kept Morton
in the hole all the way as they
gocked off the Indians, 67-

And they did it in Morton’s
gym.,

The Dimmitt victory threw
the District 3-AA champion-
ship race into a tie and forced
a playoff. The all-or-nothing
game is scheduled for 7:30 to-
night (Thursday) at South
Plains College’s Texan Dome
in Levelland.

One example of the con-
centration and determination
that the Bobcats took into
Tuesday night's game was
that five Dimmitt players shot
100% from the free-throw
line. Joe Nino was 6/6, Randy
Washington 4/4, Steve Stone
2/2, Robin Ryan 2/2 and Phil
King 2/2. In all, Dimmitt con-
nected on 17 of 22 free
throws, while Morton got 12
of 20.

That was enough to spell
the difference.

But the main reason for the
Bobcats’ victory was that they
simply refused to let Morton
get too close. The three-point
margin at game's end was the
closest since midway in the
first quarter. Dimmitt led by
as many as 13 points (39-26)
late in the second quarter.

Morton seldom got a sec-
ond shot Tuesday night. After

Five-year-olds in Dimmitt
will have the opportunity to
attend a full year of kinder-
garten beginning in the fall of
1980, it was decided at last
Thursday’'s meeting of the
school board.

A five-year reading pro-
gram was adopted by the
board. The plan was develop-
ed by a committee of teach-
ers—Evie Froehner, Verbie
Nelson, Zelda Ellison, Charlie

~ Wohlgemuth and Mary Jo

Brown—following a self-eval-
uation study conducted by the
school system last year.

The committee found that
approximately half of the stu-
dents in Dimmitt's schools are
reading below their grade
level. To correct this deficien-
cy, the committee made five
recommendations.

The goal of the  five-year
plan is to have 75% of the
students reading at their
grade level by 1985.

Last month trustees adopt-
ed one of the recommenda-
tions, voting to add a man-
datory reading course to the
eighth grade curriculum.

The full-year kindergarten
program was another of the
committee’s recommenda-
tions. The committee noted
that a one-semester kinder-
garten program does not give
children the necessary pre-
reading skills, particularly
those from Spanish-speaking
families.

Supt. Robert Ryan pointed
out that there is classroom
space available for a full-year
kindergarten program and the
increased cost to the school
district would be approxi-
mately $20,000.

“If the full-year kindergar-
ten helps us reach the goal, it
will be money well spent,”
Trustee Don Gregory said.

The committee's other
three recommendations—of-
fering a high school course in
basic reading skills, offering
vocabulary/speed reading in
high school and adding a
reading specialist to the staff
—were tabled until next year.

The board approved the cal-

endar for the 1980-81 school
year. Classes will begin Aug.
21 and the last day of school
will be May 26. Classes will
be dismissed for Christmas
vacation Dec. 19 and will re-
sume Jan. 5, giving students
a full two-week vacation. The
spring break is scheduled for
March 16 through 20.

Most workers will pay the
same social security tax in
1980 that they did in 1979,
according to Janice Ulmer,
Social Security representative
from Plainview. The tax rate
for 1980 will remain at the
1979 rate of 6.13 percent for
employed persons and 8.1
percent for the self-employed.
Of course, those who have
bigger earnings this year will
pay the tax on the additional
earnings.

The only other group of
workers that will find a bigger
social security tax bill in 1980
are those who earn over
$22,900 a year. Last year only
the first $22 900 was taxed
and this year the first $25,900
is taxable. Those making over
$25,900 will still not pay'social
security tax on their entire
earnings.

Castro County Community
Action Corp. has announced
that it is seeking eligible ap-
plicants for its Weatherization
Program, which will totally
fund certain work to make
homes more energy-efficient.

Eligibility depends upon
CSA guidelines for low-in-
come families, regarding in-
come and number of persons
in a family. Also eligible are
the elderly, the handicapped
and the disabled.

Services provided under the
program include insulation,
caulking, glazing, weather
stripping, door and window
repairs, vents, storm windows
and doors.

Employed persons receive
social security credit when

their employers send the
Forms W-2 to social security.
but the self-employed must
file an income tax return to
get credit for self-employment
income under social security.

Even though a person may
owe no federal income tax, an
income tax return must be
filed if a person had self-
employment that produced a
net profit of $400 or more.
Self-employment social secur-
ity tax is paid on this net
profit.

