A jury at Plainview first con-
victed Thomas, who was arrested
Oct. 27, 1943, a day after the bodies
of Dr. and Mrs. Hunt were found
mutilated and bound in bed at
their residence. He was tried only
in the death of Dr. Hunt. Thomas
won a re-trial because of a jury
irregularity and the case then was
tried at Lamesa on a change of
venue. The Lamesa jury also con-
victed Thomas.

After the conviction at Lamesa
January 12, 1945, attorneys for
Thomas filed motion for a new
trial which got underway here on a
change of venue this week. The
Sweetwater jury received the case
about midnight Friday.

The state rested its case Friday
night after the Hunts' eight-year-
old daughter, Joan, testified that
on the night of the slaying she was
awakened by her mother’s screams.
She went into her parents’ room
and ‘“a big man, wearing black
shoes, picked me up and put me
in the clothes closet,” she said.

He also identlfxecl
pieces of metal as having heen
sawed from a fender of the same
car. He said they were scratched
and indented as if by a blox}f from.

He said a piece of
concrete in the Hunt alley _showed
that a car had backed into it.

WASHINGTON —(P)— The
United States charged wrathfully
Friday. night that Soviet-dominat-
ed Yugoslavia has made ‘“‘slave lgb_—
orers” of at least 165 American citi-
zens and that a number of them,
possibly 10, have died in horror
camps. 2

the State Department accused the
Tito regime of herding persons with
a valid claim to American citizen-
ship into concentration camps, of
maltreating them so cruelly that
some died, and of hiring the sur-

vivors out to private individuals to :

A statement from the Yugoslav
embassy Saturday denied the Am- |
erican charges.

Vandenberg said this country’s
“bipartisan” policy is one of peace,
not war, and predicted it will suc-
ceed “unless it is scuttled here at
home.”

Security Council
Delegate Hits At
‘Wild Accusations

NEW YORK —(#)— In a new bid
for cooperation among the major
powers in the United Nations Se-
curity Council, U. S. Delegate Her-
schel V. Johnson Saturday called
for an end of “wild and unsubstan-
tiated charges, harsh accusations
and counter-charges within the
council.”

Speaking before the Foreign Pol-
icy Association as delegates from
51 nations gathered for Wednes-
day’s opening of the UN General
Assembly, Johnson criticized what
he called “misuse of the council for |
propaganda purposes” and too fre-
quest use of the veto.

He declared that people through-
out the world “react with deep
misgivings” to the way the Se-
curity Council has operated so far
and added:

a higher sales tag.

The impact of sudden decontrols
hit the markets an erratic blow
and jt was too early to tell how
the food dollar of the near future
would compare with its buying
power of last week.

The major staple decontrolled—
meat—promises to be relatively
plentiful in  butcher shops @ across
the nation in a few days but at
prices -~ above old- OPA ceilings.
Dealers, consumers and trade asso-
ciations have joined hands in ef-
forts to keep prices down.

The prices of all livestock shot
up, despite an avalanche of re-
ceipts, and record highs were es-
tablished in some markets. Both
cattle and hog prices, however, ex-
perienced downward arends when
offerings were the heaviest. 2

In the commodity markets; the
price of scybeans, lard and flax
also went up.

Scme Prices Drop

However, a long list of .commo-
dities - dropped in price, including
poultry, eggs, butter, wheat and
cotton. Sources attributed the but-
ter drop to the removal of ceilings
on other fats and oils.

The American Meat Institute,
saying prices would he higher until
demand is met, urged housewives
to “shop around for the best buys.”
Some dealers refused to buy meat
at high prices and the president
of the New Jersey Independent
Butchers’ Asscciation urged con-
sumers to “strike” until meat prices
come down “within reason.”

In Helena, Mont.,. housewives
started a chain telephone call
movebent advocating huyers strikes
against butter prices of 89 cents to
$1.00 a pound.

In the nation’s livestock markets
there was no official trading Sat-
urday, although hogs and cattle
were in the pens waiting for open-
ing of trading Monday.

Prices of livestock as the week
clcsed were under their highs, but
still well above the former OPA
ceilings.

Steers Are Higher

At 'Chicago, representative of all
markets, choice: steers closed the
week $8.00 to $15.00 higher. Com-
mon, medium and gocd grades were
up $1.00 to $5.00 after -losing $4.00
to $7.00 from the mid-week peaks.
Most steers finished the week at
$18.00 to $23.00 a hundred pounds.

Hogs in Chicago finished $6.00 to
$7.50 a hundred pounds higher.

The old OPA ceiling on cattle
was $20.25 and there was a subsidy
ranging from 50 cents to $2.40, de-
pending on grade. Hogs had a ceil-
ing of $16.25 and there was a sub-
sidy of $1.75, regardless of grade.

Food articles which compete di-
rectly with meat, such as poultry,
closed the week with price declines.
Fowl, selling at 35 cents a pound
in the Chicago wholesale market
Monday, dropped to 29 cents at
the. week’s close.

A grade of butter which brought
88 1/2 to 89 cents a pound in the
Chicago wholesale market Monday
was down to 80 to 80 1/2 cents
at the week's close. New York but-
ter dropped from 87 1/2 cents to
79 1/2-80 cents.

Lard, which®had been under a
ceiling of 18 cents a pound, was
gquoted on the Chicago Board of
Trade at 36 cents with no sales.
However, there were many sales
confirmed in the open market at
50 cents.

Cash corn which sold Monday at
$2.04 to $2.06 a bushel was down
to $1.86- at Chicago by the week-
end. Oats at Minneapolis slipped
from 80 3/4-82 1/4 to 74 1/4-75 3/4.
Wheat at Kansas City fell from
$2.06-$2.10 a bushel to $1.95 1/2-
196 1/4.

In the futures markets, cotton
drew the limelight on a $25 a bale
break over a three-day period.

Grain futures were highlighted
by the end of two dellar wheat.
All futures sold above $2.00 on
Monday and well below that level
on Saturday. .

CIO Blames Congress
For Present Inflation

AUSTIN—(#)—John Brophy, .di-
rector of the CIO’s Industrial Union
Council and one of the CIO’s
founders, Saturday levelled -critic-
ism at Congress for what he term-
ed “inadequate handling” of its
domestic problem.

Major criticisms were on infla-
tion and housing.

Brophy spoke at the tenth an-
nual convention of the Texas State
Industrial Council of the CIO which
copened here Saturday and continues
through Sunday.

“We lost our first engagement in
the fight to defeat inflation when
Congress failed to pass legislation
preserving the OPA,” he declared.
“It definitely indicated that forces
of greed and privilege in the United
States are on the march.”

Brophy saw “a great depression’
as the ultimate end.

“Food prices have risen 50 per
cent since V-J Day. What does it
mean. It means a wage cut for you,”
he told the delegates.

The short, graying CIOQ leader
proposed that the President of the
United States should call a na-
tional conference ‘‘at an early date”
in the interests of dealing with the
problems of inflation. He suggested
that labor, farmer and business
groups be represented.
