J.B. Thomas Tells

West Texans To
Defend Liberties

J. B. Thomas of Fort
Worth, president of the
Texas Electric Service Com-

pany and prominent West
Texas civic leader, Thursday night
urged Midlanders to defend the
liberties they have earned, pro-
tecting always the freedom of en-
terprise which has developed the
vast Permian Basin area.

“Looking Ahead With the Per
mian Basin Area,” was the subject
of Thomas’ address at the annual
panquet and membership meeting
of the Midland Chamber of Com-
merce. | He was introduced by M. C.
Ulmer, a past president of the West
Texas Chamber. of Commerce and
of the Texas Bankers Association,
who was toastmaster.

“As you plan and labor to de-
velop this Permian Basin area,
plan also to defend the kind of
government that makes your de-
velopment possible,” Thomas urged.
“The free enterprice system of the
United States cannot long exist in
an atmosphere of bureaucracy and
administrative law, nor without
equality of both business and labor
before the law, nor without equality
in taxation.

Urges Equality

“With a national debt of $260,-
000,000,000, or more than half the
total assessed value of all property
in the United States, we must settle
down to paying it off under the
only possible way, a government of
law and equality, not one of bureau-
cracy and unfair discrimination.”

After discussing the unusual
growth of West Texas, he said that
although the area is “big and varied
in its resources, there always is a
common bond of faith and per-
sistence and courage between West
Texans—in fact all Texans. We
know too that the fundamental
problems of the United States are
our problems. The history of the
Permian Basin area‘is a marvelous
story of development. Sizeable
cities  ‘stand “'where “‘only -a 'switch
and a section house or corral stood
at one .time. Thousands of oil wells
today produce wealth undreamed
of only ‘a few years back. Great
chemical deposits 'are being worked
and offer still greater promise in
the future. The Longhorn -cattle
of two generations ago ‘have been
replaced by sturdy breeds of beef
cattle which are the pride of
ranchers all over our country.
20,000® Oil Producers

“In the Permian Basin area there
were on Jan. 1, 1946, more than
20,000 producing oil wells whose
1945 -production was worth more
than $200,000,000, and the presently
estimated oil reserves in the area
total more than 3,000,000,000 bar-
rels. The population of Midland
has grown at 10 times the average
rate of the state.

“This development is primarily
due to men; men of courage and
persistence; men of skill; men who
took hazards and privation an:
disappointment in their stride and
never lost sight of their goal; men
who brought their families and all
their possessions and staked them
on this country; men who with
faith in God and with trust in our
way of life strove for accomplish-
ment and the right to keep a fair
share of what their courage and
laborgproduced—keep it to be their
own for them and their children.

“Men, and a great and proper
government—these are the things
that have made West Texas, and
the United States, a great empire.”
Foundations Threatened

Declaring bureaucracy and ad-
ministrative law have “grown like
parasitic moss”, he declared they
“threaten to stifle and kill the free-
dom and free enterprise that are
the foundations of our government”.
. He urged Midlanders to get busy
and earn anew the freedom ahd
opportunity = which = have been
handed down to them.

“Stop the growth of bureaucracy
and administrative law caused by
the abdication by Congress of its
duty and powers to make the laws
of the land.

“See that -employer and employe
have equal rights and responsibil-
ities before the law.

“Restore equality of taxation. If
half the business of the United
States is tax free, the other - half
will have to pay about twice the
taxes.

“So, I say that we must earn
and defend our liberties if we are
to keep them.”
