Compromise Partition-Federalization
Plan Will Be Imposed On Palestine

~ LONDON —(P)— An informed government source
said the British cabinet decided Tuesday to impose a com-
promise partition-federalization plan on Palestine.
No official statement came from Prime Minister
Attlee’s resident at 10 Downing Street.

The

new plan, which may be
laid before Arab and Jewish
representatives later Tues-
day, would divide Palestine into
Arab: and Jewish territories with
an overall control held at least
temporarily by the mandatory
power, Great Britain. f

Representatives of the Jewish ag-
ency held an emergency session
while Afttlee conferred with his
ministers. An agency spokesman
said the Jewish leaders were con-
sidering implications of the seven-
day ultimatum from the Palestine
government demanding agency co-
operation in stamping out violence
in the Holy Land.

There was a basic similarity between the feelings of
the Army and Navy and those of the wartime Allies. Un-
der threat of defeat they joined forces with admirable
sprit, mutual respect nad singleness of purpose. But be-
fore and after that threat was present, their attitudes
were decidedly different. :

Many high officers of each service regarded the
other branch with a jealousy and suspicion which matched
the viewpoints expressed during the least admirable mo-
ments of postwar Big Three relations. Secretiveness was
the order of the day, and with it an obvious inclination to
exaggerate the errors and shortcomings of the rival service
and the virtues of one’s own.

It took many months of quiet, patient, hard work to
break down the walls of sovereign pride which surrounded
the two services. But they finally gave way before the
combined forces of logic and experience. Victory and
defeat, t~—~2ht the same lesson—that to remain isolated

and serative in the face of danger is to invite dis-
aste .. : ‘

n the compromise result was revealed, the sacri-
ficei  aich each service made seem scarcely important

enongh to have warranted all the heat that apparently
was generated in reaching it. Both Army and Navy re-
tained their internal sovereignty. Tradition, pride and
merale seem tntouched by the change. ‘None of their
former distinctions is abolished.

The Army gave up control of its Air Forces, to he
sure. But it would have been folly in-thé light ef air
power’s contribution to victory, and greater folly in the
light of air power’s future role, to deny this mighty arm
of defense a separate budget, administration and develop-
ment unhampered by the overlapping authority of grudg-
ing, ground-minded officers.

Previously there “was a question
as to nature of the mesotron’s par-
ents. g .

The mesotron is only on fraction
of the cosmic ray. Other fractions
include the negative electron; the
proton, 2,000 times heavier than
the electron but of equal positive
charge; and the proton, which Dr.
Swann has described as “a kind of
ghost particle representing light
and other forms of electromagnetic
radiation.” ;

In a geographic society statement
telling of their findings, the two
scientists said that protons appar-
ently split into ten mesotrons in
the earth’s atmosphere. Each mes-
otron has proportionate share of
the proton’s energy.  But they live
for as short a time as a two-mil-
lionth part of a second.

Dr. Swann says the ionization of
air—splitting the air into positive
and negative charged fragments—
may be the mesotron’s only activi-
ty.

Machine Counts Mesotrons

The origin of mesotrons was
studied on plane flights last sum-
mer by counting them, in a special
instrument that is.  sensitive to
their rays, at various altitudes.

The counts showed the mesotrons
are more abundant at higher alti-
tudes, as was expected.

Hawaii To Beach
Statehood In 1947

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON — () — Hawaii
wants to be a state and maybe it
will make the grade this year.
Maybe. ’

At least its representative in
Congress thinks Hawaii’'s chances
for “some action” are better in 1947
than ever before.

Hawaii has tried to become a
state ever since Congress made it a
territory in 1900.

Joseph R. Farrington, Hawaiian
delegate to Congress, said recently:

“The chance for some action, this
year is more favorable than any

| time in Hawaii’s history.”

Farrington expects the House
Committee on Public Lands to start
hearings within a couple of weeks.

Here is the history which led up
to all this: 3
Discovered in 1778

Hawaii—a. group of Pacific is-
lands 2,400 miles from San Fran-
cisco—was discovered in' 1778 by
Captain James Cook, an English-
man.

By the middle of the 1800’s Ha-
waii had its own laws and legisla-
ture, under a king. The ruling
\queen was deposed in 1893

A republic was set up then. Con-
gress in 1898 annexed the islands,
and, in 1900, made them a terri-
tory, the last step before statehood.

It has a. governor, appointed by
the U. S. President; two federal
judges; a U. S. attorney and mar-
shall; - other officials = connected
with government’ departments; its
own local laws and judges; its own
elected legislature, with a 15-man
Senate and a 30-man House.

And every two years it elects to
Congress a delegate. who can rep-
resent Hawaii there and introduce
bills but who cannot vote.

By being a state, Hawaii would
have two representatives and two
senators; it would get all the fed-
eral benefits any state gets; and
it would elect its own governor.
Petitioned Congress 14 Times

Since 1900 the Hawaiian Legisla-
ture has petitioned Congress 14
times to make the territory a state.

Last year a congressional com-
mittee went there, came back, and
recommended statehood. Nothing
happened.

And last year President Truman
urged statehood but nothing hap-
pened.

Farrington says the Hawaiians
voted 2 to 1 in 1940 for statehood
and, if voting now, would want it
by 4 to 1 or better.

Hawaii " is stepping up its cam-
paign. It has opened a publicity of-
fice here called “The 49th State
Office.”

And, with this Congress only a
month old, already various con-
gressmen have introduced a dozen
bills to make Hawaii a state.

A-Bomb Secrets Are Important To US
In Dealing With Foreign Countries -

Foreign policy as well as military
security is involved in the newly-
displayed interest of Congress and
of David Lilienthal in the security,
of U. S. atomic secrets.

The international control agree-
ments which we hope to attain
would stand as powerful precedents
for control of all war, and just to
find that such agreements are pos-
sible would be an important step,

But the one hope that other
countries will surrender sufficient
sovereign rights to permit agree-
ment lies in the pressure exerted
upon them by our unique posses-
sion of this weapon.

Congress has passed a law requir-
ing absolute secrecy = in certain
fields of atomic development while
permitting publication in other
fields when approved by the new
Atomic Energy Commission which
Lilienthal is to head.

Lilienthal described the, Smyth
Report, officially-approved account
of Manhattan District and it§ work
which was published soon after
Hiroshima, as the greatest breach
of security since work on the bomb
began. Almost as he was speaking,
hitherto secret atomic information
was being circulated to newspapers.
One of the many items referred to
what was once one of the top
secrets—a substance off which neu-
trons will “bounce.” Its importance
is too involved for explanation here,
but it was once considered some-
thing which might help lead for-
eign scientists to the bomb.  Pre-
sumably it is no longer believed to
be a' secret. But the point is that,
while -publication is made now from
what were supposed to be “death
penalty” files, it hasn’t been a sec-
ret at all.
