Truman To End 
U. S. Emergency 
Before July 31

WASHINGTON —(/Pi— President 
Truman plans to declare the na­
tional emergency ended before July 
31. a high official disclosed Satur­
day, erasing most of 105 wartime 
laws then or six months later.

In preparation for this declara­
tion. the official said, Truman ex­
pects to send to Congress within 
the next fortnight a message re­
commending permanent extension 
of such laws as he deems necessary.

This legislative job can be com­
pleted during the present session, 
the officiai said. Thereupon Ti-u- 
man “can seriously consider ending 
the emergency before the adjourn­
ment this summer.”

White House adyisers have decid­
ed that the “state of emergency” 
can be terminated before the war 
itself is officially ended. An addi­
tional 250 or more laws based on 
“the duration of the war,” or some 
limited period thereafter, would re­
main in force.
Expect To Go To Work

Members of the White House 
staff expect to go to work on “end- 
of-the-w'ar” recommendations to 
Congre.ss immediately after the 
emergency message is sent, on the 
theory that the war could be ended 
for most domestic purposes before 
the peace treaties are signed.

The end-of-emergency message 
will cover powers granted under 
both the “limited” emergency de­
clared on Septerhber 8, 1939, just 
after the outbreak of war oversea.s, 
and the full emergency proclaimed 
May 27, 1941, after the German 
sweep of Europe.

It was not disclosed which pow­
ers Truman will ask to have ex­
tended.

Remove From OPA

The Buck proposal would, remove 
all rental controls from the juris­
diction of OPA and vest enforce­
ment in federal courts.

All new housing or that not prev­
iously under control would be free 
from ceilings, as would all hotel 
quarters.

Owners of housing that was 
rented at the start of this year 
could increase rents up tq 10 per 
cent. If they went above that fig­
ure they could be prosecuted in 
federal courts, with a fine of $1,- 
000 possible.

Individually, they 
declared their intentions of fight­
ing the reduction on the floor.

Their statement, drafted at a 
conference, urged a delay in fix­
ing the congressional spending 
ceiling until “actual hearings” can 
be held.

“It is possible that such delay, 
especially if international agree­
ments for permanent v/orld peace 
should be effectuated in the mean­
time,” the statement said, “would 
make possible and feasible even 
greater reductions.”
Delay 'Will Avoid Dangers 

The Democrats added that “such 
delay would avoid the dangers of 
a premature announcement of pre­
cipitous reductions of appropria­
tions in .support of our armed for­
ces which might militate against 
the effectiveness of our diplomatic 
representatives at the Moscow con­
ference and other international con­
ferences scheduled for the next 
few weeks.”

They promised to “press for and 
cooperate in the reduction of ap­
propriations in every consistent 
and practical way’’ but said theV 
could not approve the flat slash of 
President Truman’s $37,500,000,000 
estimates for the fiscal year start­
ing July 1 which the committee 
voted.

Vandenberg, chairman of the 
Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee, told a reporter he fears a pro­
jected $1,750,000,000 reduction in 
Army and Navy funds may upset 
American prestige in troubled in­
ternational affairs.

Talmadge Wins

McDo n o u g h , GA.—(/P)—Herman 
Talmadge won a second consecutive 
victory in the courts Saturday in 
litigation over Ihe governorship of 
Georgia, but wie judge who sus­
tained him criticized his election 
by the Legislature as a relic of 
“the stage-coach era."

Superior Judge Bond Almand, 
concurring in an earlier decision 
by a colleague, Judge Walter Hen­
drix, helci the Legislature was con­
stitutionally correct when it named 
Talmadge to the four-year term of 
his late father, Eugene Talmadge. 
The ruling came three days after 
Hendrix had dismissed the suit of 
Talmadge's rival, Lt.-Gov. M. E. 
Thompson, who sought to oust Tal­
madge from office.

Both the Hendrix decision and 
Saturday’s ruling by Almand were 
appealed to the Georgia Supreme 
Court where a third Superior 
(Circuit) Court decision awaits re­
view. The latter, to which Talmadge 
was not a party but which involv­
ed the governor.ship, vla's a ruling 
by Judge Claude Porter at Rome, 
Ga., last week. Porter held 'Thomp­
son to be legal “acting governor" 
and declared the Legislature ex­
ceeded its authority when it voided 
Talmadge’s 143,000 votes after his 
deatli and elected his son on tire 
basis of only'jp75 write-in ballots.

A Midland Character Of Many Years

You know “Sarge”. As he prefers 

—Sergeant.
He’s that .shuffling, arhicable, col­

ored man in Midland, who has been 
a character here for 20 years and 
he probably will be around 20 more, 
de.spite his being a “boy” of 74 
years.

Sergeant Eugene Franklin—be- 
, cause of his fighting heart, which 

will never retire, we call him Ser­
geant. A rank of honor and respect! 
A rank he earned in fighting from 
the Philippines to Germany,,

You see him every day. Around 
the Scharbauer Hotel or sweeping 
out offices in three places in the 
city. He’s dressed in khakis and 
has an uncreased back hat. Under 
that brini are a pair of twinkling 
eyes. He is respectful of us white 
folks, and he is respectable. He 
numbers his Midland friends in the 
thousands. You have seen him at 
the barbecue pits. Sarge has barbe­
cued enough beeves to stock a good- 
sized ranch if all the animals were 
alive. He has a trade secret of bar­
becuing. He would not sell it for 
any amount of money and he has 
turned down, attractive offers for 
the formula.

Sarge had his day one day in 
Midland. General John J. Pershing 
came to town. He wanted to see 
Sarge. He asked for him.

For Sergeant Franklin and Gen­
eral Pershing are fast friends. 
Sarge was his orderly for 11 years. 
Fought with Pershing, and for him. 
“I Saluted”
■ “They came to get me that day 

and told me General Pershing 
wanted to see me. I brushed up a 
little and went. There in the lobby 
of the Scharbauer, with a big crowd 
around, I come to attention and sa­
luted General Pershing. He smiled. 
He knew me. I reckon he ought to 
’cause I sure knew him. We had a 
long talk.

I Pershing writes Sarge regularly. 
And vice-versa.

I Sarge thinks, and perhaps rignt- 
I ly so, that the sun rises and sets 
I in General Pershing. This admira- 
I tion comes from 11 years service 
for, and with, that great w’arrior.

"Every once in awhile he writes 
me he isn’t feeling so good and I 
gets ready to go to him,” Sarge 
says.

“If he needs me I will go to him. 
too, unless he tells me that he wil 
be all right. Yes sir, I will go when 
the General needs me.”

“I wire him that I am ready.” 
Sergeant served in two w’ars— 

■Spanish-American and World War 
I. Also he fought in the border re­
bellions of Pancho Villa, when Per­
shing was sent to patrol the border.

He says it is his regret he could 
not serve in World War II. “For 
my two sons were in it and I want­
ed to look after them.”

Sei'geent was one of 50 men se­
lected to carry Pancho Villa to a 
doctor when the Mexican was^shot.

One time Sergeant and 34 other 
American soldiers were taken pris­
oners in Mexico. The difficulty was 
cleared up and 202 Mexicans were 
dispatched to escort J;he 35 Ameri­
cans to the border. When they got 
to the border there was one Mexi­
can escort. “We killed the others.” 

Sergeant joined Pershing when 
the great leader was a colonel. He 
fought in the Spanish-American 
War and was with Pershing in 
World War I when the Armistice 
w’as signed. Sergeant w'as called 
overseas to be with Pershing.”
“I Was With Him”

In 1915 when Pershing lost his 
•wife and two daughters in a fire 
at San Fi-ancisco, Sergeant went to 
the tragedy with Pershing.

“In my 11 years with General 
Pershing I never heard him say a 
curse word. He was a fine man. He 
loved his men. He would always

Once Sergeant was sent by Gen- 
eraal Pershing to Sierr* Blanca 
near the border of Mexico, where a 
ranch woman was losing cattle by 
theft. Sergeant took 150 men. They 
set up machine guns. The stam­
pede came. They killed 45 Mexi­
cans and shot the legs off the lady’s 
crooked foreman, Sarge reports.

“General Pershing told us to take 
nothing but thanks for our job. 
The ranch lady tried to pay us 
well.”

Sergeant was a trusted friend of 
the late Clarence Scharbauer, cat­
tleman. And now he “looks after” 
Mrs. Ruth and Clarence, Jr. “They 
are the finest folks in this world,” 
says the self-appointed guardian.

“Midland has many fine folks. 
They are the best in the world. 
They have been good to old Ser­
geant and 1 appreciate it.”

