
Hart woman receives 
valued tool for the future 

Mary Ponce, a housewife from Hart, received 
something very special recently, an education. 

Mrs. Ponce, having had no formal schooling 
before, last month successfully completed the test-
ing required to receive her GED certificate. 

The GED certificate serves the same purpose as a 
high school diploma in meeting some city, state and 
federal civil service requirements. It is also accepted 
as a high school diploma by many business firms 
and the armed forces. Most colleges admit students 
whose high school equivalency examination scores 
are in line with their admissions requirements for 
high school graduates and accept the scores in place 
of a full high school transcript. 

The GED certificate is awarded after successfully 
completing a self-paced course involving a battery 
of tests on writing skills, social studies, science, 
reading skills and mathematics. 

Mrs. Ponce, an enthusiastic, hard-working wom-
an, called her GED certificate "a step forward," and 
said that she hoped it would change things for the 
better. 

Mrs. Ponce told her GED teacher, Syd Lynn, that 
she had missed out on an education as a child, 
because her family had moved around a lot. 

Then, when she began raising a family of her 
own, 11 children in all, she started studying right 
along with her children as they entered school. 

Mrs. Ponce said that the subjects her younger

Brief reprieve granted 
on new trucking rags 

County establishes 
grievance committee 

Nine names were drawn from the 
grand jury list to serve on the 
county salary grievance committee 
at Monday's meeting of the Castro 
County Commissioners. 

Those selected include R.G. 
Henderson, Jr., William Woe-
tovech, Mrs. Weldon Jones, Stan-
ley J. Schulte, Clarence Bchrends, 
Mrs. Dorothy Gilbreath, Zelda Tut- 

tor carrier safety standards. The 
regulations that were adopted 
would have impacted all areas of 
commercial vehicle operation since 
they gave the DPS authority to 
inspect trucks in excess of 10,000 
pounds on Texas highways, whe-
ther private or for-hire. 

Despite the strong support of the 
bill throughout its passage—from 
the DPS, Dept. of Transportation, 
legislators and other industry 
groups—no one involved anticipted 
the full impact of the regulations, 
according to officials of the Texas 
Motor Transportation Association 
(TMTA). Many Texas businesses

County Justice of the Peace Mar-
shall Young and local Dept. of 
Public Safety troopers were noti-
fied last Thursday that the Texas 
Public Safety Commission had for-
mally postponed the DPS's ' en-
forcement of HB 908, the Twias 
Motor Carrier Safety Act, until 
Sept. 1, 1989. 

In light of this announcement, 
the meeting to discuss the new 
trucking regulations which had 
been slated for Jan. 26 at the 
County Expo Building, has been 
cancelled. 

House Bill 908 authorized the 
DPS to adopt state regualtions con-
sistent with federally mandated mo- 

The Dimmitt School Board voted 
Monday night to accept the con-
tractor's completed construction of 
a new media center and physical 
education facility at Richardson 
Elementary School. 

The new school facilities include 
a 5,000-sq. ft. media center with a 
computer classroom, teacher's 
workroom and specialized faci-
lities, all attached to the south and 
middle wings of the school; and a 
separate physical education facility 
in a 50x75-ft. steel building north 
of the school. 

The new facilities were built at a 
cost of $280,000 by Northline Con-
struction of Amarillo, and will be 
paid from the school district's ac-
cumulated capital - improvements 
fund. They were built to bring the 
school up to state guidelines on 
facilities and space per number of 
students. 

Supt. Robert Ryan said the old 
library will be converted to two 
classrooms, enabling the school to 
meet new class ratio requirements 
at the third grade level for next 
year. 

He also told the board that "with 
a little shuffling" the middle school 
will be able to comply with the 
ratio requirements for the fourth 
grade. A ratio of one teacher for 
every 22 students is currently en-
forced only in kindergarten through 
second grade. 

Ryan told the board that DISD 
received a waiver on the ratio re- 
quirement for this year because of 
the large number of migrant chil-
dren who attend only part of the 
school year.

tie, Kenneth Doss, and Kenneth 
Mercer, along with alternates Che-
ryle Pybus and Juan Rodriguez. 
They will be contacted by letter to 
see if they are willing to serve. 

