Barkley, in giving his ideas of 
what the President wil' do, shouted 
he was “astoni.shed” some Republi­
cans apparently feared either Sen­
ate Democrat.s or Truman “would 
indulge in some kind of chicanery” 
to delay adjournment of Congress' 
July 26.

The adjournment goal is boural 
up in the action on the tax meas­
ure. The Pre.sident can, if he de­
sires, wait 10 day'.s—not counting 
Sunday.ŝ —between the time he gels 
the bill and the time h-s gives it 
his promLsed veto. Delay in acting 
on the bill would cut the time for 
a vote to override close if the Presi­
dent took the full 10 days.

The- decision came after nearly 10 
hours of debate during which eight 
amendments by Senator Morse (R- 
Ore), including one to po.stpone the 
effect of the tax cut for at least a 
year past next Jan. 1, were turned 
down.

Who buried the large iron safe which was dug up Friday from the 
alley on the West side of the Murray-Young Motors building? Who 

I put it there, ^ d  why?
I Here’s how .̂lhe safe was found: A-F— —---------------------------------------------
, few montliae-ago, employes of the 
automobile‘ concern were digging a 
drainage ditch in the alley when 
they struck the safe. But they 
weren’t positive it was a safe. Some 
thought it might be the top of a 
gas main or .something of that sort.
So, it was left in the ground.

Tlien, Friday, a city employe op­
erating a road grader in the alley 
liooked the safe with the grader 
blade. Again it was suggested it 
might not be a safe, and an em­
ploye of the gas company was called 
to investigate. He said it was not 
a gas main. Employes of the garage 
went ahead and exhumed the ob­
ject. It was a safe, all right.

It was burled on its side. Its 
outer door was not locked, but an 
inner one was. With considerable 
difficulty, the inner door was broken 
open, but there was nothing except 
a lot of water inside the main com­
partment. However, there was a 
small metal drawer, also locked, 
which was broken open to reveal;

A large number of papers, rec­
ords and documents, all water- 
soaked and molded so that only a 
few were legible. There were sev­
eral insurance policies, warranty 
deeds, tax receipts, canceled checks 
and drafts. Dates on legible papers 
inc'uded the years 1908 to May 11,
1912.

Those that could be read indi­
cated the s'i.fe belonged to an eld 
Midland firm, the Midland Metal 
and Manufacturing Company, of 
which M, T. Hooner was manager.
One Policy Identified

One in.surance policy belonged to 
H. H. Hooper; another one bore the 
name of Edward Y. Hooper.

A letterhead listed the name. Mid­
land Metal and Manufacturing Co.,
Inc., across the top. Underneath 
this title, in parentheses, were the 
words “Hooper Boys.” 'The lette’-- 
head advertised the linn as dealing 
in “farm implements, wagons, bug­
gies, gasoline engines, harvesting 
machinery, tin shop, plumbing, 
heating, con-ugated tanks and roof­
ing, sewer and sewer construction.”

Several residents of Midland who 
were asked for information which 
might lead to clarifying the mystery 
said they remembered the Hoopers 
very well. But nobody could sug­
gest why the safe and its contents 
were buried. Even though no money 
was found in the safe, the papers in 
it were of the type business men 
usually consider valuable.

Tire FBI, making the announce­
ment, told of recovering the docu­
ments and photographs of “ the va­
rious phases” of the a-bomb from 
a variety of places — a student’s 
room at Princeton University, a 
wall safe in Pennsylvania and a 
photography studio in Chicago.

Lou Nichols, FBI public relations 
officer, told reporters information 
uncovered by investigators “indicat­
ed no connection between these 
boys and foreign agents or foieign 
espionage.”

J. Edgar Hoover, FBI director, 
said in a statement “on the eve­
ning of April 30, 1947, the FBI 
learned certain documents of an 
extremely confidential nature were 
missing from the files of the Los 
Alamos installation.

“An immediate investigation was 
Inaugurated which revealed that 
von der Luft, 23, who en.i.isted in 
the Army in April, 1943, was dis­
charged there Irom "bn March 9, 
1946, after having been assigned to 
the Manhattan Engineer District 
and detailed to the Los Alamos 
project.

NacArthnr Says 
Jap Peace Plan 
Is World Model

TOKYC—(?P)— General MacAr- 
thur declared Saturday the peace 
treaty with Japan, “without yield­
ing firmness in its essential man­
dates.” should avoid “punitive, ar­
bitrary and unrealistic provisions,” 
and by its terms set the pattern 
for future peace throughout the 
world.

The Supreme Commander out­
lined his views on the principles to 
be embodied in the peace treaty in 
a statement lauding the Far Eas­
tern commission's policy decision 
as “one of the great state papers in 
modern history.”

The action by the 11-Pacific na­
tion commission in effect approved 
the occupation dh’ectlve MacAr- 
thur received from President Tru­
man Sept. 6. 1945.

MacArthur- said the agreement 
on basic Allied policy provides the 
entire framework for the peace 
which ”we shall win’ in Japan. The 
treaty, he added, "may now be ap­
proached with assurance of com­
plete understanding in. principle 
and full unity of purpose in evolv­
ing its detail.’’

No date has been set as yet for 
the Japanese peace conference. 
MacArthur has advocated it be held 
as soon as possible.

MacArthur commented the de- 
ci.sion “sweeps aside fears currently 
felt that great nations of the world 
are unable to reconcile divergent 
views on such vital issues in the in­
ternational sphere and demon­
strates with decisive clarity that 
from an atmosphere of conflicting 
interests and opposing predilections 
may emerge common agreement.”

The Supreme Commander’s state­
ment .said the uasic element of 
Allied policy—disarmament and de­
militarization of Japan—has been 
completed. And even without “ex­
ternal controls,” he said, "Japan 
c<iuld not reach for modern war 
within a century.”

Spotted In Five West Texas Counties

Locations for important wildcats in five West Texas 
Counties were reported Saturday. They are to be in North 
Pecos, Southwe.st Lamb, Southeast Tom Green, Central 
Reagan and Ea.st-Central Winkler Counties.

: CHANCELLOR, ET AL. TO GO 
TO 9,500 FEET IN PECOS

The North Pesos project will be 
■ C. W. Chancellor, of Midland, and 
' a,ssociate.s. No. 1 Thornton Davis. 
1 It i.s to be at the center of the 
northwest quarter of the southea.st 
quarter bf section 105, block 3, 
H&GN surve.y.

That puts it south of the Pecos 
Niver and seven miles south of 
Grandfalls, which is in Southeast 
Ward County. The exploration is 
on a farrtiout from Sun Oil Com­
pany.

A contraet to drill it to 9,500 
feet, has been let to Guy Mabee 
Drilling Company bf Midland. Ro­
tary will be used. Operations arc 
to start by Augu.st 15.

As.sociated with Chancellor in ihe 
deal, to drill llw wildcat, are the 
Slick Oil Company of San Antonio, 
and J. C. Williamson and Alvin L. 
Attaway, ' both of Midland.

Interested opcr.ators think a 
record has been made in working 
out the deal to drill this explora­
tion. Dry hole letters totaling 
$100,000, plus, along ndth 1,120 
acres of leases have been contrib­
uted to Chancellor and his asso­
ciates, on this transaction. The 
aggregate of $100,000 in dry hole 
contract letters is believed to be 
the largest amount of such help 
ever given for one wildcat.

West Texas Production Is Up 
By 390 Per Cent Over '43 Low

By JAMES C. WATSON, Oil Editor
As a result of the new allowable order issued last week by the 

Railroad Commission of Tejtes, West Texas oil fields—those in districts 
8 and 7-C—arc now producing in excess of 668,866 barrels of crude pe­
troleum each 24 hours.

That is vastly different to the average daily production of the 
fields in the Permian Basin five years ago—during the war period— 
when West Texas oil was more or le.ss of an unwanted commodity.

Current production in West Texas is more than 300 per cent 
above the low mark or around 215,000 barrels per day, which repre­
sented the average amount of oil taken from this area for several 
months back in 1942 and 1943.

And even with the 669,866 barrel per day allowable the area now 
has. West Texas is not producing all the crude petroleum it is now 
.capable of yielding.

Conservative estimates reveal there is a possibility our territory 
could produce around 750,000 barrels of oil per day, from present wells, 
for an extended period.

If, and when, we can get sufficient tublar goods to actually drill 
the wells the industry wants to, and will drill. West Texas’ daily pro­
duction will climb to around 1,000,000 barrels per day—and likely higher.

