U . S . Stand Pat On Atom
LAKE SUCCESS —(A>)— Fred­

rick H. Osborn, United States 
atomic deputy, Wednesday told 
the United Nations Atomic Ener­
gy Commission this country 
stands firm on its demand that 
no veto apply to punishment of 
atomic crimes.
In a brief statement to the work­

ing committee of the United Na­
tions Atomic Energy Commission, 
Osborn proposed the atomic dele­
gates postpone discussion of the 
veto problem until it could be taken 
up in a point-by-point debate.

He said the United States would 
not be a “pai'ty to any change In 
the principle” by which no veto 
shall apply on atomic punishments. 
He insisted again that the princi­
ples laid down by Bernard M. Ba­
ruch to the atomic commission last 
year must be upheld.

Osborn spoke after Andrei A. 
Gromyko, Soviet delegate, a.sked the 
working committee to discuss tho­
roughly a Rus.sian proposal which 
would have the effect of ])ermitting 
a veto in the United Nations Se­
curity Council on any final decis­
ion to punish violation of any 
atomic control pact.

President Faces Poser 
On When To Eliminate 
Restraints On Credit

WASHINGTON — (/P)— Denied 
specific peacetime authority to 
regulate time payment buying, 
President Truman Wednesday faces 
a decision on when to lift pre.sent 
credit restraints on such items as 
automobiles, refrigerators and ra­
dios.

The President had recommended 
the controls—imposed by wartime 
executive order—be continued for' 
a while with the approval of Con­
gress as a curb against inflation.

But the House instead approved 
a bill late* Tuesday to end .such con­
trols immediately. The voice vote 
action rejected a Senate-approved 
measure to continue modified credit 
restraints to December 31. Neither 
bill appeared likely to get any fur­
ther.

Chairman Wolcott (R-Mich) of 
the House Banking Committee told 
reix)rters after the House vote:

“It is now up to the President to 
get rid of the credit controls, as 
he said he would do if he did not 
get specific authority from Con­
gress. It is certain the House will 
not authorize such regulations. The 
Senate bill is dead.”
Imposed During War

Known as the federal reserve 
board’s “regulation W,” the credit 
curbs v/ere imposed early in the 
war under the trading with the 
enemy act. Because that World War 
statute carries no specific time 
limit, Truman could, if he chose, 
keep the restraints in force so long 
as the House bill did not become 
law.

The controls now in force require 
one-third down payments, with In­
stallments running no longer than 
15 months, on automobiles, stoves, 
mechanical dishwashers, ironers, re­
frigerators, washing machines, room 
unit air conditioners, radios, phono­
graphs. .sewing machines and vacu­
um cleaners. A 20 per cent down 
payment, with installments limited 
to 15 months, is required for furni­
ture and rugs.

The bill approved by the Senate 
w’ould extend ths controls to Dec­
ember 31, with no more than 20 
per cent required on down pay­
ments and installments to run two 
years.

Clark Urged To 
Clear Himself

WASHINGTON — (,P)— Senator 
Ferguson (R-Mich) said Wednesday 
that "in justice to himself’:, attor­
ney General Clark ought to help 
clear the way for a senatorial in­
vestigation into his. handluig of 
Kansas City vote fraud charges.

Ferguson’s call for a break in the 
solid Democratic opposition which 
has stalled Senate' action on a 
pending Inquiry resolution came 
on top of these other developments 
in the controversy:

1. Senator Hatch (D-Mich) lab­
elled as “politics” a charge by Re­
publican national chairman Carroll 
Reece the opposition party’.s “fren­
zied efforts” to prevent an inquiry 
oifer “conclusive evidence of Demo­
crat desperation on the eve of the 
1948 Pre.'jidential campaign.”

2. Senator Danger (R-ND) de­
fended Clark’s action in the Kan­
sas City case, shouting to the Sen­
ate that “if a federal gestapo from 
Washington runs elections, we will 
soon have the same control over 
elections as they have in foreign 
countries.”

