Batoeradja was Sseized intact
without resistance, the announce-
ment said, and asserted the oc-
cupation of the Shell and Stan-
dard Vacuum oil holdings there
was being consolidated.

Monday’s Dutch communique in-
dicated the Netherlands were con-
tinuing to follow the strategy of
trying to isolate East and West
Java—the richest rubber, coffee, tea
and rice producing areas on the is-
land, and to cut off the great oil-
fields of South Sumatra in similar
fashion.

But Meigs, who headed the WPB

aircraft division, told the Seaate
War Investigating Committee he
knew of no “political pressure”
which forced the letting of a con-
tract to Kaiser and Howard Hughes,
manufacturer, for ithe
ship despite oppositionn of the air-
craft industry and practically every
government agency concerned.
The project, proposed in 1942 when
submarine sinkings were causing
great concern, ‘sounded good to the
man in the street,” the witness said.
Three Developments
As a subcommittee launched a
public investigation into the Kaiser-
Hughes contract, there were these
other developments:
1. Hughes notified the commif-
tee his globe-trotting publicity man,
John Meyer, will be available this
week for testimony. The commit-
tee already has heard in closed ses-
sions Meyer’s story of expenditures
for entertainment of government cf-
ficials and others.

2. Senator  Brewster (R - Ma),
chairman of the committee, told
reporters he had accepted free air
transportation from Hughes, Holly-
wood millionaire who heads the
‘rrans worid Airiine, but enly for
the convenience of Hughes in cou-
ferring on the committee’s work.

Hughes charged Monday in an
open letter the Maine Senator had
made trips on which the ordinary
charges would be $1,400.

3. Meigs testified he' told Hughes
in 1942 if the Kaiser-conceived plane
was not built on  time Hughes
“would be blamed by the public and
politicians.”

Meigs, who had described Kaiser's
plan for a 200-ton flying boat as
“fantastic,” said under questioning
by Chairman Ferguson (R-Mich) of
the subcommittee WPB officials
“knew that Mr. Kaiser was Very
close to the White' House, that he
was active in publicity and that he
regarded himself as a miracle man.”

Meyer had ween reported out of
the country, and the subcommittee
previously had been making efforts
to find him to issue a summons,
Still Not Ready

“This flying bhoat project was
initiated to aid in the war effort,”
Ferguson declared. “Now, two
years after tiie end of the war, and
almost five years since the begin-

ning of the project, the boat has
not yet been flown,
The other Hughes contract, he

continued, was one with the War
Department for 101 photo-recon-
naissance planes at a cost of about °
$70,000,000. That phase of the con-
tract calling for 98 production mod-

els was later cancelled, but the
Hughes Tool Co. continued work
on two experimental models, he

said.

“On July 7, 1946, the first experi-
mental plane crashed on its initial
test flight,” Ferguson said. “The
Hughes Tool Company is now test-
ing the second experimental plane,
but that plane has not as yet been
accepted or delivered to the Army
Air Forces.

Washburn, the expe-
dition’s leader, became . the first
woman . to . climb Alaska’s and
North America’s  highest peak.
And 20,270 feet ‘up its' icy side
she - provided ' the expedition with
strawberry desserts and kept in
touch* with her: three- children at
home by radio.

Mrs. Washburn spent’ 72 days
on Mt. McKinley with the expe-

dition, carried a 30-pound pack
daily over giant glaciers without
complaint, cooked and tested

WAC clothing.

The clothing provided the only
basis for complaint. She found
it “all right for around a post but

not for rugged wear in the
Arctic.”

The expedition probably was
the best fed in history. The
Army Air Force dropped: them
hundreds of pounds of fresh-

frozen fruits and vegetables. These
Mrs. Washburn cooked in . pressure
cookers over a gasoline stove. Des-
pite the mountain climbing, all
members of the expedition gained
weight.
Washburn, director of the Bos-
ton Museum. of National History,
and his wife are veteran mountain
climbers;. Seven years ago they
honeymooned on an Alaskan moun-
tain. This year they had an anni-
versary party high on Mt. McKinley
and served ice cream and angel
cake flown in by Army bomber.

