Only three hours before the an-
nouncement, the British Foreign
Office’s press section disclaimed all
knowledge of Mikolajezyk’s where-
abouts.

In unofficial quarters in London,
there had been. a firm conviction
that Mikolajezyk would turn up in
Britain. During a portion of the
war Mikolajczyk served as premier
of the exiled Polish government in
London.

He left . Britain more than two
vears ago at the behest of Winston
Churchill, theén prime minister, to
return to Poland to take part in the
fermation of a “previsional govern-
ment of national unity.” Ultimately
he became the spearhead of the
opposition to the Moscow-supported
regime in Warsaw.

Giant Sky Boat
Soars Into Air
In Initial Test

LONG BEACH, CALIF. —(P)—
Howard Hughes’ $25,000,000 flying
lumberyard has tested 'its wings,
and they work.

Acting on impulse, the million-

surrounding Miko-

aire sportsman - film producer-
plane-maker - tool manufacturer
took the 400,000-pound plywood

giant aloft Sunday at the end of
what he earlier had announced
would he a mere taxiing test.

The dark-haired, 43-year-old
Hughes had made two taxi runs
over the choppy surface of Los An-
geles-Long Beach harbor while a
throng of thousands “ohed and
ahed” over the plywood boat’s im-
mensity. Then, on the third run,
after its eight 3,000-horsepower en-
gines had speeded it to about 100
miles an hour, Hughes eased back
on the hydraulic controls, and the
monster was airborne.

“The buoyancy felt so good that
I decided to take it up,” Hughes
grinned at an informal press con-
ference immediately afterward.
Thoroughly Satisfied

Some thirty of Hughes’ aides—
technicians, engineers and observ-
ers—were aboard the plane, larg-
est ever made, on its maiden flight.
In the co-pilot’s seat was Dave
Grant, Los Angeles, Hughes' chief
hydraulic engineer. An observer for
the Civil Aeronautics Administra-
tion. also was aboard.

Hughes said he is “thoroughly
satisfied” with the performance of
the craft, which flew approxi-
mately a mile at a maximum
height of about 70 feet. Earlier in
the day he told a news conforence

he couldn't be certain that his
great craft, 219 feet long with a |
wing span of 320 feet, would fly

at all.

 LONDON —(#)—Britain’s
major party leaders rallied
their forces for a new period
of intense political activity
Monday as they took stock of re-
turns from Saturday’s municipal
elections, which observers of all
leanings agreed had resulted in a
setback for the ruling Labor Party.

Complete returns from the 388
English and Welsh boroughs voting
showed the Conservatives made a
net gain of 621 seats and Labor
sustained a nst loss, of 652.

Labor Party leaders frankly ad-
mitted the outcome was *“disap-
pointing,” and Conservatives ac-
claimed the result as a sharp
swing  to. the right which showed
the handwriting on the wall.

Even the staunchest Conserva-
tive organs, however, refrained
Monday from backing editorially

the demands of Winstéon Churchill
and Conservative Party Chairman
Lord Woolton for a national elec-
tion to throw the Labor govern-
ment out.

Vote Shows Discontent

Lord Woolton said the elections
showed that “the voters of the
country have no confidence in
the government.”

While opinions on the signifi-
cance of the Conservative gains
were divided, most observers ex-
pressed the opinion that the voting
reflected growing public discon-
tent with shortages and restric-
tions— climaxed by reduction in
the bacon ration to one ounce a
week and the elimination of gaso-

line allowances for non-essential |
motoring.
Labor Party spokesmen mini-

mized the importance of the vot-
ing and made plain the government
had no intention of altering its
legislative program for the coming
yvear—which includes further na-
tionalization of vital industries and
curtailment of the historic powers
of the House of Lords.

Hear Both Sides

Of late years, there has heen growing .pul)lic' resent-
ment about the conduct of congressional investigations.

This perhaps has been most apparent in connection with | -

what still is thought of as the “Dies Committee.” :

Much criticism of that committee has been inspired
and cleverly propagated by the extreme left-wing, spark-
plugged by Communists who used their customary smear
tactics to draw red herrings over fresh trails. But much
also has originated with the middle-roaders and even
with generally conservative persons who thought the com-
mittee often did the right thing in the worst way. And
there has been reasoned criticism of the tactics of many
other committees.

Federal Judge Simon H. Rifkind of New York recent-
Iy instructed a grand jury that the congressional com-
mittee methods are contrary to the American conception
of justice, because the investigators do not heec ‘“‘one of
the maxims of our democracy that it is better that 100
guilty men escape than that one innocent man should suf-
fer punishment.”

We concur in the feeling that congressional investi-

gating committees should mend their ways, but we do not
o along with Judge Rifkind’s particular ideas.
" The judge would have committees operate with the
same strait-jacket and blinders that often make the ad-
ministration of justice in the courts a mockery. He thinks
they should observe the “rules of evidence” and the “rule
of probable cause,” and not consider ‘rumor, gossip, sur-
mise.”

The jurist’s erstwhile law partner, Senator Robert
Wagner, could tell him that there is a vast difference be-
tween the legitimate goal of a legislative investigating
committee and that of a criminal court.

The eommittee is seeking data on which to base the
text of new laws or of amendments to existing statutes.
The court is determining whether to punish somebody for
an illegal act, and if so, how severely,

We are committed to the judicial thesis that it is
better to acquit many villains than to convict one man,
however vicious and anti-social, of maybe the only crime
in his neighborhood he didn't commit. With that in mind
we have permitted lawyer-legislators to enact a code that
makes the trial of any defendant a chess game between
counsel.

Notwithstanding the many serious abuses of which
the “Dies” and other committees have been guilty, their
fault was not in receiving and even considering evidence
that, under Judge Rifkind’'s rules of evidence, is hearsay,
incompetent, irrelevant and immaterial—rumor, gossip,
quesswork and surmise.

Their fault is that their hearings are, as the lawyver
would say, ex parte. Only one side is heard. The wit-
ness is expected to answer questions which bring out what
the committee wants, but he is not permitted to present
rebuttal himself or through his own witnesses. This
.\’\'()l‘ks frequent injustice against him. Even more serious,
it often deprives Congress of all the facts to which its
members are entitled,
