Truman Sees No 
Cause For Stopping 
Shipments To Russia

WASHINGTON —(JP)— President 
Truman said he sees no reason to 
stop the sale of heavy machinery 
and farm equipment to Russia at 
this time.

Questioned at a news conference 
about such shipments, Truman said 
the Soviet government has a pur­
chasing commission here and has 
been allowed to purchase machinery 
for the rehabilitation of electric 
dams destroyed by the Germans, as 
well as the farm equipment.

’The Russians have purchased 
$113,700,000 in goods from this coun­
try during the first nine months of 
this year. Included was several mil­
lion dollars worth of industrial ma­
chinery.

Russia also got 216 freight cars 
valued at $1,240,000 from this coun­
try between April and October, 
Commerce Department records 
show, but who made the sales is a 
puzzle.

Officials surmised tire Russians 
bought them from Americans, who 
in turn had bought them from the 
War Assets Administration, possibly 
on veterans’ or other preferences for 
surplus goods.

Russia Threalens Break With Iran 
Following Voiding Of Oil Agreement

MCSCOW—(/P)—Russia charged 
Friday that Iran, by voiding a 1946 
agreement granting oil concessions 
to the Soviet Union, was guilty of 
“hostile activity x x x incompati­
ble with norma  ̂ relations between 
two nations."

A strong note, delivered to Pre­
mier Ahmed Qavain in Tehran 
Thursday and made public by the 
Russian press and radio Friday, 
accused the Iranian government of 
“ treacherously violating obligation,s 
and gross discrimination against 
the U.S.S.R."

’The note—described as a “reso­
lute protest’’—deiclared Iran must 
now be responsible for “ the conse­
quences of its actions.’’

It was sent as a result of the 
Iranian Parliament’s nullification

on October 22 of an agreement 
signed April 4, 1946, by Qavam 
and Russian Ambassador Ivan 
Sadchikov, under which a joint 
Soviet-Iranian oil company would 
have been formed for exploration 
and exploitation of oil in North­
ern Iran.

The note was in response to a 
message from Qavam dated Nov­
ember 5, advising Russia of the 
parliament’s vote voiding the 
agreement.

“The Soviet Government," the 
Russian note said, “cannot pass 
by the fact that the decision of 
the Majlis (parliament), while 
British concessions in the South 
of Iran are being preserved, is an 
act of rude discrimination against 
the UB.S.R."

AmerLcan Aid And Socialism
American aid should not be used to further nation­

alization of European industry, says the National Associa­
tion of Manufacturers. In a set of recommendations pre­
sented to President Truman, the NAM also urges that ex­
isting .state enterprises .should be freed of political con­
trol, and that American dollars be given to “ private com­
petitive enterprises” in the participating foreign countries 
rather than to governments or their agencies.

These recommendations may seem to bind the whole 
jirogram of aid with some rather tight strings. But they 
do taiikle a que.stion which must be faced, and which is 
likely to increase in importance as Secretary Marshall’s 
proposal moves from the planning to the operational .stage.

The most obvious weakness of aid restrictions is that 
they would give the Ru.s.sian propaganda guns a supply of 
fresh ammunition. Of course, the Soviet government will 
keep on attacking our aid program anyway. But controls, 
such as the NAM propose.s, would tend to support the 
Russian charges that the Marshall Plan’s purpose is ro 
dictate the domestic economic policies of We.stern Euro­
pean governments.

In the case of England, the voters chose a government, 
by a large majority, which pledged itself to a limited pro­
gram of state sociali.sm. If the American government 
should follow the NAM suggestions, it would withhold aid 
from the nationalized British coal industry, which is one 
of the weakef5t links in that country’s industrial economy 
and badly in need of assi.stance.

At the same time, it would be unwise for this govern­
ment to pour money and goods into Europe without any 
control over their use. As Harold Stassen has pointed 
out, the protection and promotion of individual liberties 
is also a part of the American policy of assistance.

Thus far, nationalized inclustry has not solved the 
postwar problems of any country seeking American aid. 
If that aid should be used to extend state sociali.sm, and 
if, under a broader sociali.stic program, Europe’s pligljt
should grow even wor.se, nobody would win.

♦ ♦ *

Besides pre.serving individual freedom, the main pur­
poses of our European aid program are to relieve imme­
diate physical hardship and promote long-range economic 
recovery, without weakening ourselves. The concern is 
with people, not theories.

So it .seems to us that American goods and money 
should not be used to capitalize new socialistic enterpri.ses 
that have no guarantee of .succe.ss. At the same time it 
does not seem right to withhold aid from nationalized 
industries now in exi.stence, or to give arbitraiy preference 
to private concerns in every case.

The chief administrative problem likely may be to 
avoid giving European Communists propaganda material 
that non-Communists will believe, and at the same time 
to avoid sub.sidizing the socialization of Western Europe. 
The American government will have to proceed cai'efully 
and, if possible, gracefully.

UMT Backers Expect 
Victory Next Year

WASHINGTON — (JP) — Con­
gressional advocates of universal 
military training believe the for­
eign economic crisis has strength- 
ed their hand.

While they do not plan to press 
for action during the current spe­
cial session, they feel that Con­
gress may be willing early next 
year to make every able-bodied 
young male citizen eligible for 
compulsory military training.

“There has always been a need 
for it,” said Rep. Vinson (D-of 
Georgia), top minority member of 
the House Armed Services Com­
mittee. “What has happened in 
Europe in recent months has made 
that need more apparent.”

The Armed Services Committge 
last summer recommended that 
Congress enact training legisla­
tion, but the issue did not reach 
the floor of either chamber for 
debate.

“We do not intend to ask for 
it during the special session,” Vin­
son told a newsman. “But it cer­
tainly will be called up early in 
1948. If ever there was a neces­
sity to be prepared for any even­
tuality, it is now.”
