Sun Oil Company No. 1-J. B. 
Walker, Northwest Coke County 
prospector, four miles south and a 
little west of the Jameson field, and 
660 feet from southeast and south­
west lines of the L. C. Brockhuy- 
sen survey No. 526, was drilling 
ahead under 6,200 feet in a lime in 
the Pennsylvanian.

It ran a 38 minute drillstem test 
at 6,123-75 feet.

J. W. McMlllen No. 1 J. H. Em­
mons, East-Centi'al Ector County 
wildcat, five miles south of Odessa, 
and approximately one and one 
half miles south of the nearest pro­
ducer on the .south side of the 
South Cowden field, and 660 feet 
from north and west lines of sec­
tion 8, block 42, TP survey, T-3-S, 
was bottomed at 4,300 feet in 
lime and was waiting on plug to 
cm-e on 7-inch casing which had 
been set at 4,261 feet, with 250 
sacks of cement.

Bevin Condemns 
Red Propaganda

LONDON —(/P)— British Foreign 
Secretary Ernest Bevin said Thurs­
day Russia’s “hostile propaganda,” 
during the London Conference of 
the Big Pour Foreign Ministers 
Council, had “made it impossible 
to get to grips with the fundamen­
tal principles involved.”

In a formal report to the House 
of Commons, Bevin also charged 
that Soviet opposition to participa­
tion by her neighboring countries 
in the Marshail Plan “is violating 
the free choice of free states and 
is an interference with their inde­
pendence and sovereignty.”

Just as he told Soviet Foreign 
Minister V. M. Molotov himself, 
near the close of the talks Monday, 
Bevin reported to the House that 
“we were met with a number of 
long speeches and unjustified and 
false accusations.”

Trygve Lie, secretary gen­
eral of the United Nations, 
announced Thursday he had 
called a meeting of the newly cre­
ated five-nation Pa'estine Commis­
sion for January 7.

The ccmmiss’on was established 
by the recent General Assembly to 
supervise the partition of the Holy 
Land into separate Jewish and 
Arab countries.

Lie told a new conference none 
of the five countries on the com­
mission yet had named their rep­
resentatives, but that he had urged 
them to expedite their decisions. 
The countries are Denmark, Pan­
ama, Czechoslovakia, Bolivia and 
the Philippines.

Lie said he sent each of them a 
telegram December 12 and was send­
ing them another Thursday.

No date could be set for the com­
mission’s departure for Palestine, 
Lie said, until after the first meet­
ing. He said the secretarial staff 
would be ready to leave for the Holy 
Land at any time the commission 
was ready.

JERUSALEM—(/P)—Arabs cordon­
ing Jerusalem's Jaffa Gate Thurs­
day captured and killed a 30-year- 
old Jew who tried to slip through 
the Arab quarter to reinforce Jews 
garrisoning the Old City’s Hebrew 
quarter.

Poiice said the Jew’s bullet rid­
dled body was found near St. Steph­
en’s Gate several hours after his 
capture. A short time later, a 16- 
year-old Arab boy was shot to deafn 
in the same area by assailants of­
ficially listed as “unknowns.”

These deaths brought to 266 the 
toll of fatalities in the Holy Land 
since Jewish-Arab strife broke out 
there 17 days ago.

Many From

Alomic Energy 
Discussions Now 
In "Third Stage

LAKE SUCCESS—(/P)—The Uni­
ted States and Russia turned 
Thursday to their third struggle 
over atomic energy, with a U. S. 
delegate predicting Russia might 
eventually change her mind and 
join other nations in a sweeping 
world pact controlling the atom.

The working committee of the 
United Nations Atomic Energy 
Commission was called to meet to 
plan work on the third phase of its 
long search for atomic agreement.

As the delegates completed prep­
arations for this meeting, Fred­
erick H. Osborn, U. S. deputy of 
the Atomic Commission, : told a 
news conference in his Manhattan 
office that the Kremlin had made 
a “number of basic, economic and 
political mi.stakes.” He said he felt 
there is “great Ignorance” in the 
Kremlin on the sincerity of pro­
posals for an international atomic 
development authority, 'backed by 
the U. S. and approved by 10 other 
members of the 12-nation commis­
sion.

