“I voted in favor of the appro­
priation because I thought it would 
assist in forming a bulwark among 
war-impoverished nations against 
the inroads of Communism,” Regan 
said Monday. “It is a lot of money: 
but it represents the cost of only 
one day’s fighting in the recent 
war. I thought if the grant might 
stave off another war, even for a 
short length of time, it would be 
a justifiable expenditure.”

Also among his first duties in 
Congress was consideration of price 
control legislation and rationing, 
both of which he opposed: how­
ever, he voted in favor of export 
controls and regulation of freight 
car movements to assure maximum 
efficiency in the nation’s transport­
ation systems.

Congress reconvenes January 6, 
and Regan said it was expected 
Knutson’s tax-reduction bill would 
be considered soon afterward. Ree- 
an said he believes the bill will re­
ceive favorable action.

“Their aim is to split the unions 
of France, Italy and Britain. Phil­
lips’ letter obediently parallels the 
tactics used by the reactionar­
ies in Fi’ance.”

In his letter, Phillips said the 
British Communist Party had 
joined the Communists’ “Cold 
War” against the Western brand of 
Socialism and against the Mar­
shall aid plan for European re-'- 
covery.

‘To Death In Poland
KRAKOW, POLAND—(A*)—Kra­

kow’s Supreme National Tribunal 
Monday sentenced 23 top-ranking 
German S.S. (Elite Guard) officers 
to die for crimes against humanity, 
committed while they were attach­
ed to the notorious Auschwitz Ex­
termination Camp.

Five other deiendants were sen­
tenced to life imprisonment, ' six 
were given l.j-year terms, two were 
sentenced to 10 years and three to 
five years, one defendant—Dr. 
Hans Munch of Munich—was ac­
quitted.

Heading the list of those sen­
tenced to death was Arthur Lieb- 
Hencshel, 46, who .succeeded Ru­
dolf Hoess, one-time commandant 
of the camp, who was executed last 
April.

The prosecution estimated 4,500,- 
000 people died from starvation, 
tortm-ing, hanging and in the gas 
chambers at Auschwitz, 50 miles 
West of Krakow, during the war.

Italian Food Strike 
Situation Is Eased

ROME —(/P)— The Italian Labor 
Ministry announced Monday that 
300,000 food workers, who staged a 
nationwide strike 48 hours ago, had 
agreed to return to work at mid­
night Monday on a promise of in­
creases in wages and severance pay.

The announcement removed the 
threat of Christmastide food short­
ages confronting the nation and 
temporarily relieved pressure on 
Premier Alcido de Gasperi’s govern, 
ment, embarrassed by a multitude 
of leftist-inspired strikes and labor 
disorders.

Wax Industry Enters 
Stretch In Mad Race 
To Beat Petrillo Ban

NEW Y O R K — (iP)— Enough new 
music to satisfy America for two 
years is promised by the phonograph 
recording people by New Year’s Eve 
when James C. Petrillo’s edict, bar­
ring his American Federation of 
Musicians from making records or 
radio transcriptions, goes into ef­
fect.

The million dollar voices are 
growing husky with fatigue as they 
go into the stretch; the millionaire 
orchestra leaders are working (with­
out white tie) through breakfast 
time at building a backlog that will 
last America’s radio, juke boxes and 
phonographs until 1950.
Work All Hours

Harry James hustles out of the 
Palladium Ballroom in Hollywood 
at 2:30 in the morning and W'orks 
for the next five hours in a record­
ing studio. Fi-ank Sinatra, working 
between 1 and 5 a . m .  since Octo­
ber 18, when the ban was an­
nounced, until December 31, when it 
goes into effect, will have 75 num­
bers recorded instead of the eight 
he usually makes in a two-month 
period.

Dinah Shore is waxing 50 vocals 
instead of four a month; Frankie 
Carle and A1 Jolson are making 
40 sides apiece.

Symphonic maestroes, too, are , 
hastening to record classics they 
never got around to before. Tosca­
nini and Koussevitsky both are in 
this pressure cooker. Recording 
equipment has been rushed to the 
Philadelphia, Pittsburgh and Cleve­
land symphonies.
Technicians Scarce

Harrassed, exhausted Kay Kyser 
in his haste inadvertently recorded 
the same number twice. A red­
eyed arranger slumped in a studio 
ciiair and his noisy snore spoiled a 
Buddy Clarke recording. Sinatra’s 
throat gave out during one all- 
night session and his personal ap­
pearance in a Broadway theater had 
to be canceled the next day.

