Crockett County History Book 
Due To Moke Debut By July 4 Light Turnout

Sometime in this Bicenten­

nial year, hopefully by the 
nation’s 200th birthday on 
July 4, a new literary work 
will make its debut to the 
people of Crockett County.
It will be a historical treatise, 
but not in the nature of a 
historical novel, nor a frontier 
story, nor a cowboy and 
Indian story, nor a saga of 
the hardships of early American 
frontier life.

It will, in fact, be all of 
that, told by a very large num­
ber of individuals, some from 
experience, others from 
stories handed down by their 
ancestors, and still others 
from the writings of others 
in times past and present.

It will be a new history 
of Crockett county, told 
mostly by Crockett county 
folk and about Crockett 
county people, times and 
events. It is the Bicentennial 
effort of the Crockett County 
Historical Society begun 
nearly two years ago as an 
idea developed in a meeting 
o f the Society. The book is 
now assembled and in the 
hands of the printers who 
have been earnestly importuned 
to have the book ready for 
distribution by the Fourth of 
July this year.

Family stories will make 
up a large part of the book.

These are stories written by 
individual members of the 
several families, or by desig­
nated persons who gathered 
the information and presented 
it as a part o f the book. There 
are stories about various enter­
prises that have been developed 
in the county, about the 
county’ s organization, govern- . 
ment, growth, prosperity and 
adversity. There are stories 
about triumphs of organiza­
tions and individuals, about 
the disasters that have over­
taken the county’s people, 
towns and business efforts 
and about the heady potions 
of community loyalty that 
have combined to make 
Ozona and Crockett county 
the "Best Place on Earth to 
Call Home. ’’

Although this nev̂ r History 
of Crockett County is, as 
stated, the work of a great 
number of people, more than 
a modicum of credit and a 
large measure of praise for 
the success of the Historical

Society’s project must go to 
the Society’s enterprising 
president, Mrs. Pleas Childress. 
It had to be a labor of love 
for one to have spent as much 
time, effort and agony over 
the tremendous job of getting 
so many people to do so 
much. She has spent long, 
long hours, begged, negotiated.

Lions Finish Second To Alpine 
In Annual Ozona Track Meet

In a very light turnout 
last Saturday, Crockett County 
voters sent all incumbents 
for the school board and the 
Water District board back to 
serve another term in office. 
Both elections were held at 
the courthouse with the school 
board election held in the 
Commissioners courtroom 
and the water district election 
held upstairs in the district 
courtroom.

In the election for four 
members of the Crockett 
County Consolidated School 
Board, the top vote getter 
was'Sam Perner with 274 
votes. He was followed by 
George Bunger Jr. with 269 
votes and Joe Bean with 253 
votes. The other incumbent,
C. R. Fuantoz polled 243 
votes with challenger Dale 
Bebee polling a total of 168 
votes. Local department 
store owner Bill Watson got 
seventeen write- in votes.

Only 113 votes were cast 
in the water election. No 
doubt due to the fact that there 
were no contested races and 
only that number of voters 
felt walking up the stairs was 
worthwhile. J. W. Johnigan 
received 104 votes and Lowell 
Littleton got 107 votes, both 
are incumbents.

In District
Ozona Lion golfers re­

gained the District lead 
Saturday in Sonora, and are 
now leading the district by 
12 points over McCamey.
In Sonora the Lions scored

Annual Flower Show 
Set For Thursday

The Ozona Garden Qub 
will have its Eighteenth Annual 
Standard Flower Show next 
Thursday, April 15, at the 
Civic Center. The show will 
be open to the public at no 
admission from 4 until 6 p.m .

Mrs. J. W. Howell is 
general chairman for the 
show this year.

Entries will be received 
from 8 until 10:30 a.m . on 
the day of the show, and from 
2 until 4:30 p .m . the day 
preceeding the show, potted 
plants, dishgardens and 
planters must be entered. 
Anyone may enter the show.

Theme for this year’s 
show is "Flowers in the News. " 
Judging will begin at 1 p.m . 
on the day of the show and 
all judging will be done by 
National Council Accredited 
Judges. The standard system 
of awarding shall be used.

