I was shaking so, it took 
three exposures before I 
got a printable print. How­
ever, the trusty firemen 
arrived and it was soon 
over. As it turned out, 
it was not nearly so fright­
ening as our first impulse 
told us.

In and out of rain all 
day, a trip to the Care 
Center greeted us with 
a leaking roof. The roof, 
has in fact, leaked since 
the building has been 
built. Can any of you 
imagine paying a con­
tractor the amount paid 
for the center and at the 
same time paying for 
running water in the hall 
everytime it rains? And,
I’ll have to hand it to the 
contractor, he’s promised 
to fix the roof ever since 
the first rain. He hasn’t 
done it and he’s gotten 
away with it for over a 
year now.

Friday afternoon late, 
a bad wreck was repcffted 
over the scanner. In 
driving rain Tom headed 
for the office and the cam­
era and then took off west 
on Hwy. 290. He got hone 
some thirty miles later anc 
said he couldn’t find the 
wreck. We thought he had 
overshot it, but as it 
happened, the wreck was 
eight miles east of town.
I accompanied him on 
this run so 1 could navi­
gate. Still raining, we 
came upon the wreckage 
as they were about to pull 
them off, and Tom real­
ly earned his Brownie 
points. In falling rain 
with no light, he got a 
perfect print of the car.

We are usually alerted 
by Manuel Hartnett, but 
he has been patrolling 
in Irion County most of 
the time lately and we 
have really missed his 
good cooperation. From 
the rash of wrecks and 
the ccanpletely insane 
driving, it is obvious that 
the county has missed him 
too. He is working in Iri­
on County because they 
are furnishing him the 
latest thing in radar 
equipment. The Crockett 
County Commissioners 
Court has so far refused 
to furnish this ecpipment 
for the Department of 
Public Safety here althoigh 
it has bean brought up 
for consideration.

It is our considered 
opinion that we need our 
Highway Patrolman work­
ing I-10 and 290 in Croc­
kett County.

After almost a week of 

welcome rains, the offi­
cial gauge in the Water 
District Office measured 
4.48 inches as of noon 
Tuesday and it was still 
raining.

One Fatality In 
Rash Of Wrecks

The week-lcxig rainfall, 
so welcomed by Ozonans, 
took tragic toll in life and 
property damage on the 
county’s highways during 
a five-day pericxi.

FLAMING TRUCK COMES TO HALT IN DOWNTOWN OZONA - Merchants and shop­
pers were startled Friday morning when this burning truck pulled up to the curb at the 
south side of the square and quickly was abandcaied by its driver and occupants.
Ozona firemen quickly extinguished the blaze which was too near a tank of butane 
gas to be really ccxnfortable.

Unofficially there were 
fourteen traffic accidents 
in and around Ozona during 
the periods of the heaviest 
rairrfaU the last few days. 
Most were fender benders 
which sent property 
damages soaring, but some 
serious injuries and one 
fatal injury was recorded.

A Houston man was 
dead at the scene of a 
head- on crash eight miles 
east of Ozona on High­
way 290 Friday afternoon 
at 7:28, in a driving rain.

Dead is Bernard C. 
Berryman of Houston. Ber­
ryman was traveling west 
in a 1965 Chevrolet when 
Lonnie Neal Boggs in a 
late model pickup collided 
with him head on. The 
accident occurred when 
Berryman lost control 
coming off of I-10 onto 
290 and veered into the 
east bound lane. Boggs, 
driving the pick-up at­
tempted to avoid the col­
lision and swerved into fiie 

west bovtnd lane. The car 
thep cut back across the 
highway resulting in the 
grinding head-on crash.

Mrs. Berryman, a pass­
enger in the auto, sustained 
serious injuries and at press 
time was in critical con­
dition in Shannon Hospi-

Court Asked to Throw Out 
Democratic Primary Results

Longtime Teachers
Tender Resignation Ozona Lions

The Crockett County 
Commissioners Court met 
Monday in regular month­
ly session and was halfway 
into the meeting when 
a delegation, claiming 
to be representatives of the 
Mexican-American commu­
nity, dropped in. Although 
it was not on the agenda, 
their spokesman. Hector 
DeHoyos, was recognized.

