Farm-gas users
huddle tonight

If High Plains irrigation gas
users want to get gas rates
regulated, should they seek a
new state law that would put
ag gas rates under the juris-
diction of the Texas Railroad
Commission?

If so, should they try to get
such a law passed in the
special session of the legisla-
ture, which Gov. Mark White
is expected to call soon?

Or should they seek federal
regulation through Congress?

These and other questions
will be discussed tonight
(Thursday) at 8 in the Holiday
Inn at Plainview in a called
meeting of the directors of the
Plains Irrigation Gas Users
Association, which covers a
16-county area.

“It will be explained what
happened to the ag gas use

-proposals in Austin during the

legislative session,'’ said Carl
King of Dimmitt, who lobbied
for the measure. ‘‘Also, we
will ask the directors where
they want to go with the issue
from here — whether to try
the special session or to go
the federal route, which is
what we are working on
now."’

King added that plans will
be made for a meeting in this
area around June 15-20 for all
interested ag gas users to
attend and make their view-
points known.

“We want to see how
seriously the farmers want to
pursue this matter,"”” King
stated. ‘I think I could get
Gov. White to consider the
proposed regulations in the
special session, if that's what
the majority wants."’

King said there will also be
someone at the Plainview
meeting to explain the pro-
gress on developing hydrogen

fuel for irrigation.

Advances in the field have
come through research locally
and by Texas A&M.

“We would like to see
farmers and municipalities to
be able to bid on their gas like
other entities do. This would
enable them to reduce the
cost by as much as half,”
King said.

But regulation would be
required to put farmers in a
position to bid, he explained.

Franchise, road
funds discussed

The Dimmitt Board of
Aldermen learned Monday
night that additional road re-

. pair funds may be available to

the city, and that the fran-
chise agreement with South-
western Public Service Co. is
due for renewal in January
1984.

Jack Moore with the Texas
Department of Highways and
Public Transportation asked
the aldermen to approve an
updated urban and transpor-
tation map of Dimmitt to be
used by his department.

Designation of particular
streets as ‘‘collector streets’’
may enable the city to receive
additional urban road repair
funds from the state.

Streets so designated are
streets other than main high-
ways that ‘‘collect’’ traffic
from various areas and funnel
it to a main artery, and that
have no stop signs except
where it crosses another
collector or highway.

Front Street, Halsell Street,
Jones Street, Lee Street (from
Front Street to US 385),
Twelfth Street and Western
Circle Drive were marked on
the proposed map as ‘‘collect-
or'’ streets.

Moore said approval of the
map by the city governing
body is required for cities
with more than 5,000 popula-
tion. He added that approval
must also be given on the
county and state levels.

Aldermen approved the
map.

Calvin Marsh, local SPS
manager, presented a pro-
posed ordinance to renew the
franchise agreement between
SPS and the city.

‘“Although the current
agreement does not expire
until January, we wanted to
give the board plenty of time

‘Caution urged at boat ramps

Weekend boat ramp scenes
at Texas reservoirs and coast-
al waters often resemble a
Keystone Cops rerun. But
it's not funny to the careless
boat owner to see his boat
swamped or his cherished
truck rolling backward into
the brine.

Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department technician Karen
Meador said good safe boat-
ing practices should start be-
fore the boat hits the water.

‘‘Department fisheries per-
sonnel see plenty of potential
hazards at boat ramps while
conducting surveys,'’ Meador
said, ‘‘and some of them can
be dangerous as well as em-
barrassing.”’

Meador pointed out that an
unwritten rule is that whom-
ever gets his boat into posi-
tion for launching has the
right-of-way. ‘‘Always make
sure the way is clear and that
animals, children and other
vehicles are not in the launch
path,’”’ she said.

Boaters often forget to set
the parking brake when
launching or reloading boats.
In some cases this results in
launching both boat and tow
vehicle into the water. Blocks
of wood placed behind one or
more tires can be added
insurance against rolling
backward.

“It's also advisable to be
sure the plug is secure in your
boat,’”” she advised. Some
boats will sink if the plug is
out; all boats will take on a
considerable amount of water.

Also, be sure your motor
runs properly before finally
shoving off from the launch-
ing site. ‘‘A boat drifting
away from the ramp is a
hazard to boats waiting to
come in, and others going
out,”" said Meador.

“‘Last year only 28 cents of
every dollar spent on food
went back to the farmer,"'
points out Dr. Forrest Stege-
lin, ‘“‘while 32 cents went for
labor' and the remaining 40
cents

This difference between
what farmers receive and
what consumers pay for food

products is called the ‘‘farm
to retail price spread’’ and
represents food industry

charges for handling, process-
ing and retailing farm food
commodities. That difference
rose 5.1% in 1982 and is
expected to grow even larger
this year.

Why?

“‘Because, while the farm
value of food is expected to
rise only 1 to 4% in 1983,
marketing costs are forecast
to increase 4 to 7%,’" says
Stegelin. Thus the trend of
marketing costs rising faster
than the farm value is expect-
ed to continue as it has for the
past three years.

““This means that the over-
all food price increases have
been influenced less and less
by changes in farm prices and
more and more by changes in
the cost of packaging,
processing, fabricating, trans-
porting and distributing, and
food industry wages,”’ says
the economist. ‘‘This year
the higher marketing bill will
account for more than three-
fourths of the increase in total
consumer spending on food."

SERUICES

To World War II veterans
about GI insurance — the
annual hoax is again being
published that you may re-
ceive dividend checks recently
authorized by Congress for
policies that you did not keep
in force. Don’t waste your
time and postage to answer.
There are dividends for all
policies kept in force; but you
need not apply for this
dividend. It will be sent to
you on the date of your policy
anniversary. Also, this
applies to Korean veterans
who have current policies in
force.

However, all World War I
veterans with policies, even if
in arrears, have now been
paid by the VA, and even if
expired, are still in force, we
have been informed.

Vietnam era and peace-time
veterans who wish to keep
alive any part or all of their GI
insurance in a cheap premium
five-year term policy have 90
days to apply from the date of
their discharge.

We have all forms needed
for veterans, their dependents
and survivors for any federal

or state benefit in our office.
*

Veterans seeking VA-
guaranteed loans for purchase
or construction of a home
must certify that they intend
to occupy the property as
their own residence, advises
the director, Waco VA Re-
gional Office.

If the loan is for refinanc-
ing, altering, improving, or
repairing a home, he added,
the veteran must certify that
he or she is the owner and
occupant of the home. He
stressed that veterans should
be aware that making a false
certification to the VA could
subject the veteran to possible
criminal prosecution.
