From Mark Fox, the head coach
of Nevada, to Wade Scott, the
assistant coach at Houston,
they’re all over the place.”

Fox, who has led Nevada to an
81-18 record and three NCAA
tournament appaearances in his
first three seasons as head coach,
chimed in with some thoughts
about Diddle’s accomplishments.

“I want to congratulate Coach

Diddle on his 400th win. It gives
me great pleasure to know I had
a small part in such a big accom-
plishment,” Fox said via e-mail.
“I want to wish him and his team
well as they push that number
forward.”

Fox played for Diddle at
Eastern New Mexico University
where the Howard women’s
coach posted a 156-124 record and
is the second-winningest coach
in ENMU history.

Among Diddle’s accomplish-
ments in New Mexico is the cre-
ation and development of the

“What we’re continuing
to talk to them about is that they
need to lead just as much on the
defensive end as they do on the
offense.”

Other side effects include
kidney tumors, severe
acne and trembling. In
addition, men can suffer
from shrinking of the
testicles, reduced sperm
count, infertility,
baldness and
development of breasts.
Women can  develop
increased facial hair,
male-pattern baldness,
changes in or cessation of
the menstrual cycle and a
deepened voice.

People who inject
anabolic steroids run the
added risk of contracting
or transmitting
HIV/AIDS or hepatitis.
Scientific research also
shows that aggression
and other psychiatric
side effects may result
from abuse of anabolic
steroids. Researchers
report that extreme mood
swings also can occur,

including manic-like
symptoms leading to
violence. Depression

often is seen when the
drugs are stopped and
may contribute to
dependence. Researchers

They can also be e-
mailed to editor@bigspringherald.com

Entertaining "The Dragon’ a waste

he year was 1975 and the

Brewer was a 9-year-old

with a heavy Texas accent

and a mind full of mush.
My folks took me to the Seminary
South movie theatre in Fort Worth
to see a film that would have a
profound effect on
our culture, our gen-
eration and, yes, even
me.

“Jaws” is not a
movie about deep
human insight and it
doesn’t have any kind
of profound philo- i
sophical message, yet
there probably is not
another film that
made a bigger impact
on any one society.

Thirty-two years later, the
impact is just as effective as it
was back then. It doesn’t matter if
you are in fresh or salt water, that
famous John Williams sound track
starts to play in your head. We no
longer feel safe in the water.

While the fear may be very real,
the threat is really not. There is
more than 10,000 miles of
American coastline. Millions of
people swim in those waters and
every year there are fewer than 12
shark attacks. Most of those are
provoked and usually only one or
two are fatal. None of that matters
though when you are the guy in
the water and the “Jaws” theme is
bouncing between your ears.

The odds of you being eaten by a
shark in American waters are
astronomical. I tell myself this
every time I swim in the ocean,
because I'm convinced I'm going
to hit the shark lotto.

While all of us worry about
sharks, we very seldom worry

about things like lighting strikes.

I think the threat is very real
when it comes to lighting. In 1985
alone there were 600 people killed
in America by lightning and, over
the past 100 years, there have been
more than 24,000 people lit up and
sent to eternity with a thunder-
clap. Those are just the people we
know of.

Attacks by grizzly bears are rela-
tively rare and sporadic. Yet I'm
scared of a big ol’ bear getting me
when I'm in a national park. A
total of 162 bear-inflicted injuries
were reported from 1900 through
1985 in Canadian and American
national parks. The truth is, there
were only 19 human deaths from
grizzly attacks documented in the
national parks in North America
and an additional 22 deaths in
Alaska outside the parks.

In my mind, there must have
been thousands killed by grizzlies
over the past century but it’s just
not true. In the history of the
United States there have only been
20 reports of death by black bears
and only 13 by mountain lions.

For each person killed by a
mountain lion in the past 100
years, 300 people have died from
bee stings. I'm not scared of bees,
but when I'm in Big Bend
National Park, I am thinking
about mountain lions. Yet the
truth is that for each person killed
by a mountain lion in the past 100
years, 750 people have died when
their cars collided with a deer.
That’s not something I fret over.
For each person killed by a moun-
tain lion in the past 100 years,
1,100 people have been killed in
hunting accidents.

I could go on and on, but the bot-
tom line is that a lot of our fears

are really not warranted at all. In
fact a lot of the mental battles we
fight are over things that are not
even existent. We tend to exhaust
ourselves on fantasized battlefields
of endless “what if” rabbit trails.

So much of the strife in our very
limited brain space is over things
that are not even actually going
on.

I call these imagined threats,
“Dragons.” A lot of dragons I have
fought have not been battles over
what people actually thought
about me, but were battles over
what I thought people thought
about me. I've exhausted myself
on things not even real.

Biblically, the devil comes in the
symbolic form of a serpent trying
to deceive us, and a roaring lion
bringing condemning accusations
against us. By far, though, the
scariest form of the devil from hell
is that of the dragon. The beast
that is mentioned 13 times in the
New Testament shows up in our
lives as an overwhelming threat
that wants to chew us up and spit
us out. The thing about dragons —
they are not real.

Just like the John Williams
score playing when you go swim-
ming in the river. Just because
fear and strife are real, does not
mean the threat is real. Knowing
the truth makes you a dragon
slayer. I refuse to waste my time
and energy on battles that don’t
exist and in doing so I am better
equipped to win the real thing.

