Inflation will be biggest

ML
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Paul Compton Chance, 53, was
killed Friday morning when his
1966 Mustang crashed head-on
into a parked tractor alongside
Farm Road 1055, 17 miles south-
west of Dimmitt.

THE FATAL accident apparent.
ly occurred at 9:55 am., although
it wasn't until an hour later that
a passing motorist noticed the
accident and reported it.

Highway Patrolman Billy Scott
said Chance had been driving
south on FM 1055 near the Chance
farm when his car veered off
the opposite side of the road and
crashed head-on into a Farmall
tractor that was parked 25 feet
east of the pavement.

His car knocked off the front
wheels of the tractor and plowed
into its motor housing. The impact
ripped the roof off the car and
the ftractor's front end came
to rest on the back of the car's
front seat.

Although the cause of the acci-
dent hasn't been determined,

on equally pressing world prob-

Public Enemy Number One
Presuming, therefore, that Amer-
jcan military commitment in
Vietnam can gradually be toned
down, and that none of the otner
smoldering trouble spots erupt in-
to full-scale fighting, the primary
task in 1970 once again will be
to curb inflationary pressures.
With its tremendous momentum,
there is little hope that the in-
flationary spiral can be brought
to a standstill in 1970,

Less Feverish Inflationary Pres-
sures — Once strongly entrench-
ed, inflation is hard to comtain.
The task is rendered all the more
difficuit by the \al problems
which must be tackled at the same
time. The administration and the
monetary authorities, thus, must
tread a narrow path, lest over-
zealous anti-inflation measures
create an economic ‘‘overkill."

Nevertheless, with the over-heat-
ed economy already becoming
more lemperate, inflaticnary pres-
sures are likely to rise at a slow-
er pace relative to 1969,

Still Higher Prices — Although
inflationary pressures should sub-
side as 1970 progresses, it would
be well not to expect overall
price deflation. Indeed, indexes of
wholesale commodity prices and
retail and consumer prices in
general are more likely to trend
nigher in 1970, reflecting the ten-
derxy of price changes to lag
changes in the economic climate.
Moreover, because of the squeeze
on business profits compensatory
price increases are likely.

Cost Push — Perhaps the most
crucial factor in tne outlook for
higher prices is the full calendar
of labor negotiations slated for
1970. On the basis of generous
corfract settlements during the
past year, new labor pacts will
undoubtedly carry hefty wage in-
crements.

Money Supply — One of the signs
pointing to the ease of inflation-
ary pressures is the money-sup-
ply curve. Reflecting the restric-
tive credit policies adnered to by
the Federal Reserve in 1969, the
nation’'s mcney supply (bank de-
gosit and currency in circula-
tion) in recent months has level-
ed off, blunting one of the most
potent scurces of inflationary pres-
sured. The stalf of Babson's re-
ports does mot foresee a renewed
upturn in the money supply in
the early months of the vear now
underwayl, since the nation's
leaders will still be preoccupied
with price increases., Thereafter,
however, il the anticipated down-
turn in general business and the
ccnsequent unemployment upslant
become sensitive areas, the Fed-
eral Reserve may be expected to
ease credit.

business in 1970. Indeed, if inter-
national conditions maintain a re-
lative status, quo, what happens
on the labor scene could deter-
mine 1970 business. Many major
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and secondary labor contracts ex-
pire within the next 12 months.
The most crucial are the labor
talks involving the Teamsters and
fhe Auto Workers. If the truck-
ing industry is paralyzed by a
nationwide strike next spring, raw
materials and finished goods can-
not be transported. Lay-offs and
curtailed work weeks in many
industrial lines would then result.

To the extent that the automo-
bile industry directly and indirect-
ly (through the automotive equip-
ment suppliers) employs many
workers and consumes a consider-
able amount of raw materials, a
prolenged tie-up — either industry-
wide or in a succession of strikes
against each of the *‘Big Three"
auto producers — could be very
damaging to the economy which
at that time might be either in the
initial stage of a recovery or on
the verge of regaining its vitality.

Whether or not labor tie-ups of
varying lengin do occur, the out-
lcok is for costly wage settle-
ments. With the profits squeeze
row being experienced by most
businesses, management can be
expected to bargain harder in
crder to keep the lid on cost in-
creases. Thus, in 1970 labor and
management will lock homs in
perhaps the most determined
stand on the part of both parties
in many years,

Labor leaders are expected to
rusn hard for direct wage in-
creases during 1970. Fringe bene-
fits, with the exception of medical
programs, will take a back seat
to increments in take-hcme pay.
Management, on the other hand,
may concede large pay boosts,
but in exchange the tendency will
be to seek one-year cgntracts
ratker than fne multi-year pacts,
hoping that an ecocnomic breath-
ing spell during 1970 will take the
pressure off labor demands,

1970 BUSINESS PROFILE

The latter part of 1969 saw in-
dustrial activity tum downward.
Even befcre that development,
ccrperate roofits after taxes had
already crested over (starting in
the second quarter of 1969). The
Babson Staff anticipates a further
slewdown in business in 1970,
There is no anticipation of a
fericus recession, although we
cannot rule out such a possibility
if prelonged labor tie-ups upset
supply-demand ratios. However,
il there are no radical disruptions
on the labor front or on the in-
ternational scene, the general ex-
pectaticn is that business will ex-
perience a gradual slippage dur-
ing the [irst six to nine months
of 1970. If the automobile industry
can come to terms with the Unit-
ed Auto Workers without too much

MAINLY responsible for the
whopping figure were three major
construction jobs totaling
$3,729,000. They were fhe Dim
mitt Wheat Growers' corn wet-

milling plant ($3 million), the new | three

First Baptist Church ($502,000) and
the new wing of Plains Memorial
Hospital ($227,000). All three proj-
ects are still underway.

