A Big Spring man was arrest-
ed Thursday and charged with
the Tuesday robbery of the 7-
Eleven convenience store in the
900 block of Willia.

Kelleigh Jay Smith, 25, was
arrested on a charge of aggra-

vated robbery — as well as
warrants for burglary of a habi-
tation and theft — at his home,
located at 1310 Lexington.

According to Sgt. Tony
Everett, public information offi-
cer with the Big Spring Police
Department, video surveillance
tapes from the robbery led to
Smith’s arrest.

“After watching the surveil-
lance tapes, several of the offi-
cers recognized the suspect,”
said Everett. “So after that it
was just a matter of picking
him up and bringing him in.”

Everett said Smith was taken
into custody without incident.

The search for Smith began
shortly after 3:54 a.m. Tuesday,

when Everett said Smith
allegedly robbed the conve-
nience store clerk armed with a
box cutter.

“The male subject entered the
store at approximately 3:54 a.m.
Tuesday,” said Everett. 

“He pulled what appeared to
be a box cutter and demanded
the clerk open the register and

give him the money,” he con-
tinued. “The clerk complied
and the suspect made away
with an undetermined amount
of cash.”

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Eight immigrant
teenagers held at a facility for unaccompa-
nied minors filed a federal lawsuit
Thursday claiming they were abused and
denied access to attorneys.

The teens from Honduras, Guatemala, El
Salvador and Cuba were being held at the
San Antonio facility run by Houston-based
Cornell Companies Inc. under a contract
with the U.S. Office of Refugee
Resettlement.

Undocumented minors caught by authori-
ties in the United States fall under the care
of ORR while their immigration cases are
decided.

But Susan Watson, an attorney for Texas

Rio Grande Legal Aid, said the teens were
beaten and subjected to other excessive
force in violation of their rights.

At least one teen was knocked uncon-
scious, but complaints to facility adminis-
trators were ignored, according to the law-
suit.

Officials at Cornell also denied the teens
access to attorneys by unnecessarily trans-
ferring them to other facilities before
scheduled lawyer meetings, the lawsuit
alleges.

“We vociferously dispute the charges in
the lawsuit, and we’ll make our case in
court,” said Cornell spokesman Charles
Siegel.

Ben Clements, an
announcer on the profes-
sional rodeo circuit, has
lended his talents to the
Coahoma event for the
past several years.

“I didn’t know what to
expect at first, but I was
pleasantly shocked,”
Clements said. “I was in
awe of the whole produc-
tion ... This is now a reg-
ular part of my schedule
and I hope to keep it that
way for many more
years.”

SAN DIEGO — Ever the
prankster, Padres right fielder
Brian Giles came up behind the
media scrum surrounding
Trevor Hoffman and asked,
“What do you think about all the
talk show callers and everything,
Trevor?”

Hoffman just smiled.
He’s piled up the most saves in

baseball history, reaching 526
after needing only eight pitches
in a perfect ninth inning in
Thursday’s 3-2 win over the
Houston Astros. But it’s the

blown saves that occasionally
make Hoffman a marked man in
his own city, especially now that
he’s 40, in the final year of his
contract and had offseason elbow
surgery.

There were the two blown
saves in three games at the end
of last season, including that epic
13-inning loss at Colorado on Oct.
1 in the wild-card tiebreaker
game.

There was the one Wednesday
night that got the radio talk
shows and Internet fan forums
buzzing. Hoffman allowed four
runs in the ninth inning of a 9-6
loss, including Lance Berkman’s

three-run homer, and was pulled.
Hoffman knows it comes with

the job. Although he’s always
been a standup guy with the
media, he’d much rather settle
into the background.

“It’s a long season,” he said.
“We don’t want to continue the
overanalyzing of each individual
save that comes out. This is a
team sport. Obviously it’s a role
that I have that can garner a lot
of attention. I’ve had a little bit
of an up and down thus far at the
beginning of the season, but I’d
much rather it just kind of go
away and I get on a string and
not talk to y’all for a while.”

