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Bloom: Runoff ‘on and off’ affair

Jimmie Long or Winston
Paschal Odom?

That’s the question area resi-
dents voting in the Republican
party primary runoff election
will have to answer, as the two
political hopefuls go head to
head for their party’s nomina-
tion and a place on the
November ballot for the
Precinct 3 seat on the Howard
County Commissioners Court.

LONG

Saundra Bloom, county elec-
tions administrator, said early
voting — which ended Friday

— was a “on and off” affair,
with voter traffic picking up
toward the end of the early vot-
ing period.

“It was sort of on and off dur-
ing early voting,” said Bloom.
“We had 451 people vote in this
race in the March 4 election, so
we’re hoping to get around 450
ballots by the time the runoff is
over Tuesday.”

During the March 4 political
party primaries, neither Long
or Odom was able to garner the
required 50 percent of the vote

to avoid the runoff election.
Long finished ahead of the pack
for the party’s nomination with
310 ballots — 39.64 percent of
the vote — while Odom fin-
ished the night with 197 ballots,
accounting for 25.19 percent of
the vote.

Bloom said Tuesday’s runoff
election will take place at First
Baptist Church — located on
FM 700, across from the VA
Medical Center — from 7 a.m.
until 7 p.m.

“Both the Republican and

Democrat runoffs will be held
at First Baptist Church,” said
Bloom. “Voters need to go in
the doors located on the north
side of the church. Be sure to
bring your voter certificate
(card) with you.”

Bloom said voters planning to
cast their ballots in the runoff
elections must vote with the
same party they voted with in
March.

“If they

voted in the

County
to look
at next
budget

Howard County
Commissioners have

decided it is never too
early to talk about next
year’s budget.

Commissioners will
hold their second prelim-
inary budget workshop in
as many weeks when
they hold a special meet-
ing at 1:30 p.m. Monday
in the county courthouse.

County Judge Mark
Barr said commissioners
are getting a head start
on the budgetary process
in order to avoid any
unpleasant surprises
such as what happened in
2007, when unexpected
costs arising from the
jail’s  closure forced
extreme belt-tightening
measures.

While nothing that
drastic is expected this
year, commissioners see
no harm in getting a
jump on the process.

“I don’t see much
changing in the budget
next fiscal year, unless
we see some resolution to
the Alon (tax dispute) sit-
uation ... and I'm not
counting on that,” Barr
said. “Right now, it’s
pretty much what we

kids to school and meet
me. It makes me happy
they remember me. I
must be doing something

good.”
Low was born and

raised in El Paso, gradu-
ating from high school
there before moving to
Big Spring in 1973.

She eventually found
her professional calling
while working as a
nurse’s aide under Dr.
Nell Sanders.

“Doctor Nell talked me
into it,” Low said. “She
encouraged me to contin-
ue my education in nurs-
ing, so I did and here I
am.”

In 1976, she graduated
from the Howard College
nursing program and a
career was off and run-
ning.

She worked for five

Medical Center, first for
Dr. James Tipton, then
Dr. Ray Owens.

Working for Dr. Owens,
a pediatrician, convinced
Low she wanted to make
a career out of treating
children, so when an
opening became available
with the local school dis-
trict in 1981, she leapt at
the chance.

“It was all because of
the children,” she said.
“It’s just so rewarding
helping them learn good,
healthy habits when
they’re so young. It defi-
nitely wasn’t the money
... this is where my heart
is.”

She began work for the
district as school nurse
at the Lakeview Head
Start program. Later,
when Head Start and
BSISD parted ways, she
moved over to Anderson
Kindergarten Center. She
has worked exclusively

since then.

Despite her love for the
work, Low quickly
admits it is not all roses
and sunshine.

“The biggest difference
between working at a
hospital or clinic and
working at a school is
the paperwork,” she said.
“You do paperwork on
almost everything, it
seems. You have to have
immunization records,
vision and hearing
screening records, med-
ication records, body
mass index records ... it’s
a lot more paperwork
than it used to be.”

But that’s about the
only down side to the
job, she said.

Along with the other
school nurses, Low regu-
larly screens students for
special health needs,
keeps tabs on their
weight, checks for any
dental problems and dis-

medication for children
with chronic medical
conditions such as asth-
ma.

Sometimes, her treat-
ments are as simple as
providing a quiet spot for
a child with a headache
to lay down, bandaging a
cut or scrape or even dis-
pensing the occasional
hug.

For more serious stuff,
she notifies the student’s
parents or — if need be
— summons an ambu-
lance.

Low also helps prepare
teachers and staff to help
deal with life-or-death sit-
uations by providing

An explosion ripped
through the Big Spring
Refinery at approximately
8:15 a.m. Feb. 18, sending
a shock wave through the
surrounding communi-
ties. At least one Big
Spring business was shut
down due to structural
concerns caused by the
blast, while several others

suffered damages, includ-
ing blown-out windows
and doors.

Five injuries were
reported as a result of the
explosion, according to
Blake Lewis, spokesper-
son for Alon USA, includ-
ing one Alon employee —
identified by the
Associated Press as Paul
Berringer, who was treat-
ed for burns in a Lubbock
hospital — a trio of con-
tractors and a motorist
that was struck by debris

According to witness
accounts, the cause of the
explosion was a propylene
tank leak that caused a
mist-like vapor to gather
in the refinery, eventual-
ly making its way into a
cracker heater and an
alkaline unit, causing
both to explode simulta-
neously.

The Israeli-owned com-
pany confirmed the explo-
sion did occur in the area
around the propylene
splitter unit, but has not
yet released a definitive
cause or estimates for the

cost to repair the facility.

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‘Odom leads Lakers’ rally past Mavs, 112-108

LOS ANGELES — The Los
Angeles Lakers have completed
phase one: making the playoffs.
The next step is to get the best
seed possible in the Western
Conference standings during
the final six games of the regu-
lar schedule.

