Farm and Labor

Controlled Alike 

BUSINESS MEN 
JOIN LIONS IN

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It is to the credit of certain 
farm organizations, such as the 
leading marketing co-operatives, 
that they have not opposed string-
ent control of agricultural prices 
so long as stringent control of 
wages is imposed with it. 

These organizations, in other 
words, have simply objected to the 
farmers being turned into shock 
troops to fight inflation - while 
other national groups go merrily 
ahead getting all the money possi-
ble. 

The cost of farm labor alone 
has offset much of the increase in 
farm income-to say nothing of 
the higher costs the farmer must 
pay for equipment, feed, manufac-
tured commodities, etc. Price sta-
bility must go all the way.. 

Out of self-interest alone, both 
I:Thor and agriculture should ac-
cept equitable wage and price con-
trols, applied to each on the same 
principle.

INTO USE TO SAVE SPACE 
IN HANDLING OF BIG MAIL 

E. F. Harmon was again elect-
ed to head the Castro County Fair 
this year at a meeting held Tues-
day night and attended by business 
men of Dimmitt. P. L. Cunning-
ham and Ozro Stephens were elect-
ed vice president and secretary-
treasurer,. respectively. The meet-
ing was presided over by T. E 
Harrison, president of the Lions 
Club which body has agreed to 
work with the Fair officials in ev-
ery way,  possible.

May told the group what might 
be expected to be exhibited and 
that farmers over the county were 
ready to do all that is possible to 
maket he Fair a real success. 

T. E. Harrison was elected to 
head the entertainment committee 
of the Fair and all other commit-
tees will be appointed this week 
by Chairman Harmon. 

A great effort will be made to 
stage entertainment at this year's 
Fair that will be of interest to ev-
eryone in the county and a thing 
to be remembered. 

This year's Fair will feature live 
stock and food for Victory that 
these livestock will play in help-
ing win the war.

Plans are being made for a Scav-
enger Hunt-one that will test 
each boy's scouting knowledge and 
skills. The Hunt will get under 
way at the grade school at 7:15 and 
all boys are urged to be on time 
if they want in on the fun. 
The four patrols, Owls, Beavers, 
Flaming Arrow and Flying Eargle, 
will compete against each other.

Our friend, D. Neumayer, local 
truck operator,. calls our attention 
to the ruling by the ODT on over-
loading of tires, as well as trucks 
and left with us a card which in-
spectors will fill out and give to 
those who are caught hauling an 
over-load on their tires, which are 
loaded on the basis of their condi-
tion and ply at time of actual use. 

For instance, 7.50-20, 8 ply tires 
are given a capacity of not over 
2250 pounds. ODT does allow for 
20 per cent overload, but truckers 
are cautioned to try to stay within 
bounds and be safe at all times, as 
the inspector has authority to 'stop 
your truck, and notify your em-
ployer that you have been stopped 
from driving a truck for a certain 
period for overloading your tires.

A full account of the program 
and rules for the entries in foods, 
clothing and textiles, hobbies and 
curios, and art divisions will be 
given in the Castro County News 
next week.

The Inspector's side of the little 
card which carries the sizes listed 
on one side, also has the following 
on the opposite side for him to fill 
out: Size of Tires on Overloaded 
Trucks: Make of Truck; License 
No; Truck; Trailer; N. of Tires; 
Truck; Trailer; No. of Plies; Truck 
Trailer; Size of Tires; Truck; 
Trailer; Date; Inspector. 

The News passes this infornia-
tion on to truckers in this section 
and thanks Mr. Neumayer for the 
card which he handed us, bearing 
the ODT's rulings. 

The Post Office Department has 
announced that the V-Mail Service, 
is now past the experimental stage 
with each week showing large in-
creases in the number of letters 
maied to American soldiers over-
seas. 

The War Department has in-
creased its facilities to handle 
promptly the volume expected in 
the future. 

Facilities for photographing and 
reproducing V-Mail to and from 
the United States and the British 
Isles, Australia, India, Hawaii and 
other points are now in operation. 
A similar service is being planned 
for Iceland and other points where 
the volume may warrant. 

Pointing out that V-Mail pro-
vieds a safe means of communica-
tion with members of our Armed 
Forces, the Post Office Department 
gave assurances that the film (up-
on which the communications are 
reproduced) are given the most ex-
peditious dispatch available. Be-
cause of the small space taken up 
by the rolls of film, they often can 
be carried on ferry planes or 
bombers. 

Every pound of weight which can 
be saved on air transports over-
seas, said the Department, means 
that an equivalent amount of 
weight can be allotted vital mili-
tary material. 

In recognition of this, and in an 
effort to insure delivery of mail to 
as many men as possibble at over-
seas destinations when space is 
limited, the War and Navy De-
partments have directed -that -V-
Mail be given priority in dispatch 
over all other classes - including 
air mail - when transportation 
facilities under control of those de-
partments are used. 
When V-Mail letters are address-

ed to places where micro---film 
equipment is not in operation, the 
letters are transmitted to desti-na-
tion in original form by the most 
expeditious means available. Even 
in these instances savings in 
weight and space are accomplished 
since there are approximately 97 
V-Mail letters in a pound, where-
as, ordinary letters average 40 per 
pound. 

The War, Navy and Post Office 
Departments all cooperated in de-
veloping this Service, largely with 
a view to decreasing the volume of 
mail to be carried overseas and 
providing an expeditious service. 

The public is urged to use it at 
every opportunity.

Stay Well And 
Help Win War 

A recent headline in Newsweek 
said, "Services' call for doctors 
means U. S. must stay well." And 
the statistics back that up tho-
roughly. 

