operate in coming, years. We
don’t have an experiment station
right here in our territory and it
is going to be up to local farmers
to work out their own salvation,
and it is going to be up to all of
us to develope this fine county to
its utmost. There will be many
mistakes made in finding new
methods of increasing production
.and income on the area, but from
observation of other areas we
have learned that diversified
farming, scientific practices in
all phases of agriculture and
stock raising, will develope an
area far beyond its visible po-
tential. Why can't a number of
new ideas be practiced by dif-
ferent farmers of the county then
through a clearing house of some
kind make results of each ex-
periment available to all inter-
ested and get the same results
that we would get from a regular
experiment station.

A trip through agricultural
sections of Colorado for farmers
and business men of this area is
being planned. Date and other de-
tails appear-in another story in
this issue of the News. I plan to
make this trip to take care of the
pleasure and sight seeing obli-
gations of the group, so that
the others can give their undi-
vided attention to the things they
are up there to learn about. If
you plan to make this trip noti-
fy King or McFarland.

Announcement was made today

by Robt. L. Hoyt, General Pas-
senger Agent, Fort Worth and
Denver City Railway, Fort Worth
that an application to the Rail-
road. Commission of Texas for
authority to discontinue passen-
ger train service between Chil-
dress and Lubbock will be filed
within the next day or two.

“The experimental overnight
passenger service between they
Lubbock-Plainview area and Dal-
las-Fort Worth, inaugurated last
March has produced deficits ex-
ceeding the former motor car dp-
eration,” Hoyt said.

An application for authority to
discontinue the motor car oper-
ation was filed in January, but
the case was dismissed because of
a decision to try out an over-
night servicé providing coach,
pullman, and dining service.

It was pointed out by Hoyt
that during the period March Sth
to June 30th the direct out-of
pocket operating loss on the ex-
perimental service was more than
$14.00 per passenger handled.

State Health Officer
Urges Trip to Dentist
For School Children

AUSTIN, TEXAS, July 27,.
“Now is an excellent time for
school children of all ages to
make a trip to their dentists’ of-
fices,” Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer reminds Texas
parents. Since school progress is
influenced by the pupil’'s health,
which is in turn affected by
mouth conditions, it is wise to
visit the dentist during the sum-
mer vacation and obtain any
needed treatment before school
starts.

“It is dangerous to assume that
there is no need for dental at-
tention simply because a child
does not complain of a tooth ache
or the parent does not notice any
cavities. Only careful evamina-
tion by a dentist can justify such
a conclusion.

“Children entering school for
the firs# time are particularly in
need of dental attention. Usually
they are at the age when the
first four permanent teeth, the
sixth year molars, appear. Be-
cause these erupt before the
shedding of any baby teeth, they
are often mistaken for baby
teeth. Since these are important
teeth they should receive early
and . regular attention by the
family dentist.

“Postponement of a visit to the
dentist may result in pain and
discomfort for the child later on.
To avoid such suffering and to
prevent the development of con-
ditions that may require more ex-
tensive dental services at a later
date, parents are strongly urged
to take their children to the den-
tist for an examination now.
Prompt action will allow time to
complete any needed corrections
before school opens.”

Lowers Qualifications

To New Students

AUSTIN, TEXAS, July 27—
Good students from small high-
schools with limited course offer-
ings and those who have one or
more high school deficiencies can
benefit from five changes liberal-
izing University of Texas admis-
sion requirements.

Beginning this fall,
alterations will:

Permit one unit in either ag-
riculture or home economics to
count as a natural science in the
15 high school units required for
entrance.

Increase from two to three the
units accepted for band, orches-
tra, and chorus work.

Permit any student who ranks
in the highest quarter of his high
school graduating class and the
upper half of his group taking
University aptitude and English
tests to enter without any high
school deficiency. Previously, he
had to rank in the upper fourth
of his test group.

Allow a mature student over
21 who is not a.high school grad-
uate or has entrance credit de-
ficiencies to make up that lack
by reaching sophomore standing
with at least a C grade average
through study at the University.

