Bureau Approves 'Action' Program Wheat and Grain 
Supports Revealed 

The 1954 grain and wheat price 
supports, anounced recently, will 
help relieve Castro county farm- 
•er's minds of the cotton reduc-
tion acreage. 

The '54 grain sorghum crop 
will be supported at 85 percent 
of parity and will be no less than 
$2.28 per 100 pounds national av-
erage, according to PMA Secre-
tary Horace Blagg. There will be 
no allotment controls on the 1954 
grain sorghum crop, he added. 

Cooperators of the 1954 wheat 
crop will be supported at 90 per-
cent of parity, to be no less than 
$2.20 per bushel national average. 
Blagg pointed out that farmers 
will be eligible for the 1954 wheat 
price support only if they plant 
within their acreage allotments.

Widespread rains have caused 
some late damage to Castro coun-
ty crops, however, damage is 
probably out weighed by benefit 
derived from the moisture, ac-
cording to County Agent Charlie 
Hudson.

COTTON: 1. That the agricul-
tural program which is decided 
upon and passed for the coming 
years take the place of the one 
that expires next year and be set 
up to recognize light spots and 
middling pluses on any lean and 
price support plan on cotton. 2. 
That such a loan and support 
program have parity support 
based upon a low middling grade 
of character and 7/8 inch staple. 
3. That a minimum moisture con-
dition be set and standardized 
throughout the U. S. for cotton 
before it is graded and that such 
a minimum be high enough to 

tensive scale for the first time in 
several years. 

A survey reveals that harvest-
ing of all crops is proceeding with 
rapidity. Approximately 5,500 
bales of cotton have been ginned 
up to the time harvest was 
stopped by the rains. Cotton is 
yielding some four-fifth to one 
bale per, acre where it was not 
damaged. There is still a shortage 
of some 1,000 cotton pullers in 
the county, Hudson asserted, but 
it is expected that very shortly 
this situation will be aleviated 
due to the employment of me-
chanical harvesters. 

Cotton grades have been re-
duced somewhat due to recent 
rains, but county farmers are re-
ceiving a fairly good price as most 
of them are placing cotton under 
the government loan program. 
Prices received under this pro-
gram average about 31- cents per 
pound. 

The grain sorghum harvest is 
well underway with fields aver-
aging from 2300 to 2500 pounds 
per acre. Storage space is rapid-
ly filling, however, no great short-
age of storage is predicted. 

An acute"peoblern facing coun-
ty farmers now is, the housing 
situation for itinerant workers. 
This problem reportedly is grow-
ing daily. County school officials 
also report crowded conditions 
with the attempt to enroll chil-
dren of workers and care for 
them during the harvest season. 
No immediate solution is forseen 
as the problems worsens.

Cotton Situation 
Unfavorable For 
Castro Farmers 

Cotton Surpluses 
Grow As Uncle Sam 
Sets Up Allotments 

Castro county farmers suffering 
from the recent rain and hail 
storms won't find solation in the 
worsening cotton situation which 
has forced Uncle Sam to set up 
allotments for 1954. 

Local PMA Secretary Horace 
Blagg agreed this week that the 
cotton picture is serious and con-
tinues bed. Blagg indicated that 
there is not much hope for any 
immediate solution as federal 
warehouse surpluses grow. The 
estimated carryover in bales as 
of August 1, 1954, according to 
figures released by Blagg, amounts 
to 7,854,046. 

The seriousness of the cotton 
situation is reflected in the en-
suing figures, made available by 
Blagg: 

Carryover on August 1, 1953, 
5,064,346 running bales; 1953 crop, 
15,314,600; estimated imports 
from August 1953 to August 1954, 
75,000 bales; supply for 1953-54 
marketing year, 20,454.046 bales; 
disappearance from August 1953 
to August 1954, 12,600,000; esti-
mated carryover on. Aug. 1, 1954, 
7,854,046; total needed production 
from '54 crop, 8,450,954 (law pre-
vents agriculture secretary from 
setting this figure below 10,000,-
000 bales so next year's produc-
tion will be 10,000,000.) 

