Killed in Car Crash Near Canyon

Funeral services for James
Clayton Davidson, 34-year-old
aviation worker who lived in

Dimmitt for.the past two months,
were pending at a Dallas funeral
home today (Thursday).

Mr. Davidson was killed instant-
ly in an automobile collision
Tuesday afternoon near Canyon
that claimed the lives of three
-other persons and resulted in the
injury of four others. The death
toll was the highest in Ramdall
county traffic history since 1949.

Names of other persons who
died as a result of the crash are:
George Penny, 37, a tree surgeon
from Lubbock; Delbert Burk, 57,
of! Chanute, Okla.; Jim Burrell,
47, of Elk City, Okla.; and Mrs.
Naomi Algine Damron, als of Elk
City.

Penny, Davidson and Wade
(who 'suffered critical injuries),
were in a car traveling west on
Highway 60, four miles west of
Canyon when the accident occur-
red. The Oklahoma people, occu-
pants of the other car envolved,
were traveling east. The car driv-
en by Penny was skidding side-
ways on west pavement when the
other machine crashed into the

right side of the skidding vehicle.

1150 lost-time accidents for
every million man-hours worked,
while Southwesterr’s figure was
4.52 per million man-hours.
