Slated for 8:30 p.m. until
11 p.m. near the park
office at the top of Scenic Mountain,

DSHS urging heat precautions

With temperatures expected to top out
at or above the century mark during the
next few days, officials with the Texas
Department of State Health Services
(DSHS) are urging Texans to take
precautions as the mercury begins to
rise.

Emily Palmer, spokesperson for DSHS,
said the elderly, the very young, people
with chronic diseases and those without
access to air conditioning are those
most likely to suffer in extremely hot
weather.

“Typically, the most deaths are
recorded in July, followed by August,
then June,” said Palmer. “Staying in an
air-conditioned area, either at home or
in a public place such as a mall, library
orrecreation center, is the most effective
way to combat heat. If air conditioning
is not available, open the windows, pull
the shades down to keep out the sun and
use cross-ventilation and fans to cool
rooms.”

Palmer said the symptoms of heat-
related illnesses are no joking matter,
and could lead to serious health problems
— even death.

“Symptomsofheatillnessincludeheavy
sweating, muscle cramps, weakness,
dizziness, nausea, weak but rapid pulse
and headaches,” said Palmer. “People
with these symptoms should find shade,
drink water slowly and make sure there
is good ventilation.

“To help a person showing severe
symptoms, get the victim into shade,
call for emergency medical services and
start cooling the person immediately
with cool water or by fanning. If fluids
are not replaced soon enough, heat

Water safety important in beating high temps

As temperatures heat up, many area
residents will turn their attention to
local lakes and swimming pools to try to
keep cool. However, accordingto officials
with the Texas Department of Family
and Protective Services, fun in the water
can quickly turn deadly without proper
supervision for children.

“With high temperatures and the
summer vacation here, the Department

of Family and Protective Services
(DFPS) is urging all Texans to be on
guard against one of the leading causes of
death among infants, toddlers and young
children: accidental drowning,” said
Marleigh Meisner, public information
officer for DFPS.

“Already, at least 28 children have
drowned in Texas this year, and yet
the deadliest period for drowning, from
Memorial Day through Labor Day,
still lies ahead. Each year, DFPS keeps

an unofficial count of child drowning
deaths. Last year, 113 children drowned
in Texas — the most since DFPS began
its count in 2005.”

According to Sasha Rasco, DFPS
assistant commissioner for child care
licensing,

“Each of these tragedies could have
been prevented by not leaving children
alone in or near water,” said Rasco.

stroke can follow causing extremely
high body temperature, red and dry
skin, rapid pulse, confusion, brain
damage, loss of consciousness and
death.”

And with so many children home
during the summer holiday, Palmer
said parents should be vigilant when
it comes to the heat.

“Children, especially, can quickly
become dehydrated,” said Palmer.
“They need to drink fluids frequently,
especially water, and wear light-
colored, loose-fitting clothes. Avoid
drinks that are heavily sweetened or
contain caffeine. Check on children
often, especially if they are playing
outside in high temperatures.”

Palmer suggests following a few
simple rules when the temperature

begins to rise:

* Never leave anyone in a closed,
parked vehicle in hot weather, even
for a short time.

¢ Drink plenty of fluids, but avoid
drinks with alcohol, caffeine or a
lot of sugar. Don’t wait until you are
thirsty. Start drinking fluids at least
30 minutes before going out.

» Plan strenuous outdoor activity for
early morning or evening when the
temperature is lower.

e Take frequent breaks
working outside.

e« Wear sunscreen SPF (sunscreen
protection factor) 15 or higher, wide-
brimmed hats and light-colored,
loose-fitting clothes.

+ Eat more frequently, but be sure
meals are well balanced, cool and
light.

* Dress infants and children in cool,
loose clothing. Shade their heads and
faces with hats or an umbrella.

e Check frequently on the elderly,

when

the ill and others who may need help.

¢ Adjust to the environment. A
sudden change in temperature — an
early heat wave or travel to a hotter
climate — will be stressful to the
body. Limit physical activity until
you become accustomed to the heat.

e Check with a doctor about the
effects of sun and heat when taking
prescription drugs, especially
diuretics or antihistamines.

Palmer said the body’s defense
mechanism against skyrocketing
temperatures — sweating — isn’t
always effective enough to protect
people from the heat, especially when
combined with other health and
environmental factors.

“The body normally cools down by
sweating. But under some conditions,
sweating is not enough,” said Palmer.
“The body’s temperature may rise
rapidly to dangerous levels, leading
to the possibility of heat illness or
death.

“Acombinationofhightemperatures
and high humidity especially can
cause this natural cooling system
to work overtime. When humidity
is high, sweat may not evaporate
efficiently, preventing the body from
releasing heat quickly.

