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BSISD trustees accept Lubbock firm’s bid

Big Spring Independent School 
District will hire a Lubbock firm to 
oversee several school construction 
projects over the course of the next 
couple of years.

Lee Lewis Construction of Lubbock 
was awarded the “construction 
manager at risk” contract over 

six other submissions by BSISD 
trustees during their Thursday night 
meeting.

The firm will supervise more than 
$60 million in construction projects at 
BSISD the next two years, including 
construction of three new elementary 
buildings and extensive renovations 
at two other campuses.

The awarding of the construction 

manager contract allowed the district 
to take a large step toward the start 
of actual construction, which is 
scheduled to begin in April or May.

An evaluation committee comprised 
of three trustees, three administrators 
and project architects evaluated seven 
bids for the job, including proposals 
from firms in Amarillo, Dallas-Fort 
Worth, Temple and the immediate 

West Texas area.
Jay Edwards, an architect with 

Parkhill, Smith & Cooper who is 
helping design the BSISD projects, 
said Lewis Construction’s proposal 
best fit local needs.

“We felt like (Lewis Construction’s) 
detailed construction schedule was

ROBERT LEE — When

Thanks to key picks, 
big runs from Josh 
Colunga and a stout 
second-half defensive 
performance, the Bear-
kats fought off an early 
rally from Robert Lee to 
thump the Steers 66-20 
in bi-district playoff ac-
tion Thursday in Robert 
Lee.

The Bearkats have 
seen a lot of different 
offenses, but one they 
probably seen a lot of is 
the spread. GCHS head 
coach Vance Jones said 
he was glad Robert Lee 
tested his squad Thurs-
day night. It will come 
in handy.

“They’re a pretty good 
spread team,” he said.

attacks defenses in 
many different ways.

Defense key in Stanton-Abernathy matchup

STANTON — The 
playoffs were already in 
hand, but Stanton didn’t 
want to end the season 
with a loss at Anson. It 
looked like the Buffa-
loes were going to have 
to abort that plan, down 
15 at halftime.

The Buffs never wa-
vered though, scoring 
36 unanswered points in 
the second half to win in 
Week 10. 

“I think it was just a 
matter of these kids here 
have always believed 
in what we do,” Stan-
ton head coach John 
Peterson said. “We did 
get behind, they didn’t 
lose their composure, 
the coaches didn’t lose 
theirs. We went in at 
halftime and made some 
adjustments. We were 
able to come out and get 
going. We’ve done that 
several times in the past 
and they believe in it. 

“They wouldn’t expect 
anything less of them-
selves.”

Peterson doesn’t think 
a performance like that 
will necessarily carry 
into the playoffs. But it 
may take that kind of 
persistence and attitude 
to advance in the play-

offs this season. First 
on the list though, the 
Buffs will try to take 
down Abernathy in the 
bi-district round at 7:30 
p.m. Friday at Wigwam 
Stadium in Seminole.

This one looks like it’s 
going to be a matchup of 
strong defenses.

That’s been Stanton’s 
calling card all year. The 
most points the Buffs 
have allowed all season 
has been 23 in a loss to 
Idalou. That was one of 
three times Stanton (9-1, 
5-1 in District 2-2A Divi-
sion II play) allowed op-
ponents to score in the 
double-digits.

Peterson said Abert-
nathy (6-4, 4-2 in District 
1-2A Division II) has the 
speed on defense to dis-
rupt offenses and the 
Antelopes fly to the ball. 
The second-year coach 
hopes a defense-heavy 
game favors the Buffs. 

In the playoffs, it’s go-
ing to take a little bit of 
everything for Stanton 
to get through. 

The key, Peterson 
said, is improving each 
week in the playoffs 
just like his team would 
during the non-district 
slate during the regular 
season. That will help 
the Buffs prepare for 

whatever each team’s 
strengths are in the 
playoffs. 

“Hopefully your team 
is just getting better 
and better each week by 
playing good teams,” he 
said. “I think we have 
and we’ve been fortu-
nate to keep the injuries 
to a minimum and be 

healthy as much as we 
can and fight through 
these weeks.”

