Sheriff’s office to round up
toys for Crossroads youth

Owner hopes to reopen, not sure when
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Garrett recalls Turkey Day glory
IRVING (AP) — Knock-

ing off the reigning Super 
Bowl champion New Orleans 
Saints for his third straight 
win since taking over the 
Dallas Cowboys would be one 
heck of a Thanksgiving feat 
for Jason Garrett.

It just wouldn’t be his best.
That distinction will always 

belong to Nov. 24, 1994, when 
Garrett filled in for injured 
starter Troy Aikman and ail-
ing backup Rodney Peete to 
rally the two-time Super Bowl 
champion Cowboys to a 42-31 
victory over Brett Favre, Reg-
gie White and the Green Bay 
Packers.

“I’ll never forget just how 
much they rallied around 

this guy who probably wasn’t 
good enough, to be honest 
with you,” Garrett said. “It 
was a fun day.”

In his two-plus weeks as 
Dallas’ interim coach, Gar-
rett has refused to look back 
at pretty much anything. He 
doesn’t talk about what went 
wrong under predecessor 
Wade Phillips and he rarely 
reveals personal anecdotes. 
He reluctantly made an ex-
ception this week to discuss 
the signature performance of 
his 12-year playing career.

“I’m not so sure anybody re-
ally remembers that game,” 
Garrett said at first, trying 
to change the subject. “Don’t 
break out the film.”

Sorry, coach. This one is 
as classic as Clint “The Mad 
Bomber” Longley replacing 
Roger Staubach in 1974 and 
throwing for long, late touch-
downs to rally the Cowboys 
past the rival Redskins, and 
Leon Lett sliding through 
the snow to bring to life what 
should’ve been a dead ball, 
dooming Dallas in the final 
seconds of the 1993 Thanks-
giving game against the Mi-
ami Dolphins.

The Cowboys were 9-2 and 
fighting San Francisco for the 
best record in the NFC while 
also trying to become the first 
team to win three straight Su-
per Bowls. Barry Switzer was 
in his first year after replac-

ing Jimmy Johnson as coach, 
and the Triplets — future Hall 
of Famers Aikman, Michael 
Irvin and Emmitt Smith — 
were in their heyday.

However, as Thanksgiving 
1994 approached, Aikman had 
a sprained knee. And Peete’s 
right thumb was so sore he 
couldn’t grip a football.

“The other two guys weren’t 
able to play,” Garrett said. “It 
was down to one.”

At the time, Garrett was 
known as the brainy backup, 
the redhead from Princeton 
whose dad was a longtime 
team scout and whose resume 
included time in the World 
League and CFL. Everyone 
respected his insight; nobody 

feared his arm.
He’d started only once, go-

ing 2 of 6 for 25 yards and get-
ting replaced by Bernie Kosar 
in November 1993. Garrett 
was 10 of 24 for his career go-
ing into the Packers game.

So when Dallas was down 
17-3 late in the second quar-
ter, the outcome seemed set-
tled. A field goal before half-
time did little to heighten the 
hopes of Cowboys fans.

Then came the most produc-
tive second half in franchise 
history. Garrett piloted a 
36-point outburst that earned 
him a permanent spot in team 
lore long before he became

OSU president:
TCU, Boise not
worthy of title

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — 
Ohio State’s president says 
TCU and Boise State don’t 
deserve to be in the BCS title 
game even if they run the ta-
ble.

In an interview with The 
Associated Press on Wednes-
day, E. Gordon Gee — whose 
school maintains the larg-
est athletic program in the 
country — said that TCU and 
Boise State do not face a dif-
ficult enough schedule to play 
in the national championship 
game.

“Well, I don’t know enough 
about the Xs and Os of col-
lege football,” said Gee, for-
merly the president at West 
Virginia, Colorado, Brown 
and Vanderbilt universities. 
“I do know, having been both 
a Southeastern Conference 
president and a Big Ten presi-
dent, that it’s like murderer’s 
row every week for these 
schools. We do not play the 
Little Sisters of the Poor. We 
play very fine schools on any 
given day. So I think until a 
university runs through that 
gantlet that there’s some rea-
son to believe that they not be 
the best teams to (be) in the 
big ballgame.”

Gee, long an admirer of the 
BCS and the current bowl 
system, said he was against 
a playoff in the Football Bowl 
Subdivision.

“If you put a gun to my head 
and said, ‘What are you going 
to do about a playoff system 
(if) the BCS system as it now 
exists goes away?’ I would 
vote immediately to go back 

to the bowl system,” he said.
He said the current system 

is better for the student-ath-
letes.

“It’s not about this inces-
sant drive to have a nation-
al championship because I 
think that’s a slippery slope 
to professionalism,” he said. 
“I’m a fan of the bowl system 
and I think that by and large 
it’s worked very, very well.”

He cited Ohio State’s pres-
ence in the 2007 national title 
game as an example.

The Buckeyes won their 
first 10 games that season to 
rise to No. 1 before losing 26-
21 at home to unranked Illi-
nois. They fell all the way to 
No. 8 in the BCS rankings.

A series of upsets over the 
final weeks of the regular 
season and in other team’s 
conference championship 
games led to the Buckeyes 
climbing all the way back to 
the No. 1 spot in the final BCS 
rankings. They were matched 
against an LSU team with two 
losses.

