Don't graze
treated fields

It is a well established fact
that pesticides and other chem-
icals are essential for profitable
cotton production in Texas.

Agricultural chemicals, points
out John Thomas, Texas A&M
University Extension entomologist,
are ccmmonly used as herbicides,
incecticides, defoliants and dessi-
cants. They are very effective, he
adds, for the purposes intended
but producers should also be a-
ware of certain limitations and
hazards associated with their use.

FIELDS treated with most de-
foliants, dessicants and insecti-
cides and some herbicides should
rot be pgrazed by livestock
following the harvest of the cot-
tcn crcp, reminds Thomas.

Some of these chemicals are
highly toxic, and death Ilosses
can cccur when treated fields are
grazed. Besides causing direct
death of animals, chemical resi-
dues from treated fields may con-
taminate meat or milk, making
them subject to seizure under
state and federal regzulations, ex-
plains the entoologist.

IT IS the producer’s reizponsibi-
lity, emphasizes Thcmas, to ad-
kere tc the specific restrictions
on grazing fields treated with any
pesticide or harvest-aid chemical.

Lakel directions for usage, limi-
taticns and restrictions should
be studied and understood and
the material should be used only
in accordance with container label
irstructions. If any doubht exists
concerning use of grazing restric-
tions, Thomas suggest a visit
with the county agent or a repre-
entative c¢f the chemical com-
pany from which the material was
purchased.

Former Dimmitt

Harold Johnston of Pueblo,
Colo., son of Mrs. Pearl Mae
Johnston of Dimmitt, may bring
back to life an ald Consolidated-
Vultee V-1A airplane that has a
rich history.

THY OLD 1936 vintage relic—one
of the few of its type built—is
an eight passenger, low-wing,
prop driven plane that was pow-
ered by a Wright Cyclone 1820-
50 engine (the same kind that pow-
ered B-17s in World War II).

The craft once was owned by the
Hearst Publishing Corp. in Los
Angeles, and is believed to have
been William Randolph Hearst's
private plane. Stories also say
the plane once was flown by the
famous Jimmy Doolittle. And at
one time, it supposedly was used
in the movie, “Jungle Queen,"
with Clark Gable, and later in an-
olther movie in South America.

From 192 to 1956 the once-
proud bird was used to fly mon-
keys from Panama to the Uni-
versity of California at Berkely.

THE LAST time the old plane
was flown, according to Johnston's
records, was in 1961 to Canon
City, Colo. It was towed behind
a truck ftnree years ago from
Canon City to Johnston's garage
in Pueblo. It had been parked in
La Junta, Denver and Fountain,
Colo., before it came to its present
resting place on Johnston's prop-
erty.

Now it sits idle, wingless, and
on flat tires, Its wings are in
Johnston's shed, its two cockpit
seats are supposedly in Denver,

It
has four gas tanks — two with
103-gallon capacity and two that
hold 50 gallons — and it drank
up to 60 gallons an hour when
in flight,

Only 30 of the Vullee V-1A's were
built in 1936.

Johnston hasn’t flown since
1946, but he still appreciates a
vintage plane and hates to see one
with such a rich background go
to rust. He keeps the engine oil-
ed and rotates its parts periodi-
cally to keep them from rusting.

“I HAVEN'T decided what to
do with it,”" he told the Pueblo-
Star-Journal recently. *'I am ser-
iously considering fixing it up.”

State cites
city director

An official State Health Depart-
ment citation for work proficiency
has been awarded to E. M, Jones,
director of public works for the
City of Dimmitt.

SIGNED BY the State Health
Commissioner and authorities of
the Texas Water Utilities Associa-
tion, the certificate of competen-
cy is awarded only to those utility
plant operators who have success-
fully demonstrated their skill and
knowledge in modern principles
of plant management,

To qualify for certification,
Jones accumulated a prescribed
amount of actual work experience.
He also attended both regional
and statewide short schools at
which the techniques of water
treatment and waste water dis-
posal are taught, and passed an
examination given by State Health
Department sanitary engineers.

State law requires that at least
one operator per shift be certified
for competency by health depart-
ment engineers, but many opera-
tors seek certification on their
own time and at their own expense
to increase their efficiency as
key public servants to their com-
munity and state.

THE state engineers said the
attainment is evidence of Jones's
efforts to better prepare himself

for the duties of his profession.

The first report of Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc., on the quality of
cotton being harvested from the
High Plains, when compared with
the first report for 1968, reveals
a disappointing drop in grades

THE REPORT is a regular POG
harvest-season service to textile
mills, the cotton trade and others
around the world with an interest
in the qualities and quantities of
cottonn available from each year’s
crop as it is gathered. Reports are
issued periodically, with a final
wrap-up at the end of the harvest
period.

This year's initial issue covers
only the first 40,000 bales classed.

Grade, staple and micronaire
figures on about every 10ta bale
are supplied to POG by the USDA
classing offices at Brownfield,
Lamesa, Levelland and Lubbock.
Pressley and elongation tests are
run by the Textile Research Center
at Texas Tech on ‘“plugs” from
these same cffices. Compilaticn cf
the figures is dore at Texas
Tech's Computer Center.

Large flights of cranes noted

Lakes and grain fields in the
area are aftracting large flights
of sandhill cranes.

A RECENT census of the large
birds tumed up approximately
225,000 of them so far.

The daily bag limit this year
has been increased from two to
three birds, with- a possession
limit of six.

Cranes are considered by many
hunters among the wariest and
most difficult to bag of all Texas
game birds. Seemingly slow and
ponderous, they are ever alert
to darger. The fact that they fly

up to 60 mph lends credence to
the seasoned sandnill hunter's
quip, “Aim at the front one and
hope you'll get the last one."

THE meat of the sandalll crane
has been described by some as
being similar to that of the wild
turkey, and by others as closer
te that of the Canada goose.

Hunters going after the sandhill
crane should consult the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depariment’s
migratory game bird digest for in-
formation on where they can legal-
ly hunt,

Chances are you have a couple in your pocket or purse

righit now. Today we call them
pennies.

In 1787, five years before the
United States established a thor-
ough monetary system, there was
a money famine in the colonies.
The only available stable coinage
came from other countries.

In an effort to ease the snortage,
Franklin devised the ‘“fugio.” Tt
was made of bronze and worth
approximately one hundreth of a
dollar.

Among other details, there was
a Franklin admonition on each
side of the ccin. One side had
“Mind Your Business'' on it and
the other ““We Are One.'' The lat-
ter phrase had an endless chain
of 13 links circling it.

By popular demand, the name

“fugio’” was changed to “‘century."”
Later still it was shortened to
‘‘cent.”

“In reecnt years, the FM-RM
svstem has assumed a new major
role. A Texas Highway Depart-
ment study shows that some 2,022
miles of FM-RM roads are used
primarily or partially to provide
access to 163 water. reservoirs
throughout Texas.

“"Roads on the FM system have
cpened up new scenic vistas and
recreational  opportunities to
everyone. One-third of the 69
thousand miles included in the 10
Texas Travel Trails are FM
