COLORADO CITY — Even
as temperatures began to fall
and light gave way to eve-
ning Friday,
volunteers
searching
for clues

missing

in the Dec.
27 disap-
pearance of
13-year-old
Hailey Dar-
lene Dunn
continued
combing
fields and
wooded areas
in northern
Colorado City.

The team of volunteers -
numbering well more than 100
local residents and concerned
citizens from surrounding
communities — was led Friday
by Stephanie Boyd, who un-
dertook the enormous task of
coordinating the search.

“l want to bring Hailey
home,” Boyd told volunteers.
“That is my main concern
right now. She deserves to be
with her family, she deserves
to be safe, she deserves to be
warm. So anything you find,
whether you think it’s rel-
evant or not, let somebody
know.”

Hailey Darlene Dunn, an
eighth grade student at Colo-
rado Middle School, was last
seen walking from her home
in northern Colorado City to
a friend’s house about 1 p.m.
Monday, Dec. 27, according to
Interim Colorado City Police
Chief John Bivins.

Boyd met with volunteers
at approximately 2 p.m. in

Search

COAHOMA — The fact is as
cold as Saturday morning’s
temperature — Hailey Dunn
could Dbe
just about
anywhere.
But nei-
ther that
fact nor
the chilly
weather
was going
to stop a
group of
area resi-
dents from
searching
for her,
anyway.

About
30 people
gathered
Saturday in this community,
located about 25 miles west
of the missing Colorado City
teenager’s home, to begin
scouring Howard County for
the girl.

Dunn, 13, was last seen near
her home around 1 p.m. Dec.
27, wearing navy sweatpants,
a short-sleeve, light-colored
T-shirt, flip-flops and red hoop
earrings.

Law enforcement personnel,
ranging from Mitchell County
deputies to FBI agents, have
joined the investigation into
the teenager’s disappearance.

A group of Howard County
residents joined the search ef-
fort Friday, scouring the area
between Rattlesnake Gap at
the Howard-Mitchell county
line to Moss Lake. Saturday,
the group concentrated its ef-
forts further west, and vowed
to keep the search going for at
least the next several days.

“We just felt like this was
something we should do,”
said Heather Maddox, one of

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County to look at library lights

Howard County commis-
sioners will likely seek bids
to improve lighting at the
county library when they
hold their regular meeting at
10 a.m. Monday on the third
floor of the courthouse.

County Judge Mark Barr
said poor lighting in some
areas of the library — such
as the children’s area — is a
cause for concern.

“Those areas (of the library)
are pretty dark,” he con-
ceded. “If we're going to do
something about it, we need
to make sure we do it right.”

The biggest potential road-
block to the project is cost.
Barr said preliminary esti-
mates have varied widely,
depending on what electrical
specifications officials want
to follow in the projects.

“We were originally think-
ing it would cost us about
$4,500,” Barr said. “But af-

ter talking to an electrician,
I don’t think that’s going to
cover it.”

If bids prove to be higher
than what commissioners
deem feasible, they may have
work on the project done in
phases, or they may put off

“I've been told by a
very reliable source
that Shawn (Adkins)
does have family in
Dunn, and I have a gut
feeling if we search to-
ward Dunn we will find
something,” Boyd said.
“T’d like to search in the
field behind Subway and
have someone on High-
way 139 and just start
walking or riding north.
We’re looking for any-
thing, from tire tracks

to clothing.”
Boyd said she felt the
investigation should

center around Shawn
Adkins, the live-in boy-
friend of the child’s
mother, Billie Dunn.
Boyd told searchers
Adkins has family in
the town of Dunn - lo-
cated north of Colorado
City on Highway 208,
between it and Snyder
— and she felt strongly
if the West Texas man
was behind the girl’s
disappearance, that’s
where clues to the girl’s
fate would be found.
Many of the volunteers
expressed frustration
with law enforcement of-
ficials investigating the
girl’s disappearance.
“They should be here,
helping to organize this
search,” said a mother
from Abilene who had
traveled to Colorado
City to join the search.
According to volun-
teers helping with the
search, investigators
were aware of the ef-
fort by volunteers that
began Friday afternoon
and went well into the

evening.
Investigators re-
mained tight-lipped con-

cerning the details of the
case Friday afternoon,
refusing to comment on
recent developments.
However, the lack of re-
liable information from
law enforcement offi-
cials has done little to
quell the growing storm
of rumors that continue
to sweep through this
small West Texas town.

Billie Dunn told televi-
sion personality Nancy
Grace Thursday night
thatboth sheand Adkins
had been administered
polygraph tests by law
enforcement officials.
Dunn said on national
television both she and
Adkins had failed the
polygraphs. She alluded
that both she and her
boyfriend had been on
anxiety medication,
which may have skewed
the results.

However, Sparky
Dean, senior trooper
with the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety,
said in an interview
Friday with KTXS TV
News that no one has
been told whether they
have passed or failed a
polygraph test.

There have also been
conflicting reports from
family members regard-
ing who has taken a
polygraph test as part of
the investigation.

According to the
Abilene Reporter News,
Adkins, who lived with
Billie Dunn, Hailey and
Billie’s 16-year-old son at
the time of the girl’s dis-
appearance, reportedly
said Hailey told him she

Colorado City officials
say they have no inten-
tions of letting up on the
investigation until Hai-
ley Dunn is located.

“From the start, our
department and our col-
leagues from the other
law enforcement and
judicial agencies that
have joined our effort
have treated Hailey’s
case as one of a missing
person. We’ve made no
assumptions as to what
occurred, intention-
ally focusing on rapidly
collecting facts and us-
ing these facts to guide
our work,” said Colo-
rado City Manager Pete
Kampfer. “We’re apply-
ing all the personnel and
other resources neces-
sary and appropriate to
our work in finding Hai-
ley, with no plans of let-
ting up. This is a night
and day endeavor for us
all.”

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AARP getting
volunteers set
for tax program

t’s almost income tax time. And while we’re
still a few months away from that April dead-
line, the local AARP is preparing to kick off its
annual Tax-Aide program.

AARP spokesperson Gloria Hopkins said the
program is designed to help people that might not
otherwise be able to file a tax return by helping
residents make sense of the tax laws and forms that
seem to get more and more complicated with each
successive year.

The program provides free federal tax preparation
assistance to those who cannot afford professional
tax help — senior citizens, people with disabilities,
those that cannot speak English and those with low-
to-moderate income.

In fact, the program is a necessity for many area
residents who can’t afford to have their taxes pre-
pared professionally, and the heart and soul of the
operation are volunteers.

AARP volunteers explain many special tax cred-
its and deductions and how people may claim them
on their tax returns. They help complete returns, as
well, right down to any refunds that might be due
the taxpayer.

“Things are moving along nicely for us,” Hopkins
said. “Most of our volunteers from last year are
back again this year, which really makes things
easier. The one volunteer spot that was vacated has
been filled, as well, so we feel really good going into
this year’s training.”

