and hair samples and 
fingerprints for the par-
ents to keep.”

One item Chamness 
does recommend for 
the parents to obtain 
on their own is a photo-
graph of the child. While 
DNA and fingerprints 
are apt to stay the same, 
physical features are 
bound to change with 
the growth of the child. 

“With cell phones, 
digital cameras and all 
these other ways to get 
pictures, it is easy to 
have access to photos,” 
Chamness noted. 

The Kid Print program 
has been available to 
the community through 
the health fair for more 
than 15 years, according 
to Chamness. 

“It’s a great way to 
reach the parents who 
are already there with 
their children,” Cham-
ness said. “A lot of 
people come through 
there already learning 
about keeping their kids 
healthy.”

The health fair is just

Texas pastor charged
 in wife’s shooting death

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — A pastor and a member 
of his church have been charged in the shooting 
death of his wife in South Texas.

Cameron County Sheriff Omar Lucio says capital 
murder charges have been filed against 40-year-old 
Julio Cesar Perez and 20-year-old Gabriel Apolinar 
Escalante.

Perez leads the Ministerios Manantial de Vida 
near San Benito, about 20 miles northwest of 
Brownsville.

The body of 39-year-old Sonia Perez, who was a 
third-grade teacher in Rio Hondo, was found in her 
vehicle in the area Thursday night.

Perez and Escalanate were arraigned Sunday 
and are being held without bond. Cameron County 
Detention Center records do not list attorneys for 
the men. The sheriff says authorities are seeking a 
third suspect.

Lucio declined to say who is accused of firing the 
fatal shots.

Sheriff: Family dog kept 
missing SC boy warm

ELGIN, S.C. (AP) — Authorities are crediting the 
family dog with keeping a missing 2-year-old South 
Carolina boy safe and warm as he spent a night out-
side.

Kershaw County Sheriff Jim Matthews says Tyler 
Jacobson was found with the dog behind a house 
across the street from his home Saturday morn-
ing.

His mother reported Tyler missing Friday night 
after the boy left the room where the family was 
watching a movie and didn’t return. Deputies used 
bloodhounds and a helicopter to search until after 
midnight but found nothing.

Matthews says the family’s part-Labrador retriev-
er apparently found the boy and kept watch over 
him as temperatures dipped into the 40s.

The woman who lives in the house where Tyler 
was found said she heard barking outside but ig-
nored it until she heard crying, too.

Southwest to cancel 
70 flights for inspections

DALLAS (AP) — Southwest Airlines expects to 
cancel 70 more flights on Monday as it inspects old-
er planes for cracks in the fuselage.

The airline canceled about 600 flights over the 
weekend after a Boeing 737-300 jet sprung a 5-foot 
hole in the roof shortly after takeoff from Phoenix 
on Friday. The plane made an emergency landing. 
Southwest said no one was seriously injured.

Spokeswoman Brandy King says Southwest has 
inspected 33 similar planes and returned them to 
service and expects to complete checks on remain-
ing grounded planes by late Tuesday.

King says two planes had cracks similar to those 
in the Phoenix jet and will be repaired before they 
fly again. A National Transportation Safety Board 
member tells The Associated Press a third plane 
was also found to have cracks developing.

Banks, credit-card issuers 
warn of e-mail breach

NEW YORK (AP) — With the possible theft of 
millions of consumer e-mail addresses from an ad-
vertising company, several large companies have 
started warning customers to expect fraudulent 
e-mails that try to coax account login information 
from them.

A dozen companies said over the weekend that 
hackers may have learned their e-mail addresses 
because of a security breach at a Dallas-based com-
pany called Epsilon that manages e-mail communi-
cations.

Among the affected companies are banks like 
Capital One Financial Corp., Barclays Bank, U.S. 
Bancorp and Citigroup Inc., JPMorgan Chase & 
Co., and retailers like Best Buy Co., TiVo Inc., Wal-
green Co. and Kroger Co.

The College Board, the not-for-profit organization 
that runs the SATs, also warned that a hacker may 
have obtained student e-mail addresses.

Walt Disney Co.’s travel subsidiary, Disney Des-
tinations, sent e-mails warning customers on Sun-
day.

