A Big Spring man found 
guilty of possession of co-
caine by a 118th District Court 
jury in March 2009 had his 
conviction affirmed by the 
11th District of Texas Court of 
Appeals this month, uphold-
ing his multi-year prison sen-
tence.

Jesse Woodruff, 23, was sen-
tenced to 12 years in the Tex-
as Department of Corrections 
after being convicted of pos-

sessing more than 17 grams of 
crack cocaine during a traffic 
stop in October 2008. The trial 
took just one day. 

Woodruff could have been 
sentenced to as little as two 
years or as much as 20 years 
in prison. As a first-time fel-
on, he also was eligible for 
probation, according to court 
officials.

According to documents 
filed on Woodruff’s behalf, 
the Big Spring man presented 
five issues on appeal. In the  
issues, he contended the evi-

dence was legally and factual-
ly insufficient to support his 
conviction; asserted  his right 
to due process was violated; 
the admission of evidence of 
extraneous conduct; and a 
pair of complaints of remarks 
made by the prosecutor dur-
ing trial.  

The case was tried by How-
ard County District Attor-
ney Hardy Wilkerson, while 
Odessa attorney Justin Low 
represented Woodruff.

“The record in this case 
shows that appellant was a 
passenger in a vehicle that 
was stopped by police for 
a traffic violation at about 
2:30 a.m.,” the memorandum 
opinion reads. “Appellant 
(Woodruff) was in the front 
passenger seat.

“The two officers conduct-
ing the traffic stop were

Reservoirs aren’t the only 
things running low these 
days, as city officials warn 
that residents caught violat-
ing  water restrictions in the 
face of a region-
wide shortage 
are going to find 
patience for their 
wasteful ways a 
long-gone com-
modity.

Chad Averette, 
director of the 
city’s Code Enforc-
ment Office, said 
the city will be taking a zero-
tolerance approach to viola-
tions to mandatory water re-
striction.

“In the past, we’ve been 
able to work with the water 
customers and do everything 
we can to not issue a citation. 
Unfortunately, as the need for 
water continues to become 

more dire, the need to protect 
what little we have left is ab-
solutely essential, and that 
means issuing citations to 
those people who don’t follow 

the restrictions.”
City officials agreed to re-

strict the outdoor use of wa-
ter — aimed largely at the wa-
tering of lawns — to just one 

day a week during last week’s 
city council meeting, agree-
ing to a schedule of Saturdays 
from 6 p.m. until 10 p.m. for 
residential customers and 

Tuesdays from 6 a.m. until 10 
a.m. for businesses.

The restrictions come on

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County fair booth
reservations sought

The fair is back and it’s time to 
make reservations for those planning 
on having a booth. 

The Howard County Fair is sched-
uled for three days, Sept. 
29 through Oct. 1, at the 
fair barn. Admission will 
be $6. The fair will kick 
off at 5 p.m. Thursday and 
Friday and last until 10 
p.m. Saturday, doors will be open from 10 a.m. 
until 10 p.m.

“We are going to try three days this year instead 
of the usual four days,” Derek Wash,treasurer of 
the Fair Association, said. “We are trying to ac-

commodate our vendors a little bit better and hopefully get 
more of them out here.”

This year, booths located in the fair barn will be available 
for $175. Each booth is an eight foot by 10 foot space. Ven-
dors can provide their own table and chairs or can add a 
table and two chairs for $10. 

“As long as space is available, we will be accepting booths, 
but it is a first-come, first-serve basis as far as location choic-
es,” said Terri Blackshear, exhibit co-chair. 

Vendors will also receive four weekly passes with their 
booth rental fee. However, if electricity is needed, vendors 
will need to provide their own extension cords. There are

narcotics investigators 
who were on patrol in 
an area known for high-
crime activity and nar-
cotic trafficking. Both 
observed marihuana 
seeds in plain view in 
the vehicle. After a K-9 
unit alerted on the vehi-
cle, a water bottle was 
found underneath the 
center console where 
somebody had tried to 
hide it. The water bottle 
had a hidden compart-
ment containing 17.15 
grams of cocaine.”

The memorandum 
opinions were issued 
by Chief Justice Jim 
Wright from a panel in-
cluding Wright, Justice 
Terry McCall and John 

Hill (sitting by assign-
ment), upholding the 
conviction.

The trial was presided 
over by former 118th Dis-
trict Court Judge Robert 
H. Moore III.

the heels of an announce-
ment from the Colorado 
River Municipal Water 
District that deliveries 
to area cities are being 
cut by 20 percent due to 
the low levels of area 
reservoirs, which have 
been hard hit by the 
ongoing drought.

Other restrictions 
aimed include:

Vehicles can only be 
washed at commercial 
(including mobile) car 
wash establishments.

No outside watering 
is allowed except on 
the designated date and 
time. However, accord-
ing to the memo issued 
Friday, “Potted plants 
and flower beds can be 
watered on any day be-

tween 6 p.m. and 10 p.m. 
using a watering can 
(no water hoses).”

