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Atmos rate hike faces final denial

The Big Spring City Council will 
meet Tuesday evening — prior to 
continued budget work sessions — to 
discuss a number of issues, including 
final reading of a denial 
of a proposed rate 
increase from Atmos 
Energy’s West Texas 
Division.

The Council voted 
unanimously July 26 to 
deny the proposed rate 
increase from natural 
gas provider Atmos 
Energy, saying not only 

is the rate hike unwarranted, a rate 
decrease is in order.

“On April 1 they filed with the 
city for an annual increase of $2.9 
million. This is their fourth filing 
under this particular type of rate 
review mechanism,” City Finance 
Director Peggy Walker told the 
council recently. “It does give the 
city some leeway in negotiating, so 
we hired someone and they went in 
and reviewed all of the operating 
expenses, as well as the revenue 
classes Atmos currently has. Based 
on the consultant’s recommendation, 
she said they are actually over-
earning at this point and should have 

a rate reduction.”
Unfortunately, according to 

Walker, the city can not force Atmos 
to complete a system-wide rate 
evaluation in hopes of lowering the 
company’s Big Spring rates.

“The city would like to 
see Atmos go through 
a full system-wide rate 
evaluation. We believe 
our rates in this area are 
too high, while some of the 
prices in the metropolitan 
areas, Amarillo and 
Lubbock are considerably 
lower than ours,” Walker 
told the council. “So, we 
would like the full-fledged 

system-wide rate review, but we can’t 
force that.

“However, by allowing this 
additional depreciation rate, it is

Explosion at refinery injures one

An Alon USA employee 
suffered minor burns late 
Friday night after a gas 
compressor exploded, 
according to officials at 
the Big Spring Refinery.

Vice President of 
Refining Jim Crosby 
told local media outlets 
during the weekend 
the fire started at the 
refinery’s hydrocracking 
unit at approximately 
11:50 p.m. Friday.

Crosby said the fire 
took approximately 40 
minutes to extinguish. 
One employee was 
burned in the altercation 
and received first-aid 

treatment on the scene. 
The employee was not 
transported to a hospital, 
however.

A report filed by Alon 
with state regulators 
on Saturday said a gas 
compressor caught 
fire and flared during 
the incident, adding 
emergency workers 
brought the situation 
under control and 
stopped the flaring.

According to Howard 
County Volunteer 
Fire Department Chief 
Tommy Sullivan, he and 
his crew were called to 
the refinery shortly after 
the explosion. However, 
after waiting a short 
period in the facility’s 

parking lot, refinery 
officials said they had 
the fire under control or 
extinguished.

The explosion caused 
a loud boom which 
was heard throughout 
the eastern part of the 
county, according to 
local residents.

The damage caused by 
the explosion is unknown 
at this time. Officials at 
the Big Spring Refinery 
couldn’t be reached at 
the time of this report.

CANADIAN, Texas 
(AP) — In a muddy 
pile of sand where a 
pond once flowed in the 
Texas Panhandle, dead 
fish, their flesh already 
decayed and feasted on 
by maggots, lie with 
their mouths open. 
Nearby, deer munch 
on the equivalent of 
vegetative junk food 
and wild turkeys nibble 
on red harvester ants — 
certainly not their first 
choice for lunch.

As the state struggles 
with the worst one-year 
drought in its history, 
entire ecosystems, from 
the smallest insects to 
the largest predators, are 
struggling for survival. 
The foundations of 
their habitats — rivers, 
springs, creeks, streams 
and lakes — have turned 
into dry sand, wet mud, 
trickling springs or, 
in the best case, large 
puddles.

“It has a compound 
effect on a multitude of 
species and organisms 
and habitat types 
because of the way 
that it’s chained and 
linked together,” said 
Jeff Bonner, a wildlife 
biologist with the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife 
Department.

Since January, Texas 
has only gotten about 6 
inches of rain, compared 
to a norm of about 13 
inches, making it the 
most severe one-year 
drought on record. Last 
week, the U.S. Climate 
Prediction Center said 
the La Nina weather 
pattern blamed for the 
lack of rain might be 
back soon, and if that 
happens, the dry spell 
would almost certainly 
extend into 2012.

