College eyes
wells to ease
water woes
Trustees approve drilling of 
6 sites on Birdwell campus

Howard College trustees Fri-
day approved a plan to supple-
ment the college’s water usage 
by drilling several water wells 
on campus.

The action, which was taken 
during a special meeting of 
trustees Friday, means col-
lege officials will spend up to 
$125,000 in the coming months 
drilling, casing and complet-
ing five water wells at various 
spots on the Birdwell Lane 
campus.

The college, along with ev-
eryone else in West Texas, has 
been looking for ways to best 
deal with a prolonged drought 
that has resulted in water de-
liveries being cut by 20 percent 
in recent months. Of particu-
lar concern was the college’s 

outside watering needs.
Officials decided in short or-

der to quit watering the cam-
pus lawns, but have continued 

to maintain the 
baseball and soft-
ball fields and wa-
ter the playground 
area at Howard 
Cottage.

With students 
mostly gone for 
the summer, those 
steps were ad-
equate to meet the 

20 percent reduction in usage.
“But students are about to 

come back for the fall semes-
ter,” College President Dr. 
Cheryl Sparks said. “Usage 
is going to increase. So, the 
big question facing us is how 
do we continue to meet the

County asked to up its ante on programs

Howard County commissioners will 
hold a special meeting Monday morning 
to discuss a number of items, the most 
pressing being a recent appeal from the 
city of Big Spring for the county to delve 
even further into its coffers to support 
inter-local programs.

According to County Judge Mark 
Barr, commissioners will be discussing 
a number of requests the city has made 
for funding for projects, including the 
operation of the Big Spring Senior Citi-
zen Center, ambulance service and the 
eventual closure and construction of a 
new municipal landfill.

“The city is requesting an additional 
$60,000 for ambulance services — which 
they provide for the county — and an ad-
ditional $100,000 for the senior center,” 
Barr said. “They also want to discuss the 

situation with the landfill, but no dollar 
amount has been put on that, so far.”

Barr said the county has already bud-
geted $130,000 for ambulance service, 
and, per the county’s contract with the 
city, hasn’t budgeted any funds for the 
senior center.

“The contract between the county and 
the city when they took over the senior 
center was for the county to help fund 
the facility for three years, which we 
have done,” Barr said. “Therefore, we 

haven’t put any money aside for the se-
nior center in the coming budget.”

While both government agencies have 
been tightening their fiscal belts during 
these tough economic times, county com-
missioners may be less than welcoming 
to the requests for additional funds since 
the city announced last week it would be 
trimming its tax rate by 5 cents.

The city’s proposed 2011-2012 budget

20 percent reduction 
level?”

Sparks saw three op-
tions:

• Discontinue water-
ing the athletic fields. 
That option was never 
seriously considered, 
because the baseball 
and softball programs 
at Howard nationally 
known and are consid-
ered vital in recruiting 
efforts .

• Install artificial turf 
on the fields. That would 
drastically reduce out-
side watering needs, but 
the cost would definitely 
be a factor. Sparks esti-
mated it would cost the 
college $1.2 million to 
install artificial turf at 
both fields.

Given the unattractive 
and/or costly nature of 
the first two options, the 
third option — drilling 
water wells — appealed 
to college officials.

Dusty Choate of Cho-
ate Well Service located 
seven possible sites for 
water wells and com-
pleted one well near 
the athletic center. Of 
the remaining sites, 
five have the potential 
to produce between 10 
and 40 gallons of water 
per minute, Choate told 
trustees.

“The best thing to do 

now is to complete those 
wells,” Choate said. 
“And then you need to 
get a pump in there so 
you can make sure of 
what you’ve got in those 
wells.”

Sparks estimated full 
costs associated with 
the water wells could 
reach $125,000. With the 

money the college would 
save from increased 
water purchases, how-
ever, she said the sys-
tem would pay for itself 
within five or six years.

Water from the wells 
would be used be used 
for outside purposes 
only and primarily on 
the athletic fields and 

the Howard Cottage 
playground.

— which was hailed by

rate.

The rate consists of 
62.1317 cents toward 
the municipality’s gen-
eral fund; 8.5 cents for 
the Big Spring Police 

Department Narcot-
ics Task Force; 20.7249 
cents for general obliga-
tion bonds issued in 2007 
on voter approval; .7133 
cents for certificates 
of obligation issued in 
2007; and 2.8801 cents for 
certificates of obligation 
issued in 2010 to finance 
the newly constructed 
city aquatic center.

Another project that 
found its way into the 
city’s 2011-2012 budget 
is efforts to begin the 
process of permitting 
and building a new 

landfill to replace the 
existing facility, which 
engineers say has ap-
proximately six years 
before it’s at capacity.

The new budget sets 
aside more than $600,000 
to begin that process, 
including $350,000 for 
an estimated 300 acres 
necessary to build a 
landfill that will last ap-
proximately 100 years; 
$140,000 to begin the per-
mitting process, which 
can take up to five years 
to complete; $36,500 to 
convert the east cell to a 

Type IV cell; $91,300 for 
permit modifications to 
the landfill’s west cell; 
for a total of $617,800.

The county has con-
tributed to the landfill 
closure fund annually 
for the past several 
years. 

The meeting will get 
under way at 10 a.m. 
in the commissioners 
courtroom, located on 
the third floor of the 
county courthouse.

Court strikes health insurance requirement
ATLANTA (AP) — A federal 

appeals panel’s ruling strik-
ing down the centerpiece of 
President Barack Obama’s 
health care overhaul moves 
the question of whether 
Americans can be required to 
buy health insurance a step 
closer to the U.S. Supreme 
Court.

A divided three-judge panel 
of the 11th Circuit Court of 
Appeals ruled Friday that 
Congress overstepped its 
authority when lawmakers 
passed the so-called individ-
ual mandate, the first such 
decision by a federal appeals 
court. 

It’s a stinging blow to 
Obama’s signature legislative 
achievement, as many ex-
perts agree the requirement 
that Americans carry health 
insurance — or face tax pen-
alties — is the foundation for 

other parts of the law and key 
to paying for it.

Administration officials 
said they are confident the 
ruling will not stand. The 
Justice Department can ask 
the full 11th Circuit to review 
the panel’s ruling and will 
also likely appeal to the Su-
preme Court.

Legal observers long ex-
pected the case would ulti-
mately land in the high court, 
but experts said Friday’s rul-
ing could finally force the jus-
tices to take the case.

“There needs to be a pro-
nouncement that’s nation-
wide,” said Carl Tobias, a 
professor at the University of 
Richmond School of Law. “It 
would be almost impossible 
to implement it if we have 
splintered decisions from dif-
ferent geographic circuits. 
The Supreme Court may feel 

now it has to take it.”
J. Peter Rich, a Los Angeles-

based health care attorney, 
said the Supreme Court had 
never weighed in on an issue 
such as the provision requir-
ing individuals to buy health 
insurance.

“They have never ruled on 
this specific issue,” he said. 
“This really is a case of first 
impression, although the 
Obama administration may 
try to argue otherwise.”

Rich said it’s not unconsti-
tutional for individual states 
to have such requirements, 
noting that Massachusetts 
has a similar law in place. 
However, the high court has 
yet to weigh in on whether a 
federal requirement passes 
muster.

In the Atlanta ruling, Chief 
Judge Joel Dubina and Cir-
cuit Judge Frank Hull found 

in a 207-page opinion that 
lawmakers cannot require 
people to “enter into con-
tracts with private insurance 
companies for the purchase 
of an expensive product from 
the time they are born until 
the time they die.”

In a lengthy dissent, Circuit 
Judge Stanley Marcus ac-
cused the majority of ignor-
ing the “undeniable fact that 
Congress’ commerce power 
has grown exponentially 
over the past two centuries.” 
He wrote that Congress gen-
erally has the constitutional 
authority to create rules reg-
ulating large areas of the na-
tional economy.

Dubina was tapped by for-
mer President George H.W. 
Bush, a Republican, while 
Hull and Marcus were picks 
of former Democratic Presi-
dent Bill Clinton.

The White House argued 
the legislative branch was us-
ing a “quintessential” power 
— its constitutional ability to 
regulate interstate commerce, 
including the health care in-
dustry — when it passed the 
overhaul law.

