A Big Spring man found guilty on mul-
tiple counts of aggravated sexual assault
of a child this week in 118" District Court
was sentenced Thursday to
serve 35 consecutive years in a
Texas Department of Criminal
Justice facility.

Ernesto Dutchover Garcia,
60, 1300 E. 11t Place, was found
guilty by a jury on one count of
indecency with a child and two
counts of aggravated sexual
assault of a child, according
to Assistant District Attorney
Robin Orr.

Thursday, the jury sentenced Garcia to
5 years for the single count of indecency
with a child, 20 years in prison for one of
the charges of aggravated sexual assault
of a child and 15 years for the second ac-
count.

trial now

SAN ANGELO, Texas
(AP) — Former 118th Dis-
trict Court Judge Robert
Moore of Big Spring has
been assigned to
the bigamy trial
of a former lieu-
tenant to polyga-
mist sect leader
Warren Jeffs.

Moore, a se-
nior state dis-
trict judge, will
replace District
Judge Barbara
Walther as presiding judge
of Wendell Loy Nielsen’s
trial, scheduled to begin
March 21.

Judge Dean Rucker, pre-
siding judge of the 7th Ad-
ministrative Judicial Re-
gion, ordered the change
in a terse court order. The
document gave no reason
for the change, and Walther
declined to comment, the
San Angelo Standard-Times
reported.

Last month, Walther
moved the trial from San
Angelo to Midland.

The defendant, a 71-year-
old ex-president of the Fun-
damentalist Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter-day Saints,
renounced a plea deal in No-
vember and said he’d go to
trial on three counts of fel-
ony bigamy. He is accused
of marrying three women in
2005.

Amtrak, TxDOT consider

DFW-to-Shreveport train

MARSHALL, Texas (AP) — Amtrak and Texas
transportation officials are studying starting pas-
senger rail service from Dallas-Fort Worth to
Shreveport-Bossier City, La.

In a joint statement, Amtrak and the Texas De-
partment of Transportation said they’ve agreed on
the scope of a feasibility study of adding the ser-
vice.

Amtrak already runs its San Antonio-to-Chicago
Texas Eagle service on the Union Pacific route from
Fort Worth to Marshall with stops in Longview,
Mineola and Dallas.

The proposal would add Amtrak stops at the Cen-
trePort/DFW Airport station of the Trinity Railway
Express, as well as stops in Mesquite, Forney, Ter-
rell and Wills Point.

Amtrak says that if the study shows state-funded
Amtrak service should be considered, the final de-
cisions would rest with the Texas and Louisiana
legislatures.

Cockfight, gunfire leaves man dead

ATHENS, Texas (AP) — Investigators say gunfire
during an illegal cockfight in East Texas has left a
man dead and authorities seeking the shooter.

The Van Zandt County Sheriff’s Office said Thurs-
day that 21-year-old Luis Rodriguez was declared
dead at East Texas Medical Center in Athens.

Sheriff Pat Burnett says officials believe the shoot-
ing happened early Sunday at a residence north of
Athens, about 70 miles southeast of Dallas.

Rodriguez was transported to the hospital by a
private vehicle. The cockfight location was deter-
mined after deputies who arrived at the hospital to
investigate spoke to some witnesses.

More than two dozen animals were confiscated,
including 10 roosters.

Texas laws make it illegal to possess birds meant
for cockfighting and to attend a cockfight.

Texas woman convicted

of starving deaths of horses

WAXAHACHIE, Texas (AP) — A North Texas
woman convicted in the starving deaths of two
horses has been sentenced to a year in jail.

A judge in Waxahachie later suspended the sen-
tence and put 52-year-old Barbara Renee Lee of
Denton on community supervision for a year.

Lee must also pay a $2,500 fine, serve 30 days in
jail as part of her supervision and has been barred
from owning any more horses.

An Ellis County jury on Wednesday convicted
Lee of cruelty to animals over the horse deaths
when she lived in Red Oak. Two other malnour-
ished horses were rescued.

Prosecutors on Thursday said that Lee testified
she believed she did nothing wrong.

Austin leaders approve

2013 disposable bag ban

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Austin City Council
has approved a ban on disposable plastic and paper
bags at checkout counters for retailers.

The ban approved early Friday takes effect next
March.

Reusable bags that are allowed include those
made of cloth, durable materials or thicker paper
and plastic bags with handles.

The ban has exemptions, including single-use
bags for newspapers, bulk foods and carry-out
items from restaurants. Charitable groups relying
on single-use bags to distribute food and other as-
sistance are also exempt.

