With reductions in deliver-
ies recently announced by
the Colorado River Municipal
Water District, officials with
the city of Big Spring hope
new restrictions — which go
into effect Sunday — will help
the municipality cut its water
usage by approximately 28
percent.

According to City Manager
Gary Fuqua, municipal water
customers will be going to a
two-hour-a-week schedule for
outdoor watering, similar to
those adopted by neighboring
cities also struggling with the
effects of the drought.

The new restrictions allow
residential customers whose
address ends in an odd num-
ber to water their lawns for
a two-hour period Tuesdays
between the hours of 6 p.m.

and 10 p.m.

Residential customers
whose address ends in an
even number will be allowed
to water for a two-hour period
Thursdays between the hours
of 6 p.m. and 10 p.m.

Commercial establishments
will be allowed to water in ac-
cordance with the Drought
Contingency Plan for a two-
hour period Wednesdays be-
tween the hours of 6 a.m. and
10 a.m.

Fuqua said he and other
city administrators realize
the new schedule will make
it tougher for law enforce-
ment and code enforcement
officials to regulate, but he’s
hopeful citizens will make it
a matter of honor.

“We realized very quickly
that by trying to give citizens
a little flexibility in when
they water, we were making

Clock ticking on tax-aide
program at Senior Center

Time is running out for area residents
looking for assistance in filing their income
tax returns. The annual AARP Tax Aid pro-
gram will wrap up with sessions Monday
and April 9.

Volunteers with the program — which as-
sists hundreds of Crossroads area residents
with filing their income tax returns with
the federal government — will be at the Big
Spring Senior Citizen Center from 8 a.m. un-
til noon both days, according to program co-
ordinator Ray Alexander.

“The AARP program provides free federal
tax preparation assistance to people who
cannot afford professional tax help, such as
seniors, people with disabilities, those who

don’t speak English and people
with low-to-moderate income,”
Alexander said. “AARP volun-
teers explain many special tax
credits and deductions and how
people may claim them on their
tax returns. These volunteers
help people complete their re-
Alexander turns, right down to any refunds
that may be due them.”

Alexander said the process is easy, filers
just need to be sure to bring a few vital pieces
of information with them.

“People need to be sure to bring all of the
pertinent information with them, including
W-2 forms and 1099 forms,” Alexander said.

Don’t cry over spilled milk

YORK SPRINGS, Pa. (AP) — Officials in
central Pennsylvania aren’t crying over a
few thousand gallons of spilled milk. They’re
sprinkling some lime on it.

Hanover’s The Evening Sun newspaper
reports crews sprinkled lime to prevent the
milk from curdling, which could cause a hor-
rendous smell and attract flies.

A truck that overturned Thursday near
York Springs spilled about 3,000 gallons of
milk into a creek. State environmental offi-
cials cleaned up about 90 percent of it with
vacuum trucks.

Concerns then turned to milk that had
seeped into the soil.

A spokeswoman for the Pennsylvania De-
partment of Environmental Protection says
putting lime in the soil chews up the milk’s

fat, neutralizing the odor.

ROCKVILLE, Md. (AP) — Police in Mary-
land pulled over a motorist dressed as Bat-
man, but the caped crusader escaped without
a ticket.

Authorities pulled over the driver of a black
Lamborghini with Batman logo tags last
week in Silver Spring outside Washington.
The driver was dressed as the Dark Knight —
cape, mask and all. Police, however, weren'’t
impressed and wanted to talk to him about
his superhero logo license plate, which isn’t
an approved plate in the state.

The driver, who goes by Lenny B. Robinson
when not dressed as a superhero to visit sick
children at hospitals, was able to show them
a proper license plate for the car.

Our
role is to stimulate the economic
condition in Coahoma by provid-
ing development assistance in a
number of ways under State of
Texas regulations.