Under certain circumstanc-
es, it is possible to use an
optional reporting method and
get credit for earnings even if
net earnings are less than
$400.

The leaflet, *'If you're self-
employed. . . reporting your
income for social security,”’
contains more detailed infor-
mation about how to report
earnings, including informa-
tion on the optional method.
Free copies can be obtained
from the Plainview social se-
curity office or by contacting
Mrs. Ulmer at the Dimmitt
courthouse every Thursday
from 10-12. You may also call

This company does not
meet Better Business Bureau
standards due to advertising
practices used by the com-
pany. The company has con-
tacted hundreds of consumers
stating that they (the consum-
er) have won a vacation to Las
Vegas.

This is not accurate since
the consumer has to pay a
service charge that may ex-
ceed the amount paid for the
same services secured
through a local travel agency.

Also, the company is asking
through their phone solici-
tations for credit card num-
bers of consumers. The BBB
has received several com-
plaints and inquiries concern-
ing bills they have received
for unordered vacation pack-
ets.

Vegas International’s most

recent written promotional
material mailed to South
Plains residents states,
“V.LP. is registered . . . and

has an excellent reputation
with the Better Business Bu-
reau.’”’ This is an absolutely
false statement. The Las Ve-
gas Bureau reports that they
are having great difficulty
with the company.

Consumers are encouraged

Interferon is one of the new
treatments. Progress is being
made in purifying the various
forms of interferon, a natural
body substance, according to
Doris Lindsey, public infor-
mation chairman of the Castro
County Unit.

This substance is in limited
clinical trials at 10 US insti-
tutions, one of which is M.
D. Anderson Hospital and Tu-
mor Institute in Houston.

Interferon has shown prom-
ising results against bone
cancers, carcinomas, leuke-
mias, lymphomas, breast and
liver cancers. The only side
effect so far has been fatigue,
which may be due to impur-
ities, Mrs. Lindsey said.

Barley production in Texas
established a record yield in
1979, with Castro County
ranked among the top 10 pro-
ducing counties, Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.

Castro County remained
one of the state's leading
producers of barley, reporting
a yield of 82,500 bushels from
1,100 harvested acres, Brown
said.

Barley production statewide

City receives sales tax rebate check

Dimmitt's first city sales
tax rebate check for 1980
amounted to $7,326, a de-
crease from the $8,721 check
for January of 1979.

is therapist here

DeZane Carter, lately as-
signed as psychotherapist at
the Dimmitt Outreach Center
of Central Plains Family Ser-
vice Center, has high hopes
that more people in Castro
County will learn about the
agency and its services, and
use them.

The Castro County native is
the daughter of Gwen and
Helene McFarland and lives
at the family farm, Windy
Acres in the Arney commun-
ity, as she commutes to her
work.

Although the Dimmitt office
has been in operation about
six years and was one of the
first outreach centers in the
Central Plains area, she finds
that many people don't know
it is here, and are hesitant to
use it ‘‘because there is still a
stigma regarding mental
health in this area.”

She performs such services
as psychological testing, eval-
uation and counseling, acts as
laiason between local phy-
sicians and psychiatrists at
the Plainview center, and is
now making presentations in
schools and to clubs and other
local groups concerning men-
tal health and mental retar-
dation.

She has worked mostly with
adults and young adults, Mrs.
Carter said, and is attempting
to get groups started for ther-
apy in difficulties related to
marriage, children, desire to
stop smoking and other fields.

The youthful therapist earn-
ed her undergraduate degree
at Wayland Baptist College
and a masters degree from
Texas Tech. As a student she
worked at the South Plains
Center and after graduation
went to Amarillo for about a
year as assistant director of
drug abuse therapy.

Back at Plainview as a
psychotherapist, she worked
at the outreach centers in
Friona and Floydada six
months and then was pro-
moted to the post of coordi-
nator of intermediate care, in-
cluding work in a halfway
house at Plainview.

She is a graduate of Naza-
reth High School and also has
attended Happy schools. Her
parents are longtime resi-
dents of the Arney commun-
ity;: her mother was born
there.

The outreach program from
Plainview began several years
ago in an attempt to reach
patients who were not able to
come to the center there. Now
there are five offices in nine
counties to serve the area.