Sergeant retm’ned to Midland in 
1927.

CLEVELAND—(NEA)—With the 

cooperation of both employers and 
labor unions, this city is making a 
frontal attack upon the new Public 
Enemy Number 1 of home con­
struction, the shortage of skilled 
building labor.

So quietly that not everybody 
has noticed the change, housing 
materials have been coming back. 
Though still far from plentiful, 
they have ceased to be the prime 
bottleneck that is stymieing the-I 
building of millions of badly 
needed homes. Experts estimate 
that even now it would require 
from 250,000 to 400,000 mors 
workers than are available to 
handle the 1947 materials supply 
satisfactorily.

Cleveland does not claim to 
have solved this problem. I t has 
made an attempt so promising 
that John C. Davis, director of the 
NHA’s construction labor division, 
says “Cleveland has the answer,” 
and has gathered information, to 
pass on to other communities with 
a “Go thou, and- do likewise” ex­
hortation.

A feature of the Cleveland Plan 
that intrigues building experts from 
other communities is that it has 
been started in the plastering field, 
which has been regarded as one of 
the tightest and most unfriendly 
to training programs in the whole 
industry.
Losing- Skilled Workers

The building trades have been 
losing skilled workmen steadily for 
some 16 years now. Today there are 
in training only about 100,000 ap­
prentices, who are not enough even 
to replace the over-65-year. jour­
neymen who will be stepping out 
before long. Yet the need is the 
greatest in national history.

Forseeing the situation last sum­
mer, Clevelanders asked the Board 
of Education to install a pre-ap­
prenticeship course for plasterers 
in the Trade School. The Board 
agreed. The plasterers’ apprentice­
ship committee, representing both 
employers and union, prepared 
plans; state and federal govern­
ments agreed to contribute to the 
costs; and the courses were opened.

In most cities a young man who 
thinks he wants to become a plas­
terer is hired, cold, by a contrac­
tor, to whom he is indentured for 
a four-year apprenticeship. The 
employer has to pull one of his too 
few journeymen off production to

teach the novice. If the apprentice 
lacks aptitude, or loses interest, and 
quits or is fired, the employer is 
stuck. That is one reason why 
builders have been.-backward about 
fostering apprenticing.
Enro.Ued In Courses

Here the candidate is enrolled in 
the pre-apprenticeship c o u r s e  
taught by a retired journeyman. 
’This covers only ’ fundamentals. 
Some men get through in five 
days, some take three weeks. They 
get no pay. But as soon as they 
have learned to handle the hawk 
and trowel and the darby, to put 
plaster on a wall so that it will 
stay, they are sent to a contrac­
tor for regular apprenticeship. 
Thereafter they must report back 
to the school one eight-hour day 
every tow weeks until they be­
come journeymen.

About 35 out of every 100 men 
who think they want to be plas­
terers are weeded out in  the pre­
course. The rest are not inden­
tured to individual contractors di­
rect, so that they are stuck if they 
get hold of a thoughtless, selfish 
or incapable boss. ’They are inden­
tured to the joint committee, 
which can take an apprentice 
away from any employer who 
fails to give him the varied train­
ing that he needs.
Age Limit Lifted

This training approach- has been 
accompanied by another recogni­
tion of the desperate state which 
the building trades labor market 
is reaching. Both thie plastering 
industry and the unions have re­
laxed and liberalized their rules.

Before the war only men . in 
the 18-to-21-year age group were

pure
Now the maximum age has been 
raised to 25 years. And for ex- 
service men this limit is lifted by 
subtracting years-in-service ■ from 
an. applicant’s age.

Thus far the pre-apprenticeship 
training plan has been limited, 
here, to plasters. Lansing, Mich., 
has inaugurated a simlliar pro­
gram for bricklayers. There is no 
apparent reason why it can not 
be extended to cover carpenters, 
painters, masons, bulding elec­
tricians, plumbers, steamfitters, 
welders, riveters.

Will Make More Hole

Operators plan to continue drtil­
ing until the EUenburger, or gran­
ite is encountered.

As the picture indicates . . it 
was Rabbit Killing time in Mid­
land, and all the folks were there. 
In fact, close to two hundrer hunt­
ers gathered at Elmer Bizzcll’s 
Stock Farm last Tuesday morning.

The caps began to pop at eight- 
thirty sharp and coiilinncd until 
six o’clock that afternoon with time 
out for lunch.

An estimated TWELVE HUN­
DRED RABBITS jumped into the 
air, rolled over and died with lead 
poinoning.

$

As a matter of information for 
you newcomers from the East . . . 
a Rabbit, according to Webster is 
“a small burrowing rodent of the 
hare family.” But to the old-time 
Midlalnders a rabbit is a big PEST. 
He eats up crops and-can run . . . 
F-A-S-T.

Running is not the only thing a 
rabbit can do F-A-S-T. They mul­
tiply as fast as the average farmer 
can count. In order that these dry 
weather crops can feed BOTH tlie 
farmers and the rabbits, a large 
portions of these rabbits must die 
each year. If not, the farmer and 
not the rabbit, will starve. Thus 
very goed reason for the annual 
round of organized rabbit hunts.

If you have never been on a rab­
bit hunt, gatlier around and Carle- 
ton & 'Brumbelow will tell you what 
goes on. Approximately two hun­
dred men armed with shotguns and 
at an equal distance apart surround 
a couple of sections of land.

At a given signal all hands march 
toward the center of the surround­
ed land, driving all the rabbits 
toward the center. If a ra1)bit gets 
wise and makes a break out of the 
circle of men the rabbit is shot 
instantly.

The object is to bunch the rab­
bits into a small area as the hunt­
ers close in. Then the chants go 
. . . “Let ’em out . . . Let ’em out.” 
As the rabbits break out of the cir­
cle all hunters near turn and shoot. 
Usually four to five men shoot at 
one . . .  ail shooters claiming the 
rabbit. A lot of tun.

Sometimes a wild hare will runy 
the gauntlet of shooters and get 
away free with four or five men 
shooting at it. I would catch my­
self pulling for the rabbit on these 
occasions. “Always for the Under­
dog” philosophy.

After three or four of these drives 
one works up qpitc an appetite. 
Mr. Luther Tidwell, master of the 
drive, announces “lunch will be 
served at Cloverdale Park.”

As we arrived at Cloverdale, all 
the people in the country seemed 
to be there. Old friends began to 
shake hands. Kinfolks began to hug 
and kiss, speeches were made, a 
prayer was offered and then about 
five hundred people, men, women 
and children were served barbecue, 
beans, cake and coffee. This thing 
turned out to be quite a social.

About the time I got full of food 
and felt a nap coming up. Mr. Tid­
well announced “all hunters man 
the trucks” and off we went for 
four more long rabbit drives . . . .  
through the brush, over plowed 
grounds, gun cocked and looking 
for rabbits. Carieton’s hunting boots 
began to hurt my feet. Gosh, then’s 
when I wished that I was back at 
the Carleton & Brumbelow Sport­
ing Store lounging in those easy 
chairs.

About 1800 Navy time, Elmer 
Bizzell said, “Thank you, fellows, 
for helping us out. The hunt is 
over.”

Gee, I  had a good time. Met a 
lot of nice people. Hope we can 
have a lot more rabbit hiuits soon. 
If so, Carleton or Brumbelow, one, 
Avill be there with shotgun shells 
for sale.

ANCHORAGE,. ALASKA—(NEA) 
—If you’re a working girl, feeling 
a little jaded and looking for ex­
citement, a good paying job and 
lots of. dates, then this is just the. 
place for you.

Listen to what. Eyelyn Fitzpat­
rick, 24, of Sacramento, Calif, has 
to say about Anchorage after work­
ing only six. months in the resi­
dent engineer’s office;

“It’s wonderful here. I t’s more 
like a vacation than a job. Every­
one here is so wonderfully care- 
■free. They let tomorrow take care 
of itself. I t’s a. fine place to relax 
and get in condition, and a girl 
is never in want of a date up here. 
She can go out every night if she 
wants to. With a ratio of 30 men 
to one girl, it’s a woman’s para­
dise.”

As if this isn’t recommendation 
enough there is also the matter of 
salaries as an added inducement 
to “Go North, young lady, go 
North.”

Evelyn has a regular Civil SeA- 
ice rating and gets an additional 
25- per cent overseas differential for 
working in Alaska. This brings her 
Income up to $3275.00' a year, sub­
ject- to the same income tax as in 
the U. S. Out of this she pays only 
$13 per month for a private fur­
nished room in a comfortable bar­
racks. She eats in. the civilian cafe­
teria or the officers' mess halls at 
nearby Ft. Richardson and pays 
only 50 cents for a full course meal.