The money Castro County pays 
toward the expenses of the District 
Court has been increased from a 
16% share up to an 18% share, with 
Swisher County paying 16% and 
Hale County supplying the other 
66%. The apportionment is based 
on county population, and had not 
been changed since 1970. 

The commissioners agreed to 
pay the higher percentage and ap-
proved an agreement that the fi-
gures should be reviewed every 
five years. 

Sheriff's Deputy Jerry Jansa told 
the commissioners that several re-
gulations regarding prisoners doing 
work for the county might make it 
difficult to administer such a pro-
gram in Castro County. 

"One criteria I feel would be 
important for such a program 
would be that it be an ongoing 

program, rather than a one-time 
deal," Jansa said. The commission-
ers had inquired about using priso-
ners to paint the Expo building. 

Jansa pointed out regulations 
concerning the guarding of priso-
ners on a work detail and said he 
felt that the Sheriff's Dept. lacks 
the manpower. 

County Judge Polly Simpson 
said that some of the questions on 
the matter might be answered by a 
Jail Standards representative at the 
upcoming County Judges and Com-
missioners Conference at Texas A 
& M. 

No county employees may be 
paid for any work until the designa-
ted hours arc actually worked, ac-
cording to a new regulation passed 
by the commissioners. 

Justice of the Peace Marshall 
Young told the commissioners that 
his request for one of his hourly 
employees to be paid before the 
hours were registered on the time 
clock was refused by County Trea-

Swifts nab all-state laurels 

City police have concluded an 
investigation into recent reports of 
gang activity at the Dimmitt Mid-
dle School. 

Three students reportedly suf-
fered broken collarbones in three 
separate incidents which had oc-
curred during recess games. 

Police turned their findings over 
to County District Attorney Jimmy 
Davis who said there would proba-
bly be some petitions filed in juve-
nile court in connection with these 
incidents. 

After having spoken with several 
of the students from the school, 
including those injured, school offi-
cials and the parents of the injured 
students, Davis said that the inves-
tigation indicated that the incidents 
were not racially motivated.

Schmucker completed 148 out of 
300 passes for an impressive 2,100 
yards, seven interceptions and 18 
touchdowns in his senior year. His 
main targets were Schulte, who 
finished the regular season with 49 
receptions for 649 yards and eight 
touchdowns and Hocking, hauling 

in 46 passes for 750 yards and five 
scores. 

Schmucker's best game of the 
year statistically was the Swifts' 
district opener against Kress. He 
was accurate on 23 of 43 attempts 
for 409 yards, three touchdowns 
passing and one rushing. He con-
nected with Schulte on scoring 
strikes of 6 and 13 yards in the Oct. 
9 game. 

"I was very pleased to have the 
three make all-state," said Nazareth 
Head Coach Rex Minshew. "I 
would have liked to have a lineman 
make the team, though. When you 

have an offense that was as suc-
cessful as ours, the line deserves a 
lot of credit, but it's pretty good to 
have three make it from a team that 
didn't make the playoffs." 

Nazareth was edged out of a 
playoff spot by Happy in the final 
game of the regular season by a 
penetration. 

"We had a good season and we 
had a great team effort all year. 
They probably played together bet-
ter as a team than any team I've 
coached," Minshew said. "None of 
the guys were out there for them-
selves—they were out there for the 
team."

Dear Editor: 
Thank you for keeping us ap-

prised of the upcoming High Plains 
Water District election. 

This election is easy to overlook, 
yet it is important to each of us 
whether offices are opposed or not.  

The Water District Election is 
Saturday at the City Hall in Dim-
mitt. 

The absentee election judge, Do-
lores Baldridge, tells me that few 
people vote in this election. I hope 
that the priviledge of having repre-
sentation on a district board such as 
this is not taken from us. 

Few people were aware of the 
State Board of Education until we 
lost it for awhile, or rather, lost our 
elected representation. 