The world is wanting West Texas oil now. We appear to l^avc 
the best possibilities of developing new production of any region in the 
entire nation.

Refineries in, other states, which a few years ago turned up their 
noses at West Texas crude, are now begging for it, and are paying 
high transportation charges in order to get it.

West Texas and her sister area,. Southeast New Mexico, arc :oow 
furnishing the oil which is keeping the economy of the United States 
going. These areas will continue to do tliat for a long time in the future.

Richfield's East Chaves Wildcat Is 
Bottomed At 9,047.5 Feet In Granite

HOBBS, N. M.—Richfield Oil Cor­
poration No. 1-3 White, East Chaves 
County wildcat, about 24 miles east 
of Ro.swell, which is bottomed at 
9,047.5 feet in granite, or basement 
rock, is expected to test the section 
from around 8,850 feet to the total 
depth, to determine it there is any 
possibilities of petroleum production 
in that zone.

The igneous material was encoun­
tered considerably higher than it 
had been expected. The pro.spectcr 
originally started out to go to 10,000 
feet, or oil, gas or water In the El­
lenburger, at a higher level.

Unofficial observers think that 
the formation just above the gran­
ite i.s Ellenburger. Operator repre­
sentatives have not made any defi­
nite statements on that item. No 
indications of oil or gas were re­
ported in any of the drilling sam- 
■ples from the 8,850-0,047.5 foot in­
terval—but it is understood that a 
test will be made in order to be 
sure that no pos.sib’.e production is 
passed up.
May Be Abandoned

If it is determined that the lov/er 
formation will not make petroleum, 
it is probable that the prospector 
will be abandoned and plugged 'in 
the near future—as none of the up­
per beds logged any appreciable 
signs of oil or gas.

This development is 3,300 feet 
from east and 660 feet from soulli 
lines of section 6-12s-20e.

Richfield No. 1 Mullis unit, deep­
est wildcat ever drilled in Chaves 
County, 660 feet from south and
I, 980 feet from west lines of section 
21-15s-29e, and 20 . miles east of 
Lake Arthur, had progressed below
II, 729 feet in black shale, of an un­
identified formation, and was drill­
ing ahead. It has not found Ellen­
burger, and it is expected that 1 he 
operator will continue until .hat 
zone is reached and tested—if it is 
at all possible to do .so in the pres­
ent hole.

Oliver and Kotyza No. 1 Smith- 
Federal, North Eddy County pros­
pector to around 2,500 feet, in the 
Logan Draw area, a short distance 
southeast of Arte,sia, and 1,965 feet 
from north and 1,960 feet from west 
lines of section 29-17s-27e, was mak­
ing hole below 1,200 feet in the up­
per Permian. It is due to encoun­
ter the Grayburg section at any 
time, and it might find some sort 
of petroleum production in that for­
mation.
Amerada Wildcat Plugged

of the West Eunice field, in Central 
Lea County, and 660 feet from south 
and east llne.s of section 24-12s-33e. 
has been plugged and abandoned 
a.s a dry hole on total depth of 6,370 
feet, in lime.

It failed to encounter any signs 
of production and developed water 
in the bottom section.

Amerada No. 5 Phillips, slated 
12,000-foot wildcat in the Monu­
ment Shallow field, in East-Central 
Lea County, and 660 feet from 
north and east lines of section 1- 
20s-36e, drilled plug on 8 5/8-inch 
casing which had been set at 5,120 
feet, in middle Permian lime.

There was no official confirma­
tion — or verification from any 
sources—of rumors that this explo­
ration had tested ror flowing cil 
and corisiderable gas from a section 
around 5,200 feet.

PERMIAN BASIN HAS 420 
DRILLING OPERATIONS
-A s  of Fl'idgy (July ID, there were 
317 active drilling operations in 
West Texas, and 103 of the same 
sort of projects in Southeast New 
Mexico, to make the total number 
of active drilling wells in the two- 
state Permian Basin area, 420.
—In addition, there were 13 loca­
tions in West Texas and 21 loca­
tions in Southeast New Mexico, 
which had been definitely reported 
for drilling in the near future—but 
at which actual work had not been 
started.
—During the first six months of 
1947 a total of 1,040 new locations 
were reported for the West Texas 
territory. Of that list, 979 were 
field wells, and 61 were wildcat 
prospectors.
—That compares with a grand 
total of 815 new locations for West 
Texas during the first six months 
of 1946.

—Most informed men in the oil in­
dustry assert that if more casing, 
tubing and other steel products, 
wore available the number of active 
drilling operations in the Permian 
Basin, at this time, would likely be 
at least 25 per cent above the cui'- 
rent total.

FIGURES DISPROVE REPORTS 
OF PETROLEUM SHORTAGES
—Recent figures on stocks of petro­
leum, and of petroleum stocks dis­
prove the reports issued by some 
governmental bureaus that the 
United States is facing a critical 
.shortage of oil, and oil derivatives, 
according to Maston Nixon of Cor­
pus Christi, vice president of South­
ern Minerals Corporation.
—While in Midland last week, 
visiting at his company’s new dis­
trict office in this city, Nixon re­
ceived a report from authoritative 
sources w h i c h  revealed that 
stocks of petroleum products in­
creased a net of 7,200,000 barrels 
during the four weeks which end­
ed June .28. That was an increase 
averaging 257,000 barrels per day. 

—During that period ga,$ oil stocks 
increased 5,700,000 barrels; fuel oil 
stoclcs gained 3,200,000 barrels, and 
kerosene stocks rose 2,300,000 bar­
rels. That was a gross increase of 
11,200,000 barrels in stocks. How­
ever, gasoline stocks showed a de­
crease of 4,000,000 barrels during the 
four weeks wiilch ended June 28— 
but after that was taken off- the 
total the net increase in petroleum 
products stocks stood at 7,200,000 
barrels, for the 28-day period 
—On June 28 total crude oil stocks 
in the United States was 236,221,000 
barrels, up 14,000,000 barrels for the 
same date of 1946.
—Nixon further pointed out that, 
during the first six months of 1947 
there were 19 per cent more wildcat 
petroleum explorations started in 
the United States, than were begun 
in the same six months of 1946.
—During the same period, 36 per 
cent more wildcats were complet­
ed as producers of oil and gas, 
than were finished in the corre­
sponding six months of last year. 
—However, the increase in the 
number of field wells completed 
during the first six months of this 
year, was only four per cent above 
the number of new field wells 
finished in the first half of 1946. 
—That condition is due, largely, 
informed operators say, to the 
shortage of tublar goods neces­
sary for drilling and completing 
oil wells.

—It is admitted that in certain sec­
tions of the United States, particu­
larly in the Middlewest and on some 
areas of the Northeast, there may 
be some brief local shortages of 
petroleum or of petroleum products 
—but to other causes.
—There is now idle in the Middle- 
west, approximately 109,000 barrels 
per day of refining capacity—for 
which crude oil is not available.

Surprising new evidence 
the Soviets themselves, as 
well as their satellite gov­
ernments, may be beginning 
to realize this was seen Sat­
urday in an extiraordinary 
outburst of reports Russia 
bloc countries would like to 
share in American assistance 
to Europe despite their boy­
cott of the Marshall Plan 
meeting at Paris.

This sudden, and perhaps very 
significent, turn of events found 
American officials privately em­
phasizing what Secretary Marshall 
is reported to have told the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee’s sec­
ret session:

As a matter of policy the United 
States does not yet admit a split 
Europe, is working with a very 
fluid situation in relation to Russia 
at the moment and has a wait and 
•see attitude toward the Paris Con­
ference and the whole European 
recovery picture.
Several Other Points

However, several other points de­
scribing State Department view to­
ward the current critical issue.s can 
be added on excellent authority:

1. The American government is 
determined to support to the limit 
any reasonable plan for European 
recovery worked out at Paris and 
no amount of Russian opposition 
will change this. Russia no longer 
has the veto she once had by virtue 
of an Anglo-American conviction 
great power unity was more im­
portant than anything else.

2. The American government does 
not now desire to force a shov/- 
down with Russia all along the line 
of political and economic relations 
and in the United Nations—where, 
of course, Russia’s veto is .still good. 
But it will meet any challenge the 
Soviets force. ’Tims in Germany it 
is pressing economic revival jointly 
with the British and in spite of 
major Soviet disagreements on this 
point.