3. With the GOP leadership still 
stymied in its efforts to get Senate 
action on the Inquiry resolution 
sponsored by Senator Kem (R-MO), 
Rep. Ploeser (R-MO) stood ready 
to introduce a similar proposal in 
the House where Republican control 
is such it could force speedy action.

The measure, which would waive 
provisions of law forbidding a 
Communist to become a citizen, 
still requires approval of the full 
committee. Its passage by the House 
and Senate, is improbable before 
the next Congressional session, be­
ginning in January.

Kravchenko, who Tuesday testi­
fied to the House unAmerican Ac­
tivities Committee all responsible 
Soviet officials in the United States 
are spies, told the judiciary group 
he fears for his life if he is not 
given the protection accorded 
American citizens.

“On July 11 of this year the Uni­
ted States ambassador Gen. Be­

U. S. S. R. minister of foreign af­
fairs, that the government of the 
United States proposed to call on 
Aug. 19 of this yeav, a conference 
for the preparation of a peace trea­
ty witli Japan, comprising repre­
sentatives of 11 powers, members 
of the far eastern commission.

“At the same time the U. S. gov­
ernment unilaterally begair negotia­
tions on this question with tlic 
governments of the remaining pow­
ers who are represented in the Far 
Eastern cofnmission.

Nevertheless, both the United 
States and the Netherlands itself 
have extended what, amounts to 
actual but unofficial recognition to

AMVETS GET CHARTER 
FROM CONGRESS

WASHINGTON —(/P)— President 
Truman Wednesday signed, legis­
lation providing a national charter 
for the American Veterans of 
World War II.

Ray Sawyer, AMVET national 
commander, said the action makes 
AMVETS the first World War II 
veterans organization to be recog­
nized officially by Congress.

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Calling 
the Security Council a “peri>etu- 
ally hung jury,” the American 
Legion Wednesday proposed an 
over-haul of the United Nations 
Charter to bobtail the big five 
veto and set up a “ tyranny- 
proof” world police force.

Climaxing a year of study, the 
Legion’s recommendations were 
forwarded in a letter to each 
member of Congress with this 
acknowledgement:

“ It may not be possible or ex­
pedient to attempt to bring about 
changes now, but we believe they 
suggest a goal which must be at­
tained in order that the united 
nations becomes fully effective.” 

The veterans organization con­
tended i t s recommendations 
would “lay a solid foundation for 
the elimination of the atomic 
tlrreat.” It said furthe# they ‘‘are 
indispensable to bring about an

adequate substitute for the grim 
rules of power politics.”

Specifically, the Legion pro­
posed three charter amendments 
designed to:

1. Give “more effective repre­
sentation of the nations” on the 
Security Council and abolish the 
veto in cases of aggression “or 
preparation for aggression.”

2. Give the Security Council 
“adequate powers” to prevent ag­
gressive war by creating iron clad 
international controls over atomic 
weapons and all other means of

ma.ss destruction.
3. Create “a powerful yet ty­

ranny proof” world police force.
These iDioposals followed closely 

an outcropping of congrc.ssional 
resolutions calling for a united 
nations charter revision confer­
ence.

The Legion suggested revamp­
ing the Security Council into a 
10-member body—two each from

the United States, Britain, and 
Russia, one each from France 
and China and two selected by 
the remaining member-states.

At present, Britain, Russia, 
France, China and this country 
are permanent members of the 
11-member council with each ex­
ercising veto power over any mat­
ter of “substance” before that 
body.

The Legion said the world po­
lice force—already envisioned un­
der the charter, but its formation 
stalled by disagreement over de­
tails—sliould consist of one ac­
tive international contingent and 
five national contingents ready 
to operate as reserves “wherever 
needed.”

'i’he international contingent, 
composed of volunteers fi’om the 
smaller member-states onl y,  
would “constitute a professional 
army, highly paid and highly 
trained and disciplmed.”