On- the Jreacherous-descent along
a ‘ knife-like ridge, with a sheer
drop of 10,000 feet on one side and
4000 on the other, 10 of the ex-
plorers were- roped together -in
groups of five. One man slipped off
and was hauled back by his com-
rades.

But so highly does Washburn
regard his - wife’s abilities among
the peaks that they came down

alone, rather than in one of the
groups.

“T don’'t know what good I
would have been if he had
slipped,” Mrs. Washburn con-
fesses.  “We would both have

gone over the cliff.”

The new inflationary contract which the operators
signed is, of course, in- direct contradiction to "che_ pohcy
which Woll announced. Lewis has not stopped with try-
ing to tie wages to high prices. He has soar'ed above those
high prices with a wage increase that will drag prices
with it. i

The UMW president figures that, with all benefits in-
cluded, the miners’ pay has actually been increased by
$3.54 a day. If 400,000 miners work 40 five-day weeks
in the coming year, that $3.54 a day will mean an adc}ed
cost to the operators of $283,200,000. You're not going
to get any price reductions with that kind of an increase—
not in any 1tem that uses coal or steel in its production.

There have been charges that this contract represents
collusion between Lewis and the big coal operators. It
has been suggested that the latter knew that the added
cost would be passed along in higher prices, and that the¥y
didn’t care much.

Yet what could the operators do? They had the
choice of signing this contract and adding to inflation or
risking another paralyzing strike. One can scarcely blame
them for their decision under those circumstances.

Now it only remains to be seen how often Lewis will
condescend to let his minors work. The slick clause in the
agreement, whereby the miners will work when they are
“willing and able,” guarantees no performance on their
part. ;

Perhaps the “willing and able” clause will run into
trouble with the new Taft-Hartley Labor Law. But one
thing is certain. Under this law which he has denounced
so thunderously, Lewis has put through what he admits is
the best contract in the history of ‘““free collective bar-
gaining.”

This notable achievement puts another hand into
every purse and pocket so that less than .3 per cent of our
population may benefit slightly at the expense of all the
rest of the nation.

Expensive Vacation

A two-weeks vacation of the 150,000 members of the
CIO Amalgamated Clothing Workers stopped production
of men’s clothing in the nation. The mass vacation, the
union president states, will cost the employers about $19,-
000,000.

The statement seems to us unfortunate, and for two
reasons. First, it indicates a state of mind which sees the
holiday less as a deserved rest for the workers than as a
chance to slap an unofficial fine on the bosses.

In the second place, we think the statement tends to
deceive the public and the union membership. Probably
the mass vacation isn’t really going to cost the employers
a penny. The $19,000,000 is simply an added labor cost
that will be reflected in higher prices for men’s ¢lothing—
including the clothing that the members of the clothing
workers union must buy.

Certainly the clothing workers, and all workers, de-
serve a vacation. But the insistence on this mass walkout
for a fortnight’s recreation adds to the living costs of
practically all men in the country—with the possible ex-
ception of the manufacturers of men’s clothing.

Secrets—Tell Them Or Keep Them

Senator Hickenlooper, who revealed the theft of doc-
uments from the Los Alamos atom bomb project, hints
that there is more to the story than that. He has spoken
mysteriously of national and international developments
of vital importance.” He has warned that additional ve-
sponsibilities, studies and investigations must be under-
taken in connection with our atomic secrets.

It seems to us that it might be better if he would ox-
plain these hints and warnings or, if that is impossible,
say nothing publicly. Senator Hickenlooper is too intelli-
gent and responsible a man to indulge in this childish “T
know a secret” attitude. It only increases the public an-
xiety without contributing anything to the public knowl-
edge.