Declaring he had not heard a 
word from the Russians and that 
neither the Russians nor the U. S. 
delegates had made any attempt to 
settle their differences since the 
last commission meeting in Septem­
ber, Osborn said no one country de­
sires to take the responsibility of 
breaking off the atomic talks.

He said, instead, that the U. S. 
was anxious to continue negotia­
tions.

Japanese Policy Plan 
Termed 'Too Severe'

WASHINGTON —(A’)— llic  Stat e 
Department plans to give the Sen­
ate Appropriations Committee a 
confidential look at a policy plan 
for Japan, which some Congre.ss 
members would reduce the Asiatic 
nation to an agricultural state.

Senator Knowland (R-Calif), who 
disclosed this, said he believes the 
Senate should find out “who drafted 
this directive, whether Gen. Douglas 
MacArthur was consulted in ad­
vance about it and whether it .’e- 
mains a part of our policy in deal­
ing with Japan.”

State Department officials asked 
that the directive be liept secret un­
til they have had a chance to ask 
other nations on the Far Eastern 
Commission whether they approve 
making it public. The commission 
fixes allied nations policy toward 
Japan.

AUSTIN— (/P)— The State 
Highway Commission will 
spend an estimated $6,330,- 
500 from State Road Fund
reserves to improve 1,456 miles of 
Texas highways, it has announced.

The program includes 169 sep­
arate projects

Asphalt roads will claim most of 
the improvements, including reshap­
ing, widening, bridge widening, 
building stable shoulders, eliminat­
ing sharp curves, resurfacing deter­
iorating pavements and others.

Work is scheduled to begin in the 
Spring and Summer months of next 
year, when weather conditions are 
more favorable for construction 
work, the commission said in its 
announcement.

Included among the projects is;
Ector County—additional surfac­

ing on U. S. 80 from the Crane 
County line to east of Penwell, 12 
miles. Estimated cost, $75,000.

WASHINGTON—(/P)—The govern­
ment will make another try Friday 
to win a settlement which would 
ward off a strike of 50,000 AFL 
Western Union employes, set for 5

Walker’s 11th hour elevation 
meant the Southwest Conference, 
which used to produce the nation’s

top passing stars, this year boasted 
the country’s champions in kick 
runbacks.

Walker dominated the kickoff re­
trievers.

Both sophomores, they won their ' 
titles in their last game of the 
season—against each other. Walker 
brought three kic^pffs back 169 
yards, the last of which was a 77- 
yarder that set up the last-minute 
tieing touchdown. And Berry re­
turned two punts 40 yards in the 
furious 19-19 tie to edge past Jake 
Leicht of Oregon.

Walker’s 38.7-yard average was 
the season’s best. His longest of 
the year was that “misplaced” 98- 
yarder to .score against Santa Clara.

Berry’s 493 yards in punt returns 
was highest among the majors, 
since Bill Geyer of Colgate set the 
record at 616 yards in 1941. Tom ' 
Fetzer of Wake Forest tied Berry 
for the year’s high number of punts 
received, but returned his 42 only 
343 yards.

Crude Nominalicns 
For January Exceed 
Current Production

AUSTIN —(JP)— Purchasers ad­
vance nominations for Texas crude 
oil for January totaled 2,721,835 
barrels daily, 300,000 more than 
current production, ' as the Rail­
road Commission held the monthly 
statewide oil proration hearing in 
Austin Thursday.

Preliminary to the hearing to de­
termine January field allowables. 
Commission Chairman Ernest O. 
Thompson told reporters the natio­
nal daily demand for oil is far 
greater than current production, 
even though production is at an 
all-time, high.