It takes years to train recording 
technicians. There is no extra help 
available and the regulars are cranky 
from the impossible job of hand­
ling froih 18 to 20 artists a week. 
If they’re lucky four or five num­
bers can be recorded in a night. 
Some nights they can get only one 
or two; other nights nothing at all.

Keen-eared executives of the 175 
recording companies are growing 
"hard of listening.” In two months 
they will have auditioned, selected 
and recorded a repertoire that nor­
mally would have taken about two 
years.
Next Year’s Hits

Scores from next year’s movies 
already are on wax. Music pub­
lishers have turned over their 1948- 
49 lists and the record companies 
have them ready for release. Show 
tunes, from musical comedies that 
won't even be in rehearsal until 
next Spring aheady are in recorded 
libraries.

“And if this isn’t enough,” com­
mented the president of one of the 
largest companies, “we’ll make any 
hit that comes along with vocal 
backgrounds.”

That’s the old dodge they used 
during Petrillo’s 1942-1945 ban. Si­
natra’s comet flashed at that time. 
Restrained from using musical back­
grounds for the new sensation, his 
recording company used human 
voices for accompaniment. '
•Bootleg’ Records

The swift current of rumor that 
twists through Tin Pan Alley hints 
(here will be "bootleg” records. In 
addition to the fout major com­
panies: RCA Victor, Columbia, Decca 
and Capitol, there are 20 secondary 
outfits and about 150 wildcat opera­
tions. Petrillo never has been able 
to police the latter.

Wise heads in the industry say 
Petrillo is not out to get the record­
ing companies, his targets .are the 
small, independent radio stations, 
who live on records but balk at pay­
ing for stand-by musicians.

Most amazing is the fact 
that Highland Park, beaten 
three times and apparentl' ’̂ 
crushed, arose to knock down what 
was considered one of the greatest 
teams in schoolboy history—Odessa’s 
Broncos.

But Brackenridge has traveled f.n 
unusual route, too. Not even men­
tioned in pre-season forecasts, never 
taken seriou.cly, the Eagles—a trib­
ute to Coach George (Red) Fore­
hand—got into the play-off by the 
skin of their teeth.

Brackenridge lost 13-14 to Kerr- 
ville, inside the district. Corpus 
Christi also lost a game—this one 
to Brackenridge, 6-7. The teams 
finished in a tie for the top, and 
Brackenridge got the nod because 
it had won over Corpus Christi in 
regular season play.
Weak District

Highland Park had no trouble 
winning its district title because the 
district was mighty weak. But be­
fore the Scots got to the conference 
race, they lost to Paschal (Port 
Worth), Forest (Dallas) and Wichi­
ta Falls. The latter slugged the 
Highlanders, 48-0.

In the first round of the state 
play-off. Highland Park edged out 
Paris on first downs in a scoreless 
tie.

Brackenridge licked the best dp.,, 
fensive record of the season as they 
knocked down the Longview LobOS,’ 
20- 0.

There is no way to compare 
Highland Park and Brackenridgi; 
except that the latter appears to" 
have been the more consistent and. 
to have had a better all-around 
team. Which means nothing no^^ 
since Highland Park has also, 
reached its height. Here is the only 
way to compare the teams; Brack-' 
enridge beat Adamson of Dallas* 
13-0; Adamson played Forest (Dal­
las) to a scoreless tie; Forest be'a't 
Highland Park, 13-0. But that hap­
pened some time ago.

Oificers said the elder Rushing 
had been carrying a wallet, which 
was missing, and that he did not 
believe in keeping money in a bank.

Burch estimated the family had 
been dead several days. The farm­
house is located about a quarter of 
a mile from the nearest road and 
hidden from view by a thicket of 
pines.

Jasper merchants said the stock 
buyer had not been seen for a 
week. ’The Rushing boy had not at­
tended school since Monday, Dec­
ember 15.

English Choose Siie 
For Roosevelt Statue

LONDON — {IP) — G r o s v e n o r  
Square ha.s been reclaimed as 
Britain’s memorial to Franklin 
D. Roosevelt.

Landscape architecture and gar­
dening will be virtually completed 
by Christmas and the memorial 
setting' will then await only the 
10-foot bronze figure of the late 
President.

Controversy over whether the 
statue would be a seated of stand­
ing figure has been forgotten. The 
dedication will take place as 
planned, on April 12—third anni­
versary of the President’s death.