Members and non-members 
may enter one exhibit in each 
class or sub-class. All horti­
culture specimens must have 
been grown by exhibitor.
Potted plants must have been 
in the possession of exhibitor 
at least three months. Pots 
may be clay or ceremic and

not over 12 inches.
Horticulture consultant 

is Mrs. Bob Childress, In 
horticulture there will be 
five classes of roses, iris and 
peonies. There will be a 
section for bulbs, corns and 
tubers, such as amarylis, 
lily, ranunculus, anemones 
and other varieties. The 
annuals section will have 
calendula, candytuft, lark­
spur, nasturtiums, pansies, 
poppies, snapdragons, s\\reet 
peas, stock, etc. Perennials 
will include different varieties 
of daisies, columbine, car­
nations, etc. There will 
even be a section for shrubs, 
trees and vines, along with 
flowering and non-flowering 
pot plants and hanging plants.

Division II will feature 
several classes of design, 
using dried and fresh cut 
materials. There will also 
be a novice class for those 
who have never taken part 
in a show and for those who 
have never won a blue ribbon. 

Division III will be the 
youth division and is entitled 
"Bicentennial Celebration." 
There will be horticulture 
classes, dish gardens and 
artistic design classes.

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THE CONSERVATIVE MAJORITY
No one needs to be told that the Congress o f  the United States 

is overwhelmingly “ liberal.”  The record shows that over the past 
several years, legislation passed by the Congress has consistently 
leaned toward the “ liberal”  side o f  the scale.

How it is that a conservative people, in a conservative nation, 
should elect to office legislators whp vote “ liberal”  is something 
that the political scientists will have to explain — if they can.

In the meantime, however, another straw in the wind that 
indicates a basic, underlying conservatism o f  millions o f  
Americans can be found in the amazingly rapid growth o f  a 
brand-new, national organization bearing a very “ plain-Jane”  
name o f  “ The Conservative Caucus.”  Starting from ground zero 
in N ovem ber, 1974, the new group now boasts 73,000 
dues-paying members, 47 State coordinators, 125 congressional 
district directors, an average o f  more than 100 people in every 
congressional district in the United States, and, at the present 
writing, an additional 150,000 people who have been identified as 
prospective members.

The Conservative Caucus is headed by National Chairman 
Meldrim Thomson, Jr., successful businessman, publisher, and 
Governor ol the State o f  New Hampshire whose conservatism is 
reflected in the fact that the citizens o f  his state pay no general 
sales tax and no income tax — and by National Director Howard 
Phillips, former Acting Director o f  the U.S. Office o f  Economic 
Opportunity and one o f  the founders o f  Young Americans for 
Freedom, who has been described by the WALL STREET 
JOURNAL as “ a zealot for conservatism.”

One o f the positions espoused by the Conservative Caucus — 
under the heading o f  “ The Right To National Sovereignty”  — is: 
“ The defense policy o f  the United States should be based on a 
goal o f  strategic and tactical supremacy on land, in the sea, in the 
air, and in space. Our foreign policy should have as its sole and 
overriding purpose safeguarding the national interest.”

Random polls have shown that from 67 to 85 percent o f  the 
groups polled were in favor o f  such a national policy.

Hopefully, the 1976 elections will bring the legislative and 
executive branches o f  the government more in line with the 
obvious wishes o f  the people.

AN EXTRA BICENTENNIAL BONUS
An extra, and largely unforeseen, benefit stemming from our 

American Bicentennial celebration is the strengthening o f  the 
bonds o f friendship between the United States and the people o f  
other nations.

A case in point is that o f  the colonial patriot, Charles 
T h om son . Nominated for the post by John Adams o f 
Massachusetts, Thomson was unanimously elected to serve ias the 
Secretary o f the Continental Congress at its first meeting, 
September 5,1774.

It was Thomson who recorded the great debates which 
preceded the immortal Declaration o f Independence, and it was 
Thomson who faithfully logged the thoughts, contentions, and 
reasonings o f  the founding fathers as they forged the great ideas 
and ideals upon which to build a new nation.