DeHoyos informed the 
court that he had been 
contacted by the U. S. 
Department of Justice at­
torney, and had been in­
formed that the Depart­
ment bad rejected the 
new precinct lines, or 
the precinct lines as they 
now stand, and had set 
them back to where they 
were befcxe the court voted 
to change lines.

DeHoyos asked the court 
to hold a new Democratic 
Primary before the general 
electicais in November. He 
said he had been instructed 
to request the new elec­
tion by the group’s attorney 
Luis Segura. He suggested 
dates for filing, etc. with 
the election to be held 
October 2. He said the 
dates were being used by 
Frio County where a sim- 
iliar situation exists.

Commissioner Jess Mar- 
ley pointed out the fact 
that the County Demo­
cratic Party sets elections, 
not the Commissioners 
Court and that if another 
primary became necessary, 
dates would be set spec­
ifically for Crockett Coun­
ty-

After some discussion, 
the court came to the con­
clusion that no action would 
be taken until official 
notification was received 
by that body, if indeed

the Justice Department 
had made a ruling as claim­
ed. In any event, the court 
refused to discuss the mat­
ter further until the court’s 
attorney was contacted.

When asked what reason 
was given for the decisicw, 
DeHoyos said he was given 
no reason, just the decision.

In other business the 
court approved a salary 
raise for Orval Maney’s 
cemetery crew, to match 
salaries paid to Dudley 
McCary’s maintenance 
crew. A 25?; per hour raise 
was approved for Maney 
and his crew.

The court agreed to 
pay a $225 tuition and 
expense fee for seven local 
firemen who have expressed 
an interest in attending 
a fireman’s school at Tex­
as A&M.

Marley asked Judge 
Williams for a report on 
Felipe Castro and his pigs. 
The court passed an ordi­
nance at it’s last meeting 
to have the pigs removed 
from county property, and 
it had not teen  enforced 
as of Monday. Judge Wil­
liams said he had assisted 
Castro in finding his proper­
ty line and had teen inform­
ed by Castro that he would 
move the pigs.

A fence, which houses 
the pigs, is attached to a 
county guard rail. Marley 
made a motion that if 
Castro’s fence is not mov­
ed within ten days, the 
guard rail will be removed. 
Bill Black seconded the 
motion and it carried.

Dudley McCary gave 
his monthly report and was 
informed by Commissioner 
Jack Williams that Vaughn 
Parker, B. W. Stuart and

R. B. Babbitt had taken 
the responsibility for get­
ting the Little League 
Park in shape for a possi­
ble play-off game. The 
park has teen in bad play­
ing shape all season, al­
though the county is sup­
posed to maintain it.

Jack Baggett brought 
the new Workman’s Com­
pensation proposal. Prem­
ium for the coming year 
will be $25, 884, but with 
a 13.5 percent discount 
the actual amount expend­
ed will be $22,390, with 
dividends based on loss 
ratio to be figured at the 
end of the year.

Civic Center director 
Garland Young gave his 
monthly report, and was 
instructed to get an esti­
mate from Ozona Butane 
for a new dishwasher. It 
has teen  brought to the 
attention of the court by 
several groups that one 
dishwasher is not sufficient 
for large functions.

After discussing ttie 
hospital report, it was 
decided to raise care cen­
ter rates to put them in 
line with Medicaid rates. 
The motion was made by 
Chuy Castro and seconded 
by Bill Black.

It was also voted to 
raise the tax assessment 
rate from 30% of actual 
value to 40% for the com­
ing year and lower school 
and county rate approxi­
mately 25^ and 15^ res­
pectively. School taxes 
need to be approved by 
the school board, but a 
firm figure will be decided 
upon. At any rate, the 
rate will not be more than 
$2.50 the court said.

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The PBC’s Bicentennial Lie

History is curiously full of clever deceivers who attempt 
ed to fool the people through the technique of the ”big 
lie . " The masses are more easily deceived by a real 
whopper, wrote Adolph Hitler in Mein Kampf, "for they 
themselves often tell little lies but would be ashamed 
to tell big ones.. .  Something therefore aways remains and 
sticks from the most impudent lie s .. . . ”

mission and its firebrand leader, Jeremy Rifkin. As one 
writer has noted, instead of painting the Bicentennial 
red, white and blue, the PBC just paints it red.