Corporate media censors news

he corporate media in the

United States likes to

think of themselves as

offering the official, most
accurate news reporting of the
day. The New York Times motto of
“all the news that’s fit to print” is
a clear example of
this perspective.
However, with corpo-
rate media coverage
that increasingly
focuses on a narrow
range of celebrity
updates, news from
“official” government
sources, and sensa-
tionalized crimes and
disasters, the self-jus-
tification of being the
most fit is no longer
valid in the United States.

We need to broaden our under-
standing of censorship in the
United States. The dictionary defi-
nition of direct government con-
trol of news as censorship is no
longer adequate. The private cor-
porate media in the United States
significantly under covers and/or
deliberately censors numerous
important news stories every year.

The common theme of the most
censored stories over the past year
is the systemic erosion of human
rights and civil liberties in both
the United States and the world at
large. The corporate media
ignored the fact that habeas cor-
pus now can be suspended for any-
one by order of the president.
With the approval of Congress, the
Military Commissions Act (MCA)
of 2006, signed by President
George W. Bush on October 17,
2006, allows for the suspension of
habeas corpus for United States
citizens and non-citizens alike.
While media, including a lead edi-
torial in The New York Times Oct.
19, 2006, have given false comfort

that American citizens will not be
the victims of the measures legal-
ized by this act, the law is quite
clear that “any person” can be tar-
geted. The text in the MCA allows
for the institution of a military
alternative to the constitutional
justice system for “any person”
regardless of American citizen-
ship. The MCA effectively does
away with habeas corpus rights
for all people living in the United
States deemed by the president to
be enemy combatants.

A law enacted last year allowing
the government to institute mar-
tial law more easily is another
civil liberties story ignored by the
corporate media in 2007. The John
Warner Defense Authorization Act
of 2007 allows the president to sta-
tion military troops anywhere in
the United States as well as to
take control of state-based
National Guard units without the
consent of the governor or local
authorities, in order to "suppress
public disorder." The law in effect
repealed the Posse Comitatus Act,
which had placed strict prohibi-
tions on military involvement in
domestic law enforcement in the
United States since just after the
Civil War.

Additionally, under the code-
name Operation FALCON (Federal
and Local Cops Organized
Nationally) three federally coordi-
nated mass arrests occurred
between April 2005 and October
2006. In an unprecedented move,
more than 30,000 “fugitives” were
arrested in the largest dragnets in
the nation's history. The opera-
tions, coordinated by the Justice
Department and Homeland
Security, directly involved over
960 agencies (state, local and feder-
al) and are the first time in United
States history that all of the
domestic police agencies have

been put under the direct control
of the federal government.

Finally, the term “terrorism” has
been dangerously expanded to
include any acts that interfere, or
promote interference, with the
operations of animal enterprises.
The Animal Enterprise Terrorism
Act signed into law on November
27, 2006, expands the definition of
an “animal enterprise” to any
business that “uses or sells ani-
mals or animal products.” The law
essentially defines protesters, boy-
cotters or picketers of businesses
in the United States as terrorists.

Most people in the United States
believe in our Bill of Rights and
value personal freedoms. Yet, our
corporate media in the past year
failed to inform us adequately
about important changes in our
civil rights and liberties. Despite
our busy lives, we want to be
informed about serious decisions
made by the powerful, and we rely
on the corporate media to keep us
abreast of significant changes.
When the media fails to cover
these issues, what else can we call
it but censorship?

A broader definition of censor-
ship in America today needs to
include any interference, deliber-
ate or not, with the free flow of
vital news information to the
American people. With the size of
the major media giants in the
United States, there is no excuse
for consistently missing major
news stories that affect all our
lives.

Today is Friday, Dec. 7,
the 341st day of 2007. There
are 24 days left in the year.

Today's Highlight in
History:

On Dec. 7, 1941, Japanese
forces attacked American
and British territories and
possessions in the Pacific,
including the home base of
the U.S. Pacific Fleet at
Pearl Harbor in Hawaii.

On this date:

In 1787, Delaware became
the first state to ratify the
U.S. Constitution.

In 1796, electors chose
John Adams to be the sec-
ond president of the United
States.

In 1836, Martin Van Buren
was elected the eighth presi-
dent of the U.S.

In 1907, the first Christmas
Seals to help the fight
against tuberculosis were
sold, in Wilmington, Del.
(Some sources say Dec. 9.)

In 1946, fire broke out at
the Winecoff Hotel in

Atlanta; the blaze killed 119
people, including hotel
founder W. Frank Winecoff.

In 1972, America's last
moon mission to date was
launched as Apollo 17 blast-
ed off from Cape Canaveral.

In 1982, convicted murder-
er Charlie Brooks Jr.
became the first U.S. prison-
er to be executed by injec-
tion, at a prison in
Huntsville, Texas.

In 1983, in Madrid, Spain,
an Aviaco DC-9 collided on a
runway with an Iberia Air
Lines Boeing 727 that was
accelerating for takeoff,
killing all 42 people aboard
the DC-9 and 51 aboard the
Iberia jet.

In 1987, 43 people were
killed after a gunman
aboard a Pacific Southwest
Airlines jetliner in
California apparently
opened fire on a fellow pas-
senger, the two pilots and
himself, causing the plane to
crash.

In 1987, Soviet leader
Mikhail S. Gorbachev set
foot on American soil for the
first time, arriving for a
Washington summit with
President Reagan.