Home building dropped in Dim-
mitt in 1969 — as it did through-
out the inflation-ridden US. Nine
new nomes were built here for a
total of $160,700, an average ol
$17,85 per home. Twenty new
homes had been built the previous
year, averaging $12.875 each.

The 1969 construction total eas-
ily topped Dimmitt's previous rec-
ord of $2 million, established in
1967, and set a new goal for
Dimmitt to shoot at for years to
come.

The construction record was the
major news highlight of 1969, a
year which didn't have much glit-
ter for Castro County otherwise.

It was a year when adverse
weather cut the courty’s crops;
a year when local farm organi-
zations issued a significant state-
ment of unity but weren't heed-
ed; a year that saw the defeat
of a constitutional amendment
that would have brought imported
water to local crops in the most
ambitious water-moving project
in man's history; a year when
members of the US House Agri-
culture Committee came to Cas-
tro Cecunty to see for themselves
fne dramatic new picture of agri-
culture; a year which saw a dis
criminaticn fight in the schools; a
year in which high football and
basketball hopes were thwarted.

But mostly, it was a year ol
building and hoping.

A statute provides that when-
ever fne amount in the Unemploy-
ment Compensation Fund exceeds

putation date, there is a reduction
in the calculated experience rate.

On Oct. 1, 1969 the Trust Fund
total was slightly more than $355
million. It is estimated that the

employers in 1970 will be about
$23 million less than tne last year
in which the fund was less than
$300 million — 1967.

NOT ALL employers will bene-
fit from the reduction. About 65
percent of them have already
earned the minimum 0.1 percent
rate because of tneir experience,
but some 23,000 firms will pay
a smaller payroll tax because of
this factor, With the reduction in
1970, over 90 percent of all cover-
ed employers in Texas will pay
the minimum rate of 0.1 percent.

THERE WAS a similar 0.8 per-
cent reduction in the tax in 1969,
and a reduction of 0.4 percent in
1968. The normal rate variation
i1s from 0.1 percent to 2.7 per-
cent.

The overall average tax rate for
unemployment insurance paid by
employers in Texas is about half
the average for all states,

Each Texas employer will re-
ceive his individual tax rate about
Jan. 20, 1970.

Total dollar volume of
retail sales, however, again will
be bolstered by higher prices.

However, the growth and strue-
ture of the nation's population,
demographic changes, and wage
hikes, will augment consumer buy-
ing power — fne corrosive effects
of inflation upon the purchasing
power of the dollar notwithstand-
ing. Thus, having already trim-
med their sails in 1969, consum-
ers may evidence buying interest
sooner than seems justified right
now.

MONEY RATES

There is little doubt that the
moest onerous phase of the rise in
interest rates which has plagued
us for the past five years has
reached a crest, Although corpo-
rate bond offerings in the clos-
ing weeks of 1969 still carried gen-
erous coupors and yields, the out-
lock favors some easing in money
rates in 1970. Perhaps the most sig
nificant reduction will occur in the
cost of short-term loans. The cost
of long-term money should also
ease some, but not to any signi-
ficant degree. There simply is far
too much demand for long-term
capital for projects which have
been pcstponed by the excruciat-
ing credit squeeze, and for up-
coming social programs,

Jehin G, McHaney, Extension
eccnomist, in reviewing some cot-
ton industry frends for periods
in the early and late 1969's, points
out that werldwide botn the pro-
duction ard consumption of cotton
are on the increase,

DURING the period from 1960-62,
the United States was producing
an average of 14.6 million bales
arnually. But, he notes, the pic-
ture was much different for
tke 1956-68, period. American pro-
ducticn dropped 36 percent to an
average of 9.4 mill‘on bales an-
nually.

What bhappened in foreign coun-
tries? McHaney says production
for {ne earlier period averaged
31.9 miliion bales compared with
40.3 million bales for the later

To be eligible to register and
vete, you must be a US citizen
over 21 years of age on the day
of the election, and a resident
of the state for at least one year
immediately preceding election
day. Those are the requirements
fcr statewide elections.

TO BE eligible to vote in a
county, city or precinct election,
you must be a registered voter

mceting the state qualifications,
and also be a resident of the

county, city or precinct for at
least six months immediately pre-

ceding the date of the county,
city or precinct election.

So if you are now a resident
of Castro County and have lived
in Texas since last May 2, and
if you will be 21 or older by next
May 2, you will be eligible to vote
on the county and state races that
will appear on the primary bal-
lots next May — if you register
to vote before Jan, 31.

Registration is free, but you
must register if you want to vote.