Hoffman said losses leave him
feeling “like you’ve been kicked
to the curb.”

Despite Thursday’s win, he was
awfully serious.

“I’m just trying to keep it on an
even keel,” he said. “I’m trying
to put it in perspective. I under-
stand, coming into the year, the
questions and concerns, what
have you. But those aren’t com-
ing from anybody in here. To
have a hiccup last night, they’re
going to happen. I want to get
into a flow this season. The role’s
going to bring attention, but I’m

PORTLAND, Ore. — Tracy
McGady is reveling in the final
push for the postseason.

“There’s going to be a team that
wins 50 games and doesn’t make
the playoffs,” he said. “So it’s a
battle out there. I love it.”

McGrady scored 26 of his 35
points in the second half, and the
Rockets defeated the Portland
Trail Blazers 95-88 Thursday
night.

The victory snapped a two-game
losing streak for Houston. The
Rockets (50-25), once atop the
Western Conference with a 22-
game winning streak, are current-
ly in fifth place with the Phoenix
Suns.

“Every night is a competition,”
McGrady mused. “One day you’re
in the fifth spot, the next day
you’re in the third spot. It’s crazy,
man.”

The Rockets have won five
straight against the Blazers,
including four in a row this sea-
son. No other team has defeated
Portland four times this season.

Rookie Aaron Brooks’ 3-pointer
with 3:06 left made it 91-78 for
Houston and all but sealed the vic-
tory, and fans started streaming
out of the Rose Garden.

Brooks had 12 points for
Houston. Bobby Jackson,
Dikembe Mutombo and Luther
Head each had 11 apiece.

The Blazers, officially eliminat-
ed from the playoffs with a 104-91
loss to the Los Angeles Lakers on
Wednesday night, have lost four
straight.

Portland has been without All-
Star guard Brandon Roy over that
stretch because of a groin injury.

SAN ANTONIO — Should be
easy to tell who wins the UCLA-
Memphis game. Just look at the
scoreboard.

If Memphis puts up 80 points,
the Tigers are in good shape. At
90, they’re pretty much set. At
100, it’s a virtual lock.

As much as the Final Four
matchup will become a showcase
for freshmen Derrick Rose and
Kevin Love, the first of
Saturday’s semifinals also will
be a test of tactics.

Can coach John Calipari’s sud-
denly chic “dribble drive
motion” offense break down
UCLA’s coach Ben Howland’s
rugged defense?

“All we’re going to do is have
fun,” Calipari said Thursday. “If
it leads us to something good on
Monday night, have at it, we’re
going to have a ball. I want these
kids to feel nothing but, ‘Let’s go
play, show what we’re about.
Let’s make statements.’

“But the biggest thing is when
they watch us we’re hugging
each other, we’re smiling,” he
said. “If they’re out there and
you watch them and you say,

‘Wow, that team has more fun
than any other team,’ then I’ve
done my job. That’s what I’m try-
ing to do.”

That, and help lead the Tigers
(37-1) to their first NCAA men’s
basketball championship.

Memphis looks to score in a
hurry, either off the break or its
normal set, leaving the middle
open and encouraging Rose, All-
America guard Chris Douglas-
Roberts or anyone to take the
ball to the basket and create a
play.

“Calipari, I think, said they’re
kind of like Princeton on
steroids. They’re going to be very
tough to defend,” Love said.

It’s worked well for them this
season, with the Tigers scoring
90 points on eight occasions and
topping 100 three times.

UCLA, meanwhile, has not
reached 100 points in a game
since December 2002. The Bruins
never even scored 90 this season.

That’s fine with Love, Darren
Collison and their teammates.
UCLA (35-3) is making its third
straight appearance in the Final
Four, and the Bruins have done

Hoffman shuts down Astros, Pads win 3-2

SAN ANTONIO — If the choice
had to be made between talent
and experience, Roy Williams
knows what he’d pick.