Lamar Odom scored a season-
high 31 points against a subpar
Dirk Nowitzki, Kobe Bryant
added 25 ©points and 10
rebounds, and the Pacific
Division-leading Lakers put a
crimp in the Dallas Mavericks’
postseason push with a 112-108
victory on Friday night.

The Lakers have qualified for
the playoffs in 55 of their 60 sea-
sons as a franchise, winning 14
NBA championships and 27
division titles — hoping for a
28th with a magic number of
five.

Phil Jackson has made the
playoffs in all 17 seasons as an
NBA head coach — eight with
the Lakers and nine with the
Chicago Bulls. Jackson, whose
nine NBA titles are tied with
fellow Hall of Famer Red
Auerbach, also holds the all-
time mark for postseason victo-
ries with 179.

Just 7-and-1/2 games separate
nine teams battling for the
eight spots in the West. Los
Angeles is tied for second with
San Antonio, 1-and-1/2 games

behind New Orleans. Dallas is
seventh, a half-game ahead of
Denver and a full game ahead
of ninth-place Golden State.

Pau Gasol had 25 points and
seven assists for Los Angeles,
and Odom grabbed 10 rebounds.
It was the sixth time this sea-
son that the Lakers have had
three players with 20 or more
points — all victories.

Gasol and Nowitzki, the
reigning MVP, both were play-
ing their second game since
returning from ankle injuries.
Nowitzki was 13-for-19 from the
field and Gasol was 11-for-20.

Nowitzki led the Mavs with 27
points, Jason Terry scored 25
and Josh Howard added 23.
Jason Kidd had 10 points, eight
assists and seven rebounds.
This was the Mavericks’ 10th
loss that was decided by four
points or less.

Odom made 12 of his 14 shots,
coming within three points of
his career high.

The Lakers won three of the
four meetings with Dallas,
reversing last year’s results
when the Mavs won the season
series for the first time since
1986-87 and only the second
time overall.

Odom’s layup with 2:21
remaining gave the Lakers a
103-102 lead, their first since the
final 3 minutes of the first
quarter. They ended the game
with a 9-2 spurt that included a

three-point play by Gasol and
two free throws each by Bryant
and Sasha Vujacic in the final
18 seconds.

Nowitzki, who was a last-
minute replacement for Bryant
in this year’s All-Star 3-point
shooting contest due to
Bryant’s  dislocated right
pinkie, did not attempt a shot
from behind the arc until he
connected with 8:51 left in the
game to give Dallas a 94-89 lead.
He did not go to the free throw
line the entire night.

The Lakers’ entire bench had
produced just two points until
Vujacic was fouled by Terry on
a 3-point basket and made the
ensuing free throw for a four-
point play that sliced Dallas’
lead to 86-80 with 1:21 left in the
third.

Notes: Andrew Bynum and
Trevor Ariza, two Lakers still
on the mend, won’t play in any
of the final six regular-season
games. Bynum, sidelined for
the last 40 games by an injured
left knee, will accompany the
team on its two-game road
swing so that his progress can
be monitored during practice.

. Ariza has missed 38 games
with a broken right foot, and
doctors have asked the coach-
ing staff not to have him run
yet. He’ll have another diagnos-
tic test to see if the fracture is
completely gone before he is
given clearance.

Iraq destroying America’s future

merica reached two
solemn milestones in
March 2008. A week after
entering the sixth year of
the Irag War, the number of
Americans killed surpassed 4,000.

In the background, a new book
by Nobel prize-win-
ning economist
Joseph Stiglitz and
Linda Bilmes
debuted, projecting
the full cost of the
Iraq War somewhere
in the neighborhood
of $3 trillion. That’s
trillion with a “T.”

Although pundits
have a tendency to
reduce the war in
Iraqg to numbers —
lives lost and dollars spent —
there are real imperatives for
keeping these figures high in the
public’s mind, especially when
Iraq remains a top issue in the
presidential election.

First, a five-year war borne on
the backs of soldiers serving mul-
tiple deployments has separated
the general public from the people
who have to do the fighting.

Our fabled economic COLLINS
system, momentarily
indisposed, is careful-
ly designed to steer the fruits of
human labor to the top dogs, not
to the bottom fish, thus leaving
the poor less and less able to pre-
pare their kids to move up.

Plus, with the white birth rate in
decline, we treat our national bor-
ders with benign neglect so that
regiments of immigrants can slip
in to do our dirty work for us.
Their kids naturally often struggle
with that strange new language,
culture and permissiveness.

In response to this deterioration,
hordes of white families who can
afford it move to purer places, or
else sequester their kids in private
school. And now there’s competi-
tion even to do that. In New York
City you often have to enroll your
child while it’s still in utero.

Most states have diligently
sought cures. Formulas abound to

o
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billions of dollars, these astronom-
ical sums can lose all perspective.
That’s why it’s important to
remember how much that $3 tril-
lion means for our tanking econo-
my and American taxpayers.

We are spending approximately
$12 billion per month in Iraq. The
next president will likely inherit a
$400 billion deficit and a national
debt of $10 trillion.

Meanwhile, almost a million
homes were in foreclosure during
the last quarter of 2007, the price
of oil has climbed past $100 a bar-
rel, and the national average for a
gallon of gas has risen 7 cents in
the last weeks of March.

America is likely in the midst of
a severe recession, which has
prompted the Fed to slash interest
rates in spite of the risks of infla-
tion and the effect that higher
energy costs will have on every-
day household items like gro-
ceries.

And for every month that we are
borrowing money to fight in Iraq,
we are deferring investments in
educating our children, in re-
building our roads, bridges and
other basic infrastructure.
According to Building America’s
Future, a coalition of governors,
mayors and other elected officials
from around the country, America
will need to spend more than $1
trillion over the next five years to
meet our infrastructure needs.