This country has 176,000 physi-
cians-of which 22,000 have been 
taken by the Army. If the goal 
of a 9,000,000-man Army is at-
tained, about 58,000 doctors-one-
third of the nation's total-will be 
in uniform. And the situation is 
about the same in the case of nur-
ses. We have 300,000 trained 
nurses-and 50,000 will be requir-
ed for the Army and the Navy by 
the middle of next year. 

No one can complain about this 
-America's fighting men will and 
must have the best medical atten-
tion possible. What it means is 
that all remaining doctors must 
work far harder and longer than 
ever before. The medical schools 
are stepping up the tempo of med-
ical training as far as practical. 
And, in addition, civilians must 
help. Here is how Newsweek puts 
it: "The civilian will also have to 
pull his oar in the boat. Instead 
of expecting punctual appoint-
ments and home visits, he will 
have to wait his turn in the doc-
tor's waiting room. Preventative 
medicine will loom larger. Face-
lifting operations will have to yield 
preceence to emergency appendec-
tomies. By the war's end, hypo-
chondriacs and the bedside manner 
alike may well have become part 
of America's past." 

This is a small "sacrifice" in-
deed for the civilian to make in 
the interest of our soldiers' health, 
as well as the health of those who

BE HELD 30TH 

LUBBOCK, Sept. 23..-Full in-
formations on all OPA regulations 
both ont he ceiling price on cost-
of-living commodities and on con-
sumer services will be given at an 
al-day OPA Cinic in Lubbock on 
Wednesday, September 30. 

The session wil be conducted by 
T. J. Murray, Senior Price Spec-
ialist of the Regional OPA office 
at Dallas, and will be in the East 
Ballroom of Hotel Lubbock, start-
ing at 10 o'clock A. M., according 
to officials of the Lubbock Cham-
ber of Commerce, sponsors of the 
clinic. 

Complete details of the regula-
tions covering services will be ex-
plained at the 10 A. M. meeting. 
Other items to be discussed in-
clude: special schedules on pricing 
fall and winter clothing; toys and 
miscellaneous seasonal articles; 
new price formulas for certain 
food products; methods of estab-
lishing andpos ting ceiling prices; 
records to be filed and those to be 
kept in the store, and provisions 
for adjustments where the retail-
er's ceiling price is abnormally 
out of line with other retailers. 

The afternoon will be given over 
to conferences with individual mer-
chants who need to have special 
price regulation problems explain-
ed and clarified, it was announced. 

Since the OPA is starting im-
mediately an inspection and check 
of all retailers and others who are 
under the price ceiling regulations, 
it is declared that the September 
30 Clinic is extremely timely for

DON'T WASTE 
STALE BREAD 

Victory Demonstrators of Castio 
County who have pledged to fight 
waste can live up to their pledge 
by making good use of stale bread. 

Ava A. Grindstaff, County H. D. 
Agent of the Texas A. & M. Ex-
tension Service, suggests that left-
over bread be made into Melba 
toast—an' oven-dried toast, deli-
cately browned, thin crisp, and 
brittle. Bread which comes ready-
sliced is' a little too thick for Melba 
toast unless it's cut into sticks or 
the slice i cut in half horizontally 
with ane xtremely sharp bread 
knife. 

The oven should not, be very hot 
for making Melba toast. If stored 
in a tin with a tight lid, toast will 
keep crisp for some time, just like 
crackers. For later use it can be 
re-heated a few minutes. Oven-
dried toast can be used in place of 
ordinary toast under creamed 
chicken, fish, chipped beef, Welsh 
rabbit, or asparagus. 

Broken pieces of bread, oven-
dried, if not too dark can be rolled 
out for fine dry crumbs, store them 
in a glass jar covered with cheese-
cloth. Then they will be ready to 
sprinkle on scalloped or "au grat-
in" dishes. 

Stale bread also goes into stuff-
ings and bread puddings. It makes 
very good French toast—dipped 
in an egg and milk mixture and 
fried delicately in a little fat. 
Stale bread combined with apples 
can be made into a tempting apple 
betty. 

Nutritionally speaking, whole 
wheat bread offers the most food 
value, and enriched bread is to be 
preferred over plain bread.

The majority of military experts 
don't go as far as this. They ar-
gue that relatively few of the 
bombs dropped by planes ever hit 
important objectives, and that the 
damage• done can, as a rule, be 
swiftly remedied. They point out 
that constant progress is being 
made in air defense—such as cam-
ouflage, anti-aircraft guns and 
fighter planes. They think that the 
airplane can do an all-important 
job in "softening up" an enemy 
and in disrupting his supply lines—
but that it will be up to navies and 
armies to finish the job. 

No one can say with certainty 
which side is right. In the mean;  
time, the United Nations' high 
command continues to prepare for 
a grand-scale invasion of Europe. 
If that invasion is to succeed, they 
figure, at least a million superbly 
equipped fighting men must be 
landed—and there must be another 
million in reserve. This, when it 
happens, will be the greatest mil-
itary operation in history. 

It should also be noted further 
that, as the now-honored General 
Billy Mitchell said during his life-
time, the airplane will do the job 
if given the trial in proper quanti-
ty and at the right time! Look how 
easily the Jap planes sank the 
big new Prince Edward and Re-
pulse! And, while they argue the 
plane "can be USED to soften 'em 
up" yet they are unwilling to ad=-
mit it can also ruin the enemy if 
it destroys his transportation sys-
tems and lines of cummunication!

It is 
high time those in authority do a 
little more real fighting, themselv-
es and a little less theorizing at 
the expense of the masses! The air 
plane has never yet been tried as 
Major de Seversky suggests!