Hughes, Costa Rica missionaries,
have been recently in Dimmitt
where Mr. Hughes spoke Sunday
night at the Baptist Church, Mr.
Hughes, formerly of Kress, is the
husband of the former Waurayne
Duree, daughter of Mrs. W. D.
Duree.

Rev. and Mrs. Hughes and their
two daughters, 4-year-old Kaye

Javan and Karyn Jane, 4 months
old, are spending July visiting

friends and relatives in Kress
and Dimmitt. He also served as
camp missionary at a Baptist
boys encampment at Floydada

the first part of the month and at
present is conducting special ser-
vices at the Kress Baptist Church.

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Guy
Hughes of Kress, the missionary
was born and raised in Kress
where he attended Kress High
School. In 1939 he decided to en-
ter the ministry and a year later

he experienced a desire to minis-
ter to Spanish-speaking people.
Before his graduation from Bay-
lor University in 1944, he worked
among Spanish-Americans at
Waco. He completed his work at
Southwestern Baptist Seminary
at Fort Worth in 1946, after
which he and his wife spent a
yvear in Cuba where he served as
president of a Baptist Seminary
and was supply pastor of a
church of 1,400 members.

When his denomination decided
in 1948 to enter Costa Rica, Rev.
and Mrs. Hughes became that
country’s first Baptist mission-
aries. His title of “general mis-
sionary” carries with it the res-
ponsibility of supervising Baptist

He holds a lifetime appoint-
ment, however he is granted .a
12-months furlough every five
years and also receives a month's
vacation each year during which
he can return to the States at his
own expensé. Obviously happy in
their work, the couple express no
desire to return home to live.
Her parents’ work has provided
several unusual experiences for 4-
months-old Karyn Jane. During
her brief exXistence she has al-
ready visited 11 countries.

during the school year. Epidem-
ics were discovered in their early
stages and halted. General health
check-ups of children resulted in
the treatment of tens of thou-
sands of ailments or physical de-
fects never suspected by parents.

Increased state funds made
possible the employment of hun-
dreds of public health nurses, who
have assisted doctors and public
health officials to institute large
scale health programs which
reach into every section of
many communities.

“The health program in the
public schools is now based on
the premise that prevention is
worth more than a cure,” Stur-
geon commented. “The programs
are receiving enthusiastic support
from local residents.”

The Kerrville city school sys-
tem is an excellent example of
what is happening all over the
state, according to Charles H.
Tennyson, executive secretary of
the Texas Teachers Association.

Until Gilmer-Aikin funds were
made available, Kerrville schools
had no nursing service other than
that of a county health nurse,
who was able to devote only one
day a week to the pupils of Kerr-
ville’s three schools.

Now a full-time nurse has been
functioning a year. Kerrville's
residents individually and through
civic and business clubs, have ral-
lied. Kerrville is highly enthusi-
astic over what has been accom-
plished in one year, according to
E. L. Wildman, superintendent of
schools.

A clinic has been established in
each school with local agencies
proyiding the furnishings and
supplies. Heretofore a 100 per-
cent immunization program was
impossible due to the lack of per-
sonnel to enforce regulations.
Now every Kerrville child of
school age has been tested

Be Careful——

Special emphasis has been placed on safety the past few
weeks. Newspapers, radio, television and bill boards have urged
car drivers and others to play it safe. Whether or not this ex-
fensive campaign will have any effect on Uncle Sam's citizens is
not known.

We are prone to overlook misfortune in others with the

- caustic remark ""That can't happen to me, I'm careful.'" Chances

are that is just what the injured or killed driver of a wrecked,
automobile would have said just before the accident. Safety on
the highway does not end with Just keeping your eye on the
road. When, on a long trip, you find your self driving automati-
cally, coming to the realization that you can't remember any of
that last twenty miles you just drove, or getting sleepy, the best
thing to do is stop and rest or get a cup of coffee. Other things
1o help prolong your life would be to install an electric cigarette
lighter in your car if not so equipped. Many accidents are
caused by momentary blindness due to the flare of a match.
We do not advocat high speeds either. After 70 miles per
hour, the driver is a menace to everything on the road. The best
way to get somewhere sooner is fo start earlier. We remember
one time recently while returning from Austin we passed an old
Ford plodding along about forty. Our own speed was about
sixty. After one hundred miles we were still passing the Ford.