The national acreage planted to 
cotton during the past three years 
is as follows: 1951, 28,021,000; 
1952, 26,808,000; and 1953, 24,600-
000. All Castro county farmers 
will be notified of their 1954 cot-
ton acreage allotment around De-
cember 1 of this year. , 

A marketing quota election will 
be held in the county December 
15, according to Blagg, to de-
termine if cotton farmers want 
marketing quotas on their 1954 
crop. County voting places will be 
announced prior to the election. 

Youths Escape 

County Jail 
Two Hereford youths, charged 

with theft, escaped from the 
county jail here over the week-
end, according to Deputy Sheriff 
J. V. Messenger, The jail break 
was the first since the present 
jail was built in 1939. 

The 13 and 14-year-old boys 
were arrested Saturday in Here-
ford by officers there and brought 
here as Deaf Smith county is 
without the services of juvenile 
jail facilities. They made their 
daring beak around noon Sunday 
by removing the screws from a 
metal screen over a window in 
their upstairs ward and breaking 
a window pane. The youngsters 
slid down the flag pole at the 
northeast corner of the court-
house and walked away unnotic-
ed.

Recommend 
that the president of the farm 
bureau federation not be consid-
ered for re-election. 
ACREAGE ALLOTMENTS: We 

urge that in our National Farm 
Bureau, that the actual acreages 
as established bythe local 'PMA 
offices be used in determining 
farm acreages and allotments 
rather than the figures given by 
BAE. We recommend that more 
as established by. the local PMA 
committees in distributing acre-
age allotments. We believe that 
the planted acreages, in the past 
three years except in drouth 
counties, reflect a definite trend 
in agriculture, and that state al-
lotments should be distributed to 
counties that reflect this trend. 

PARITY: We favor 100 per-
cent of parity on commodities 
when acreage controls are in ef-
fect, and not less than 80. per-
cent of parity when controls are 
in effect. We are opposed to the 
sliding scale in figuring parity. 

SURPLUSES: We'urge the De-
partment of Agriculture and the 
Secretary of State to dispose of 
agricultural surpluses through 
foreign aid programs now in ef-
fect in trade for products not pro-
duced or manufactured in the 
United States. 
REPRESENTATION AND PUB-

LICITY: We recommend that 
national leaders in the American 
Farm Bureau be selected to more 
adequately represent the South. 
We recommend that USDA 
agencies be required to publish 
in local newspapers a complete 
financial statement and expendi-
tures. We favor improving the 
state and national farm organi-
zation papers so as to give its 
members more information con-
cerning affairs effecting farmers, 
and informing consumers through 
other mediums. 

The following state resolutions 
were passed by the group: 

1. We are opposed to a road 
users tax on motor fuel used for 
non-highway purposes. 2. We re-
affirm our position of a tax on 
natural resources in lieu of in-
creasing the tax on gasoline. 3. 
We favor speed limit on pickups 
and light trucks comparable to 
that of automobiles. 4. We favor 
a fair salary for our Texas rep-
resentatives and senators. 5. We 
recommend that Texas Farm Bu-
reau use its influence to have our 
Texas legislature_ televised, if 
cost not prohibitive. 6. We recom-
mend that the Labor committee 
have. more farmer representation 
when contracts are made with 
other countries for alien labor. 
And we recommend that cotton 
weight penalties not exceed $5 a 
bale and that the ginner pay 50 
percent of the penalty (on a state 
level).

Although the present fog and 
drizzle that is blanketing Castro 
county has stopped field work the 
moisture will go a long way 
twoard improving small grain, 
winter crops and pastures. 