“The stress of hard physical activity,
fatigue, dehydration, heart disease,
obesity, poor circulation, sunburn
and prescription drug and alcohol use
also contribute to heat-related health
problems.

“Prevention is the best defense
against heat-related illness.

“Staying cool, drinking plenty of
fluids, wearing cool clothing and
monitoring outdoor activities are
essential to staying healthy in hot
weather.”

State helping
smokers kick
tobacco habit

bout 20 percent of adult Texans have

smoked more than 100 cigarettes in

their lifetime and still smoke occa-

sionally or every day, according to
the Texas Department of State Health Servic-
es.

Kicking the tobacco habit is difficult. Some-
times counseling and nicotine replacement are
needed. But the state is offering free help.

The Texas Legislature in 2008 funded six
community tobacco prevention-and-control
coalitions to reduce tobacco use in Texas, and
Bexar County is one of them.

Bexar County smokers who want to kick the
tobacco habit have 18 months left to take ad-
vantage of the free state program and can do
so by simply calling (877) Yes-Quit or (877) 937-
7848.

The program offers up to six weeks of nico-
tine replacement and counseling, services
some individual health insurance program do
not cover but they should.

Tobacco use can have a big economic impact
on health-care costs, employers and the smok-
ers themselves.

Between 1997-2001 cigarette smoking was
estimated to be responsible for $167 billion in
health-related loses in the U.S., about $75 bil-
lion was in direct medical cost and $92 billion
in lost productivity, according to the San Anto-
nio Metropolitan Health District.

The San Antonio Tobacco Prevention and
Control Coalition found that among youths,
tobacco use was highest among white and His-
panic males in high school, Hispanic females
in middle school, school dropouts and in school
districts with large Hispanic enrollment.

In Bexar County’s adult population, the high-
est rate of tobacco use was in males ages 25 to
34, black males older than 35 and white and
Hispanic males 20 to 45 and adults with income
less than $50,000 and those with low education-
al attainment.

Texas is working to do its part to cut down
on tobacco use, but there is still much work to
be done. The pilot community tobacco-preven-
tion-and-control coalitions are just part of the
effort.

The latest statistics available indicate the
smoking rate among adults in Texas is around
19.4 percent. That is significantly higher than
the goal of the national health-promotion-and-
disease-prevention initiative, Healthy People
2010, to reduce smoking among adults in this
country to 12 percent.

Colombia votes for democracy

efying the pollsters who
had predicted a tight
presidential election
and pleasantly surpris-
ing defenders of democracy in
Latin America, Colombian vot-
ers Sunday gave a resounding
first-round lead to
astrong U.S. ally
and rebuked the
growing socialist
movement that has
been spewing anti-
American senti-
ments throughout
our hemisphere.

Former Colombi-
an Defense Minis-
ter Juan Manuel
Santos, 58, the
symbol of continu-
ity for the Colom-
bian government’s U.S.-backed
war against drug-trafficking left-
ist rebels, stunned most political
observers, especially those of us
who had been misguided — and
scared — by the polls.

Vowing to continue pursuing
President Alvaro Uribe’s suc-
cessful “Democratic Security”
policies, Santos, Uribe’s heir ap-
parent, came close to an outright
victory.

He failed to secure the majority
needed to avoid a June 20 runoff.
But in a field of nine candidates,
Santos received more than
double the votes of his closest
contender, former Bogota Mayor
Antanas Mockus, who may have
been hurt — more than the polls
anticipated — by his declared
“admiration” for Venezuelan
President (and socialist despot)
Hugo Chavez.

Although polls correctly pre-
dicted that Santos and Mockus
would go to a runoff, they had
these two candidates in a virtual
tie, expecting each to garner

MiGUEL
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slightly more than 30 percent of
the votes. Some of the same polls
also predicted that Mockus —
although eccentric and unpre-
dictable — could finish a close
second in the first round and
then go on to defeat Santos in the
runoff.

But much to everyone’s sur-
prise, Santos received 46.5
percent of the votes — nearly
crossing the 50 percent thresh-
old, which would have given
him an outright victory — and
Mockus got only 21.5 percent of
the ballots.

No one — not even Mockus
— is predicting a Mockus vic-
tory now. In a radio interview
Monday, he said his chances of
winning the runoff are “unlikely
but possible.”

Yet he got such a trouncing
Sunday that it is hard to imagine
how that is possible.

Some say he would have to
recruit new voters from the
millions who were eligible but
refrained from voting Sunday.
Yet among the other seven can-
didates, some of the most popu-
lar are conservatives who took
votes away from Santos in the
first round and now are likely to
endorse Santos in the runoff.