The Buffs are in a good 
spot on the bracket, 
too. With Coahoma and 
Idalou — Stanton’s dis-
trict opponents — in the 
lower part of Region 1 of 
the Class 2A Division II 
bracket, Peterson said 

his team has a favorable 
route to state.

The winner of the 
S t a n t o n - A b e r n a t h y 
game faces Holiday in 
the regional round.

Peterson had Stan-
ton in the playoffs for 
the second consecutive 
time since he took over 
the team last season. 

The playoff berth in 
2009 was memorable, it 
was Peterson’s first year 
at the helm. 

This one is different, 
and Peterson is hoping 
for a deep run.

Undefeated Ira on tap for Grady in playoffs

LENORAH — Things are already tough 
for Grady as the bi-district round of the 
UIL state football playoffs begin.

The 10-0 Ira Bulldogs will aim to end the 
Wildcats’ playoff run immediately at 7:30 
p.m. Friday at Memorial Stadium here in 
Big Spring.

Sounds like a tall order for the Wildcats 
to knock off a team that hasn’t lost all sea-
son, but head coach Brad Cox isn’t rattled 
by the thought of facing an undefeated 
team to start the playoffs.

He and the Wildcats are excited and, 
honestly, accustomed to having to beat 
the odds.

“Yeah we are the underdogs. We’ve been 
the underdog in most of our games this 
year, surprisingly,” Cox said. “I guess 
we’re kind of used to it. I think we’ve 
talked about gaining a little bit of respect 
all year. We probably haven’t done that 
yet, because we’re always picked to lose 
by most people. 

“We definitely think we have a good 
team, so we want to show that every-
body.”

The Wildcats (8-2, 3-1 in six-man Dis-
trict 5 play) got the win they needed to 
set themselves up for a playoff spot when 
they beat Sands 48-30 in Week 8.

Outside of losses to Meadow and dis-
trict rival Borden County, the Wildcats 
have handily reached eight wins this sea-
son. Some of the credit can go to Grady’s 
three-headed monster in quarterback 
Shane Teague, running back Joe Cook 
and receiver Jacob Rodriguez, who have 
consistently sparked the Wildcats week 
in and week out.

Now they face their biggest challenge 
Friday, an Ira team Cox said is just as ex-
plosive on offense and solid on defense. 

What could get Grady through this game 
is the same thing that’s helped them win 
eight games: the seniors.

Cox said the seniors understood the im-
portance of getting to this point in the sea-
son and while a playoff berth is an added 
bonus to the season, the Wildcats are not 
content.

Making it this far is enough motivation 
for the seniors to carry this team through 
the toughest part of the season.

“We had a big senior class so we tried to 

make them understand the importance of 
getting there,” the first-year head coach 
said. “Now that we’ve done that, we’re 
just trying to maintain concentration. 
Hopefully we’ll advance.”

Cox knows Teague, Cook and Rodriguez 
will be the focus for Ira, but on the other 
side, John Ramirez and Riley Pinkerton 
should disrupt Ira’s offense. 

It takes more than skill to advance in 
the playoffs though, Cox said. 

He said the Wildcats will have to exe-
cute well in Friday’s game, but the teams 
that advance in the playoffs are some-
what lucky. 

Grady might need a few breaks to get 
out of the bi-district round.

“The teams that get a few breaks are 
usually the teams that advance,” Cox 
said. “But to get those breaks, you have to 
create those for yourself. We’ve just been 
trying to tell our kids to play hard on ev-
ery play and be ready.”

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 well thought out,” 
Edwards said. “And 
they’ve worked on 
a very similar … 
elementary school 
project in Lubbock a 
couple of years ago. So 
their experience was 
very applicable to what 
they’ll be doing here.”

Representatives from 
Lewis and BSISD will 
meet during the next 
few weeks to formalize 
the contract, then will 
begin preparing in 
earnest for the project.