Ohio State led 10-0 early 
only to have LSU come back 
and score the next 31 points 
in a 38-24 victory at the Loui-
siana Superdome.

While he was at Vander-
bilt, Gee abolished the ath-
letic department since it was 
underwritten by the univer-
sity’s general fund anyway. 
He said he has no problem 
with an Ohio State program 
that fields 36 intercollegiate 
varsity teams and has an an-
nual budget exceeding $120 
million.

Bulldogs win
season debut

KERMIT — Tanner Ruiz scored 
16 points and Sheigh Cravens 13 to 
lead the Coahoma Bulldogs to a 52-
45 overtime victory over Kermit in 
the Bulldogs’ season opener Tues-
day evening.

Coahoma had to rally from a nine-
point deficit in the fourth quarter, 
but a pair of baskets by Keaton Mar-
tin forced overtime. The Bulldogs 
outscored Kermit 13-6 in the extra 
frame to secure the win.

“We were 
down by nine with four minutes to 
go, but the guys were able to come 
back and tie it.”

Hunter Williams had 11 rebounds 
and Ruiz added six assists for the 
Bulldogs.

Young, Suh, Stoops lead all-time Big 12 team

IRVING — In the 15 seasons of the 
Big 12, the talent pool has been deep 
enough to produce perennial contend-
ers for the national championship, 
the Heisman Trophy and all other 
measures of success.

But who was the best of the best?
Former Texas quarterback Vince 

Young, former Nebraska defensive 
tackle Ndamukong Suh and Oklaho-
ma coach Bob Stoops rose to the top 
in voting for The Associated Press’ 
all-time, all-Big 12 team, released 
Wednesday.

With the conference as we’ve known 
it going into its final weeks, the AP 
asked voters for this year’s all-con-
ference squad to pick a team based on 
the league’s entire run. Voters were 
asked to take into account how a guy 
played over his entire tenure in the 
Big 12 and not to factor in whether 
the player became a star or a bust as 
a pro.

Suh and Young were chosen the top 

players on each side of the ball. Suh 
and Stoops were runaway winners in 
the voting by 20 writers from newspa-
pers across the seven states.

Young was a narrow choice over an-
other Longhorns star, running back 
Ricky Williams. Of the 26 position 
players chosen, Suh and Williams 
were the only unanimously picks.

Four guys were named on all but 
one ballot: Texas Tech receiver Mi-
chael Crabtree, Texas linebacker Der-
rick Johnson, Texas A&M linebacker 
Dat Nguyen and Oklahoma safety Roy 
Williams.

Considering that Oklahoma has 
won seven of the 14 Big 12 South titles 
already settled, and could grab an-
other this season, it’s no surprise the 
Sooners dominate the list. Oklahoma 
led the way with seven honorees, five 
on defense.

Texas had six players honored, three 
on each side of the ball. Nebraska had 
four, two on each side.

Oklahoma State and Kansas State 
each had two players chosen.

There was one each from A&M, Bay-

lor, Texas Tech, Missouri and Colora-
do. Kansas and Iowa State didn’t have 
any selections.

The Big 12 began in 1996, created 
by a merger of the Big Eight and the 
Southwest Conference. A conference 
team has played in seven BCS nation-
al championship games and four play-
ers have brought home the Heisman.

But after this year, Nebraska and 
Colorado are leaving for other confer-
ences and the remaining 10 schools 
have decided to scrap their two-divi-
sion, championship-game format and 
play each other every year. So this 
seemed like the perfect time for a nos-
talgic comparison of the top players 
— and to appreciate how tough some 
of the choices were, consider the play-
ers who did NOT make it.

Nebraska’s Eric Crouch won a Heis-
man Trophy and Oklahoma’s Jason 
White won a Heisman Trophy and a 
national championship, yet neither 
got a single vote. Neither did any of 
Texas Tech’s record-setting quarter-
backs or Kansas State’s electrifying 
Michael Bishop.

the first former Dallas player to 
also coach the team.

“Today, Jason had a fairy god-
mother AND fairy godfather,” 
offensive lineman Nate Newton 
said that afternoon.

Garrett finished 15 of 26 for 311 
yards and two touchdowns. There 
was a 45-yarder that he lobbed 
and Alvin Harper took care of 
the rest, and a 35-yarder to Irvin. 
Garrett also had a 68-yard pass to 
Smith, who under other circum-
stances would’ve been the star of 
the game. The NFL rushing king-
to-be ran for 133 yards and two 
touchdowns on 32 carries against 
a defense that hadn’t allowed a 
100-yard rusher all season, plus 
led the team in receiving with six 
catches and 95 yards.

“I don’t think about it a lot, 
to be honest with you,” Garrett 
said. “But what I do think about 
is it was a very special day. It re-
ally was. I think probably more 
than anything else, it was a great 
reminder of the importance of 
team.”

Saints quarterback Drew Brees 
was a 15-year-old Cowboys fan 
growing up in Austin at the time. 

He remembers Garrett’s perfor-
mance as “awesome.”

The memories weren’t exactly 
flowing in the Dallas locker room 
this week. Many guys were ask-
ing reporters for details.

“If you just do the math on it, 
they probably weren’t even in 
kindergarten, a lot of those guys,” 
Garrett said.

Coaches were so impressed by 
Garrett’s outing that they let him 
start again ... in 1998.