Tax laws can quickly become confusing, accord-
ing to Hopkins, and with so many changes being
made from year to year it’s easy to miss out many
government programs.

“There’s just so much red tape involved, it’s al-
most impossible for people to keep up with all of it,”
said Hopkins. “And if they don’t have the money to
hire a tax professional, they can be missing out on
all kinds of deductions and programs the govern-
ment offers. This program gives them a chance to
sit down with someone who is trained to deal with
these things.”

Hopkins said the time squeeze to get the changes
created by the Tax Relief, Unemployment Insur-
ance Reauthorization, and Job Creation Act Of 2010
into the IRS computers is just one example of chal-
lenges faced by tax preparers this year.

“There are a lot of changes to look at this year. The
one that is going to affect more filers in the Cross-
roads is the loss of the non-itemized property tax-
es,” she said. “Last year, people were able to claim
their property taxes without filing an itemized re-
turn. Unfortunately, that wasn’t renewed this year,
so there are going to be a lot of people here that are
going to lose that deduction.

“Another big change is the IRS won’t be mailing
out any of the tax booklets like they have in years
past. That might have folks that have been doing
their taxes on paper thrown off a little. However,
the IRS is pushing hard to get people to use the elec-
tronic filing. The forms, however, should still be
available from the same locations they have been
in the past.”

Hopkins said area residents planning to use the
service should be sure to gather up their financial
information before heading to the Senior Center.

That means bringing all of the pertinent informa-
tion, including a tax booklet if one was received
through the mail, W-2 forms and 1099 forms. You’ll
also need to bring any forms that show 2010 earn-
ings and a 2009 tax return. We also need a Social
Security card for every person named on the return
and a photo ID for the person filing.

Participants in the program will be able to e-file
their tax returns at no charge.

The program will continue each Monday from
the start date, Jan. 31, until April 11 at the Senior
Center — located at 1901 Simler Dr. in the McMa-
hon-Wrinkle Airpark — from 8 a.m. until noon. For
more information, contact Hopkins at 267-6733.

All of this is operated by the
nicest and friendliest people you
will ever find anywhere: Senior
Service Program Manager Nan-
cy Jones, Coordinator Michael
Haney, Assistance Worker San-
dy Dean and RSVP Coordinator
Becky Letz. They always have a
friendly greeting and make the
seniors feel very welcome.

A letter was written with com-
plaints against the center, and I
can’t for the life of me figure out
what in the world that person
was talking about.

Our Senior Center holds
Thanksgiving and Christmas
dinners with requests for reser-
vations advertised in the Herald,
on radio, Channel 17 and on the
Internet two weeks before each
holiday meal.

Every single weekday they an-
nounce that reservations need
to be made for those who will at-
tend and any guests expected, so
enough food can be prepared.

And I am pleased to know that
in July the Health Department
gave the center a grade of 97 per-
cent and the inspectors stated
the center had one of the cleanest
kitchens in Big Spring.

HOUSE NUMBERS

Ever wonder about your house number?
Often, the previous owner installed the
number and the new owner never had to
think about it, leaving them clueless as to
why it was placed where it is or why a
particular color or size was chosen. These
numbers are more important than you
probably realize, and a lot of thought goes
into making sure they are visible.

The City of Big Spring Code of Ordinances
section 17-4 states that all residences and
businesses must be adequately identified
by street numbers. Numbers on residences
and business should be no less than three
(3) inches in height and two (2) inches in
width. Numbers should be placed where
they are clearly visible from the street.
Numbers should be metal, glass or enamel;
paper or cardboard with markings of pen or
pencil are not acceptable. Persons or
organizations who violate this policy are
guilty of a misdemeanor offense punishable
by a fine not less than $25.00 and not to
exceed $500.00.

House numbers should be clear enough so
that police, fire department, paramedics,
etc., can quickly locate properties in an
emergency. Numbers are often the only
way that first-responders can identify their
intended destinations. Also, think of the
poor pizza delivery guy who runs late
because he can’t find your house or
frustrated visitors who have to knock on
neighbors’ doors before they find yours.

House numbers should be of a color that
contrasts with their background. Reflective
numbers are great because they are easier
to see at night. Try not to put house
numbers behind trees, shrubs, or anything
else that may obscure their view from the
street. Make sure that the number faces
the street that is listed in the house’s
address. It does emergency workers no
good if the house number faces a different
street than the one the workers are
traveling on.

In short, house numbers serve a

critical function for emergency personnel
and should be clearly displayed. For

Investigators
probing two

local robberies

Big Spring Police Department
officers are searching for suspects
who committed two early-Friday
morning robberies in east Big
Spring.

A taxi driver and 7-Eleven store
clerk were robbed at gunpoint be-
tween 1 a.m. and 4 a.m. Thursday,
according to information released
by BSPD Public Information Offi-
cer Tony Everett.

The first robbery report was re-
ceived at 1:19 a.m. when officers
were dispatched to the area of
Kenny and Tucson streets.

Upon arrival at the scene,
they met with a taxi driver who
said that two African-American
males, who had been passengers
in his taxi, pulled a handgun and
demanded his money when he
dropped them off in the 1500 block
of Tucson, the report stated.

Everett’s information states that
the taxi driver complied with the
demand and both suspects fled the
scene on foot.

One of the suspects was wearing
a gray sweatshirt and gray tobog-
gan, while the other was wear-
ing blue pants, black sweater and
black shirt, the report stated.

The second robbery was report-
ed at 3:54 a.m. at the 7-Eleven store
at 1209 E. 11th Place.

According to police reports, the
victim reported that a tall, slender
African-American male wearing
a gray hoodie came to the counter
and was purchasing an item when
he then displayed a handgun and
told the clerk to give him all the
money in the store’s cash regis-
ter.

After the clerk complied, the sus-
pect left the store and fled on foot.

Everett said that, based on the
similarities of the suspect descrip-
tions, investigators believe the
robberies are related.

FISD trustees to meet Monday

FORSAN — School dis-
trict trustees here will con-
sider improvements to dis-
trict-owned housing when
they hold their monthly
meeting at 7 p.m. Monday
in the administration build-
ing board room.

Forsan Independent
School District currently
provides 14 houses on a
reduced-rent basis to ad-
ministrators and other ex-
tra-duty personnel such as
coaches and band directors.
But age is starting to catch

up to those dwellings, Su-
perintendent Randy John-
son said.

“We have funds budgeted
to replace the electrical wir-
ing and perform general
maintenance to two of those
houses this fiscal year,”
Johnson said. “A big part
of this is safety — we’ve got
a lot of old wiring in those
houses that needs to be re-
placed.”

The procedure is anything
but cheap, he added.

“We’ve got to pull out all
of the wiring. That means
we’ll have a lot of holes in
the walls,” he said. “Then

we need to patch those
holes, repaint and perform
other maintenance. Plus we
have to decide if we're go-
ing to help with relocation
costs for the people living
in those homes.”

The district has budgeted
slightly more than $100,000
for the projects.