Epsilon said Friday that its system had been 
breached, exposing e-mail addresses and customer 
names but no other personal information.

The e-mail addresses could be used to target spam. 
It’s also a standard tactic among online fraudsters 

to send e-mails to random people, purporting to be 
from a large bank and asking them to login in at 
a site that looks like the bank’s site. Instead, the 
fraudulent site captures their login information 
and uses it to access the real account.

The data breach could make these so-called 
“phishing” attacks more efficient, by allowing the 
fraudsters to target people who actually have an ac-
count with the bank.

Workers use dye to trace 
radioactive water leak in latest 
setback at Japanese nuclear plant

TOKYO (AP) — Workers used a milky white dye 
Monday as they frantically tried to trace the path 
of highly radioactive water gushing near Japan’s 
tsunami-damaged nuclear plant and seeping into 
the ocean.

A crack in a maintenance pit found over the 
weekend was the latest confirmation that radioac-
tivity continues to spill into the environment. The 
leak is a symptom of the primary difficulty at the 
Fukushima Dai-ichi complex: Radioactive water is 
pooling around the plant and preventing workers 
from powering up cooling systems needed to stabi-
lize dangerously vulnerable fuel rods.

Engineers have turned to a host of improvised 
and sometimes bizarre methods to tame the nuclear 
plant after it was crippled in Japan’s magnitude 9.0 
quake and tsunami on March 11. Efforts over the 
weekend to clog the leak with a special polymer, 
sawdust and even shredded newspapers failed to 
halt the flow at a cracked concrete maintenance pit 
near the shoreline.

Suspecting they might be targeting the wrong 
channel to the pit, workers tried to see if they con-
firm the leak’s pathway by dumping into the sys-
tem several pounds (kilograms) of salts used to give 
bathwater a milky hue, plant operator Tokyo Elec-
tric Power Co. said Monday.

“There could be other possible passages that the 
water may be traveling. We must watch carefully 
and contain it as quickly as possible,” said Hide-
hiko Nishiyama, a spokesman for the Nuclear Safe-
ty and Industrial Agency.

Libyan rebels advance on strategic 
oil town as Gadhafi envoy makes 
diplomatic push

BREGA, Libya (AP) — Libyan rebels have pushed 
into the strategic oil town of Brega as a government 
envoy begins a trip to Europe to discuss an end to 
the fighting.

Brega has been the site of battles during weeks 
of back-and-forth battling along Libya’s eastern 
coast.

The rebels, backed by airstrikes, have been mak-
ing incremental advances. On Monday, the town 
was under rebel control.

An envoy of Moammar Gadhafi told Greece’s 
prime minister Sunday that the Libyan leader was 
seeking a way out of the crisis. Abdul-Ati al-Obeidi 
will travel next to Turkey and Malta in a sign that 
Gadhafi’s regime may be softening its hard line in 
the face of the sustained attacks.

Troops fire on Yemen protest, 
6 killed, 30 wounded

SANAA, Yemen (AP) — Yemeni troops opened 
fire on crowds of protesters demanding the ouster 
of President Ali Abdullah Saleh, killing six and 
wounding more than 30 on Monday in the second 
straight day of clashes in a southern city, witnesses 
and medical officials said.

The bloodshed in the city of Taiz further stoked 
the more than month-old uprising against Saleh’s 
32-year-rule. The opposition has been holding 
continual protest camps in main squares of cit-
ies around the country, and on Monday new dem-
onstrations in solidarity with the Taiz protesters 
erupted in several places.

The violence began when thousands of protest-
ers marched through Taiz toward Freedom Square, 
where demonstrators have been camped out. As the 
march passed the governor’s headquarters, troops 
stationed there blocked the procession, and clashes 
broke out, with some protesters throwing stones, 
witnesses said.

Troops on nearby rooftops opened fire with live 
ammunition on the crowd and the marchers then 
turned to besiege the governor’s headquarters, said 
Bushra al-Maqtara, an opposition activist in Taiz, 
and other witnesses.

Boston 3-party
Rangers open 2011 baseball
season by sweeping Red Sox

ARLINGTON (AP) — Inten-
tional or not, the Texas Rangers 
sent a loud message this open-
ing weekend.