Washing of “houses, 
decks, sidewalks, drive-
ways, parking lots, etc ... 
is strictly prohibited.”

“The reason we’re al-
lowing people to use 
commercial car washes 
but not allowing them to 
wash their cars at home 
is because most com-
mercial business recap-
ture a portion of their 
water,” Averette said. 
“Also, the power wash-
ers don’t use nearly as 
much water as a tradi-
tional hose you would 
use at home.”

Averette said his code 
officers — along with 
Big Spring Police De-
partment officers — will 
be on the lookout for 
violations, and those 
caught misusing water 

won’t need to look for 
a warning letter in the 
mail.

“These postcards 
we’re mailing out to 
city water customers, 
these are the warning 
letters,” Averette said, 
holding up a list of man-
datory restrictions. 
“This is the only warn-
ing people are going to 
get. If you don’t receive 
the postcard in the mail, 
you can call our office 
and request one be sent 
to you. You can also 
find the same list on the 
city’s website.”

If the city’s approach 
to water conservation 
seems strict, Averette 
said it reflects the se-
riousness of the situa-
tion.

“I think there are a lot 
of people out there who 
haven’t considered just 

how serious this situa-
tion is,” he said. “What 
happens when we run 
out of water? There are 
people who are getting 
angry because they 
can’t water their flow-
ers, but you have to look 
at this from a long view. 
What are we going to do 
when we turn the water 
tap and nothing comes 
out? This is a very seri-
ous situation, and it has 
to be approached that 
way.”

Members of the Big 
Spring City Council 
seemed to share in Av-
erette’s concern for 
the situation, approv-
ing measures Tuesday 
night that broaden the 
scope of what restric-
tions City Manager 
Gary Fuqua can enact 
without a vote from the 
governing body.

Mayor Tommy Dun-
can fielded several ques-
tions during the meeting 
regarding water usage 
by local commercial en-
terprises — most notably 
the Big Spring Refinery, 
which accounts for ap-
proximately 17 percent 
of water consumption 
in the city, according to 
officials.

“Compared to their wa-
ter use three years ago, 
Alon USA (owner of the 
Big Spring Refinery) is 
down approximately 30 
percent,” Duncan told 
the council. “However, 
I will be meeting with 
them and we’ll be look-
ing to do everything we 
can to conserve water.”

In the end, according 
to Duncan, West Tex-
ans are going to have to 
treat water as the com-
modity it is until sub-

stantial rainfall replen-
ishes area reservoirs.

“Water is precious 
when you live in the 
desert, and we do,” he 
said.

Better communications needed 
after UT gunman case 

AUSTIN (AP) — Better communication is needed 
between police and other emergency responders 
during incidents such as when a University of Tex-
as sophomore killed himself at school.

The UT Police Department on Monday released 
its report on the Sept. 28 incident in which Colton 
Tooley opened fire on the Austin campus. Nobody 
else was hurt.

The report praised the response of police and 
alerting students and staff, including sirens and 
text messages. But the 911 calls from cell phones 
went to Austin police, while campus phones were 
routed to UT police. Not all officers knew that a cer-
tain radio channel was being used.

Police are working to better coordinate their ef-
forts. Chief Robert Dahlstrom also says recommen-
dations to hire additional police would be difficult 
due to budget concerns. The department has 65 of-
ficers.

2 rescued from Dallas bungee ride 
DALLAS (AP) — A bungee ride in Dallas meant to 

help a man get over his fear of heights turned into a 
three-hour ordeal at least 50 feet up when the cables 
got tangled.

Dallas firefighters using an aerial ladder truck 
rescued the man and woman Monday night.

William Mancera and Thalia Rodriguez were 
checked at the scene for possible heat stress, on 

an evening when temperatures were near 100 de-
grees.

Diego Rodriguez says his sister arranged for 
Mancera to go on the ride with her to try to help 
him deal with his fear of heights.

Live television coverage of the rescue showed 
firefighters easing the couple from the ride.

2 to face charges over 
boy’s death in Hunt County 

GREENVILLE (AP) — Two caregivers will be 
charged in the death of a 2-year-old boy whose bat-
tered body was found in a car in North Texas.

The Hunt County Sheriff’s Office says a man 
and a woman caring for Bradley Herrera will be 
charged with capital murder, with formal charges 
likely Tuesday.

The body was located after the two suspects 
called 911 Sunday morning to report the child had 
stop breathing as they allegedly were driving to a 
hospital.

Undersheriff Joe Knight said Monday that the 
boy suffered massive blunt force trauma and ap-
parently had been dead for some time.

Knight says the death was reported in the Camp-
bell area, about 50 miles northeast of Dallas.

Polygamist leader awaits ruling
SAN ANGELO (AP) — A judge in San Angelo is 

expected to rule on a second request by polygamist 
sect leader Warren Jeffs to remove the judge over-

seeing his trial.
Jeffs is to go on trial July 25 on a charge of ag-

gravated sexual assault of a child from a 2008 raid 
on a remote Texas church retreat where authori-
ties believed underage girls were being forced into 
polygamous marriages.