The extreme dry 
conditions, which have 
extended into parts of 
the Plains including 
Oklahoma and Kansas, 
have been made worse by 
week after week of triple-
digit temperatures that 
have caused reservoirs 
to evaporate, crops to 
wither and animals and 
fish to die.

Already, some rivers 
and lakes are at lows 
not seen since the 1950s 
— the decade when 
Texas suffered its worst 
drought in recorded 
history. And in some 
cases, bodies of water 
are at their lowest 
points ever, said Joseph 

Capesius, chief of the 
Austin field unit for the 
U.S. Geological Survey.

Of the state’s 3,700 
streams, 15 major 
rivers and more than 
200 reservoirs at least 
seven reservoirs are 
effectively empty and 
more than half of the 
streams and 
rivers are 
at below 
normal flow 
rates.

The drought 
will most 
immediately 
cause fish 
to die and 
such kills 
have already 
h a p p e n e d 
in parts of 
the state, 
i n c l u d i n g 
not far from the 
Canadian River, a 
normally flowing river 
in the Panhandle that in 
some places is barely a 
puddle fed by a drought-
taxed spring. In West 
Texas, O.C. Fisher Lake 
has been so depleted 
that fish have died from 
a lack of oxygen and 
bacteria has turned the 
remaining water red.

Without water, 
animals struggle with 
thirst. Few plants grow.

Without plants, there 
are fewer insects. No 
insects result in low 
seed production. The 
animals that rely on 
seeds and plants for 
nutrition — from birds 
to deer and antelope — 

have low reproduction. 
Predators that rely on 
those animals as a food 
source remain hungry 
as well, and they 
reproduce less.

“So there’s a domino 
effect that goes out in 
however many more 
branches than you can 

actually ever keep count 
of,” Bonner said.

The long-term impact 
from the drought will 
cross state lines and 
country borders because 
Texas is so large and its 
ecosystems diverse.

For example, birds 
that migrate south in 
the winter will find little 
food and water this year 
in Texas so they will 
have to fly even farther 
south and expend more 
energy. As a result, they 
could reproduce less. 
Some of those birds, 
such as the colorful 
painted bunting, often 
fly to Central America 
for part of the year 

where there has been 
a lot of rain and more 
insects than usual. But 
because of the drought 
in Texas and the Plains, 
there may not be enough 
birds to consume the 
insects, Bonner said.

“Now, what 
happens?” Bonner 

said. “Continentally 
speaking, this big of an 
area not getting enough 
water can impact places 
far and wide.”

The impact on species 
also could last for 
years after the drought 
officially ends. For 
example, quail normally 
nest in grass grown a 
year earlier, but because 
of the drought, there has 
been almost no grass 
growth this year. That 
means many quail won’t 
be able to nest next year 
and the impact of the 
drought on the birds 
won’t be seen until 2012, 
Bonner said.

With deer, the true 

impact may not 
be revealed for six 
years when the low 
reproduction rates 
caused by the drought 
will leave an age gap 
between older bucks 
and younger deer.

Prairie chickens will 
also reproduce less 
due to the drought — 
something that could 
spell more trouble for 
the species. In the past 
decade, the chickens’ 
numbers have dropped 
so significantly that 
the federal government 
may place them on an 
endangered species 
list, a move that would 
make it illegal to hunt 
and force conservation 
of prairie chicken 
habitats.

John Baccus, a wildlife 
biologist at Texas State 
University in San 
Marcos, said he is most 
immediately concerned 
with bats and song 
birds, both of which 
rely on insects for 
food. Baccus believes 
that some females will 
not have any offspring 
this year due to a poor 
diet. Whatever babies 
are born will likely 
have a low survival 

rate because they are 
entering a world with a 
scarce food supply.

Already, Baccus said, 
he has noticed white-
tailed deer looking 
skinnier than usual, 
their ribs jutting out. 
As a result, the mothers 
are producing less milk 
and the newest crop of 
fawns will be weaned at 
sub-par weight.