“Individuals who choose to 
go without health insurance 
are making an economic de-
cision that affects all of us — 
when people without insur-
ance obtain health care they 
cannot pay for, those with 
insurance and taxpayers are 
often left to pick up the tab,” 
said White House adviser 
Stephanie Cutter.

The 11th Circuit’s ruling, 
which sided with 26 states 
that had sued to stop the law 
from taking effect, is the lat-
est contradictory judicial 
opinion on the health care 
debate.

   Tributes sometimes paid at 
memorial services are worthy 
of sharing. (When referencing 
“educators,” I include all “team 
members” who participate in 
students’ transformation from 
“I’m not worth much” to “I can 
make a difference.”)

A teacher’s aide--let’s call her 
“Mrs. Bonnie,” as her students 
did--died a few months ago at age 
fifty-something. She was 100% 
committed to the elementary 
school youngsters she served.

Two students’ mother reflected 
on her regimen of “high fives” 
for all youngsters as they ar-
rived each day. The mom asked 
her fifth grade daughter, as she 
“graduated” to the sixth grade 
campus, what she’d miss most 
at the elementary school. Her 
response: “‘High fives’ from Mrs. 
Bonnie.”

One day, the parent shared this 
account with Mrs. Bonnie. The 
aide then traced her handprint 
on a piece of foam paper and 
mailed it to the little girl’s home. 
“Now, you can still get a ‘high 
five’ from me every morning,” 
Mrs. Bonnie explained in a note. 
The youngster proudly attached 
the hand outline to a wall in her 
bedroom. When Mrs. Bonnie 
died, the little girl’s younger 
brother lamented that he’d miss 
the “high fiving” as well. “You 
can share the one on my wall,” 
she told her sibling.

A few weeks before her death, 

Mrs. Bonnie bought an MP3 
player for the students. She 
wanted them to have “cool mu-
sic” on days the music teacher 
wasn’t at school.

She constantly bought book 
fair items for students who 
couldn’t afford them, bought t-
shirts for others who didn’t have 
the cash, ad infinitum.

All of this on an aide’s salary.
My friend, Dr. Doyle Rogers, 

keeps a “letter to the editor” 
tucked away. It appeared in 
the Fort Worth Star-Telegram 
in 1983, a tribute to his sister, 
Charlotte Walters, who, after 
a seven-year bout with cancer, 
died at age 49. She taught first 
grade in Fort Worth schools for 
23 years.

Written by Frank and Carol 
Hames of Fort Worth, the letter 
credited Mrs. Walters for provid-
ing “a foundation and inspira-
tion” to be retained throughout 
the lives of their two daughters.

Thoughtful and tenderly word-
ed, the letter lauded the educator 
in what today would likely be 
considered too lengthy for inclu-
sion in major newspapers. But, 
the couple had much to say.

She was described as being 
“enthusiastic, creative, patient, 
and above all, a true profession-
al.” The Hames’ “saddest part of 
all” was expressed for the “wee 
folk” who will never have the 
chance to meet the best friend 
a first grader could ever have.   
The Hames’ letter is the “highest 
of fives.”

Be on the lookout in the new 
school year for those in your 
midst who are called to teach. 
And thank them.

Assault on cats
To the Editor:
I am most unhappy to report someone is assaulting pet cats on Vicky Street 

with a 22 pistol or rifle. My beloved one-year-old yellow male kitten named 
Sheba was shot. He was with my six-month-old black kitten named Shadow at 
the time outside my home. Both kittens have their needed shots and Sheba is 
neutered and these kittens are no threat to anyone. I guess Shadow was quick-
er on his feet as he escaped without injury. They were let out to be with their 
mother for awhile who stays in the backyard. They were due to be brought in 
to spend the rest of the afternoon sleeping in a cool environment. They showed 
up in my garage scared and wanting in. 

I didn’t notice anything right away until I heard Sheba scream when Shadow 
started wrestling with him. I then noticed blood and his paw was bent under 
and he was limping. This was a Friday and I was leaving the house for work 
and would not be back in time to take him to the vet. I really assumed though 
that Shadow or another cat had bitten him and caused the wound, but when I 
got home I was able to examine him more closely and knew it was much, much 
worse. 

He secluded himself and slept mostly for the next couple of days. I still didn’t 
know for sure until Monday when I got him to the vet. Dr. Holt was sick and 
not there that day, but advised me Tuesday he had been shot. He told me he 
probably would need amputation of that leg. He took x-rays and they showed 
a break and fractured leg which was so bad it might not allow surgery. He of-
fered to check with a doctor friend in Midland who does surgeries. He said he 
would keep him comfortable and find out what he could and let me know. I de-
cided to bring him home and see how he would do before I made any decision 
to do any more harm to him. 

He is now in Midland waiting surgery tomorrow and it will cost approxi-
mately $1,000 to try and save that leg so he won’t have to lose it and have a bet-
ter quality of life. However, at this time and until the doctor goes into it there 
is a chance he cannot save it. If it is not corrected by surgery and not ampu-
tated, he will eventually hurt it much worse by limping on it and jumping up 
and down and then too late to even try. 

I learnred since then the cat belonging to my next door neighbor was also 
shot awhile back and it was in his side. He limped also for along time, but it 
healed because the leg was not damaged. It is my opinion that anyone who 
could do such a thing to one of God’s creatures that was no threat to anyone is 
mean, evil, irresponsible and without a conscience and to be feared. I thought 
it was against the law to do such a thing and never dreamed it could happen 
to one of my cats while playing outside for awhile and staying inside at night. 
There are many more pet cats owned by my neighbors who go outside some 
during the day. They need to know what can happen since at this time I do not 
know who did this.

Perry’s entry into race could
overshadow Iowa straw poll

CHARLESTON, S.C. 
(AP) — Texas Gov. Rick 
Perry’s jump into the 
Republican presidential 
race Saturday promises 
to jolt the crowded field 
and threatens to cast a 
shadow all the way back 
to the Midwest, site of 
an important early test 
of his rivals’ strength.

His announcement 
was set for 1 p.m. EDT 
at a meeting of conser-
vative activists in South 
Carolina, only a few 
hours before the release 
of results from a straw 
poll in Iowa, the na-
tion’s first caucus state. 
Former Minnesota Gov. 
Tim Pawlenty and U.S. 
Rep. Michele Bachmann 
of Minnesota are hoping 
for a boost.

Perry’s advisers said 
this week he would use 
his appearance at the 

RedState Gathering to 
make his plans official. 
But his first speech as a 
candidate was certain to 
draw attention from the 
Republicans competing 
in the Midwest.

“I have never seen this 
landslide of emotion for 
a candidacy. I cannot 
literally keep up with 
the emails and mes-
sages coming into my 
cellphone,” said Katon 
Dawson, a former GOP 
chairman in South Car-
olina.

“There is an excite-
ment for Gov. Perry that 
there just isn’t around 
the other candidates.”

Perry, 61, was sched-
uled to visit New Hamp-
shire, the first-in-the-
nation primary state, 
later Saturday before 
stepping onto Iowa soil 
Sunday.

The leading GOP can-
didate so far has been 
Mitt Romney, a former 
Massachusetts gover-
nor making his second 
run for the nomination. 
But no one in the field 
has managed to raise 
the kind of enthusiasm 
among conservatives 
that seems to surround 
Perry.

Among the others 
in the race are former 
Utah Gov. Jon Hunts-
man, former U.S. House 
Speaker Newt Gingrich, 
U.S. Rep. Ron Paul of 
Texas, former U.S. Sen. 
Rick Santorum of Penn-
sylvania and business-
man Herman Cain.

Through three terms 
as governor, Perry has 
overseen significant 
job growth in his state 
while working to keep 
taxes low.

Iowa straw poll could offer 
first hints of Republicans' 
2012 nominee

AMES, Iowa (AP) — After months of 
laying the groundwork, the first test 
of the Republican presidential candi-
dates' viability is finally here.

Saturday's Iowa Straw Poll marks 
the first time Republican voters weigh 
in on the GOP presidential field with 
ballots and comes just as Gov. Rick 
Perry of Texas was to enter the cam-
paign during a visit to another early 
nominating state.

The nonbinding results in Ames, 
Iowa, were likely to foreshadow the 
coming months here in the leadoff 
state.

"The Iowa Straw Poll is the first 
measurable proving ground for our 
Republican candidates for president," 
Republican Party of Iowa Chairman 
Matt Strawn said.