Supporters of the disposable bag ban raised trash
and other environmental concerns.

Leaders of the Texas Retailers Association and
other critics have said they fear the bag ban will
affect business.

Austin city officials plan to spend $2 million on
an education campaign about the ban.

HOA reverses demand

that girl get rid of kangaroo

SPRING, Texas (AP) — A suburban Houston ho-
meowners association has rescinded orders that a
family get rid of a kangaroo that’s become the be-
loved companion of a 16-year-old girl with Down
syndrome.

The Houston Chronicle reports The Estates of
Legend Ranch Homeowners Association wrote to
Nick and Jeni Dreis last week to demand removal
of Mike, the 6-month-old red kangaroo that’s their
16-year-old daughter Kayla’s pet.

Amid intense Internet publicity, the HOA board
reversed itself.

Spokesman Jeff Crilley says it was “unaware that
the kangaroo was being used for therapy purpos-
es.”

Nevertheless, Crilley said the board expects the
family will “be working in good faith to find a more
suitable home for the animal.”

The family intends to keep Mike for a year before
moving him to a wildlife park they’re planning.

Grid operator expects

summer electricity pinch

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The operator of the main
Texas electric power grid says it expects a slim
margin this summer between demand and capac-
ity for generating electricity.

In its annual preliminary summer assessment
released Thursday, the Electric Reliability Council
of Texas says efforts are already under way to en-
hance voluntary reductions in power demand dur-
ing peak hours this coming summer.

In a statement, ERCOT Vice President Kent
Saathoff said above-normal temperatures are ex-
pected this summer, although not as extreme as
last summer’s.

If those expectations are borne out, he says ER-
COT expects to be able to meet peak demand for
electric power unless there are an unusual number
of generation outages.

Timothy Yeats stipulat-
ed Garcia will have to
serve the 20- and 15-year
terms consecutively,
basically turning the
two terms into one
35-year prison sentence.

“The presiding judge
in a case such as this has
the ability to take the
jury’s sentence and de-
cide whether the terms
will run consecutive or
concurrent,” Orr said
followingthe sentencing
phase of the trial, which
ended Thursday. “In
this case, the judge had
the option to let the sen-
tences run concurrent
— meaning they would

run at the same time,
effectively making this
a 20-year sentence — or
consecutively, making
it a 35-year sentence.

“Garcia will have to
serve one-half of his sen-
tence — a total of 17-and-
a-half years — before he
is eligible to begin ac-
cruing good time toward
parole.”

Garcia was indicted
Nov. 18, 2010, on four
counts of indecency
with a child (second-
degree felony), three
counts of aggravated
sexual assault of a child
(first-degree felony) and
a charge of continuous
sexual assault of a child
(first-degree felony).

According to court
records, the alleged at-
tacks go as far back as

2003, listing dates of of-
fense as Dec. 31, 2003,
Feb. 26, 2004, and the
most recent being Aug.
29, 2010.

Garcia faced 5 to 99
years to life in prison
and a fine not to ex-
ceed $10,000 on each of
the first-degree felony
charges and two to 20
years in prison and a
fine not to exceed $10,000
on the second-degree fel-
ony charges.

Jury selection in the
trial began Monday
morning, with the first
witnesses taking the
stand for the prosecu-
tion Tuesday.

“I felt like the trial
went very smoothly,”
Orr said. “We were able
to present our evidence
and witnesses in a very

timely fashion. We had
eight witnesses for the
prosecution we were
able to get in before 3:15
p.m., which I found a bit
surprising, but, overall,
I was pleased with the
way the trial went.”

Orr said he wasn’t
surprised when Yeats
made the two sentences
consecutive, given the
nature of the crime.

“When you look at the
evidence, I wasn’t at
all surprised,” he said.
“Each of the victims
was basically 6 years old
when the sexual assault
began, and around the
time they turned 8 years
old, he was through with
them.”

Garcia was repre-
sented by local attorney
Robert Miller.

Mitt Romney, who

ago, barely surviv-
ing the Michigan
primary this time?
Much less doing so
against a guy who
thinks it's snob-
bish to want to go
to college and that
a speech by John
F. Kennedy makes
him want to "throw up."

No wonder the markets are
preparing for an Obama victory.

And here's a prediction: While
Romney is still the nominee
apparent, his problems aren't
even close to being over. If it
ever looks like he's cinched this
thing, he'll start losing again.
My guess is that if Michigan vot-
ers hadn't been told (countless
times) that they needed to save
him, he wouldn't have eked out
that three-point "triumph."