During my high school years
in the 1950s, I worked at one of
our three local drive-in theaters
and one of hundreds in Texas at
the time. We charged 20 cents
for a hot dog, or a nickel more if
a patron wanted a big dollop of
chili. Candy, popcorn and soft
drinks went for a dime each, and
admission varied from 50 cents
per person to $2 on “carload
night.” On cold winter nights,
patronage was sparse, some-
times as few as 8-10 vehicles. A
few times, only a couple of cars
remained for the final hour of
the movie, and on one occasion,
there was but a lone vehicle for
the last 60 minutes. When the
screen blackened and exit lights
came on, the vehicle remained
motionless. I walked cautiously
toward the car, ready to offer
jumper cables or whatever was
needed.

In the car were three young
mothers and six pre-schoolers,
all asleep. Judging from the hot
dog wrappers and soft drink
cups in the car, they must have
gone “all out” financially, maybe
spending five or six dollars. I
remember this night vividly,
because my pay went up by 25
cents on the same date — to $2.75
for working a double-feature,
plus concession stand clean-up.
Those were the days.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — A publicist for coun-
try star George Jones is knocking down a rumor
that he is suffering from pneumonia.

Kirt Webster said Friday night that Jones re-
mains hospitalized in Nashville with an upper
respiratory infection. He is receiving antibiotics
and doctors expect him to stay until Tuesday. The
80-year-old singer was admitted Thursday.

Jones released a statement saying “thanks to all
my fans and friends for their prayers and support
during this time.”

The Saratoga, Texas, native is known for record-
ing dozens of country hits, including “White Light-
ning” and “He Stopped Loving Her Today.”

Jury finds ex-Texas nurse

guilty in bleach deaths

LUFKIN, Texas (AP) — A former Texas nurse
accused of killing five of her patients and injuring
five others by injecting bleach into their kidney
dialysis tubing was found guilty of capital murder
Friday.

Kimberly Clark Saenz, 38, was fired in April 2008
after a rash of illnesses and deaths at a Lufkin di-
alysis clinic run by Denver-based health care giant
DaVita Inc. She was charged a year later.

Her trial began March 5. Defense lawyers argued
that Saenz was being targeted by the clinic’s owner
for faulty procedures at the facility, including im-
proper water purification. They also suggested that
officials at the clinic, about 125 miles northeast of
Houston, fabricated evidence against Saenz. Pros-
ecutors described claims Saenz was being set up by
her employer as “absolutely ridiculous.”

The mother of two now faces life in prison or a
death sentence as the case moved to the punish-
ment phase. Prosecutors had said they would seek
the death penalty if Saenz was convicted.

Prosecutors had described Saenz as a depressed
and disgruntled employee who complained about
specific patients, including some of those who died
or were injured. Her attorneys said she had no mo-
tive to kill any patients.

Two patients who were at the clinic on April 28,
2008, testified that they saw Saenz use syringes to
draw bleach from a cleaning bucket and then in-
ject it into the IV lines of two patients who subse-
quently died.

The licensed vocational nurse, on the job about
eight months, was dismissed the following day
and the clinic was shut down by DaVita and state
health inspectors. It reopened about two months
later.

EPA pulis order forcing

driller to provide water

HOUSTON (AP) — The Environmental Protec-
tion Agency said Friday it is no longer requiring a
gas driller it had accused of contaminating private
wells to provide water to two North Texas fami-
lies.

The EPA submitted the withdrawal to the court
in Texas on Thursday, not long after Judge Trey
Loftin concluded residents in Parker County had
collaborated with an environmental consultant to
falsify video showing how their water — supposed-
ly contaminated with methane — could be ignited.

It remains unclear whether the judge’s ruling in
January influenced the EPA to withdraw its order
against Fort Worth, Texas-based Range Resources.
But the agency said in a statement this move al-
lows the focus to move “away from litigation and
toward a joint effort on the science and safety of
energy extraction.” Range has agreed to conduct
periodic testing at 20 area water wells.

The Texas Railroad Commission, which oversees
oil and gas drilling, and Range Resources have
long insisted drilling did not cause the water con-
tamination.