“I t’s- more like a ■ vacation than 
a job,” says Evelyn F’itzpatrick, 
who went from sunny Cali­

fornia to work in Alaska.

Can you equal that in the United 
States?

Clothes are considerably more 
expensive in Alaska, but most of 
the girls bring enough to last 
them for some time, and with 
26 days’ vacation each year they 
can always get back to the Statei 
for more. The girls sign a contract 
■with the government or the big 
construction companies operating' prayers.

here for either one or two years. 
Ti’ansportation is paid both ways 
unless you leave before the con­
tract is up, and you can renew the 
contract.

There are about 400 civilian 
girls from the States working in 
Anchorage and they seem to be 
enjoying themselves immensely. 
Lola Jensen, 23, of Thief River 
Palls, Minn., is a clerk in the Dis­
trict Engineers Office at $2800 per 
year. She says “I like it here ^be­
cause it’s so beautiful. There's 
something-about the place in day­
light at ’one o’clock in the morn­
ing? I  came here because I want­
ed to see new things and meet 
new people, and I ’ve certainly 
done both. I could rave on and on 
about the scenery and, ah, the 
men.”

The girls agree that Anchorage 
is no place for a mamby-pamby 
but if she has a bit of the frontier 
spirit of adventure and a hardy 
constitution that can withstand 
the temperatures that seldom get 
lower than 25 below in winter 
and get up to about 75 above in 
'■he Summer, then she will love it. 
Few have had trouble getting ac­
customed to the climate.

As one of the working girls said, 
“I’m going to stay up here until 
I’ve saved a nice nest egg or land­
ed a man. It looks like I’m going to 
be able to do both.” It sounds like 
the answer to a jaded secretary’s

Ray Graves of Martin County is 
planning an experiment this year 
with different varieties of storm­
proof cotton, which will be defoli­
ated with calcium cynamid and 
harvested mechanically. Seeds from 
two recently-developed varieties, 
C. A. 122 and C. A. 89A, will be ob­
tained from the Lubbock vArgicul- 
tural Experiment ■ Station.

Seed developed within a hundred 
miles of Stanton already has been 
received. Back in 1926 when H. A. 
Macha was farming near Tahoka, 
a severe storm struck just before 
harvest was completed. However, a 
few burs retained their locks of 
cotton. The seed from these few 
remaining plants were saved and 
planted the next year, and by 1938 
the Macha variety of storm-mroof 
cotton had been developed. '

Since that time, Macha has work'- 
ed to improve his new variety. 
Yields have been as high as 1,200 
pounds of lint, irrigated, and over 
a bale per acre on dry land. Staple 
runs from -7/8 to 1 1/32.

Graves plans to allot aropnd 60 
acres to this venture. Results • are 
expected to show not only the var­
ieties best adapted to Martin Coun­
ty, but also those most suitable for 
defoliation and machine harvesting.

The yalue of conseiwation farm­
ing has shown up in the record- 
smashing crops of recent years in 
addition to its long-term value to 
the welfare of the nation, James A.

He pointed out that farmers of 
Texas who received ACA assistance 
in 1946 actually carried out con­
servation work worth approximately 
2 1/2 times the amount of federal 
assistance.

"In some instances," he asserted, 
“farmers stand more than half the 
cost, not counting labor supplied by 
the farm family.

“But,” he added, “you can’t de­
termine the real value of conserva­
tion in dollars and cents. You can’t 
add up the value of tons of topsoil 
saved, or the fertility added back to 
depleted soils, the flooded lands 
drained, range land protected, or 
water, saved. Conservation work 
has a value that is not measurable.”

■Cent Sugar, 15-Cent Candy Bars — Thai's What Experts See II Controls Are Ended
By S. BURTON HEATH 
NEA Staff Correspondent 

NEW YORK —(NEA)— Forty- 
cent-a-pound sugar for your coffee, 
cereals and home cooking 15-cent 
candy bars—$3-a-pound chocolates 
in the plainest boxes—and a greater 
scarcity, even at such prices, than 
at any time during the war—

That is what experts say to ex­
pect if rationing and price controls 
shotda be taken off sugar at this 
time, as there is danger they may 
be.

The 40-cent-a-pounds figure for 
household sugar is a guess. No­
body really knows how high the 
sweet stuff will go if the brakes 
are taken off. But it is the guess 
of James Marshall, head of the 
Department of Agriculture s sugar 
branch, and of Earl B. Wilson of 
San Francisco, president of the 
California & Hawaii Sugar Refin­
ing Co. and Marshall’s wartime 
predecessor.

Speaking individually, from op­

posite sides of the continent, each 
answered a question as to how high 
sugar would go, if it were turned 
loose now, with “40 cents—or more”. 
Other insiders say that this is not 
an unreasonable estimate.

The sugar situation is unique be­
cause everybody concerned—gi'ow- 
ers, processors, importers, dealers, 
industrial users and houeholders—. 
all want price control and rationing 
maintained for \  while longer. 
Four Grave Dangers

Yet there are these real danger's 
that both may be taken off too 
soon:

1. Rep. Price H. Preston, Georgia 
Democrat, has introduced a bill to 
abolish rationing immediately.

2. Whatever happens to this bill, 
the government’s power to ration 
will die automatically on March 31, 
when the Second War Powers Act 
expires, unless Congress acts af­
firmatively to extend that author­
ity.

3. Federal Judge Letts, in Wash-

The only witne.ss who leaned at 
all toward .quick release of sugar 
from controls was John C. Gard­
ner, president of the New York 
Coffee and Sugar Exchange. He 
thinks that the lack of dollar- 
exchange abroad would prevent a 
disastrous auction for the world 
supply. He would like to have the 
Exchange begin trading this Spring 
in 1948 futures. But he thought 
rationing and price control "siiould 
be continued through. 1947. ■

and a skyrocketed pricing of all 
items in which sugar is a major 
ingredient—arises from the very 
real shortage in supply that still 
exists.

The danger from Judge Letts’ 
ruling is this:

Householders were allowed 1,175,- 
000 tons for table use plus 785,000 
tons for canning, a total of 1,960,- 
000 tons—less than four-fifths as 
much as the industrial allowance.

Industrial sugar was allocated on 
the only workable basis the ad­
ministrators could devise—60 per 
cent of the amount used by each 
in 1941, with more or less arbitrary 
allowances to newcomers in the 
field.

Judge Letts’ decision was in a 
suit brought by one of these new­
comers who complained that he 
was discriminated against and 
that newcomers were injured by the 
“historical use” yardstick.
If I t’s Wide Open—

But even the old-established 
firms have been getting only a 
fraction of the sugar they used in 
ministratoys could*- devise—60 per 
Unless the government could find 
some workable allocation method 
to replace “historical use”, indus­
trial users would be left free to 
go into, the market and buy what­
ever sugar they could find, ahead 
of householders.

Under a wide open system, even 
if industrial users confined them­
selves to the 1941 basis, the 1,700,000 
additional tons they would be free 
to buy—and which experts say they 
could get ahead of householders 
because of their preferred position 
as big purchasers—would use up 
all but 260,000 of the 1,960,000 tons 
available for home use.

The remainder, split up, would 
allow less than four pounds a per­
son for domestic consumers as con­
trasted with the 25; pounds avail­
able in 1946 for eating and canning.

All of this is theoretical and 
based upon 1946 figures. It is, how­
ever, the logical basis for fears of 
insiders—including the processors 
themselves—that the sugar situa­
tion will get completely out of hand 
if some way of controlling alloca­
tions to industrial- users is not 
found, provided Judge Letts’ ruling 
is upheld.

The industrial; users realize that 
in such a situation they would 
have to pay prohibitive prices, as 
they bid against one another and 
all of them against householders. 
Everybody realizes that even if a 
pretense of price control were re­
tained, with industrial users taking 
all they wanted and could find the 
small residue that was left for 
homes—would go into the black 
market and into the price strato­
sphere.

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Homeless Germans..... .
May Take Over Gamps

FRANKFORT, GERMANY—bP)—
Plans to permit 525,000 homeless 
displaced persons to take over their 
own camps in United States-occu- 
pied Germany, are being prepared 
by UNRRA, it was disclosed here.

UNRA’s American Zone Direc­
tor, Paul Edwards, said the plans 
were being formulated “in case 
neither the proposed international 
relief organization nor the Amer­
ican Army is ready or has the 
funds” to administer the camps 
when UNRRA terminates opera­
tions June 30.