Protecting our water is as impor-
tant as protecting our say in educa-
tion. 

High Plains vegetables. Bender will 
report results of broccoli variety 
tests and Richwine will report on 
Chinese cabbage variety perfor-
mance. 

The latest information on multi-
crop insurance will be presented by 
Ralph Hunt, insurance specialist 
with the Texas Citrus and Vegeta-
ble Association in Harlingen. The 
educational program on hazardous 
chemicals, mandatory for producers 
and their employees, will be ex-
plained by Dr. Jack Price, Exten-
sion agricultural chemist at College 
Station, and Jimmy Bush, pesticide 
specialist with the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture in Austin.

Two concurrent sessions in the 
afternoon will provide detailed in-
formation for producers of potatoes 
and onions. 

In the potato workshop, Dr. Mi-
chael Hickey, Extension soil che-
mist will discuss the effects of 
nitrogen fertilization on potato 
quality. Use of trickle irrigation 
will be discussed by Dr. Richard 
Zartman, associate professor of 
plant and soil sciences at Texas 
Tech. 

How soil compaction reduces 
potato yields will be examined by 
Willie Green, Tech graduate stu-
dent A report on new potato va-
rieties will be made by Dr. Creight-
on Miller, professor of horticulture 
at Texas A&M, and Douglas 
Smallwood, experiment station re-
search associate. Producers Bruce 
Barrett of Muleshoe and Smith of 
Hart will discuss potato vine kil-
lers. 

In the onion workshop, Dr. Ellen 
Peffley, assistant professor of plant 
and soil sciences at Tech, will 
discuss screening plants for cold 
hardiness. Bender will discuss use 
of herbicides to control nutsedge in 
onions. 

Strategies for controlling thrips 
in onions will be covered by Dr. 

Pat Morrison, Extension entomolo-
gist. Roberts will report on varie-
tides which can be harvested to 
coincide with high market demand. 

In less than two years, after Oct. 
1, 1990, only steers, spayed heifers 
and "S" branded cattle can leave 
any Class B state that doesn't meet 
standards for progress in the federal 
brucellosis program. 

On Oct. 31, 1987, the number of 
quarantined herds rose by 30 from 
the September level to 946. This 
number was expected due to the 
increased surveillance program 
throughout the state and especially 
in the Gulf Coast area, Ralston 
said. 

"The goal is to clean up as many 
infected herds as possible to be 
ready when these impending regu-
lations take effect," Ralston said. 

Two important deadlines regard-
ing brucellosis program regulations 
are in store for Texas producers, 
with one becoming effective in less 
than a year. 

After Oct. 1, no heifer calves can 
move from infected herds in Class 
B states, including Texas, unless 
they are "S" branded or spayed. 

"Every cattleman needs to be 
aware that this regulation is only a 
few months away from going into 
effect," said Seth Ralston, county 
Extension agent. 

"Texas must move from Class B 
to Class A status to avoid further 
restrictions on the movement of 
Texas cattle," Ralston said.

lations passed in 1986. 
Under the regulations, every 

school district in Texas must in-
spect for asbestos, and if any is 
found, must submit a plan to the 
Texas Dept. of Health for eliminat-
ing, containing or monitoring the 
material by Oct. 12. 

Ryan said an inspection back in 
1981 or 1982 revealed asbestos 
pipe insulation in the game gym at 
Dimmitt Middle School, and in one 
of the boiler rooms. 

"At that time the choice was 
between paying about $5,000 or 
$6,000 to have the asbestos covered 
with plastic pipe and sealed or 
paying about $20,000 to have it 
removed and disposed of according 
to regulations," said Gene King, 
business adminstrator, adding that 
the board chose to have it covered. 

Trustees said they felt it might be 
advantageous now to have it com-
pletely removed to avoid the exten-
sive inspection requirements, 
paperwork burdens and mainten-
ance plans required by the new 
regulations. 

King was appointed asbestos 
coordinator, and will look into the 
possibility of having the material 
removed. 

"If they'll let us remove it our-
selves, it could be done quite inex-
pensively," he said.