3. There are some Russo-Amevi- 
can Issues the American govern­
ment will press in all probability. 
Among them are political condi­
tions in Hungary and perhaps 
throughout the Balkans due to Rus- 
.sian domination. This probably will 
be one of the great controversies of 
the United Nations assembly meet­
ing at New York in September.

4. The United States government 
is unwilling at this time to close 
any avenue of cooperation between 
Eastern and Western Europe. It 
does not recognize fixed Eastern 
and Western blocs. If the Eastern 
countries can figure out some way 
to cooperate they may yet benefit 
to the extent of any contributions 
they can make to overall European 
trade and economic revival.
Great Test Ahead

5. The great test which is in­
volved in the present struggle over 
Europe is a test (as seen here) be­
tween the total political and econ­
omic resources of the United States 
and those of Rvussla; American cap­
italism and Democracy against So­
viet Communism and dictatorship. 
This test will go on for many years. 
European economy recovery is one 
phase of it in which the stakes are 
very high.

Against the background of these 
policy views, State Department of­
ficials studied mounting reports 
from Eastern Europe about power­
ful forces working below the sur­
face there to overcome the effect 
of the Kremlin’s edict which barred 
eight Russian satellite governments 
from attendance at Paris.

In Moscow Itself two writers as­
serted in pravda. Communist Party 
paper, “foreign credits are requir­
ed” to fulfill planned economic de­
velopments in all countries under 
Russia’s thumb.

New Fact-Finding 
Team Will Tour 
China And Korea

By JAMES D. WHITE 
AP Foreign Affairs Analyst

The V^hite Hou.se has announced 
a new fact-finding mission is njeing 
■sent to China and Korea, headed 
by I.t. Gen. A. C. Wedemeyer, to 
“appraise the over-all situation.”

Whatever the detailed purposes, 
one likely will be to gain a little 
time for the government to decide 
on an over-all policy for those 
countries. One question is whether 
Russia has to be dealt ■w'ith in 
open rivalry in East Asia as is now 
the case in Europe.

On such a grave question, the 
government naturally cannot get 
out on a limb until it knows what 
Congress—and behind Congress, the 
people—will go for. As neither Con­
gress nor the people seem to have 
much idea about that themselves, 
the new mis.sion could do much 
to point up all the issues in Korea 
(where the United* States and Rus­
sia meet head-on) and in China 
(where they very easily could). 
Really Not Needed

In’ â purely technical sense, the 
United States needs such a mis­
sion about as much as duck need.s 
a mail-order umbrella. In both 
China and Korea—but especially 
in China—Washington has had all 
along diplomatic and military per­
sonnel who send in regular reports 
on economic, political and mili­
tary affairs.

Cnly last week American mili­
tary observers from China re­
turned to Washington with the 
v/ord Chinese Communists would 
overrun the country unless the 
Nanking government purged its re­
actionary and corrupt elements to 
conform w'ith American suggestions 
and thereby merit American aid.

One doesn’t have to be an ex­
pert or go to China to grasp this.

However, the American people 
and government are slow to face 
the unpleasant China dilemma 
which partly of their own devising.

This dilemma, as commonly ex­
pressed, is whether to see China go 
Communist or to support the weak 
and corrupt Chinese government 
which was a formal wartime ally 
and which now is about the only 
thing preventing China from going 
Communist.

Connally Says Dooley 
Naming Non-Poliiical

WASHINGTON —(JP)— Senator 
Connally (D-Tex) says appoint­
ment of Joe B. Dooley of Amarillo, 
Texas, as judge of the Northern 
district of Texas was “not politi­
cal.”

Connally said he was gratified 
Dooley was confirmed. Connally 
recommended the Amarillo lawyer 
and he was confinned Tuesday by 
a 43-36 vote.

Dooley’s appointment was fought 
by Texas Senator C’Daniel.

Connally said ‘.‘only two Demo­
crats other than Senator O’Daniel 
who were present and voting voted 
against him.”

“In order that the question may 
be fully understood by the people 
of Texas,” Connally said “I desire 
to say that the appointment by the 
President of Mr. Dooley was in no 
way a political appointment.”

He said it was “a routine ap­
pointment to fill a vacancy in a 
judiciary.”

Five grounds for the eviction of 
tenants are recognized in the new 
Federai Housing and Rent Act.

So long as the tenant pays his 
regular rent, the new law recog­
nizes only the following grounds for 
eviction.

(1) Violation of the obligation of 
tenancy, committing a nuisance, 
using the property for illegal or im­
moral purposes, or using the proper­
ty for other than living quarters.

(2) The landlord himself wants 
to live in the property.

(3) The landlord sells the proper­
ty to someone who wants to live 
in it.

(4) The landlord wants to make 
necessary improvements, or to re­
place the property with some new 
property, and such improvement or 
conversion cannot practicably be 
done with the tenant in occupancy.

(5) The tenant occupies non­
housekeeping, furnished , quarters 
within a single dwelling the re­
maining portion of which is occu­
pied by the landlord or his imme­
diate family.

Actually, to evict a tenant on one 
or more of the above grounds, the 
landlord must present his case to 
the local court and be governed by 
its ruling, Kelly said.

"Section 20. PENALTIES. Whoever

KANSAS CITY—(/P)—Ferd Owen, 
Kansas City muie cfcaier, recently 
took the position “when you get a 
pig under the gate, he’ll squeal” 
in a controversy growing out of tlie 
bursting of the Mexican mule bubble.

Twenty mule dealers from various 
parts of the country met in Wash­
ington, voicing complaint they had 
purchased animals to meet a sup­
posed demand in Mexico and now 
were stuck with them.

One of their number, they com­
plained, had out-traded them, send­
ing an emissary direct to the Mex­
ican government, and thus had ob­
tained an exclusive contract.

Owen, president of two horse and 
mule trading firms here, disclosed 
he was the “one of their number” 
who has a contract to deliver 20,000 
of the hard tails to Mexico, w'ith 
the exchange to be made at Eagle 
Pass, Texas. He said the Mexican 
government was paying him a Hat 
$115 a head, FOB Eagle Pass.

“You know when you get a pig 
under the gate, he’ll squeal,” com­
mented Owen. “These guys are 
squealing. I outsmarted ’em and 
now they’re trying to ’ crucify me 
with a law that would keep me 
from exporting my mules.”

He was referring to a bill by Rep­
resentative Lucas (D-Texas) which 
would bar export of any mules ex­
cept on permit from the Agriculture 
Department.
Mule Men Miffed

The miffed mule men said they 
had .bought some 8,000 head, which 
now arc standing around burning 
hay at the rate of 50 cents each 
daily.

They related how they had i‘e- 
ceived inquiries from the Agricul­
ture Department last May 15, ask­
ing hew many mules they could 
supply during June, July and Aug­
ust. Later they received a formal 
invitation for bids. Still later, they 
said, they received word the de­
partment had rejected all bids. The 
prices were too high.

After that came word of the ex­
clusive contract. The mule men said 
they had received an offer from 
‘one of their number” to take theii' 
surplus mules off their hands at $65 
to $85 a head.

Owen had a different version.
“I never m.rde those fellows any 

kind of an offer,” he said. “Of 
course I’ll buy mules anywhere I 
can get them if they’re worth the 
money. But I haven’t said I’d buy 
any of those mules at any price.”

Owen said he had made a trip 
to Mexico and had talked with Mex­
ican officials.

Just a case of “getting on the 
ball, and knowing the ropes,” he 
said.

“These other fellows just can’t 
stand to be outsmarted,” Owen 
summarized. “Now they’re- trying 
to block me, and also lay blame on 
our Department of Agriculture. Tlie 
department never made those guys 
any promises.”

Lightning Burns His 
Bunkhouse, But Cowboy 
Saves Bedroll, Coffee

GARDEN CITY—A cowboy’s bed­
roll ranks first among his posses­
sions, with coffee running a close 
second, judging from the actions of 
Bud Perry when lightning struck 
his bunkhouse Thursday night.

Siv Holme, young Swedish-born 
modern painter, has just returned '.o 
America from a three months’ visit 
in Paris (where she gave a one-man 
show) with the firm belief that New 
York is now the art center of the 
world.

“There is more searching for nev? 
things here now than on the-other 
side,” she .says. “There I saw noth­
ing particularly interesting in art 
exhibits. The artists themselves 
were unhappy; they kept saying 
‘France is lost!’ However, I saw 
some work of private artists that 
promised much in the future. It 
was forming. Perhaps in a few 
years of peace Paris could regain 
her place as the leader in art; but 
right now New York leads.
■ “It may be that the war had some­
thing to do with it. The war 
brought some of the artists of the 
old world to America and they min­
gled with those of the new world. 
In any case American artists are 
doing sdme wonderfully fresh and 
interesting work.”