SINCLAIR-ATLANTIC TESTS 
AGAIN AT 1-66 UNIVERSITY

Sinclair Prairie Oil Company and 
The Atlantic Refining Company No. 
1-66 University, Central - North 
Crockett County Ellenburger discov­
ery, eight miles northeast of the 
Todd Deep field, and 1,980 feet from 
north and cast lines of section 30, 
block 46, University survey, was 
taking a drillste.m test to cun-ent 
total depth at 7,640 feet, in Ellen­
burger lime.

This project flowed oil at the 
rate of 80 barrels an hour on a drill- 
stem test at 7,512-62 feet, and 
flowed 12.5 barrels of oil in one 
hour frem 7,562-7,608 feet.

Final recovery from the drillstem 
test at 7,562-7,608 feet, was 900 feet 
of fluid—of which 730 feet was oil 
and 30 feet was sulphur wpter.

In order to try to locate the source 
of water, operators ran a one hour 
drillstem test at 7,598-7,608 feet. A 
small amount of gas showed at the 
sui-face throughout the 60 minutes 
of the test.

Recovery, when all the drill pipe 
had been broken down, was 35 feet 
of drilling mud, with no shows of 
oil, gas or water.

In­
formation on recovery , had not been 
received at the time this report was 
prepared.

Indonesian Fighting 
Is Evidence Anew Of 
Decline Of Empires

There is no dark mystery about 
the warfare which has erupted 
again between the Indonesian Re­
public and the imperial Dutch 
forces: it-'s just another of many 
indications that the day of empires 
is fading.

To understand the cause of the 
current crises we must go back a 
bit. The revolutionary Indonesian 
Republic has been the de facto gov­
ernment for the major portions of 
the rich islands of Java and Su­
matra since the Winter of 1945. 
Lengthy negotiations between the 
Dutch and the rebels (heavily itunc- 
tuated by warfare) finally resulted 
in an agreement whereby a United 
States of Inc's nesia, encompassing 
both the Republic and the remain­
der of the East Indies, would come 
into being in 1949.

This new nation was to have do­
minion status. Holland was to re­
tain a hand in foreign relations, 
defense, fiance and in subjects, of 
an economic or cultural nature. 
The queen of Holland also was :o 
be queen of the Dominion. Dis­
agreement over the method of im­
plementing the new government i.- 
credited with precipitating the lat­
est upheaval. However, I think we 
must go deeper than that. If we 
could look into the mind of (he 
Indonesian we likely .-should en­
counter some such reasoning 
thi.s:

“The Dutch and the Indonesians 
are racially as far apart as the 
poles. We have little in common. 
The queen of The Netlurlands is a 
benevolent and lovable personage, 
but she is not one of us. The mem­
bers of her government are fo r -!

Oldlimers' XIT

To Be Thursday

DALHART—(fP)—Dalhart’s annual 
Western-style celebration will open 
Thursday when the con-al gates 
swing open for the 11th amiual-XIT 
reunion—biggest celebration in the 
West based on the history of a 
ranch.

The three-day event is built 
around the? hi.story of the famous 
3,000,000 - acre Panhandle ranch 
which the state in the 1880s traded 
to two Chicago fmancier.s in return 
for the $3,000,000 red granite Capi­
tol at Austin, still the seat of Texas 
government.

Since 1912 the Chicago syndic,ate, 
foianed to operate the huge XIT 
and U.ock it with cattle, has sold 
the cattle and mo.st of the acreage, 
the latter going into smaller ranches 
and farms. However, the old origi­
nal No. 1 division headquarters still 
stands at Buffa'o Springs, 40 miles 
north of Dalhart. There were, in 
all, seven division headquarters.

The reunion was -started in Fort 
Worth in 1936 by a group of me-i 
and women who had once worked 
for the ranch. That group has 
steadily grown and ha.s formed : 
self into the XIT association, an 
organization open only to person.̂  
who have at some time worked for 
the XIT, In 1937, the reunion came 
to Dalhart and the as.sociation voted 
to make this the permanent e- 
union home.