“The big reason is that people 
are converting from coal to oil 
heaters,” Thompson said. “Over
500.000 homes have converted to 
oil this year. The average, home 
heating unit consumes 2,500 gal­
lons per year, which is more than 
the average auto uses.”
Estimate May RISC'

Tl'e Bureau of Mines estimate of 
demand for Texas crude for Jan­
uary had not reached the commis­
sion prior to the hearing, but 
Thompson said he expected it to be 
considerably above the estimate of
2.300.000 barrels daily for Decem­
ber.

He reported Texas production of
225.000 barrels of naturals, distil­
late and condensate daily, in addi­
tion to crude oil.

“Thus it can be seen Texas is 
producing greatly in excess of the 
Bm-eau of Mines estimate of re­
quirements for December,” he com­
mented.

Planning For World Depression il
Major criticism hurled against President Truman’s 

anti-inflation program is that it represents a return to 
“ planned economy.” '

Truman himself, in one of the worst political boners 
of his career, admitted a t 'a press conference a month be­
fore his special message to Congress that consumer con­
trols were police state methods. Republicans are rubbing 
that one in till it hulls.

Senator and presidential candidate, Robert A . Taft, 
charges that the Truman administration is demanding 
“ complete (lower over everything and everybody . . .  a 
regimented and planned economy.” Previously Taft de­
clared; “ . . . we can better stand higher prices than we 
can stand a complete relapse to Fascist regimentation.”

Republican National Chairman B. Carroll Reece— in 
what sounds like an attempt to crack the first political 
slogan for lh-18— says Truman wants to put “ a cop. in 
every kitchen.”

But bless their hearts, if you removed fyom W ash­
ington ail the peojile of both parties who had plans for 
curing whatever it is that’s wrong with the country, the
place would look deserted.♦ ♦ *

Making plans is the biggest business in the capital. 
People who hate the Trurpan ideas the mo.st are some of 
the hottest planners.

Committee foi* Constitutional Government— certainly 
one of t.he most anti-New Deal outfits in the country and 
the second biggest spender among the registered lobbyists 
--issues more plans and statements than Democratic and 
Republican National Committees.

National - Association of Manufacturers fills many 
wastebaskets with copies of its plans on taxes, labor, high 
prices or wnat have you.

Railroads, realtors, farm organi'iations and labor now 
have research staffs and representatives who do nothing 
but make plans.

Before World Depression One most of ihe nlanning 
w'as done by individual scholars, like Adam Smith. They 
would shut themselves up and write a book.

Next stage of economic planning was for research 
organizations to put their combined wit on some trouble 
and try to find the cause.

Economic planning really began to grow during the 
1980s when everyone was worried about what had hit'the 
country in World Depression One and what might be done 
in case World Depression Two loomed over the horizon.

The New Deal of course went in for planning in a big 
way. That’s w’here the dog got its bad name. Neverthe­
less, the government’s National Resources Planning Board 
did some exceptional work.

But outside government a few blue ribbon private 
and endowed groups have begun to take hold. Today, 
National Planhing Association, founded in 1934, and Com­
mittee for Economic Development, started in 1943, are 
probably at the top of the heap among the private or­
ganizations interested in trying to steer the economy for 
the general good.i :t: *

It is difficult to know just how much good these 
jdanners do.

Certainly, congressional reorganization could not have 
l)oen put over in 1946 if advance planning had not been 
done by George B. Galloway for the American Political 
Science Association and Robert Heller for the National 
Idanning Association.

National Planning Association was probably respon­
sible for starting the thinking on postwar reconversion 
and full oni()loyment in ’41-’42.

Committee for Economic Development, in studies by 
A. D. H. Kaplan, anticipated most of the contract 'termi­
nation policies later developed by Barney Baruch for the 
i:ostwar planning.

Some of their ideas have been duds and flops. Other 
exam])lcs of plans that panned out could be given. Those 
cited above illustrate the main point, which is that eco­
nomic planning is now a science.

Every big business firm now has its planning staff. 
.‘\ud for the government, which is the biggest business of 
them all, to try to got along without planning would be 
the height of folly. Only a few of the politicians have yet 
waked up to the fact that politics is no longer purely an 
emotion?! game. It is also a science— political science.