The barrage balloon base and 
center of American army activities 
that was the Grosvenor Square of 
war days are no more. Diseased 
trees and thick undergrowth have 
been chopi>ed out and gai’dners 
and masons have transformed the 
square into a formal garden. 
Portland Stone Base

A Portland stone platform and 
pedestal for Sir William Reid 
Dick’s figure of Roosevelt, flanked 
by stone lily ponds, have been 
erected. They are protected with 
a preservative and tarpaulin tent 
against London’s penetrating win­
ter fogs, before final polishing in 
the spring.

B. W. L. Gallannaugh, architect 
of the memorial square, selected 
the limestone from a quarry adja­
cent to that from which Sir Chris­
topher Wren chose the stone for St. 
Paul’s Cathedral during the reign 
of Charles II.

The statue, with the standing 
figure facing due south, will be on 
the north side of the rectangular 
“square” which has circular ends. 
Ths square is 500 by 350 feet. 
Stand On Pedestal

The figure will stand o:i the 14- 
foot pedestal in the center of a 
50-foot square platform at each 
corner of which stand four stone 
motifs, 5-feet square and 19-inches 
high, each bearing gilded nurherals 
of the election 5'ears—1932, 1936, 
1940 and 1944—cut on their flat 
tops.

Three steps down on the east and 
west sides of the platform are rec­
tangular areas with circular ends 
in each of which is located a lily 

! pond, 26-feet long and 16-feet wide. 
I Inscribed on innner walls will be 

Roosevelt’s famous four, freedoms 
' (freedom from want, from fear, of 

speech, to worship.)
Sir William’s sculpture, which 

w’ill be cast next March, depicts 
Roosevelt hatless w'lth cape and 
leaning on a cane.

VANCOUVER. B. C. — (A>i — 
Wooded British Columbia has 7,000 
m.les of shore line, and to cruis- 
in,g yachtsmen it looks as if much 
of it was erupting with logs—the 
consequence of present high lum­
ber prices.

The unprecedented demand for 
timber has given nev/ impetus to 
an old Canadian institution—the 
floating logging camp, which can 
move off easily to new properties 
when one is cut over.

Lumbermen estimate there are 
from 40 to 50 such camps in Bri­
tish Columbia coastal waters, rang­
ing from small affairs with half a 
dozen men to large outfits.

The camps, consisting of from 
two to a dozen buildings on rafts 
01- rude scows, are constantly on 
the move—bunkhouses, machine 
sliops, cook shacks, light plants— 
jockeyed along by sturdy tugs.

Rev. Clyde Lindsley 
Addresses Joint 
Rotarv-Kiwanis Meet

The Rev. Clyde Undsley, pastor 
of the First Christian Church, and 
president of the Midland Minister­
ial Association, was the speaker at 
the joint Chri.stinas meeting of the 
Rotary and Kiwanis clubs in the 
Crystal Ballroom of Hotel Schar- 
bauer Monday nocn.

Aerial Survey For 
Fight Against Foot, 
Mouth Disease Planned

SAN ANTONIO—OT—Plans have 
been completed for an aerial survey 
of the Mexican border, from the 
Gulf of Mexico to Brewster County, 
shortly after the first of the year 
in a battle to prevent possible 
spread of foot and mouth disease 
from Mexico into this country. Dr. 
W. C. Dye, veterinarian in charge 
of the United States Bureau of 
Animal Husbandry here, said Mon­
day.

— (A>) — Farm I 
machinery is getting faster, simpler | 
to operate, more efficient and more \ 
adaptable to varied use on farms

Two A'-ricultural Denartmsnt en­
gineers. Louis E. Childers and Ar­
thur W. Turner, see these defi­
nite trends:

Tractors—
1. Smaller sizes, lighter weights 

and increased power in proportion 
to weight.

“This means mechanized opera­
tions are becoming possible on 
small farms and over rolling or 
rocky fields not suited to larger 
equipijjent,” says Childers.

2. Increased mounting of such 
auxiliary equipment as plows and 
cultivators so that they become 
virtually part of the tractor.
Auto-Style Precision

3. Hydraulic controls that give 
the farmer finger-tip connnand of 
his machine and result in safer, 
speedier work.

4. -Simpler attachments for those 
tools that cannot be mounted.