What an experience it must have been not only to hear, but to 
write down, the words o f  such men as Patrick Henry, George 
Washington, John and Samuel Adams, John Hay, John Dickinson, 
Benjamin Franklin, Thomas Jefferson, John Hancock, Peyton 
Randolph, William Morris and the other great founders! Surely it 
could not have been an easy task; but surely it is one that 
Thomson performed with great skill, recognizing the strong and 
independent wills o f  the men he served so'well. It was an honor 
and a responsibility which Thomson was to hold for fifteen years, 
through all o f  the many meetings o f  the Continental Congress and 
the trying years o f  the Revolutionary War.

It was indeed appropriate that, last September, the U.S. Postal 
Service issued a special Bicentennial seven-cent postcard which 
bears a portrait and the inscription; “ CHARLES THOMSON, 
PATRIOT.”

To add to the fascinating story o f  Charles Thomson, however, 
is the fact that he was born in Maghera, County Derry, Ireland in 
1724, and further that he landed in America, at the age o f ten, as 
a penniless orphan. His mother had died in Ireland, and his father 
died aboard ship during the long voyage to America.

We do not know how the young lad managed to survive until 
he met the man who was to become his benefactor and who made 
it possible for him to receive an education — a man named 
Benjamin Franklin. While Franklin may be credited with making 
possible the opportunity, all credit must be given to Thomson 
himself for making good that opportunity, and to rise to such 
stature and esteem in the eyes o f  his compatriots that John 
Adams would write: “ This Charles Thomson is the life o f  the 
cause o f  the revolution.”

While England is recognized as the mainstream o f  our 
American heritage, the people o f  many other lands may be justly 
proud that their sons and daughters, too, helped in a very 
material way to make this nation the great land o f  freedom we 
enjoy today.

AUSTIN—Texas will be 
a battle^ound of presiden­
tial candidates this month.

Ninety-eight Democratic 
delegates and 96 Republi­
can delegates will be 
selected in the May 1 pres­
idential preference
prim ary—among the top 
half dozen from any state.

Dem ocrats will pick 
another 32 delegates and 
their 70 alternates in the 
June 19 state convention. 
Republicans will name 
only four delegates at their 
June convention.

Republican Ronald 
Reagan, in addition to his 
Texas campaign swing this 
week, plans additional vis­
its April 13-14 and April 
29-30.

President Ford repor­
tedly will spend this 
weekend in Texas and re­
turn April 28-29.

Democrat front-runner 
Jimmy Carter will be in 
the state April 20 and 
probably again just before 
the May 1 prim ary. His 
son, Chip, tried the Texas 
water last weekend.

U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, 
seeking favorite son Demo­
cratic designation as well 
as re-election, is spending 
nearly fu lltim e on the 
campaign trail this month.

Gf>orge Wallace’s suppor­
ters say he will show up 
soon after this week’s Wis­
consin primary.

Democrat Fred Harris is 
expected April 27-30 and 
perhaps for a warmup visit 
earlier.

Session Pushedl

Legislators continued to 
shower Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
with proposals for a special 
legislative session to curb 
skyrocketing utility bills.

They ranged from tax re­
lie f schemes to special 
low-low rates for small 
homeowners. Briscoe ap­
parently encouraged the 
special session speculation, 
but made no firm promises.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
warned that fiddling with 
the utility tax structure 
would save the consumer 
no more than "ch icken  
feed” on electric and gas 
bills. Bullock suggested 
legislators concentrate on 
turning around the rate 
structure which now pro­
vides lowest rates to 
largest users and highest 
rates to homeowners.

Law Protested

Food and beverage 
"ch a in s” are concerned 
about Alcoholic Beverage 
Commission plans to en­
force strictly a law requir­
ing liquor license holders 
to be three-year residents 
o f Texas—or corporations 
to be m ajority-owned by 
Texans.

ABC Com m issioner 
Luke Robinson has back­
ing o f the commission in 
enforcing the law, which 
may stop sales o f beer, 
wine and whiskey in many 
national superm arket, 
hotel and restaurant chain 
outlets.

More Revenue Promised

Com ptroller Bullock 
claim s changes in office 
procedures can bring in 
another million dollars a 
year in interest to the

state.
Bullock proposes to earn 

the additional money by 
getting tax revenue to the 
bank faster pending re­
cords processing. Tax re­
ceipts would go directly to 
a treasury suspense fund.