The essence of the PBC*s big Bicentennial lie is this- 
taken from a recent PBC tabloid called "Declare Your 
Independence From Big Business. " A new monarchy has 
grown up in America - monarchy of wealth and power 
more influential and pervasive than the King our ances­
tors overthrew.. .  our air and water are fouled by indus­
trial polluters; prices continue to skyrocket; millions 
remain permanently unemployed".

A mountain of facts could be offered here to reflute 
the PBC*s big lie . Suffice it to say that the "corrupt" 
private enterprise system so hated by Rifkin and his fel­
low thinkers has given a higher standard of living to a 
greater percentage of America's people - of every creed 
and color - than any system in any country in histewy.

A sample of those benefits: The average American 
nurse can purchase 22 pounds of sugar with one hour's 
worth of wages. The English nurse must work four 
hours, 17 minutes to buy the sugar; the Japanese nurse 
four hours, 50 minutes; the Polish nurse six hours 48 
minutes; and the Russian nurse 16 hours.

A skilled American laborer can buy a pair of shoes 
with six hours of work, the Japanese with 10 hours of 
work, the Englishman with 15 hours and Frenchman 
with 16 hours and the Russian 45 hours or a full weeks 
worth of wages.

Such comparisons, assembled by an international 
periodical. To The Point, should help persuade any 
reasonably objective person that, far from enrichirig 
the few at the expense of the many - as the PBC strid­
ently claims - our American economic system is a great 
boon to the huge majority of the American people. And 
as such, this system deserves our praise on America's 
Bicentennial.

Communists Under The Bed

There was a time when those among us wise enough 
to warn about the threat of Communism were often 
ridiculed for "seeing Communists under the bed. "

But, as pointed out by Dr. Fred Schwarz, in a dinner 
speech delivered on June 18, to about 200 in Washing­
ton, D. C ., it is not at all riecessary to "look under 
beds” for evidence that Communists exist.

In fact, the best evidence, asserts Dr. Schwarz, is 
to read the Communist literature - which very few 
people bother to do. In doing so, however, one will 
find that the Communists have not been at all bashful 
or secretive about their grov^th. Indeed they openly 
boast about it.

According to their own figures - not those "dreamed 
up" by anti-communists - the Reds claim that they 
began in 1903 with about 25 followers of Lenin.

In 1917, the Communists conquered Russia with 
about 40, 000 members.

By 1928 they had organized fifth-columns (which 
they call "parties") - in 46 countries and claimed 
1,680,000 members.

In 1935 they boasted that they had 3,141, 000 mem­
bers in 61 countries.

From 1935 to 1957 they spread to 75 countries and 
increased their membership to 33 million.

A short three years later, in 1£.' 0 , the ccxnmu- 
nists claimed 36 million members in 87 countries.

Today they boast more than 50 million members in 
organized disciplined units, based in mc*e than ninety 
countries around the world.

Repeat: these are not "accusations" of anti-commu­
nists; they are the statements of the Communists them­
selves.

Said Dr. Schwarz: "The record of past achievement 
by the Communist Intematicttial is such that their claim 
that they will conquer the world should be regarded 
with the utmost seriousness. "

Should a doubting Thomas friend scoff at the idea of 
Soviet aggression or ask: "Just how are the Communists 
going to conquer the United States" show him the above 
figures, and then you ask the question:

"What's going to stop them?"
For nearly sixty years, the world balance of power 

has been shifting steadily in favor of the Communist 
empire. Isn't it time that the United States developed 
a foreign policy designed to turn the tide in favc* of 
the free wc*ld?

Outgrowth of a three- 
year study, the preliminary 
proposals will be submitted 
to public hearings begin­
ning next month.

Hearings during August 
will be held in Brownsville, 
Corpus Christi, Victoria, 
Bay City, Houston, Galves­
ton and Beaumont. Later 
hearings are scheduled in 
Dallas, San Antonio and 
Austin.

Main recommendations 
include:

— Establishment of a 
process for assessing future 
economic, environmental 
and social effects of de­
velopments planned for 
coastal locations.

— Setting up an or­
ganized information system 
in the governor’s office to 
help improve agency coor­
dination on decisions for use 
of coastal resources.

— Restructuring the 
Interagency Council on 
Natural Resources and the 
Environment to review and 
coordinate coastal policies 
and activities.

— Focusing management 
processes on coastal waters 
and shorelands closely as­
sociated with the waters. 
Only a fraction of each 
coastal county would be in­
cluded in the management 
area.