“I think everyone would take
experienced talent over anything
else,” he said.

He is one of the few coaches
who has that commodity — rarer
by the day in college basketball
— at his disposal this season.

Which is why Williams is
coaching North Carolina in the
Final Four.

“At this level, with the four
teams that are in, what you have
is you have basically experi-
enced talent on every team,” he
said.

But the Tar Heels and Kansas,
their opponent in Saturday’s sec-
ond semifinal, have that combi-
nation in a particularly special
way.

Tyler Hansbrough vs. Brandon
Rush, though they may never
find themselves paired up one-
on-one in this game, is the kind
of junior-vs.-junior matchup that
has become all too rare in the
college game.

Hansbrough had the stats to
leave after last season — 18
points, eight rebounds per game
— but he likes college and comes
from a family that didn’t need
money. No rush to head to the
NBA, he stayed and some say he
might stay again when this sea-
son’s over.

Meanwhile, Rush was supposed
to be out the door after last year,
but a knee injury that forced him
into ligament surgery limited his
choices, brought him back to KU,
and now, he’s two wins away
from a reward that money can’t
buy — the national title.

And that’s not all.
“It’s possible I could be a better

draft pick than I was last year,”
Rush said in interview last
month. “Just because of the type
of team we have. How far we go
in the postseason will help me
out a lot, too. Everything is bet-
ter.”

In a season in which the NCAA
selection committee seemed to
get everything right — no big
controversies when the bracket
came out, all four No. 1 seeds
making it to the Final Four for

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17 people indicted
in San Angelo

SAN ANGELO (AP) — A
six-month San Angelo
police investigation into
methamphetamine distri-
bution has led to the
indictment of 17 people.

Police on Thursday
announced a grand jury
has indicted the men and
women on charges of
engaging in organized
crime, a first-degree
felony.

Police believe many of
the defendants are
methamphetamine deal-
ers who operated in San
Angelo and the surround-
ing area.

lated boxing matches
under a temporary
restraining order signed
by a Travis County judge
Thursday.

Republican Attorney
General Greg Abbott
sought the restraining
order against X-treme
Fight Night promoter,
Ben Jackson, who pro-
motes the events in bars.

A phone number for
Jackson could not imme-
diately be found.

Contestants, recruited
from bar customers, have
little or no training and
are encouraged to partici-
pate in the dangerous
fights, according to a
release from the Texas
Department of Licensing
and Regulation, which
regulates combative
sports in Texas.

Arlington man
critically injured after
trying to ‘roof surf’

ARLINGTON (AP) — A
Texas man was critically
injured Thursday night
when he tried to “roof
surf” atop a car traveling
down a highway, police
said.

The unidentified man,
24, has life-threatening
injuries after trying to

climb out of a Scion xB
and onto its roof. He fell
from the car onto the
highway but was not
struck by any vehicles,
authorities said. The man
was transported to a hos-
pital by helicopter.

The accident remains
under investigation, and
authorities are still look-
ing for another passenger
who fled the scene,
Arlington police Lt.
Michael Holguin said.

The driver did not
appear to be intoxicated,
but police believe alcohol
may have been a factor,
Holguin said.

Texas retail gasoline
prices set another
record high this week

HOUSTON (AP) — The
records kept coming at
Texas gasoline pumps
this week.

Regular self-serve prices
rose 4 cents from last
week to an average of
$3.21 per gallon statewide
this week, according to
the AAA Texas survey
released Friday.
Nationally, the average
price rose 2 cents to $3.29
per gallon.

“Based on crude oil con-
tinuing to sell for more
than $100 per barrel, it is
unlikely lower gas prices
lie ahead between now

and the Memorial Day
holiday weekend,” said
AAA Texas spokeswoman
Rose Rougeau.

The cheapest gas in this
week’s Texas survey was
in Corpus Christi, where
regular self-serve prices
remained virtually
unchanged at $3.14 per
gallon. The most expen-
sive gas remained in
Amarillo, where the price
average rose a nickel
from last week to $3.25
per gallon.