For these reasons, the full cost of
the war in American lives and
treasure should offer a sober start-
ing point when we discuss what to

give more public money to poor
rather than to rich school dis-
tricts. In our state lawmakers
have been searching 30 years for
that elusive recipe. Additionally
some districts utilize busing to
lessen the impact of disparity.
Magnet schools are also popular,
as are charter schools and public
“academies.” Meanwhile, in the
South, a few states perversely use
“academies” to sustain segrega-
tion.

What a country!

But very few jurisdictions are
ready either to spend the neces-
sary cash or to reorder society
enough to make a serious dent in
the disparity problem. No Child
Left Behind is good for a lot of col-
umn inches in the newspaper, but
turned out to be mainly snake oil.
Every state also has its own test-
ing regimen, designed to codify for
us the bad news about education
that we already know in our
hearts. These exams embarrass
educators and spur them on to
even greater futile efforts with
their totally inadequate resources.

Unfortunately the true alterna-
tives to our present decay are both
expensive and intrusive. For
starters they would mean state
intervention with mothers from
pregnancy test onward. The poor
would be offered healthy food and
counseling, with a cash bonus for
giving up smoking, drinking, and
drugs. From birth there would be
special daily care for those fami-
lies that needed it. Pre-school
would begin at six months and
medical care pre-natally. The fami-

do in Iraq.

This summer, the extra brigades
deployed as part of the surge will
end their 15-month tours. With no
political reconciliation on the part
of Iraqi warring factions, our
surge strategy will have failed and
our military will be less ready
than in the past. On March 26, the
Joint Chiefs of Staff told the presi-
dent that while they can support
this summer’s suspension of troop
reductions from Iraq, they are
much concerned about our ability
to deal with additional crises that
might develop.

Whether or not you supported
the war from the beginning, the
costs of maintaining an indefinite
occupation will only grow, the
economy at home will suffer, and
more lives will be lost.

Let’s add one more number to
the mix. The cost of making the
Bush tax cuts permanent, as cited
by the non-partisan National
Priorities Project, would approach
$2.4 trillion over the next 10 years.

So, when Sen. John McCain, the
presumptive Republican nominee
for president, says in one breath
that it would be fine with him if
we stayed in Iraq another 100
years while he asserts his support
for making the Bush tax cuts per-
manent, we should all stop to won-
der how we’ll pay for the folly of
it all.

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ly would be awash with help to
maximize healthy cultural influ-
ence.

On the school districting front,
those states whose school borders
follow town borders would have to
give them up. Districts would
need to be re-gerrymandered to
include both wealthy and poor
neighborhoods to the extent possi-
ble. And uniforms would be every-
where.

All this is definitely not Norman
Rockwell, but maybe it’s time for
a new artist as well as a new sys-
tem.

The world has changed. If,
unlike most European nations, we
purport to treat our legal immi-
grants fairly, we have work to do.
But even if we insist on maintain-
ing our growing unhealthy eco-
nomic disparity, there are still
penalties to pay. Free pre-school
and universal health care are a
couple big ones.

So far there seems little political
enthusiasm for this or any other
sort of fundamental education
reform.

We remain powerfully wedded to
neighborhood schools and to low
taxes. Consequently other nations
are passing us by.

The likely result will be that
education turns out to be a hefty
chapter in “The Decline and Fall
of the American Empire.”

Employers chopped 80,000 jobs last month;
unemployment rate climbs to 5.1 percent

WASHINGTON — Employers buf-
feted by talk of recession slashed
80,000 jobs in March, the most in
five years and the third straight
month of losses.

At the same time, the national
unemployment rate rose from 4.8
percent to 5.1 percent, the clearest
signal yet that the economy might
already be shrinking.

The new snapshot of the job mar-
ket, released by the Labor
Department Friday, underscored
the damage that a trio of crises —in
the housing, credit and financial
sectors — has inflicted on compa-
nies, jobseekers and the economy
as a whole.

“The labor market has indeed
turned south,” said Joel Naroff,
president of Naroff Economic
Advisors. “That was the one last
bastion of hope to stay out of a
recession. Now the question is how
deep and how long will it last?”

The unemployment rate was the
highest since September 2005, when
significant job losses followed the

devastating blows of Gulf Coast
hurricanes.

Job losses were widespread in
March. Construction, manufactur-
ing, retailing, financial services
and various business services all
racked up losses. That over-
whelmed gains elsewhere, includ-
ing in education and health care,
leisure and hospitality as well as in
government.

The new employment figures
were much weaker than econo-
mists were expecting. They were
anticipating a drop of 50,000 payroll
jobs and the unemployment rate to
rise to 5 percent.

The 5.1 percent rate is relatively
modest by historical standards, but
was nonetheless the highest in 212
years.

Job cuts in both January and
February turned out to be even
deeper. Employers got rid of 76,000
in each month. The elimination of
80,000 jobs in March was the most
since March 2003, when the labor
market was still struggling to
recover from the 2001 recession.

The economy is suffering the
effects of a housing collapse, a cred-

it crunch and a financial system in
turmoil. That’s causing people and
businesses to hunker down, crimp-
ing spending, capital investment
and hiring. Those things in turn
further weaken the economy in
what has become a vicious cycle.

For the first time, Federal
Reserve Chairman Ben Bernanke
acknowledged Wednesday that the
country could be heading toward a
recession, saying federal policy-
makers are “fighting against the
wind” in combating it. Many other
economists and the public believe
the recession already has arrived.

Bernanke wouldn’t tip his hand
about the Fed’s next move.
However, many economists believe
the central bank will lower interest
rates again when they meet later
this month.

The Fed has taken a number of
extraordinary actions recently —
slashing interest rates, providing
financial backing to JP Morgan’s
takeover of troubled Bear Stearns
and opening an emergency lending
program for big investment houses.

In previous comments we’ve remarked on the weak
profit margins for domestic refiners. Versus demand
and average seasonal levels, gasoline inventories
remain robust despite being drawn down over the
past two weeks. To combat poor margins, we specu-
lated refiners would eventually be forced into cutting
production.