New Bag Limits Announced For
Panhandle Hunters and Fishermen

AUSTIN, July 26, — The Texas |
Game, Fish and Oyster Commis-
sion recommended a straight 45-

day waterfowl shooting season to
begin November 10. An earlier
request for a zoning 'season to
benefit Panhandle counties has
been placed before the Federal
Fish and Wildlife Service as has
also a proposed bag limit of eight
ducks per day and eight in pos-
session instead of the four ducks
per day and four in possession
allowed last fall.

The Commission authorized a
nine-day antelope season west of
the Pecos to be patterned after
the 1948 special season in which
702 permits were issued to bag
male antelope. The number of
1950 permits to be issued has not
yvet been determined.

Game and fish seasons for the
newly created regulatory author-
ity in the new twenty-eight coun-
ty Panhandle area also were ap-
proved. They call for a deer and
turkey season from November 17
to November 26 for all Panhandle
counties excepting Armstrong,
Randall, and Briscoe. The limit
will be one buck deer and two
turkey gobbers for each hunter.
The three counties were exempt-
ed because of recent restocking
activities by the Game Depart-
ment.

The Commission approved a
whitewing dove season for Sept-
ember 15, 17, and 19 beginning
at 4 p. m. and lasting until sun-
set with a limit of ten birds a

day and ten im possession. The

Commissioners voted for a state-
wide dove season of 45 days, be-
ginning October 20 and lasting

until December 3 in the south
zone and beginning September 1
and running through October 15
in the north zone, with a daily
bag limit of ten and a possession
limit of ten.

The Panhandle area was grant-
ed a quail season from December
1 to January 16, which are the
same dates as the general state
law, but the bag limits for the
new regulatory area were -cut
from 12 per day to 10 per day
and the possession limit was cut
from 36 per week to 20 in pos-
session at any one time. The
Commission abandoned plans for
open seasons on antelope, prairie
chicken and pheasants in the Pan-
handle because of insufficient
data and a policy of “playing it
safe” until more information on
these species could be obtained.

For the regulatory area west of
the Pecos, the Commission au-
thorized a deer season and quail
season similar to 1949. In this
area, El Paso and Terrell coun-
ties were eliminated from the an-
telope shooting regulations.

The statewide deer and turkey
season as well as the quail sea-
son are set by law and are not
affected by the latest commis-
sion action. Deer and turkey sea-
sons for the state at large run
from November 16 through De-
cember 31, inclusive, with a limit
per hunter of 2 buck deer and
three gobblers. The quail season

The Commission, after a leng-
thy hearing, authorized an in-
crease in the quota of commercial
fishing boat licenses from 1550
to 2325. It also approved experi-
mental studies in connection with
authorizing issuance of licenses
for 14 additional menhaden seines
to be used until September 1.

Other action concerning the
new Panhandle regulatory area
include: squirrel season, May 1 to
July 1 and from October 1 to
December 31, with a bag limit of
5 per day and a possession limit
of 5; trapping season on furbear-
ing animals, December 1 through
January 31, except, muskrat
which will be December 1 to De-
cember 28; limiting crappie bag
to 15 per day and 30 in posses-
sion and similar provisions for
channel cat, with black bass lim-
ited to 6 a day and 12 in posses-
sion, and no bag limits for sun-
fish, perch, bream, blue cats and
mud cats; restricting each fisher-
man to one trotline of not more
than 20 hooks for each fisher-
man; limiting a fisherman to pos-
session of 200 minows and put-
ting a 20-foot limit on minnow
seines.