Local Soil Conservation office 
officials say the light rain will 
delay harvesting of cotton and 
prevent some farmers from get-
ting top price for their cotton. 
However, they add, if cotton is al-
lowed to dry out completely loss-

The Castro Chamber of Com-
merce board of directors took 
time from their regular business 
affairs Tuesday morning to help 
clear up one remaining debt of 
the county fair association and 
cite the tfemendous success of the 
1953 fall event. 

On motion of director Joe Cow-
en the chamber agreed to pay 
half of a $350 debt incurred by 
the fair association for improve-
ment to buildings and costs for 
kiddie rides. Despite the fact that 
the fair accumulated a small 
debt, directors agreed that the 
event was an outstanding suc-
cess compared to any .previous 
fair held here. The association ac-
tually cleared $1350 (more than 
at any other time), according to 
fair officials. Costs for kiddie rid-
es and improvements (leantos) 
amounted to $1700, leaving a bal-
ance owed of $350. Directors con-
tended that the net gain from a 
standpoint of growth and im-
provement far overshadowed the 
financial loss.

He used 
100 pounds 45 percent superphos-
phate and 200 pounds ammonia 
nitrate, and beat his goals with 
5000 pounds of milo and 12 tons 
of silage pere acre. Vetch made 
30,000 pounds green weight per 
acre. 

Electric fence controls grazing 
in rotation, and his 25-cow pro-
ducing herd had a 350 pound 
DMA record. Besides, he is rais-
ing replacement heifers with a 
minimum of labor and concen-
trates. 

Simpson is very active in the 
Jumbo Rural Neighborhood Pro-
gress Contest, and besides twice-
a-day milking and in-between 
farm work, finds time for photo-
graphy as a hobby.

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Senator Lyndon B. Johnson says 
that reorganization proposals 
abolishing regional offices of the 
Soil Conservation Service are 
"startling and difficult to under-
stand." 

"It is billed as a step toward 
efficiency and greater economy," 
Senator Johnson said. "It is diffi-
cult to find any economy in this 

The Texas Senator also disclos- I  
ea-  -that the Agriculture Depart-
ment has rejected "by inference" 
a proposal to stabilize the mar-
ket through purchasing cattle on 
the hoof. The proposal had been 
-urged on Secretary of Agricul-
ture Ezra T. Benson by Senator 
Johnson upon a number of oc-
casions. 

Senator Johnson read a letter 
from Secretary Benson's execu-
tive assistant, L. N. blooper. "By 
inference, he rejects the proposal," 
Senator Johnson said. "In a sense, 
he leaves the door open by avoid-
ing a direct answer." 

Explaining the reorganization 
proposal which would abolish 7 
regional offices of the Soil Con-
servation Service, including the 
one at Fort. Worth, the Senator' 
pointed out that Secretary Ben-
son "says that no essential serv-
ices will be elimivated." 

'That can only mean that the 
functions now handled by 7 of-
fices will he handled by 48 of-
fices—one in each state," Senator, 
Johnson said. "It has been my 
understanding that the function 
of the reorganization act is to 
consolidate overlapping agencies 
and to eliminate duplication. 
• "It is a strange sort of con-

solidation that begins with 7 of-
fices and winds up with 48." 

Senator Johnson also said; 
1. That Texas lost at least $61,-

000,000 in' income during the first 
six months of this year because 
of declining cattle prices. 

2. That farm price supports on 
cotton and wheat apparently are 
not responsible for current high 
retail prices paid by consumers 
for bread and cotton goods. 

3. That the farmer's share of 

Water Treatment 
Saves Teeth 

Children in fifteen Texas cities 
are literally drinking their way 
to dental health through fluori-
dation of public water supplies, 
declares Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer. Three other towns 
have approved the program end 
several other communities are 
seriously considering fluoridation. 

The Texas State Department of 
Health approves fluoridation of 
public water supplies because it 
is the most practical and effec-
tive public health measure for 
partial prevention of tooth decay 
in children. Numerous studies 
have disclosed that one-half to 
two-thirdS less dental decay is ex-
perienced by children who drink 
water containing orre part fluo-
ride to one million parts of water. 
Some cities in Texas have this 
amount naturally in their water 
supply. 