Before Santos’ surprising
showing Sunday, the polls told
us that national security had
begun to be less important than
jobs, health care, education
and other issues promoted by
Mockus. The Colombian media
led us to assume that the Colom-
bian people failed to appreciate
the huge security and economic
gains their country has made
under Uribe and Santos and that
they were ready to move on to
other issues and other politi-
cians — even before finishing
the job of defeating terror. We

even assumed that the Colom-
bian people were intimidated by
threats of border conflicts and
economic embargos from neigh-
boring Venezuela.

But this time — hallelujah —
the polls were wrong!

This time, it was the voters
who stood behind the U.S.-
backed security measures that
have restored law and order to
Colombian society. It was the
voters — participating in Colom-
bia’s freest, cleanest and safest
election in more than 40 years
— who would not allow Colom-
bia to fall back into the state of
terror that it was in before Uribe
and Santos took over the govern-
ment. And it was the Colombian
voters who rejected scare tactics
from a foreign government.

In an obvious effort to intimi-
date Colombian voters into vot-
ing for the left-leaning Mockus,
Chavez warned that Santos
“could generate a war” with
Venezuela. The tactic obviously
backfired, igniting nationalistic
sentiments among many Colom-
bians who would not be intimi-
dated.

For many years, Colombians
have been the strongest U.S.
allies in Latin America. While
other countries in the region are
closing or seeking to shut down
U.S. bases, last year Colombia
gave the U.S. military greater
access to its own bases.

It has been a pillar of democra-
cy and pro-American values in a
region where democratic prin-
ciples have been crumbling. And
Sunday, even when the polls
made us doubt their resolve, Co-
lombians showed the world they
still are standing tall.

Southwest border forces needs more

or too long in Washing-
ton, the issue of border
security has fallen off
the radar. In communi-
ties along the 1,200 mile border
that Texas shares with Mexico,
however, the effects of a porous
border are con-
stantly evident.
The violence
associated with
narco-terrorism,
drug and arms
trafficking and
human smug-
gling threatens
the safety of local

communities in Kay
Texas and other BAILEY
border states, and

HuTtcHIsON

it undermines our
national security.

Preventing and
responding to these challenges is
stretching our border forces and
law enforcement officials thin.

An aggressive strategy to halt
illicit activity and the spillover
of violence into the U.S. is long
overdue, and I am working with
my colleagues to make border
security an urgent national
priority.

I joined with other border
state senators to offer a series of
amendments to heighten border
security to an emergency spend-
ing bill that the Senate recently
passed.

Our goal was to provide re-
sources and support to our
border enforcement officials
because they are facing a real
crisis in Texas, New Mexico,
Arizona and California.

All together, we focused on
two key components that must
be a part of an effective strategy
to secure the southwest bound-
ary with Mexico — the strength
and readiness of border forces
and the high-tech tools neces-
sary to effectively monitor the
border.

I have pushed to expand the
presence of unmanned aerial
vehicles, or drones, to help pro-
tect the southwest border. This
would allow U.S. Customs and

Border Patrol (CBP) to obtain at
least six new drone systems and
hire pilots to operate them with

the ultimate goal of covering all

2,000 miles of U.S-Mexico border
every day of the week.

Expanding the availability of
UAYV resources allows border
enforcement officials to more ef-
ficiently and consistently moni-
tor the border and respond to
illicit activity.

These are critical tools because
portions of the Southwest border
that are ineffectively or inter-
mittently monitored become
open portals for drug cartels,
arms dealers, human traffickers
and even terrorists.

As well as modernizing our
surveillance tools, we must
bolster border forces so there is
adequate manpower to protect
the border and respond to illegal
activity.

The Department of Homeland
Security has 17,000 personnel
assigned to the southwest bor-
der. Well under half the agents
— about 7,700 — are currently
assigned to Texas, even though
63 percent of the border runs
through our state. Arizona only
has 4,000 agents. Every border
state needs more support.

To help address this, I au-
thored an amendment that
directs deployment of 6,000
National Guard to the southwest
border. This would raise our Na-
tional Guard presence to Opera-
tion Jumpstart levels.

Under the amendment, the
National Guard would help CBP
get operational control of the
Southwest border, and it would
augment our security forces un-
til we are able to hire and train
more dedicated Border Patrol
agents.

Shortly after my colleagues
and I introduced our amend-
ments, the president announced
a proposal for increased border
funding. After deemphasizing
border security and even propos-
ing to cut forces on the South-
west border, this was a welcome
shift in nolicv. Border senators

and congressmen have repeat-
edly called on the president to
focus on this challenge.

I am disappointed, however,
that the president has only
called for an additional 1,200
National Guard personnel to
be sent to the border. I believe
this falls considerably short of
meeting our dire need for more
forces.

Texas alone has requested
1,000 National Guard — spread-
ing 1,200 National Guard over
four states is an insufficient
response.