During the next few 
years, the district will 
receive a massive 
facelift. Projects 
include:

• Three new elementary 
campuses, housing 
students in grades 
kindergarten through 5, 
to replace Washington, 
Marcy and Goliad.

• Demolition of those 
three campuses, plus the 
vacant College Heights 
building and parts of 
the campus at Bauer 
Elementary, which is 
scheduled for closure.

• Extensive renovations 
at Moss Elementary, 
which will allow that 
campus to house grades 
K-5, and Big Spring 
Junior High, which will 
be modified to house 
students in grades 6 
through 8.

• Big Spring High 
School also will be 
renovated, receiving 
new science labs, an 
expanded band hall and 
other improvements.

First up for the 
construction team is to 
firm up the blueprints 
for the new campuses.

“We haven’t completed 
the final design of the 
buildings,” Edwards 
said. “After we get 
Lewis Construction 
under contract, they’ll 
work with us to confirm 
the construction budget, 
timeline and system 
(materials). They’ll help 
us finalize all that so 
that it’s the most cost-
effective approach that 
still meets the district’s 
needs.”

Lewis’ proposal calls 
for groundbreaking 
on the new campuses 
in either late April or 
May, with completion 
estimated in July 2012.

Because all four 
elementary projects will 
be ongoing at the same 
time, it was necessary to 
hire a firm large enough 
to be able to provide four 
qualified construction 
superintendents, a 
factor Edwards said 
weighed heavily in 
Lewis Construction’s 
favor.

The first project, 
however, will be 
demolition of College 
Heights, which must 
be completed before 
construction of a new 
campus at Goliad can 

begin, Edwards said. 
That project should 
begin in February or 
March, he added.

Lewis’ proposal did not 
cover renovations at the 
high school. Edwards 
said the district’s first 
priority was to upgrade 
the elementary and 
junior high campuses.

“One of the things 
we’d like to do is 
confirm our budget at 
the elementary schools 
before we finalize the 
high school plans,” he 
said. “So we don’t have 
a firm timeline there, 
yet.”

In other business 
Thursday, trustees 

approved:
• Bids for drug testing 

services, food service 
and maintenance and 
transportation.

• The district’s tax roll 
and annual investment 
report.

• Final plans for the 
installation of artificial 
turf at the district’s 
baseball field. That 
project should be 
completed around Jan. 
31, 2011.

Attention: ‘Chocoholics…’

Walking on water? No problem

M
y Uncle Mort’s mind 
is awash in theories, 
and most of them 
— if tossed into the 

Throne Room of Great Ideas — 
would languish in the darkest 
corner, unclaimed by the rest of 
humanity.

The 98-year-old 
guy down in the 
thicket is used to 
the linkage of his 
life rhythms to 
the beat of a far 
distant drum. His 
mind spins with 
“what ifs” during 
most waking mo-
ments and in some 
hours of sleep as 
well.

He recently 
spoke of dramatic 
changes made by the new own-
ership of the Texas Rangers 
Baseball Club. The new bunch 
cut prices for parking, conces-
sions and assorted souvenir 
items before ink dried on the 
sales contract. Granted, most of 
the “cuts” were in the 10-20 per-
cent range. Charge for one item, 
however — hot chocolate — was 
lowered by two/thirds — from $3 
to $1.

A $1 concession item, Mort 
contends, is as rare as a skunk 
on a trampoline, a duck on 
skates or championship flags at 
the Ballpark in Arlington.

He figures that oceans of the 
drink could usher in yet another 
new ritual. 

After fans flash the signs of 
antlers and claws, they can wipe 
away their chocolate mustaches. 
Then, expect a chant about 
“milk doing a body good.”

Maybe hot chocolate at a buck 
a shot is as valid as dozens of 
other reasons bubbling to the top 
about the Rangers’ unprecedent-
ed success this season.

There’s no bigger Ranger fan 
than Dr. Dan Crawford. The re-
tired seminary prof could easily 

have become disenchanted with 
the sport a half-century ago.