No, Garrett the quarterback 
wasn’t a star. But he did go 6-3 
as a starter, with his best per-
formance in the game that also 
meant the most.

Now he’s the coach and the next 
game is always the most impor-
tant. If he thinks he can improve 
the chances of winning Thurs-
day by trotting out the old game 
film, or telling stories about his 
Thanksgiving surprise, then he’ll 
try it. And if he doesn’t think so, 
it’ll be up to the TV networks to 
break out the archive footage.

“I know he respects his accom-
plishments as a player and has 
a lot of memories, and who he 
is today is a reflection of that,” 
tight end Jason Witten said. “But 
he’s such in-the-now that I think 
he’d be so happy just to get that 
win and for us to keep going for-
ward.”

es’ positions.

Not so in Carolina, San 
Francisco, Cincinnati, 
Houston, Denver and pos-
sibly Cleveland or — get 
this — Tennessee. Mean-
while, a continued resur-
gence in Dallas should get 
the interim tag removed 
from Jason Garrett. 

Leslie Frazier, one of the 
league’s hottest prospects 
the last few years, will get 
every chance to earn the 
permanent spot in Minne-
sota.

As for the others:
CAROLINA — John 

Fox has been a lame duck 
since the end of last sea-
son, with virtually no 
chance of retaining his 
job outside of a surge in 
the standings. Instead, the 
Panthers have plummeted 
to the NFL’s worst record 
with the worst offense and 
a minus-10 turnover dif-
ferential.

Injuries have played a 
part, but except at run-
ning back and in the sec-
ondary, this team wasn’t 
particularly talented be-
fore its depth was tested. 

Fox will get hired quick-
ly in January, likely as a 
defensive coordinator but 
possibly as a head coach.

SAN FRANCISCO — 
What we have here is a 
failure to communicate. 
The 49ers, preseason fa-
vorites in the NFC West, 
have been dragged down 
as much by unclear in-
structions and muddled 
messages from the coach-
ing staff as they have by 
poor play. 

It was an issue last sea-

son and is again this year, 
which bodes poorly for 
Mike Singletary.

Just as bad is the lack of 
progress by some of San 
Francisco’s younger play-
ers, even though the 49ers 
have drafted relatively 
high for years.

Marvin Lewis seem like 
he wants out of Cincin-
nati?

a short period of time to 
get the fire out.

“They were able to 
get the fire out pretty 
quick,” he said. “The 
fire was completely out 
and the firefighters were 
able to leave the scene 
just after 1 a.m. No inju-
ries were reported as a 
result of the fire, and the 

damage didn’t spread 
beyond the Dairy Queen 
building.”

Rick Spencer, owner 
of the local Dairy Queen 
restaurants, said no 
time line has been estab-
lished for repairing and 
reopening the eatery, 
but said he has no inten-
tions at this time to sim-
ply walk away from the 
location.

“Until we hear back 
from the insurance 
company, there’s really 

no way to know how 
long the Fourth Street 
location will be closed,” 
Spencer said Wednes-
day afternoon. “It’s a 
mess, and the water and 
smoke damage is more 
than I’m equipped to 
handle, so we’ll definite-
ly have to have some-
one come in and do the 
work.

“I have no plans to 
walk away from the lo-
cation, I can certainly 
say that. However, until 

the adjusters can look at 
the damage and we can 
get things squared away 
with the insurance com-
pany, how long we’ll 
be closed is anyone’s 
guess. Looking at it 
now, however, I’d have 
to say it’s going to be a 
while before we’ll be 
able to open the doors 
again.”

NEW YORK  — Faced 
with a changing outlook 
from Pope Benedict XVI 
on condoms and their 
role in preventing the 
spread of HIV, many 
prominent conservative 
Roman Catholics in the 
U.S. are rejecting the 
Vatican’s own explana-
tion of what the pope 
said.

Several orthodox 
Catholics said they 
would only accept a 
more formal papal pro-
nouncement. Others 
insisted that journalists 
were purposely misrep-
resenting Benedict’s 
comments. Some ques-
tioned whether the pa-
pal spokesman, the Rev. 
Frederico Lombardi, 
accurately quoted the 
pope.

Bishops and the ex-
perts who advise them 
were scrambling to 
make sense of the news.

“It’s a mess,” said 
John Haas, president 
of the National Catho-
lic Bioethics Center in 
Philadelphia, which 
advises church leaders, 
hospitals and Vatican 
offices. “I’m not ready 
to say that the pope said 
what Lombardi said.”

The uproar is over 
comments Benedict 
made in the new book, 
“Light of the World: The 
Pope, the Church and 
the Signs of the Times.” 

In an exchange with the 
author about AIDS in Af-
rica, Benedict said that 
for some people, such as 
male prostitutes, using 
condoms could be a step 
in assuming moral re-
sponsibility because the 
intent is to “reduce the 
risk of infection.”

At a news conference 
Tuesday in Rome, Lom-
bardi said Benedict 
knew his comments 
would provoke intense 
debate, and that the pope 
meant for his remarks 
to apply not just to male 
prostitutes, but also “if 
you’re a man, a woman, 
or a transsexual.”

The pope did not sug-
gest using condoms as 
birth control, which is 
banned by the Roman 
Catholic Church, and 
said condoms were not a 
“real or moral solution” 
to the AIDS crisis.