“There hasn’t been any
substantial work done on
those homes for quite some
time,” Johnson said. “If all
goes as planned, we’ll have
completed renovation of
four of the 14 homes by the
end of the year, so we’ve
got a long way still to go on

these projects.”

Brash congressman won’t lead immigration panel

WASHINGTON — Republicans

eliminated a potential liability with
Latino voters Friday by refusing to
give the top spot on an immigration
subcommittee to a congressman who
once proposed stopping illegal immi-
grants with an electrified fence.

Theexpectation wasthat Rep. Lamar
Smith of Texas, House Judiciary
Committee chairman, would choose
fellow Republican Rep. Steve King of
Iowa to be the next chairman of the
Judiciary Committee’s subcommit-
tee on immigration, citizenship and
other related issues.

Instead he chose California Rep.
Elton Gallegly, who is considered an
immigration hawk, but who is less
likely to make explosive comments
that make him an easy target for crit-
ics.

Efforts by The Associated Press and
King to talk about the development
Friday were unsuccessful. A spokes-
woman for Smith did not return
phone and e-mail messages from the
AP requesting comment.

Michael Steel, a spokesman for
House Speaker John Boehner, said
the choice for the subcommittee
chairmanship was Smith’s. He said
Boehner did not make a recommen-
dation.

On Wednesday, he introduced a bill
to deny U.S.-born children of immi-
grants automatic citizenship. Smith
has said he only wants to advance
legislation that has widespread sup-
port from Americans.

AngieKelley, animmigration expert
at the Center for American Progress,
said Gallegly is quieter than King
on his immigration views, “but his
restrictionist roots are very clear and
they run very deep.”

Gallegly helped create the pilot pro-
gram that led to the E-Verify sys-
tem, got an amendment passed in the
House to deny education to children
of illegal immigrants and other tough
measures. But in 1995, he sponsored a
bill that would have given legal status
to agricultural workers.

Roy Beck, president of Numbers
USA, which lobbies for tough immi-
gration laws, said his group has given
Gallegly an “A” for his career work
on immigration and is happy with
his appointment to the chairmanship.
But he said King will continue to be
a force as vice chairman of the com-
mittee.

“If this was about trying to muzzle
an outspoken member,” Beck said, “it
is not going to be very effective.”

WikiLeaks says its Twitter
account details have been

subpoenaed by U.S. government

LONDON (AP) — U.S. officials have issued a sub-
poena to demand details about WikiL.eaks’ Twitter
account, the group announced Saturday, adding
that it suspected other American Internet compa-
nies were also being ordered to hand over informa-
tion about its activities.

In a statement, WikiLeaks said U.S. investigators
had gone to the San Francisco-based Twitter Inc. to
demand the private messages, contact information
and other personal details of WikiLeaks founder
Julian Assange and other supporters, including
the U.S. Army intelligence analyst suspected of
handing classified information to the site and a
high-profile Icelandic parliamentarian.

WikiLeaks blasted the court order, saying it
amounted to harassment.

A copy of the court order, dated Dec. 14 and post-
ed to Salon.com, said the information sought was
“relevant to an ongoing criminal investigation”
and ordered Twitter not to disclose its existence to
Assange or any of the others targeted.

The order was unsealed “thanks to legal action by
Twitter,” WikiLeaks said.

Twitter has declined comment on the claim, say-
ing only that its policy is to notify its users, where
possible, of government requests for information.

Iraqi cleric calls U.S., Israel, Great
Britain ‘common enemies,’ urges

resistance by ‘all means’

NAJAF, Iraqg (AP) — An anti-American cleric
whose militia was once the nemesis of U.S. troops
in Iraq said Saturday that his followers were
still resisting the U.S. enemy with all means. But
Mugqgtada al-Sadr, now a formidable force in Iraqi
politics and not just a militia leader, tempered his
fiery words by saying the new Iraqi government
should be given a chance to get American forces
out of the country in a “suitable” way.

In his first speech since returning from almost
four years of self-imposed exile in Iran, the 37-year-
old cleric whose Shiite militias once battled U.S.
troops and terrorized Iraqi Sunnis stopped short of
explicitly urging violence against Americans. But
he left open the possibility that some 50,000 U.S.
troops in Iraq could be targeted before they are set
to leave at the end of this year.

Al-Sadr has long branded the U.S. military as
occupiers in Iraq, and Washington considers him
a security threat. Yet after winning 40 seats in
March parliamentary elections — and taking eight
top leadership posts in the new government — al-
Sadr’s political muscle makes him a force that can-
not be ignored.

Addressing an adoring and frenzied crowd of
thousands, al-Sadr called the U.S., Israel and Brit-
ain “our common enemies.”

Obama says ‘trend is clear’
on positive economic news,

but lots of work left to do

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Barack Obama
is trumpeting private-sector job growth and lower
unemployment, telling the public that “the trend is
clear” on the economy — and it’s encouraging.

The president used his weekly radio and Internet
address Saturday to discuss the latest economic
news and press for bipartisan action in the newly
divided Congress on measures to spur growth. He
presented the December jobs report in a positive
light even though it fell short of what economists
had been looking for and even though the drop in
unemployment came partly because some people
stopped looking for work.

The private sector added 103,000 new jobs in De-
cember and the unemployment rate fell from 9.8
percent to 9.4 percent.

Republicans devoted their weekly address to spot-
lighting steps being taken by the new GOP House
majority, including trimming House members’
operating budgets and, more importantly, moving
to repeal Obama’s signature health care law. The
GOP contends the law extending coverage to 30
million uninsured Americans is a budget-busting
job-killer, although the Congressional Budget Of-

fice said this week that repealing it would cost bil-
lions because the law’s numerous taxes, fees and
cuts in Medicare spending would be lost.

4 killed after attack on Southern
Sudan military just ahead of

Sunday independence referendum

JUBA, Sudan (AP) — A rebel group attacked
Southern Sudan’s military and four rebels were
killed, a military spokesman said Saturday, a day
before the region begins voting in an independence
referendum that is expected to divide Africa’s larg-
est nation in two.

Despite the attack, most officials predict the week-
long vote to go peacefully.

Col. Philip Aguer said forces loyal to rebel leader
Gatluak Gai attacked forces in the Sudan Peoples’
Liberation Army overnight Friday, possibly early
Saturday, in Unity State, an oil-rich area on the
north-south Sudan divide. Aguer said the counter-
attack by SPLA forces killed four and wounded six
of Gai’s men.

Southern Sudan suffered through decades of in-
ternal strife and civil war with the north. It has
worked in recent weeks to strike peace deals with
dissident commanders, but Gai’s rebels have not
yet reconciled with the southern government.

Starting Sunday, southern Sudanese will cast
simple, illustrated ballots at polling stations under
thatched roof shelters in the remote and impover-
ished countryside and in Juba, a city of simple con-
crete houses and mud huts that got its first paved
roads only in recent years.