They can still hit with the 
best of them. And, even without 
Cliff Lee, their pitching is good 
enough to make the reigning 
AL champs among the teams to 
beat this season.

Ian Kinsler and Nelson Cruz 
became the first set of team-
mates to homer in each of the 
first three games in a season, 
and Matt Harrison pitched the 
Rangers to a 5-1 victory over 
the Boston Red Sox on Sunday 
and a three-game sweep of their 
season-opening series.

Coming off their first trip to 
the World Series, the Rangers 
really thumped this year’s AL 
favorites, hitting 11 home runs 
on the way to outscoring them 
26-11 in the series. Texas comes 
away 3-0 for the second time in 
three years.

“It just makes a statement 
that we’re here to try to dupli-
cate last year, that we can do it 
against anybody,” said David 
Murphy, who had the winning 
hit on opening day and got the 
Rangers going Sunday with a 
solo homer in the second in-
ning. “We did it against a great 
team.”

Boston fell to 0-3 for the first 
time since 1996, a season that 
began 0-5. The Red Sox are off 
Monday, then will try to snap 
out of their funk starting Tues-
day in Cleveland. They won’t 
get another crack at the Rang-
ers until Aug. 22 at Fenway 
Park.

“We got outplayed all the 
way around,” Boston manager 
Terry Francona said. “They hit 
better than us, they pitched bet-
ter than us. Now we’ve got to re-
group and get us a win so we can 
feel better about ourselves.”

Kinsler and Cruz came into 
the game as only the sixth set of 
teammates to homer in the first 
two games of a season. Kinsler 
also had become the first player 
to hit a leadoff homer in each 
of the first two games. Clay 
Buchholz (0-1) walked him on 
five pitches in the first inning 
to avoid any chance of making 
it three straight, then Kinsler 
delighted in going deep in his 
second plate appearance.

“It’s fun, man,” said Kinsler, 
in the lineup at designated 
hitter instead of second base. 
“We’re swinging the bats excel-
lent right now.”

Cruz’s homer was notable, 
too, as it was just the second by 
a right-handed batter to reach 
the upper deck in right field at 
Rangers Ballpark.

“I didn’t think it was going to 
hit the upper deck, but I knew it 
was gone,” Cruz said.

For all the long balls — four 
solo homers on Texas’ first five 
hits — the star of the game was 
Harrison (1-0). The left-hander 
allowed one run and five hits in 
seven innings, tying his career 
high with eight strikeouts and 
walking two.

“I knew if I hit my spots and 
mixed the speeds up, I was go-
ing to be able to keep them un-

A&M women rally to upset Stanford
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — 

Texas A&M’s defense was 
good enough to take down 
two No. 1 seeds.

They’ll find out Tuesday if 
it’s good enough to win a na-
tional title.

The Aggies rallied from a 
10-point deficit in the final 
six minutes Saturday, and 
Sydney Colson drove the 
length of the floor and found 
Tyra White for a layup with 
3.3 seconds left to give Texas 
A&M a 63-62 victory — and its 
first trip to the title game in a 

thrilling finish that included 
five lead changes in the final 
minute.

After Sydney Carter stole 
Stanford’s final pass, the Ag-
gies leapt for joy.

“It shows our competi-
tiveness, our toughness, we 
love each other like sisters,” 
White said. “We weren’t just 
happy to be here, we wanted 
to win.”

Beat either Notre Dame or 
two-time defending champ 
Connecticut on Tuesday 
night and Texas A&M (32-

5) would leave Indianapolis 
with an improbable national 
championship.

White scored 18 points, and 
All-American Danielle Ad-
ams had 16 points to help the 
Aggies end Stanford’s win-
ning streak at 27 in a row.

The Cardinal (33-3) were 
lead by Nnemkadi Ogwu-
mike’s 31 points and Jeanette 
Pohlen had 11, but went home 
empty-handed from the Final 
Four for a fourth consecutive 
year.

None of those games were as 

exciting as this one, though.
A&M trailed 54-44 with 6:01 

left to go. Adams started an 
8-0 run with two free throws 
and Colson — who woozily 
went to the bench after a hard 
screen earlier in the half — 
finally gave Texas A&M a 
59-58 lead by making two free 
throws with 53 seconds left.