Jeffs’ attorney claims state District Judge Barba-
ra Walther is biased because she took an unusual 
interest in the case and received extra security be-
cause of it.

Judge John Hyde of Midland says he will issue 
his ruling Tuesday after hearing testimony on the 
request a day earlier. Hyde denied a similar motion 
last month.

So where are the jobs? Job 
creation has basically 
flattened over the past 
two months — very bad 

news, as unemployment exceeds 
9 percent.

The Democrats' economic 
stimulus was 
inadequate, and 
it's mostly over. 
And the Republi-
cans' prescription 
of more tax cuts is 
largely hogwash, 
given already 
historically low 
tax rates and the 
fact that American 
corporations are 
already sitting on 
mountains of cash 
and not using the money to hire 
Americans.

The years following the George 
W. Bush tax cuts were the worst 
for job growth in a long time. 
Only 3 million jobs were created 
in the eight Bush years, versus 
23.1 million during the Clinton 
administration. In fairness to 
George W., other trends hurting 
U.S. job creation were accelerat-
ing and — President Obama's 
critics take note — continue 
today. Globalization encourages 
U.S. companies to lay off Ameri-
cans and find cheaper labor in 
other countries. And automation 
lets U.S. factories make the same 
amount of stuff with far fewer 
people. These processes can't be 
stopped.

But Germany and other high-
wage countries are doing just 
fine employment-wise, because 
they pay scrupulous attention 
to preparing young people for 
the jobs there are. The Bush 
years were pretty dismal in that 
respect, coasting on a housing 

bubble that wove an illusion of 
prosperity.

Real estate speculation pushed 
house prices higher, egging peo-
ple to buy more expensive real 
estate on borrowed money. As 
interest rates were kept low, big 
mortgages went flying out the 
door. The result was jobs sell-
ing houses, building houses and 
lending for houses. Homebuy-
ers cashed out their fat equity 
and took the money to the mall, 
creating new positions in retail-
ing and building new retailing. 
When the music stopped, those 
jobs vanished.

Disheartening now is how 
little attention Obama has paid 
to preparing the most vulnerable 
young workers, those without 
college degrees, for decent jobs.

For instance, the administra-
tion seeks to cut 20 percent out of 
vocational and technical educa-
tion in high schools and commu-
nity colleges.

Education Secretary Arne 
Duncan will argue that Obama 
wants to hike overall education 
spending by 11 percent: Money 
for vocational training is being 
sacrificed to help more people go 
to college, said to be the ticket 
for employment in the 21st cen-
tury. Some further argue that 
rapid changes in required job 
skills will make much voca-
tional and technical training 
outmoded. But there is more to it 
than that.

Currently, two out of three 
American kids don't go to col-
lege. Some are quite smart but 
not suited for academics. Vo-
cational training keeps many 
would-be dropouts in high 
school. It gets them a job with 
middle-class wages.

And if that job goes away, what 

we have left is a mature worker 
with a record of employment, 
not some idle 30-something liv-
ing with his mother. In any case, 
globalization hits college grads, 
as well. Ask any highly trained 
computer programmer whose 
job just moved to India or Roma-
nia.

America must be the land of 
third and fourth chances. Work-
ers whose practical training in 
electronics becomes outdated 
can later attain another techni-
cal skill or pursue a college edu-
cation. Or a college grad might 
want to learn a building trade. (I 
know one who runs a very suc-
cessful carpentry shop.)

So we should stop thinking 
about vocational training and 
college as two separate paths 
veering off in entirely different 
directions. But rather than alter 
that perception, the Obama ad-
ministration seems to be enforc-
ing it.

Clearly, the great American 
job machine no longer goes on 
automatic pilot. Government 
must help keep it running 
through these tough times — 
and ensure that Americans are 
ready for 21st century tasks. 
This is one kind of spending we 
dare not cut.

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Ordinarily, I'd have 
difficulty grasping the 
magnitude of arro-
gance driving Presi-

dent Obama in budget negotia-
tions that could determine the 
survival of our nation, but after 
several painful years of observa-
tion, I've come to expect it from 
him.

Obama's person-
ality type does not 
well handle op-
position, so when 
House Majority 
Leader Eric Can-
tor refused to 
budge on Obama's 
unreasonable 
demand that the 
GOP agree to 
raise taxes during 
these economic 
hard times, which 
would not raise revenues, 
Obama blew up and "stormed out 
of the room."

Cantor suggested that the par-
ties opt for a short-term deal to 
avert the debt ceiling deadline, 
but Obama adamantly refused. 
"Enough is enough," said Obama. 
"I've reached my limit. This may 
bring my presidency down, but I 
will not yield on this."

Why is it acceptable for Obama 
to be overtly uncompromising 
but express outrage that his GOP 
opposition is unyielding? It's as 
if he's saying, "How dare you be 
as intransigent as I'm being."