“It’s an ecosystem-
wide problem,” Baccus 
said.

something they will be able to take advantage of and 
it could push it a little bit in the direction of that 
rate review so we could get it a little sooner than we 
normally would.”

SAN FRANCISCO 
— Within sight of the 
Golden Gate Bridge lies 
another landmark cher-
ished by a small but 
fervent group of travel-
ers: a full-size replica 
of Yoda, George Lucas’ 
master of the Force.

Since the statue of the 
Jedi sage went up amid 
the Presidio’s land-
scaped lawns in 2005, 
Star Wars fans have 
made a pilgrimage to 
take pictures with their 
beloved character and 
take in Lucasfilm Ltd.’s 

sleek headquarters.
Given the franchise’s 

huge impact not only on 
pop culture but on the 
tourism industry, the 
diminutive Yoda foun-
tain is just one of dozens 
of location shoots and 
special sites visited by 
Star Wars acolytes. 

Other sites include 
Luke Skywalker’s des-
ert home in Tunisia, 
Guatemalan pyramids 
and a Tuscan lakefront 
villa.

For the Van Zweiten 
family of Oploo, Neth-
erlands, a stop to see 
the pointy-eared master 

was a key part of their 
summer holiday in the 
United States.

“The Dutch guidebook 
said ‘Love it, you will,’ 
and we decided we had 
to come,” said Tom Van 
Zwieten, a tax attorney 
who has also visited an-
other shoot site in Ten-
erife, and who brought 
up his children watch-
ing the trilogies.

In “The Empire Strikes 
Back,” Yoda builds 
Luke’s confidence to 
harness the Force, an 
energy field that Jedis 
use to perform super-
natural feats. “You must 
unlearn what you have 
learned,” he tells Luke. 
“Luminous beings are 
we, not this crude mat-
ter. You must feel the 
Force around you.”

Some visitors to this 
corner of the park, 
flanked by towering 
palms and eucalyptus 
groves, hope to absorb 
such lessons through 
sheer proximity to the 
statue, poised atop a 
rushing fountain.

“Yoda is the source of 
wisdom and gravitas for 
the whole trilogy,” said 
fan Dale Tolosa, 37, an 
underemployed actor 
who often dresses as a 
Star Wars biker scout 
with his chapter of the 
501st Legion, an inter-
national, all-volunteer 
costuming group. “It’s 
almost like he’s a re-
ligious symbol or the 
Statue of Liberty, or a 
representation of all 
the positive fantasy 
that George Lucas has 
brought to the world 
since 1977.”

Tolosa and his older 
brother, Matt, who dons 
the tunic of Luke’s fa-
ther Anakin Skywalker, 
also have visited nu-
merous other location 
shoots, and are plan-
ning a trip to Death Val-
ley, where R2D2 cruised 
the sand dunes.

Gus Lopez, a Star 
Wars collector in Seat-
tle who runs an online 
memorabilia museum, 
has already been there, 
as well as to the Yoda 
fountain and to nearly 
every major Star Wars 
location shoot the world 
over, including sites in 
Norway and the Arizo-
na desert.

Lopez’s favorite? A 
redwood grove near 
Crescent City, Calif. 
where Lucas filmed 
the speeder bike chase 
scenes for “Return of 
the Jedi”.

“It took friends and I 
a year to research and 
find the location be-
cause the forest that got 
logged looks so different 
today,” said Lopez. “For 
all of these sites, it’s 
about how you connect 
with the movies and 
how you actually feel 
like you’re closer to it 
by being in a place that 
was involved in making 
them.”

Some passionate fans 
choose to get directly in-
volved at the locations 
they visit.

Belgian fan Mark Der-
mul has been raising 
money to visit the Tu-
nisian salt lake Chott 
El-Jerid, which Lucas 
transformed into the 
desert planet of Tatoo-
ine. 