After that, just four months remain 
before the leadoff Iowa caucuses.

Consumers help ease 
recession fears, but stock-
market gyrations could 
threaten further gains

WASHINGTON (AP) — The econo-
my might not be on the brink of an-
other recession after all.

Consumers, who drive most eco-
nomic growth, spent more on cars, 
furniture, electronics and other goods 
in July — and more in May and June 
than previously thought. That burst 
of activity is encouraging because it 
shows many Americans were willing 
to spend despite high unemployment, 
scant pay raises, steep gas prices and 
diminished wealth.

If it keeps up, the economy might 
rebound after growing at an annual 
rate of just 0.8 percent in the first half 
of 2011.

That's a big if.
Whether Americans remain will-

ing to spend freely despite the stock 

markets' wild swings will determine 
whether the second half of the year is 
any better than the first. Their 401(k) 
retirement accounts have shrunk.

Appeals court strikes 
down health overhaul 
requirement that most 
Americans must buy 
insurance

ATLANTA (AP) — A federal appeals 
panel's ruling striking down the cen-
terpiece of President Barack Obama's 
health care overhaul moves the ques-
tion of whether Americans can be re-
quired to buy health insurance a step 
closer to the U.S. Supreme Court.

A divided three-judge panel of the 
11th Circuit Court of Appeals ruled 
Friday that Congress overstepped its 
authority when lawmakers passed 
the so-called individual mandate, the 
first such decision by a federal appeals 
court. It's a stinging blow to Obama's 
signature legislative achievement, as 
many experts agree the requirement 
that Americans carry health insur-
ance — or face tax penalties — is the 
foundation for other parts of the law 
and key to paying for it.

Administration officials said they 
are confident the ruling will not 
stand. The Justice Department can 
ask the full 11th Circuit to review the 
panel's ruling and will also likely ap-
peal to the Supreme Court.

Legal observers long expected the 
case would ultimately land in the 
high court, but experts said Friday's 
ruling could finally force the justices 
to take the case.

"There needs to be a pronouncement 
that's nationwide," said Carl Tobias, a 
professor at the University of Rich-
mond School of Law. "It would be al-
most impossible to implement it if we 
have splintered decisions from differ-
ent geographic circuits. The Supreme 
Court may feel now it has to take it."

American man abducted 
from his home in eastern 
Pakistan, police say

LAHORE, Pakistan (AP) — Gunmen 
abducted an American man from his 
home in the eastern Pakistani city of 
Lahore on Saturday, officials said, an 
unusually brazen raid that showed 
the threat to foreigners living in the 
militancy-wracked country.

The American Embassy identified 
the victim as Warren Weinstein. A 
man by that name serves as the Paki-
stan country director for J.E. Austin 
Associates, a development contractor 
that works with the aid arm of the 
American government, according to 
a profile on the LinkedIn networking 
website.

The profile says that Weinstein is 
based in Lahore and had been in Paki-
stan for seven years. Calls to the com-
pany in the United States were not 
immediately answered.

According to Pakistani police, be-
tween eight and 10 assailants broke 
into the American's house in an up-
scale neighborhood in Lahore after 
persuading the guards to open the 
gate by saying they wanted to give 
them food — an act of sharing com-
mon during the Muslim holy month 
of Ramadan.

Police officer Attiqur Rehman said 
the motive for the attack was not im-
mediately clear.

Syrian tanks deploy in 
coastal city of Latakia 
amid intense shooting

BEIRUT (AP) — An activist says 
Syrian tanks have fanned out across 
a neighborhood in the coastal city of 
Latakia amid intense shooting there.

Rami Abdul-Rahman, head of the 
London-based Observatory for Hu-
man Rights in Syria, says 20 tanks and 
armored personnel carriers deployed 
around the al-Ramel neighborhood in 
Latakia as the shooting erupted on 

Saturday.
The city 

has seen 
large pro-
tests against 
P r e s i d e n t 
Bashar As-
sad's re-
gime.

A Latakia 
r e s i d e n t 

confirmed military's presence in al-
Ramel, speaking on condition of ano-
nymity for fear of reprisals.

The government's crackdown inten-
sified over the past weeks, with troops 
storming several towns and cities.

Officials block cellphone 
reception in San Francisco 
train stations to disrupt 
protest plans

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Transit 
officials blocked cellphone reception 
in San Francisco train stations for 
three hours to disrupt planned dem-
onstrations over a police shooting.

Officials with the Bay Area Rapid 
Transit system, better known as 
BART, said Friday that they turned 
off electricity to cellular towers in 
four stations from 4 p.m. to 7 p.m. 
Thursday. The move was made after 
BART learned that protesters planned 
to use mobile devices to coordinate a 
demonstration on train platforms.

The tactic drew comparisons to 
those used by the former president 
of Egypt to squelch protests demand-
ing an end to his authoritarian rule. 
Authorities there cut Internet and 
cellphone services in the country for 
days earlier this year.

"BART officials are showing them-
selves to be of a mind with the former 
president of Egypt, Hosni Mubarak," 
the Electronic Frontier Foundation 
said on its website.

The American Civil Liberties Union 
criticized the tactic, saying on its blog 
that it was the "wrong response to po-
litical protests."

LONDON (AP) — Tossing rioters out 
of state-subsidized homes, unmask-
ing young men who hide their faces 
behind hoods, demanding that phone 
networks shut off access to messag-
ing services or social networks dur-
ing unrest.

Britain's government has pledged 
an iron-fisted response to the wide-
scale looting and violence that scarred 
London and other English cities — 
for some reminiscent of Margaret 
Thatcher's uncompromising stance 
against civil unrest.

An important Johnson family tradi-
tion was carried on Friday in down-
town Nacogdoches - a tradition Pa-
mela Permenter Umbarger was afraid 
would never happen for her family.

Little Maddix Kole Clayton John-
son, who turned 1 on Friday, got his 
first haircut on his first birthday at 
Milford's Barbershop, the same bar-
ber shop where Johnson family mem-
bers have been getting their hair cut 
for four generations. Maddix makes 
the fifth.

But what made Friday's event even 
more special were the odds that it 
would ever happen.

Maddix's father, Michael Clayton 
Johnson, 33, was told many years ago 
he would likely never have children. 
The reason was the severe trauma he 
endured at age 3 when he accidentally 
shot himself with his grandfather's 
shotgun.

On Feb. 8, 1981, Michael was at the 
home of his grandfather, Otis John-
son, former lake patrol officer on 
Lake Nacogdoches, when his mother, 
Pamela, heard a loud noise.

"I thought it was an old chair that 
hit the floor," she said.

But when she entered the room 
where Michael had gone to play, she 
found something else.

"I was in the living room with my 
3-month-old son, and I thought a chair 
had fallen, but when I went to check 
out the sound, I found a life-changing 
accident had happened for my 3-year-
old," she said. "To my shock, Michael 
was laying on the floor with blood all 
over him. After realizing that Michael 
had shot himself with his grandfa-
ther's gun, I ran outside to get Ed (Mi-
chael's father) and Otis to help him.

"I dialed the hospital ahead of time 
to let them know that Michael was on 
his way with a gun shot wound to the 

head," she wrote in an email account 
of what happened that fateful day.

Pam's twin sister and Michael's 
"favorite" aunt, Tammy Ritter, also 
recalled the events of that day with 
great detail. The sisters recalled that 
when Michael decided he wanted to 
play with his grandfather's gun, he 
"found a way to get to it."

"The gun was too high for him to 
reach, so he pushed his little yellow 
Tonka truck beneath the gun where 
it was hanging in its holster," Pam 
recalled. "When he got the gun in his 
little hands, he attempted to put it in 
his vest pocket with his thumb on the 
trigger pointing toward his face. That 
is when I heard it."

The shot went in and out of Michael's 
left cheek, going upward, glazing the 
temple and heading toward the back 
of his head. It exited and took a por-
tion of his skull leaving a portion of 
his brain unprotected.

Once Michael arrived at the hos-
pital, surgeons were ready for him, 
Pam said.

"Dr. (Quinn) Robinson was heaven 
sent that day," she said. "Dr. Flamen 
Ball and Dr. B.W. Henderson were 
also there and assisting. The doctors 
told us that day that Michael may not 
live, and if he did, he might be a veg-
etable."

The first time Pam saw Michael af-
ter surgery, she said she was shocked 
to see how his head was swollen twice 
its normal size.