Republican talking heads may
be trying to put a positive spin
on this, claiming that Romney is
becoming a better candidate and
that, like Obama, he'll emerge
stronger from the process. But
with all due respect (imeaning, as
one of my favorite judges puts it,
with none at all), that dog don't
hunt.

Obama emerged stronger
because he beat a worthy oppo-
nent in a race that required him
to be his best. Romney is getting
weaker because he's struggling
to beat a series of can't-win op-
ponents, and it is his struggle

because he is constantly tripping
over himself. He's looking, well,
for want of a better word, ter-
rible.

His wife drives two Cadillacs.
Two? Cadillacs?

He's friends with the guys who
own NASCAR teams.

Can this man possibly under-
stand the problems of people like
us? That is the most important
question in political polls.

And the process. There could
not have been a worse year for
Republicans to put into effect
rules that make it harder for the
winner to win, which was the
criticism of the old Democratic
rules that we spent years trying
to fix fairly.

Romney's triumph in Arizona
is subject to a credentials chal-
lenge because those delegates,
under the new rules, were
supposed to be divided propor-
tionately. The calendar has been
retooled to mean that in a multi-
candidate race, it takes longer
for the frontrunner (which
Romney still is because there is
no one else who can seriously
be anointed with that title) to
amass the necessary delegates.
His money and organization
aren't giving him the leg up they
normally would, because he's
running against candidates who
are succeeding in scoring points
by not having the kind of money
and organization he does.

And Romney's defensiveness?
He's not going to light his hair
on fire to win conservative votes.
I'm not exactly sure what that
means, but if I were a conserva-
tive voter, it wouldn't sound
very appealing. So you don't
want us, huh? Maybe we don't

want you, either.

One of my smartest friends
says opposites are alike. I can't
put myself in the shoes of a
conservative ideologue, but I
certainly can imagine how a
Romney-like Democrat who was
being shoved down my throat
would look to a liberal ideologue.
Like bad-tasting medicine.

Iremember the feeling I had
back in 1980, when we were
being told that we feminists
"had" to support Jimmy Carter
even though he had done noth-
ing to support the Equal Rights
Amendment and responded to a
Supreme Court decision effec-
tively denying poor women the
right to choose by saying that
"life's not fair."

He says he would
oppose compre-
hensive immigra-
tion reform, veto
the Development

tion for Alien Minors Act, stop
the federal government from
suing states that violate our civil
rights, and make undocumented
immigrants so miserable that
they would want to "self-deport."

And just when you think there
is nothing else Mitt Romney
can do to alienate Latino voters,
when you think he already has
suggested all the wrong ideas,
welcomed all the wrong endorse-
ments, and made all the repug-
nant statements Latinos need
to hear, when there is no more
room for him to pander to the
right — surprise! There's more!

In just the last week, Rom-
ney said Arizona's infamous
immigrant-bashing SB1070 is "a
model" for the nation. When he
outlined his so-called conserva-
tive record in the Arizona debate
— as if throwing red meat to
xenophobes — Romney bragged
about how he enabled Massachu-
setts state police to enforce fed-
eral immigration laws "so that
people could be taken out of our
state that were (there) illegally”
and how he "campaigned for and
fought for English immersion in
our schools."

Then, as if that wasn't enough,
Romney was endorsed by Ari-
zona Gov. Jan Brewer, one of a
handful of extremist politicians
who have earned deep resent-
ment in the Hispanic commu-
nity.

He already had received or
sought the endorsements of
other xenophobia peddlers such

as Kansas Secretary of State Kris
Kobach, architect of state racial
profiling laws that have been
rejected by the courts, and Ari-
zona sheriffs Paul Babeu and Joe
Arpaio, both under investigation
for abusing their power.

What is he going to do next,
resurrect the ultimate anti-
immigrant spirit of Pete Wilson?
Well, yes.

Amazingly, the man who pro-
voked the biggest pro-immigrant
backlash in U.S. history, when
he was governor of California,
is now in Romney's camp. Pete
Wilson is Romney's "honorary
California chairman."

This really takes the cake.

If you were advising the Rom-
ney camp on how to completely
alienate the overwhelming
majority of Latinos, you couldn't
think of a better script.

Pete Wilson? Really?

"I'm honored to have Gov.

Pete Wilson's support, because
he's one of California's most
accomplished leaders," Romney
said in a prepared statement.

Really? What about the part
when Wilson's anti-immigrant
Proposition 187 led to the thrash-
ing of the Republican Party in
California in 1998?