The EPA and some Parker County residents had
argued fracking had contaminated the water with
benzene, methane and other toxic gases. Hydraulic
fracturing, or fracking, is a drilling method used to
extract oil and natural gas embedded in imperme-
able layers of rock. The process involves pumping

chemical-laced water at a high pressure into the
ground to release once out-of-reach gas and oil.

The method has allowed drillers to extract gas
and oil from shale formations nationwide — and
even globally — but has been accompanied by con-
cern that it is not environmentally safe.

In northeastern Pennsylvania, the EPA an-
nounced earlier this month that testing of water
wells had failed to show evidence of contamina-
tion. The agency had been delivering water to
three of the 11 homes in Dimock, Pa., where resi-
dents accuse drillers of contaminating their water.
Dimock has been at the center of fierce debate over
the environmental impact of drilling in the Mar-
cellus shale.

Range Resources and the Texas Railroad Com-
mission both argued the aquifer in Parker County
has always been laced with naturally occurring
methane.

appeal NFL ruling

NEW ORLEANS
Saints coach Sean Pay-
ton is appealing his
season-long suspension
from the NFL for his
role in New Orleans’
bounty system.

And he’s not the only
one looking for a little
relief from the penalties
handed down by Com-
missioner Roger Good-
ell.

General manager
Mickey Loomis, assis-
tant coach Joe Vitt and
the Saints organization
each decided to appeal
on Friday.

Payton will also ask
Goodell for guidance on
the parameters of the
suspension, which runs
through next year’s
Super Bowl, a person
familiar with the situa-
tion told The Associated
Press, speaking on con-
dition of anonymity be-
cause the league and the
Saints did not announce
Payton’s plan to appeal.

Saints spokesman
Greg Bensel did confirm
that Loomis was appeal-
ing his eight-game sus-
pension and, separately,
the team would chal-
lenge its $500,000 fine
and loss of second-round
draft picks this year and
in 2013.

Vitt, suspended for
six games, is doing the
same. David Cornwell,
representing Vitt as
head of the NFL Coaches
Association, confirmed
the decision in an email
to the AP.

Goodell last week an-
nounced the suspen-
sion of Payton, starting
Sunday, for his role in
connection with New
Orleans’ bounty system,
which offered improper
cash bonuses for big hits
that either knocked op-
ponents out of games or
left them needing help
off of the field.

Former defensive coor-
dinator Gregg Williams,
who left the Saints after
last season to join the
St. Louis Rams, ran the
bounty program and has
been suspended indefi-
nitely.

The commissioner
has said since the un-
precedented penalties
were announced that
the Saints’ coach would
likely be allowed to con-
tinue working as his ap-
peal was resolved.

However, he added
that the challenge would
be expedited, indicating
that Payton would not
likely be able to add on
much work time should
his appeal be upheld.

Goodell also said at the
NFL owners meetings
this week in Florida
that Payton could have
some contact with the
team but did not go into
detail, and Payton indi-
cated that he was still a
little unclear about that,

as well.
The NFL could not
immediately provide

details on how Payton’s
decision to file an appeal
on Friday would affect
the timeline for the pro-
cess to play out.

“The decision to ap-
pealis for Sean Payton to
make and announce as
he deems appropriate,”
NFL spokesman Greg
Aiello said. “If there are
appeals, the commis-
sioner will arrange for
expedited hearings, as
he stated at the league
meeting.”

Parcells has said he
would considercoaching
the Saints if asked. At a
spring training game in
Jupiter, Fla., on Friday,
Parcells declined to an-
swer questions about
the possibility.

If the suspension is
reduced, however, the
Saints could decide it
makes more sense to
promote an assistant.

HELENA, Mont. (AP) — The West
Texas district attorney who prose-
cuted former NFL quarterback Ryan
Leaf in 2009 said Saturday that he’ll
file a motion to revoke Leaf’s pro-
bation following his arrest in Mon-
tana.

Leaf was arrested Friday in his
hometown of Great Falls on burglary
and drug possession charges, police
said.