UNRRA’s American Zone Direc- 
ing the icamps, where displaced 
persons await resettlement or 
reparation, since the war’s end.
Food has been mainly supplied 
through the United States Army.

Edwards told a news conference 
that the international relief or­
ganization, proposed by the United 
Nations, was scheduled to take over 
the camps July 1, but there was 
no assurance the IRO would be in i 
operation by that date.

■WASHINGTON —(/P)— The gov­
ernment has estimated that 2,300,- 
000,000 board feet of lumber will 
be available for millwork for resi­
dential and other construction in 
1947.

The civil production branch of

•said the estimate is about 100,000,- 
000 board feet above the year’s an­
ticipated requirements and 700,- 
000,000 more than was available 
this year for making sashes, doors, 
sills and other mill work products.

Rights And Freedoms
Thus far in its existence the United Nations has been 

concerned chiefly with the how of international rela­
tions. This is a highly important activity, yet in a way it 
is also momentary and superficial. For international re­
lations cannot be enduringly cordial until their “what” 
and “why” have been examined with respect to the bil­
lions of people affected by them.

The ultimate purpose of the United Nations comes 
right down to the individual human beings who occupy 
this planet. In, the world’s councils they seem generally 
to be thought of and referred to in bulk, when they are 
considered at all.

Each nation has its answer, complicated by many 
considerations. Tradition, culture and religion affect it. 
So do climate, density of population, and the abundance 
and development of natural resources.

What are the human rights of a Chilean farm worker, 
an Arab nomad, a Chinese peasant woman, an African 
jungle hunter? What are the fundamental freedoms of 
an American industrialist, a Russian mechanic, a Java­
nese plantation hand, a Spanish fisherman?

And how far will the UN go in “encouraging re­
spect” for these rights? What, for example, will it do 
about the religious distinction of caste in India? What 
about the “fundamental freedoms” of Jew and Arab to 
occupy the homeland of Palestine? What about punish­
ment for political opposition to a dictatorship?

Th"se are some of the issues on which peace depends. 
Worldwide freedom of responsible, constructive human 
actif s impossibly utopian. So do worldwide jus­
tice r opportunity and decent living conditions.
So, cs worldwide peace, which is impossible with­
out ther conditions. ♦

Soldier, sailor, 
marine, airman or coastguards- 
man?

Pushing Forward Plans

Meanwhile, the Memorial Divis­
ion is pushing forward with its 
plans to bring home all war dead 
whose next of kin desire it.

For a time a shortage in the 
special metal caskets specified for 
return of the men threatened to 
delay the start of this program but 
officials say delivery of the caskets 
to overseas theaters should start 
next month.

The return of the first bodies, 
however, is not planned until Aug­
ust. War dead will begin arriving 
then from Pearl Harbor, where the 
initial casualties of the war occured.

A few days later the bodies of 
soldiers buried at Henri Chapelle, 
in Belgium, will begin their jour­
ney home. From then on, theater 
by theater, the men who died ov­
erseas will come back to their fam­
ily cemeteries or to . a national 
cemetery, as preferred by relatives.

About 385,000 men and women of 
the armed forces died during World 
War II of which 313,000 were Army 
personnel, 50,000 Navy, 21,000 Ma­
rines and 1,000 coastguardsmen.

Governmenl Buying Agency Admits Red Tape Bui Says li Saves US Money
By DOUGLAS LARSEN 

NEA Staff Correspondent
WASHINGTON — (NEAl— Gov­

ernment purchasing is the purest 
expression of Federal red tape, ac­
cording to firms whicli do business 
with Uncle Sam.

But the Bureau of Federal Sup­
ply in the Treasury Department 
which does most of the Govern­
ment’s shopping ($175,000,000 worth 
a year) claims its 13 copies of pur­
chase orders,' triplicate bids, quad­
ruplicate performance bonds and 
quintuplicate inspection forms ac­
tually save the taxpayers’ money. 
It’s the public’s bulwark against 
graft and dishonesty, say the 'B u- 
reau officials.

Many firms refuse to or can’t 
afford to do business with the 
Government because the red tape 
is too involved and expensive, 
some company officials claim. Com­
panies which regularly sell to the 
United States have to maintain

Exatting Detail

A Bureau of Supply publica­
tion, “Federal Procurement, A 
Manual for the Information of 
Federal Purchasing Officers,’’ de­
scribes these regulations which so 
many firms claim aren’t all neces­
sary.

It is claimed that Federal speci­
fications are too exacting and de­
tailed. The handbook reveals that 
“interdepartmental technical com­
mittees” carefully draw up the 
specification. One such committee 
is called “The Interdepartmental 
Technical Committee on Federal 
Specifications for Hair for Mat­
tresses.” Cither specification com­
mittees exist for kitchein tables, 
excelsior and hypodermic needles.

Commenting on its own job of 
specification writing, the manual 
says:

“Illuminative of the discipline 
of Federal specifications is what 
may be referred to as a specifica­
tion, for a Federal specification. 
Officially titled ‘Outline of Form,’ 
this specification serves as a guide

for standardizing the phraseology 
and form of specifications, amend­
ments, revisions, or proposals.”

Various forms which have to be 
filled out in connection with Gov­
ernment purchases start with 
“Form No. 1” titled “Purchase 
Authority” and include “Form No. 
1058” which is the Government bill 
of lading. On the back of this lat­
ter form are approximately 1000 
words of instructions on exactly 
how to fill it out. And if these 
instructions aren’t complied with 
in the smallest detail, the goods 
aren’t accepted.

The Bui'eau of Supply has re­
duced its purchasing to 16 pri­
mary operations. The first step 
is described:

“The purchase authority (Pro­
curement Division Form No. 1), 
submitted by the ordering office 
of the requisitioning agency, is 
received in the Control Section, 
Pvu'chase Division. Here the 
requisitioning agency’s appropria­
tion is examined and control rec- 
brds are set up. The requisition 
is then forwarded to the Chief of 
the Purchase Division.”

At step “M” the purchase order 
gets written:

“The purchase Order Section 
prepares the combination pur­
chase order and invoice for sup­
plies (Procurement Division Forms 
Nos. 52 and 49), of which there are 
13 copies (7 piu’chase orders and 6 
invoices); and, if required, a Gov-

ernment bill of lading (Standard 
Form No. 1058), of which there are 
6 copies. These documents are dis­
tributed as follows:

“Commodity Grouj;)—One copy 
each of the contract and purchase 
order, five copies of the bill of 
lading.

“Control Section—Three copies 
of the purchase order, and the 
purchase authority.

“Finance Division—Two copies 
each of the contract, certificate 
of award, and purchase order; 
three copies of the invoice.

“Purchase Classification Sec­
tion—One copy of purchase order.

“Purchase Order Section—Re­
tains, one copy of bill of lading.

“Administrative Office, Requi­
sitioning Agency—One copy of 
invoice.”

“Consignee—Two copies of the 
invoice.”

At the final step, “P,” four 
copies of a voucher are made and 
the seller gets paid for all his 
troubles.

Somewhere between “N” and 
“O” the seller delivers his goods. 
Here “receiving report is pre­
pared in quintuplicate.” Agencies 
getting copies include the Receiv­
ing Section, Inventory Control Sec­
tion of the Warehouse Division, 
Control Section of Purchase Di­
vision, Finance Division and the 
Inspection Section.

This, it is claimed, saves money 
for the taxpayers.

TAIYUAN, CHINA — (NEA) — 

China’s .Man Mystery today is 
Marshal Yen, Hsishan, last of the 
great Chinase war lords still in 
power, a benevolent tyrant whose 
adroit switching of alliance and de­
velopment of a military state have 
enabled him to rule a nation with­
in the Chinese nation for more 
than 35 years.

Yen,. 63, has lent hLs powerful 
sword to the Mandarins of the 
Ching dynasty, to the Revoiutiont- 
ists, to opponents of the Revolu­
tionists, and to various Chinese 
“national” governments.
Once Was President

Now China is wondering if once 
again he wiil go to war with the 
Chinese National Government of 
Chiang Kai-shek.

lie, and has been a dictator of 
Shansi’s 12,000,000 people sinOe he 
was 28 years old. There is little 
doubt that he intends to maintain 
autonomous rule of his province 
against all comers, whether tradi­
tional friend or foe.