Miss Holme, who studied and 
worked in Paris before the war, ex­
hibited at the Salon d’Autonne from 
1937 to 1939 and was a member of 
the Salon des Independents. In 
1937 she married Aladar Farkas, 
Hungarian writer, who sometimes 
signs his work Oscar Ray. When 
the Germans invaded France they 
left Paris for Dordogne in the un­
occupied zone and lived in an old 
mill until 1941, when they came to 
New York.. Parkas is now an Ameri­
can citizen and Miss Holme has 
taken her first citizeiL‘ hip papers.

Her first wartime show of modern 
colorful canvases was opened last 
Fall in the Institut Tessin in Paris 
under the patronage of Erik Bohe- 
■man, Swedish ambas.’-ador to Fi-ance. 
Her next one man show will open 
at the Bertha Schaefer Gallery, 32 
East 58th Street, New York.

As she talked of her work Miss 
Holme made swift .sketches on a 
paper before her and her blue eyes 
kindled with the light that always 
glow.s there when she speaks of 
modern art.

She groped her way to modern 
art from the clean-cut classical 
paths of portrait painting and her 
ego took terrible bumps while she 
did it, she says. Her first exhibited 
paintings in a students’ show at 
Gavle, Sweden, where .she attended 
college and art school, brought eight 
orders for portraits and as the 
years passed her reputation for por­
traits of good likeness grew.

“I thought I was fairly wonder­
ful,” she said with a .‘■mile break­
ing through her earnestness. “Then 
I decided to study in Paris.. Soon 
after I came, they showed me a 
drawing of the sculptor Rodin and I 
thought ‘I could do a hundred times 
better!’ But in time I found out!

“I came to modern art through 
the old masters. Studying tliem 
I saw that they had used architec- 
tm-al principles in constructing 
their paintings. I began to use 
architectural principles in mine. 
My work led me to a different ex­
pression of those principles—not 
the detail used by the Renaissance 
painters, but simpler bolder figures 
to reflect the hard, brutal, modem 
times. In modern painting, if the 
work is well done, you can’t take 
away anything without changing 
the painting. To take out anything 
is like taking a pillar from a house.”

notes and other documents marked 
‘.secret’ pertaining to the atomic 
bomb.” I

“In addition,”  Hoover continued,” 
“a folder was located in the family 
vault at Mt. Lebanon containing 
confidential and highly restricted 
data pertaining to the development 
and construction of the atomic 
bomb.

Hoover .said in connection with 
the investigation of von der Luft, 
“it was further disclosed that Er­
nest D. Wallis, who was assigned 
by the Army in Nov., 1944 to the 
Los Alamos installation as an of­
ficial army photographer, might be 
in possession of restricted data.” 

The FBI chief said Wallis was 
interviewed and “some 200 photo­
graphs and negatives were located 
and seized” in his studio.

Hoover said these pictures “show­
ed the variou.5 phases of the atomic 
bomb and the test explosion and 
were promptly turned over to the 
Atomic Energy Commission where 
atomic experts found that numer­
ous of the photographs and nega­
tives were classified as ‘top secret.’ ” 

The Manhattan Engineer District, 
before the Atomic Energy Commis­
sion took over at the first of this 
year, was under the control of the 
War Department.

Hoover said the FBI investigation 
“disclosed no connection between 
the two men arrested and in fact 
they did not know «ach other.”

Indiana’s Sen. William E. Jen- 
ner, who served as a captain in 
the Army Air Forces during the 
war, has accused the Army of 
“stacking” courts martial against 
enlisted men in “ shocking” ways. 
The Republican senator’s charges 
were containe<̂  ̂ in a letter to 
Secretary of War Robert P. Pat­

terson, calling for a probe.

University Of Texas' 
Budget At New High

AUSTIN—(iP)—The University of 
Texas budget Saturday reached an 
all-time high when the board of 
regents approved $7,628,620 for 1947- 
48. an increase of 39 per cent over 
current expenditures.

This allocation was for the main 
University here alone. Estimated 
expenditures from self-sustaining 
operations total an additional $1,- 
000,000 at Austin.

Increases were also approved for 
University branches elsewhere. 
Figures of their new budgets com­
pared with the current budget are:

Medical branch, Galveston, $3,- 
067,882 and $2,258,100; Dental 
School, Houston, $443,615 and $344,- 
090; M. D. Anderson hospital for 
cancer research, Houston, $326,- 
iSO and $162,630; College of Mines 
and metallurgy, El Paso, $713,500 
and $393,470.

Postal Supervisors 
Ponder Union Ties

FORT WORTH—(/P)—Postal su­
pervisors in Texas Saturday con­
cluded their 25th annual conven­
tion here with re-election of offi­
cers, selection of San Antonio as 
the 1948 convention city, and re­
ferral of - two highly controversial 
issues to field committees.

Veleran Congress 
Member Of Texas 
Dies Al Age 86

WASHINGTON —(/Pi— Rep. Jos­
eph Jefferson Mansfield, Texas 
Democrat and at 86 the oldest 
member of Congress, died early 
Saturday.

He will be buried at Eagle Lake,
Texas, after services in Columbus,
Texas, at 3 p. m. Tue.sday. Brief 
services probably will be held in 
Washington Sunday,

For the past 25 years, Mansfield 
—who wp.s serving his 16th term 
of office in the House—had been 
confined to a wheelcliair by pa­
ralysis. But illne.ss—even the re­
cent illness which ultimately 
caused his death—almost never 
kept him from work.

Until a few days ago, when he 
was taken to Bethesda Naval Hos­
pital, he showed up regularly at his 
office.

Death resulted from a circulatory 
ailment.

Known to hts friends as “The 
Judge,” the Texas Congi-essinan 
served for 60 years in public of- 
iice—half the time as a representa­
tive in Congress. His district in­
cluded the city of Galveston.

Between 1931 and 1947, while the 
Democratic Party controlled Con­
gress, he served as chairman of the « »
house rivers and Harbors Com- 
mittae. *
Kinsman of Jefferson

Mansfield, a kinsman of Tlromas 
Jefferson and the grandson of a 
revolutionary soldier, was born at 
Wayne, then in Virginia and now 
in West Virginia, Feb. 9, 1861. His 
father, a confederate soldier, was 
killed later the same year. Mrs.
Mansfield, who died many years 
ago, was a member of the Byrd 
family of Virginia.

A Texas land grant which his 
father had received from the Mexi­
can government before the Texas 
revolution beckoned Mansfield to 
Texas when he was 20 years old.

He worked first as a farm hand 
and laborey in a nursery, then as 
a railroad baggagemaster and 
freight clerk. He was admitted to 
the Texas bar in 1886 and was elec­
ted iiThyor of Eagle Lake in 1889.
He was elected county attorney of 
Colorado county in 1892 and served 
20 years as Colorado county judge 
from 1896 to 1916.

Four years after he went to Con­
gress in 1917, he suffered the 
stroke of paralysis which confined 
him to a wheelchair the rest of his 
life.

His refusal to let his disability 
halt his activity won him the res­
pect of both Democratic and Re­
publican colleagues. Page boys 
pushed his chair about the Capi­
tol and he had a special place m 
the House, just below the Speak­
er’s rostrum.

Texas National Guard 
Will Hold First Camp 
Since War In August

DALLAS—(/PI—The first summer 
camp for the Texas National Guard 
since the war will be held at Camp 
Hood, Aug. 10-25.

Undergoing the two weeks of field 
training will be guardsmen of the 
36th Infantry, 49th Armored Divis­
ion, state national guard head­
quarters and non-divslon troops.

Brig. Gen. Clayton P. Kerr, Dal­
las, of the 49th Armored Division, 
has been designated commanding 
general of troops for the training 
period.

An elaborate training schedule 
has been worked out, including 
range firing, both small arms and 
artillery, a series of special schools, 
and unit problems climaxed by a 
maneuver in which the 36th Divis­
ion will be opposed by the 49th 
Armored.

Training will be under direction 
of veterans of World War II plus 
Fourth Army instructors attached 
to the guard.

The movement will be made from 
home stations to Camp Hood by 
motor.

Tactical equipment will be fur­
nished to the guard by the station 
complement at Camp Hood.

Col. Carl Phinney, Dallas, chief 
of staff of the 36th Division and 
head of the 36th Division Associa­
tion, joined Maj. Gen. Preston A. 
Weatherred, commander of the 
36th, in urging employers to allow 
guardsmen time off from their du­
ties to attend camp.