This co.st to the county was estimated at $6,400, about 
50 per cent of the. total cost. Property owners along the 
route will, have-to join with the county in footing the pav­
ing bill. The price seems in line with current paving 
co.sts in Midland. A paving contractor is ready to do the 
job and equipment and materials are available for a lim­
ited time.

Judge Keith said the court has not been approached
officially by any group concerning the project.

Operation and maintenance expenditures in 1945 
amounted to $3,832, and in 1946, $2,3.22. No charge is 
made lor upkeep of the lots and the county is under no 
obligation to maintain them.

, Man-Made Rain Said 
To Have Been Made 
By Dropping Dry Ice

PHOENIX—PP)—The Arizona Re­
public .said in a copyright story re­
cently dry ice dropped from an air­
liner on a cloud over Roosevelt Dam 
had precipitated a heavy downpour 
of rain.

The story, datelined Roosevelt 
Dam, Aiiz., said "thousands of tons 
of water” were estimated to have 
been precipitated onto mountains 
behind Lake Roosevelt.

"It was the first attempt to uti­
lize in the arid de.sert a technique 
for precipitating moisture out of 
clouds developed only last whiter 
by Vincent J. Schaefer, outstanding 
scientist of the General Electric 
Companyi'” thie Rispublic said. 
"Schaefer's experiments concerned 
snow. Monday for the first time the 
process was used to make rain on a 
large scale in the Southwest.”

The story w'as written by Harvey 
L. Mott, managing editor of the 
Republic, who witnessed the experi­
ments from tlic ground.

Mott said 500 pounds of ice was 
in iiellet form and was dropped in 
batchas of 100 pounds each. The 
first batch was dropped-on a cloud 
about 20 miles long and from this 
cloud rain fell for longer than 25 
minutes.

"The entire cloud was precipita­
ted,” Mott said.

He quoted Dr. Robert J. Hannelly, 
dean of Phoenix Junior College, as 
saying the experiment needs “more 
trials and more strategically placed 
observers in other planes and on 
the ground.”

the big puzzle surrounding the 
recent, unsolved Hollywood mur­
der of Siegel.

As revealed fn secret testimony 
before a U. S. Commissioner, 
Siegel was called one of two 
“original Investors” in the club. 
Del Webb, part owner of the New 
York Yankees, was one of the 
conti-actors on the job. He later 
helped the final financing of it. 
Gus Greenbaum and William H. 
Wilkerson, publisher of a Holly­
wood trade paper, also were in­
vestors.

The whole question of whether 
construction of the Flamingo Club 
would continue finally hinged on 
the technicality of whether it was 
one building or two.

Between Oct. 10, 1945, when 
War Production Board controls 
over construction materials were 
removed, and March 26, 1946,
when the veterans’ housing pro­
gram went into effect, there were 
no controls of construction. Siegel 
started his gamiiling casino dur­
ing that time.- Gambling is legal 
in Nevada.

CPA, then the sucicessor and re­
conversion comiterpart of WPB, 
ruled that individual buildmgs 
which had been .started during the 
no-control period could be fin­
ished. But if there were additional 
buildings in a project, such as in 
a tourist coiu;t, no new miits or 
buildings in it could bo started.

CPA inspectors watched con­
struction of the Flamingo Club 
clo.sely. One day, in the summer of 
’46 they noted that a foundation 
was being made, apparently for 
another building, some distance 
from the actual casino building. 
On Aug. 7, 1946, CPA notified 
the contractors on the job that 
wltliin seven days tliey would 
liavc to apiicar before a special 
U. S. Commissioner In Las Vegas 
to show reason why the new con- 
.slruction shouldn't be halted for 
being in violation of the veterans’ 
housing program.