PoliHcians, therefore, don’t mean what they say when 
they talk about doing away with planning and ihe planned 
economy. The Republican proposal to cut taxes and let 
the economy run wild is just as much a plan as Truman’s 
proposals to try (nitting oJi a few curbs and attempting to 
prevent V ’̂ orld Depre.ssion Two.

Another diminutive newcomer 
speeds up dishwashing. This is a 
brass and rubber aerator which 
slips cn the kitchen faucet. Water 
comes through it in bubbly foam 
to build mountains of suds in split 
seconds and to insure rapid, 
thorough rinsing. Tap water rout­
ed through 1000 tiny jete that mix 
it with air, gushes out in a water­
fall that does not splash, thanlcs 
to the millions of bubbles.

Lending the cook a helping hand 
with hot foods are stainless steel 
tongs.—back after a wartime ab­
sence. Shaped like a hairpin for 
one-hand operation, the springy 
steel tongs—three sizes are pack­
aged together—are long enough to 
keep fingers at a safe distance 
from piping hot foods. Saw-tootli 
tips insure a non-slip grip on any 
food from bacon to potatoes.

Jogging the memory of house­
hold shoppers is the task assigned 
to a metal memo pad which hangs 
on the wall. This lists common 
foods and household .supplies and 
has magnetized metal chips which 
can be pushed around to check 
off marketing needs. The chips 
will also weight notes, bills, and 
cards against the face of the pad. 
Slots in the metal hold paper pad 
and pencil for additional note- 
work.

All the odd jobs around the 
house that transparent cellulose 
tape is called on to do—mending 
books, lampshades, sealing pacii.- 
ages—are done faster and more 
accurately with an ingenious tape- 
■dispeiiser which fits into the hand. 
Ihis gadget unrolls tape directly 
on to the surface to be repaired 
without sticking it to the mender’s 
fingers. When the job is finished, 
the dispenser is raised and a knife 
automatically .snips off the tape.

Scientists Say Sound 
Picked Up'By Radio 
Is 'Music Of The Sun'

WASHINGTON. — (A>) — Two 
Harvard University natural .scien­
tists believe they have picked up 
“music from the sun” on a spe­
cial radio receiver—and one of 
them said, “It soimds like gravel 
on a tin roof.”

“It’s a rattling, whistling sound, 
very similar to ordinary static,” 
Dr. Winfield W. Salisbury told a 
reporter at the autumn meeting 
of the National Academy of Sci­
ences, “but, to my knoweldge, ordi­
nary static has not been observed 
at the frequencies at which we’ve 
been listening.”

Previously, Dr. Donald H. Men- 
zel, one of the world’s authorities 
on solar phenomena, had told the 
meeting it is believed that the 
signals detected were caused by 
radio waves emitted by the sun — 
and measuring anywhere from 200 
to 2,000,000 miles in length.
W aves From  ‘Sun Spots’

The longest radio wave used 
by man is about four to five miles 
in length — employed in radio 
telegraph work.

The natural scientists said they 
believe the waves result from tur­
bulence in the .sun's atmosphere— 
more specifically, from gusty epi­
sodes in the “cyclones” and “tor­
nadoes” that constitute the pheno­
menon known as “sun spots.”

They also suggested to the aca­
demy that these waves may be 
the indirect cause of cosmic rays.

A new variation of one type of 
“atom smasher” — known as a 
linear aceelerator — and resem­
bling a gigantic squirt gun, was 
described by Pi'of. Luis W. Al­
varez of the University of Cali­
fornia at Berkeley, Calif.
D escribes L inear Accelerator

A linear accelerator differs from 
atom-smashers of the cyclotron type 
by accelerating particles for use in 
nuclear bombardment by whizzing 
them along in a straight line. In 
a cyclotron the particles are accele­
rated in circles by magnetic forc­
es.

Dr. Alvarez said work on the 
device was started two years ago 
when it w&s believed that an im­
proved form of linear accelera­
tion, enXploying radar sets to pro­
vide power, might prove more eco­
nomical.