5. Redesigning of mounted tools 
and attachments to accommodate 
them to higher-paced operations.

6. Shields and other safety de­
vices.

7. Automobile-style precision in 
farm power equipment.

“The days are gone when any 
old casting would do if a farmer’s 
tractor broke down,” Childers 
says. ^

Combines and other multiple-use 
machines—

1. Greater versatility that will 
permit combines to be used not 
only for harvesting small grains 
but for handling legumes and seed 
crops.
Multiple-Purpose Machines

2. Development of other multi­
ple-purpose machines in the forage 
crop field.

3. A tendency toward self-pro­
pelled equipment in which the pow­
er unit is tightly built into the ma­
chine.

“The one disadvantage in this 
feature is that a power unit is 
permanently tied to equipment that 
may be used not more than six or 
eight weeks in a season,"' Turner 
points out.
; Haying equipment—

1. A hay< chopper that also can 
pile hay In winiirows.

2. A virtually automatic, one- 
man hay baler that picks hay up 
and bales it with \vir3 i,r tw-ine 
in either square or round bundles.

The engineers emphasize that 
these trends are extending the 
benefits of mechanization down to 
the smallest farms. Moreover, they

say the switch to lighter, more 
compact machines is an aid to soil 
conservation practices in areas 
where contour farming means 
short turns and sharp curves.

Turner and Childers say equip­
ment makers ' likewise are devis­
ing a wide range of specialty ma­
chines for jobs like terracing, post- 
hole digging and silo unloading. 
There is a “flame” cultivator de­
signed to burn out weeds instead 
of cut them down.

“Many other specialty items are 
coming,” Turner says, “but what 
we are really headed for is a ma­
chine that will just have four 
wheels and a power plant. Farm­
ers will mount all their special 
equipment on this basic piece as 
they need it. And most of it will 
be out in front of them where 
they can see what they’r-s doing.”

Plumbers Must Get 
New State Licenses

AUSTIN.—Texas plumbers who 
do not obtain state licenses before 
January 5, - will be violating the 
new Texas License Law. They will 
not only be subject to the pen­
alties of the Act, but also will be 
required to take an examination, 
C. E. Belk, administrator of the 
Texas Plumbing Board warned.

The law, as passed by the la.st 
legislature, provides for no exten­
sion. beyond- this date nor does it 
provide for any exceptions, he said. 
State licenses now being, issued are 
valid until February 1, 1949, and 
may be renewed without exam­
ination.

Guy Would Occupy 
Germany 50 Years

W A S H I N G T O N  — {/P)—  More 
money should be spent on educa­
tion of German youth, Charles A. 
Guy, Texas newspaper publisher 
said here after his return from a 
month’s stuciy of conditions in Ger­
many.

“We were told that even 40 per 
cefit of the Hitler Youth could be 
redeemed if we went about it the 
right way,” he said.

Guy, editor and publisher of the 
Lubbock Avalanche-Journal, was 
one of a group of editors who made 
the trip to Germany under the 
au.spices of the Army.

He said in his opinion the Ninn- 
berg denazification trials should be 
wound up immediately.

“I think everybody i s getting 
pretty tired of the trials,” he said, 
adding that they now are doing 
more harm than good.
Defeating Own Ends

“We have gotten' nearly all the 
out and out- Nazis, particularly the 
leaders. We’re defeating qur own 
ends to keep picking on the little 
fellow. He gets off with two years 
for pleading guilty. Ihe rich Nazi 
hires lawyers' and gets off with a 
$1,000 fine.

“The result is, a lot of Germans 
are beginning to think Democracy 
is a funny thing.”

Guy predicted .the trials would 
end within three to .six months.

The editor praised American 
forces in -Germany.

“I'm convinced iiow what we 
ought to do is to occupy Germany 
for the next 50 years. But I know 
that’s what we won’t do.”

I had an interesting visitor from 
the West Indies recently, L. E. 
Ashenheim of Kingston, Jamaica, 
president of the Jamaica Bridge 
Association.

Mr. Ashenheim gave me today’s 
hand, which at first glance, espe­
cially with a club opening, does 
not seem to present much of a 
problem.

Mr. Ashenheim gave me his so­
lution: After the ten of club holds 
the first trick, come over to the 
South hand with the jack of dia­
monds, play a small club to dum­
my’s ace, and cash only four more 
diamonds, discarding a small club, 
a heart and two spades. Now lead 
a spade from dummy. You have 
taken live diamond tricks and two 
club tricks, and at this point Mr. 
Ashenheim says that all the oppo­
nents can do is to cash their two 
aces and kings.

However, if West hangs on to 
the queen-nine of clubs, and wins 
the first spade lead with the ace, 
he could lead another club and 
South would have to win. Then 
the opponents would still cash the 
king of spades, ace-king of hearts 
and queen of clubs.