Courts Speak

A divided State Supreme 
Court concluded unmarried 
fathers have no constitu­
tional right to be involved 
in lives of their children.

The Court o f Criminal 
Appeals reversed two Dal­
las murder convictions and 
a conviction for fraudulent 
misrepresentation in sel­
ling securities.

In other cases, the Sup­
reme Court:

—Upheld a 15 per cent 
hike in Houston electric 
rates that had been re­
jected by the city council 
but ordered by lower 
courts.

—Threw out a request of 
14 prisoners to force the at­
torney general to examine 
their complaints against 
the prison system.

—Declined to order the 
State Supreme Court to 
enter a final order on 
pass-through by Lo-Vaca 
Gathering Company to 
consumers of all its addi­
tional natural gas costs.

— Refused to enter 
money damages to a Fort 
Worth family of a woman 
who died on an operating 
table in a hospital.

—Awarded damages to a 
Corpus Christi woman in­
jured in fa lling  over an 
empty Woolco Department 
Store merchandise p lat­
form.

AG Opinions

Texas W ater Quality 
Board has power to set 
water quality standards for 
waters occupying
privately-owned beds con­
necting with public water­
ways, Atty. Gen. John Hill 
held.

In other recent opinions, 
Hill concluded;

Water Quality Board has 
no general authority to en­
gage in land use planning.

The comptroller may re­
quire county or probate 
clerks to file reports on list 
of claims.

A barber cannot be de­
nied a license renewal be­
cause he is in jail.

JOHN TOWER
Forgotten Man

WASHINGTON— The social philosopher Irving Kristol 
has described the small businessman as the “New For­
gotten Man” of America.

The small businessman is, of course, remembered only 
too well by the IRS, OSHA, EPA, CPSC, EEOC, and 
dozens of other bureaus, boards, agencies and commis­
sions of federal and state governments.

But those who examine the problems of small business­
men must agree with Kristol that small businessmen are 
over-taxed, over-regulated, and under-appreciated. In 
Kristol’s words, the small businessman “is merely being 
chivvied, harrassed, ruined and bankrupted by a political 
system that takes him for granted and is utterly indifferent 
to his problematic condition.”

Small business is the lifeblood of our free enterprise 
system. Both large corporations and consumers would 
suffer severely if they were deprived of the products and 
services that are supplied by small business. Economic 
progress has been made mostly by small businessmen who 
have a new idea and the courage to pursue it.

It is important for us to remember that 97 per cent of 
the nation’s businesses are small, and that these are re­
sponsible for more than half of all private employment 
and about a third of the gross national product.

The government in recent years has been throwing 
more and more roadblocks in the path of small business­
men. The excessive paperwork demands and often capri­
cious regulations of federal agencies fall especially heavily 
upon him. A  tax system that is weighted against him 
makes a bad situation worse.

The time has come for Congress to remember the New 
Forgotten Man. For the last several years, I have pro­
posed legislation to raise the surtax exemption for small 
business to the first $100,000 of taxable income. This 
reform is long overdue. The tax burden which small busi­
ness bears inhibits the ability of small businesses to expand 
and grow through reinvestment of earnings, and forces 
the small business sector to rely more and more upon 
credit markets where government and other private inter­
ests are able to preempt the necessary funds.

I have also sponsored legislation to raise the exemption 
on federal estate taxes from the current $60,000 to a 
more realistic $200,000.

But a comprehensive, rather than a piecemeal approach 
is required, and that is why I hope Congress will complete 
action soon on my bill to create a commission on small 
business to study all the problems of small business, and 
recommend solutions. Perhaps then the “New Forgotten 
Man” will be forgotten no longer.

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Tips For Gardeners
From the

Ozona Garden Club

You well know that April 
is one of the busiest gardening 
months of the year. It’s 
time to sow grass seeds, or 
shape up the established 
lawn; select and plant annuals 
and perennial flowers for 
summer color; plant container- 
grown ornamental shrubs and 
trees; divide and replant 
bulbs as foliage matures; 
tend roses and the vegetable 
garden; feed nearly all plants; 
and counter-attack harmful 
insects and diseases.