Armstrong said recom­
mendations provide a 
framework for coastal 
growth and development.

B riscoe Cool
The idea of a special ses­

sion to curb utilities bills 
left Gov. Dolph Briscoe cool, 
in sp ite  of sup^port from 
House Speaker Bill Clayton 
and other lawmakers.

Briscoe said ideas of 
House committees (includ­
ing sales tax reductions and 
tax rebates) are "nothing 
basically new.” He added he 
is not convinced they would 
substantially decrease bills 
or that they could be passed 
quickly by the legislature.

M eanw hile, Rep. Lane 
Denton of Waco came up 
with 14 recommendations 
which he claimed could re­
duce gas and electric bills 25 
per cent if enacted. Denton 
proposed a ceiling on the 
wellhead price of natu ral 
gas, further restictions on 
utility companies and tax 
adjustments or elimination.

He also recom m ended 
election of Railroad Com­
mission members from six 
geographic districts.

P a rty  F igh t Due
Angelina County Attor­

ney John Henry Tatum of 
Lufkin set the stage for a 
state Democratic leadership 
tug-of-war with announce­
m ent as a cand ida te  for 
Texas party chairman.

Tatum  was the first to 
come out ag a in st Calvin 
Guest of Bryan, backed by 
Gov. Briscoe for a third term 
as sta te  Democratic Exe­
cutive Committee head.

Other liberals are consid­
ering the race which will be 
decided a t the State Demo­
cra tic  convention Sep­
tember 18 in Fort Worth.

Bad Medicine
WASHINGTON—In the early days of medicine the 

practice of “bleeding” was widespread. The physicians of 
long ago believed that virtually all diseases were caused 
by “noxious humours” in the blood, and that the way to 
cure a sick patient was to open a vein and drain out the 
“bad” blood.

The result, of course, was that patients who were al­
ready seriously ill were weakened still further. After being 
bled, they often died.

Medicine long ago abandoned the obnoxious practice 
of bleeding, but it lives on in other spheres. Eight “bleed­
ers” on the Senate Judiciary Committee have reported 
out a bill to break up the 18 largest American oil com­
panies. It could be voted on before the year is out.

The measure would dismember the large oil companies 
by forcing them to sell off their assets and operations in 
all but one of the four basic functions of the industry: 
exploration and production; refining; transportation, and 
marketing.

Sponsors of the bill say it is needed because the major 
oil companies have too much power and make too much 
money. They claim that divestiture would result in in­
creased competition and lower prices to the consumer.

The facts say otherwise.
The oil industry is far more competitive than most 

other major industries. No one company accounts for 
more than 11 per cent of oil and gas production. The top 
four account for only 31 per cent. In comparison, the 
concentration ratios for all American manufacturing is 
40 per cent for the four top firms. In the auto industry, 
there ARE only four major producers.

With the exception of one year— 1974— oil company 
profits (measured as a return on stockholder equity) have 
tracked with the average for all U.S. manufacturing, 13.4 
per cent to 13 per cent. The windfall, one-time-only profit 
in 1974 was the result not of any action by the oil com­
panies, but by the Arab oil embargo and the subsequent 
quadrupling of the crude oil price by the OPEC cartel.

Consumers of petroleum products get a better deal in 
the United States than anywhere else on earth. Europeans 
and Asians pay three, four and five times as much for a 
gallon of gasoline as we do. Prior to the Arab oil em­
bargo, oil product prices rose much more slowly than 
overall consumer prices. From 1947 to 1973, when the 
embargo began, the price of regular gasoline increased 
just 59 per cent, compared to a 99 per cent hike in the 
Consumer Price Index during the same period.

The divestiture bill will not do what its sponsors say it 
will do, because the ills it purports to correct are as non­
existent as the “noxious humours” that the bleeders of old 
wished to purge. But it would not be without effect.

Passage of the divestiture bill would set off a 10-20 
year legal struggle to divide up the pieces. This would 
be a bonanza for lawyers, but a disaster for the rest of us, 
since oil exploration and production would grind to a near 
standstill as the courtroom battles were being fought.

Once the pieces were sorted out, the splintered com­
panies would find it harder than ever to raise the enor­
mous amounts of capital needed to maintain—much 
less to increase—our current energy production. The 
splintered survivors would be far weaker in bargaining 
with OPEC than the majors are today, and thus far less 
able to resist exorbitant price increases at a time when 
our dependence on foreign oil would be growing.