Storm dumps
‘softball-sized hail
across North Texas

DALLAS (AP) — What a
meteorologist called a
supercell thunderstorm
passed across North
Texas early Friday morn-
ing, damaging homes
with strong winds and
hail the size of softballs.

“It’s April in Texas,
basically,” National
Weather Service meteo-

rologist Dan Shoemaker
said. “We’ve got warm,
moist air coming up from
the south and cold, dense
air coming down from the
north. It’s like oil and
water — they don’t mix.”

A Denton County family
woke up early Friday
when strong winds blew
in the windows of their
upstairs bedrooms and
tore part of their roof off

their home. Jill Delaney
of Denton told Dallas TV
station WFAA that the
back half of her home’s
roof ended up in her fam-
ily’s front yard.

County officials are not
ruling out arson in the
latest of a string of wild
fires to strike this area.

For the 141st time this
year, the Howard County
Volunteer Fire
Department was called to
the scene of a fire, this
one in the vicinity of Hali
and Bryan roads south of
Big Spring Thursday.

Seven volunteer units,
joined by Forestry
Service firefighters and
helicopters and aided by
assistance from private
businesses, quickly sub-
dued the fire, limiting
damage to about 50 acres
burned.

Seven homes were
threatened, but none were
destroyed in the fire.
HCVFD Chief Tommy
Sullivan said one mobile
home sustained minor
damage.

No injuries were report-
ed.

Sullivan said things
could have been much,
much worse.

“If it had crossed the
road and gotten down into
the valley area, it would
have run and run and
run,” Sullivan said. “We
might have lost thou-
sands of acres.”

This is the fourth fire to
strike that specific area
in the last three days,
which is why officials are
considering arson as a
possible cause.

“Right now, we’re rul-
ing this one as suspicious
and we’ve got Forestry
Service investigators
looking into it,” Sullivan
said. “We should know
something within the
next day or two.”

Considering the over-
whelming number of nat-
urally caused fires that
have occurred this year,
Sullivan said Mother
Nature doesn’t need any
human help.

“They say practice
makes perfect, but I’m
tired of all this practice,”
he said.

Volunteer firefighters
have been called out 141
times since Jan. 1, includ-
ing seven calls on
Tuesday alone. That
workload is pushing
crews toward a state of
exhaustion, Sullivan said.

“Right now, I’m just so
tired that I’m numb,” he
admitted.

But at least the volun-
teer firefighters aren’t
alone in the battle.
Sullivan expressed grati-
tude to the Forestry
Service, which supplied

two firefighting heli-
copters and a strike crew
to Thursday’s fire, and
private concerns such as
Price Construction which
supply bulldozers, water

trucks and other heavy
machinery.

“We brought out the
heavy guns Thursday,”
he said. “When I first
drove out to the fire and

saw all that smoke, I
thought, ‘Here we go
again,’” Sullivan said.
“But everyone jumped on
it pretty quickly. It was
just amazing to watch.”

More than four years of work
and planning will come to a
close Sunday when Martin
County officials hold opening
ceremonies to celebrate the new
library in Stanton.

Library spokesman Bud
Lindsey said the formal open-
ing will take place Sunday from
2 p.m. until 4 p.m. at the coun-
ty library’s new location, near
the Stanton Post Office and
Ford dealership in the down-
town area.

“Actually, the library opened
for business this week,” said
Lindsey. “The old library has
been closed for a couple of
weeks to facilitate the move of
the books to the new facility

and to allow time for the instal-
lation of new computers and
other equipment.

“After about four years of
planning, construction and
moving, the new library will
allow patrons to browse the
book shelves and use the com-
puters with elbow room and
freedom not possible with the
old library with its limited
space.”

Lindsey said the old building
the library occupied won’t be
the only structure with plenty
of history.