Last week, the nation’s largest refiner, confirmed
they had taken this step. At a Corpus Christi, TX
refinery they are reportedly running their gasoline
capacity at only 73%. Meanwhile, other refineries
that were undergoing routine, seasonal maintenance
have been hesitant to ramp runs back up because of
the poor gasoline fundamentals. Until margins
improve and the overhang in gasoline supply is cor-
rected, we anticipate this supply cutting activity to
continue.

However, according to Rueben Jeffrey, the U.S.
coordinator for international energy affairs at the
State Department, “Fundamentally, if one looks at
the oil market today or at the futures market six
months or a year or more beyond, these prices...are
being driven by underlying considerations of supply
and demand.” His sentiment generally fits with the
views in Washington that secular shifts in supply
and demand force a longer-term strategy, and there
is no quick fix to the comparatively high prices of
recent years.

In practical terms, rising fuel costs, a weak econo-
my, and concerns about a weakening dollar are com-
plicating matters for citizens, airlines, retailers, and
auto makers. Currently the price of diesel fuel in 17
states exceeds $4 per gallon. Independent truckers
tend to be the hardest hit by current pump prices.

¢ According to an AP article, “Of the 50 fastest-
growing metro areas (in 2007) 27 were in the South
and 20 were in the west.” Only two were in the
Midwest. None were in the Northeast. This is
important. Population shifts to the south and west
can impact the population weighted degree day accu-
mulations which we like to use to gauge how tem-
peratures are impacting natural gas consumers.
Major metro areas that lost population included
Detroit, Pittsburgh, Cleveland, Buffalo and
Youngstown, Ohio. Texas was the fastest growing
state for the second consecutive year.

« PEMEX, Mexico’s national oil company, said its
proven reserves fell 800 thousand barrels last year.
The nation annually suffers from low discovery rates
and their output is in decline. The nation’s congress
is debating a new energy bill that could help energize
output.

¢ Beijing News reported today that CNPC and
Sinopec are both denying rumors there are plans to
raise fuel prices in response to the shortages of
diesel, particularly in the Guangdong province, a
major export region. The state-owned companies
attribute the recent shortages to spring plowing and
reconstruction efforts following the winter storms.
In addition, the companies suggest retailers are sim-
ply hoarding supply to sell later.

¢ The uncertainty surrounding the shortage of fuel,
particularly diesel, in China continues. At this
point, we do not believe the shortages simply reflect
a distribution problem. In addition, the geographic
area impacted suggests it’s not a refinery glitch. A
surge in economic activity (demand) is possible.
This would result in a regional issue wherein
demand is greater than supply.

* Russian President Putin and President Bush will
meet a final time before Russia’s leader steps down
from office. Washington’s hope is a new “strategic
framework” for relations can be formed.

e Signaling Brazil’s confidence in its place as the
world’s preeminent exporter of ethanol, firms in the
nation are lining up to become the first to build and
operate an ethanol-only pipeline. The line would
carry the fuel between the state of Sao Paulo and the
coast.

» As the energy infrastructure in India evolves, the
nation faces a choice of pursuing nuclear energy
with the U.S. or becoming more reliant on Iranian
LNG. The path they gravitate to could determine
whether gas or nuclear becomes the other predomi-
nant source of electricity in the nation. Coal is
already a major source of power generation capacity.

e High fuel prices are forcing South Korea to cut
usage. The military is asking soldiers to shower only
once a week and air force pilots are being asked to
do more training on computers instead of logging
additional flight time. The measures are just a cou-
ple of those that came out an emergency meeting the
armed forces convened to discuss how to reduce the
fuel bill.

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“Suit filed against Lubbock medical examiner

An Austin man has filed
a complaint against the
Lubbock County medical
examiner and his office
he claims could invali-
date autopsies performed
for more than 80 sur-
rounding counties —
Including Howard County
— going back as far as
1994

David Fisher, a self-
desribed document
research consultant, filed
the complaint last week
with the Texas Medical
Board, alleging Lubbock’s
medical examiner,
Thomas Beaver, is fraud-
ulently practicing medi-
cine outside the scope of
his medical license,

which limits him to prac-
ticing medicine as a
teacher and to seeing

patients under Texas
Tech’s supervision.
Fisher also claims

autopsy reports were fal-
sified by the office, and
alleges conspiracy to com-
mit fraud and tampering
with a corpse, as well.
Howard County current-
ly contracts with the
Lubbock Medical
Examiner’s Office —
which operates out of
Texas Tech’s Health
Sciences Center — for
autopsies, according to
Howard County officials.
Beaver received and
maintained a temporary
faculty permit, which lim-
its him to practicing med-
icine as a teacher and to

seeing to patients under
the college’s supervision.
The state statute govern-
ing medical examiners
requires all chief medical
examiners to obtain a
state medical license, but
is unclear as to what type
of license.

And while Beaver’s
license to practice medi-
cine and serve as
Lubbock County’s med-
ical examiner is in ques-
tion, Fisher said the prob-
lems with the office go
much, much deeper.

“Sometime in 2006 the
Lubbock County
Commissioners Court
appointed Texas Tech
Professor Dr. Thomas
Beaver as chief medical
examiner for Lubbock
County,” said Fisher in

his complaint to the
Texas Medical Board.
“The appointment was
part of an on going con-
spiracy to commit fraud
on the citizens of Lubbock
and surrounding counties
that involved the Lubbock
County Commissioners
Court, Lubbock County
Hospital District and
Texas Tech Health
Science Center. The pur-
pose of the fraud was to
have the bodies of those
who died and required an
autopsy to be shipped to
the Texas Tech Health
Science Center to be used
as teaching autopsies for
the pathology students.”
Fisher said the relation-
ship between Texas Tech
and the medical examin-
er’s office is also a prob-

lem.