It isn't known exactly just how 
fluoride acts in reducing tooth 
decay, but these ideas have been 
advanced. One is that fluoride 
makes the enamel of the teeth 
harder. Another is that fluoride 
reduces the growth of bacteria, or 
enzymes, and the acids that are 
believed to cause teeth decay. But 
it will be some time before the 
final answer is found. 

The most dramatic results from 
the use of fluoridation to prevent 
tooth decay are found among 

the consumer's dollar is 9 cents-
lower today than it was in 1945.

Even thoueh your child drinks 
from a fluoridated water supply, 
or even though his teeth have had 
topical applications of fluoride so-
lution, he still may have some 
tooth decay. Fluoride does not 
prevent all decay, but rather re-
duces the amount of decay. There-
fore, regular dental care is as 
necessary as it was before the 
value of the fluorides was dis 
covered.

Bureau Federation. 

Declining agricultural exports 
pose a grave problem for produc-
ers of certain commodities. Grow-
ers of some of the basis commodi-
ties, including cotton and wheat 
are hardest hit by the loss of 
foreign markets. Twil, years ago 
exports accounted for 51.2 per 
cent of the cotton crop and 46.7 
per cent of the wheat crop. In 
that same year the -production 
from one out of every ten acres 
found outlets outside the United 
States. 

But this market is rapidly 
shrinking. Agricultural exports 
from the United States declined 
31 per cent in value last year, to 
the lowest point since 1944-45, ac-
cording to figures recently re-
leased by the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture. At the same time, 
the nation's non-agricultural pro-
ducts shipped abroad rose in val-
ue. 

Several reasons have been given 
for the decline, including: the re-
duction in direct foreign economic 
aid by the country; improved 
farm production in areas fostered 
by the U. S.; inventory reductions 
in importing countries in response 
to eased world-supply situations. 

Secretary of Agriculture Ezra 
Taft Benson, commenting on the 
downward trend in farm exports, 
said, "Our declining export situa-
tion points up sharply our needs 
for more effective farm programs 
and for foreign trade policies that 
will not only assure the U. S. 
farmer good markets at home, 
but which Will widen his markets 
abroad." 

The major farm organizations 
are attempting to find a solution 
to the export decline which threat-
ens the whole farming industry. 
The American Farm Bureau Fed-
eration, which has a membership 
of 1,600,000 farm families in 47 
states and Puerto Rico, has ini-
tiated action on several fronts to 
bring an increase in exports. 

The Farm Bureau was largely 
responsible for getting Congress  

to set up a bi-partisan trade com-
mission last session to review the 
whole field of international trade. 
The commission's report, to be 
given when Congress convenes in 
January, is expected to point up 
flaws in the present trade policy. 

Farm Bureau was instrumental 
in getting the Recriprocal Trade 
Agreements Act extended until 
next year. This act permits the 
President to negotiate separate 
trade treaties with various coun-
tries. 

The national farm organization 
was able to help eliminate Section 
104 of the Defense Production 
Act. This section of the act was 
causing retaliatory measures by 
other countries to the detriment 
of U. S. trade and prestige. 

The Farm Bureau was primari-
ly responsible for adoption by 
Congress last session of a plan 
whereby the U. S. would accept 
the national currencies of the free 
nations of the world in return for 
surplus arricultural commodities.  
The foreign money collected 
would be used to carry out our 
commitments under the Mutual 
Security Administration.

ity operations, plainly discourage exploration and 
drilling by gas companies. 

We believe that consumers, wanting long-range 
natural gas service, should not be wholly depend-
ent for the discovery of new supplies by persons 
not directly interested in natural gas service. We 
believe that the strict regulation of gas companies 
in the exploration for gas should be relaxed so 

that these companies can explore and drill for gas 
on the same 'basis as do independent producers.