Adequate National Guard sup-
port is critical to helping control
potential spillover violence and
addressing all our security chal-
lenges until we have more CBP
agents ready to handle threats
on our border. The 6,000 agents
that would be deployed under
our proposal is a much more
aggressive — and appropriate —
response.

Unfortunately, our border
security amendments failed
in the Senate bill. But we will
continue working to provide the
tools, manpower, and resources
needed to protect the border.

I have invited the president to
join me on a tour of the border
communities that are being
impacted by this crisis, and that
offer still stands.

I would welcome the opportu-
nity to show him firsthand the
security challenges our border
officials and local law enforce-
ment are facing in Texas.

Across the nation, the effects of
illegal activity are seeping into
American communities.

This is why securing our
borders cannot just be a Texas
priority.

It must be a national priority,
and I call on my colleagues and
the administration to urgently
address this challenge.

‘The Kid’ Griffey calls

SEATTLE (AP) — Ken Griffey
Jr. arrived in baseball a fresh-
faced teenager with a radiant
smile, a carefree attitude and
unlimited potential.

He spent 22 seasons becoming
lauded as the greatest player of
his generation.

Even as his career declined
through injuries and age, Griffey
left the game on his own terms
and still held in the highest of
regards and one of the greats in
baseball history.

Now relegated to part-time
duty and with little pop left in
that perfect swing, Griffey un-
expectedly decided Wednesday
to retire after 22 mostly brilliant
seasons.

The Kid that once saved base-
ball in the Pacific Northwest
with his backward hat, giddy

teenage smile and unrivaled tal-
ent, had become a shell of the
player who dominated the 1990s.

The 40-year-old Griffey wasn’t
at Safeco Field on Wednesday.
He simply released a statement
through the Seattle Mariners —
the franchise he helped save in
the 90s and returned to for the
conclusion of his career — that
he was done playing.

Griffey said goodbye before
Seattle played the Minnesota
Twins after 13 All-Star appear-
ances, 630 homers — fifth on
the career list — and 1,836 RBISs.
He’s an almost certain first-bal-
lot Hall of Famer.

“While I feel I am still able to
make a contribution on the field
and nobody in the Mariners
front office has asked me to re-
tire, I told the Mariners when I

for Griffey.

He called Mariners’ team
president Chuck Armstrong and
said he was done playing. Mari-
ners manager Don Wakamatsu
pulled his players together be-
fore the start of batting practice
to inform them of Griffey’s deci-
sion.

“To play with him is a treasure
I will keep deep in my heart,”
Seattle’s Ichiro Suzuki said
through an interpreter. “I have
played 19 years in professional
baseball and I can say he was
one of my best teammates and
my best friend.”

A star from the time he was
the overall No. 1 pick in the 1987
draft, Griffey also played with
his hometown Cincinnati Reds
and the Chicago White Sox. He
hit .284 with 1,836 RBIs.

But his greatest seasons, by
far, came in Seattle.

Griffey played in 1,685 games
with the Mariners and hit .292
with 417 homers, most coming
in the homer-friendly King-

dome, and 1,216 RBIs. He won
the AL MVP in 1997 and practi-
cally saved a franchise that was
in danger of relocating when he
first came up.

Griffey returned to the Mari-
ners in 2009 and almost single-
handedly transformed what
had been a fractured, bickering
clubhouse with his leadership,
energy and constant pranks.

Griffey signed a one-year deal
last November for one more
season in Seattle after he was
carried off the field by his team-
mates after the final game of
2009. He hit .214 last season with
19 homers as a part-time DH.
He was limited by a swollen left
knee that required an operation
in the offseason.

But the bat never came alive
in 2010. Griffey was hitting only
.184 with no homers and seven
RBIs and recently went a week
without playing. There was a re-
port earlier this season — which
Griffey implied was incorrect
— that he’d fallen asleep in the
clubhouse during a game.

The swing that hit as many as
56 homers in a season had lost
its punch and Griffey seemed to
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understand his time was coming
to a close.

Even though Griffey wasn’t
in his prime, his teammates
relished the chance to be with
him.

“It’s like winning the lottery of
baseball,” Seattle’s Chone Fig-
gins said. “You get to play with
one of the greatest.”

His career is littered with
highlights, from homering in
eight straight games to tie a ma-
jor league record in 1993, to furi-
ously rounding third and sliding
home safe on Edgar Martinez’s
double to beat the New York
Yankees in the AL Division Se-
ries in 1995.

His first major league at-bat
was a double and Griffey hom-
ered the first time he stepped to
the plate at home.

A year after making his big
league debut, Griffey enjoyed
one of his greatest highlights.
Playing with his All-Star dad,
Ken Griffey, they hit back-to-
back home runs in a game for
the Mariners.

And during the Steroids Era,
his name was never linked to
performance-enhancing drugs.