In 1960, the late Dr. Guy D. 
Newman, longtime president 
of Howard Payne University, 
offered a few young men partial 
scholarships in baseball. Ever 
the visionary, he wanted to 
resurrect the sport that had been 
dropped earlier by the Lone Star 
Athletic Conference.

Crawford signed on, finishing 
his degree in the then-typical 
four years. Sadly, the team never 
materialized.

Some 30 years and four presi-
dents later, the sport was rein-
stated at HPU on a non-scholar-
ship basis.

Dr. Crawford’s tongue-in-cheek 
letter to the president’s office de-
tailed his baseball “scholarship 
misadventures” and included 
a willingness to “throw out the 
first pitch” for the initial game 
of the renewed sport.

President at the time and a 
longtime friend of Crawford’s, I 
took a different view. Since he 
had enjoyed the benefits of an 
athletic scholarship without lift-
ing a finger, perhaps he should 
first start paying back unearned 
scholarship benefits. That ended 
the vignette, or so I thought.

More recently, as president of 
the HPU Alumni Association, 
Dr. Crawford shared his story. 
With a new season at hand, he 
was invited to throw out the first 
pitch. At last, thought he, his 
participation in an HPU athletic 
event would come to pass. 

Alas, it did not; the game was 
rained out.

Fast forward to real time. 
Dr. Crawford attended a World 
Series game in Arlington. If you 
happened to sit on either side 
of him — or behind him — or 
in front of him — you may have 
gotten earfuls of his “baseball 
scholarship” details. 

I chronicle it only because 
mine is the absolutely truthful 
version. If he stretched it a bit, 

no worries.
Remember, baseball offers 

scads of memories, many of 
them worth both “fetching” and 
stretching.

Baseball “buffs” joke that 
when the 2010 series is history, 
a million fans will claim to have 
been eye witnesses for at least 
one of the historic games at the 
Ballpark.

If hot chocolate for a buck 
helped the Rangers to World 
Series play, look for Dallas Cow-
boys owner Jerry Jones to start 
giving it away.

With their football fortunes 
spiraling downward, Cowboy 
players will find that fame is 
indeed fleeting. (Plumbers who 
came up with the name of “Romo 
Rooters” for the Tony Romo Fan 
Club are thinking of changing 
the name to the “Romo Brood-
ers.”)

After a recent Cowboys loss, 
several players scrambled to get 
autographs from fans.

When Mort gets the “news” — 
and it could be as far away as 
Christmas — he’ll be shocked to 
learn that for at least one week of 
the 2010 intercollegiate football 
season, only two Texas schools

O
ne area that government power has 
grown the most in recent decades is oc-
cupational licensing. Fifty years ago, 
less than 5 percent of the nation’s work-

force needed to obtain a license to work. Today, 
that figure has increased to more than 20 percent. 
More than 1,000 occupations are regulated by the 
states, from doctors and lawyers to nail techni-
cians and tour guides. Florida credentials more 
than 100 professions.

These licenses serve as government-erected ob-
stacles to entrepreneurship, effectively limiting 
competition to existing businesses because they 
increase the costs of entry into the market.

If that wasn’t bad enough, now those licenses are 
being used by law enforcement as a method of exe-
cuting warrantless searches in the War on Drugs.

According to the Orlando Sentinel, the Orange 
County (Fla.) Sheriff’s Office has been conducting 
armed raids on barbershops in predominantly Af-
rican-American and Hispanic neighborhoods on 
the pretext that they are unlicensed by the state. 
The operations were conducted without warrants, 
under the authority of the Department of Business 
and Professional Regulation inspectors, who can 
enter salons at will.

That’s an excessive use of force for such a minor 
regulatory violation. Barbering without a license 
is a misdemeanor with a $500 fine, and the Senti-
nel reports that Florida records show only 38 jail 
bookings on the charge across the entire state in 
the past 10 years — but only three of those arrests 
occurred before the Orange County operations 
during the past few months.

However, it appears the Sheriff’s Office was do-
ing more than protecting the public from bad hair-
cuts.

According to the Sentinel, barbers and witnesses 
at several shops said deputies shouted and cursed 
during the raids, demanding the location of illegal 
drugs.