Still, his remarks 
were a watershed in 
the long debate among 
theologians and church 
officials over the moral-
ity of using condoms for 
disease prevention.

Jenn Giroux, execu-
tive director of Human 
Life International Amer-
ica, which promotes 
Catholic teaching on 
contraception, abortion 
and other moral issues, 
said more clarification 
from the Vatican was 
needed.

“I am watching very 
carefully, as everyone is 

right now, before mak-
ing a final pronounce-
ment,” said Giroux, a 
registered nurse and 
mother of nine. “We 
just got something from 
a spokesperson. As al-
ways, we look to church 
doctrine on statements 
like this.”

Germain Grisez, a 
prominent moral theo-
logian who advises bish-
ops, said that promoting 
condoms as protection 
against disease would 
be “pernicious” because 
it assumes a person does 
not have the capacity to 
make good, moral choic-
es. He lamented that the 
pope’s comments “can 
be — and are being — 
misused to sow doubt 
about Catholic teach-
ing.”

“Many of Jesus’ own 
sayings were misused, 
and he no doubt fore-
saw that they would be 
misused. But he nev-
ertheless said what he 
thought would lead to 
salvation those who 
were open to his teach-
ing,” Grisez wrote in an 
e-mail. “I assume that 
Pope Benedict’s inten-
tion in speaking out as 
he does is similar to Je-
sus’ intention. But Bene-
dict’s judgment about 
what to say may not be 
as sound as Jesus’ judg-
ment was.”

Haas, also a moral 
theologian, said he field-
ed calls all day Tuesday 

from bishops confused 
by what Lombardi had 
said. Benedict’s com-
ments come at a time 
when bishops in the 
United States are in-
tensely focused on up-
holding Catholic ortho-
doxy on marriage and 
sexuality.

The U.S. Conference 
of Catholic Bishops did 
not respond to requests 
Tuesday for comment.

Philip Lawler, editor 
of Catholic World News, 
demanded the resigna-
tion of the editor of the 
Vatican newspaper, 
L’Osservatore Romano, 
after the daily printed 
the pope’s quotes on con-
doms and other topics 
in a Saturday edition, 
despite an embargo on 
the much-anticipated 
book.

Lawler and many oth-
er orthodox Catholics 
argued that the news-
paper undermined the 
pope by quoting him 
without the proper con-
text. Lawler stood by his 
criticism and call for 
the editor’s resignation 
after Lombardi’s news 
conference Tuesday.

“I think the clarifica-
tion was confusing and 
frustrating,” Lawler 
said.

Catholic teaching has 
never totally barred 
condom use for protec-
tion against HIV and the 
Vatican has no official, 
authoritative policy on 

the issue.
In 1987, the U.S. bish-

ops’ conference issued 
the statement, “The 
Many Face of AIDS,” 
that stressed limiting 
sex to marriage as the 
best protection against 
the virus, but said pub-
lic education “could in-
clude accurate informa-
tion about prophylactic 
devices” to prevent 
transmission. The docu-
ment was criticized at 
the time by conserva-
tives and some Vatican 
officials.

Years ago, Vatican 
officials reportedly be-
gan studying the topic, 
with the goal of writ-
ing a document on the 
morality of condom use 
as protection against 
AIDS, but no statement 
was issued.

The pope’s comments 
in a book interview do 
not amount to an official 
teaching, a point conser-
vative Catholics made 
repeatedly and vocifer-
ously Tuesday. They ar-
gued that the pope was 
only noting that by us-
ing a condom, a person 
with HIV is displaying 
some moral sense about 
the consequences of his 
behavior.

“I maintain that noth-
ing new has happened, 
that the church’s teach-
ing hasn’t changed,” 
said the Rev. Joseph 
Fessio of Ignatius Press, 
the English publisher of 

the book, in a phone in-
terview from Rome.

Yet, the pope’s re-
marks are still seen as 
significant and must be 
analyzed and explained 
by church leaders. U.S. 
bishops oversee AIDS 
care programs through 
local and national 
Catholic Charities and 
Catholic Relief Servic-
es. In a brief statement, 
Catholic Relief Servic-
es said, “Our current 
policy holds: we do not 
purchase, distribute or 
promote the use of con-
doms.”

Very few U.S. bishops 
or church officials have 
commented since the 
pope’s remarks were 
published last Satur-
day.

“We’re in for a long pe-
riod of confusion,” said 
Russell Shaw, a writer 
for the Catholic publica-
tion Our Sunday Visitor 
and former spokesman 
for the U.S. bishops’ 
conference.

Cincinnati, Jets heading in opposite directions
FLORHAM PARK, N.J. (AP) 

— Chad Ochocinco toned it 
down a bit for a change.

The chatty Cincinnati Ben-
gals wide receiver is never 
at a loss for words, but he 
couldn’t bring himself to stir 
things up the way he usually 
does.

“It’s hard to give you the 
good stuff when we’re 2-8, 
so I have to be sort of in the 
humbling spirit right now,” 
Ochocinco said Tuesday on 
a conference call with New 
York reporters.

“I apologize.”
That’s a far cry from last 

season when Ochocinco play-

fully popped off before the 
regular-season finale between 
the Bengals and Jets, declar-
ing that New York cornerback 
Darrelle Revis couldn’t cover 
him “in a brown paper bag on 
a corner of a Manhattan street 
inside a phone booth.”