If it passes, the referendum will split Africa’s big-
gest country between the mostly Arab and Muslim
north, and the mostly black and Christian or ani-
mist south. Southern Sudan would then be on track
to become the world’s newest country in July.
Outstanding issues like sharing oil wealth, water
rights and demarcating the border still have to be
agreed to.

hopes to improve relations with

rising Pacific military power

WASHINGTON (AP) — After a rocky year for
U.S.-Chinese relations, Defense Secretary Robert
Gates is heading to China in hopes of strengthen-
ing relations with the rising Pacific military power
and global competitor.

The relationship between the two countries has
been strained recently as China expanded its mili-
tary firepower and reach, quarreled with U.S. allies
over Pacific territory and broke off the few flimsy
military ties it had allowed with the United States.

Gates, who departs for Asia on Saturday, will
meet with Chinese President Hu Jintao a week
ahead of Hu’s planned state visit to Washington.

In scheduled meetings with Hu and Chinese mili-
tary leaders, the Pentagon chief plans to make the
case for regular face-to-face discussions between
military officials from both countries. Direct dis-
cussions are already routine for presidents and
diplomats.

Limited relations between the two militaries
were restored late last year. On the eve of Gates’
trip, an aide said, the defense secretary saw the
military relationship on the mend.

Still, there are few signs that China wants the
kind of broad engagement Gates has argued would
help avert risky misunderstandings and miscalcu-
lations as China extends its military reach.

Report: U.S. to up military,
financial, intel support for Pakistan

to help win regional peace

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Barack
Obama’s administration is planning to send more
help to Pakistan amid complaints from government
officials there that the United States doesn’t under-
stand their security priorities or offer enough help,
The Washington Post reports.

According to the plan, decided on in last month’s
White House Afghanistan war review, the U.S. will
offer more military, intelligence and economic
support to Pakistan, the newspaper reported on-
line late Friday. The Obama administration also

plans to intensify efforts to forge a regional peace
despite frustration that Pakistani officials aren’t
doing enough to fight terrorist groups in the coun-
try’s vast tribal areas, it said.

The decision is set to be delivered by Vice Presi-
dent Joe Biden in a planned visit to Pakistan next
week, the Post said, citing unidentified administra-
tion officials. Biden is expected to meet with mili-
tary chief Gen. Ashfaq Kayani and other top gov-
ernment leaders.

The vice president is expected to challenge the
Pakistanis to articulate a long-term strategy for
the region and specify what assistance they need to
move successfully against Taliban safe heavens in
areas border Afghanistan.

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LSU rallies to Cotton Bowl win over Aggies

ARLINGTON — Surrounded by his
LSU players, coach Les Miles loudly
and proudly sang the school fight
song and savored the celebration of
the Tigers’ first Cotton Bowl victory
in 45 years.

It might have been a farewell to the
Bayou. Nobody knows for sure with
Miles likely a leading candidate for
the coaching vacancy at Michigan,
where he played and was an assistant

coach.

When asked immediately after the
game if he’d be back next season,
there was an extended pause before
Miles responded, “It’s a wonderful
place. I love it here.” He said he has
not be contacted by his alma mater.

Amid the uncertainty of Miles’ fu-
ture, Jordan Jefferson threw three
touchdown passes to Terrence To-
liver and ran for a score to help the
11th-ranked Tigers rally for a 41-24
victory over No. 18 Texas A&M in the

75th Cotton Bowl on Friday night.

“We trust Les Miles and we trust his
word,” Jefferson said. “His word was
he’s not going anywhere and he’ll be
our coach next year.”

In the days leading up to the Cotton
Bowl, Miles said his focus was on his
Tigers and that he enjoyed where he
was.

But LSU (11-2) has now completed
its fourth season with at least 11 wins
in Miles’ six years. The Tigers had
only two 11-win seasons in their his-

tory before that.

“I don’t want to talk about me. This
is really about LSU,” Miles said. “I
told (the players) I have not had any
conversations with Michigan at this
point. And if I did, I would communi-
cate with them very effectively.”

Texas A&M (9-4) led 10-0 in the first
quarter, including a field goal af-
ter Jefferson threw an interception,
but had its six-game winning streak

SAN FRANCISCO — They rolled out a fresh red
carpet for Jim Harbaugh at San Francisco’s posh
Palace Hotel, then delivered him in a limousine.

The 49ers have their highly sought-after new man
and pulled out all the stops to greet him. His intro-
ductory news conference began with a music video
featuring team highlights.

After a whirlwind few days of talks with the Nin-
ers, former employer Stanford and also the Miami
Dolphins, Harbaugh finally made up his mind: he’s
going to coach in the NFL.

With his “unshakable confidence” to boot.

What a week for football’s hottest commodity
considering it began with the Cardinal’s 40-12 Or-
ange Bowl rout of Virginia Tech on Monday night
in Miami.

Even with that win — which gave Stanford a 12-1
record — and Orange Bowl MVP quarterback An-
drew Luck’s choice to stay in school, Harbaugh
had a good feeling about making the jump to the
NFL and joining the 49ers. This is the same path
his mentor and late Hall of Fame coach Bill Walsh
did more than 30 years ago.

Declaring it a “perfect competitive opportunity,”
Harbaugh accepted a five-year deal Friday to coach
the 49ers and said his goal is to win a Lombardi
Trophy for “one of the legendary franchises in all
of football.”

The successful Stanford coach gets to remain
right at home in the Bay Area, making the leap to
the pro game after four years with the Cardinal. A
longtime NFL quarterback, he replaces fired coach
Mike Singletary. ESPN reported Harbaugh’s deal

Harbaugh decided to leave Stan-
ford even though San Francisco has
missed the playoffs for eight straight
seasons and Luck announced Thurs-
day he would remain in school and
play one more season.

“I can feel the enthusiasm coursing
through my veins right now,” said
Harbaugh, who was going to team
headquarters Friday night to get to
work. “I accept this competitive chal-
lenge willingly.”

Harbaugh has long admired Walsh
and how he made the successful leap
from Stanford to the 49ers. Harbaugh
knew the man nicknamed “The Ge-
nius” for 18 years and once received
footwork tips from the coach while
playing for the Bears. “Everything
that came out of his mind, his heart,
his mouth, I hung on every single
word.”

Walsh thought up the original
schemes that became known as the
West Coast offense, which Harbaugh
plans to run with the 49ers.

Harbaugh has a picture of Walsh he
looks at each day taped to his comput-
er screen, but says it will be a while
before any comparisons can be made
of the two.

While Harbaugh said he had all but
made up his mind to accept the 49ers’
offer following a meeting of more
than six hours that went into Wednes-
day evening, he took a couple of days
to hear out his other suitors and do
his “homework” — and “do some soul
searching” as new 49ers general man-
ager Trent Baalke put it.

“I knew in my heart and my gut the
right decision was with the San Fran-
cisco 49ers,” he said.

After quite a run at Stanford, Har-
baugh will head some 10 miles down
the 101 freeway from Stanford to turn
around a once-proud franchise that
is desperate to become a contender
again right away. The 49ers were ex-

pected to win the NFC West this sea-
son, then began 0-5 for their worst
start since losing seven straight to be-
gin a 2-14 season in 1979, Walsh’s first
year as coach.