Eighteen seconds later, Ad-
ams was called for a foul on 
Ogwumike. The upset Adams 
got up and started running to-
ward the Aggies bench, with 
one of the referees telling her 

to calm down. Ogwumike 
made both shots to give Stan-
ford a 60-59 lead.

A&M came back with 
White’s layup with 19 seconds 
to go, only to have Ogwumike 
answer with a tough layup 
with 9 seconds left that gave 
Stanford a 62-61 lead.

The Aggies, without a tim-
eout, immediately got the ball 
to Colson, who raced up the 
floor and dished to the cut-
ting White for the winner.

“It’s time to make history,” 
Colson said.

Butler, UConn in unlikely NCAA title match
HOUSTON (AP) — Butler 

coach Brad Stevens loves an 
underdog, whether it’s his 
team back in the Final Four 
or Connecticut making an 
unprecedented five-games-in-
five-nights run through the 
Big East tournament.

Wait, what?
A Big East team as an un-

derdog? The coach at tiny 
Butler cheering for big, bad 
UConn?

Welcome to the bizarro 
world of college basketball 
in 2011 — a sport where not 
only is anything possible, but 
where nothing quite makes 
sense. A sport in which the 
story of a small school from 
a small conference making a 
run to a title is no more rare 
than that of the late-season 
magic conjured by a power 
program with one of the na-

tion’s best players.
Butler and Connecticut will 

meet Monday in the national 
title game — the eighth-seed-
ed Bulldogs trying to finish 
the deal after coming oh-
so-close last season and the 
third-seeded Huskies (31-9), 
led by Kemba Walker, talk-
ing about shocking the world 
with their 11th straight victo-
ry after a regular season that 
foreshadowed none of this.

“We were all rooting for 
UConn because it was a great 
story,” Stevens said, “a lot of 
fun to follow.”

As is Butler, the team from 
a 4,500-student campus in 
Indianapolis that practices 
at Hinkle Fieldhouse, used 
as the backdrop for the clas-
sic movie “Hoosiers” — the 
based-on-reality melodrama 
in which tiny Hickory High 

stares down the biggest 
schools in Indiana and wins 
the state championship. On 
its second try.

What seemed impossible 
in that movie is becoming 
more the norm, at least in the 
college game. Last season, 
Butler (28-9) came one des-
peration heave from toppling 
Duke to become the first true 
mid-major to win the champi-
onship. This season, Butler 
wasn’t even the biggest long-
shot at the Final Four. That 
was VCU, an 11th seed that 
fell to the Bulldogs in Satur-
day’s semifinal.

As recently as 2008, the 
NCAA tournament landed all 
four No. 1 seeds in the Final 
Four. This year, there wasn’t 
a single 1 or 2 for the first 
time in the 33-year history of 
seeding.

UConn coach Jim Calhoun 
said this has been the natural 
progression since the NCAA 
started limiting scholarships 
and new NBA rules triggered 
a flood of players who would 
come to college for one year, 
then declare for the draft.

“It’s as close to parity as 
there can be,” Calhoun said. 
“It certainly can occur in a 
tournament a lot more than 
it could playing a Saturday 
night, then Big Monday. It’s 
just the nature of things. 
... The one-and-done thing, 
walking the tightrope is a 
hard thing, a very difficult 
thing.”

If anyone can say they’ve 
mastered it this season, it’s 
UConn. Led by Walker, the 
junior guard on the verge of 
becoming the best player to 
ever put on a Huskies uni-

form, Connecticut won five 
games in five nights against 
Big East competition to win 
the postseason tournament.

A remarkable accomplish-
ment in any conference, but 
especially the Big East — the 
16-team behemoth that placed 
a record 11 teams in the tour-
nament this year. Maybe be-
cause of the grueling nature 
of its regular season, the Big 
East wore down and had a 
terrible showing, only mov-
ing two teams into the second 
weekend.

But Connecticut is still 
standing, a testament to 
Walker’s playmaking ability 
(he’s averaging 25.5 points 
during this 10-game winning 
streak) and Calhoun’s ability 
to adjust on the fly to the fa-
tigue that has predictably set 
in.
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