Obama also warned Cantor, 
"Don't call my bluff." Notice 
all the I's and my's in Obama's 
threatening language. Did 
anyone ever tell this narcissis-
tic man "no" before he became 
president?

He acts as though the United 
States is his personal chattel to 
do with as he pleases, and no 
one (including members of the 
coequal legislative branch) and 
nothing (including the Consti-
tution) dare get in his way. He 
masquerades as a mere by-
stander in all this instead of the 
primary mover in accelerating 
this financial catastrophe and 
the primary obstructer of the 
reforms necessary to avert it.

Such petulance isn't Obama's 
only unbecoming conduct con-

cerning these negotiations. He 
recently attempted to horrify se-
niors that their Social Security 
payments would be withheld if 
Republicans didn't compromise.

Obama knows better than 
that. Reaching the debt ceiling 
wouldn't prevent the govern-
ment from spending money, 
only from spending more than it 
takes in, which means it could 
decide which payments to honor 
and which to forgo. There are 
plenty of expenditures less ur-
gent than benefits to seniors. But 
Obama chooses to scare seniors 
anyway.

This same principle applies 
to Obama's refusal to exercise 
calming presidential leadership 
at Wednesday's announcement 
by Moody's that the govern-
ment's credit rating is under re-
view for a potential downgrade. 
Moody's said the ongoing debt 
limit stalemate increases the 
risk of the government's default 
on its debt.

But that is clearly untrue, and 
a president fulfilling his fiducia-
ry duty to the nation would say 
so in unambiguous terms.

What is true is that if we don't 
radically reduce our overall 
spending and structurally re-
form our entitlement programs 
at some point in the near future, 
we will be unable to honor our 
obligations. But it is the explod-
ing national debt that is the en-
emy, not the debt ceiling, with-
out which there's no telling how 
much worse off we'd already be.

Obama should have immedi-
ately assured Moody's and the 
rest of the world that no matter 
what happens in these nego-
tiations, the United States will 
honor its debts. But just as he 
does with seniors, he prefers to 
ruthlessly leverage international 
fear as a negotiating weapon in 
his mission to remake America.

I repeat: It is past time that 
Republicans take the gloves off 
and man their offensive battle 
stations. Obama's constant as-
sumption of the offense and the 
Republicans' deferential defen-
sive positioning create the illu-
sion that Obama has more power 
than Congress and that he is not 
mainly culpable in the events 

giving rise to this impasse.
Whether or not he accepts this 

reality, Obama owns this econo-
my and the alarming explosion 
of the debt in recent years. He 
is the one whose reckless poli-
cies have greatly exacerbated 
our dire financial condition. He 
is the one whose unconsciona-
bly wasteful and irresponsible 
economic policies have tanked 
the economy and suppressed 
employment. He is the one who, 
along with his party, has not 
presented a budget in 800 days. 
He is the one who formed a 
bipartisan deficit commission 
and then ignored its findings. He 
is the one who hasn't presented 
a concrete budgetary plan. He 
is the one who refuses to reform 
entitlements despite objective 
evidence that if we don't, the 
nation will go belly up. Yet he 
is the one who is pointing all 
the fingers of blame against the 
Republicans as if they were the 
culprits.

Republicans, choose your 
spokesman (Rep. Paul Ryan 
would be a good choice), and 
call daily pressers to make your 
case instead of always ceding 
that turf to Obama. In charge 
of the purse, you have every bit 
as much right to speak out on 
fiscal matters as does Obama. 
Then begin passing your reform 
bills over and over again, forc-
ing the Democratic Senate and 
Obama to reject them. It's time 
that the president and party who 
are "creating the mess" were put 
back on their heels and exposed 
for their wanton fiscal destruc-
tion.

Having lowered the 
truck’s windows to 
enjoy the early morn-
ing temperature, the 
game warden turned 
off the two-lane road 
and stopped. Before 
he drove toward the 
headquarters on the 
ranch road, he wanted 
to savor the silence of 
open rangeland.

Raising the windows 
to prevent dust from 
coating the inside of his 
pickup, he continued 
on the winding caliche 
path to the large com-
pound in the distance. 
Every time he slowed 
for a low water cross-
ing, a cloud of where he 
had been settled over 
his vehicle.

“It’s out back,” said 
the rancher as the two 
men shook hands once 
again. As they walked 
the length of an old 
wooden barn, the land-
owner described what 
he had seen.

Close to the ground, 
an owl had tried ear-
lier to leave when the 
rancher had come 
around the corner of 
the structure. Since 
the raptor didn’t get 
more than two to three 
feet off the ground, he 
sensed something was 
wrong.

“Let’s see if it’s still 
there,” he advised as 
they neared the end of 
the building. As if on 
cue, the owl repeated its 
attempt to leave. Only 
flying about 30 feet, it 
settled back down to the 
ground.

 After going to his 
truck for a pole net, 
the officer slowly 
approached the owl. 
When close enough to 
place his net over it, he 
paused.