So far, nearly 400 do-
nors have contributed 
$10,994 to repair the 
weather-worn plas-
ter, wood and chicken 
wire holding together 
the iconic “Lars Home-
stead” where Luke Sky-
walker was raised and 
fans plan to do the res-
torations next summer, 
Dermul said.

Along with an entrée 
into the fantasy world, 
other filming sites offer 
tourists special services 
and accommodations, 
officials say.

On the sweeping 

grounds of Villa del 
Balbianello, visitors 
can get married in the 
setting overlooking It-
aly’s Lake Como where 
Queen Padme Amida-
la married Anakin in 
“Star Wars II: Attack of 
the Clones”.

The epic film series 
has spawned a franchise 
including collectables, 
books, television series, 
video games, and comic 
books that Forbes maga-
zine estimated in 2007 
had earned more than 
$22 billion.

Lucasfilm is among 
several businesses and 
nonprofits that have re-
located to the Presidio, 
the one-time military 
base turned national 
park overlooking the 
bay and the Pacific. 
Run-of-the-mill fans, 
however, aren’t invited 
past the plush company 
lobby without invita-
tion.

“The Yoda fountain 
is the public face of Lu-

casfilm, the one picture-
taking opportunity that 
they have with some-
thing from Star Wars,” 
says Steve Sansweet, a 
fan relations advisor to 
Lucasfilm who houses 
a trove of collectables 
on his land in Northern 
California, dubbed Ran-
cho Obi-Wan.

Jay Shephard, a man-
ager at an online testing 
company in Baltimore, 
went a step further, call-
ing the fountain a mecca 
for fans.

“Yoda’s like what I 
would like to aspire to be 
in the way that I live my 
life and the way I raise 
my kids,” said Shep-
hard, who founded a fan 
site called Theforce.net. 
“Here’s this little guy 
who’s really unassum-
ing, and you think ‘how 
could this little crea-
ture be a warrior’? But 
the messages he shares 
with Luke in the movie 
really resonate with all 
of us.”

With right tune, music desk reveals its secrets

DENVER — Denver 
woodworker Kagen 
Schaefer drew mazes 
as a kindergartner to 
stump his dad. He was 
building 3-D puzzles out 
of cardboard by the time 
he was 11.

This summer, com-
missioned by a New 
York film director, the 
33-year-old former Colo-
rado College math ma-
jor is finishing a one-of-
a-kind musical wooden 
desk. Its secrets can be 
unlocked only by those 
who can solve its puz-
zles.

The desk, crafted from 
ebony, Bastogne walnut 
and pink ivory, has eight 
square drawers that act 
like bellows on a pipe 
organ. When a drawer 

is pushed in, it emits a 
tone. Play the right tune 
of 12 notes, and a secret 
drawer is unlocked.

Clues to the correct 
tune are held in a musi-
cal score that’s hidden in 
pieces within the desk. 
The journey begins with 
a concealed button for a 
secret panel. 

That opens to reveal 
a puzzle of sliding tiles 
which, when arranged 
in the right pattern, al-
low another drawer to 
open.

All told, the desk 
contains more than 20 
puzzles. It took about 
four years to design and 
build, Schaefer said, 
and cost about as much 
as a luxury car.

“The person who 
wanted me to build 
this for him, his only 
question was to ask if 
it was inspiring. ‘Are 

you inspired?’” said the 
soft-spoken Schaefer. 
“It wasn’t until I came 
across this idea that it 
seemed that I was.”

The desk works with 
air.

Each draft from a 
drawer getting pushed 
in not only plays a note 
on a pipe organ in the 
back but also moves 
an array of switches 
into different positions, 
Schaefer explained. The 
“switchboard” resets it-
self on every wrong note, 
but if the correct tune is 
played, the final puff of 
air travels through the 
board to unlock the se-
cret drawer.

Schaefer and his pro-
duction assistant are 
also building a series 
of round “lotus tables” 
that Schaefer designed. 
They have six drawers, 
plus a series of sliding 

rings inset on top. Inside 
the first drawer is a pat-
tern. If the rings on top 
of the table are rotated 
to match that pattern, 
the next drawer opens, 
revealing the pattern to 
unlock the next drawer, 
and so on.