"He had tubes coming from him, 
and he was hooked up to machines 
that were frightening to me," she said. 
"This was the first day of a long jour-
ney for this 3-year-old active and curi-
ous little boy."

Due to swelling and the trauma to 
his brain, Michael had to learn motor 
skills again. He went back to diapers 
and had to potty train all over.

"He was a little talker and had to gain 

his speech back, too," Pam recalled. 
"Walking was a challenge, because 
falling was a danger to his head."

But all of these challenges were 
small to a determined little man, his 
mother said.

"I remember he had received a 
stuffed toy as a gift that stayed in 
his bed during his hospital stay of 30 
days," she said. "Little did we know 
that stuffed toy would be lead to his 
first words.

"Before the injury, we would tell 
Michael ‘no way Jose,' and he would 
repeat it to us and others," Pam said. 
"One day, I was talking to Michael 
saying the words and playing with 
him with the stuffed toy, and those 
words came out of his mouth. It was 
slow and drawn out, but I knew he 
was going to talk again."

During the 30-day hospital stay, 
Michael had six surgeries, including 
plastic surgery to pull skin over his 
temple. Once Michael got more active 
in the hospital, he wore a hard helmet 
to protect his brain.

"The helmet came home with us, 
and he wore it for one year while he 
was awake, and he slept in a (stock-
ing cap) that the edge was folded sev-
eral times for padding," Pam said. 
"We were happy when he had surgery 
to place a plate over the hole, so he 
did not have to wear the helmet any 
longer."

When Michael was 10, an oral sur-
geon discovered a snap from the vest 
he was wearing the day the accident 
happened. After many surgeries 
throughout his young childhood, Mi-
chael finally got a mesh plate at 13, 
which ended the surgeries.

In the meantime, doctors also told 

the family Michael could possibly be 
sterile because of the trauma he en-
dured.

"As a mother, I had prepared myself 
with the idea that I would not have 
any grandchildren by Michael," Pam 
said. "Then, after the death of my 
youngest son, Marc, who died Feb. 8, 
2000, I really felt that I would never be 
a grandmother."

Enter the miracle of Maddix Kole 
Clayton Johnson on Aug. 12, 2010.

Friday's event at Milford's was rem-
iniscent of a haircut Michael received 
after his recovery from the accident. 
A Daily Sentinel photo documented 
James Milford cutting Michael's hair 
about a year after the accident. It was 
one of the first photos taken of the lit-
tle boy after his injury, and it ran in 
the newspaper.

Maddix's first haircut was also a 
tribute to his late great-grandfather, 
Otis, who died in 2002 at 77. Other 
immediate family members in Na-
cogdoches include Marie Permenter, 
Ed and Rhonda Johnson and Nikole 
Jinkins, Maddix's mother and Mi-
chael's fiance. Michael and Pam now 
live in Kilgore, where Michael also 
works. However, Michael still calls 
Nacogdoches home.

The recent chain of events has all 
been "very meaningful to the family, 
because we never thought Michael 
would have children," Pam said.

It's been especially meaning for 
Maddix's parents.

"It means a lot just to have him," 
Nikole said, juggling a curious, ac-
tive and grinning Maddix, "because 
Michael thought he would never have 
children. But now that he does, he 
wants to show him off."

The United States Hang Gliding Championship Com-
petition begins Sunday at McMahon-Wrinkle Airpark 
and runs through Aug. 21.

Spectators are welcome. Take off will occur daily be-
tween 12:30 p.m. and 2 p.m. Concessions will be avail-
able.

Spectators will also be able to experience flying for a 
fee.

Below is a quick guide for those new to the sport.

• How safe are hang gliders?
As safe as the person flying them. Like any form of 

sport aviation, hang gliding can be dangerous if pur-
sued carelessly. Gliders in the U.S. are now certified for 
airworthiness by the Hang Glider Manufacturers Asso-
ciation (HGMA). Also, hang gliding instruction has been 
standardized and students learn from certified instruc-
tors using a thorough gradual training program. Despite 
these advances, people still make judgment errors and 
aviation is not very forgiving of such. The majority of 
pilots fly their entire careers without sustaining a seri-
ous injury.

• How do gliders gain altitude?
While there are many sources of upwardly moving air 

or “lift,” the most commonly used by hang gliders are 
ridge lift and thermal lift. Ridge lift occurs when horizon-
tal wind hits an obstruction — like a ridge, for instance 
— and is deflected upward. Thermal lift occurs when 
terrain is heated by the sun and transfers this heat to 

the surrounding air , which then rises.
Typically, ridge lift exists in a “lift band” on the wind-

ward side of a ridge and pilots get up by flying back and 
forth through this band. Thermal lift on the other hand 
usually starts at some local “trigger point” on the ground 
and then rises as a column or bubble of air. To get up in 
a thermal, pilots circle in this region of rising air.

• Is hang gliding physically demanding?
Almost anyone can fly a hang glider. If someone can 

jog while balancing a 50 - 70 lb. weight on their shoul-
ders they can learn to fly. While flying does not require 
great strength — since the straps, not the pilot’s arms, 
hold the pilot up — long duration flights in turbulent con-
ditions require a moderate degree of upper body en-
durance. This typically develops as the pilot progresses 

through training to these longer flights.

• How do you steer a hang glider?
Hang gliders are controlled by shifting the pilot’s weight 

with respect to the glider. Pilots are suspended from a 
hang strap connected to the glider’s frame — hence the 
name “hang” glider. By moving forward and backward 
and side to side at the end of this hang strap, the pilot 
alters the center of gravity of the glider. This causes the 
glider to pitch or roll in the direction of the pilot’s motion 
and thus allows both speed control and turning.

• How high and far can a hang glider go?
This depends a lot on the conditions in which they are 

flown, but flights in excess of 300 miles in length and 
altitudes of well over 17,999 feet have been recorded. 
More typically, during the summer in the western U.S., 
pilots will frequently achieve altitudes of 5,000 to 10,000 
feet and fly for over 100 miles.

• How long do flights last?
Again this depends on conditions, but a high altitude 

flight is frequently several hours in duration. On good 
days, pilots don’t have to land until the sun goes down.

• Do pilots need to be licensed to fly hang glid-
ers?

Not really, but a program analogous to FAA licensing 
exists and is administered by the USHGA (U.S. Hang 
Gliding Association). This program consists of a specific 
set of flying skills corresponding to a series of pilot pro-
ficiency ratings — Beginner through Master — each of 
which carries a set of recommended operating limita-
tions. Beginner rated pilots, for instance, should only fly 
from hills under 100 feet in height in mild winds and 
under the guidance of an instructor.

While these ratings don’t carry the force of law in quite 
the same way as FAA pilot’s licenses do, the majority 
of flying sites in the U.S. require that pilots hold some 
specific USHGA rating to be allowed to fly.

• How does a student go about learning to fly?
The USHGA certifies hang gliding instructors and 

schools. All students should learn from a certified in-
structor. Lists of certified schools can be obtained from 
the USHGA at (719) 632-8300 or at www.ushga.com.

The time required for training varies considerably with 
the student’s innate skills and with the type of training 
conditions. Typically, however, a student will spend five 
to 10 lessons to obtain each of the first two USHGA pilot 
ratings (Beginner and Novice), a process which gener-
ally takes from 3 to 6 months.

At the end of this primary training process, the stu-
dent is usually flying from moderate altitudes — several 
hundred to a few thousand feet — in relative mild condi-
tions.

Progression to more difficult flying conditions contin-
ues from then on under the supervision of more experi-
enced pilots or Observers/Advanced Instructors.

Texas tops Oakland
OAKLAND (AP) — C.J. Wil-

son stopped a mini-slide with 
his first career victory in Oak-
land, and it didn’t change a 
thing.

He still hates playing here.
Wilson pitched six effective 

innings to earn his first win in 
a month and the Texas Rangers 
beat the Athletics 9-1 on Friday 
night.

The left-hander was show-
ered with boos in his first 
appearance at the Coliseum 
since his critical remarks on 
Wednesday, when he said he 
didn’t like the mound or the 
weather in Oakland, and was 
critical about the attendance 
for A’s games.

“It felt like a playoff game hav-
ing the whole stadium against 
you,” Wilson said. “The funny 
thing was it fired me up a little 
bit. It made me stronger. It puts 
it all in focus. You have to be 
able to compete in that type of 
environment.”