Cal,” the President seemed to have carefully culti-

1. Two clubs. Partner’s takeout
double guarantees the values for an
opening bid. Ile might have any-
where from 13 to more than 20
points; vou can’t tell at this stage
how many he has. Ordinarily, he will
have support for all of the unbid
suits, but he could have a power-
house, or possibly five diamonds and
four hearts and be planning to correct
a two-club response by you to two
diamonds. All that matiers at this
point is that he is asking you to bid,
and you are obliged to do so regard-
less of the strength of your hand. The
only question is whether you should
bid two clubs or two diamonds.

From the standpoint of economy, it
is better to bid two clubs. This leaves
partner room to bid diamonds at the
two-level if he lacks club support.
But if you respond two diamonds,
therc will be no corresponding
chance to locate a club [it without
going into the three-level.

2. Three clubs. You can’t bid two

ceding onc and cxpect partner to
know that this time there is a reason-
able chance for game. The usual way
of showing strength in response to a
double is by making a jump-response
in your longest suit. The single-jump
response normally indicates nine to
|1 high-card points, but you don’t
need quite that many if your hand is
distributionally very promising.

3. Two hearts. Herc you're just a
bit short of the values for a jump-
response, but there is still a realistic
possibility of game. It is therefore
better to respond in hearts than dia-
monds, because partner is more
likely to bid again over a major-suit
response. If partner raises two hearts
to three hearts, you should happily
bid four.

4. Two spades. Gane is extremely
likely in onc of your three suits —
you have 11 high-card points plus a
singleton in the opponent’s suit
but you don’t know which of your
suits should be trump. So, instead of
guessing which suit to jump-respond
in, you force partner to choose the
trumps by cuebidding West’s suit.

Partner can’t misconstrue the
meaning of your bid, since you
would have passed one spade dou-
bled if you had length and strength in
spades. The cuebid indicates a game-
going hand that contains two or three
potential trump suits. You plan to
raise partner to game in whatever suit
he names in response to your cuebid.

Today, state celebrates 176th anniversary
independence from Mexico

of declaring its

For people whose families have
lived here for generations and to
people who just came yesterday,
being a Texan should be some-
thing to be proud of. Today we
celebrate Texas Independence
Day; Texas declared its indepen-
dence 176 years ago. The history
of our state and the heritage that
has been passed to us by those
who have made Texas unique
is worthy of remembering and
emulating. It is certainly worth
celebrating.

Our state’s name comes from
the Caddos, one of the original
tribes in Texas and the Span-
iards. The Caddos called the
Spaniards “tayshas” their word
for friend. In Spanish the word
came out as “tejas” which even-
tually became Texas. We are still
a friendly state.

Many flags of state have flown
over Texas beginning with the
Spanish, French and Mexican
flags. Like the original 13 colo-
nies, Texans fought and won a
war for their independence. Af-
ter securing our independence in
1836 we became a Republic before
joining the United States.

Texas is a big state with 262,017
square miles, but it used to be
larger. Our holdings included
another 98,300 square miles with
some prime Rocky Mountain real
estate. Texas joined the Union in
1845 and in that agreement Texas
retained the right to divide into
four states in addition to the orig-
inal Texas.

Texas assumed the boundaries
that exist today with the Com-
promise of 1850 where Texas sold
parts of what in now Colorado,
Kansas, New Mexico, Oklahoma
and Wyoming to the federal gov-
ernment for $10 million in what
seemed like a good idea at the
time. Despite the sale, Texas still
remained the largest state in the
Union until Alaska declared her
statehood in 1959.

Texas has about 400 years of
written history. Throughout our
history, March has been a key
month in the development of this
great state, culminating with our
Declaration of Independence on
March 2, 1836.

On March 9, 1731, a group of
immigrants from the Canary Is-
lands founded the first organized
civil government at the Presidio
of San Antonio de Bexar.

On March 29, 1813, 23 years be-
fore the Alamo fell at that same
Presidio, the Battle of Rosillo was
fought just nine miles south of
there. In that battle, locals defeat-
ed Spanish loyalists, captured
San Antonio and set the stage for
the first Republic of Texas.

Of course, Texans gathered at
Washington on the Brazos and
unanimously voted to declare
independence from Mexico on
March 2, 1836. Four days later
the Alamo fell and on March 27,
1836, Fannin’s command was
massacred at Goliad. Texas won
its independence from Mexico at
the Battle of San Jacinto on April
21 of that year. In a surprising
coincidence, General Sam Hous-
ton, who commanded the Texas
forces that day and later became
the first elected President of the
Republic of Texas, was born on
March 2, 1793.