James Farren, the Randall County
district attorney who prosecuted
Leaf in Texas and negotiated a plea
deal with him in 2010, said he would
file the motion Monday to revoke
the 10-year probation Leaf got in the
agreement.

“I think it’s sad,” Farren said of the
allegations against Leaf in Montana.
“While I hoped for better results I'm
not surprised it happened.”

Leaf did not immediately respond
to text and voice mail messages left
Saturday.

The circumstances surrounding
Leaf’s arrest were

In the past year, the
state of the community
has gone through some
changes. Tuesday after-
noon, representatives
from the city, county
and Big Spring Econom-
ic Development Board
were on hand to shed
light on some of those
changes.

Mayor Tommy Dun-
can addressed some of
the new ventures taking
place in the Big Spring
community. One of
those projects includes
the Workforce Commis-
sion of Permian Basin
and its summer youth
program. Big Brothers
Big Sisters is also trying
to make its way into the
community.

(Mizzou and Duke), and four Ohio teams in the
Sweet 16, March Madness is in full swing. None-
theless, the Federal Reserve added to the mad-
ness last Tuesday when it released its latest as-
sessment of the economy.

After months of living in denial, the Fed finally
admitted the economy has improved, while, for
all intents and purposes, it also took additional
quantitative easing — QE3 — off the table. The
best news was that the Fed ignored the ridiculous
idea of “sterilized” bond buying, which it floated
in the Wall Street Journal a week ago. We can as-
sume that idea is now dead.

The impact on the markets was dramatic —
stocks rallied, bonds got crushed and gold fell
again.

For several months, many analysts argued that
the only reason to buy stocks was the potential
of another round of quantitative easing. If the
economy wilted, they thought, the Fed would
ride to the rescue, so there was no reason to get
too bearish. The “Bernanke put” had replaced
the “Greenspan put.”

We’ve been bullish for completely different
reasons. We believe the recovery is real and sus-
tainable and that profit growth will continue. We
have also believed that stocks are undervalued.
Yes, monetary policy has been accommodative,
but monetary policy alone is not the driving force
behind the bull market, profits are. We have nev-
er believed that quantitative easing (or the antic-
ipation of QE) has driven stock prices up — if it
had, price-earnings ratios would have risen, but
they haven’t.

The proof is in pudding. As the odds that the
Fed will embark on a new round of quantitative
easing decline, the stock market has moved high-
er. Equity investors now realize they don’t have
to pray for more Fed ease to keep the bull run-
ning.

Bonds certainly got the message. The 10-year
Treasury was 1.93 percent a month ago, 2.03 per-
cent Monday, and then closed at 2.30 percent Fri-
day. We see this as a sign investors anticipate the
Fed will start to raise short term rates before the
late 2014 date it wanted markets to believe.

The expectation of less Fed accommodation is
why gold got hit, dropping $56 per ounce in two
days. Gold is now 12.5 percent below its record
close on Labor Day 2011. With gold at $1,659 as
we write, gold investors are still speculating on a
major wave of 1970s-style inflation, but the mes-
sage from the Fed is that the monetary spigot will
not gush forever.

Once the Fed finally realizes that econom-
ic growth and inflation are not following the
Keynesian script, rates will move higher. This
won’t happen as soon as we would like, but soon
enough to prevent the kind of inflation some gold
investors have been hedging against. Gold bugs
beware: gold prices are headed even lower.

What this means is that the best currency to be
in over the next year or so is the US dollar. Yes,
the Fed is loose, but everyone already knows
that. It’s priced in. The issue today is whether
the Fed tightens policy faster than investors
previously thought. And that looks increasingly
likely.

Meanwhile, Europe’s troubles are not over and
neither are Japan’s. Socialist European econo-
mies are making some improvements, but debts
are still high and not every country can be saved
with an aid package from abroad. The European
Central Bank will face great pressure over the
coming year to stay easy to help Italy, for exam-
ple, and that means a lower Euro. In Japan, a po-
litical consensus is forming in support of higher
taxes, which means more pressure on the Bank
of Japan to stay loose.