He may have to use force. Chiang 
Kai-shek’s armies have moved into 
his province from north and south. 
Communist troops have launched 
twin offensives in Northern and 
Central Shansi and are menacing 
Yen’s capital here. A "people’s dele­
gation” from Shansi now is in 
Nanking petitioning Chiang Kai- 
shek to remove Yen as governor.

Nanking political experts believe, 
however, that an order from Chiang 
Kai-shek dismissing Yen as gov­
ernor would have little effect on 
the bald, be-spectacled, aging little 
man who has wrapped his province 
around him like a cloak shielding 
him from the outside world.

But Yen, a war lord who insists 
he dislikes war (and still holds the 
National title of Pacification Com­
missioner for Shansi and Suiyuan), 
while making no apparent offensive 
move against the two forces slowly 
pushing in on him, 'is girding his 
capital for a full-scale defense. 
Shansi Is Armed Camp

Shansi today is an armed camp 
of pillboxes, trenches, walled cities 
sentries and training centers, its 
people under strict martial law and 
its great Taiyuan industries geared 
completely to the provincial war 
effort.

Yen is believed to have at least
250.000 regular troops under his 
command, besides thousands of 
“farmer-soldier” irregulars sporting 
ancient rifles and wearing white 
towels as helmets. And he is said 
to have engaged 150,000 un­
repatriated Japanese troops and
60.000 puppet soldiers with his 
army.

Japanese troops and officers are 
much in. evidence in Shansi. When 
questioned about them. Marshal 
Yen told me that “a few” Japs were 
kept by him as technical experts 
to repair the 300-kilometers of 
Shansi’s railroads they wrecked 
during the war.
Rebuilding Military Power 
' World War II wrecked his arse­

nal and decimated his army,' and 
■V-J Day was the signal for Yen 
to start re-building his military 
power.

Announcement of Canadian- 
American plans for military co- 
ope^tion creates in effect an Eng- 
lish'^speaking entente for defense 
of a 10,000-mile arc across the 
North Atlantic, Arctic and Pacific 
from London to Tokyo.

Considering British installations 
along her “lifeline” to Australia, 
New Zealand and Hong Kong, the 
Anglo - Saxon preiphery extends 
loughly around the world. On her 
side Britain is having trouble in 
Egypt, the Sudan, Palestine, Iran, 
India, and at other points, but in 
the Western Hemisphere the line, 
while attenuated, is not involved in 
IKilitical troubles, except insofar as 
Iceland and Denmark’s Greenland 
play the rol-s of innocent bystand­
ers. Arms standardization agree­
ments in La tin-America are ex­
pected soon to make the Western 
Hemispliere a solid bloc for defense.

This does not mean that a Ca- 
nadian-America force is taking up

positions, bayonets fixed, that air 
forces are flying patrol actions and 
warships scouting the seas on the 
alert. Merely that arms will be 
standardized, “test runs” made and I 
strategy worked out in the light of 
lessons learned. I

Whether or not a formal an­
nouncement is made of a similar 
agreement with the British, this is 
all merely a part of a natural trend , 
which has been taking place ever | 
since. U. S, industry became the 
hub of English-speaking military 
strength.
No Heart for War

Although many people fear mili­
tary coalitions of any sort, and the 
Russians will consider it a further 
act of “Western encirclement”, the 
ettaw'a - Washington statement 
stresses that notlring is to be done 
in conflict with United Nations 
policy, which dominates the entire 
American outlook on world affairs.

And for a long time it should 
have been plain to all except those 
who will not see that England and

the United States have no heart 
for any war except one if defense, 
and not that if it can possibly be 
avoided.

If the World-Wide defense lir be 
described as one against Loviet 
Russia and Communism, as it has 
been by some, it is because the 
dynamism, the nationalism, which 
produces wars now emanates largely 
from that source.

Russia, too, by militantly extend­
ing her outposts since the ■war, has 
invited wariness on the part of her 
neighbors, and should not be sur- 
Ijrised by parallel or counter ac­
tion.

Yen,, like all dictators, is a mass 
of contradictions. His “soldier-far­
mer” policy has enslaved his peo­
ple, yet he writes songs and poems 
envisioning a self-sufficient, Uto­
pian Shansi with no illiteracy or 
unemployment.

His “Manual of Citizenship,” the 
“Mein Kampf” of Shansi, went into 
several editions of millions of copies 
because every literate citizen of the 
province was ordered to read it.

The majority of his subjects 
are not literate, however, which 
placed a great burden on village 
schoolteachers who had to do the 
work when Yen recently ordered 
every family in Shansi to write 
letters to General George C. Mar­
shall and Generalissimo Chiang 
Kai-shek.
Families Complained

At Yen’s dictation, the family 
letters’ complained to Marshall 
that as it was the Communist 
doing all the damage to China 
that they should be suppressed 
and not negotiated with. ' Let­
ters to Chiang assured the Gen­
eralissimo that Yen’s enslaving 
“soldier-farmer” policy was a 
good one, and that Yen was the 
Savior of Shansi.

CLEVELAND —(NEAi— Robert 

Ralph (Railroad) Young thinks he 
is in position to realifie a dream 
that balked some of the greatest 
railroad men in American history.

That dream is an Integrated At- 
lantie-to-Pacific system. It proved 
too much for (Cornelius Vanderbilt, 
Jay Gould, E. H. Harriman—and 
for the spectacular Van Sweringen 
brothers, on the ashes of who.se 
ambitious empire Young has been 
rebuilding ■ for 10 years.

He still has to prove that he can 
control the New Yorl: Central with 
less than five' per cent of its voting 
stock. He still has to get the In­
terstate Commerce Commission to 
let him run the ' Central and tie it 
in with his other roads. He still 
needs a western link from Salt 
Lake City, and is eyeing the Wes­
tern Pacific.

But Young has fought his way 
up the railroad ladder since 1937 
against obstacles that only the 
foolhardy or the supremely con­
fident would tackle.. He has gone 
further with his dream than any 
other railroader in niodsrn times. 
He believes that he can succeed, 
and he .makes it sound possible. If 
he does it will be an original in­
vestment of $4,000,000—most of
which he got back later by some 
fast foot work.
Cains Voting Control

With $3,000,000 supplied by Allen 
P. (Woolworth fortune) Kirby and 
$1,000,000 of his own. Young picked 
up the Alleghany Corp., the Van 
Sweringens’ “public basket,” in 
1937.

In it he lound voting control 
over the Chesapeake' & Ohio, the 
Nickel Plate, the Pere Marquette, 
the Wheeling & Lake Erie, the 
Kansas City Southern, the Chi­
cago & Eastern Illinois, the Erie, 
and the great Missouri Pacific 
system.

There was control over 19,873 
route miles af railroad in that 
basket, stretching from New York 
and Washington in the east to 
Denver and Salt Lake City and 
El Paso in the west. But the only 
worthwhile thing in the batch, 
the only bread earner, was the coal 
-rich C. & O., which carries few 
passengers but made money hand 
over fist through the dark-around 
$70,000,000 to New York and Cleve­
land banks.. Suits involving many 
millions were pending. The Nickel 
Plate was about to default, in a 
year, on bonds. Cne year after that, 
unless it could begin paying interest 
on other bonds, the Alleghany 
Corp. faced insolvency.

Alleghany’s only producing as­
set was the C. & O. stock, and that 
was tied np in a complicated ar­
rangement by which, much of the 
time, income went to the Guaranty 
Trust Co. instead of to Alleghany. 
The Morgans didn’t  care for Young, 
and neither did their banking 
friends, including Guaranty Trust. 
Saves Properties

The setup was so tangled and so 
weak that no layman could figure 
a way through the maze. But some­
how Young did it. He saved the 
properties. He has reduced their 
debts; simplified the structure, 
dumped some holdings, added oth­
ers. I

Today, he still has the C. & O., 
the Nickel Plate and the Pere Mar­
quette, which he wants to merge in­
to one. These give him a unified 
systeni from V/ashington and Buf­
falo to Chicago and St. Louis. He 
has added holdings in the Sea­
board, to Florida. By a vigorous 
fight he has put himself into po­
sition so that he may come out as 
biggest stockholder in the Missouri 
Pacific, v/hich became one of the 
biggest moiiey-makers of World 
War II. He has added what he 
thinks is working control over the 
New York Central, second, only to 
the Pennslyvania among eastern 
systems.

If the ICC permits him to take 
control' over the Central and II 
he can make that control good 
against the Vanderbilts, the Union 
Pacific and other big interests, here 
is what Young has today, ready to 
weld into the -nationwide network 
that is "his goal:
Ore Link Needed

He has five important railroads 
with 29,563 route miles of track. 
That is one eighth of the total 
mileage of all Class I roads in the 
country.