Guardsmen of the 696th Anti- 
Aircraft Artillery battalion will hold 
a similar camp at Fort Bliss Aug 
17-31 with Lt. Col. Edward R.

It 
was abolished by the Germans in 
1939 and a shipyard was built in 
the area.

Repeal Of Excise 
Aulo Taxes Urged 
By AMA Head

WASHtnGTON—(/P)— The auto­
mobile industry has asked Congress 
to reneal automotive excise taxes, 
declaring they are “a cruel burden, 
of taxation” on more than 30,000,- 
000 motor vehicle operators.

A. E. Barit, president of the Hud- 
,son Motor Car Co. and chairman of 
the.taxation committee of the Auto­
mobile Manufacturers Association, 
told the House Ways and Means 
Committee the levies are:

(1) A greater burden to lower- 
income groups than others; (2) dis­
criminatory; (3) unfair taxation, 
placing a relatively greater burden 
on farmers, small town dwellers 
and others who depend most on 
automotive transportation; (4) mul- 
t in lp  taxation, and (5) a threat to 
employment.

Auto owners, he said, paid $2,- 
507.000.000 last year in all forms of 
motorist taxes including $394,000,000 
in Federal excises on purchases of 
vehicles, parts and tires, $367,000,- 
000- in the Federal gasoline tax of 
1.5 cent a gallon, $34,000,000 in the 
tax on lubricating oil, or a total of 
.'t;796,000,000 in Federal excises plus 
$1,711,000,000 in special state and 
local motorists’ taxes.
Hidden Tax

“It would be difficult,” Barit said, 
“to find a more glaring example of 
a hidden tax, which feeds to the ex­
tent of greediness upon the econ­
omic life blood of the people of 
small resources, than these auto­
motive excise taxes; and, by the 
way, if I recall correctly, this is 
substantially the reason Congress 
has in , the past rejected a general 
excise or sales tax.” ■

He told the committee that 78.5 
per cent of all automobiles are own­
ed by persons with less than $3,000 
annual income. The average indus­
trial worker makes about $48 a 
week; he said,' and “therefore to 
own and operate a new car one 
year he would have to work two- 
and-a-half weeks just to pay the 
taxes.”

Moreover, he contended that “of­
ten the tax actually is a tax on 
misfortune,” because it falls on re­
pair parts needed to mend the re­
sults of accidents.

PEAK FOR U. S. OUTPUT 
SEEN BY 1960

NEW YORK—(TP)— By I960 the 
United States can be producing 
goods and services at a rate 88 per 
cent higher than the peacetime 
boom year of 1929, according to a 
study, “ America’s Needs and Re­
sources,” made by the Twentieth 
Century Fund.

T h a t  production rate, which 
would amount to $202 billions—or 
$2 billions more than the peak war­
time output in 1944 — would put 
America’s living standards on a 
level higher than any previously 
known, the survey declares. Its fig­
ures are based on 1944 dol'ars.

A comprehensive review and fore­
cast of American life in the imme­
diate past and future predicts:

By I960 there will be a continued 
high level of employment, with 60.2 
millions at work and a “normal” 
unemployment of only 3.2 millions.

The average work week will con­
tinue its long-term decline, falling 
from 43 hours in 1940 to 40.8 in 1950 
and 37.7 ten years later.

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Midland Insects Have Dim Future Now That DDT Fog Machine Is Here
Summer Labor Savers Speed Chores

By Stanley Frank j
Friday morning I'm sitting in , 

front of my desk pretending to be 
waiting for an inspiration. Actually, 
I’m enjoying a daydream tuned to 
the rythm of the pounding telet- 
tyiie machine and Tanner Laine’s 
running fire of verbal pokes at 
Jim Watson. All at once somebody 
thumps me on the back of the 
head. Thinking it’s the boss, I 
start pecking, my typewriter: "Now 
is the time for all good men . . . ” 

"Hey,” the guy behind me say.s, 
“ look around here. I ’m no bill col­
lector.”

It’s W. M. Howard, sanitarian of . 
the Midland-Ector-How,ard County ' 
Health Unit. “Hiyah, W. M.,” I 
greet him. "What’s cookin’?” 

“Plies,” he replies. “Mosquitos. 
Gnats. DDT and Diesel fuel.”

“Let’s go!” I exclaim, grabbing 
Laine’s pencil from behind his ear 
and snatching up some of his copy 
paper.

As soon as we get into Howard’s 
car I start getting the background 
of the story. Seems the new Tifa 
(Todd Insecticidal Fog Applicator) 
machine recently purchased for

use in Midland and Big Spring is 
in operation somewhere in Mid­
land. Howard’s going to show me 
how it works.
Looks Like Smoke

"Keep an eye peeled for smoke 
or fog,” he says as he speeds down 
-he street. “It’s supposed to be 
• omewhere in this part of town 
this morning. The fog looks like 
smoke—or the smoke looks like fog. 
Had to notify the fire department 
what we were doing .so they 
wouldn’t be answering calls all 
morning on our account.”

Sure enough, we soon spot what 
looks like a big fire. White “smoke” 
is boiling up in an alley, drifting 
over houses, settling in streets. 
Howard spaeds up, pa.sses the 
source of smoke, and heads it off at 
an alley entrance.

There’s a pickup carrying the 
machine from which issues such 
a fog that when the machine is 
running you can’t see anything at 
all if you’re standing behind it. 
Howard begins to explain the ma­
chine.

"This outfit pumps Diesel fuel 
out of this barrel,” he begins.

“Then, this outfit here pumps 100 
per cent technical grade DDT and 
mixes it in a five i)er cent .solution 
with the oil. This combustion 
chamber, burning gasoline, fur­
nishes heat and pressure, to make 
the fog.”

These aren’t his exact words. 
He’s trying to say it so a layman 
can savvy it, but Isn’t having much 
luck.

Anyway, the way Howard ex- 
irlain.s it, this machine turns out 
an aerosol mist or fog which comes 
from the machine at 950 degrees 
Fahrenheit under 1,000 pounds of 
pressure. And yet you can hold your 
hand six Inches from,the nozzle out 
of which the fog comes, he says. 
I let Howard hold his hand there 
first. After all, he’s supposed to 
know about this thing, since he has 
chai'ge of it. It doesn’t seem to liurt 
him, so I try it. No heat. Just a 
little film of oil on my hand. 
Aroma of Diesel Fuel

Then we follow the machine down 
an alley. It’s pouring out so much 
fog you can’t see anything at all— 
Just like a summer morning in 
Southern California I

Me, I don’t know whether it’s so 
good to be breathing that DDT fog 
or not. Besides, there’s a fahit 
aroma of Diesel fuel in the fog.

“Won’t hurt you a bit, unless you 
stay in it for a long, long time,” 
Howard assures me. “It just hurts 
linsects.” He thinks for a minute 
and gives me a funny look. “May­
be you better hold your breath 
while we’re in it,” he adds.

Meanwhile, the fog is obscuring 
the entire alley. It rolls along the 
ground, boils into .the air, settles 
all over trees, houses, fences, 
shrubbery—everything is enveloped.

“How about that stuff getting 
into people’s houses?” I inquire.

“Won’t bother anything at all. 
Some folks rush to pull down win­
dows and close doors as we come 
down their alleys, but there’s no 
use of that. This stuff will simply 
help keep flies and mosjuitos out 
of their homes. It won’t stain any­
thing, because there’s so little oil 
in the fog you can’t notice it by 
the time the fog has drifted a few 
feet. These machines ai'e used to 
fog interiors of big country clubs 
and other buildings.”

Howard goes on to explain the

•action of the fog. He has placed 
litmus paper inside old tin cans 
trash barrels and garbage cans. Af- 

I ter the fog machine has passed, tht 
litmus paper in the bottom of these 

! cans shows the fog has reached in­
to every part of such receptacles, 
which are favorite breeding places 
of flies and mosquitos.
Cost of Fogging

Howard goes into cost of fogging 
the city. The DDT itself costs 60 
cents a pound. Die.sel fuel costs 7 
cents a gallon. Three and one-quar­
ter pounds of DDT mixed with 10 
gallons of oil makes a 5-per-cent 
solution. Thus, lo gallons of the 
stuff costs $2.65. The machine dis­
penses 14 gallons per hour, and it 
is driven through alleys at about 
15 miles per hour. There are about 
80 miles of alleys in Midland.