At subsequent hearings before 
Commissioner William B. Owens, 
a law professor at Stanford, the 
Flamingo Club backers were rep­
resented by five linns of top-notch ' 
lawyers. Representing CPA was a 
young Navy veteran, Gordon J. 
McKenzie. Siegel’s lawyers claimed 
the new construction was merely

part of the Flamingo Club. Being 
one building, the Flamingo Club at­
torneys contended, it could legally 
be finished March 26,- 1946.
Bribe Hint

The chief government witness 
v/as J. T. Martin, a CPA official 
and former New York architect 
and registered engineer. He testi­
fied before Commissioner Owens 
that in his opinion, the new con­
struction was in fact a ^separate 
building and its construction 
should therefore be halted.

During the hearings, an FBI 
agent called on Owens. He told 
Owens of Siegel’s alleged con­
nections with the underworld and 
said the Government had long 
been seeking to put Siegel be­
hind bars. The agent .said he haii 
reason to belive that Siegel 
would offer Owens a bribe to 
render a decision favorable to 
the Flamingo Club project. He 
asked Owens to accept the bribe 
and in that way establi.sh an 
air-tight case against Siegel.

I
called Washington and asked to  ̂
be taken off the case. He said he  ̂
didn’t want to be party to any 
such scheme with possible dan­
ger to his family. But he was 
persuaded to stay on the case.

Owens then announced at one 
of the hearings that he was ask­
ing the American Institute of 
Architects to appoint an Inde­
pendent expert to give an opin­
ion on whether the Flamingo 
Club was ■ one or two buildings. 
The institute . appointed Ernest 
Born, a prominent San Francisco 
ftrchiect. Born decided that the 
club was one building. And Owens 
made hi.s final decision on that 
advice. It permitted the Flamingo 
Club to be finished.

CPA officials were surprised, 
however, that Owens hadn’t told 
them 16 days beforehand that he 
intended to rule against them. 
According to CPA officials it was 
the practice of Commissioners to 
do this in order to give CPA time 
to prepare an appeal and ask for 
a ruling from another Commis­
sioner. This practice of a 10-day 
notice was not a legal necessity.

Of cour.se, 
looking at all of the cards, you wiU 
say that the club finesse is the cor­
rect play. And it is—but why?

Weiss’ rea.soning is that if the 
king of clubs is in the East hand, 
the club finesse is the correct play 
whether East’s holding is the king 
and one, the king thi-ee times, four 
times, or even eight times. But 
the heart finesse will accomplish

TINY IKT FIGHTER

WASHINGTON —i/P)— The first 
jet-propelled •‘parasitic’’ fighter in 
history, designed to be carried in
the belly of the mammoth B-36 
army bomber, is expected to make 
its initial flight in September.

The little bomber escort, known 
as the XP-85, is being built by Mc­
Donnell Aircraft Corp., St. Louis.

Persons familiar with the tiny 
craft give this general description:

Its wingspan is around 20 feet 
and length about 15 feet, to give it 
the appearance of a bee. The en­
gine is a small but powerful Wes- 
tinghouse turbojet.

The w'ings fold, as on carrier- 
ba.sed navy fighters, to permit the 
plane to be hauled into the bomb­
er’s belly.

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Rockefeller Ready To Spend Millions On Plans He Hopes Will Belter World's Living Standards
NEW YORK —(NEA)— Nelson 

Rockefeller’s grandfatlier made mil­
lions and gave away dimes as a 
hobby. But Nelson, after a distin­
guished career In public .service, is 
preparing to spend millions on an 
experiment that he hopes will raise 
the standard of living throughout 
the world.

Starting in Venezuela and Bra­
zil, the 39-ycar-old grandson of 
John D. is ready to begin .spend­
ing oil, money—liis own, his 
brothers' and that of tv/o pe­
troleum companies—to provide bet­
ter food, more healthful living con­
ditions, better jobs and better op­
portunities for the world’s un­
der-privileged.

Rockefeller and his associates 
deny that their plan is an attempt 
to fight Communism with dollars. 
It was conceived, they insist, long 
before there was any apparent

need for combatting Communist 
expansionism.