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Conducfor Dies 
^Way He Wonted To'

FORT WORTH. — (TP) — Wil­
liam Minor Rasberry, 72-year-old 
T. and P. raih'oad conductor, died 
the way he wanted to.

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Don't Be Afraid Of Bare Walls,Critic Advises

middle of the controversy he re­
cently stirred up with his book, 
“Mona Lisa’s Mustache,” and con­
centrated on a few suggestions to 
make the average home more at­
tractive. Here they are:

1. Confine yourself to one good 
picture in each room. Don’t fritter 
away your money on a lot of stuff 
and don’t be afraid of plain bare 
wall.

2. Hang your picture on a line 
with the end of a cabinet, a divan 
or a table. Don’t center it over a 
piece. Tliis is a new idea and it 
establishes a relationship between 
the furniture and the picture which 
otherwise would be just a spot on 
the wall. The effect Js serene.

3. Generally avoid' reproductions. 
If the original is well-known, every­
one knows it’s a reproduction. If 
you must have a reproduction, make 
sure it is one of an unfamiliar ori­
ginal.

4. Hang your pictures at eye-level. 
’Try one hung so low that it will be 
on the eye-level of a seated person.

5. Keep away from figured walls 
and stick to solid colors. A neutral 
gray is best, and if you are afraid 
of monotony, paint one wall a rich

color and stick to grey for the 
other three. While the effect of a 
solid color wall is to conceal the 
dimensions of the room, figured 
wallpapers and numerous paintings 
merely show people just how small 
the room is.

6. Stick to drawings in small 
rooms. Oils and “academy paint­
ings” are heavy and weighty and 
should be used only in large rooms.

7. Don’t clutter up your rooms 
with objects of art or furniture. Al­
ways remember that the people are 
more important than the room.

8. Buy or acquire paintings that 
please you. Never buy a painting 
because it is considered a smart 
one.

9. Paint over frames—particularly 
gilt ones—so that they blend with 
the walls and focus attention on 
the painting itself.

10. Never hang paintings on stair 
cases. People never look at them 
there and its just another thing 
cluttering up the house.

“You can’t have 18th Century 
bibelots or furniture in the 20th 
Century,” he asserted firmly, “un­
less you can get back 18th Century 
servants.”

Coffee Cake Will Give Variety To Christmas Meal

As a gift for a neighbor or as a 

treat for your family, make a holly 
wreath quick coffee cake for 
Christmas breakfast. Go easy on 
bread and flour on other days to 
make up for this justifiable use of 
flour on the wonderful day. Deco­
rate the coffee cake with cherries 
for holly berries and angelica or 
green mints for leaves.

Quick Coffee Cake
(Basic Recipe) '

One and one-half cups sifted 
enriched flour, 1/2 cup sugar, 2 
teaspoons baking powder, 1 tea­
spoon salt, 1 egg, 1/2 cup milk, 3 
tablespoons melted shortening.

Sift together flour, sugar, bak­
ing powder, and salt. Beat egg. 
Add milk and shortening. Stir into 
flour mixture, mixing'' only enough 
to moisten flour. Bake in a ring 
mold 25 to 30 minute's. Frost with 
a thin icing. Decorate with mara­
schino or candied cherries for 
holly berries, angelica or mint 
leaves for holly leaves.

Cranberry Upside-Down Cake; 
Into a ring mold, pour a mixture 
of 3 tablespoons melted butter or 
maigarine and 1/2 cup sugar and 
11/2 cups whole fresh cranberries.

Pour the basic batter over the 
cranberries.

Orange Coffee Cake: Sprinkle 
the basic batter with orange top­
ping made by mixing 2 tablespoons 
grated orange rind with 1/4 cup 
sugar.

Banana Glace Coffee Cake: Ar­
range the slices of four large ba­
nanas over the basic batter, over­
lapping the slices to form diagonal 
strips. Brush the bananas v/ith 2 
tablespoqns melted margarine or 
butter. Mix 2 tablespoons sugar, 
1/4 teaspoon salt, 1/2 teaspoon cin­
namon, 1 teaspoon grated lemon 
ring. Sprinkle the mixture evenly

over the bananas. Bake 45 to 50 
minutes.

Crumble Coffee Cake; Sprinkle 
the following topping over the 
batter. Cream together 2 table­
spoons margarine or butter and 2 
tablespoons sugar. Add 1/4 cup 
dry bread crumbs, 1/4 cup en­
riched flour and 1/2 teaspoon cin­
namon. Mix to consistency of 
coarse crumbs.