If you are impatient for 
color, purchase seedlings 
already in flower. Most nur­
series and garden supply 
shops have petunias, mari­
golds, ageratum, alyssum 
and many others for sale in 
bloom. They can be planted 
directly into beds for distant 
viewing, or they may be 
grouped in containers for 
cheerful close-up color.

This month is a good time 
to set out geranium plants. 
Massed in the flower bed or 
border, they have a colorful 
impact. They are easily 
grown and will tolerate a 
wide range of conditions.
Any good, well-drained soil 
with several inches of com­
post or peat moss spaded into 
the top 6 inches will produce 
good plants. A half cup of 
8-8-8 fertilizer for 50 square 
feet should also be added to 
the soil. Allow ample space- 
15 inches for the plants to 
grow and develop. Water and 
fertilize the plants regularly, 
and they will provide a solid 
blanket of green foliage 
topped with attractive flowers.

Select caladium tubers as 
soon as they are available 
at garden centers. Plant them 
in a shaded spot when the 
soil temperature warms to 
about 70 degrees. Space tubers 
12 to 18 inches apart in a 
loose soil high in organic 
matter. Cover the tops with 
no rnore than 2" of soil.

If you have limited space, 
you have an opportunity to 
grow succulents outdoors in 
plastic or clay pots or half­
pots that will fit on patio 
walls, A wide variety of 
succulents can be planted in 
coarse sandy soil which allows 
good drainage. Hang them 
where there is plenty of sun­
light. Succulents have the 
capacity to hold large amounts 
of water within their leaves 
or modified stems. Since 
little watering is required, 
they make an easy to main­
tain wall garden.

If you have pots of peren­
nials that you want to root 
this spring, now is a good 
time to take cuttings. This 
works well with geraniums, 
chrysanthemums, coleus, 
begonias, pinks, santolina, 
herbs, sultana and many 
others. Take the cuttings 
3" to 5" long, retaining 
leaves on the upper half of 
the cutting, A root promoting 
substance is not necessary, 
but the use of one will give 
uniformity in rooting and 
will promote development 
for a heavy root system.
Stick cuttings in containers 
having a mixture of equal 
parts perlite and peat moss.

Good planning begins with 
a good meat choice. Your 
best choice now and through 
April may very well be beef.

Beef is in unusually heavy 
supply and retail prices have 
moved downward. This suggests 
that it is a good time to buy 
and freeze, buy and serve, 
and buy and save.

According to marketing 
specialists with USDA's 
Agricultural Marketing Service, 
beef supplies in March were 
10 percent higher than a year 
earlier and in April about 15 
percent higher. Marketing 
specialists also say that it’s 
beef from cattle which have 
been fed grain that is making 
up the greatest part of the 
increased supply.

For those interested in 
economy as well as good 
eating, some beef buying 
tips should include reminders 
to buy it right, cook it right, 
and freeze it properly. You 
could realize savings in time 
as well as in dollars.

In buying right, select the 
cuts in the size that will fill 
your family needs. Another 
economical buying plan is 
to determine the cost of the 
serving rather than the cost 
per pound.

Since small portions of 
meat cook faster than large 
portions, cooking time can 
be reduced by cutting the 
meat into serving sizes before 
braising, as in the case of 
pot roast. Time savings can 
also accrue by preparing cas­
seroles on range top rather 
than oven baking. Another 
time saving tip is to double 
a recipe, one for serving that 
day and another to freeze.

Fresh beef can be frozen 
without rewrapping and stored

in the freezer for 1 to 2 weeks. 
When freezing for longer 
periods it is best to overwrap 
with a moisture and vapor 
proof freezer material. By 
rewrapping it properly, ground 
beef can be stored for periods 
up to 3 or 4 months, other 
cuts from 6 to 12 months.

A delicious way to serve 
beef is Curried Steak Strips. 
CURRIED STEAK STRIPS 
1-1/2 pound beef round steak, 

cut 1/2 inch thick 
3 tablespoons flour
1 teaspoon salt
1 /4  teaspoon pepper
2 tablespoons cooking fat or 

drippings
1 teaspoon curry powder 
1 small onion, chopped 
1 clove garlic, crushed 
3 /4  cup water
1 can (15 ounces) tomato