In addition to the higher prices we would have to pay 
for OPEC oil, you and I would have to pay more to make 
up for the loss of the efficiencies of integrated production, 
and to pay the costs of the new administrative bureaucra­
cies that would be required for each of the spun-off com­
panies.

The chain reaction from a breakup of the oil compa­
nies would be tremendous. A decline in refinery and pipe­
line construction, for example, would mean the manufac­
ture of fewer pumps, the purchase of less steel, and the 
hiring of fewer people. The ripple effects throughout our 
economy would extend far beyond the oil fields.

During the hot summer 

months roses need atten­
tion to keep plants grow­
ing vigorously for produc­
tion of roses. Feed them 
lightly each month and cor­
rect iron chlorosis by ap­
plying iron chelate or iron 
sulfate either as a foliar 
spray or as a soil applica­
tion. Proper watering is 
fundamental-so is spraying 
for insect and disease con­
trol. Continued production 
of flowers also depends on 
the pruning. When remov­
ing flowers, cut the stems 
only as long as needed. 
Leave as much foliage 
as possible fc»: food manu­
facture. Regularly remove 
faded, shedding roses fran 
plants.

Start your Christmas 
gift avocado house plants 
now even though it is a 
little late. They are pop­
ular with everyone and the 
cost - one avocado seed 
and three toothpicks per 
plant. Here is one way 
to grow them.

1. Wash seed, suspend 
(Broad end down) over 
water-filled glass with 
three toothpicks. Water 
should cover i  inch of 
seed at least. Keep water 
level ccaistant.

2, Place in warm loca­
tion out of direct sunlight. 
Seed will crack as roots 
and stem form (two to
six weeks).

3, When main stem
is six to seven inches long, 
cut back to about three 
inches. When roots are 
thick and stem leafed, 
plant in terra cotta pot.

4. Plant in rich humus 
type soil. Use pot with 
lOi inch diameter. Leave 
seed half-exposed. Keep 
plant moist.

Since potted plants are 
so expensive, if you plan 
to have very many for 
your garden next year, it 
will help to bridge the co­
lor gap between spring­
flowering bulbs and annual 
bedding plants to start 
your perennial seeds now. 
They will have plenty of 
time to develop strong 
plants for over wintering, 
and next summer you'll 
have lots of color on dis­
play. Tall growing peren­
nials include, gloriosa 
daisies, holly-hocks, or­
iental poppies and larkspur. 
For intermediate height, 
chrysanthemums, ccareop- 
sis, gailardia, shasta dais­
ies, and sweet williams.
Low growers include alys- 
sum, candytuft, dianthus, 
English daisies, violas and 
others.

After planting, keep 
the soil evenly moist, as 
sprouting seeds need a 
continuous supply of mois­
ture. After the seedlings 
are up, you will need to 
either ttiin or transplant 
them. Water the beds at 
least an hour before trans­
planting, and carefully 
lift each plant out.
Reset in a well-prepared 
bed 6 to 12 inches apart, 
or in small pots. Keep the 
seedlings watered and shad­
ed during the hottest part 
of the day until they are 
well established.

In selecting vegetables, 
look first for freshness- 
vegetables should be com­
paratively dry because ex­
cessive moisture makes 
them decay.

The number of servings 
you get from a common- 
size purchase unit of a veg­
etables--pods, husks, 
parings and trimmings— 
lower the yield of edible 
food per pound. Some 
fresh vegetables shring be­
cause they lose water dur­
ing cooking, and others 
absorb water and swell 
as they cook.

Here is a list of sea­
sonal fresh vegetables with 
the approximate amount 
to purchase for six servings 
of about one-half cup each.

Snap beans- 1 l b . . 
broccoli- 2 lb . , cabbage- 
l i  lb . , carrots- l i  lb . , 
corn- 3 in husks, okra 1 | 
lb. , peas- 3 lb. in pods, 
squash- soft shell- 1 | l b . , 
Tomatoes- 1? lb.

Even under ideal stor­
age conditions--right tem­
perature and humidity-- 
most fresh vegetables re­
tain top quality only for a 
few days. Green, leafy 
vegetables quiddy wilt 
and change flavor as water 
evaporates from tissues. 
Other vegetables such as 
com, beans and peas lose 
sweetness with a short 
time as sugar converts to 
starch.