“About four years ago the
Martin County Commissioners
opted to purchase the Bill’s
Hardware building, which was
empty, and refurbish it for a
new county library,” said
Lindsey. “The old library build-

ing, which was built around
1964, only had about 1,100
square feet, and though it was
adequate at the time, had
become grossly overcrowded
over the years.

“The new library building is
6,000 square feet. Part of the
building — approximately 1,200
square feet — has been devoted
to a meeting room that will be
made available for special
activities. Several events have
already been scheduled, includ-
ing a book event with noted
western writer Elmer Kelton
May 10.”

Lindsey said the larger facili-
ty will also allow for reading
programs, regardless of Mother
Nature.

“It will allow us to hold spe-
cial reading programs for chil-

dren,” said Lindsey. “These
reading programs have been
held in the past on the lawn
beside the old facility. Now
they can be held without regard
to weather, and inside a special
area for children that includes
computer stations. In another
area, computer stations with
Internet connections have been
installed for adult use.”

Lindsey said the library will
also have art on display during
it’s opening.

“One wall will feature The
Haggard Gallery, provided by
Ruby Haggard, a longtime resi-
dent of Martin County,” he
said. “Various works of art will
be displayed, with the first
being high-quality digital pho-
tographs by Midland’s Monroe
Sullivan.

“Another wall space has been
devoted to a giving tree. The
faux tree, constructed of metal,
lists the various names of con-
tributors to the Friends of the
Library building fund,”
Lindsey continued. “The names
are etched on the leaves and the
stones at the base of the tree.”

Lindsey said the new library
cost approximately $450,000 to
construct, with $125,000 of the
funds raised by the Friends of
the Library group through var-
ious fundraising activities.

Some of the work, Lindsey
added, including the parking
lot was done by Martin County
employees.

ou know, quite often, I’m
proud to be from Big
Spring. The sense of pride
people in Howard County

have and show is something spe-
cial, and its something for the
community to be proud of.

Sometimes, howev-
er, I’m ashamed of
my fellow Big Spring
residents. Very
ashamed.

Monday’s fire was
a perfect example of
how local people —
despite being flooded
through various
media outlets to stay
away and keep emer-
gency lanes clear —
simply can not resist
the urge to become a
“rubberneck.”

The term rubberneck is a com-
monly used negative nomenclature
— notice the fact it is negative,
my dear friends — referring to an
overly inquisitive person, accord-
ing to Merriam-Webster. It can
also be used as an intransitive
verb meaning to look about, stare
or listen with exaggerated curiosi-
ty.

Those not familiar with the rub-
berneck species can recognize
them by their erratic — and most-

hopes of saving lives, area resi-
dents with absolutely no reason to
be in the area were trying to get
in.

Not because they had family in
Kentwood. Not because they had
property in Kentwood. As one
motorist parked in front of me at
the barricade on Birdwell Lane
put it, “I just wanna’ see the fire.”

Numerous local officials have
said it, time after time. Newspaper
staff have said it, radio personali-
ties have said it and television
journalists have said it. In fact, I
know it by heart. “Local law
enforcement officials are urging
area residents to stay away from
the area.”

Do we listen? I’m sure many
folks in Big Spring heed the warn-
ing, realizing the safety of the
homeowners trying to get out of
the area and the swiftness of the
emergency personnel bravely try-
ing to get in easily outweigh any
curiosity they might have. It’s a
no-brainer, right?

But plenty of other people just
don’t get it.

In the course of Monday’s fire, I
literally lost count of how many
close calls I had on the way into
Kentwood, as motorists tried to
balance driving with everything
from pointed ogling to talking on
their cell phones to snapping pic-
tures. Once I was able to park my
car and go on foot, I wasn’t the
only one dodging the “lookie-loos.”
Firefighters, police officers and
other emergency responders were
forced to ditch and dodge the
sight-seers driving up and down

Kentwood’s streets.
Motorists blocked fire vehicles

from getting to fires, tankers from
getting their much needed water
to the fires and nearly hit dozens
of personnel moving about on foot.
It was insane, and most of all, it
was downright sad.