“We're looking at con-
tractual fraud here. Other
than in paper, there is no
medical examiners office
in Lubbock County,” said
Fisher. “All you have is a
cabal between Texas Tech
and the hospital district.
The medical examiner
has to be a free and inde-
pendent scientist so they
can not be influenced.
That way no one has
leverage against them. In
this case, Texas Tech
pays the medical examin-
er’s salary. So, in the end,
the medical examiner is
answering to the college,
which is free to leverage
him in any way they see
fit. If they feel he needs to
find less homicides, he
finds less homicides. This

isn’t just a problem with
licensing. The whole
thing is a disaster.

“The Lubbock County
Commissioners effective-
ly dissolved the Lubbock
County Medical
Examiners Office when
they contracted with
Texas Tech Health
Science Center for autop-
sy services in 2000. Under
Texas law, the authority
and duty to perform
inquests would then
revert to the justice of the
peace’s office. No Texas
statute authorizes a coun-
ty commissioner’s court
the power to appoint a
physician to the position
of chief medical examiner
of the county when that

Investment firms tapping Fed
for billions in emergency loans

WASHINGTON — Big
Wall Street investment
companies are stepping
up their borrowing a bit
from the Federal
Reserve’s unprecedented
emergency lending pro-
gram.

The Federal Reserve
reported Thursday that
those firms averaged $38.1
billion in daily borrowing
over the past week from
the new lending program.
That compared with $32.9
billion in the previous
week and $13.4 billion in
the first week the lending
facility opened.

The program, which
began on March 17, is
part of the Fed’s effort to
aid the financial system.

The Fed, for the first
time, agreed to let big
investment houses tem-
porarily get emergency
loans directly from the
central bank. This mecha-
nism, similar to one
available for commercial
banks for years, will con-
tinue for at least six
months. It was the broad-
est use of the Fed’s lend-
ing authority since the
1930s.

¢ Bernanke and his col-

leagues opened the facili-
ty as it raced to deal with
the sudden crash of the

venerable Wall Street
firm Bear Stearns, which
was on the brink of bank-
ruptcy. Fearful that other
investment firms could be
in jeopardy given the
intense fear that gripped
the markets at that time,
the Fed moved to give
investment firms a place
to go for overnight cash
loans.

Doing this was “a very
substantial step,”
Bernanke told lawmakers
at a Senate Banking
Committee hearing on
Thursday. “We didn’t
take it lightly.”

The lending facility is
seen as similar to the
Fed’s “discount window”
for commercial banks,
where the Fed acts as a
lender of last resort.
Commercial banks and
investment companies
pay 2.5 percent in interest
for overnight loans from
the Fed.

Banks also stepped up
their borrowing from the
Fed’s discount window.
Banks averaged $7 billion
in daily borrowing for the
week ending April 2. That
compared with $550 mil-
lion in average daily bor-
rowing for the previous
week.

The identities of com-
mercial banks and invest-
ment houses borrowing
from the Fed’s emergency

lending facilities are not
released.

The Fed’s decision to
extend emergency lend-
ing to investment houses
— along with another
controversial move —
backing a multibillion
lifeline as part of JP
Morgan’s deal to take
over the troubled Bear

Stearns — were under
scrutiny by the Senate
Banking Committee.

Some Democrats and oth-
ers worry that the moves
could put billions of tax-
payer dollars at potential
risk.

Homeowners may
also defer the portion of the tax on
their residence homestead if the
value of the home was raised more
than 5% above the previous year.
Although the tax collection is de-
ferred, interest continues to run on
the unpaid portion of tax at a rate
of 8% per annum and the deferred
tax remains a lien on the property.
To apply for the deferral, the owner
should contact the appraisal dis-
trict which appraised the property
in question and complete an appli-
cation.

DISABLED PERSONS
Persons who are disabled under
Social Security law are entitled to
additional exemptions on their resi-
dential homestead. Disabled appli-
cants must apply with the appraisal
district and furnish a determination
letter from Social Security. Dis-
abled persons now received all
benefits on their home that are
available to over 65 persons (see
below)

PERSONS WHO ARE OVER 65
YEARS OF AGE

Persons who are over 65 years of
age or disabled persons may file
for additional exemptions and a
ceiling on school taxes for their
residential homestead if they be-
come 65 during 2006. Over -65
persons should apply for this ex-
emption at the appraisal district of-
fice in their area. Over -65 persons
are also eligible to defer paying the
tax on their residential homestead
if they wish. The taxes continues to
accrue during the deferral along
with an interest rate of 8% annu-
ally, but no attempt will be made to
force payment during the deferral.
Details and an application may be
obtained from any appraisal district
or the State Comptroller.

DISABLE VETERANS
Persons who have been declared
disabled by the Veteran’s Admin-
istration are eligible for additional
exemptions on property they own.
The declaration letter from VA is
mailed annually, but the appraisal
district only needs a copy in the
first year of eligibility or if the per-
centage of disability changes.

FARM AND RANCH OWNERS
Farmers and ranchers may be enti-
tled to receive an alternate method
of appraisal determined by the farm
income to the property. This
method is available to farms and
ranches commercially raising crops
or livestock or which are used as a
wildlife habitat under State guide-
lines. An application for agricultural
use value and additional informa-
tion is available from your appraisal
district. Re-filing is only necessary
if requested to do so by the Chief
Appraiser.

EXEMPTION APPLICATIONS
Exemption applications for all prop-
erty tax exemptions including total
exemptions for charitable, religious,
and other total exemptions may be
obtained from an appraisal district
nearest you or through the State
Comptroller’s Office at
1/800-252-9121.

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“Dozens of girls removed from polygamist compound

ELDORADO — Child
welfare officials are
scrambling to find foster
homes for dozens of girls
removed from a secretive
West Texas religious
retreat built ___
by polygamist r —‘
leader Warren .
Jeffs after a 16-
year-old living
there com-
plained of
physical
abuse.

Officials
from Texas
Child Protective Services,
escorted by state troopers,
took 52 girls, ages 6
months to 17 years, from
the remote retreat on
Friday afternoon.