One series of raids found nothing more than mis-
demeanor amounts of marijuana at eight of nine 
shops. At the ninth, deputies found two baggies of 
cocaine in the barbershop’s office.

Raids on two other shops turned up evidence of 
gambling, equipment “that appeared to be used” to 
make pirated DVDs and CDs, “some sort of tax ser-
vice,” two handguns and misdemeanor amounts of 
marijuana. No one was charged with any crimes 
beyond the misdemeanor possession of pot.

These look like law enforcement fishing expedi-
tions. Police don’t have enough probable cause to 
get a proper search warrant for these businesses, 
so they raid the barbershops under the guise of 
enforcing the state’s licensing laws — which don’t 
require warrants. While checking each barber’s 
license, the deputies just happen to notice other 
alleged illegal activity or contraband.

This is an end-run around the law. It’s as trans-
parent as the State Patrol conducting roadside 
“safety checks” of automobiles in hopes of catch-
ing motorists with invalid IDs or other violations 
unrelated to driving. And courts have properly 
taken a dim view of it.

For example, in 2009 the 5th Circuit U.S. Court of 
Appeals in New Orleans ruled that using a SWAT 
team to conduct an administrative or regulatory 
search is a violation of the Fourth Amendment. A 
Louisiana sheriff’s department had conducted a 
drug raid on a bar under the auspices of an alcohol 
control inspection, which doesn’t require a war-
rant.

The Orange County raids are patently bogus, 
and likely unconstitutional, and shouldn’t be du-
plicated anywhere else.

He told how two of his 
buddies were killed one 
night in combat, but he 
did not receive so much 
as a scratch.

We could use the rest 
as we desired, but our 
grandmother, who lived 
with the family, made 
each of us sisters a 
piggy bank from empty 
jam jars. 

She washed them, 
printed our names on 
the front, and tied a rib-
bon at the top. She often 
reminded us to deposit 
a few cents each week 
for savings. 

Then she would line 
the jars up on the top 
shelf of the baker’s 
pantry until the next 
Monday when we would 
again receive our allow-
ances. 

It was such fun for us 
to drop the coins into 
the glass jar and hear 
them jingle as we let 
go of the precious few 
pennies.

Financial prosperity 
is a major responsibil-
ity and it is important 
that our children learn 
to handle their allow-
ances. 

Money is not a frivo-
lous issue without 
eternal consequences. 
Money matters. There 
have been major chang-
es in our world today 
with regard to money, 
and the government has 
been a poor role model 
for our children and 
young adults. 

Credit cards have 
taken center stage and 
have been the downfall 
of numerous families. 
They are designed to 
keep us in debt and 
about the only way to 
break the cycle is to get 
rid of them completely 
if we cannot control the 
urge to overspend.

Through the years, 
my husband and I have 
learned to pay cash for 
the things we purchase. 
By doing so, we never 
have a debt to repay. 

It is truly a great 
feeling to “owe no man 
anything thing but to 
love,” Romans 13:8. 
Those who want to be 
special treasures for 
God will invest wisely 
in their finances, their 
homes, their families, 
their bodies and their 
spiritual lives as well.

The World Briefly:
Obama rips China on trade, 
currency; says global economy 
‘back on the path to recovery’

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — Presi-
dent Barack Obama claimed a stron-
ger hand on the world stage Friday 
despite electoral defeats at home, fail-
ure to get a free-trade agreement with 
South Korea and lackluster interna-
tional support for his get-tough policy 
with China on trade and currency 
disputes.

“It wasn’t any easier to talk about 
currency when I was first elected and 
my poll numbers were at 65 percent,” 
Obama argued at the close of the G-20 
summit, after bluntly accusing Bei-
jing of undervaluing its currency.

The president headed to Japan with-
out the coveted trade pact with Korea 
or a united front with other countries 
against China’s currency policy. He 
also endured a gusher of criticism 
from other countries about a decision 
by the U.S. central bank to pump $600 
billion into the U.S. economy, some-
thing China, Germany and others 
believe could weaken the dollar and 
lead to inflation.