Well, Revis did shut him 
down. And, he did it again the 
following week in the play-
offs as the Jets beat the Ben-
gals in consecutive games. 
The teams, facing each other 
again Thursday night, have 
gone in opposite directions 
since.

The Jets are tied for the 
best record in the NFL at 8-2, 

while the Bengals are mired 
in a seven-game skid.

So, Chad, what happened?
“Oh, my God, man. I mean, 

where do I start?” he said. 
“It’s been nothing like we 
expected. One minute, we’re 
doing well one quarter, the 
next quarter, we’re flat. ... It’s 
always something different 
each week, and we’ve yet to 
play a complete game.”

The same might be said of 
the Jets, who are winning de-
spite some flaws.

“They are kind of doing 
what we did last year,” Ben-
gals quarterback Carson 
Palmer said, “pulling games 

out at the end and making 
plays to win games at the 
end.”

New York became the first 
team to win consecutive over-
time games on the road and 
followed that up with a stun-
ning 30-27 win over Houston 
with 10 seconds left after 
blowing a 16-point lead in the 
fourth quarter.

“I think the most important 
thing is that we’ve won them,” 
quarterback Mark Sanchez 
said. “These are the same 
games during this stretch of 
last year that we lost.”

He’s right. At this time last 
season, the Jets were 4-6 and 

a playoff appearance seemed 
unlikely. Meanwhile, the 
Bengals were 7-3.

The Jets got things turned 
around and soared all the 
way to the AFC champion-
ship game. Big things were 
expected again this season — 
coach Rex Ryan has predicted 
a Super Bowl.

“I’ll tell you, it’s been one 
incredible season so far,” run-
ning back LaDainian Tomlin-
son said. “To go through a 
stretch like this: two overtime 
games and then to come back 
in the last few seconds to win 
another game, it’s been pretty 
exciting.”

NEW YORK — The first mass-
market electric cars go on sale next 
month, and the nation’s electric utili-
ties couldn’t be more thrilled — or 
worried.

Plugged into a socket, an electric car 
can draw as 
much power as 
a small house. 
The surge in 
demand could 
knock out pow-
er to a home, or 
even a neigh-
borhood. That 
has utilities in 
parts of Califor-
nia, Texas and 
North Caroli-
na scrambling 
to upgrade 
t r a n s f o r m -
ers and other 
equipment in 
neighborhoods 
where the Nis-
san Leaf and 
Chevrolet Volt 
are expected to be in high demand.

Not since air conditioning spread 
across the country in the 1950s and 
1960s has the power industry faced 
such a growth opportunity. Last year, 
Americans spent $325 billion on gaso-
line, and utilities would love even a 
small piece of that market.

The main obstacles to wide-scale 
use of electric cars are high cost and 
limited range, at least until a network 
of charging stations is built. But util-
ity executives fret that difficulties 
keeping the lights on for the first crop 
of buyers_and their neighbors_could 
slow the growth of this new niche.

“You never get a second chance to 
make a first impression,” says Mike 
Rowand, who is in charge of electric 
vehicle planning at Duke Energy.

Auto executives say it’s inevitable 
that utilities will experience some dif-
ficulties early on. “We are all going to 
be a lot smarter two years from now,” 
says Mark Perry, director of product 
planning for Nissan North America.

Electric cars run on big batteries 
that are charged by plugging into a 
standard wall socket or a more pow-
erful charging station.  A combined 
30,000 Nissan Leafs and Chevrolet 
Volts are expected to be sold over the 
next year. Over the next two years, 
Ford, Toyota and every other major 
automaker also plan to offer electric 

cars.
Governments are promoting the ex-

pensive technology as a way to reduce 
dependence on foreign oil, cut green-
house gas emissions and improve air 
quality. Congress is offering electric 
car buyers a $7,500 tax credit and some 
states and cities provide additional 

subsidies that 
can total $8,000. 
The Leaf sells 
for $33,000 and 
the Volt sells 
for $41,000.

Electric cars 
produce no 
emissions, but 
the electric-
ity they are 
charged with 
is made most-
ly from fossil 
fuels like coal 
and natural 
gas that do. 
Still, electric 
cars produce 
two-thirds few-
er greenhouse 
gas emissions, 

on average, than a similarly sized car 
that runs on gasoline, according to the 
Natural Resources Defense Council.

Driving 10,000 miles on electricity 
will use about 2,500 kilowatt-hours, or 
20 percent more than the average an-
nual consumption of U.S. homes. At 
an average utility rate of 11 cents per 
kilowatt-hour, that’s $275 for a year of 
fuel, equivalent to about 70 cents per 
gallon of gasoline.

“Electric vehicles have the poten-
tial to completely transform our busi-
ness,” says David Owens, executive 
vice president of the Edison Electric 
Institute, a trade group.

Nationwide, utilities have enough 
power plants and equipment to pow-
er hundreds of thousands of electric 
cars. Problems could crop up long 
before that many are sold, though, 
because of a phenomenon carmakers 
and utilities call “clustering.”