The 49ers finished 6-10 this year —
in the chase for a playoff berth in the
NFL’s worst division until the second-
to-last week — and haven’t had a win-
ning season since their last trip to the
playoffs in 2002.

“I met this man six or seven years
ago at a college All-Star game and I
fell in love with his energy,” Baalke
said. “This is the start of a new gener-
ation. ... What we have to do is bring
back the culture of winning. He’s a
guy who can lead the 49ers franchise
back to where it rightfully belongs.”

Harbaugh likely will be grooming
a new quarterback in the coming
months. Alex Smith, the 2005 No. 1
overall draft pick out of Utah, be-
comes a free agent. So, finding a QB is
high on the team’s to-do list heading
into what should be a busy offseason.

Once the season begins, Harbaugh
will face a familiar foe — big brother
John Harbaugh, coach of the Balti-
more Ravens. Jim Harbaugh won’t be
attending his brother’s playoff game
in Kansas City this weekend after all.

“Let me tell you guys out in San
Francisco, you got a great one,” John
Harbaugh said. “I'm very happy he’s
not in the AFC. We’ll see him once
every four years and Super Bowls
— hopefully we could get a couple of
those. ... I got a feeling you’ll see two
pretty similarly built football teams.”

Niners team president and CEO Jed
York said when Singletary was fired
that money would be no object in find-
ing the team’s next coach. He promot-
ed vice president of player personnel
Baalke to GM earlier this week, then
they worked together to make their
push for Harbaugh, who also was in
talks with the Miami Dolphins and
Stanford.

The 49ers didn’t put him on a dead-
line, telling Harbaugh, “There can’t
be any doubt in your mind,” York
said.

Barner Oregon’s
secret weapon

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. — Oregon
has been known to use both LaMi-
chael James and Kenjon Barner at
the same time, but whether that’s
the intention against Auburn, Barn-
er was mum.

“You’ll have to wait and see,” he
smiled.

That was about the only thing that
Barner wouldn’t talk about Friday,
when the team met the media in ad-
vance of the BCS title game between
the No. 1 Tigers and the No. 2 Ducks.
He even did the Dougie dance for a
reporter.

Even if Oregon doesn’t use their
two sophomore running backs in
tandem, Barner could prove prob-
lematic for Auburn because he is as
speedy as James — meaning that the
Tigers won’t catch a break if James
takes a rest.

Barner was clearly enjoying him-
self in Arizona after a strange sea-
son.

He was the starter at running back
for the opener against New Mexico
while James, his best friend and
roommate, served a one-game sus-

pension for trouble in the offseason.

Barner made the most of his op-
portunity, running for four touch-
downs and catching another score.
His performance was so strong some
even suggested the Ducks could have
a real dilemma if James got off to a
slow start.

That wasn’t the case, so Barner set-
tled into his role as backup with dual
duty on special teams.

Everything changed on Oct. 9.

Barner wasflattened on akickoffre-
turn by Washington State’s Anthony
Carpenter. He was motionless on the
ground for a long while, his parents
rushing to his side as an ambulance
pulled up. James hid his expression
with a towel over his head.

Barner went to a hospital in Pull-
man, then was treated further when
he got back to Oregon. James showed
him the clip of the hit on YouTube
when he was still in the hospital.
Barner remembered none of it.

Barner suffered a serious concus-
sion — so bad that he had absolutely
no memories of anything in the game
except for taking the field. The head

Amare brings his Knicks to Phoenix

PHOENIX — If any-
one wondered, and
plenty did, whether
Amare Stoudemire
could thrive without
those slick passes from
Steve Nash, nobody is
wondering now.

Stoudemire brought
“his” New York Knicks
to Phoenix for the first
time Friday night and
at the morning shoot-
around acknowledged
that he felt his efforts
weren’t fully appreci-
ated in his eight-year
run with the Suns.

“There’s been inju-
ries to where my per-

severance may have
gotten overlooked,”
he said, “just my hard
work and what I bring
to a franchise and to a
team may have gotten
overlooked. But it’s a
matter of staying pro-
fessional and playing
the game of basketball
and ultimately doing
whatever it takes to
win a championship
for your teammates.”
Suns fans sure ap-
preciate him now, af-
ter how the team has
struggled since his de-
parture. He got a stand-
ing ovation when he
was introduced before

Friday night’s tip-off.
Then, in a triumphant
return, he scored 23
points in a 121-96 rout,
matching Phoenix’s
worst home loss in 11
seasons.

With the Suns, Stou-
demire was a five-time
All-Star and all-NBA
first team in 2007. He
made it to the Western
Conferencefinalstwice,
including last season,
but never beyond.

In New York, Stou-
demire said, he feels
like “arock star.”

“It’s unbelievable

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Lindsey Vonn wins
World Cup downhill

ALTENMARKT-ZAUCHENSEE,
Austria — Lindsey Vonn won a wom-
en’s downhill Saturday, earning her
fourth victory of the season and mov-
ing within four victories of Anja Paer-
son’s record of 41 World Cup titles.

Vonn, the three-time defending over-
all champion, skied well off course
in a sharp right turn but recovered
to finish the 3-kilometer Kaelberloch
course in 1 minute, 46.39 seconds.

Sweden’s Paerson placed second,
0.43 behind the American, to earn her
first podium finish of the season.

It’s Vonn’s 20th career downhill title
and 37th overall.

“It’s always great to win a race in
Austria, it feels like a second home
to me here,” said Vonn, who usually
spends a month training in this re-
gion during the offseason.

Austria’s Anna Fenninger was 0.98
seconds back in third for her first top-
3 finish in downhill, while World Cup
leader Maria Riesch took fourth — an-
other 0.07 back.

The German remained on top of the
standings with 883 points, followed by
Vonn with 747.

Vonn was the fastest starter but was
not clean afterward.

“I almost ended up in the safety nets
in the middle part,” she said. “I tried
to forget about that and gain speed
again in the next turn. If you race ag-
gressively, you can win much time
on this course. ... my skis were really
fast.”

Riesch was pleased with her per-

formance after struggling with the
course during the two days of train-
ing.

“It’s a shame to miss the podium by
just 0.07, but I am very satisfied,” the
German said. “I definitely did better
today but made a mistake in the mid-
dle part. I lost speed and time there.”

The U.S. coaches and Vonn’s hus-
band, Thomas, helped her prepare
for the race during the course inspec-
tion.

“We always make a plan together,
it gives me confidence going into the
race,” she said. “I've made a lot of
mistakes this season, but I know I
have to stay cool and avoid unneces-
sary risks.”

Paerson saw the first half of her sea-
son ruined by equipment troubles,
but seems to have found the right set-
up for the second part.

“The right feeling on the snow has
always been key to the successes in
my career,” she said. “If it doesn’t feel
well, I can’t ski well.”