In his mind, he tried 
to recapture the beauty 
of its silent flight. Just 
seeing its long, broad 
wings carry it safely to 
a landing was impres-
sive.

When the owl looked 
away for a second, the 
game warden slipped 
his net over it and held 
the bird to the ground. 
With little resistance, 
the raptor was placed in 
a large carrier.

For a game warden to 
call during the month 
of July was no surprise. 
Summer months are 
filled with nestlings, 
fledglings and even 
adult birds in unusual 
circumstances. After 
he told of a barn owl’s 
inability to elevate or 
achieve any distance, 
he added, “It stayed 
low.”

Since his description 
could indicate either a 
hairline fracture or soft 
tissue injury, we were 
eager to retrieve the 
owl from the Midland 
office of Texas Parks & 
Wildlife. Waiting for 

us inside one of their 
containers was an adult 
male of impeccable col-
oration and stature.

Intermixed among 
the golden or tawny 
appearance of his back 
and wings were hues 
of gray. Bits of black 
and white mottling lent 
even more elegance to 
this night creature. His 
long, heart-shaped face, 
rimmed with a dark 
border around white 
facial disks, was made 
even more impressive 
by his penetrating 
black eyes.

 As I opened the gate 

to the carrier, the barn 
owl did not exhibit 
the possible wiggling, 
screaming greeting we 
often confronted. Nor 
did it lower its head and 
sway from side to side 
in warning.

Slowly approaching 
him with my gloved 
hand, I was allowed to 
slip my fingers around 
and through his legs. 
Too often, barn owls 
would fall back on their 
rumps and extend their 
legs so their talons 
could inflict whatever 
damage they could to 
keep from being cap-

tured. With my other 
protected hand, I easily 
pressed his wings to his 
body and brought him 
out of the container.

In the few days he 
spent with us, the barn 
owl was exceptional. 
His appetite indicated 
the problem he had 
encountered since he 
could not hunt. Only if 
prey such as rabbits, 
pigeons, or mice had 
wandered too close 
would he have enjoyed 
a meal.

After delivering him 
to the wildlife center 
in Lubbock, we were 
relieved to learn that 
bruising, rather than a 
fracture, had grounded 
this magnificent 
creature. Later that 
evening, Gail Barnes, 
a volunteer, voiced 
her admiration of the 
raptor. “There’s not a 
feather out of place.” 
Likening his overall 
appearance to their 
educational barn 
owl, Jasper, she said 
this newcomer would 
be given the time it 
needed to regain its 
flight ability.

For the next three 
weeks, the recovering 
raptor exercised in first 
a mew, and then the 
flight facility. Sensing 
the uniqueness of the 
bird, Gail appreciated 
his cooperation during 
rehabilitation and had 
given him an appropri-
ate name.

Noticing a message 
on our recorder one 
evening, we listened 
to Gail’s voice. Elated 
that her protégé had 
taken flight into the 
night sky, she used the 
description that we 
had heard often since 
delivering the barn 
owl to her care. Play-
ing the recording again, 
we shared her excite-
ment that “the gentle-
man was free.”

There’s not a feather out of place
Bird
Poop

The male barn owl has often been perceived as 
mysterious. Due to its white face and underparts, 
it is often described as a “white owl” or “ghost.” 
Thus, calling to a mate with its eerie shriek offers 
an ominous presence.  While its appearance has 
earned it a place in literature, its eyesight, hear-
ing and hunting prowess have rewarded it as a 
champion of rodent control.



I enjoy the study of 
words, especially when 
they have different 
meanings than how 
we use them today. We 
know words have a way 
of changing over time, 
such as the word “cool!”

When I was growing 
up, “cool” meant “al-
most cold.” Interesting 

isn’t it? Americans have 
a dictionary of chang-
ing words, showing our 
heritage is from coun-
tries worldwide. Some 
of these words have cap-
tured my attention and 
I would like to share 
them with you. 

Did you know the 
word “accent” origi-
nally meant “to sing?” 
It described the pitch 
scheme in Greek verse. 

Let’s look at some 
other words: “Across” 
meant in a crossed 
position; it is an Anglo-
French word, “an cros.”  
An “adder,” which is 
the name of a species of 
snake, is an example of 
transference of a let-
ter. It was originally 
“nadder” but the pro-
nunciation, “a nadder,” 
eventually became 

“an adder.” The same 
happened to “napron,” 
which became “an 
apron,” and “norange,” 
which became “an 
orange.” 

The first use of the 
word “addict” was 
from the Latin “ad-
dictus,” which meant 
“a debtor awarded as a 
slave to his creditor.” 
An “aftermath” was a 
second crop of grass 
grown after the first had 
been harvested; it was 
spelled “aftermowth” at 
that time. And for you 
singers; did you know 
that “alto” came from 
the Latin “altus,” which 
originally meant “man 
with a high voice?”