“It really turns into 
a treasure hunt of pat-
terns,” Schaefer said.

His work has won 
awards at puzzle com-
petitions and worldwide 
attention through the 
International Puzzle 
Party, a forum of 3-D 
puzzle fans.

No electronics are in-
volved.

“It’s fascinating to 
take a material like 
wood and push the lim-
its of it and to have it 
accomplish unexpected 
things,” Schaefer said. 
“It’s almost a feat of 
magic.”

HOUSTON (AP) — Houston 
Texans defensive backs coach 
Vance Joseph offers words of 
encouragement after almost 
every practice snap, even if 
one of his players is beaten on 
a route.

Joseph may have the big-
gest challenge of any position 
coach on the staff — fixing a 
secondary that ranked as the 
league’s worst in 2010.

“You’ve got to stay positive, 
because it’s a hard assign-
ment and bad things happen, 
even when you’re playing 
good,” Joseph said Sunday. 
“Somebody’s got to be there 
supporting them, and it’s got 
to be me, as their coach.

“This is a young group, they 
want to do well, they want to 
be great,” he said, “so there’s 
no reason not to be positive.”

The Texans allowed 267.5 
yards passing per game and 33 
touchdown passes last season. 
They drafted cornerbacks 
Brandon Harris (Miami) and 
Roc Carmichael (Virginia 
Tech), then picked up free 

agents Johnathan Joseph and 
Danieal Manning to bring ex-
perience that the group lacked 
in 2010.

“They’ve been around good 
secondaries, they know how 
it should look,” Vance Joseph 
said. “They can push these 
guys, show them how to prac-
tice, show them how to pre-
pare, how to think through it.

“We’ve also got two guys 
who are in the primes of their 
careers,” he said. “That’s 
strange. Teams drafted these 
guys pretty high, and now we 
get them at only the second 
stage of their careers? All the 
bad things, the bad habits are 
behind them. All their good 
football is still ahead.”

One of Johnathan Joseph’s 
first directives when he ar-
rived was talking to corner-
back Kareem Jackson, last 
year’s first-round pick who 
often took the sharpest criti-
cism for the secondary’s prob-
lems.

Joseph, a first-round pick by 
Cincinnati in 2006, reassured 

Jackson that just about ev-
ery NFL rookie struggles and 
that cornerback is one of the 
hardest positions for a young 
player to learn. Joseph did 
not intercept a pass in his first 
season, but has 14 picks in his 
four seasons since.

“We’ve all had those same 
growing pains,” Johnathan 
Joseph said. “I’m sure, from 
talking to him (Jackson),that 
it’s behind him. He comes out 
here every day confident, and 
it doesn’t bother him at all. In 
this league, you have to have 
a short memory, which he un-
derstands.”

Jackson doesn’t want to for-
get 2010 entirely. If anything, 
he says remembering the 
backlash from fans and media 
provides perfect motivation.

“For having a year like that 
last year, no one wants to go 
through that,” Jackson said, 
“so everybody is committed 
to what we’re doing. So we’re

‘Boys sign Miami’s Brandstater 

Texans hope secondary can
climb out of league’s cellar

ATLANTA (AP) — The 
Hawks and Philips Arena will 
be sold to California devel-
oper and pizza chain owner 
Alex Meruelo, but the NBA 
team will remain in Atlanta, a 
person familiar with the deal 
said Sunday.

The person spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity to The As-
sociated Press because no of-
ficial announcement has been 
made. The deal, subject to the 
approval of the NBA, is to be 
announced on Monday.

The Hawks ownership 
group, led by Michael Gearon 
Jr. and Bruce Levenson, also 
recently sold the NHL Atlanta 
Thrashers to a group that has 
moved the team to Winnipeg. 
The Thrashers deal was for a 
reported $170 million.

Meruelo, who will have 
controlling interest of more 
than 50 percent of the Hawks, 

founded La Pizza Loca. It has 
over 50 franchised and com-
pany-owned restaurants in 
Southern California.