Wilson (11-5) allowed a run 
and four hits, struck out seven 
and walked three. He was 0-2 
with a 4.84 ERA in four starts 
since his last victory, on July 
16 at Seattle.

“When you go a month with-
out a win it grates on you,” 
Wilson said. “I won a Go-Kart 
race the other day and it was 
my first win in a while. I was 
kind of stoked by that.”

Endy Chavez had three hits, 
scored twice and drove in a run 
as the Rangers won for just the 
third time in their last nine 
road games. Michael Young 
added two hits and an RBI.

AL West-leading Texas re-
mained two games ahead of the 
Los Angeles Angels, who won 
5-1 in Toronto.

“C.J. knows what is at stake,” 
Rangers manager Ron Wash-
ington said. “We need him to 
play good baseball. The way he 
pitched tonight is the way he’s 
pitched most of the year. You 
know you’re going to get every-
thing he’s got.”

Brandon McCarthy (5-6) was 
knocked out of the game when 
he was struck by Chavez’s line 
drive in the fourth, sidelined 
by a bruised right knee.

“I don’t know what it feels 
like to have a knee blown apart 
or to do something serious to it

Woods heading home early
JOHNS CREEK (AP) — Ti-

ger Woods trudged toward 
the 18th green, his head 
down after one last shot 
plopped into the water.

The gallery at Atlanta Ath-
letic Club mustered some 
polite — almost sympathetic 
— applause.

It was a far cry from the 
roar he’s heard so many 
times, but hardly the only 
thing that’s changed in Ti-
ger’s world.

Once identified by either 
his No. 1 ranking or his 14 

majors, Woods missed the 
cut Friday at the PGA Cham-
pionship with a performance 
that was even more shock-
ing because of the numbers 
he compiled.

He hit into 22 bunkers. He 
put four balls in the water. 
His five double bogeys were 
the most he ever made in 
one tournament.

With one final bogey for 
a 3-over 73, Woods finished 
out of the top 100 for the first 
time ever in a major. He 
was 15 shots behind Jason 

Dufner, who has never won 
a PGA Tour event, and Kee-
gan Bradley, playing in his 
first major.

“Obviously frustration, 
disappointment that I’m not 
contending in the tourna-
ment,” Woods said. “Next 
time.”

That’s going to be a while. 
He doesn’t expect to tee it up 
again until the Australian 
Open in November, and his 
next shot at a 15th major

Astros reach 20-year low
LOS ANGELES (AP) — The 

Houston Astros wasted some ter-
rific pitching by Bud Norris and 
Fernando Rodriguez, and slipped 
to depths the club hasn’t seen in 
almost 20 years.

Norris allowed two hits over 
seven innings and Rodriguez 
escaped his own bases-loaded 
jam in the ninth. But the As-
tros couldn’t muster any offense 
against rookie Nathan Eovaldi, 
and David Carpenter yielded a 
game-ending single to Matt Kemp 
in the 10th inning that gave the 
Los Angeles Dodgers a 1-0 victory 
on Friday night.

“Anytime you lose a game in 
extras, it’s hard,” manager Brad 
Mills said. “To see these guys 
battle again like they did last 
night after a tough loss is out-
standing. I can’t tip my hat to 
them enough.”

Houston fell 30 games out of 
first place for the first time since 
losing the next-to-last game of 
the 1991 season — and there are 
still 41 games remaining. The 
last time the Astros finished a 
season at least 30 games out was 
1975, when they were a franchise-
record 43½ back.

The Astros have to go no worse 
than 25-18 the rest of the way to 
avoid the first 100-loss season in 
the franchise’s 50-year history.

They almost lost in the ninth in-
ning Friday night, but Rodriguez 
staged an impressive escape.

Houston center fielder Jason 
Bourgeois made a gallant diving 
attempt on Juan Rivera’s slicing 
fly ball to right-center, but it fell 
for a leadoff triple. Rodriguez in-
tentionally walked James Loney 
and Dioner Navarro before strik-
ing out pinch-hitter Tony Gw-
ynn Jr. and getting a force at the 
plate on Jamey Carroll’s tapper 

toward the mound. Aaron Miles 
then grounded out to second on a 
full count.

“Man, that was outstanding,” 
Astros first baseman Carlos Lee 
said. “Fernando showed a lot of 
guts right there. He got the first 
two outs, then he fell behind 3-1. 
But he went after him with back-
to-back strikes and made him 
swing the bat.”

Carpenter (0-2) gave up a dou-
ble by Casey Blake that went just 
inside the first-base line, then in-
tentionally walked Andre Ethier 
before Kemp slapped an 0-2 pitch 
the other way just inside the 
right-field line.

“Carp made some good pitches, 
but they were just able to get a 
couple balls that they didn’t re-
ally hit on the screws,” Mills 
said. “You kind of had a feeling 
that maybe the game might end 
on something like that because of 
so few hits on both sides.”

Josh Lindblom (1-0) pitched a 
perfect 10th inning for his first 
major league win. Kemp’s fifth 
career game-ending hit made the 
Dodgers 6-0 in extra innings — 
the only team in the majors that 
hasn’t lost under those circum-
stances.

“I knew it was over at the mo-
ment it landed fair,” Kemp said. 
“If Casey didn’t score on that, 
I was going to beat him up. But 
he’s not that slow.”

Norris struck out eight and 
walked four before he was lifted 
for a pinch hitter. The right-hand-
er has yielded just three earned 
runs over 26 innings in his last 
four starts against the Dodgers.

In his previous start against 
them on June 19 at Los Angeles, 
Norris gave up only one hit in

but it didn’t feel like any-
thing too horrible,” Mc-
Carthy said.

Trystan Magnuson re-
placed McCarthy, who 
allowed seven runs, five 
earned, and eight hits in 
3 1-3 innings.

The Rangers grabbed 
control with six runs in 
the second inning. The 
first six batters reached 
against McCarthy, who 
also was hurt by some 
shoddy defense.

Young hit a leadoff 
triple and scored on 
Nelson Cruz’s base hit. 
Mike Napoli reached on 
an error by shortstop 
Cliff Pennington before 
Mitch Moreland and 

Yorvit Torrealba had 
consecutive RBI singles. 
Chavez, Elvis Andrus 
and Josh Hamilton also 
drove in a run in the in-
ning.

After McCarthy left 
the game in the fourth, 
Kinsler and Young each 
singled home a run. An-
other run scored on an 
error by right fielder 
David DeJesus.

Wilson seemed to en-
joy the extra attention 
he received from the 
20,288 fans in atten-
dance, who booed his 
every step before the 
game. He improved to 
1-2 with two saves and a

Wilson retired 17 of 
his first 21 batters before 
back-to-back doubles 
from Josh Willingham 
and Conor Jackson pro-
duced the A’s only run.

The A’s six-game los-
ing streak to the Rang-
ers is the longest since 
a nine-game streak be-
tween June 19-Sept. 30, 
1986. ...

title is eight long months 
away, the Masters next 
spring.

“I got some time off 
again,” said Woods, 
who had just come off a 
three-month layoff last 

week after allowing an 
injured leg to fully heal.

His body may be feel-
ing good, but his game 
is a mess.

This week, it’s a bunch 
of obscure guys who are 
playing a game that used 
to be familiar to Woods.

Dufner, who hasn’t 
made a cut since the last 

week in May, holed a 
25-foot eagle putt on the 
fifth hole and threw in 
five birdies for a 5-under 
65 that put him atop the 
leaderboard for the first 
time in a major.

Bradley, a tour rookie 
and the nephew of LPGA 
great Pat Bradley, did 
even better with a bo-
gey-free round of 64.

They weren’t the only 
surprising front-run-
ners. There were only 
three major winners 
among the top 25 — Jim 
Furyk, Davis Love III 
and Trevor Immelman, 
all of them with one title 
apiece.

Journeymen D.A. 
Points (67) and John 
Senden (68) were one 
stroke off the lead. For-
ty-six-year-old, no-time 
tour winner Brandt 
Jobe (69) was another 
shot back.

“These guys are all 

great players,” Bradley 
insisted. “It’s not like 
they just kind of stum-
bled up there. They’ve 
been out here a long 
time.”