Happy birthday, Texas! 176
years ago our freedom was pur-
chased with the blood and trea-
sure of those early Texans. It is
fitting that we should remember
their struggles that helped create
the greatest state in the Union.
Let’s do all we can to keep it
that.

NEW YORK (AP) — The
Braves are remembered for
one of baseball’s epic collaps-
es.

Too bad for Atlanta the
playoffs weren’t expanded a
year earlier.

Negotiators for baseball
players and owners are work-
ing toward an agreement to
increase the postseason field
to 10 teams this season. They
had hoped to reach a deal by
Thursday, but both sides said
talks could continue if they
needed additional time to
deal with the details of add-
ing a second wild-card team
in each league.

The sides spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity to The As-
sociated Press because the

talks have not been public.

If there had been additional
wild-card teams last season,
the Braves would have made
the playoffs in the NL, while
the Boston Red Sox would
have qualified in the AL. In-
stead, each missed the post-
season by a game, both going
down with historic Septem-
ber swoons.

“I would’ve taken it last
year,” Atlanta manager Fredi
Gonzalez said Thursday.

The sides have said for
weeks a deal is likely. When
players and owners signed
their agreement for a new
labor contract in November,
the section covering the post-
season established a March 1
goal for deciding whether the

playoffs would increase by
two teams for 2012 or 2013.

The deal would establish
a new one-game, wild-card
round in each league be-
tween the teams with the best
records who are not division
winners, meaning a third-
place team could win the
World Series.

Don’t count on it, said
Braves pitcher Tim Hudson.

The  wild-card winner
would face a major disadvan-
tage going through the rest
of the playoffs, according
to Hudson. Last season, St.
Louis passed the Braves for
the wild card on the final day
and went on to capture the
World Series. Hudson said
it would’ve been much hard-

er for the Cardinals or the
Braves to advance if they had
played an extra game against
each other first.

“The only good thing about
it is one more team (in each
league) gets in the playoffs,”
he said. “But it totally handi-
caps the wild-card team. Both
teams will probably have to
expend their best pitcher to
win that game. Plus, it’s an-
other day they have to use
their bullpen. Even if you get
by that one game, the chances
of winning the next round are
not very good.”

The Cardinals became the
fifth wild-card team to win
the World Series since the
playoff field doubled in 1995,
going from two division win-

ners in each league to three
division winners and a wild
card. Other wild-card champi-
ons were the Florida Marlins
in 1997 and 2003, Anaheim in
2002 and Boston in 2004.

Adding two more playoffs
teams this year has been com-
plicated because the regular-
season schedule was drafted
last spring and summer, and
the extra game has to be put
in place in a manner that
doesn’t disrupt the World
Series schedule. In a fur-
ther complication, the sides
reached a consensus that ties
for division titles would be
broken on the field with a tie-
breaker game under the new
format, and not by head-to-
head record.

Today’s  Highlight in
History:

On March 2, 1962, Wilt

Chamberlain scored 100 points
for the Philadelphia Warriors
in a game against the New York
Knicks, an NBA record that
still stands. (Philadelphia won,
169-147.)

On this date:

In 1793, the first president of
the Republic of Texas, Sam
Houston, was born near
Lexington, Va.

In 1836, the Republic of Texas
formally declared its indepen-
dence from Mexico.

In 1861, the state of Texas,
having seceded from the Union,

was admitted to the
Confederacy.
In 1877, Republican

Rutherford B. Hayes was
declared the winner of the 1876
presidential election over
Democrat Samuel J. Tilden,
even though Tilden had won

the popular vote.

In 1917, Puerto Ricans were
granted U.S. citizenship as
President Woodrow Wilson
signed the Jones-Shafroth Act.

In 1932, the 20th Amendment
to the Constitution, which
moved the date of the presiden-
tial inauguration from March 4
to January 20, was passed by
Congress and sent to the states
for ratification.

In 1939, Roman Catholic
Cardinal Eugenio Pacelli (puh-
CHEL’-ee) was elected pope on
his 63rd birthday; he took the
name Pius XII.

In 1943, the World War II
Battle of the Bismarck Sea
began; U.S. and Australian
warplanes were able to inflict
heavy damage on a Japanese
convoy.

In 1951, the East beat the
West, 11194, in the first NBA
All-Star Game, which took
place at Boston Garden.

In 1972, the United States
launched the Pioneer 10 space
probe, which flew past Jupiter
in late 1973, sending back imag-
es and scientific data.

In 1989, representatives from
the 12 European Community
nations agreed to ban all pro-
duction of CFCs (chlorofluoro-
carbons) by the end of the 20th

century.