Momentum is now shifting toward the U.S.,
with some global investors looking at equity re-
turns sweetened by currency gains. Add higher
U.S. bond yields and emerging markets should be
even more willing to buy U.S. assets.

A self-sustaining, virtuous cycle is emerging,
the kind that often forms in long-term bull mar-
kets. It’s time to get on for the ride.

are happening in Howard
County,” Barr said.

The law enforcement cen-
ter — a joint venture between
city and county — is said to
be on time with concrete be-
ing poured within the next
week or two.

Even though the oil boom
has helped improve the tax
rate, it has taken a toll on the
county roads, according to
Barr. Midway Road and Moss
Creek Road are a couple of
the main roadways being im-
pacted.

“We have a problem with
our country roads with the
increased truck traffic. We
have been discussing ways
to address those issues,” Barr
said. “The problem is only
going to get worse and at
this point we have set aside
enough money to repair 20

miles of road a year and it’s
not nearly enough to what we
are facing now.

“We don’t know how long
this boom is going to last. We
could go out and repair those
roads now and in six months
we could have to be replac-
ing them again. We just don’t
know and we are looking
at ways to finance those re-
pairs.”

The oilfield isn’t the only
area seeing extensive growth,
according to BSEDC Execu-
tive Director Terry Wegman.

“The economy in our region
in Big Spring is coming off
its best year ever concerning
sales tax,” Wegman said.

Sales tax rebates are 15 per-
cent ahead of what they were
at this time last year. To add
to the good year, the Settles
Hotel is projected to open at
the end of July or in early Au-
gust. Construction has begun
on an outdoor pool and within
the next couple of weeks the
sign will be placed on the top

of the building.

Wegman recapped on the
projects completed and sup-
ported by the BSEDC in the
past year, including the How-
ard College workforce train-
ing program. The program
has 90 students enrolled at
this time.

“The program has really
blossomed. It is benefitting
existing industry, local em-
ployers and local industry,”
Wegman said.

New additions to the com-
munity include the Health
Care Center, which opened in
July. There have been 1,200
patients seen since opening
day. The next goal, according
to Wegman, is to get the phar-
macy and dental area up and
running.

John Crane, formerly Fi-
berrod, has doubled its ca-
pacity and production. In the
process of expansion it has
added 23 new employees. To-
tal employment is more than
100 personnel. CeRam Kote

has double its capacity with
a recent expansion, as well,
and Desert Tanks, producer
of fracking tanks, has come
under new management and
completed an expansion.

“Desert Tanks is one of our
huge success stories,” Weg-
man said. “As part of the
agreement, Desert Tanks was
required to add 26 jobs and at
this point they have hired 65
people and invested $2 mil-
lion.”

Another large employer
in the community has also
received assistance from
BSEDC; Western Container
has received help repairing
its sprinkler system. The
company is one of the area’s
largest taxpayers and em-
ploys more than 100 people.

“It is very encouraging to
work with a company like
this and help retain them in
the community,” Wegman
said.

Boyce Galvanizing is anoth-
er up-and-coming business

working with BSEDC. Ac-
cording to Wegman, finances
are getting finalized and the
company should eventually
employ an estimated 40 em-
ployees. Transport Handling
Specialist will also operate
in Big Spring soon, Wegman
said. Upgrades have been
conducted to the rail spur at
the airpark and agreements
have been worked with Union
Pacific.

“We are looking for big
things and this is going to
help build the infrastructure
we need,” Wegman said.

The next State of the Com-
munity event will take place
in the Cactus Room on the
Howard College campus June
26. The topic will focus on
education. The last two parts
will follow on Aug. 16, cover-
ing the medical industry, and
the Nov. 6 meeting, to focus
on industry. To find out more

new addition behind the
building,” Jessica Price
said.

Construction has in-
cluded the implementa-
tion of ADA compliant
restrooms. “The rest-
rooms are also larger
and now meet the ADA
requirements,” said
Price.