He has 25 per cent more mile­
age than either the Canadian Na­
tional than twice as much as the

Santa Pe system; more than two 
and a half times as much as the 
Pennsylvania - Long Island - New 
Haven, the Burlington, the ' Mil­
waukee or the Union Pacific.

He would need just one more 
link—perhaps tbe Western Pacific 
—to nWe him a through road from 
New York and Washington to San 
Francsco, with the Seaboard to 
Florida, the C. & O. tapping the 
rich Appalachian coal fields, the 
Missouri Pacific thriving off Tex­
as’ oil fields and mushrooming in­
dustry, the Pere Marquette serv­
ing industrial Michigan.

He would be required, presum­
ably, to dispose of the Nickel 
Plate, which parallels the Central. 
But that would be no hardship if 
he can rule the Central. The 
Nickel Plate came into the pic­
ture in the first place because the 
ICC required the Central to dis­
pose of it to promote competition.

But if Young’s 48.8 pei» cent vote 
on the Central proves inadequate 
for his purposes, as some finan­
ciers and corporation experts 
think it may, he still has another 
string to his bow. In that event 
he says he would try to get con­
trol over the Lackawanna from 
New York to Buffalo, tie it into 
the Nickel Plate to Chicago and 
St. Louis, use the Missouri Pacific 
to Laredo, El Paso and Denver, 
then the Denver & Rio Grande to 
Salt Lake City, and make some 
sort Qf deal with the Western Pa­
cific to San Francisco.

Aside from possible ICC inter­
ference, the key to Young’s future 
—and to his ambition to create 
the national system that nobody 
else could establish—lies ia 4 he 
lineup of important stockholders 
in the New York Central.

PARIS—(NE.a;— Housewife Ger-r 

maine Gateau looked at her almost- 
empty cupboard and said;

“This past year has been the 
worst since the occupation.”

There was neither bitterness nor 
revolt in her statement, which was 
not her sentiment alone but one 
that is echoed by the lower-bracket 
wage earners of Paris—the typist, 
the shop girl, the maid and the 
waiter, and their families.
• For while there is more of every­
thing in the markets of Paris to­
day, and prices have been lowered 
five per cent by government.- de­
cree, there is less in the larders ol 
the little income people than be­
fore because prices are about 70 
per cent higher- than a year ago.

’The Gateau family is a good 
barometer of the struggle this small 
income class faces, not just to make 
ends meet but to keep alive.

Husband Rene, 29, is a waiter in 
one of the large'Paris hotels cater­
ing to American clientele. He works 
nine hours a day, six days a week, 
for a basic salary of $55 a month. 
His share of the 12 per cent service 
charge, plus a $10 monthly allow­
ance for one meal a day aird minus 
$5.25 for social insurance and other- 
dues, brings his monthly pay check 
up to $66, sometimes a few dollars 
more.

By comparative French standards, 
this is not by any means a low 
mark, for the average monthly 
wage in the Paris department is 
calculated right now, by the gov­
ernment, at $37.50.

And because Rene is married and 
has three children, the government 
gives the Gateau§ a $47 allowance 
each month. This alfowance, the 
“Code de la Famile,” has beerr 
handed out by the government as 
a sort of baby bonus since 1939. It 
is based on a percentage of the 
average wage for each department; 
there is no bonus for one child, but 
the bonus begins with the second 
child and increases with each ad­
ditional child.

The Gateau allotment is a double 
one, since Mrs. Gateau stays -home 
and takes care of the children. If 
she worked, the family bonus would 
be $23.50, which is what it was 
three months ago before the gov­
ernment increased the rate. And 
no matter how much Rehe earned, 
he would get it; even those in the 
highest salary brackets are eligible 
—if they have two or more chil­
dren.

Out of the $113 monthly income 
the Gateaus have with the allot­
ment and wages, $5 comes out foi­
rent, $10. for, gas and electricity, $8 
for car fare (they live outside the 
city limits to get low rental), and 
$6 for school fees (an item of reli­
gious preference since the -state 
schools are free).

’The $21 a (Veek that’s left over 
goes mostly for food; there is not 
much margin after buying the daily 
staples — bread, potatoes, whatever 
rationed foodstuffs are available, 
and three pints of milk for the 
children.

The Gateaus eat meat only once 
a week; this item, which is rationed 
at four ounces per person, costs the 
family budget $1.25. The only re­
serve Mrs. Gateau has in her cup­
board is a fe* packages of noodles, 
which often waS the complete din­
ner menu in the past year.

T'wice. a wee’s: she buys the cheap­
er vegetables, but rarely can she 
afford fruit; once in a while she 
can get a couple of pounds of fish.

Rene and liis wife wear clothes 
given them by a friend, but because 
they had to spend more than $50 
last month for raincoats for the 
two girls and shoes for all three 
children, there was nothing left 
over to buy Christmas toys.

T h e i r  two - room - and - kitchen 
apartment is spotlessly clean, but 
they are running out of crockery 
and linen. At prices ten times 
higher than prt-war, the Gateau 
budget doesn’t ' allow replacements.

The fact that the government al­
lotment has been doubled, that 
prices have come down five per 
cent, that there are' full shelves in 
the markets and seldom a 'waiting 
line of shoppers, , leaves the Ga­
teaus and others like them rather 
skeptical.

There still is a 70 per cent infla­
tion to contend with, and a black 
market that thé Gateaus cannot 
afford. After two years of a hard 
peace, they are beginning, to think 
it will be a long time before' the 
wages of family men like Rene' will 
make ends meet and bring up a 
family decently.

Oil Field In Colorado Rockies Proves
Feiroleum Is Where Yon Find It

HAMILTON, COLO.. —(/P)— No 

matter v/here you look—in the 
Pacific Ocean off the California 
(Joast, on the plains of West Texas, 
in the' jungles of South America, 
in the dust bowl of Oklahoma—you 
can just about always find an oil 
fieM.,

But travel thè world over and 
you’ll never see one in a more sur­
prising location than the Wilson 
Creek Field of Colo);ado. Anyone 
but an. oil man, who takes his oil 
wherever he can find it, would' 
wonder how the field ever was dis­
covered in. the first' place.

For Wilson Creek .sits precar­
iously in the clouds on the Con­
tinental Divide, 8,378 feet above sea | 
level. I t’s the highest field in the 
United States and you take your 
life in your hands to get there.

You start from Craig, Colo., ov­
er the “little Burma Road,” whicli 
is called that because it looks like 
the famous and equally hazardou.s 
wartime route over the Himalayas.

For 40 breath-taking miles, you 
w'ind around towering mountain 
peaks, looking dizzily off into space, 
while your ears pop as you gain 
altit-ude. You don’t .see a man­
made structure the entire trip un­
til suddenly you reach the roof cf 
the Continent and there you are 
at Wilson Creek where oil Derricks 
stick crazily out from the moun­
tain-sides like pins in giant cush­
ions.

These 'Wells are on shelves car­
ved out of the sides of the peaks.

A false move at any of the.se .sites, 
would send a careless man spinning 
a ■ thousand feet down to a rocky 
canyon floor.

The nation’s highest oil fie’d 
was discovered in 1938 and until the 
mammoth development began Two 
years ago at the nearby Rangely 
Field it w’as the biggest producing 
area in Colorado.

It was, and still is, the only field 
in the state where prospecting is 
done on a verticle rather than a 
horizontal olane.
Major Engineering Feat

Gaining access to Wilson Creek 
involved a major feat in road .en­
gineering. Even after the road was 
finished, there remained thé gar­
gantuan task of keeping it cle.u- 
of snowdrifts.

The Texas Company and tire 
California Company a subsidiary of 
Standard Oil of California, dev­
eloped Wilson Cgeclf and there'.s 
this much you can say about* it. 
There’s no pumping problem. The 
oil just flows downhill to the near­
est refineries.

Wilson Creek’,s 29 wells produce 
about 7,000 barrels of oil a day ;n 
the Summertime , from the Morri­
son and .Sundance sands at depths 
of 6,000 to 7,000 feet. In winter, the 
paraffin in the crude gets stiff from 
the cold and hampers the flow of 
'ihe oil.

This oil flows by gravity rrom 
the wells to the gathering tanks 
and from there The Texas Com­
pany sends its share rocketing ' on '

downhill to a refinery at Craig

Retail Sales Reflect 
Ruyer Resistance 
To High Prices

NEW YORK—(A’)—Recent retail 
sales trends reflect the fir.st con­
crete signs of nationwide consum­
er resistance to high prices, the 
magazine Sales Management said.