“To make a long story short,” 
Howard concludes, “we can spray 
the whole city for less than $20 
worth of DDT and oil. The city is 
furnishing the truck, the two men 
operating the equipment, and the 
materials.”

Thursday, the fog machine was

The Petroleum Building and Mid­
land go together.

If you ever lived in Midland and 
came back, or when you came here 
for the first time—you saw it first. 
It is a city mark of distinction.

Other buildings have pushed up 
beside this building in Midland to 
give our city a most impressive sky­
line for the size of the municipal­
ity.

Who can say, but perhaps if the 
Petroleum Building had not been 
erected in Midland, we would not 
be today the oil capital of the Per­
mian Basin.

This giant of modified Gothic 
architecture was the dream of its 
builder, T. S. Hogan, oil man, fin­
ancier, and former statesman. He 
stood with his son, Fred Hogan, 
recent mayor of Midiand, on bare 
prairies and said: “The greatest 
potential producing oil areas in the 
world are under our feet; I will 
lay the foundation for centraliza­
tion of this industry in a town yet 
to be decided.”

Midland should be glad that site 
later was chosen to be Midland.

Leading oil men scoffed at Hogan. 
He held firm. He believed in West 
Texas as an oil producing empire. 
Was he right? Weil, today 165 oil 
companies and affiliated interests 
are represented in Midiand. Mid­
land is the oil capital of the vast 
Permian Basin.

The Petr9ieum Building took 
shape in the West Texas skyline. 
Up, up and up it went. At last on 
the Fourth of July in 1929 the beau­
tiful building was ready for a for­
mal opening. Two days were set 
aside in Midland for a celebration 
of its completion.

the United States for the formal 
opening. Fort Worth sent a special 
trainload.

The second day (July 4) came to 
a dramatic close, so said the news­
papers “the skies to the West were 
streaked with synthetic stars and 
with streamers of vivid fire from 
expensive fireworks furnished by 
the Chamber of Commerce.”

The Petroleum Building started 
to work next morning. It’s fast ele­
vators carried office workers to loc­
ations in the tall building. The 
Petroleum Building has been busy 
ever since.

There were many here who said 
it would be a' “ghost” building. And 
in the early 1930’s when oil activ­
ity shifted to East Texas, many 
said, “We told you so.” But the 
Petroleum Building stood and it 
kept tenants and the oil play shift­
ed back to West Texas and it is 
now in its most spirited time.

An amazing amount of material 
went into the building. Here are 
the amounts of some of it: 500,000 
face brick (18 carloads), 5,000 cubic 
yards of sand, 12 carloads of mill 
work, 48,000 sacks of cement, 18 
carloads of stone, two carloads of 
granite, 4,000 yards of crushed 
rock, 322 tons of re-inforcing steel, 
70 tons of structural steel, 7,800 
sacks of plaster, 320,000 pounds of 
marble chips for Terazzo floor.

A n d  many, multiplied many, 
hours of labor.
Holds Its Place

At the time of its construction, 
the Petroleum Building was consid­
ered the most beautiful and one 
of the best buildings, west of Fort 
Worth. And it still holds its place 
high among buildings of Western 
Texas.

Architect was Wyatt C. Hedrick 
of Fort Worth.

Some of the early tenants were: 
The Texas Company, Fred Turner 
and Fred Hogan.

Present tenants include: Shell 
Oil Company; George Abell; Atlan­
tic Refining; Barnsdall Oil; Con­

necticut Life Insurance Company; 
E. A. Culbertson & Irwin; Federal 
Petroleum Board; Glass and Myrick; 
Goldsmith Engineering Commission; 
Guy Mabee Drilling; Humble; Mid- 
Continent; North Basin Pools; Dr. 
A. P. Shirey; Sinclair-Prairie; Stan­
dard of Texas Stanolind; Stubbe- 
man, McRae and Sealy; Sun Oil; 
CIT; Texas and Pacific; Texas 
Railroad Commission; Fred 'Turner; 
U. S. Dept, of Interior; Yeager and 
Armstrong: Dr. W. G. Whitehouse; 
Peck and Croft; A. Knickerbocker; 
Yarbrough Oil Reports; Yuedfe 
Theater; Texas Electric Seiwice 
Company; Petroleum Barber Shop; 
Petroleum Drag, and others.

Up to 700 persons “live” in the 
building daily. When it disgorges 
its population at five p.m. each 
day, a large slice of Midland’s popu­
lation comes scurrying out.

The building recently was com­
pletely air-conditioned, a project 
which cost thousands of dollars.

’The Petroleum Building is taken 
for granted by some of us, but it is 
the envy of citizens of many other 
West Texas cities.

WASHINGTON—(A-)— Represen­
tatives of four organizations re­
cently urged Congress enact a com­
pulsory system of pre-pald natio­
nal health insurance.

In statements prepared for a 
Senate Public Welfare subcom­
mittee, they asked for approval of 
a bill by Senator James E. Murray 
(D) of Montana and others which 
would authorize such a plan to be 
financed with a 3 per cent pay-roll 
tax.

They also criticized the so- 
called Taft health bill which 
would authorize expenditure of 
$200,000,000 a year for each of 
the next five years to aid the 
states in setting up medical-care 
programs for low-income groups.

The scheduled witnesses in­
cluded:

Andrew J. Biemiler, Washing­
ton, speaking for Americans for 
Democratic Action, who said “ the 
social-security principle is sound, 
for it removes the whole admin­
istration of the medical-care pro­
gram from the arena of partisan 
politics.”

John P. Peters of New Haven, 
Conn., speaking for the Commit­
tee of Physicians for the Improve­
ment of Medical Care, Inc., told 
the subcommittee; “The majority 
of the people desire access to 
medical care which the propo­
nents of this (Taft) bill confess 
is not available. This bill offers 
them these services only after 
they have been reduced to seek­
ing charity through the indignity 
of a means test. It makes not even 
a gesture toward the improvement 
of medical care.”
Minister Talks

The Rev. Alson J. Smith, New 
York, representing the Methodist 
Federation for Social Action, said 
his group is “enthusiastically and 
prayerfully in full and hearty in­
dorsement” of the Murray bill.

As life insurance is made avail­
able to all,” he continued, “so and 
even more cheaply should health 
insurance be accessible to all.” '

Dr. Allan M. Butler, Professor of 
Pediatrics at Harvard University, 
Cambridge, Mass., appearing for 
the Progressive Citizens of Amer­
ica, told the senators the Ameri­
can Medical Association acknowled­
ges that families with $4,000-a-year 
incomes cannot meet expenses of 
serious illness.

“If 50 per cent of the people, 
as is likely, should be eligible for 
a part of their medical care paid 
for from general tax funds, as 
the Taft bill proposes, then that 
program is certainly more socialis­

tic than a national health insur­
ance act,” Dr. Butler said.

Leon Henderson, former Price 
Administrator, criticized a health 
program by Senator Robert A. Taft 
(R) of Ohio as a “medical dole.”

Opposing the Taft plan for a 
$200,000,000 Federal contribution 
to State health funds, Henderson 
called it “a ix)litical sop to the< de­
mands for a better medical system.”

The former head of the Office of 
Price Administration testified be­
fore the Senate subcommittee as 
Chairman of the Executive Com­
mittee of Americans for Demo­
cratic Action.

Urging a nation-wide health in­
surance program patterned after 
the social security system, Mr. 
Henderson contended that would 
be the “only democratic way and 
the most economically feasible.”

Vice Adm. Louis E. Denfield, commander-in-chief of 

he Pacific Fleet and likeliest successor to Adm. Chester 
V. Nimitz as chief of naval operations, was not called to

These retired officers claim they speak as 
private citizens not subject to Navy Department orders. 
But they say they express the views of 99 per cent of 'their 
fellow officers who are muzzled.

Though they have not said so in plain words. Navy 
offkers’ opposition seems based on the fear that under 
unification naval appropriations might be cut.

Should the Western world, unable 
to find any common ground with 
Russia, tear up the United Nations 
Charter, “write off” the hope of co­
operation and settle down to an un­
qualified campaign of power poli­
tics?

Britain’s Sir Alexander Cadogan 
has told the United Nations they 
might as well pack up if they can’t 
stop aggression along Greece’s Com­
munist-girt borders.

A Congressional su b  committee 
asks “Do we ‘write off’ Russian co­
operation—as every previous Rus­
sian action has indicated we must 
—and proceed with the building up 
of Western Europe and the rehabi­
litation of the Par East?”