“You might call it ‘reasonable 
capitalism,’ ’’ says Francis A. 
Jamieson, one ol the a.ssociates.

His idea is partly good neigh­
borliness, conceived before World 
War II and perfected during the 
years he served as Co-ordinator 
for Inter-American Affairs and as 
Assistant Secretary of State for 
Latin American Affairs.

But it goes much deeper. He 
believes that venture capital, fol­
lowing in the trail he is Irlazing 
can make reasonable iirofits from 
untapped sources. And he is con­
vinced that by building up the 
bad economic conditions of other 
parts of the world he can help 
pre.serve this country’s high stan­
dard of living.

economy in other parts of the 
world,” he explains. “We cannot 
hope to keep the high level of 
production and employment which 
is the basis of our present standard 
of living, unless we help raise the 
world standard of living so that 
other peoples can and will buy from 
us.”

Having mulled over his idea 
for years, as .soon as Rockefeller 
left the State Department he got 
together with his brothers and 
planned a concrete program. The 
initial planning cost between one 
and two million dollars. They 
got the cooperation of two oil 
companies, which will put up 
$I3,0tf0,000 but will have abso­
lutely no control over how the 
money is spent.

The Rockefeller scheme has two 
liarts. One is non-profit. This will 
be handled by the American In­
ternational AKociation for Eco-

(the AIA). A third of the oil 
companies’ money is an outright 
gift to the AIA.

The AIA will cooperate with 
local governments to establish 
rural demonstration and seed 
farms, to experiment with crop 
rotation, to provide training pro­
grams of various types, such as 
the agricultural extension serv­
ices do in this countiy.

It intends to supplement 54 co­
operative agreements which the 
U. S. Institute of Inter-American 
Affairs has with Latin American 
governments covering agriculture, 
education, public health and the 
like.

“To illustrate how it will work.” 
says Rockefeller, “ consider the 
matter of fresh water in the Am­
azon valley during the war.

“In three of the most import­
ant rubber area towns the U. S. 
installed filter systems. As a re-

nomic and Social Development suit, 15 other towns in the Ama-

zon valley came to u.s and .said: 
’Look. If you will put in such 
systems for us, we will raise the 
money to pay for them.’ We did, 
and health and sanitation condi­
tions were hnproved in all these 
towns.

“We belive that the demon­
stration farms and similar pro- 
gram.s of the AIA v/ill create 
similar spreading interest in other 
lines.”

The other phase of tlie program 
is frankly money-making. It will 
be handled by the International 
Basic Economy Corix)iation and 
subsidairies for each country, of 
which two—for Venezuela and 
Brazil—have been formed al­
ready.

But these will not seek enter­
prises where the greatest profits 
can be made. They will enter 
those fields where there seems to 
be the greatest need for goods or 
services to benefit the greatest 
number of persons.

“We will get a picture, in each 
country, of the most urgent 
needs,” Rockefeller says “W e 
will determine the areas where 
there are shortages of producoj)n 
—either in goods or in services 
or both.

“We will create corporations, 
to operate on sound business 
principles for reasonable profits, 
to supply the needed goods and 
services. These also should create 
new wealth and therefore new 
capital, should expand the eco­
nomies of the countries and raise 
their standard of living.

“We shall organize and operate 
the corporations in cooperation 
with local interests. Half the cap­
ital will be raised locally. As 
soon as we are .satisfield that they 
are running successfully, we shall 
sell our interest to local people. 
Technical Service

“I believe that among other 
things we can persuade other 
capital, now reluctant to risk such 
investments, that they are safe 
and Sound.” '

As a third program there will 
be a technical advisory service.

“For instance, the people of 
.some country might come to us* 
and say they need new highways, 
ports or other public services. We 
would advise them on a lunited 
fee basis. We would obtain lor 
them the best technical service 
available in the U. S. We would

figure costs and anange on financ­
ing. We would help them get 
bids, look after purchasing, and 
if necessary find the best operat­
ing and managerial personnel.