Always sort vegetables 
before storing. Discard or

use at once any taruised or 
soft vegetables; do not 
S'ore them with sound, 
firm vegetables.

Store ripe tomatoes 
uncovered in the refriger­
ator. Keep unripe tcanatoes 
at room temperature away 
from direct sunlight until 
ripe, then refrigerate.
Too much sunlight prevents 
development of even color.

Most fresh vegetables 
keep well and stay crisp 
if put in covered contain­
ers or plastic bags and 
stored in the refrigerator.

If you wash vegetables 
before storing, drain thor­
oughly because too much 
moisture can hasten de­
cay. Com is best stored 
unhusked and uncovered 
in the refrigerator.

They 
planted the first figs, o- 
li-ves and walnuts and ex­
perimented with the first 
oranges.

"Foods from the sea 
and forests were important 
to Indians and whites. 
Indians taught whites the 
use of the sap of the ma­
ple tree for sweetening 
before molasses and sugar

of spoiled food, with cook­
books carrying instructions 
on making tainted foods 
palatable.

"What sugar was avail­
able was often larown, 
hard and lumpy. Salt was 
impeartant for preserving 
food as well as for adding 
flavor.

"Early Americans de­
pended on Yankee peddlers 
for supplies. First they

were available to any grea t o  on backjaoks.
extent. They shared their ^
seeds for beans, squash.
peppers and pumpkins and 
taught the white man how 
to grow them, ” she said.

By 1776, the influence 
of foods by the Creoles 
had been felt. They were 
a mixture of Spanish and 
French. Creole food was 
influenced by Negro cooks 
and Indians in what was 
to become the Louisiana 
Territory. Negro cooks 
from AMca added okra 
to stews.

"Polynesians who came

Later they rode horse back 
or carried their supplies 
in wagons over poca: roads. 
They took few hilky or 
heavy foods. At first, they 
had only salt, and a little 
tea--later they also had 
coffee, spices and sugar. 
Peddlers on rafts reached 
early settlers living on 
rivers and waterways. When 
specialized heavy-duty 
wagons were acquired, 
they might carry 25 cook­
ing ranges on one trip, " 
she said.

After one skipper made 
a 700 per cent profit on 
a shipload of pepper fretn 
the East Indies, Salem 
became an important 
seaport. Pepper was val­
ued to disguise t te  flavor

er to the consumer until 
late in the 1900's. Milk 
came to homes in large 
cans and was dipped out.
It was often kept cool in 
the "spring" house or by 
lowering it in a cistern or 
well just above the water 
level. Preserved food was 
salt-lxrined, smoked or 
dried.

Original settlers in New 
England found an abund­
ance of fish and wild game. 
Cooking fat was bear oil.

Venison stew was common 
during Revolutionary days. 
Beef was available only 
when cows had outlived 
their usefulness. Sheep 
were grown for wool, and 
chickens were grown for
eggs.

Carrots, cabbage, par­
snips and turnips were 
grown because they could 
be stared for winter, but 
leafy vegetables were 
often considered fodder 
because they were thought 
to have little food value.

In 1776, tra'velers were 
essentially the only peo­
ple who ate food away 
from home.

The Dutch of New York 
introduced doughnuts and 
waffles to the American 
foods, and the Germans 
added coleslaw, hambur­
gers and frankfurters.

Many settlers who came 
to Maryland, Virginia, 
and the Carolinas were 
wealthy families fron 
England. They served elab­
orate meals prepared by 
Negro cooks.

Thomas Jefferson had 
a great influence on Am­
erican food habits. He 
brought recipes from 
France, one of which was 
fa: ice cream. He set a 
standard of excellence 
for food in the White 
House. Martha Washington 
invented Boston cream pie,

Recipes used in both 
the northern and southern 
colonies were often the 
homemaker's own invenr 
tion. She had many new 
foods to use and had to 
adapt recipes brought from 
native lands. The first 
American cookbook was 
printed in 1742 in Wil­
liamsburg, Virginia, but 
the first cookbook to use 
American ingredients was 
printed in 1796.

Frontiersmen and pio­
neers carried dried foods 
such as jerky and pemmi- 
can which they learned 
about from the Indians. 
Most bread was hardtack, 
a dehydrated flour and 
water mixture. The jolt­