Chances are, those guilty of
endangering our first-responders
— not to mention the homeowners
and their property — will never
read this column. Instead of look-
ing to the local media to gather
the information they are looking
for they would rather endanger
themselves and everyone else with
their own little fact-finding trips.

And, if we can’t reach them to
warn them of the dangers of their
ways, it’s up to those of us who
do.

The next time your buddy calls
you and tells you he’s in the heart
of an emergency, tell him to get
the heck out of there. Tell him his
mindless behavior is endangering
him, the emergency responders
and the people they are trying to
protect. Call him — or her, there
were plenty of female rubberneck-
ers in Kentwood Monday — a
bonehead, or whatever you need to
call them to get their attention.

Lives are at stake. Property is at
stake. Let the professionals handle
the situation, people. Reporters
and photographers are not only
trained to handle these types of
situations, they work hand in
hand with emergency responders
to make sure they stay safe and
out of the way.

In short, don’t be a bonehead.

COLLEGE STATION — When
a health crisis led Lee Cohen to
examine her life, she told her
husband that they had shared a
beautiful life together and yet
she had always wanted to be an
artist.

Today is Friday, April 4,
the 95th day of 2008. There
are 271 days left in the year.

Today’s Highlight in
History:

On April 4, 1968, the Rev.
Martin Luther King Jr., 39,
was shot to death as he stood
on a balcony of the Lorraine
Motel in Memphis, Tenn.;
the killing sparked a wave
of riots across the U.S.
(James Earl Ray later plead-
ed guilty to assassinating
King, then spent the rest of
his life claiming his inno-
cence and attempting to
withdraw his guilty plea; he
died in prison in 1998.)

On this date:
In 1818, Congress decided

the United States flag would
consist of 13 red and white
stripes and 20 stars, with a
new star to be added for
every new state.

In 1841, President William
Henry Harrison succumbed
to pneumonia one month
after his inaugural, becom-

ing the first U.S. chief exec-
utive to die in office.

In 1850, the city of Los
Angeles was incorporated.

In 1887, Susanna Madora
Salter became the first
woman elected mayor of an
American community:
Argonia, Kan.

In 1945, during World War
II, U.S. troops on Okinawa
encountered the first signifi-
cant resistance from
Japanese forces at the
Machinato Line.

In 1949, 12 nations, includ-
ing the United States, signed
the North Atlantic Treaty in
Washington.

In 1975, more than 130 peo-
ple, most of them children,
were killed when a U.S. Air
Force transport plane evacu-
ating Vietnamese orphans
crash-landed shortly after
takeoff from Saigon.

In 1981, Henry Cisneros
became the first Mexican-
American elected mayor of a
major U.S. city: San
Antonio.

In 1983, the space shuttle
Challenger roared into orbit
on its maiden voyage.

In 1988, the Arizona
Senate convicted Gov. Evan
Mecham of two charges of

official misconduct, and
removed him from office.
(Mecham was the first gov-
ernor to be impeached and
removed from office in near-
ly six decades.)

trips to Israel in 1948.
There, Dr. Daniel Cohen,
a veterinarian, set up an
animal hospital in a
developing area, and she
worked at a nursery with
Israeli and Arab children.

“In Beersheva, I worked
for an organization that
was trying to bridge the
gap,” she said. “The Jews
who came from Arab
countries were all kicked
out of their countries.
(We) were trying to break
the cycle of poverty.” She
worked with students
from Hebrew University,
eventually establishing
five nurseries in what
they called “developing
towns.”

It was during this time,
in 1979, that Cohen was
diagnosed with a poten-
tially devastating disease.
When confronted with the
news, Cohen remembered
thinking that “the only
thing I’d like to do is
paint.” Once she recov-
ered — “thank God,” she
said with noticeable
severity —she resumed
her pursuit of art.