By the end of the day, 18
were put legally into state
custody, and CPS spokes-
woman Marleigh Meisner
said interviews would
continue Saturday. A
warrant has been issued
for at least one individ-
ual.

The girls put in state
custody were believed to
be in danger, Meisner
said. “Those are the ones
we believe have been
abused or they are in
imminent risk of harm,
and it would not be safe
for those children to
remain in the com-
pound,” she said.

Child welfare officials
were looking for foster
homes for the girls, most
of whom have rarely been
outside the insular world
of the Fundamentalist

Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter Day Saints. They
were being housed for
now at a civic center, she
said.

“We’re dealing with
children that aren’t accus-
tomed to the outside
world, so we’re trying to
be very sensitive to their
needs,” Meisner said.

The investigation began
with a call Monday alleg-
ing physical abuse of a 16-
year-old girl living there,
Meisner said. Authorities
first arrived at the com-
pound Thursday evening.
They interviewed and
searched through the
night.

On Friday, a search
warrant and arrest war-
rant were issued.

The search warrant
sought records dealing
with the birth of children
to a 16-year-old and any
records listing a marriage
between a 50-year-old man
and the girl, according to
the San Angelo Standard-
Times, which cited court
records released late
Friday in Tom Green
County.

The individual listed in
the arrest warrant had
not been located by
Friday evening, said
Department of Public
Safety spokeswoman Tela
Mange. She said she could
not reveal whose name
was on the warrant.

The ranch covers rough-
ly 1,700 acres. It is north
of this two-stoplight town,
down a narrow paved
road. Authorities blocked
access to the compound’s
gate, keeping onlookers

miles away.

State officials said they
did not know how many
people lived at the retreat,
but local officials in 2006
put the number at about
150, as members of the
reclusive church moved
from a community on the
Arizona-Utah line.

The congregation,
known as FLDS, has been
led by Jeffs since his

father’s death in 2002. It is
one of several groups that
split from The Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints, based in Salt Lake
City, decades after it
renounced polygamy in
1890.

In November, Jeffs was
sentenced to two consecu-
tive sentences of five
years to life in prison in
Utah for being an accom-

plice to the rape of a 14-
year-old girl who wed her
cousin in an arranged
marriage in 2001.

In Arizona, Jeffs is
charged as an accomplice
with four counts each of
incest and sexual conduct
with a minor stemming
from two arranged mar-
riages between teenage
girls and their older male
relatives. He is jailed in

Kingman, Ariz., awaiting
trial.

The Eldorado retreat,
about 160 miles northwest
of San Antonio, is on a
former exotic game
ranch. The church bought
the property in 2004 for
$700,000 and began an
ambitious construction
program anchored by an
80-foot-tall, gleaming
white temple.

Ex-BP chief questioned about Texas City plant blast

HOUSTON — An attor-
ney for victims of BP
PLC’s deadly 2005 plant
explosion said the compa-
ny’s former CEO admitted
Friday that budget cuts
some blame for creating
conditions that helped
cause the blast were
ordered so the oil giant
could remain competitive
in the petrochemical
industry.

But Lord John Browne
denied knowing there
were major problems at

the company’s refineries
as a result of the budget
cuts, said victims’ attor-
ney Brent Coon.

Browne was questioned
by telephone for about an
hour Friday by Coon for a
deposition that is part of
ongoing litigation result-
ing from the accident,
which killed 15 people
and injured more than
170.

Coon was in Houston
while Browne was in
London for the deposi-
tion, a sworn statement
given under questioning.

The deposition came

after a nearly two-year
legal fight by attorneys
for those Kkilled and
injured in the blast for
the right to question
Browne.

While the deposition
revealed no “smoking
gun,” Coon said it provid-
ed valuable insight for the
several hundred lawsuits
he still has pending.

“What it shows is that
he was preoccupied with
many things including
the phenomenal growth of
BP,” Coon said. “They
were looking at where is
our next business, what

are we doing to grow, as
opposed to how do we
keep the things we
acquired in a safe man-
ner.”

BP acquired the Texas
City refinery when it
merged with Amoco in
1998. Soon after, it
ordered a 25 percent,
across-the-budget cut in
fixed spending at its
refineries.

Coon said these budget
cuts contributed to equip-
ment failures at the plant
and created the condi-
tions that caused the
explosion.

The U.S. Chemical
Safety and Hazard
Investigation Board, one
of several agencies that
investigated the accident,
found that cost-cutting
moves as well as bad
management at the plant
factored into the explo-
sion.

Browne “denied know-
ing there had been
numerous complaints
about how the budget cuts
were impacting the
plants,” Coon said. “He
was aware that plants
were having to have a
tight budget with discre-

tionary spending, which
usually affects mainte-
nance.”

BP spokesman Neil
Chapman confirmed that
the deposition took place
on Friday but declined
further comment.

Victims’ attorneys had
wanted to question
Browne because they said
he has unique knowledge
about budget cuts and
other company decisions
that contributed to the
accident.

London-based BP has

Former TYC officer gets probation in plea deal

BROWNWOOD (AP) — A former Texas Youth
Commission corrections officer has been placed on
probation for a year for assaulting a female teen
inmate and lying about it on a report.

As part of a plea bargain, the state reduced the
assault charge against Dusty Ogle, 47, of Brownwood,
to a misdemeanor. He pleaded guilty Monday and was
sentenced to a year of probation and fined $500.

Charges of tampering with a witness were dismissed.
But Ogle also was sentenced to five years’ deferred
adjudication after pleading guilty to tampering with a
government record. That means that if he successfully
completes the terms of probation, the case will be dis-
missed and no conviction will appear his criminal
record, although the arrest will remain on his record.

Ogle was fired from the TYC in June, three months
after he was arrested on suspicion of excessive force
with an inmate and allegedly making false entries
about it in a report.