After another economic summit in 
Yokohama, Japan, beginning Satur-
day, Obama will return to the U.S. to 
confront Republicans empowered by 
their gains in this month’s midterm 
elections.

G-20 leaders refuse to endorse 
U.S push against China’s rate

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — Lead-
ers of 20 major economies on Friday 
refused to endorse a U.S. push to get 
China to let its currency rise, keep-
ing alive a dispute that has raised 
the specter of a global trade war amid 
criticism that cheap Chinese exports 
are costing American jobs.

A joint statement issued by the 
Group of 20 leaders including Presi-
dent Barack Obama and China’s Hu 
Jintao tried to recreate the unity that 
was evident when the group of rich 
and developing nations held its first 
leaders’ summit two years ago during 
the global financial meltdown.

But deep divisions, especially over 
the U.S.-China currency dispute, left 
officials negotiating all night to draft 
the watered-down statement for the 
leaders to endorse.

The biggest disappointment for the 
United States was the pledge by the 
leaders to refrain from “competitive 
devaluation” of currencies. Such a 
statement is of little consequence 
since countries usually only devalue 
their currencies — making it less 
worth against the dollar — in extreme 
situations like a severe financial cri-
sis.

Using a slightly different wording 
favored by the U.S. — “competitive 
undervaluation” — would have shown 
the G-20 taking a stronger stance on 
China’s currency policy.

The crux of the dispute is Wash-
ington’s allegations that Beijing is 
artificially keeping its currency, the 
yuan, weak to gain a trade advan-

tage. But the U.S. position has been 
undermined by its own recent policy 
of printing money to boost a sluggish 
economy, which is weakening the 
dollar.

Passengers of disabled cruise 
return home with memories of 
smoke-filled halls, long lines

SAN DIEGO (AP) — Karen Blocker’s 
dream cruise began disintegrating at 
dawn when her cabin started rattling 
“like an earthquake.”

“I told my daughter: ‘This boat is 
not moving anymore. We’ve got to get 
out,’” Blocker said.

She opened the door to find a hall-
way filled with smoke and crew mem-
bers telling passengers to head for the 
lifeboats.

The boats turned out to be unneces-
sary, but the scare was just the start of 
a three-day ordeal for the 50-year-old 
Blocker and nearly 4,500 other pas-
sengers and crew aboard the stricken 
Carnival Splendor.

It wasn’t until tugboats hauled the 
952-foot cruise liner into a San Diego 
dock Thursday that weary passen-
gers were able to tell their stories to 
the world.

Their ship lost power after an engine 
fire Monday and was adrift about 200 
miles outside San Diego and 44 miles 
off the coast of Mexico.

At that distance from land, it was 
out of cell phone range for much of 
the ordeal. The fire left the ship with-
out air conditioning, hot water or hot 
food. The casino was closed and, for a 
time, so were the bars. Toilets backed 
up. And the swimming pool was off-
limits because the pumps wouldn’t 
work.

California man hopes to turn 
beating case against priest

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Will Lynch 
is looking for justice in an unusual 
way. Charged with savagely beating 
the priest he says molested him as a 
child, he plans to try to use his trial to 
publicly shame the Rev. Jerold Lind-
ner in court.

Law experts say he faces an uphill 
battle. However, priest abuse victims 
are cheering Lynch on and offering to 
donate to his defense fund.

“Somebody needs to be a face for this 
abuse and I’m prepared to put myself 
on the line,” Lynch told The Associ-
ated Press in the first interview since 
his arrest last month. “There’s noth-
ing they can take from me that they 
haven’t already taken.”

Lynch is accused of luring Lindner 
to the lobby of a retirement home in 
May and beating him bloody in front of 
horrified witnesses. Lynch, 43, plans 
to plead not guilty at his arraignment 
on an assault charge Friday.