Electric vehicle clusters are expect-
ed in neighborhoods where:

— Generous subsidies are offered 
by states and localities

— Weather is mild, because batter-
ies tend to perform better in warmer 
climates

— High-income and environmental-
ly conscious commuters live

So while states like North Dakota

and Montana may see 
very few electric cars, 
California cities like 
Santa Monica, Santa 
Barbara and Monrovia 
could see several 
vehicles on a block. 
SoCal Edison expects to 
be charging 100,000 cars 
by 2015. California has 
set a goal of 1 million 
electric vehicles by 
2020.

Progress Energy is ex-
pecting electric car clus-
ters to form in Raleigh, 
Cary and Asheville, N.C. 
and around Orlando 
and Tampa, Fla. Duke 
Energy is expecting the 
same in Charlotte and 
Indianapolis. The entire 
territory of Texas’ Aus-
tin Energy will likely be 
an electric vehicle hot 
spot.

Adding an electric ve-
hicle or two to a neigh-
borhood can be like add-
ing another house, and 
it can stress the equip-
ment that services those 
houses. “We’re talk-
ing about doubling the 
load of a conventional 

home,” says Karl Ra-
bago, who leads Austin 
Energy’s electric vehi-
cle-readiness program. 
“It’s big.”

How big depends on 
the size of the battery in 
the car, and how fast the 
car is charged.

When plugged into a 
standard 120-volt sock-
et, the electric car will 
draw 1,500 watts. By 
comparison, a medium-
sized air conditioner or 
a countertop microwave 
oven will draw about 
1,000 watts.   

But the car can be 
charged faster, and 
therefore draw more 
power, when plugged 
into a home charging 
station. The first Leafs 
and Volts can draw 3,300 
watts, and both carmak-
ers may boost that to 
6,600 watts soon. The 
Tesla Roadster, an elec-
tric sports car with a 
huge battery, can draw 
16,800 watts. That’s the 
equivalent of 280 60-watt 
light bulbs.

A modest home in the 
San Francisco Bay area 
that doesn’t need air con-
ditioning might draw 
3,000 watts at most.

Transformers that dis-

tribute power from the 
electrical grid to homes 
are often designed to 
handle fewer than a 
dozen. 

Extra stress on a trans-
former from one or two 
electric vehicles could 
cause it to overheat and 
fail, knocking out power 
to the block.

The “nightmare” sce-
nario, according to Aus-
tin Energy’s Rabago: 
People come home from 
work on a hot afternoon, 
turn on the air condi-
tioner and the plasma 
television, blend some 
frozen cocktail, start 
cooking dinner on an 
electric stove —and plug 
their car into a home 
charging station.

An electric vehicle 
plugged into a standard 
wall socket poses a dif-
ferent problem. It will 
put less stress on a trans-
former, but it could trip 
a circuit breaker if the 
circuit serves other ap-
pliances. Power would 
go off in part of the 
house.

To head off problems, 
teams of workers at util-
ities are gathering in-
formation from Nissan 
and Chevrolet, doing 

customer surveys and 
looking at buying pat-
terns of hybrid gas-elec-
tric cars like the Toyota 
Prius to try to predict 
where they might see 
clusters of electric car 
buyers.

They are comparing 
that data with maps of 
their systems to deter-
mine what equipment 
might need upgrading 
first in hopes of avoid-
ing blown circuits in 
the neighborhoods of 
early buyers.

Utilities also hope 
to convince drivers to 
program their cars to 
charge late at night, 
when rates are low and 
most appliances are 
switched off.

Replacing a neighbor-
hood transformer costs 
a utility between $7,000 
and $9,000, according to 
SoCal Edison. This is 
work a utility will often 
want to do. With the ap-
proval of public utility 
commissions, utilities 
can add the cost of these 
kinds of upgrades to the 
rates they charge cus-
tomers across their ter-
ritory.

Utility executives 
hope the popularity of 

electric cars will grow 
as the vehicles’ costs 
come down and as pub-

lic charging stations are 
made available at malls 
and along highways.

NEW YORK — Get-
ting your home ready 
to charge an electric car 
will require little time 
or money — or a couple 
months and thousands 
of dollars.

It depends on what 
kind of electric car you 
buy, the wiring in your 
home and how quickly 
you want to juice your 
ride.

Electric cars are pow-
ered by batteries that 
are charged by plug-
ging them into a stan-
dard wall socket or a 

more powerful charg-
ing station. The charg-
ing station will cut your 
charging time roughly 
in half, and reduce the 
chance you’ll trip a cir-
cuit in your home. But 
it will likely cost $2,000 
or more, including in-
stallation. The price 
will rise if you need a 
new electrical panel, 
which could add anoth-
er $2,000.

The main thing to con-
sider is how you are go-
ing to use your electric 
car.

If your commute is 
short, or there’s a charg-

ing station near your of-
fice, you might not need 
much of a charge at 
home. You can get away 
with topping off your 
battery overnight.

A standard 120-volt 
wall socket will give a 
car about five miles of 
driving for every hour 
of charging. That means 
if you had a 40 mile 
round-trip commute 
you’d be able to charge 
in 8 hours.

If you deplete your 
battery all the way most 
days, a charging station 
that is connected to a 
240-volt socket, like ones 

used for most electric 
dryers, could be worth-
while.

The $41,000 Chevrolet 
Volt and the $33,000 Nis-
san Leaf are set to go on 
sale next month. Buy-
ers qualify for a federal 
tax credit of $7,500 and 
additional state and lo-
cal subsidies in some 
states.