The Swede took a break around the
start of the new year to test new skis.

“From the first training here I felt
that I was on the right way,” she said.
“I even had the idea I could win to-
day. Being on the podium is just what
I wanted.”

Paerson, whostarted 17th, wasahead
of Fenninger’s best time throughout.
Her hopes of winning the downbhill
lasted for two racers until Vonn sped
down wearing bib 20.

“He sees the game bet-
ter, offensively and
defensively. He under-
stands what it takes to
win. Probably the big-
gest thing is he doesn’t
get frustrated at all. He
just keeps telling the
guys hang in there, even
when we were 3-8, hang
in there and let’s keep
playing.”

Stoudemire entered
Friday night’s game
second in the NBA in
scoring at 26.4 points
per game. Kevin Durant
leads the league at 27.9.

Phoenix coach Alvin
Gentry does not be-
grudge Stoudemire’s
desire to escape Nash’s
shadow.

“There’s nothing
wrong with that,” Gen-
try said. “I don’t see any-
thing negative in that.
He just felt being here
that it was going to be
Steve’s team a lot, and
I think he felt he would
like to have a team that
was his, that he was the
focal point.”

each year guaranteed.

“I can’t be critical of
that,” Nash said. “That’s
not my money. Obvious-
ly, I wanted Amare to
stay and I think, maybe
foolishly, I thought he
would, that somehow
we would get an agree-
ment.”

While the Knicks are
20-14 and on the rise, the
Suns are 14-19 and have
lost 10 of 13. They are 1-6
since they sent leading
scorer Jason Richard-
son, Hedo Turkoglu and
Earl Clark to Orlando
for Vince Carter, Mic-
kael Pietrus, Marcin
Gortat the Magic’s 2011
first-round draft pick
and cash.

Even with the addi-
tion of the 6-foot-11 Gor-
tat, the Suns are short
on size and overloaded
at the wing position.

“We lost an All-Star

power forward and
didn’t replace him,”
Nash said.

arents of newborns can’t wait for the baby to sleep

through the night, but sleeping through the night can

be a problem for children of any age, from birth

through their teen years. Even naptime can present a
challenge, with a number of daytime sounds and distractions
preventing the baby from getting the uninterrupted sleep a
parent hopes for.

Sleep is vital to a child’s health and growth, but what can
parents do to help promote quality sleep?

Here are some simple
ways to trim your pre-
miums:

. Reduce the ben-
efit period: A policy
that covers you for two
or three years, versus
an unlimited benefit,
meets the needs for most
people and can cut your
premiums in half.

. Lower the daily
benefit: You can get a
policy that pays $100,
$150, $200 per day or
more, but the higher the
benefit, the higher your
premium. To figure out

how much cov-
erage to get,
check out the
nursing home
prices in the
area you planto
be. Then figure
out how much
of the bill you
could shoulder
yourself, and
choose a benefit
that makes up
the difference.
Extend the wait-
ing period: Most policies
have waiting periods
(30, 60, 90 days, or more)
that require you to pay
out-of-pocket before the
policy kicks in. The lon-
ger you wait the lower
your premium.

. Get cheaper
inflation protection:
Choosing a policy that
offers inflation protec-
tion linked to the con-
sumer price index is
about 20 to 40 percent
cheaper than standard
policies that use a 5 per-
cent compound inflation
factor.

Under these
programs, if you buy a
LTC policy approved
by your state Medicaid
agency, you can protect
anamount of assetsfrom
Medicaid equal to the
benefits that your poli-
cy pays out.

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Cleaner tractors get cool reception from farmers

MILWAUKEE — Farm equipment
manufacturers are rolling out cleaner
tractors to meet stricter new federal
air regulations, but many in the in-
dustry say the challenge will be get-
ting farmers to put the high-priced
models into fields during hard eco-
nomic times.

The rules that went into effect Sat-
urday apply to tractors, construction
vehicles and other so-called nonroad
equipment. The U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency says the vehicles
are major sources of particulate-

matter emissions — the stuff that
makes smoke black and air difficult
to breathe.

Federal air standards have been
tightening since the mid-1990s. The
2011 regulations are the latest step,
requiring that diesel engines built
starting this year produce even fewer

of the nitrous oxides that can cause
acid rain.

Tractor makers, including Deere
& Co. and Case IH, have unveiled a
number of new models that meet the
so-called Tier 4 standards. But with
the greener technology adding about
10 percent to the price, many farmers
say they’re in no hurry to upgrade
tractors that might last another 25
years or more. Others are upgrading
but their old tractors are getting trad-
ed in and resold rather than retired.

Given that, the effects of the new
regulations may not be felt for de-
cades.

Paul Fortkamp, who raises poultry
in Fort Recovery, Ohio, has upgrad-
ed, buying a Tier 4 tractor from Case
IH in Racine, Wis., for use with his
corn and soybean crops. The tractor
treats the exhaust with a nitrogen-
based compound that converts it to
mostly water vapor and atmospheric
nitrogen.

Fortkamp bought the $120,000 trac-
tor to replace a 30-year-old vehicle
that he plans to sell. He said his buy-
ing decision was based on cost, not
environmental concerns.

“I needed to upgrade,” Fortkamp
said, “but the price of used equip-
ment has gotten so high that I figured
I might as well buy new. It wasn’t a
huge difference in cost.”

The new tractors can cost $100,000
to $300,000. Manufacturers say they
have added some new features to
make the price more palatable.

A Tier 4 tractor made by Deere &
Co., based in Moline, Ill., alerts the
owner if a thief tries to drive it out of
a specified area. To meet the new fed-
eral standards, the tractor has a sys-
tem that captures and cools exhaust
gas and then redirects it to the engine,
where it can burn at a lower tempera-
ture and produce fewer emissions.

Case IH defended the price on its
new tractor in part by noting its emis-

sions system makes the engine 10 per-
cent more fuel-efficient.

While environmental groups are
usually vocal about supporting green
technologies, the manufacturers
seem to be the only ones pushing the
new tractors.

The Sierra Club said the new ma-
chines and the rules that went into ef-
fect Saturday are just an incremental
step following major air pollution leg-
islation passed in the 1990s. And the
Wisconsin Farm Bureau Federation
said its members had more pressing
issues to focus on.

Some farmers said they had no in-
terest in the new tractors, even if they
did promise to be more environmen-
tally friendly.

Phillip Batho owns a dairy farm
in Plum City in western Wiscon-
sin, where he uses seven tractors to
spread manure on fields and harvest

New law has small business
more likely to offer insurance

SAUSALITO, Calif. — Small
business owners say key provi-
sions of the Patient Protection
and Affordable Care Act will
make them more likely to pro-
vide health insurance to their
employees, according to a poll by
Small Business Majority, a na-
tional nonprofit small business
advocacy organization.

Small Business Majority’s na-
tional survey of 619 small busi-
ness owners with fewer than 50
employees shows how entrepre-
neurs view two critical compo-
nents of the healthcare law —
small business tax credits and
insurance exchanges.