It’s also amusing 
the word “amazed” 
once meant “alarmed 
or terrified;” it came 

from the Latin word 
“amasian,” meaning to 
stupefy or make crazy.” 
And it may “amaze” 
you to know  the word 
“angel” came from a 
Greek word “aggelos,” 
meaning messenger or 
hireling.

“Awful” once meant 
“full of awe or some-
thing wonderful, de-
lightful and amazing.”  
A “bachelor” was first 
a poor young soldier. 
Later, the meaning 
changed to a young 
man who was hoping to 
become a knight. 

The use of the term 
“basement” was first a 
toilet. If you possessed 
“charisma” it meant 
you had a special gift 
to perform miracles; it 
came from the Greek 
“kharis,” which meant 
“God given favor.” 
“Careful” at one time 
meant “full of anxiety” 
and “damp” was used 
to describe noxious va-
pors or smoke. “Cute” 

is a shortened form 
of “acute,” meaning 
“extremely perceptive 
or shrewd.”  

To “edify” came from 
the Latin “aedificare,” 
which meant to erect 
or construct a build-
ing. And would you 
believe the original 
meaning of “egghead” 
referred to a bald 
person and was seen as 
a sign of wisdom? To 
“dump,” comes from the 
Dutch “domp,” meaning 
haze or mist. “Empty” 
first meant at leisure or 
unoccupied or unmar-
ried, coming from Latin 
“aemetta.”

“Facial” was once a 
religious term mean-
ing “face to face” and 
“forehead” originally 
meant an expression, 
which was easily con-
veyed by the face, such 
as innocence or anger. 
“Girl” was a term used 
to describe a young 
person of either sex and 
to “grin” meant to scowl 

or show the teeth as a 
sign of anger. 

I hope I’m not being 
an idiot for thinking 
you might enjoy this 
word study as much 
as I do. Oh, speaking 
of idiots, did you know  
the term “idiot” was 
once used to describe a 
layman, as opposed to a 
clergyman? I guess, at 
that time, the majority 
of us would have been 
idiots!  My, words do 
change and aren’t you 
glad!

WASHINGTON (AP)  
- The NFL wants team 
executives ready to be 
schooled in the ins and 
outs of a new labor con-
tract as early as Thurs-
day.

Players are gather-
ing in Washington so 
they’re ready to vote on 
an agreement in prin-
ciple even sooner than 
that.

Yes, signs are strong 
that football’s four-
month lockout might 
almost be over.

Lawyers for both sides 
were scheduled to meet 
with a court-appointed 
mediator in New York 
on Tuesday, when rep-
resentatives of retired 
players were expected 
to participate, too, in an 
attempt to close a deal to 
resolve the NFL’s first 
work stoppage since 
1987.

“Making progress,” 
NFL Players Associa-
tion outside counsel 
Jeffrey Kessler said as 
he left a Manhattan law 
firm after 8½ hours of 
talks Monday. Kessler 
also represents locked-
out NBA players.

Commissioner Roger 
Goodell and NFLPA 
head DeMaurice Smith 
spoke to each other on 
the telephone Monday 
and planned to stay in 
regular contact.

“Nobody cheers for you 
at Mile 25 of a marathon. 
You still have to cross 
the finish line,” NFLPA 
spokesman George Atal-
lah said in Washington. 
“There still are things 
that can get you tripped 
up, and we’re going to 
push through.”

Owners are set to hold 
a special meeting in 
Atlanta on Thursday, 
when they could ratify 
a new agreement — if 

there is one. Executives 
from all 32 teams then 
would be briefed there 
Thursday and Friday on 
how the terms would af-
fect league business, two 
people familiar with the 
plan told The Associated 
Press.

The people said the 
clubs were told Mon-
day that topics would 
include the 2011 NFL 
calendar, rookie salary 
system and guidelines 
for player transactions. 
They spoke to the AP on 
condition of anonymity 
because the process is 
supposed to remain con-
fidential.

Any tentative agree-
ment also must be ap-
proved by the players, 
of course, including 
star quarterbacks Tom 
Brady, Peyton Manning 
and Drew Brees and the 
other plaintiffs in an an-
titrust suit against the 
league that is pending 
in federal court in Min-
nesota.

Members of the NFL-
PA executive committee 
and representatives of 
every team were head-
ing to Washington by 
Wednesday, in prepara-
tion for possible deci-
sions on re-establishing 
a union and signing off 
on a tentative pact with 
owners.

Atallah said the play-
ers would be gathering 
“with the hope they 
have something to look 
at, and with the hope 
we can move forward on 
this.”

Owners locked out 
players on March 12, 
when the old collective 
bargaining agreement 
expired, leaving the 
country’s most popu-
lar professional sports 
league in limbo. The 
sides are trying to forge 

a settlement in time to 
keep the preseason com-
pletely intact. The ex-
hibition opener is sup-
posed to be the Hall of 
Fame game between the 
St. Louis Rams and Chi-
cago Bears on Aug. 7.

The regular-season 
opener is scheduled for 
Sept. 8, when the Super 
Bowl champion Green 
Bay Packers are to host 
the New Orleans Saints.