Meruelo also heads The 
Meruelo Group, a Downey, 
Calif.-based investment firm, 
which recently acquired the 
Grand Sierra Resort and Ca-
sino in Reno, Nev., for a re-
ported $42.45 million.

A tearful Gearon said at the 
news conference to announce 
the sale of the Thrashers on 
May 31 that the owners failed 
in attempts to find someone 
to keep the hockey team in 
Atlanta. Gearon said no local 
buyer emerged with a serious 
offer for the Thrashers.

The ownership group, called 
the Atlanta Spirit, also had to 
look outside of Atlanta to find 
a buyer for the Hawks. This 
time, there was no threat of 
moving the team.

The group bought the 
Hawks, Thrashers and oper-
ating rights to Philips Arena, 
where the teams play, in 2004. 
There was almost immediate 
dissension among the own-
ers.

The ownership split began 
in 2005 over Boston-based co-
owner Steve Belkin’s objec-
tion to the Hawks’ trade of 
Boris Diaw, two first-round 
draft picks and a $4.9 million 
trade exception to the Phoe-
nix Suns for guard Joe John-
son in 2005.

The dispute led to a long 
legal battle that ended when 
Levenson and Gearon an-
nounced on Dec. 22, 2010, 
they had bought out Belkin’s 
30-percent share.

Gearon  grew up with the 
team and has said he would 
like to retain a minority share 
of the team’s ownership.

AKRON (AP) — Ti-
ger Woods finished his 
first tournament in four 
months and got some 
predictable results.

At times, he looked 

good. Far more often, 
he looked ordinary. 
And with no cut in the

12 because of injuries, 
and his first time com-
pleting 72 holes since 
April at the Masters.

“Absolutely encour-
aged,” said Woods, 
who finished at 1-over 
281. “I hadn’t played. I 
mean, this is my first 
tournament since, 
what, April? So it’s 
been awhile.”

Woods, 13 shots out 
of the lead when he 
began the final round, 
had birdies on two of 
his opening five holes 
when it fell apart in a 
hurry. He went left off 
the tee at No. 6, escaped 
decently into a bunker, 
then barely got out of 
the sand chipped long 
on his way to a double 
bogey.

So began a stretch 
in which he missed 
the fairway on seven 
consecutive tee shots, 
a stretch he played in 
5-over par.

“I got off to such a 
great start,” he said. 

“Then all of a sudden, I 
just absolutely lost it.”

Woods switched back 
to a Nike putter — the 
first three rounds he 
used the Scotty Cam-
eron he’s had since 
1998 — and the im-
provement wasn’t no-
ticeable. He finished 
strong with three bird-
ies on his last four 
holes, starting with a 
15-foot putt on the 15th, 
a wedge to 4 feet on the 
16th and a 15-footer on 
the 17th.

It helped a little, but 
not enough.

Woods started the 
week at No. 135 in the 
FedEx Cup standings, 
and he is not likely to 
crack the top 125, the 
number that gets him 
into the first round of 
the playoff series that 
begin with The Bar-
clays.

He still has the PGA 
Championship next 
week in Atlanta, al-
though Woods said 
he would not play the 
Wyndham Champion-
ship in North Caro-
lina, the final event to 

qualify for the FedEx 
Cup, even if he is out-
side the top 125.

“No, I’m not playing 
that week, no,” Woods 
said. “Family obliga-
tions.”

That usually means 
he has custody of his 
two children, and 
since Woods has never 
played in Greensboro, 
N.C., there was no rea-
son to think he might 
this year.

Woods conceded he 
was not tournament 
sharp.

‘It’s nice for me to get 
out there in this com-
petitive atmosphere 
no matter how I was 
playing just to figure 
out how to score, be-
cause I haven’t been 
forced to score,” he 
said. 

“At home, playing 
money games with my 
buddies is just not the 
same. Being out here 
and being forced to 
have to post a score, 
hit shots ... that’s a dif-
ferent deal.”

Next up is the PGA 
Championship at At-

lanta Athletic Club, 
which starts Thurs-
day.