Even as Steve Stricker 
followed up his record-
tying 63 with a 74, and 
as Rory McIlroy made 
it around with a heavily 
taped right wrist, Woods 
captivated the crowd on 
another steamy day in 
Atlanta.

There were times the 
fans wanted to cover 
their eyes.

Woods blasted out of 
a bunker and went into 
the pond on the other 
side of the green for a 
double bogey. On his 
next hole, he hooked 
his drive into the trees, 
chipped out sideways, 
then hit a snap-hook 
back into the trees for 
another double bogey.

At least he went out in 
style — one more bunker 
off the tee at No. 18, one 
more shot into the pond 
fronting the green.

He was angry Thurs-
day when he opened 
with a 77. He looked 
numb when he left.

It was only the sev-
enth time he has failed 
to qualify for the week-
end in 227 tournaments 
worldwide, and the 
third time in a major. 
He completed only one 
major this year, a tie for 
fourth at the Masters.

Now the only question 
is when — and where — 
he will play next.

Woods failed to qual-
ify for the FedEx Cup 
playoffs, which he has 
won two of the past 
four years, meaning 
he is ineligible for any 
PGA Tour event for the 
next six weeks. The 
next tournament on his 
schedule is the Austra-
lian Open, starting Nov. 
10, although he would 
not rule out playing 
somewhere — perhaps 
a Fall Series event — be-
fore then.

Meanwhile, it’s back 
to practice.

“Now I’ll have nothing 
to do but work on my 
game,” he said. “That’s 
going to be good.”

Woods wasn’t the only 
one headed home early. 
Defending PGA champi-
on Martin Kaymer was 
among three players 
from the top 10 in the 
world to miss the cut — 
the others were Jason 
Day and Dustin John-
son, who missed last 
year’s playoff at Whis-
tling Straits because a 
disputed two-stroke pen-
alty on the 72nd hole.

The leaderboard 
wasn’t totally devoid of 
experience.

Furyk, the 2003 U.S. 
Open champion hav-
ing his worst season 
since he was a rookie, 
emerged from his slump 
with a 65 and was in 
the group at 4-under 
136 that included Scott 
Verplank, a former U.S. 
Amateur champion.

Verplank has been 
coping with wrist and 
elbow injuries longer 
than he cares to remem-
ber, but he’s always 
been a good putter and 
that carried him to the 
outright lead for much 
of the afternoon.

After struggling with 
the bunkers and rough 
along the back nine, he 
left the course in good 
spirits after laying up 
on the 18th and scratch-
ing out a par.

Another shot back 
was Stricker, who was 
11 shots worse than his 
record-tying start, but 
still in the mix.

Stricker opened this 
major by going 20 
straight holes without 
a bogey until he started 
missing putts on the 
edge of the cup. He still 
was tied for the lead un-
til dropping two more 
shots at the end of his 
round, including a shot 
into the water on the 
18th for bogey. He had a 

74 and was in the group 
at 3-under 137.

“I was on the other end 
of the spectrum where it 
was tough going all the 
way around,” Stricker 
said. “But we’re still 
in there, only a couple 
back, and anything 
could happen on the 
weekend.”

Woods may be gone, 
but his ex-caddie will 
have a late tee time. 
Adam Scott, who hired 
Steve Williams for his 
bag, made a strong move 
into contention until a 
blunder on the last hole. 
Trying to lay up with a 
punch shot under the 
trees, it came out too 
hot and went into the 
front of the water. Scott 
finished with a double 
bogey for a 69 and was 
three shots behind.

Luke Donald and Lee 
Westwood, Nos. 1 and 
2 in the world and both 
trying to win their first 
major, are still very 
much in the picture. 
Westwood quietly pieced 
together a 69 and was at 
1-under 139, while Don-
ald shot 71 and was only 
six shots out of the lead.

So was Phil Mickelson, 
who finished one shot 
behind on this course 10 
years ago. 

He was moving up 
until he dumped his 
approach at 18 into the 
water and took double 
bogey for a 70.

“I thought at the start 
of the week, 6 under was 
going to win the tourna-
ment,” Westwood said. 
“It may still do. I’m sort 
of cruising into posi-
tion.”

McIlroy still thinks he 
has a chance, too.

It was big news when 
the U.S. Open champion 
showed up on the range 
about 30 minutes before 
his tee time, his right 
wrist taped from his 
decision — a bad one, 
he conceded — to hit 
a 7-iron through a tree 
root on Thursday.

six innings — but ended up with a 
no-decision. The Astros lost that one 
1-0 on an eighth-inning homer by Na-
varro against Wilton Lopez.

“He has some pretty good stuff,” 
Kemp said. “He has a good cutter and 
a good slider, and he’s been throw-
ing his changeup a lot. I see he’s been 
working on that.”

Eovaldi gave up two hits over six 
innings in his second major league 
start, striking out three and walking 
four. The 21-year-old right-hander es-
caped a bases-loaded, one-out jam in 
the fourth when J.D. Martinez hit a 
broken-bat liner to second and Jim-
my Paredes flied out to center.

“The kid’s pretty good,” Lee said. 
“He was spotting his fastball and 
working off his off-speed stuff. He 
pitched with a lot of confidence. He 
was throwing anything on any count 
and managed to stay around the plate 
and was throwing strikes. It’s hard 
facing a guy you never saw before 
because. I mean, a guy who throws 
96, you never expect him to throw 3-1 
cutters and sliders.”

Eovaldi played for Alvin High 
School in Alvin, Texas — the same 

school that produced Hall of Famer 
and career strikeout leader Nolan 
Ryan, who spent nine of his 27 big 
league seasons with the Astros. The 
only other time he pitched from the 
Dodger Stadium mound was during a 
winter development camp.

“It was cool, going against the 
hometown team I grew up watching, 
but I just tried to stay focused on the 
game and give my team a chance to 
win,” Eovaldi said. 

“I felt good. My slider didn’t feel 
as great, but my other off-speed stuff 
felt really good today. I was surprised 
when they took me out, but that’s 
their call.”

Eovaldi made his big league debut 
last Saturday, giving up two runs 
and four hits over five innings in a 
5-3 victory at Arizona. 

He is one of five pitchers the Dodg-
ers have promoted from Double-A 
Chattanooga this season, along with 
Lindblom, Rubby De La Rosa, Kenley 
Jansen and closer Javy Guerra.

A splash at the far end 
of a 200-foot pool in a 
drought-choked river-
bed draws the bowfisher 
in that direction.

“And then you see 
them splash down where 
you just came from,” 
Michael Hearn said. “I 
think they really do that 
on purpose.”

Who can blame an al-
ligator gar for acting 
fishy? The gar, aptly 
named for jaws — and 
teeth — that resemble 
its namesake, is a prize 
target for an emerging 
class of anglers who 
never bait a line. They 
just make sure their ar-
rows are sharp.

“The first fish I ever 
shot was in Lake Lone 
Star,” Hearn, 45, said of 
his third outing with the 
buddy who hooked him 
on bowfishing. “And we 
were fishing at night.”

That was in 1989 or 
1990, and Hearn knew 
he was caught. A life-
long hunter and fisher-
man, thanks largely to 
grandfather Homer Da-
vis of Pritchett, Hearn 
now takes sons Ethan, 
11, and Tyler, 14, on 
bow-benders along the 
Sabine River and else-
where.

“It’s a pretty popular 
sport,” he said. “It’s 
grown a lot. I guess just 
recently in the last cou-
ple of years, it’s grown a 
lot more.”

That claim is evi-
denced in sales of bow-
fishing paraphernalia at 
East Texas Archery in 
Diana. Owner Jeff Beall 
said there might have 

been one bow outfitted 
for fishing five years 
ago.

“There’s companies 
(now) that make their 
living off of bowfishing 
equipment,” said Beall, 
who had just returned 
from the bowfishing 
world championships 
south of New Orleans.

Part of the reason for 
that is the sport’s ties to 
conservation, he said, 
describing calls that go 
out occasionally to help 
reduce the number of 
invasive carp in one 
lake or another.

Evidence of the sport’s 
local popularity is as 
close as the website bow.
fishingcountry.com, he 
added.

“There is a huge East 
Texas, Northeast Texas 
presence on this web-
site,” Beall said.

A Department of Pub-
lic Safety trooper sta-

tioned in Gregg County 
since 1997, Hearn can 
think back to the first 
time bowfishing caught 
his eye. It wasn’t long 
after moving to the area 
from Houston at age 16.