The only repairs left
to complete will be the
parking lot, which will
have to be done some-
time this summer. Be-
cause of inconsistent
temperatures, the pave-
ment hasn’t been able to
be redone at this point,
according to Garibay.

“One of the biggest
improvements was the
incorporation of acous-
tical sound barriers,”
Garibay said.

“This was a popu-
lar complaint and we
wanted to address it in
the most effective way,”
added Price. Even the
artwork on the walls
— all created by local
artist Kay Smith — is
composed of high grade
acoustical foam,” she
said.

Red Mesa will be open-
ing with a 30-person
front-house staff, which
includes dishwashers
and a 12-person back-
house (kitchen) staff.
Each of the wait staff
has undergone exten-
sive training in order
to prepare for opening
night and each night
thereafter.

In addition to the well-
trained staff, Garibay
also emphasized the
quality of food that will
be provided. While the
prices are described as
competitive with other
restaurants, she wanted
to assure customers that
no corners were cut.

“This is a family-
friendly atmosphere
and the prices are com-
petitive among other
restaurants in town,”
she said. “We didn’t sac-
rifice quality for quanti-
ty... we actually got the
better brand names in
order to bring the best
to our customers.

Cooking to Manage Diabetes

Doctors recommend that people with diabetes follow a healthy, well bal-
anced diet that includes plenty of fiber-rich fruits and vegetables and
carbohydrates that rank lower on the glycemic index (GI). (See sidebar
for more on the glycemic index.)

“Pears are one of my favorite fruits to use in recipes,” says Talbot.
“They are a low GI fruit, they’re high in fiber, and the flavor of a ripe
pear is just out of this world. They are incredibly versatile in sweet and
savory recipes in all types of world cuisines. They can be part of any
meal of the day.”

Check the Neck for Ripeness

Ripeness is the key to enjoying pears at their sweetest and juiciest. To judge a pear’s
ripeness, USA Pear growers advise you to “check the neck.” Press the neck, or stem
end, of the pear. If it yields to gentle pressure, it’s ripe, sweet and juicy. If it feels
firm, simply leave the pear at room temperature to ripen within a few days. Don’t
refrigerate your pears unless you want to slow their ripening.

Index

The glycemic index (GI)
rates carbohydrates on a
scale of 1 to 100 based on
how rapidly a food item
raises blood sugar levels
after eating. Foods that
rank high on the glycemic
index are digested rapidly,
which produces marked
fluctuations in blood sugar
and insulin levels.

Yogurt with Pear and Coconut
Makes 4 servings

Juice of 1 lemon
1/3 cup unsweetened shredded
coconut
2 tablespoons graham cracker
crumbs
1/2 cup Grape-Nuts or granola
cereal
1 tablespoon granulated stevia
extract, or to taste
1 teaspoon ground cinnamon
2 ripe pears, such as Anjou or
Bosc, slightly firm to the touch
3 cups 2% plain Greek yogurt

In medium bowl, combine lemon juice,
coconut, graham cracker crumbs, cereal,
sweetener and cinnamon.

Peel, core and finely chop pears.

Spoon yogurt into 4 bowls and top
with fruit and coconut mixture, or sprinkle
directly onto each individual container
of yogurt.
Note: This recipe can do double duty as
a dessert if you serve it up parfait style.
Spoon 1/8 of the pears into the bottom
of each of 4 bowls or parfait glasses. Add
1/8 of the cereal mixture, then 1/2 cup of
yogurt.

1 chamomile tea bag

1/2 cup loosely packed fresh mint
leaves

Peel, halve and core pears using a melon
baller to scoop out seeds.

In large pot, combine 3 cups water,
sweetener, lavender, hibiscus, chamomile
tea and mint. Bring to a boil over medium-
high heat, then reduce heat to medium-low.
Add pears and simmer until you can easily
pierce pears with the tip of a knife, about
20 minutes.

To serve, transfer pear halves to 4 indivi-
dual bowls and ladle some of the cooking
liquid over the top.