The pubiication pre,dicted totai 
February retaii sales and services 
at $9,050,000,000. This would re­
present a gain of 40 per cent over 
February last year but would be a 
decline of 4‘ per cent from Jan­
uary’s estimated total.

Ray Prescott, research director 
of Sales Management, attributed 
the slight drop in February from 
January as due mainly to large 
inventories of expensive luxury 
goods held by , department stores. 
Stores, he said, are being forced 
by increasing customer selectivity 
to iower prices on these items.

Prescott emphasized that a grad­
ual lowering of prices wouid lead 
to an increased volume. “Intelligent 
price readjustments now will pre­
vent a serious recession later,” he 
added.

The magazine predicted the fol­
lowing 10  cities would top the 
nation in percentage gains over 
prewar February, 1939:

San Diego 310 per cent, Phoenix 
300, Fresno 298, San Jose 282, Tus- 
con 281, Miami 280, Wichita 259, 
Tojeka 252, San Bernadino 248, 
and Oakiand.

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Divorce Rale Increases 60 Per Cent In Counly—Civil 
And Criminal Cases Also Show Rise In 1946 Over 1945

With the opening of the 1947 
term of 70th District Court in Mid­
land scheduled Monday, Mrs. Net- 
tye C. Römer, district clerk, Satur­
day released for publication a re­
port of the district court activities 
of 1946 which shows 60 per cent 
more divorces were granted in 1946 
than in 1945.

The court also disposed of more 
civil and criminal cases in 1946 
than in 1945.

One hundred* and forty-nine di­
vorces were granted in Midland 
County last year as compared to 
90 the previous year.

The year 1946 opened with 88 di­
vorce caSfes on the docket as com­
pared to 83 in 1945.

Divorce suits disposed of by trial or 
dismissed in 1946 numbered 182, 
compared to 124 in 1945. One hun­
dred and forty-nine divorces were 
granted in 1946, and 90 in 1945. 
Eighty-eight divorce cases remained 
on the docket at the end of 1946 
and 105 at the end of 1945.
Other Civil Suits

In civil suits—other than divorce 
—the comparison of 1946 with 1945 
is as follows: number of suits pend­
ing at the first of the year, 38 to 
35; number added during the year, 
65 to 57; suits disposed of, 57 to 54; 
suits left on the docket at the end 
of the year, 46 to 38.

Civil suits of all kinds, including 
divorce, disposed of without jury 
trials during the two years were 
239 in 1946 as compared to 174 in 
1945.

On Docket Long Time

Of civil cases pending at the end 
of 1946, eighty-one had been on 
the docket more than a year. For­
ty-seven were divorce cases. Seven­
ty civil cases had been on file 
more than a year at the end of 
1945. Of these, forty-five were di­
vorce cases.

At the end of 1946, thirty-three 
divorce cases liad been on the doc­
ket at least two years, and two had 
been on the docket five years. 
Criminal Cases

The court also disposed of more 
criminal cases in 1946 than the 
previous year, although each year 
started out with 23 cases on the 
docket and 23 new cases were filed 
each year.

In 1946 the court tried and dis­
posed of 29 criminal cases with­
out jury in 1946 as compared to 22 
the year before. ’Two criminal trials 
were held with a jury last year 
while there were no jury criminal 
trials in 1945. Only 15 criminal cas­
es were left on the docket at the 
end of 1945. Two cases last year 
were held on pauper’s oaths in liew 
of costs in 1946. There were no 
such cases in 1945.
Judge Cecil C. Ceilings in 1946

Electric Motor Rocks Girl's Bed 
To Test Poliomyelitis Theories

NEW YORK —(/P)— Ruth Van Kirk, pretty 19-year-old infantile 
paralysis victim, spends most of her waking and sleeping hours' in a 
bed hooked up with an electric motor so it oscillates like a slow-motior, 
playground teeter-totter.

“I ’m so used to it now,” she says, “I hardly ever notice the motion.” 
The bed moves 18 hours a day, tipping first down at the foot and 

up at the head, then down slightly at the head and up at the feet. At
one end of the cycle, the foot of 
Ruth’s bed is five feet above the 
floor. A minute and a half later, 
half-way through the cycle, Ruth's 
feet' are about two feet off the 
floor.

A relatively slight girl, Ruth 
didn’t stand much taller than five 
feet in stocking feet before she got 
sick 18 months ago.
Can’t Stand Unaided

Now, because of her paralysis, she 
can’t stand unaided. She hopes 
that as a result of her own nearly 
constant teetering in the see-saw 
bed, doctors .will uncover new clues 
in the search for ways to reduce 
the ravages of infantile paralysis 
•in otliers who may contact it.

This particular clue is being pur­
sued at the New York Hospital- 
Cornell Medical Center as a result 
2f studies made during the war. 
Those studies, made with conscien­
tious objectors who volunteered to 
spend months at a time in plaster 
casts, shewed that immobilization 
of even completely well people for 
several weeks re.sulted in nitrogen 
and calcium losses and in harmful 
changes in blood circulation.

But the evidences of physical 
deterioration affecting muscle and 
bone, the research men found, were 
less pronounced when the same 
cast-bound subjects were in a tee­
ter-totter bed.

In 1946 the National Foundation 
for Infantile Paralysis stepped into 
the picture, and it was arranged 
that the March of Dimes would 
support further studies in which 
New York Hospital and Cornell 
University Medical College doctors 
would see if some of the harmful 
effects resulting from immobiliza­
tion following severe poliomyelitis 
might be reduced by use of the 
rocking bed.
Volunteered For Project

Ruth, then a patient in another 
hospital, heard about the project 
and volunteered. She has now com­
pleted a month in the bed.

“Before the.study started, I tried 
to imagine what a rocking bed 
would be like,” Ruth says. “It never 
occurred to me it would seem like 
being in any other bed.

“But the only thing the rocking 
really interferes with is writing.” 

At regular intervals, doctors and 
nurses come into the room and 
make tests. At other times, Ruth 
goes in a wheel chair to another 
part of the Hospital to continue 
the muscle re-education and physi­
cal therapy program she started 
before the rocking bed experiment 
got underway.

“The only thing I ever noticed,” 
she says, “is a .slight shifting in 
weight. I ’ve never slept better in my 
life. I t’s only when a nurse turns it 
off t.hut I realize the bed was mov 
ing.”

Days Of High Priced 
Meat May Last T ill June

CHICAGO —(/P)— The days of 
high priced meat may last until 
June—and possibly into next year, 
in the oninion of some corn belt 
farm and market analysts.

For a long time it had been ap-- 
parent pork, lamb, and mutton 
would be in short supnly because 
breeding stock had been sold off 
last year, but a near-record pro­
duction of beef wa^ expected to 
make up the deficit.

However, there are increasing in­
dications that large beef output 
would _not reach butcher shops be­
fore the latter half of the year.

The reasons cited: low-priced
corn, marketing of cattle at light 
weights, foot-and-mouth disease 
danger from Mexico, and high cur­
rent -mai'ket prices for beef animal.s.

Another Arab rfeugee in Egypt 
is Sayed Mohammed Idriss El Sen- 
UEsi, former leader of the puritan 
Moslem Senussi Arabs, whose land 
of Libya was colonized by Musso­
lini’s Fascists. The Senussi tribes­
men stubbornly resisted the Italian 
occupation, and in World War II 
helped Allied forces to drive ,the 
Italians and Germans out of North 
Africa. Today, backed by the Arab 
League, the Libyans are clamour­
ing for freedom.

Studying at an English school in 
Alexandria is a second royal' re­
fuge from the Balkans—nine-year- 
old ex-King Simeon of Bulgaria. 
He arrived at the end of Septem­
ber, following declaration of a 
People’s Republic in Ms Soviet- 
occupied country. His mother,' ex- 
Queen loarmou (formerly Princess 
Giovapna of Italy) and his sister. 
Princess Marie Louise, accompanied 
him to Egypt.

The boy king ascended the Bul­
garian throne following the mys­
terious death of his father. King 
Boris III, after a visit to Hitler, 
during World War II. When peace 
swept the Communist-dominated 
Fatherland Front into power. King 
Simeon had to pack for exile.

Goodlooking 34-year-old Archduke 
Otto of Hapsburg, pretender to the 
Austro-Hungarian thrones, reached 
Cairo by air in November, 1946, 
coming from Prance. He has been 
the guest of Pi-incess Cheviakar and 
her husband Ilhami Hussein Pasha, 
and has hunted with King Fai'ouk 
at Tel El Kebir.