As for the United Nations, it has 
many agencies besides the Security 
Council which perform valuable 
functions. As for the coimcil itself, 
it. was able to stop' the more overt 
manifestations of Russian aggres­
sion in Iran' without actually tak­
ing a stand. The Greek thing could 
work out the same way. If it aids 
peace, the council does its job, even 
though it cannot always move di­
rectly.

Continued Russian intransigence 
in the U.N. does not tie up all of 
its machinery for closer cooperation 
between the other nations. As a 
matter of fact, the time for indivi­
dual or collective opposition to ag­
gression, as envisioned in the char­
ter, may be approaching.

The United Nations originally 
was formed to fight the war, al­
though it also had an eye on the 
coming peace. Nothing in the char­

ter or the veto power prevents a 
majority of members from joining 
together again for any necessary 
puiTose. ’The U.N., even should Rus­
sia withdraw, which is not likely, 
or if the majority finally has to 
ignore her, still has many valuable 
uses.

As for “writing off” Russian co­
operation, the answer probably is 
yes, although we should always be 
standing eagerly by the door ready 
to open it if by any chance she 
should knock. For practical pur­
poses, in the minds of the men who 
make our policies, this already has 
been done. We are proceeding to do 
what we can for other nations, to 
organize them against totalitarian 
expansion, and to provide for that 
economic stability which leads to 
peace. We will not arouse Russia 
unnecessarily. But if she moves, we 
will counter-move.

Does this acceptance of the inabi­
lity of East and West to be friends 
mean eventual war?

The answer depends upon Russia. 
As the world organizes against 
Communist expansion, M o s c o w  
might decide it is more profitable- 
to try to keep and develop what 
she has than to risk additional 
grabs. Barring explosions among her 
captive states which would bring 
outside intervention, that might 
considerably postpone any open 
conflict. Even further expansion in 
Mongolia, Manchuria, Czechoslov­
akia and Finland might not pro­
duce immediate war. But in general 
we might as well recognize that if 
Russia insists on forever pressing 
outward we are in for real trouble.

May Be Possible To Foretell futu.
NEW YORK—(.?>)—A soft-spoken 

businessman in a plain skyscraper 
office here thinks there may be a 
way to foretell the future.

He is Edward R. Dewey, former 
chief economic analyst in the de­
partment of commerce and direc­
tor of the Foundation for the Study 
of Cycles. With Edwin F. Dakin, 
author and public relations counsel,
Dewey is the author of a new pub­
lished book, “Cycles—The Science 
of Prediction,” which conceivably 
could open the way for a revolu­
tion in economics.

Dewey says that just as scien­
tists no^ can predict accurately the 
rise and fall of the tides and ec­
lipses of the sun, it should be pos­
sible to forecast economic condi­
tions if, as his evidence indicates, 
they too fall into definite cycles.

His book summarizes studies in 
cycles which have been going on 
almost 100 years. It cites a cycle in 
wholesale prices which is said to 
run about 54 years from peak to 
peak; a “nine-year rhythm” which 
shows up in commodity and stock 
market prices; one of roughly 41 
months in industrial production 
and another of around 18 1/3 years 
in real estate, building and indus­
trial activity. More than 500 differ­
ent kinds of economic .cycles have 
been studied, and better than half 
of these show fluctuations of about

41-month intervals. '
Dewey says neither 

deal measures nor even thv 
ned economies” of dictator states 
has stopped the basic rhythms, al­
though he admits war dislocations 
can make peaks or valleys much 
more severe than they would have 
been or even come at the wrong 
time.

Republicans Seeking 
To Ease Budget Slip

WASHINGTON— Republican 
leadets recently discussed the 
IMSsibllity of rubbing out their 
failure to agree on a 1948 economy 
pledge by starling work now on a 
1949 figure or repealing a portion 
of the congressional reorganiza­
tion.

Chairman Miliikin (R-Colo) of 
the senate GOP conference said he 
believe.s the congressional budget 
committee should get a full staff 
at work at once on next year’s ex­
penditure proposals or wipe out a 
section of the act which requires 
congress to fix a limit on the bud­
get.

The two houses have failed to 
agree on any compromi.se since the 
house voted a pledge to cut Presi­
dent Truman’s $37,500,000,000 bud­
get by $6 billions and the .senate 
decided on a $4,500,000,000 reduc­
tion.
Investigation Urged

With several appropriations bills 
still pending, final savings have not 
been tabulated but they may run 
less than the Senate’s lower fig­
ure.

Declaring congress had to “work 
in the dark” in attempting to ar­
rive at an overall spending figure, 
Miliikin said unless a staff starts 
work soon, the lawmakers will face 
the same sort of problem next Jan­
uary.

If we had a competent staff, the 
first thing it ought to do is investi­
gate the work load of federal de- 
jjartments,’’ the Colorado senator 
said. "It should not be too hard 
to determine how many workers are 
needed to clear a certain amount 
of material through a department 
but no outside agency ever has 
made a study, of it.

Some years ago when your cor- ■ 
respondent was a youngster living I 
in the Vermont parsonage from ' 
which his clergyman father admin- I 
istered to the welfare of the parish, I 
the church occasionally would hold i 
religious revivals when it seemed !

spiritually and morally—an effec- I 
live method of stimulating sluggish  ̂
consciences and of getting minds; 
back into tune. i

We saw a concrete example of 
this drive for spiritual rehabilita­
tion recently when King George 
and Prime Minister Attlee led Brit­
ons in a national day of prayer. 
Throughout the country people 
gathered in the churches to seek 
divine guidance for the trying days 
to come, and in old St. Paul’s Cath­
edral where the King and Attlee | 
worshipped, the Archbishop of Can- i 
terbury asked “as a nation we may | 
return to the simple laws of the 10 
commandments.”

But this wasn’t merely a one-day 
demonstration, for extensive plans 
have been made to continue this 
drive fdr spiritual rehabilitation. 
Moreover, the revival is by no

means restricted to England. Every­
where you go you find movements 
under way to repair the grievous 
damage done by Hitler, who waged 
a fierce campaign to destroy Chris­
tianity.
Hitler’s Attack Broad

And Hitler didn’t stop with his 
attack on religion. He pursued a 
studied program for the debasement 
of the peoples he conquered in Or­
der to render them subservient to 
him. His idea was to destroy hot 
oniy morale but morals, and he did 
vast damage. For example, he was 
mainly responsible for the establish­
ment of the terrible black market 
which did so much to wreck the 
economy'  of France. The black 
market was inaugurated by the Ger­
man army under instructions from 
Hitler.

However, spiritual and moral va­
lues are on the march in Europe, 
and there is great hunger for new 
ideas.

A great center of the revival is 
at Caux-Sur-Montreaux, Switzer­
land, where a world assembly for 
moral re-armament will open on 
July 15 and will contmue until Sep­

tember 15. ’This is the second year 
of the assembly, and last year it 
was attended by some 2,500 dele­
gates from 26 nations.

ARGENTINA FURTHER

bank authorities, who, on July 2, 
suspended the granting of exchange 
permits for the import of certain 
types of cotton and other- textiles, 
have expanded the list of goods 
which may not be imported.

Doris—no relative of John Han­
cock whose name is synonymous 
with signatures—became a legal­
ized forger because so many sig­
natures received from Todd cli­
ents are written in inks that don’t 
reproduce well photographically 
She studies the signatures, which 
come from Todd clients all over 
the world, then copies them. Her 
copy is enlarged and imperfections 
corrected. Photo-engraved plates 
are then made in actual size.

One of the tougher jobs Doris 
tackled was the officier-signatures 
for the Bank of China written in 
Chmese characters. That called 
for all her skill as an artist.

The importance of the names 
she copies doesn’t impress Doris 
too much. 'What intrigues her 
more are the background designs 
upon which the signatures are 
superimposed. These are all in­
dividual and give her a chance 
to display her artistic originality.

Signatures of the officials of a 
hosiery mill, for instance, are set 
against a background of beautiful 
silken-sheathed legs which spell 
out the mill name. For the U. 3. 
engineers, Doris designed a pem- 
nant background using the stars 
and stripes of the American flag. 
Beiiind the name of M. A. Pish, 
dry cleaner, are rows and rows of 
swimming fish.

Insurance Firms' 
Old Mortality 
Rate Discarded

NEW YORK—{JP)—Life insurance 
companies on January 1 will aban­
don a mortality table they have 
used since 186».

They are replacing it with a new 
table that bears a more reasonable 
relationship to the current mortal­
ity rate.