She started by taking
print-making and etching
classes with local women
in Beersheva, using a
room in an abandoned
high school whose equip-
ment they rented once a
week. “There was also a
French cultural center in
Beersheva where I went

to life-drawing classes.”
She said the Israeli cul-

ture encouraged her art-
work. “In Israel, just
about everybody is read-
ing books and doing art
and music,” Cohen said,
with Daniel agreeing
from across the room.
Also, because her home in
Israel was very small,
painting was an impetus
to explore the outdoors,
which makes up the bulk
of her artistic inspiration.

Widening her delicate
hands, she said, “Our
whole house (in Israel)
could fit in our (College
Station) kitchen —well,
not quite,” she said. “So it
was efficient for me to go
outside and paint.” Daily
morning trips to the
Negev Desert provided
the subject matter for
some of her most dramat-
ic paintings. One of a
dusty, desert dwelling
painted with reds, whites,
tans and rich browns is
her interpretation of a
centuries-old rest stop for
travelers.

This painting is like
others in her large collec-
tion: a piece of the cou-
ple’s past. Daniel Cohen
pointed toward it, his
eyes focusing intently
within his gold-rimmed
glasses, as he described
the unique history and
restoration of the integral
watering hole.

When the couple
returned to the United
States in 1986, her hus-
band was offered a job at

the University of
Pennsylvania’s School of
Veterinary Medicine, and
she was accepted to the
Pennsylvania Academy of
Fine Arts. She graduated
in 1990 and has since had
work displayed in more
than 200 shows.

While Lee Cohen stud-
ied and painted from the
snowy tree-lined land-
scape of their Chester
County home, Daniel
worked at Penn as well as
with the World Health
Organization, traveling
the world to implement
methods of improving
medical and veterinary
care in the rural areas of
developing countries.

Both Cohens enjoy each
other’s work. And
although Lee Cohen
maneuvers the brush,
Daniel is an expert on her
work and enjoys describ-
ing and viewing her art as
much as she does.

Because Lee Cohen, 81,
can no longer spend
hours painting the field,
Daniel often photographs
what she directs him to,
purposely keeping the
images small and vague.
The blurs allow her cre-
ativity to fill unclear
areas of the photos with
her own interpretations.

She works her artistry
in a studio just beyond
the hall in their home.

The open space smells
of oil paint, and the win-
dows covering two walls
offer ample sunlight.
There are hundreds of

heavy wooden brushes,
small and large canvases,
thick blobs of paint, and a
paint-splattered shirt
lying over the artist’s
metal chair.

Canvases some hanging
and some propped on
easels will sell for $500 to
$8,000. Cohen likes for
buyers to visit and make
their selections.

Her works have been
exhibited across the coun-
try at sites including the
Bush and Clinton presi-
dential libraries. Cohen
said her favorite exhibit
was in December at the
Jung Center of Houston.

Her style doesn’t fit into
a tidy category. Although

the subject of her artwork
is always discernible,
Cohen gives it an original
treatment. In what she
labels “a representational
bend on abstract marks,”
she morphs bark and
stones into vibrant mix-
tures of watercolor,
gouache, and unexpected
blends of color and line.

Her paintings, which
can take months to com-
plete, indulge her views
of the magnitude of
nature. She amplifies
angles and exaggerates
depth, finding complexity
in what is often passed
over as plain — particu-
larly in the dry topogra-
phy of the Negev desert

and expanses of Central
Texas land. She also
favors the unique land
formations in Sedona,
Ariz., and Texas Big Bend
region.

All aspects of the envi-
ronment she paints —
most notably tone and
temperature — are depict-
ed. Her Sedona series
heats up a room. A Texas
series featuring huge
trees seems to offer a del-
icate breeze. Her paint-
ings of flowers and family
depict the fragility of life,
while a painting of a mon-
strous tree trunk looks
tough as elephant hide.

Each piece is noticeably
different from the rest.