Revelations of inmate abuse and possible cover-ups
shook Texas’ juvenile corrections system last year and
prompted state leaders to order a massive overhaul of
the agency. Several top administrators were either
fired or resigned, and some corrections officers across
the state have been arrested on various charges.

Gunman kills doctor in San Antonio

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A man shot and killed his
wife’s doctor Friday outside a medical office building,
then was shot by a police officer who saw the husband
standing over the woman with a gun, authorities said.

The suspect was listed in critical condition after
undergoing surgery, University Hospital spokesman
Leni Kirkman said. Authorities said they were with-
holding his name pending him being formally charges.

Julie Abbott, 47, died at the same hospital, according
to a statement from San Antonio police.

Authorities did not know the motive.

The shooting happened in a parking lot outside the
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two-story medical office building on San Antonio’s
north side. An officer who was nearby went to the
scene to see the suspect standing over the woman with
a gun in his hand, San Antonio police spokesman Gabe
Trevino said.

The officer ordered the man to drop the gun, then
fired several rounds when the suspect advanced
toward the policeman, authorities said. The officer,
Michael Blanquiz, was not injured and was placed on
administrative duty.

Abbott’s name was listed on a placard outside the
offices of iMED Internal Medicine on the building’s
first floor. According to the iMED Web site, Abbott
attended medical school at the University of Texas
Health Sciences Center at Dallas.

Lubbock man faces 59 years in prison

DALLAS (AP) — An investment adviser has been
convicted in a tax fraud case in which he claimed to
be a “child of God” with citizenship in heaven, not
America.

A federal jury in Dallas on Friday convicted Lanas
Evans Troxler of Lubbock on all 17 counts related to
sham offshore entities.

Sentencing is June 25. The investment adviser faces
amaximum 59 years in prison and a $4.25 million fine.

Prosecutors say Troxler did business in Dallas from
at least 1998 through 2002.

He was convicted of corruptly endeavoring to
obstruct and impede administration of IRS laws, four
counts of attempting to evade and defeat taxes, and 12
counts of assisting in the preparation and presentation
of false and fraudulent tax returns.

Appeals court sets aside $72 million award

HOUSTON (AP) — Both federal banking regulators
and a Houston financier claimed victory Friday after
an appeals court set aside an order that the govern-
ment pay more than $72 million to the executive pros-
ecutors blamed for the collapse of United Savings of
Texas.

In 2005, U.S. District Judge Lynn Hughes ordered the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corp. to award Houston
financier Charles Hurwitz damages for pursuing a
lawsuit against him over the defunct savings and loan.

The FDIC blamed Hurwitz, chairman and chief exec-
utive of Houston-based Maxxam Inc., in 1995, for the
$1.6 billion failure in 1988 of United Savings.

Hurwitz never owned United Savings. But he did
own almost a quarter of United Savings’ parent,
United Financial Group, through MCO Holdings Inc.,
which later became Maxxam.

The FDIC dropped its suit in 2002, but Hurwitz coun-
tersued, claiming the FDIC improperly funded another
government agency’s investigation against Maxxam
on the same matter.

In his ruling, Hughes was highly critical of the
FDIC’s efforts to sue Hurwitz, saying that “corrupt
individuals within a corrupt agency” brought the liti-
gation.

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Clintons report $109 million

in income since 2000

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Hillary
Rodham Clinton and former President
Clinton reported $20.4 million in income
for 2007 and more than $109 million
since 2000 as they gave the public the
most detailed look at their finances in
eight years. Almost half the former first
couple’s money came from his speeches.

The campaign released tax returns
from 2000 through 2006 and gave high-
lights from their 2007 return. The
Clintons have asked for an extension for
filing their 2007 tax returns, citing the
dissolution of a blind trust last year.

The Democratic presidential candidate
and her husband paid $33.8 million in
taxes from 2000 through 2007. They list-
ed $10.25 million in charitable contribu-
tions during that period.

Clinton has been under pressure to
release her tax returns, especially from
rival Sen. Barack Obama, who posted
his 2000 to 2006 returns on his campaign
Web site last week. Neither Obama nor
Republican Sen. John McCain have
made their 2007 tax returns public,
though both say they will this month.

The Clintons last made their returns
public in 2000 when they reported an
adjusted gross income of $416,039. Since
then, the former president has
embarked on a number of business ven-
tures and has made millions from speak-
ing engagements.

Iraqi prime minister reverses

course, orders freeze in raids

BAGHDAD (AP) — In a dramatic
reversal, Iraq’s prime minister ordered
a nationwide freeze Friday on Iraqi
raids against Shiite militants, bowing to
demands by anti-U.S. cleric Mugqtada al-
Sadr only one day after promising to
expand the crackdown to Baghdad.

Prime Minister Nouri al-Maliki issued
the order after al-Sadr, whose Mahdi
Army militia fought government troops
last week in Basra and elsewhere, hint-
ed at retaliation if Iraqi security forces
continue to arrest his followers.

A statement by al-Maliki’s office,
broadcast on government television, did
not mention the Mahdi Army by name
or give a timeframe for the freeze. It
said the move was designed to give a
“chance to those who repented and want
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to lay down their arms.”

But the statement was issued less than
24 hours after al-Maliki told reporters he
intended to launch security operations
against Mahdi Army strongholds in
Baghdad, including Sadr City, home to
some 2.5 million Shiites and the mili-
tia’s largest base.

Airport ‘behavior’ screeners hunt

for terror, but mostly find fake IDs

NEW YORK (AP) — To the untrained
eye, the man looked like any other trav-
eler as he waited in line at Kennedy
Airport. But something about the way
he was acting caught the attention of
two security screeners.

For 16 minutes, they questioned him,
scanned every inch of his body twice
with a metal-detecting wand and emp-
tied his carry-on bag onto a table. Out
came a car stereo with wires dangling
from it.

The man was eventually found to have
done nothing wrong — he said he had
pulled the stereo out of his car because
he was afraid it would get stolen — and
he was sent on his way.