Lynch accuses the 65-year-old Jesu-
it priest of sexually abusing him and 
his younger brother in 1975 during 
weekend camping trips in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains. The boys, 7 and 4 
at the time, were raped and forced to 
have oral sex with each other while 
Lindner watched, Lynch said.

Lindner has repeatedly denied 

abusing anyone and has never been 
criminally charged. He hung up 
Wednesday when the AP called him 
for comment.

Murkowski camp claims 
Miller observers challenging 
legitimate ballots in Alaska

JUNEAU, Alaska (AP) — U.S. Sen. 
Lisa Murkowski’s campaign declared 
she’s headed for re-election, saying 
her rival’s unverified voter fraud 
claims and frivolous challenges of 
write-in ballots are pointing to his 
desperation.

Murkowski, whose hopes for an-
other term hinge on her winning a 
write-in effort, undisputedly held 89.8 
percent of that vote with 45,132 ballots 
counted so far. That’s enough for her 
campaign to feel she’s poised to win, 
in spite of thousands of outstand-
ing ballots yet to be uncounted and a 
pending legal case.

Another 9.5 percent of write-in bal-
lots were challenged, though most of 
those were counted toward Murkows-
ki’s tally — coming on objections over 
misspellings or penmanship.

Shortly after the second day of write-
in ballot counting began on Thursday, 
a Miller observer challenged a vote for 
Murkowski that appeared to have her 
name spelled and printed correctly, 
though the “L’’ in “Lisa” was in cur-
sive handwriting. Later, at least 10 
ballots in which Murkowski’s name 
appeared readable were challenged, 
including one in which the vote read: 
“Lisa Murkowski Republican.”

Miller’s campaign said observers 
are simply challenging votes that 
don’t meet the strict letter of the law. 

Supporters preparing for 
release of Myanmar democracy 
leader Aung San Suu Kyi

YANGON, Myanmar (AP) — An ally 
of pro-democracy leader Aung San 
Suu Kyi said an order for her release 
has been signed by Myanmar’s ruling 
generals, as hundreds of supporters 
gathered Friday at her political party 
headquarters and near her residence 
in anticipation.

Suu Kyi’s house arrest officially 

ends Saturday, but rumors swept 
Yangon that she might be freed as ear-
ly as Friday. Riot police with assault 
rifles were seen near Suu Kyi’s house 
as about 200 supporters gathered at a 
nearby barbed-wire barricade.

Jailed or under house arrest for 
more than 15 of the last 21 years, the 
Nobel Peace Prize laureate has be-
come a symbol for a struggle to rid the 
Southeast Asian country of decades of 
military rule.

“My sources tell me that the release 
order has been signed,” said Tin Oo, 
vice chairman of Suu Kyi’s party. “I 
hope she will be released.”

Obama praises ‘inclusive’ Iraqi 
government, but Sunnis show 
friction over power-sharing

BAGHDAD (AP) — President Ba-
rack Obama praised Iraqi moves to 
form an “inclusive” government on 
Friday, but a two-day-old power-shar-
ing deal was already looking fragile 
after Sunni lawmakers walked out of 
parliament, clouding the possibilities 
for working with Shiite Prime Minis-
ter Nouri al-Maliki.

Members of the Sunni-backed Iraq-
iya bloc have accused al-Maliki’s Shi-
ite coalition of breaking promises un-
der the deal, which aimed to break an 
eight-month deadlock and allow the 
creation of a new Iraqi government. 
Sunni lawmakers said they intended 
to press al-Maliki for explanations on 
Friday.

The power-sharing agreement 
paved the way for a parliament ses-
sion Thursday in which the first steps 
were taken toward forming the new 
government: Lawmakers re-elected 
Kurdish leader Jalal Talabani as pres-
ident, and he then asked al-Maliki to 
start putting together his coalition 
administration, a process that could 
take several weeks.

But the session was marred by the 
walkout by most of Iraqiya’s lawmak-
ers, including the bloc’s leader, Ayad 
Allawi, the man who wanted the 
prime minister spot.

The agreement gives Sunnis a role 
in the new government and gives Al-
lawi a position as head of a still-unde-
fined council to handle security.