The two cars have dif-
ferent batteries, and dif-
ferent charging require-
ments:

— The Volt has a rel-
atively small battery 
because it also has a 
gasoline-powered gen-

erator that powers the 
car when the battery 
runs out. Chevy expects 
the car to be able to go 25 
to 50 miles on electricity 
and then an extra 300 
miles or so with the help 
of the gas motor. A stan-
dard socket will fully 
charge the Volt in about 
eight hours. A charger 
will do it in four. Chevy 
recommends drivers 
first try to get by with-
out a charger.

— The Leaf is powered 
entirely by electric-
ity, and therefore has 
a much bigger battery. 
Nissan says the Leaf 

can go about 100 miles 
on a full charge. It will 
take 20 hours to do this 
with a standard outlet, 
and eight hours with a 
charger. Nissan strong-
ly recommends a char-
ger.

Installing a home 
charging station could 
take anywhere from a 
few days to a couple of 
months. It depends on 
the time it takes to get 
a local work permit and 
to have the charging 
station inspected after 
installation. The instal-
lation itself should only 
take a few hours.

How to prep your home for an electric car



W.Pa. shop

(AP) — A western Penn-
sylvania shop owner 
sold himself a $1.8M 
Pennsylvania lottery 
ticket and will get an ex-
tra $10,000 as the seller 
of the ticket.

Ron Rea owns Tobacco 
World stores in Union-
town and Belle Vernon 
and bought the winning 
ticket for the Nov. 18 
Match 6 Lotto drawing 
at the Belle Vernon out-
let.

Rea says he doesn’t 
play the lottery’s Daily 
Number, but spends 
about $20 a day on 
tickets for games with 
higher odds, telling 
the Herald-Standard of 
Uniontown that’s be-
cause, “If you hit, your 
life’s changed.”

Rea’s ticket was 
worth $1,782,432. A lot-
tery spokeswoman con-
firmed Rea’s claim to 
the winning ticket.

Rea is 68 and says the 
winnings will help he 
and his wife of 38 years, 
Rita, build their retire-
ment funds.

Woman hurt in 
wayward cow 
attack

LANCASTER, Pa. (AP) 
— The cow just wouldn’t 
moooooooove.

Police say a central 
Pennsylvania woman 
had to be taken to a 
hospital after she was 
knocked down by a cow 
she tried to shoo off the 
road.

Southern Regional 
Police say the woman 
encountered a cow 
standing in the road 
Tuesday night in Con-
estoga Township, Lan-
caster County. Fearing 
the cow would be struck 
by another motorist, Of-
ficer Dianne Carter says 
the woman stopped her 
car and tried to herd the 
cow off the road.

But Carter tells the 
Intelligencer Journal/
Lancaster New Era the 

cow turned on the good 
Samaritan, head-butt-
ing her in the abdomen 
and knocking her down 
a hill.

The woman was trans-
ported to a hospital with 
head, neck and arm pain 
but Carter said she was 
expected to be fine.

N.Y. man 
accused of 
refund fraud

WOODMERE, N.Y. 
(AP) — A Long Island 
man allegedly went to 
great lengths to get a re-
fund.

Nassau County police 
say Rabin Purnsrian 
purchased products at 
several CVS stores, then 
replaced them with imi-
tation products before 
repacking them and re-
turning the items for a 
full refund.

Police say the man 
also altered the store’s 
receipts for additional 
refunds. They say some 
of the products were re-
stocked and later sold.

The 43-year-old North 
Woodmere suspect was 
arrested Tuesday. Po-
lice charged him with 
grand larceny, falsify-
ing business records, 
scheme to defraud and 
other charges. He was 
to be arraigned in First 
District Court in Hemp-
stead on Wednesday.

It was not immedi-
ately known if he had 
retained a lawyer.

J-E-L-L-Uh-Oh: 
Gelatin, pudding 
cups spill

RUDD, Iowa (AP) — 
Northern Iowa authori-
ties say they’ve cleaned 
up a slippery mess af-
ter a tipped semitrailer 
spilled Jell-O and pud-
ding cups across a coun-
ty road.

The Floyd County 
sheriff’s office says 52 
pallets of gelatin and 
pudding fell from the 
trailer when its top 
ripped open near Rudd 
early Tuesday. It took 
crews three hours to 
clean up the debris.

The sheriff’s office 
says 39-year-old semi-
trailer driver Eric 
Young of Charleston, 
S.C., wasn’t able to 
make a turn and went 
into the ditch where 
the rig rolled onto its 

side. Young and 32-year-
old passenger Martin 
Brandon, of Bridgeport, 
Conn., suffered minor 
injuries.

The Globe-Gazette in 
Mason City said dam-
age to the semitrailer is 
estimated at $50,000.

Rowdy Pa. 
school bus 
makes stop at 
police station

SWISSVALE, Pa. 
(AP) — A Pittsburgh-
area school district is 
promising to discipline 
some junior high stu-
dents who got so rowdy 
their bus driver made 
an unscheduled stop at 
a police station to quiet 
them down.

Woodland Hills School 
District spokeswoman 
Maria McCool says the 
incident happened Fri-
day when the driver for 
A.J. Myers and Sons was 
taking students home 
from an after-school ac-
tivity about 5 p.m.