The survey found that 33 per-
cent of employers who currently
don’t offer insurance said they’d
be more likely to do so because of
the tax credits. Another 33 per-
cent of respondents not offering
insurance said they’d be more
likely to because of insurance ex-
changes. The results for employ-

ers already providing benefits
are almost identical.

“These findings are very en-
couraging,” said John Arens-
meyer, the chief executive offi-
cer of Small Business Majority.
“Once small business owners
learn about the tax credits and in-
surance exchanges, they realize
these provisions will help them
provide insurance to their work-
ers, many for the first time ever.
However, many employers don’t
know these provisions exist, so
it’s imperative to continue get-
ting the word out so they can take
advantage of these benefits.”

Among the survey’s other find-
ings:

e An average of 31 percent of
respondents — including 40 per-
cent of businesses with three to
nine employees — who currently
offer health insurance said the
tax credits will make them more
likely to continue providing in-
surance.

* Nearly one-third (31 percent)

of respondents already offering
insurance said the exchange
makes them more likely to con-
tinue offering it.

¢ Only 31 percent of small busi-
ness owners are very or some-
what familiar with the exchange,
and 67 percent are a little or not
at all familiar with it.

¢ The margin is smaller when
asked about the small business
tax credit: 43 percent of respon-
dents are very or somewhat fa-
miliar with it, and 56 percent are
a little or not at all familiar with
this provision of the law.

The small business tax credits
allow businesses with fewer than
25 employees that have average
annual wages under $50,000 to get
a tax credit of up to 35 percent of
their health insurance costs be-
ginning in tax year 2010.

Insurance exchanges, which
go into effect in 2014, are online
marketplaces where small busi-
nesses and individuals can band
together to purchase insurance.

Jobs Act yields more than $12 billion
in SBA lending over three months

WASHINGTON — SBA Ad-
ministrator Karen Mills has an-
nounced that as of Dec. 31 the
agency had approved more than
$10.3 billion in loan guarantees
which supported more than $12
billion in lending to small busi-
nesses since President Obama
signed the Small Business Jobs
Act of 2010 on Sept. 27.

The Jobs Act included an exten-
sion of reduced fees and higher
guarantee loan enhancements in
the agency’s two largest loan pro-
grams.

In a statement, Mills noted that
SBA moved quickly to get these
critical loan dollars in the hands
of small businesses and just three
months later all of the $505 mil-
lion in subsidy provided in the
Jobs Act to support the loan en-
hancements has been utilized by
the agency’s national network of

I'm very proud that as a re-
sult of those close relationships
and partnerships we were able
to quickly put this significant
amount of capital into the hands
of our nation’s largest job cre-
ation engine.

“The loan enhancements of
higher guarantees and reduced
fees first implemented as part of

the Recovery Act have been a vi-
tal resource for tens of thousands
of small businesses at a critical
time when lending markets had
dried up. Beginning in February
2009, these loan enhancements
engineered a significant turn-
around in SBA lending, includ-
ing driving record-high levels
of SBA lending in recent weeks.
The end result is that the agency
helped put more than $42 billion
in the hands of small businesses
through the Recovery Act and
Jobs Act combined.

“These enhancements have
been a key piece of the Obama
Administration’s efforts to help
small businesses drive our na-
tion’s economic recovery. As we
transition back to our standard
guarantees and fee rates, SBA
loan programs will continue to
play an important role, as they

appy new year! We hope you are as ex-

cited about 2011 and the start of a new

decade as we are. After the “lost” de-

cade for stocks from 2000-2010, we cer-
tainly expect a better show in the next 10 years.
And we believe there are compelling reasons to be
cautiously optimistic about the prospects for in-
vesting this year.

As outlined last week, history seems to be on our
side. Specifically, the third year of a presidential
term is typically the strongest one for the stock
market.

Furthermore, going all the way back to World
WarII, the third year of economic recovery (which
we will be entering come March, given that the
stock market hit bottom in March of 2009), has on
average seen a plus-10 percent return for stocks.

Here are some other reasons we feel compelled
to hope for the best in 2011, based on a “report
card” from the latter part of 2010.

The U.S. economy grew faster than previously
estimated in the third quarter of 2010.

Optimism concerning the recovery has risen
over the past six weeks, as economic data seems
to show consumers spending more freely and
businesses curbing layoffs.

The 2010 holiday shopping season appeared to
go pretty well for retailers, even though consum-
er spending in the third quarter was lower than
the government had anticipated. A revival of con-
sumer spending is expected to take root in 2011,
thanks in part to the tax legislation just signed
into law.

Our nation’s gross domestic product (GDP) rose
by 2.6 percent in the third quarter, compared with
a previous estimate of 2.5 percent and actual GDP
growth of only 1.7 percent in the second quarter
of 2010.

Exports have been strong and businesses have
been spending more than expected to restock
their shelves. Hopefully, this indicates that they
anticipate stronger sales ahead.

Economic forecasters have been increasing
their growth projections both for the fourth quar-
ter of 2010 and for 2011.

Indeed, eight banks and private economic-re-
search firms surveyed by the Wall Street Journal
have raised their growth estimates for the fourth
quarter from 2.6 percent to 3.5 percent.

The National Association of Realtors recently
reported that U.S. sales of existing homes rose 5.6
percent in November from a month earlier. Fur-
thermore, the average price for an existing home
was up for the first time since August and by 0.4
percent from a year earlier.

Still, it would be naive not to acknowledge that
the housing market remains weak. There is a
large glut of unsold homes, and roughly a third
of existing homes sold were in financial distress
(such as foreclosure status or a sale price less than
the amount owed).

Hopefully, this collective economic data trans-
lates into less fear about a double-dip recession.

Therefore, until we have reason to believe other-
wise, we see the 2011 investment cup as half-full.

have for decades, in
helping entrepreneurs
and small business own-
ers start or grow their
businesses and create
jobs.

“The Small Business
Jobs Act is the most con-
sequential piece of leg-
islation affecting small
businesses enacted in
more than a decade.
While we are proud of
how quickly SBA could
provide $12 billion in
capital to small busi-
nesses, we remain fo-
cused on implementing
other key provisions of
this law that will con-
tinue to expand access
to capital, help small
businesses compete for
federal contracting dol-
lars, strengthen small
business exports and
provide other critical
support.”

During the quarter,
SBA approved nearly
22,000 small business
loans for $10.47 billion,
supporting a total of
$12.16 billion in lend-
ing.

The cause was a
chronic low-grade yeast
infection that made me
constantly itchy. The
rubbing made it feel
better but caused
inflammation, and it
was a long time until I
was treated properly
and the behavior went
away. Yeast infections
can be triggered by
undetected food sensi-
tivities and often go
undiagnosed in both
boys and girls. The
resultant itching (and
other people’s reac-
tions) can cause lasting
emotional anxiety.

New York: Years ago,
my little sister used to
do the same thing. Our
family doctor discov-
ered that she had pin-
worms. Our entire fam-
ily had to be treated,
and our mother boiled
all our sheets and
undergarments to kill
the pinworm eggs.