Philadelphia Eagles 
quarterback Michael 
Vick tweeted Monday: 
“Sound like we gonna be 
back to work so soon!!!”

One issue standing in 
the way of a resolution, 
according to a person 
from each side of the dis-
pute and speaking to the 
AP on condition of ano-
nymity: Players want 
owners to turn over $320 
million in unpaid ben-
efits from the 2010 sea-
son. Because there was 
no salary cap that sea-
son, the old collective 
bargaining agreement 
said NFL teams weren’t 
required to pay those 
benefits.

On a separate matter, 
one of those people, as 
well as a second person 
familiar with the nego-
tiations, also told the AP 
that a proposal current-
ly under consideration 
would set up nearly $1 
billion over the next 10 
years in additional ben-
efits for retired players. 
That would include $620 
million in pension in-
creases, long-term care 
insurance and disabil-
ity programs. Represen-
tatives of retired players 
complained to the court 
recently that they had 
been excluded from ne-
gotiations.

In Minnesota, players’

NFL lockout to 
end this week

HOUSTON (AP) — No matter 
how well Houston rookie Jordan 
Lyles pitches, he just can’t get a 
win.

Lyles allowed five hits and four 
runs with six strikeouts in 8 1-3 
innings, but Michael Morse and 
Ryan Zimmerman homered to 
give the Washington Nationals a 
5-2 win Monday night.

Laynce Nix added two insurance 
runs with an RBI single after Zim-
merman’s tie-breaking hit in the 
ninth.

Lyles (0-5) left with nothing to 
show for the longest outing of his 
career and remains winless after 
his ninth career start. Despite an-
other setback, Lyles said he is not 
getting frustrated.

“It happens, and I am not going 
to dwell on it,” Lyles said. “We’ll 
put it all together one game. It 
will come sooner or later. If I have 
more outings like I did tonight, it 
will come sooner or later.”

Lyles wasn’t feeling sorry for 
himself, but he got some sympathy 
from Nationals manager Davey 
Johnson.

“I feel sorry for him losing that 
ballgame,” Johnson said. “He 
pitched a great ballgame, pitched 
his heart out.”

The last Astros starter to start 
nine or more games without a win 
was Felipe Paulino, who started 
10 games without a victory from 
April 10 to May 30 of last season.

Roger Bernadina singled to start 
the ninth inning before advanc-
ing to second on a sacrifice bunt 
by Danny Espinosa. Zimmerman’s 
grounder rolled just out of reach of 
a diving second baseman Jeff Kep-

pinger and into the outfield to al-
low Bernadina to score and chase 
Lyles.

Astros Manager Brad Mills said 
he thought about taking Lyles out 
after eight innings.

“We had a big discussion, but 
what really swayed it was he was 
throwing so well, and he had such 
a solid eighth inning,” Mills said. 
“He was so efficient throughout 
the game; he just never had any 
taxing innings.”

Morse homered in the fifth in-
ning and Zimmerman’s came in 
the seventh.

Washington starter Jason Mar-
quis (8-4) yielded six hits and two 
runs with a season high-tying nine 
strikeouts to get his first win since 
June 10.

Michael Bourn singled to start 
Houston’s side of the eighth, but 
Marquis retired the next three 
Astros to end the inning and his 
night.

Jason Michaels, who hit one 
of Houston’s four doubles, said 
Marquis was effective because he 
stayed ahead in the count Mon-
day.

“He got ahead and stayed ahead,” 
Michaels said. “He did a good job, 
and we just could not take advan-
tage of when we got some runners 
into scoring position.”

Closer Drew Storen allowed one 
hit in a scoreless ninth for his 25th 
save.

Lyles had retired seven straight 
before Zimmerman’s homer that 
landed in the first row of the stands 
in right field with one out in the

Lyles, Astros fall to Nats



TOKYO (AP) — If ever there was 
one, this was a victory to be savored.

After a year that will go down in his-
tory as one of Japan’s hardest, a pe-
riod scarred by the horrors of a dead-
ly earthquake and tsunami and the 
world’s worst nuclear disaster since 
Chernobyl, the Women’s World Cup 
finally brought the nation something 
it desperately needed.

Heroes. And smiles.
Offering a potent symbol that, de-

spite the odds and the hardships, 
there is a light at the end of the tun-

nel, Japan’s triumphant women’s 
football team returned home Tuesday 
with the World Cup trophy.

“I never felt this day would come,” 
team captain Homare Sawa told a 
news conference, a golden medal 
around her neck and her Most Valu-
able Player award displayed in front 
of her.

“It’s just now setting in,” she 
beamed. “We played hard as a team. 
We didn’t give up.”

Thousands of joyous, flag-waving 
fans turned out to greet the team as 

they arrived home, 
and two fire trucks 
shot out celebratory 
arches of water over 
the team’s aircraft as 
it approached the ter-
minal at Tokyo’s Na-
rita Airport.