Woods has been 
hitting balls on the 
practice range after 
his rounds, an indi-
cation that his left 
leg is no longer caus-
ing any problems. 
His biggest obstacle 
now is time.

He has three days 
of practice before 
the final major of 
the year, and if he 
doesn’t figure it out 
in Atlanta, he won’t 
be playing a PGA 
Tour event for the 
next six weeks.

“I’ve got three 
days,” Woods said. 
“So I’m going to 
worry about these 
three days and ap-
ply it, and be ready 
come Thursday.”

just coming out and 
working hard every 
day just trying to get it 
done.”

Vance Joseph, hired 
in the offseason after six 
years in San Francisco, 
says the main issue for 
Jackson and Houston’s 
other defensive backs 
last year was faulty 
technique. He’s focused 
on footwork and funda-
mentals through the first 
few days of practice, and 
never misses a chance to 
point out improvement.

“Nice job, GQ, that was 
perfect,” he said after 
third-year safety Glover 
Quin made a play during 
a practice last week.

“Nice, Brice, you were 

in great shape there,” he 
told third-year corner-
back Brice McCain after 
McCain broke up a pass.

The Texans’ defensive 
backs also benefit from 
facing All-Pro receiver 
Andre Johnson and one 
of the league’s top pass-
ing offenses every day 
in practice. Johnson was 
back at work on Sunday 
after missing four days 
with a dislocated left in-
dex finger.

Johnson leaped over 
McCain to catch a touch-
down pass on Sunday, 
then made a one-handed 
grab on a deep sideline 
route with Jackson cov-
ering him.

While Vance Joseph 
wants his players to learn 
to shake off the sting of 
big plays, he wants them 
to learn something from 

each one.
“You can’t totally for-

get, because bad things 
happen for a reason,” 
Vance Joseph said. 

“You’ve got to be 

coachable, you’ve got to 
listen and be ready to 
fix it. Your best defen-
sive backs are consistent 
players. 

They’re the same all 
the time. When you have 
young kids who are great 
players, but on four or 
five plays, they’re not 
their best, bad things 
happen. Consistency is 
the key.”

Johnathan Joseph says 
he’s already seen prog-
ress and likes the men-
tality of the group.

“We go into the film 
room, we correct things 
and then you see them 
come out here and trans-
late that to the field,” he 
said. 

“I think that’s the most 
important key thing, be-
cause those guys are lis-
tening. 

“You want guys to lis-
ten at this level, because 
if you don’t listen, and 
you don’t bring it to the 
field, it won’t do you any 
good at all.”

BALTIMORE (AP) — 
Ricky Romero pitched 
eight innings of four-hit 
ball, Brett Lawrie hit 
his first major league 
homer and the Toronto 
Blue Jays cruised past 
the Baltimore Orioles 7-2 
Sunday.

John McDonald had 
three hits and two RBIs 
for the Blue Jays, who 
took two of three from 
the Orioles and have won 
seven of 11 overall.

Romero (10-9) struck 
out five and walked none 
to win his third straight 
start, a streak that began 
on July 27 with a victory 
over Baltimore. The only 
runs the left-hander al-
lowed were on solo hom-
ers by Mark Reynolds.

Romero is 6-1 in his 
last eight starts against 
Baltimore.

Lawrie, who made his 
big league debut on Fri-
day, hit a 2-1 pitch from 
Alfredo Simon (3-5) into 
the right-field bleach-
ers to make it 6-1 in the 

sixth. In addition to 
the solo home run, the 
21-year-old Canadian 
also singled and scored 
in the third inning. Law-
rie hit .455 in the three-
game series.

Reynolds fourth multi-
homer game of the sea-
son featured a drive that 
traveled an estimated 
450 feet and was only the 
second in the 20-year his-
tory of Camden Yards to 
reach the second deck in 
left field. Reynolds leads 
the team with 26 homers 
and ranks second with 62 
RBIs.

Baltimore has not won 
a series since taking two 
of three from Cincinnati 
on June 24-26, going 0-9-2 
in that span. First base-
man Chris Davis and 
shortstop J.J. Hardy both 
missed a third straight 
game with injuries, and 
second baseman Cesar 
Izturis left in the fifth in-
ning with a strained left 
groin.