One of the more in-
triguing oddities about 
his new home was an al-
ligator gar mounted in a 
Gilmer gas station.

“I didn’t know what 
it was,” he recalled. 
“I thought, ‘You know 
what? I’d really like to 
try that,’ because they 
said they shot it with 
a bow ... and I thought 
that’s pretty cool.”

Bowfishing shares el-
ements with deer hunt-
ing, he says.

“You’re sitting up in 
your (deer) stand, and 
all of a sudden that big 
buck walks out and 
your heart gets thump-
ing,” he said. “And it’s 
just like that.”

ARLINGTON (AP) — 
Dwayne Harris’ head 
was spinning.

Giddy just to be play-
ing his first game for 
the Dallas  Cowboys, 
the rookie receiver was 
learning on the fly, too. 
Coach Jason Garrett 
had just pointed out a 
mistake Harris made 
running with the ball 
after his last reception, 
and now quarterback 
Stephen McGee was 
telling him to be ready 
to recognize a blitz and 
change his route if it 
came.

So, what did the kid 
do?

Harris indeed saw 
the blitz and made the 
adjustment. He wound 
up right where McGee 
expected and easily 
caught a short pass near 
the middle of the field. 
Then Harris took off, 
following Garrett’s ad-
vice all the way to the 
end zone for a 76-yard 
touchdown.

It was quite a highlight 

for the sixth-round pick 
from East Carolina. And 
it wasn’t even his best 
play of the night.

That came with 15 
seconds left and the 
Cowboys driving for the 
win. On a fourth down, 
Harris got free in the 
end zone, jumped and 
grabbed a 13-yard pass 
from McGee, setting 
up a 2-point conversion 
that gave Dallas a 24-23 
victory over the Denver 
Broncos on Thursday 
night.

“He stepped up,” Mc-
Gee said. “Man, you 
love to see guys who 
come out and play well 
in the game.”

Harris wasn’t always 
a standout during train-
ing camp, and the col-
lection of third-string-
ers that McGee leads 
hadn’t worked much 
on the two-minute drill. 
Thus, this was quite the 
debut.

“It says a lot for me — 
coming in, a little ner-
vous, first game up un-

der the lights, in front 
of millions, just to come 
out and play, have fun,” 
Harris said. “I think the 
coaches like what they 
saw in my performance. 
So it was a good overall 
game.”

Among the things still 
to be determined this 
preseason is how the 
Cowboys’ receiver ro-
tation shakes out after 
starters Miles Austin 
and Dez Bryant. Kevin 
Ogletree is penciled in 
as No. 3.

Anyone else who 
makes it is going to 
have to stand out on 
special teams, too. Har-
ris and Raymond Rad-
way jumped to the head 
of that pack with their 
performances against 
Denver.

Harris caught all five 
passes thrown his way 
for 127 yards. The long-
haired rookie who was 
the Conference USA 
player of the year last 
season also took a kick-
off 32 yards, and lost a 

total of 10 yards on two 
punt returns.

“It was a great night 
for me, I feel good about 
it,” Harris said. “It’s just 
a momentum-builder.”

Radway, who is bigger 
and faster but far less 
polished, had kickoff re-
turns of 40 and 22 yards 
and caught a 6-yard 
touchdown pass. He 
failed to catch two other 
balls, including a high 
one with no defenders 
nearby.

“He was impressive 
in camp right form the 
start,” Garrett said. “I’ll 
be honest with you, we 
didn’t know a ton about 
him. He is a guy who 
is big and can run. He 
has been impressive in 
making the transition. 
You’re hopeful they can 
take it from the practice 
field to the playing field 
and he was able to do 
that.”

Harris made the hard-
er step of improving 
from practice field to 
the playing field.

All of his catches 
proved to be pivotal. The 
three that didn’t end up 
as touchdowns all came 
on scoring drives.

The first was a 26-yard-
er down the sideline that 
pushed the Cowboys to 
the Denver 17. After a 
short run, McGee went 
back to Harris on a slant 
for 10 more yards, set-
ting up Radway’s touch-
down.

Harris might have 
scored on the slant had 
he run toward the end 
zone instead of trying 
to dodge a defender. He 
did exactly that on his 
next reception, the blitz-
beater.

Harris caught it 
around his own 30 and 
went straight down the 
field. There was nothing 
fancy about it, except 
the result.

“I was just thinking, 
‘Don’t get caught from 
behind,’” Harris said.

Garrett loved it, too.
“He has shown some 

flashes in training camp 

and practice where he’s 
kind of a playmaker-
type guy and I think 
he showed that again,” 
Garrett said. “He has a 
long way to go in terms 
of understanding how to 
be a receiver in the NFL 
and how to consistently 
get away form people, 
but I think you’ll see 
he has a knack for play-
ing.”

The Cowboys were off 
Friday and will resume 
training camp at home 
on Saturday. For the 
next two weeks, they 
will be working out at ei-
ther team headquarters 
or Cowboys Stadium.

Dallas came away from 
the preseason opener 
without any serious in-
juries, although there 
was a notable addition 
to the list of ailing play-
ers. Second-string tight 
end Martellus Bennett 
has a hamstring injury 
that kept him out of the 
Denver game.

The financial markets have been very volatile 
during the past few weeks. At first, investors wor-
ried about the risk of default if the debt ceiling 
was not raised. Then, on top of the political dra-
ma, the economic data showed that the economy 
is weak. Eventually, the stock market dropped to 
new lows for the year, triggering even more con-
cern about economic prospects.

History shows that the stock market is a good 
indicator of economic activity, but it is certainly 
not a perfect indicator. During the past month, 
the stock market has been going down at the 
same time that earnings reports show profits are 
going up. If both earnings and the market were 
going down at the same time, the economy would 
clearly be at risk of recession. Right now, the de-
cline in the market when earnings are rising is 
a sign that investors are worried about recession 
even though the economy does not appear to be in 
recession.

Several indicators continue to point to further 
economic recovery rather than recession. The 
most important indicator of economic growth is 
the upward trend in corporate profits. In most 
economic cycles, corporate profits lead changes in 
economic activity, turning downward before the 
economy starts to contract and turning upward 
before the economy starts to expand. The risk of 
recession would be greater if profits were declin-
ing, because then companies would be likely to 
cut production and reduce payrolls. Fortunately, 
that is not happening now.

Recessions also usually occur when interest 
rates are high and credit is tight, not when in-
terest rates are low as they are now. The Federal 
Reserve is still following a very easy money pol-
icy, and this stance usually supports economic 
growth.

Another sign that liquidity is abundant is the 
low yield on junk bonds. Historically, junk bond 
yields rise heading into recession because there 
is an increasing risk of default by these compa-
nies when the economy contracts. Right now, 
many companies are holding more cash than they 
have in the past. This extra cash may be a sign 
that companies are worried, like investors, about 
the economy. But the extra cash also means that 
businesses do not need to rely on creditors to fund 
operations and are less likely to make significant 
cuts in output or jobs if the economy weakens.

Finally, the index of leading economic indica-
tors is still pointing to expansion, not recession. 
The leading indicator index is a composite of 10 
component measures, including some that are 
currently very weak — like building permits and 
consumer expectations — as well as others that 
are currently very strong — like the yield curve 
and money growth.

There are some encouraging signs that consum-
ers are still spending, even though they are wor-
ried about the economy. Automakers reported 
that July car and truck sales increased again af-
ter declining during the previous four months. 
Car and truck sales are not as strong as they were 
earlier this year, but vehicle sales in July were 
at their best level since April. In addition, the In-
ternational Council of Shopping Centers reported 
that weekly same-store retail sales increased in 
July. The increase in July vehicle and chain-store 
sales is consistent with our view that the econo-
my is likely to strengthen during the remainder 
of this year.

The big event that recently made many people 
re-evaluate their view of the economy was the 
downward revision to the government’s GDP 
data at the end of July. Updated data now show 
that the recession was deeper, and the recovery 
was weaker, than the government previously re-
ported.

It is important to remember that the risk of re-
cession changes as events unfold. We believe the 
biggest risk of another recession at this point 
would come from an unexpected shock to confi-
dence that would depress consumer and business 
spending. When the economy is weak, economic 
growth could be derailed by shocks like a spike in 
energy prices, a deepening of the European debt 
crisis, or a major natural disaster. As a result, an-
other recession cannot be ruled out.  But we put 
the probability of this happening at only 25 per-
cent for now.