The former ruling house of Aus­
tria-Hungary toppled at the end of 
World War I, and the Hapsburgs 
moved to a castle in Belgium where 
they remained until World War II. 
Otto then visited the United States, 
returning to France after he Liber­
ation. /

Today there are reportedly still 
legitimists both in Austria and 
Hungary who would welcome back 
the Hapsburgs. And Catholic Prince 
Otto who is expected to return to 
France shortly. Has been trained 
for kingship by his energetic moth­
er. ex-Empress Zita.

WASHINGTON —(ff-)— American 
businessmen can now deal direct­
ly with German manufacturers for 
purchase of German merchandise 
up to the point of actually making 
a contract, the Reconstruction Fi­
nance Corporation said.

The purchase contracts them­
selves, however, must be made 
through the joint export-import 
agency of the combined American 
and British zones of Germany, 
RPC said.

Before reaching the point of 
signing a contract, American 
businessmen can ascertain di­
rectly from the German makers 
what merchandise. is available, 
specifications, delivery dates, a;nd 
tentative prices.

The pre-contract information, 
they said, can be obtained either 
by mail or in person.

LISBON, PORTUGAL —(NBA)— 

Tlie barefoot beggarp of Lisbon are 
on every coriyer; they follow you 
into stores and shops with out­
stretched hands; they disappear 
like magic when you fend them off 
with the words:

“Have patience.”
For the poor, the workers and 

wage-earners alike in Portugal, pa­
tience is a necessary virtue. ’The 
supporters of President Aritonio 
Salazar call it public tranquility, 
which they say is preferable to total 
liberty. But the tranquility is pre­
dominant only because the little 
people have no way of expressing 
the unrest and discontent they feei.

Of all European capitals, this one, 
physically untouched by war, offers 
the sharpest contrasts. You are 
constantly reminded of the king in 
the fairy tale who laughed on one 
side of his face and cried on the 
other.

There is gayety and bustle and 
plenty in downtown Lisbon—luxury 
of merchandise and food that the 
remainder of Europe has almost 
forgotten on an out-in-the-open 
basis.

Side-by-side with this abundance 
of luxury is an abundance of hun­
ger, not just among the beggars, 
but among the majority of laborers 
and small office workers. Their in­
come has gone up 30 to 50 per cent 
since the war; the cost of food has 
gone up 100 per cent. The black 
market, which is everywhere in 
Eiu'ope, here embraces even the 
lowly staples such as oil, rice, and 
dried codfish.
TB Rate High

Lack of food rations is one rea­
son that Portugal has the highest 
percentage of tuberculosis of any 
European country. Some infonned 
people place the figure as high as 
80 per cent, but lack of statistics 
does not permit either confirma­
tion or refutation of this figm’e.

There are not enough hospitals, 
sanatariiuns or dispensaries in Por­
tugal, despite the many social im­
provements which Salazar has in­
troduced in his 20-year regime.

But the mumbling of the discon­
tented must be blamed somewhat 
on the people themselves.

People active in public and pri­
vate charities point out, for in­
stance, that while the rich Portu­
guese contribute willingly to all 
charities—the Winter Relief Fund 
brought in almost 28 million es­
cudos the year' it was launched— 
they have a hard job making sure 
that recipients of food and cloth­
ing do not immediately turn 
around and sell these gifts for a 
bottle of wine or a lottery ticket.

Tire government says the restric­
tions it has imposed on its people 
are really a restraining of impulses.

T h i s  restraint is exceedingly 
strong in the Portuguese press, 
which dares not raise its voice 
against the Salazar regime without 
fear of being silenced altogether, 
as it was for a time recently. ’There 
is no outward censorship, but every 
resident f o r e i g n  correspondent 
knows the duration of his stay in 
Portugal depends on his attitude 
toward thé government.

There is another restriction im­
posed by decree of Salazar that 
makes going barefoot illegal. He 
has had less success with this than 
with the press, for while the fish- 
ei-women of ¿he Alfama slum sec­
tion of Lisbon bought clogs, they 
carry them in the fish baskets and 
put them on only when a police­
man approaches.

Search And Rescue Operation Is 
Peacetime Successor To Coast Guard 
Air-Sea Rescue Work During War

Naval Recruiiers 
Make Semi-Monihly 
Visits To Midland

EAST MORICHES, N. Y.,—(NEA) i 
—A Coast Guard radioman hunches I 
closer to his radio receiver. ’Tlie 
set is quiet except for occasional 
static. But he listens intently to 
catch any signal that might break 
through the interference.

He can never afford to relar 
his vigil. He is the first link in the 
Coast Guard’s far-flung Search 
and Rescue operation, peacetime 
successor to the wardeveloped air- 
sea search.

Rescue at sea has always been 
one of the primary jobs of the 
Coast Guard. Today, by coordina­
tion of planes and ships, it has be­
come far more effective.

To the men of the Coast Guard 
it is a routine operation. To those 
caught in a disaster miles from 
shore it is a matter of life and 
death.

■When the trouble signal reaches 
that radioman, he instantly alerts 
Coast Guard headquarters in New 
York. Word goes out to radio­
direction finder stations all along 
the coast to pick up the signal 
and plot it. Airborne and ship- 
borne rescue crews stand by. From 
Maine to the Florida Keys and on 
Coast Guard cutters a t sea, a 
thousand men begin to gather the 
information that makes successful 
rescue possible. I t may be a ship 
sinking, a plane down, a doctor 
needed to save an Injured man’s 
life. But within minutes, hours at 
most, the men and equipment best 
jable to handle the emergency are 
on their way, from the nearest 
Coast Guard station, by the short­
est route and the most effective 
transportation.
This is a typical story of a Search 

and Rescue operation:
. At 3:30 a. m., the Juniper, Fla., 
Coast Guard radio station picked 
up a distress sigpal—a collision at 
sea, reportedly about 30 miles 
Southeast of Miami. Radio inter­
ference was bad and the position 
was garbled. All stations were 
alerted.

A station reported it thought one 
vessel was the Evangelist (it turn­
ed out to be tlie Evangelos). An­
other station caught a name it 
thought was Mossid D (it actual­
ly was Marsldee). Men began tele­
phoning shipping lines to find 
what vessels with names like 
these might be in Florida coastal 
waters or nearby, and to learn if 
possible their exact location. Radio 
interference prevented effective di­
rector-finder search.

’Twelve minutes after the- first 
warning, a Coast Guard crash

boat was on its way to the first 
reported scene of the collision. 
At 4:06 Charleston reported the 
Ev'angelos was abandoning ship, 
the Marsidee sunk. At 4:55 a 
second crash boat was on its way. 
Less than half an hour later a 
PBY was airborne and searching. 
A ship operator offered the prob­
able position of the Evangelos at 
the time of the collision. This was 
radioed to the searching units.

At 11 a. m., 7 1/2 hours after the 
first distress signal, survivors 
were located. Before dark, nine 
men from the Evangelos and seven 
from the Marsidee were landed un­
harmed at Miami. One man was 
missing and presumed drowne/i.

I t was the Coast Guard that 
dismantled two helicopters and 
flew them to Gander, Newfound­
land, in Army cargo planes to res­
cue the survivors of a crashed Bel­
gian airliner.

Since the war’s end three- 
fourths of the Coast Guard Search 
and Rescue missions have in­
volved ships, the other fourth 
planes. But across the stormy North 
Atlantic air lanes pilots know that 
a Coast Guard station ship is never 
very far from their course.

The rescued get no bill from the 
Coast Guard, whether the service 
is flying a doctor to a disaster 
scene, pulling a grounded vessel off 
the rocks, or picking up a ship’s 
crew adrift in lifeboats.

Air-Sea Rescue, during the war, 
saved the lives of thousands of 
servicemen. In peacetime it will 
save thousands of civilians and 
millions of dollài's in casualty 
claims. Shipping and trans-ocean 
airlines, cooperating with the Coast 
Guard, keep headquarters constant­
ly posted on the estimated position 
of ships and planes at sea. ’The in­
formation is for rescue purposes. 
’The Coast Guard sees that no one 
else gets it.

Currently Search and Rescue is 
handicapped by a lack of man­
power in the vital critical ratings, 
stripped by demobilization. In the 
rush to get those helicopters to 
Gander, every man at the air sta­
tions involved voluntarily stayed on 
the job until the helicopters were 
packed and off. Until the Coast 
Guard’s complement is back to par 
again, they wiU continue to. stay 
on the job, no matter what the 
hours, in every emergency. ’That’s 
the way the Coast Guard works.