Under the old table, children 
reaching one year of age had a life 
expectancy of 48.94 years. The new 
table increases this to 63.76 years.

For people reaching 20, the old 
table gave them 42.20 additional 
years. The new table gives them 
46.54 more years.

According to the old table, 98 out 
of every 1,000 policyholders died at 
the age of 40. According to the new 
listing only 62 die.

The new table, known as the 1941 
commissioners standard ordinary 
table of mortality, reflects the ac­
tual life and death experience of 
policyholders of almost all life in­
surance companies between 1930 
and 1940.

As a result of amendments to 
state laws, it will go into effect in 
aoout iO states January 1, replac­
ing the 79-year-old American ex­
perience table of mortality on that 
date.

The new table gives life insur­
ance companies a new basis for 
calculating values. The institute of 
life insurance describes it as a new 
pattern of cost. This pattern will 
alter the cost of some policies at 
some age levels, but total cost to 
policyholders will be about the 
same, the institute said.

Looking for a smart summer hair­
do that’s easy on the up-keep and 
can be made swim-proof?

A leading. New York hairdresser 
says the California Casual needs no 
setting other than combing, brush­
ing and “pinching” curls into place. 
This can be done while hair is be­
ing hand-dried. If there’s no natur­
al curl in your hair, a soft perma­
nent is needed as a foundation for 
upflung curls or brushed-out fluff.

Here’s how to make this—or any 
other simplified hair-do — swim- 
proof :

Push hair up all around the head. 
To protect hair against inevitable 
water seepage wind a strip of cha­
mois—some girls use an old nylon 
stocking instead—around the hair­
line and pin tight.

DULL FILM KILLS 
JEWELRY'S GLAMOR

Keep metallic jewelry gleaming 
by removing the dulling film left 
by perspiration and by guarding it 
from tarnishing elements in the 
air.

During hot weather jewelry 
worn next to the .skin should be 
gently wiped off with cleansing 
tissues after each public appear­
ance. Baubles will give out with 
more sparkle if dunked frequently 
in baths of warm water and soap 
or jewelry-cleaning fluid.

If your jewelry seems particu­
larly susceptible to tarnish—it will 
at the seashore, for example— 
special wrapping cloths offer anti­
tarnish protection. The same type 
of cloth that keeios tarnish off 
silverware will do as much for 
jewelry. These wrappers are im­
pregnated with a compound that 
absorbs tarnishing gases.

A soft cloth or chamois makes 
a less bulky traveling bag for 
trinkets than, for instance, a 
jewelry box. The cloth will also 
serve as a buffer against scratches, 
if it is wrapped around jewelry 
so that pieces don’t rub against 
each other.

PUBLISHER URGES 
WORLD SHOWDOWN

SAN FRANCISCO—(/P)—Palmer

SIDS GLANCES

Gromyko's Talk 
Before Council 
Was Ill-Timed

The Greek government’s an­
nouncement of a Communist plot 
to overthrow the Athens regime 
acquires special significance from 
the fact a few hours earlier deputy 
Soviet Foreign Minister Gromyko 
had charged before the United Na- 

itions Security Council the situa- 
I tion in Greece wa.s due to Anglo- 
I American interference and had 
I demanded the U. N. order foreign 
I military personnel (meaning U. S.
I and British) off Greek soil.
I' It was in the pre-dawn of Wed- 
i nesday Greek police and military 
I made swift raids which netted close 
! to 3,0(H1 people, who were charged 
j with plotting rebellion against the 
I state. Many important Communists 
I reportedly had fled to the moun­
tains or were in hiding. C'fficials 

 ̂ stated all those arrested would have 
j hearings and those implcated prob­
ably would be exiled on the numer- 

I ous islands off the Greek coast in 
the Aegean.

One wonders whether Gromyko 
would have delivered exactly the 
same speech if he had known the 
Greek police were to swing into ac­
tion against the Reds a few hours 
later.
Placing The Blame

The occasion was a debate on the 
majority report of the Balkan in­
vestigating Commission of the Se­
curity Council. This report was 
based on study of the situation on 
the spot. It placed responsibility 
for fomenting disorders in Greece 
upon the neighboring states of 
Yugoslavia, Albania and Bulgaria— 
all communized and satellites of 
Moscow.

Gromyko said the Greek govern­
ment was the guilty party, and he 
demanded the Council reverse the 
findings of the Commission and 
rule Greece was guilty of causing 
disturbances in Yugoslavia, Al­
bania and Bulgaria. He declared 
Russia couldn’t accept an Ameri­
can proposal for the establishment 
of a semi-permanent U. N. watch 
along the borders in question.

The effect of Gromyko’s fiery 
proposals of course must be to de­
lay the Security Council in making 
a decision regarding the investigat­
ing commission’s report. Any de,- 
lay of this sort obviously would be 
of advantage to the Red elements 
which have been auning at the es­
tablishment of a Soviet in Greece. 
It would permit continuance of 
such tactics as have been employed 
by Red elements along the fron­
tiers of Greece’s northern neigh­
bors.

The discovery of the plot In 
Athens presumably has put a dent 
in the Commuiiist program, but it 
isn’t likely to halt the Red drive. 
Because of Greece’s strategic po­
litico-military position she has been 
marked "down for communization— 
and the only thing which can block 
it is outside intervention. Greece 
isn’t yet capable of defending her­
self.

' io’. ernment's successful seven- 
.ycar antitrust fight to break up 
the Pullman organization’s mo- 
ijopoly in the sleeping car busi- 
UC.S.S.

Ti-.e check handed Taylor was in 
I'a.'.ment for certificates represent­
ing the entire 731,350 shares of 
capital .stock of the Pullman Com­

pany. Previously, individual rail­
roads had purchased from Pullman 
its entire fleet of parlor cars and 
some 600 light-weight sleeping cars 
for approximately $35,995,000.

The Pullman Comoany was acti­
vated in- 1859 when its lounder 
George M. Pullman, placed one 
car in oireration on the Alton Rail­
road. Today the system includes 
approximately 6,500 sleeping cars 
operated on nearly 1,400 lines 
across the nation.

The nation’s millions of amateur 
a n d  professional photographers 
soon will have a shrine of their 
own.

The world’s greatest collection 
of photographs and photogrephic 
material will be assembled and 
exhibited in the home here of 
George Eastman, Kodak inventor. 
The Institute', first of its kind any­
where, will be in operatiori within 
two years.

The University of Rochester and- 
Eastman Kodak Co. will cooperate 
on the project. The company’s col­
lection will be turned over to the 
Institute. The University is con­
tributing the Eastman home which 
was willed-, to the University by 
Eastman and has served since his 
death in 1932 as home for the 
University’s president.

Photographic albums of Victor 
Hugo, Emperor Napoleon III, 
Queen Victoria and others will be 
there. There will be pre-photog­
raphy devices for recording pic­

tures such as the camera obscura, 
the' Silhouette, and the Physiono- 
trace, a large collection of Da­
guerreotypes, Daguerrotype ap­
paratus, even Daguerre’s paint­
ings and sketches.

The collection includes' wet col- 
lodon outfits, albumen prints, 
19th century candid and minature
cameras used as secret oevices. 
Antiques 'Work

There is historical material 
showing development of the dry- 
plate cameras, roll film and roll- 
film cameras, lens, printing proc- 
cesses, motion-picture cameras and 
projectors and materials for color 
photography. There are even seve­
ral of the famous Gaumont three- 
color- movie projectors with sound, 
built ill 1912.'

Most of the apparatus is pre­
served in its original working 
condition.

It will cost an estimated $300,- 
000 to get the George Eastman 
House, as it will be known, ready 
for the public and another $100,-

000 a year to operate it. Eastman 
Kodak Go. will foot this bill for 
at least five years.

When, completed, the Institute 
is expected to dr.aw camera fans, 
students, scientists and engineers 
■from all over the world. The In- 
'stitute plans to hold contemporary. 
' photographic exhibits and offer 
lectures.

“Such an institution,” says 
Thomas J. Hargrave, Eastman 
president, “will surely be a mecca 
not only for the pictorial world 
but also for the growing number 
of people interested in the uses of 
industrial photography, for pho­
tographic magazine editors and 
technical editors of the press, and 
for amateur .snapshooters.

Alan Valentine, President of 
the University of Rochester, hopes 
the Institute will become a “cul- 
tm’al center for Rochester and far 
beyond and a center of those pho­
tographic arts of which Eastman 
was the chief creator.”