But it’s the type of scene that has been
unfolding on a regular basis over the
past four years at the nation’s major air-
ports under a rapidly expanding “behav-
ior detection” program set up by the
Transportation Security Administration
to spot terrorists or other dangerous air
travelers by way of subtle clues in the
way they act.

The agency’s efforts drew attention
this week when screeners trained in
behavior detection in Orlando arrested
an Army veteran after he tried to check
luggage containing pipe bomb-making
materials onto a flight to Jamaica.

But that collar was something of a rar-
ity. In the four years since the program
was launched, the TSA has yet to
encounter any would-be suicide
bombers. The most common catches
have been people carrying fake IDs.

UK suspects’ videos: Planned

attacks on jets were revenge

LONDON (AP) — In chilling videos
shown to a jury Friday, men accused of
plotting to bring down jetliners over the
Atlantic called for revenge for the wars
in Iraq and Afghanistan and praised
Osama bin Laden.

Six of the eight defendants videotaped
messages denouncing the West for what

Pirates seize control of French

vessel off coast of Somalia

PARIS (AP) — Pirates seized control of
a French luxury yacht carrying 30 crew
members Friday off the coast of
Somalia, the French government and
the ship’s owner said.

Attackers stormed the 288-foot “Le
Ponant” as it returned without passen-
gers from the Seychelles, in the Indian
Ocean, toward the Mediterranean Sea,
said officials with French maritime
transport company CMA-CGM.

“The Defense and Foreign Ministries
are mobilized to act as quickly as possi-
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ble, I hope in the coming minutes or
hours to try to win the freedom of these
hostages,” Prime Minister Francois
Fillon told reporters.

He did not elaborate. France has con-
siderable military resources in the
region, including a base in Djibouti and
a naval flotilla circulating in the Indian
Ocean.

Woman gets death penalty for

killing mother-to-be in Missouri

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) — A woman
was sentenced to death Friday for
killing a Missouri mother-to-be and cut-
ting the baby from her womb. Lisa
Montgomery becomes the third woman
on federal death row.

She was convicted in October of kid-
napping resulting in death in the Dec.
16, 2004, killing of Bobbie Jo Stinnett.
Montgomery was arrested at her farm-
house a day after showing off Stinnett’s
baby as her own.

“l hope that today’s sentence will
bring some measure of closure to the
family of Bobbie Jo Stinnett,” U.S.

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“Local officials taking ‘wait and see’ approach regarding lawsuit

A recent complaint to
the Texas Medical Board
regarding the Lubbock
Medical Examiner’s
Office has local officials
in a “wait and see” mode,
as autopsies going back as
far as 1994 could come
into question.

A complaint filed last
week by Austin-based

document researcher
David Fisher alleges the
office has committed

fraud on an epic scale
over the past 14 years,
along with allegations of
conspiracy between Texas
Tech University and the

Lubbock
District.

According to Howard
County Justice of the
Peace Katherine
Wiseman, she has been
made aware of the com-
plaint.

“I have received a copy
of the complaint, but I
haven’t had a chance to
really pore over it yet,”
said Wiseman. “There
have been a lot of murder
cases involving autopsies
in Howard County since
1994, so there’s certainly
some concern with this
matter. However, I'm not
sure what bearing these
things Mr. Fisher is say-

ing will have at this
point, so we’re just wait-
ing and watching. My
best guess is nothing will
happen, but you can’t be
sure.”

Wiseman said the coun-
ty is still contracting with
the Lubbock Medical
Examiner’s Office for
autopsies, and will con-
tinue to do so until direct-
ed otherwise.

“Yes, we are still send-
ing autopsies to
Lubbock,” said Wiseman.
“Until we're directed not
to, we will continue to use
the Lubbock office.”

District Attorney Hardy
Wilkerson said any possi-

physician’s employer is a
separate county or state,
or other public or private
agency. The county med-
ical examiner is a
salaried, appointed posi-
tion, which makes the
medical examiner solely
answerable to the com-
missioners court.”

Fisher also claims the
medical examiner’s office

has been diverting bodies
sent for autopsies to the
Texas Tech Health
Science Center to be used
as teaching cadavers
without the necessary
permissions.

“The past and ongoing
practice of diverting bod-
ies contracted for autopsy
by the surrounding coun-
ties of Lubbock County to
the Texas Tech Health
Science Center to be used
as teaching cadavers vio-
lates both Texas and
Federal Law,” Fisher

wrote in his complaint.
“This is especially true of
‘in custody death,” where
Federal Civil Rights
Statutes are involved.”

Fisher said the alleged
infractions date back as
far as 1994.

Counsel for the Texas
Medical Board said said
recently the issue would
require an interpretation
of the law and would
require a court verdict or
decision from the attor-
ney general to resolve.

With the pace of hiring
slowing down, the num-
ber of unemployed people
increased to 7.8 million in
March; workers with jobs
saw only modest wage

—p—
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gains at the same time.
Average hourly earn-
ings for jobholders rose to
$17.86 in March, a 0.3 per-
cent increase from the
previous month. That
matched economists’ fore-
casts. Over the past 12
months, wages grew 3.6
percent. With lofty energy
and food prices, workers

may feel like their pay-
checks are shrinking.
Many analysts believe
the economy shrank in
the first three months of
this year and could still
be ebbing now. The gov-
ernment will release its
estimate of first-quarter
economic growth later
this month. Under one

rough rule, if the econo-
my contracts for six
straight months it is con-
sidered in a recession.
Bernanke, however, has
said he is hopeful the
economy will improve in
the second half of this
year, helped by the gov-
ernment’s $168 billion
stimulus package of tax
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rebates for people and tax +

breaks for businesses, as
well as the Fed’s rate
reductions. Still, even
Bernanke predicted this
week that the unemploy-
ment rate would rise in
the months ahead. Some
analysts say it could
climb to 5.5 percent or
higher by year’s end.