McCool says the driver 
stopped at the Swissvale 
police station, where an 
officer quieted the stu-
dents. Some students 
opted to walk home from 
the station but McCool 
says no students were 
ejected from the bus and 
all were offered rides 
home or were given the 
option of calling their 
parents.

McCool says the dis-
trict is still trying to 
determine how many 
students were involved 
and how they’ll be disci-
plined.

Thanksgiving 
parade sinks 
Mayflower plans

DETROIT (AP) — 
Think your holiday 
travel plans are tough? 
Imagine being a May-
flower descendant who’s 
been bumped from De-
troit’s annual Thanks-
giving parade.

June Gorman, gover-
nor and historian of the 
Society of Mayflower 
Descendants in Michi-
gan, said she thought 
Thursday’s 1.5-mile trek 
down Woodward Av-
enue would be a perfect 
match for the nonprofit 
group with more than 
500 Michigan members.

Gorman said the plan 
was to have eight to 10 
members dressed in pe-
riod garb carry the orga-
nization’s banner.

Instead, she said its 
application was denied 
without reason.

The group had allot-
ted more than $1,000 for 

costume rentals and the 
creation of a banner.

“We thought this 
would be a perfect match 
for our organization,” 
Gorman told The De-
troit News. “If it hadn’t 
been for our ancestors, 
there wouldn’t even be a 
Thanksgiving.”

Anthony Michaels, 
parade president and 
chief executive, said the 
group failed to include 
a video and pictures 
with its application. He 
said it’s not uncommon 
to get rebuffed from 
the “entertainment-ori-
ented parade” that has 
about 150 groups vying 
for 64 available slots.

“There is a large de-
mand (for spots in the 
parade),” Michaels told 
the News. “And there 
are tons of people who 
don’t get in each year. In 
fact, we still have people 
calling who want to be 
in this year’s parade.”

Mass. pizza 
parlor stiffed by 
fake Dylan rep

AMHERST, Mass. (AP) 
— A man wearing a Bob 
Dylan backstage pass 
who ordered 178 pizzas 
from a Massachusetts 
pizza parlor has left the 
restaurant blowin’ in 
the wind.

The man walked into 
Antonio’s in the col-
lege town of Amherst 
early Saturday morning 
shortly after Dylan per-
formed at the Universi-
ty of Massachusetts and 
ordered $3,900 worth of 
pies.

He said he would re-
turn in several hours 
and deliver them to Dy-
lan’s crew. But he never 
returned and the man-
ager called police.

Restaurant employees 
stayed until 5:30 a.m. 
making the pizzas.

Antonio’s owner Wal-
ter Pacheco tells The 
Daily Hampshire Ga-
zette his workers had no 
reason to doubt the man 
worked with Dylan but 
“got taken.”

Pacheco said he gave 
some of the pizzas away, 
but had to throw out 
most of them.

Erie-area 
pharmacy robber 
poked in eye, 
runs off

ERIE, Pa. (AP) — State 
police say they’re still 
looking for two men 
who tried to force their 
way into an Erie-area 
drug store before the 
pharmacist got them to 
leave by poking one of 

the men in the eye.
State police say the in-

vestigation is continu-
ing into Thursday eve-
ning’s incident at the 
Waterford Pharmacy, 
in the Erie suburb of 
Waterford Township.

Pharmacist Michael 
Allgeier tells the Erie 
Times-News that he 
was on the phone when 
one of the men, wear-
ing a black mask and 
carrying a crow bar, 
tried to force open the 
drug store’s back door 
about 6:15 p.m. Allgeier 
says he reached his 
hand through the nar-
row space the man had 
forced the door opened 
and poked the robber in 
the eye.

Allgeier says it was 
the first attempted rob-
bery in his 16 years at 
the business.

Men hold up N.Y. 
pizza makers, 
flee with wrong 
dough

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Police in New York City 
say thieves held up the 
owners of a pizzeria and 
then fled with a bag of 
full dough — the kind 
that crusts are made of.

Police say Salvatore 
LaRosa was charged 
with robbery after sur-
rendering to police.

According to court 
papers, LaRosa and an 
accomplice followed 
the owners of Broth-
ers Pizzeria on Staten 
Island. After donning 
masks, the papers say, 
they pointed guns and 
demanded the men turn 
over a bag they believed 
held the day’s proceeds.

But instead, the bag 
was full of pizza dough.

LaRosa was released 
on $1 million bail on 
Monday. His attorney, 
James Froccaro, de-
clined to comment.

1,000 rescued 
rats up for 
adoption

SAN JOSE, Calif. (AP) 
— About a thousand 
rats are awaiting adop-
tion in California after 
being rescued from a 
house featured on the 
A&E reality TV show 
“Hoarders.”

The Humane Society 
trucked the rodents 
over the weekend from 
Los Angeles to San 
Jose, where more than 
30 volunteers and non-
profit staff helped move 
the rats into Andy’s Pet 
Shop in San Jose, which 
agreed to temporarily 
house them.

Lauren Paul of the 
nonprofit North Star 
Rescue told the San 
Jose Mercury News that 
the previous owner’s 
daughter had brought 
home a pregnant rat one 
day and the litter began 
multiplying quickly.

The man’s neighbors 
called “Hoarders” pro-
ducers after the rats 
began tearing apart the 
house.

Paul says she hopes 
rat lovers will come for-
ward and give them a 
new home.