Danbury, Conn.:
That child should be
examined by a derma-
tologist for a possible
skin condition such as
lichen simplex chroni-
cus or lichen sclerosus.
These are not uncom-
mon in the genital
region and can be treat-
ed with topical medica-
tions such as cortisone
creams.

Ohio: The girl may
have an infection or
allergic reaction (from
soap, bubble baths,
laundry detergents, cer-

tain foods, etc.) that is
causing itching or dis-
comfort.

Texas: We had the
same situation with a
pupil at our school. The
girl’s third grade teach-
er came up with a solu-
tion. She met with the
student and her moth-
er, and found a simple
gesture the teacher
could use to signal the
student when the
behavior was happen-
ing. In this case, the
teacher tapped her own
chin with her finger. It
was so subtle, no one
else was even aware of
it, but the student knew
to stop the behavior.
When the child entered
my fourth grade class,
this information was
passed on to me, and I
only had to signal her
once.

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Report: More young people are
winding up in nursing homes

fit in here. No one else
in this nursing home
wears Air Jordans. No
one else has stacks of
music videos by 2Pac
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and Jay-Z. No one else is
just 26.

It’s no longer unusual
to find a nursing home
resident who is de-
cades younger than his
neighbor: About one in
seven people now liv-
ing in such facilities in
the U.S. is under 65. But
the growing phenom-
enon presents a host of
challenges for nursing
homes, while patients
like Martin face stag-
gering isolation.

“It’s just a depressing
place to live,” Martin
says. “I'm stuck here.
You don’t have no pri-
vacy at all. People die
around you all the time.
It starts to really get
depressing because all
you’re seeing is nega-

tive,
tive.”

The number of un-
der-65 nursing home
residents has risen
about 22 percent in the
past eight years to about
203,000, according to an
analysis of statistics
from the Centers for
Medicare and Medicaid
Services. That number
has climbed as mental
health facilities close
and medical advances
keep people alive after
they’ve suffered trau-
matic injuries. Still, the
overall percentage of
nursing home residents
30 and younger is less
than 1 percent.

Martin was left a
quadriplegic when he
was accidentally shot in

negative, nega-
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the neck last year by his
stepbrother. He spent
weeks hospitalized be-
fore being released to a
different nursing home
and eventually ended
up in his current resi-
dence, the Sarasota
Health and Rehabilita-
tion Center. There are
other residents who are
well short of retirement
age, but he is the young-
est.

The yellow calendar
on the wall of Martin’s
small end-of-the-hall
room advertises activi-
ties such as arts and
crafts. In the small com-
monroom down thehall,
a worker draws a bingo
ball and intones, “I-16. I-
one-six.” As Martin ma-
neuvers his motorized
wheelchair through the
hallway, most of those
he passes have white
hair and wrinkled skin.

“It’s lonely here,”
Martin says, as a single
tear drips from his right
eye.

Martin exchanges
muted hellos with older
residents as he travels
down the hall to smoke
outside. His entire daily
routine, from showering
to eating to enjoying a
cigarette, is dictated by
the schedules of those
on whom he relies for
help.

He usually wakes up
late, then waits for an
aide to shower him,
dress him and return
him to his wheelchair.
He watches TV, goes to
therapy five days a week
and waits most days for
his friend to bring him
meals.

He mostly keeps to
himself, engaging in in-
frequent and superficial
conversations with his
elders.

Martin’s parents are
unable to care for him
at home. His father is a
truck driver who is con-
stantly on the road, and
his stepmother is sick
with lupus. Medicaid
pays his bills; it could
take a lawsuit for him to
get care outside a nurs-
ing home.

Advocates who help
young patients find al-
ternatives to nursing
homes say people are
often surprised to learn
there are so many in the
facilities. About 15 per-
cent of nursing home
residents are under 65.

“When I tell people
I try to get kids out of
nursing homes, they
have no idea,” says Ka-
tie Chandler, a social
worker for the nonprofit
Georgia Advocacy Of-
fice.

Federal law requires
states to provide alter-
natives to institutional
care when possible,
though its implementa-
tion varies from place
to place. Navigating
the system can require
a knowledgeable advo-
cate and, sometimes,
litigation.

Not all younger nurs-
ing home residents are
there for good. Some
nursing homes are see-
ing an increase in pa-
tients who come to re-
cover there instead of in
a hospital, because it is
cheaper for their insur-
ance company.

Like Martin, many
younger residents have
suffered a traumatic in-
jury. Others have neuro-
muscular diseases such
as multiple sclerosis, or
have suffered a stroke.

Brent Kaderli, 26, of
Baytown, Texas, Dbe-
came a quadriplegic
after a car accident in
2006. He hopes reha-
bilitation will help him
gain enough strength to
move into an assisted
living facility and even-
tually, to an apartment
with his girlfriend.

He shares his nursing
home room with an old-
er man who suffers from
dementia. It is not ideal,
but because his parents’
home is not modified to
accommodate his wheel-
chair, he thinks it’s the
only option right now.

“Justknowingthatone
day I will be better, I'm
still hoping and praying
for that. In the mean-
time, I think about my
family and my friends,
what I used to be able to
do, and I stay sad a lot,”
he says. “This is proba-
bly the best that I could
have at this point.”

The same generational
tensions that exist out-
side nursing homes are
inside them as well, and
are sometimes exacer-
bated by the often close
confines.

Older residents com-
plain about loud music
and visitors, younger
residents complain
about living with some-
one with dementia or
being served creamed
spinach. Many nurs-
ing homes try to house
younger residents to-
gether, though in many
cases their small num-
bers make that difficult.

For young people who
find themselves newly
disabled, the psycho-
logical and social needs
are often even more
challenging than their
physical demands. That
presents a challenge for
nursing homes that are
used to serving people
near the ends of their
lives.

At Bayshore Health
Centerin Duluth, Minn.,
34 of the 160 residents
are younger people, all
living in private rooms
in their own wing. The
staff has found that sub-
tle changes can improve
their lives.

Instead of bingo night,
there are poker games
and outings to night-
clubs. For someone who
stays up late watching a
movie, breakfast can be
served at 10 a.m., rather
than 7 a.m. Pizza is of-
fered in place of lasa-
gna; Mountain Dew and
Coke are poured instead
of coffee and tea.

Still, many younger
residents sink into de-
pression because of
their physical limita-
tions, their loneliness
and their nursing home
surroundings.

“For them it’s a life
sentence. When you're
40 years old you know
you’re never getting out.
This is the way your life
will be forever and ever.
Amen,” says Diane Pers-
son, a gerontologist who
has written about the
boom in younger nurs-
ing home residents.

Martin fears that may
be true for him. He used
to look forward to join-
ing the Army and earn-
ing a college degree in
science or engineering.
Now he simply looks
forward to visits from
his friend Paul Tuttle,
who on this day brings
him nachos he feeds
him along with sips of
water.
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