Goalkeeper Ayumi 
Kaihori was the first 
to come through the 
terminal. The rest of 
the team, also wear-
ing their gold med-
als, followed as cam-
eras flashed and fans 
shouted “omedeto go-
zaimasu”— congratu-
lations.

“This is a chance to 
forget the nuclear di-
saster and everything 
else, to just unite 
and celebrate,” said 
22-year-old Toru Ko-
matsu.

But the difficulties 
faced by Japan were 
never far from the 
minds of the team.

Before boarding the 

flight from Germany, Sawa said: “I 
have to dedicate this win to the people 
who suffered the disaster.”

On March 11, more than 20,000 
people were left dead or missing by 
a massive earthquake and tsunami 
that devastated much of the country’s 
northeast coast and touched off the 
worst nuclear disaster since Cher-
nobyl in 1986, a crisis that still domi-
nates the daily news.

The calamity has thrown the na-
tion’s economic recovery into ques-
tion, forced tens of thousands of 
people to live in temporary shelters, 
made ghost towns of radiation-tainted 
villages that may never be habitated 
again.

Then, seemingly out of nowhere, 
came Sawa — who has represented 
Japan for 18 years — and her team-
mates.

As they progressed through the tour-
nament, Japan watched with guarded 
dreams, not wanting to get its hopes 
up too high so soon after the terrible 
disaster. Even as the team made the 
final, the buildup was cautious — this 
was the United States, after all, a two-
time World Cup champion. No Asian 
team had ever won the cup.

But Japan, which went in at No. 4 in 
the rankings, just would not give up.

They truly had the aspirations of a 
nation on their shoulders.

“On the field, we always felt the sup-
port of the nation behind us,” said 
coach Norio Sasaki. “We wanted to 
give something back.”

Down once, then twice, they came 
back. In the penalty shootout follow-
ing a 2-2 draw, goalkeeper Ayumi 
Kaihori seemed unable to fail — 
though she missed with her hands, 
she blocked a key shot away with her 

right shin.
When the whistle blew, Japan real-

ized it could — finally — start cheer-
ing.

And cheer it has.
After the shootout victory, which 

came just around dawn on Monday 
Japan time, chanting fans spilled into 
the streets. Police kept a small group 
of revelers from wandering into traf-
fic in Shibuya, a neighborhood known 
for its youth pop culture.

Japan’s biggest newspapers print-
ed special editions. Scenes from the 
game have replayed constantly on 
television.

Prime Minister Naoto Kan hailed 
the victory as the “greatest gift” to 
the nation.

“I think they brought courage to the 
whole nation,” Kan said. Kan noted 
a banner the team carried before the 
final: “To our Friends Around the 
World — Thank You for Your Sup-
port.”

“As the prime minister, and as one 
Japanese citizen, I express my heart-
felt gratitude,” Kan said before greet-
ing the team personally on Tuesday.

The women’s team goes by the name 
“Nadeshiko,” a pink mountain flower 
that symbolizes beauty and strength.

Several members of the national 
squad were directly impacted by the 
disaster — the power utility that runs 
the crippled nuclear plant sponsored 
a professional team. At least one of 
the World Cup team players worked 
at the plant itself before the disaster.

Defender Azusa Iwashimizu, who 
was given a red card and ejected for 
a tackle at the end of overtime, held 
up a flag with a handwritten message 
to “Everyone in Tohoku” during the 
post-victory celebration.

lawyers filed a motion 
Monday asking for a 
summary judgment that 
the lockout is illegal and 
that players are entitled 
to damages. The NFL, 
meanwhile, asked the 
court for a week’s exten-
sion to file their formal 
response to the lawsuit; 
the original deadline 
was Monday.

Those filings were 
necessary, procedural 
moves that would be 

rendered moot if an 
agreement is reached 
before the Aug. 29 hear-
ing date. 

Later Monday, the 
NFL and retired play-
ers filed a joint request 
to delay the hearing for 
at least a month to allow 
owners “to focus on the 
continuing mediation.”

Atallah called the cur-
rent players’ filing “an 
obligation to protect the 
members of the class.”

“Obviously, if we come 
to a settlement, it all can 
be lifted at any time,” he 
said.

During lengthy nego-
tiations last week, play-
ers and owners came up 
with the framework of a 
CBA that addresses most 
of their differences.

Areas they’ve figured 
out include:

—How the more than 
$9 billion in annual 
league revenues will 
be divided, with some-
where from 46.5 to 48.5 
percent going to play-
ers, depending on how 
much the total take from 
TV contracts and other 
sources rises or falls;

— A structure for 

rookie contracts that 
will rein in soaring sala-
ries for high first-round 
draft picks;

—Free agency rules 
that allow most four-
year veterans to negoti-
ate with any team;

— A cap of about $120 
million per team for 
player salaries in 2011, 
with about another $20 
million per team in ben-
efits.

—Each team must 
spend at least 90 percent 
of the salary cap in cash 
each season, a higher 
figure than in the past.