Toronto broke on top 

with a pair of unearned 
runs in the third inning. 

After Lawrie hit a one-
out single, Rajai Davis 
reached when Josh Bell 
failed to pick up his 
grounder to third. Law-
rie moved up on a fly 
ball, Davis stole second 
and both runners scored 
when Jose Bautista 
bounced an opposite-
field double down the 
first-base line.

The Blue Jays made 
it 5-0 in the third. Ed-
win Encarnacion led off 
with a single and Colby 
Rasmus followed with 
the first of three straight 
doubles by Toronto. 

J.P. Arencibia drove in 
two runs with his liner 
to the gap in right-center 
and scored on McDon-
ald’s second extra-base 
hit since June 17.

Reynolds connected 
in the fifth, and Lawrie 
chased Simon with his 
drive in the sixth. Reyn-
olds crushed the first 
pitch. 

Blue Jays ground Orioles

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — 
Giants manager Bruce Bo-
chy criticized a nationally 
syndicated radio host Sun-
day for what he said was a 
“racist” comment about San 
Francisco reliever Ramon 
Ramirez.

Radio host Tony Bruno re-
ferred to Ramirez as an “il-
legal alien.” 

He also called Bochy a 
“coward” in a Twitter post 
following Friday night’s 
benches-clearing brawl be-
tween the Phillies and Gi-
ants. The mayhem came af-
ter Ramirez plunked Shane 
Victorino in the lower back 
in the sixth inning of the 
Phillies’ 9-2 victory.

Bruno’s show is broad-
cast on local station KNBR 
1050 AM. He later deleted 
his tweet and apologized for 
his “stupid and insensitive” 
post.

“gutless (...) Giants,” he 
tweeted. “Bochy is a cow-
ard for having his illegal 
alien pitcher hit a guy since 
mighty Frisco boys ...”

Ramirez is from the Do-
minican Republic. He has 
declined to discuss the brawl 
but said Sunday he is in the 
U.S. legally and wouldn’t be 
able to work in the major 
leagues otherwise.

“I’m not interested in 
what he thinks about me,” 
Ramirez said in a Spanish 

interview with The Associ-
ated Press and a Spanish 
reporter before the finale of 
the Giants’ four-game series 
with Philadelphia. 

“I’m not interested in what 
he has to say. I don’t need 
to pay attention to what he 
has to say about me.  A lot 
of people say things about 
me. I know who I am. How 
would I be able to work here 
if I were an illegal? He put it 
on the Internet? I can’t be-
lieve that.”

Phillies manager Charlie 
Manuel and Victorino felt 
Ramirez hit the center field-
er on purpose. The pitcher, 
Victorino and Giants catch-
er Eli Whiteside were eject-

ed after the fracas — and 
Bochy expects to hear from 
Major League Baseball as 
soon as Monday regarding 
any suspensions.

“It’s not like somebody 
went out to the mound,” Bo-
chy said of visiting Ramirez 
or instructing him to plunk 
Victorino. “He just walked 
a guy. There’s no communi-
cation there. The next pitch 
hit Victorino. It happened so 
fast. We were as surprised as 
anybody to be honest.”

Ramirez is ready to move 
forward — from the brawl 
and Bruno’s comments. “Ev-
eryone says what they feel in 
their heart,” Ramirez said. 
“But I feel that’s not right.”

On his Facebook page, Bru-
no addressed his remarks. 
“My stupid and insensitive 
twitter post was up less than 
one minute before I realized 
it was caustic,” Bruno said. 
“It was removed immediate-
ly and I typed a quick apol-
ogy on twitter and here. 

“Since I was doing my live 
radio show, I apologized 
more emphatically on the 
air, and the podcast is avail-
able on my website (tony-
brunoshow.com, hour 3) for 
those who choose to actually 
get some facts to go along 
with the hearsay or blog-
gers who spread falsehoods 
about my apology not being 
‘sincere.’”