With corporate profits rising, the Fed following 
an easy money policy, and the leading economic 
indicator index pointing to expansion, the econ-
omy is more likely to expand than to contract. 
Unfortunately, economic growth is likely to be 
below-average as the economy goes through what 
we believe is a mid-cycle slowdown.

Community update hears 
from Alon, hospital, prisons

Those attending the State of the 
Community Series Part 3: Indus-
try, received updates from Alon 
USA, Federal Bureau of Prisons, 
The GEO Group Inc., WETTS 
and Scenic Mountain Medical 
Center. 

“I am always amazed at the 
information I receive at these 
presentations,” said Terri Johan-
sen, Big Spring Area Chamber of 
Commerce president. 

Scenic Mountain Medical Cen-

ter CEO Larry Rodgers began the 
presentations with an update on 
the hospital. He spoke on the im-
portance of customer feedback 
and advances being made by 
SMMC. 

“We do a lot to treat the patient, 
but we want to promote wellness 
as well. As part of that line of 
thinking, we are going to imple-
ment a tobacco-free facility start-
ing January 2012,” Rodgers said. 

SMMC will also start embrac-
ing a 30-minute commitment in 
the emergency department be-
ginning in October. Patients go-

ing to the emergency room will 
be treated within a half-hour of 
their arrival. Last year, 15,263 
people were treated in the emer-
gency room. Also coming soon 
will be Wi-fi access throughout 
the hospital as well as computer 
sharing in the emergency depart-
ment. Other recent developments 
include new digital mammogra-
phy services. 

“Healthcare is becoming more 
transparent and that’s to keep the 
patients informed and for their

safety,” Rodgers said.

Alon USA Vice Presi-
dent of Refining Jimmy 
Crosby spoke on the 
production process at 
the Big Spring Refinery 
as well as community 
involvement. He report-
ed there are 188 employ-
ees, with the possibil-
ity of more being added 
within the next year. 
On average, there are 50 
contractors for the two-
acre facility, he said. 

Karen Edenfield, war-
den of the Federal Cor-
rection Institution, pro-
vided an overview of the 
Federal Bureau of Pris-
ons. The facility in Big 
Spring is classified as a 
low-security facility. 

“There is a process 
to how we classify and 
place inmates,” Eden-
field said. “We don’t 
just put them all to-
gether. There is a point 
system we use to deter-
mine where they will be 
placed.”

In order to place in-
mates, they consider 
the offense — severity, 
sentence time and age 
among other factors — 
and any prior offenses. 
The Big Spring facility 
has 1,600 inmates and 
has 200 in its camp. Sep-
tember marks 32 years 
of presence in the Big 
Spring community. 

“One thing that has 
changed in the demo-
graphics of inmates is a 
large majority are now 
United States citizens, 
compared to three years 
ago when the larger de-
mographic were not,” 
Edenfield said. 

GEO Group Senior 
Warden David Justice 
spoke on the company’s 
involvement with in-
mates and correctional 
facilities. 

“We handle inmates 
from pre-trial to their 
release,” Justice said. 

GEO has a comprised 
staff of 500 people in Big 
Spring, with 485 full-
time positions. The GEO 
Group has been around 
since 1984 and has 116 
facilities worldwide, 
including correctional, 
detention and residen-
tial. 

“The merger with Cor-
nell in 2010 made us the 
second-largest organiza-
tion with 78,000 beds un-
der our management,” 
Justice said. 

He also said there is 
about a turnover rate 
of about 200 inmates 
monthly. Three of the 
company’s facilities are 
located at the McMahon-
Wrinkle Air Park. 

“We are very proud to 
be here and we are try-
ing to be more involved 
in the community,” Jus-
tice said. 

Even though the com-
pany has not located 
itself in Big Spring yet, 
Wayne Morton, general 
manager of WETTS 
(Wind Energy Trans-
mission Texas) provid-
ed background informa-
tion and a construction 
update on new trans-
mission lines that will 
be going through How-
ard County. 

“There will be lots of 
hands on in this proj-
ect,” Morton said. “Once 
the lines are completed 
it should be a pretty 
good tradeoff.”

In Texas, there is 
10,000 megawatts in 
wind energy, Morton 
said, with the major-
ity of it being congested 
and unable to make its 
way for use through the 
system. Once the new 
lines are put in place 
and electricity is able 
to flow through them it 
should be able to  hold 
18,500 megawatts of new 
capacity. 

“We will be almost 
doubling the energy 
we have now, once the 
transmission lines are 

in place,” said Terry 
Wegman, executive di-
rector of the Big Spring 
Economic Development 
Corporation. 

The project includes 
378 miles and according 
to Wegman, an estimat-
ed 25 percent will be in 
Howard County. There 
will be five substations 
included in the entire 
project — Cottonwood, 
Long Draw, Grelton, 
Sand Bluff and Bearkat. 

At this point, land for 
all five substations have 
been procured and con-
struction is expected to 
be concluded by April 
2013. Big Spring and 
Howard County will be 
located in the middle of 
the WETT project. 

The final installment 
of the State of the Com-
munity Series Part 4: 
Historic Preservation 
will take place Nov. 1. 
More details will be re-
leased at a later date.

Lawrence, provided her 
with amazing opportu-
nities and the chance to 
take five years of math 
while in high school 
was also a hand up.

“I have always had an 
interest in math, and 
nephrology is basically 
a lot of math and psys-
ics,” Timmins said. 

Nephrology was an 
easy decision for Tim-
mons when she was en-
tering the medical field. 
On top of being able to 

embrace her interest in 
math, she was also able 
to make a difference.

“There are few areas 
where you can change 
someone’s life,” Tim-
mins said. 

She has been practic-
ing medicine for more 
than 20 years and has 
been specializing in 
nephrology for 15 years. 
Her specialty focuses on 
renal transplantation, 
lupus, vasculitis and 
glomerulonephritis.

“It doesn’t matter 
where you get your 
start as long as you be-
lieve in yourself,” Tim-
mins said. “The kids in 

a small town have as 
much if not more poten-
tial as anyone else.”

The U.S. News and 
World Report edition 
naming her among the 
top in the nation has yet 
to hit the stand, but is 
expected to be available 
soon, according to Tim-
mins.

Pick 
a room or area of the 
house you can section 
off for your new cat to 

make his or her own. 
Slowly increase expo-
sure to the rest of the 
house and your two- and 
four-legged family mem-
bers over the first few 
days, giving the cat time 
to get comfortable and 
slowly integrate into the 
rest of the household.  

• Make Time to Play: 
Cats instinctively like 
to climb, scratch and 

chase. Pet parents 
should purchase toys, 
furniture or scratching 
posts for around the 
house that let their cat 
practice these natural 
behaviors without being 
destructive. Toys filled 
with catnip can be par-
ticularly helpful in 
drawing cats away from 
other items in the house 
to their own toys, and 
cat furniture is avail-
able in all sizes to 
address their climbing 
instincts.

• Watch the Water: 
Cats are finicky when it 
comes to drinking water 
so purchasing a water 
system that filters water 
can be an easy solution 
to prevent dehydration. 
This tip is especially 
important early on, 
when a cat may be 
stressed in his or her 
new environment and 
might not drink or eat 
normally. Specialty 
retailers, like PetSmart, 
have hydration systems 
available that filter 
water automatically, 
continually providing 
fresh-tasting water for 
cats. If an automatic 
water filter solution is 
not available, the pet 
parent should be sure to 
freshen the cat’s water 
at least daily.

• Find Their 
Preference: It’s impor-

tant that a cat maintain 
a healthy diet, and 
choosing a food that 
your cat will enjoy eat-
ing that also provides 
quality nutrition is 
important.

• Litter Box Success: 
While cats are finicky 
about their food and 
water, they are equally 
or in many cases, more 
finicky about their lit-
ter boxes. Cats need to 
feel comfortable using 
this space. Select a quiet 
location that your cat 
can easily access, and 
you may need to try a 
couple different types of 
boxes, as well as litter 
brands, to allow your 
cat to select his or her 
favorite litter, encour-
aging consistent use 
from the outset. 
Regardless of the box 
and litter type, it is 
important that the box 
be kept clean, and it’s 
best that in multiple-cat 
families, there are mul-
tiple boxes.
