Out of those soldiers, 2,338
went missing in action.

Robert E. Griffith of the
United States Army was
honored, as were all sol-
diers who never made it
home. A missing man

ceremony was per-
formed by the
Goodfellow Joint
Services Color Guard

and narrated by U.S.
Marine Corps veteran
David Leonard.

Don Boling, a Marine
veteran who served in
Vietnam, told the story

of Griffith, who lost his
life in combat March 3,
1969.

“Bobby gave his life
while saving others, as
stated in a poem by his
brother: ‘My brother
died while saving lives
of men he loved and led.’
Those who survived and
their families will never
forget their sacrifice. I
know the kind of man
that Bobby was and I
know this program is
dedicated to him, but I
also wouldn’t want him
mad at me and I know
he would want me to

remember his men as
well,” Boling said.
Griffith was one of
21 men who lost their
lives in the Alpha 3/8®"
Infantry. After Boling
shared Griffith’s story,
the ceremony concluded
with the “Armed Forces
Medley” and the playing
of “Taps” by U.S. Army
Army veteran Mike Tar-

pley.

Airlines do better job of
getting passengers, their

bags to destinations

WASHINGTON (AP) — Flying is
getting better. Honest.

For airline passengers grappling
with fare increases, canceled routes
and a seemingly endless parade of
new fees, “better” may not be the first
word that comes to mind. But based
on more traditional yardsticks — lost
bags, delayed flights, lousy service
and bumpings from full planes — air-
lines are doing a better job, say pri-
vate researchers who have analyzed
federal data on airline performance.

Airlines are slowly, steadily recov-
ering from their meltdown five years
ago, when, under the strain of near-
record consumer travel demand, their
performance tanked. Industry perfor-
mance for all four measurements was
slightly better in 2011 compared with
2010, according to the report being re-
leased Monday.

“Airlines are finally catching up
with what their promise is, which is
getting you there on time 80 percent
of the time with your bags,” said
Dean Headley, a business professor
at Wichita State University who has
co-written the annual report for 22
years.

“They realize that people are paying
a lot more money, and the system is
more complex than it was, and they
have to do a better job,” he said. “To
their credit, I think they are doing a
better job.”

Amid fragile recovery,

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Barack Obama is convening a sum-
mit with leaders from Mexico and
Canada on Monday that aims to boost
a fragile recovery and grapple with
thorny energy issues against a back-
drop of painfully high gas prices.

The session at the White House is a
make-good for a planned meeting last
November in Hawaii on the sidelines
of the Asia-Pacific summit. Obama
ended up meeting just with Canadian
Prime Minister Stephen Harper when
Mexican President Felipe Calderon’s

crash.

Sure to feature prominently in Mon-
day’s Oval Office session: Mexico’s
role as a major oil exporter and the
controversial Keystone XL oil pipe-
line from Canada that Obama has
shelved pending further review.

Republicans denounced Obama’s
move as a blow to job-creation and
U.S. energy needs. But he maintains
GOP leaders in Congress forced his
hand by insisting on a decision be-
fore an acceptable pipeline route was
found.

The pipeline would link Alberta’s
oil sands to the U.S. Gulf Coast, but
environmentalists fear both its local
impact and a major uptick in green-
house gases blamed for global warm-
ing.

Aung San Suu Kyi says
she hopes her victory will
mark beginning of a new

era for Myanmar

YANGON, Myanmar (AP) — Aung
San Suu Kyi claimed victory Monday
in Myanmar’s historic by-election,
saying she hoped it would mark the
beginning of a new era for the long-
repressed country.

Suu Kyi spoke to thousands of cheer-
ing supporters who gathered outside
her opposition party headquarters a
day after her party declared she had
won a parliamentary seat in the close-
ly watched vote.

The Election Commission has not
yet confirmed the results, but govern-
ment officials have commented on
Suu Kyi’s victory and the people of
Myanmar have reacted with jubila-
tion.

“The success we are having is the
success of the people,” Suu Kyi said,
as a sea of supporters chanted her
name and thrust their hands into the
air to flash “V” for victory signs.

Friends recall runner
True’s passion for the

sport, and his playfulness
ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (AP) — Up
mountainsides, through deserts and
the wildest of rugged terrain, there
was little that could break the sereni-
ty or solitude of Micah True as he ran.

Only, perhaps, the pounding beat of
his heart or the rhythm of his feet as
they hit the trail, mile after mile after
mile.

For True, running — the pure act of
traveling relentlessly long distances
— was a passion that needed no jus-
tification. To those who knew him
well, it also brought forth an intense
playfulness in the 58-year-old ultra-
marathon runner.

“When he was out on the trail run-
ning, it was like someone just rang the
school bell and said, ‘Recess.” It was
utter playfulness,” recalled Chris Mc-
Dougall, a friend of True’s and author
of the nonfiction best-seller “Born to
Run.”

True’s body was discovered Satur-
day evening in a remote part of south-
ern New Mexico’s Gila Wilderness.
The search began for him days earlier
after he failed to return Tuesday from
a 12-mile run.

He was found near a cold stream,
his legs still in the water and his wa-
ter bottle next to him, about a mile
southeast of the Gila Cliff Dwellings.

Plane crashes after
takeoff in Siberia, killing

31 of 43 people on board

MOSCOW (AP) — A passenger
plane crashed in Siberia shortly after
taking off Monday morning, killing
31 of the 43 people on board, Russian
emergency officials said. The 12 sur-
vivors were hospitalized in serious
condition.

The ATR-72, a French-Italian-made
twin-engine turboprop, operated by
UTair was flying from Tyumen to the
oil town of Surgut with 39 passengers
and four crew.

The aircraft went down on a snowy
field outside Tyumen, a major region-
al center in Siberia about 1,700 kilo-
meters (1,000 miles) east of Moscow.
The cause of the crash was not imme-
diately clear.

UTair published a list of the passen-
gers and crew, and none of them ap-
peared to be foreigners.

The Emergency Situations Ministry
first said 12 survivors were flown by
helicopter to a Tyumen hospital, but
that one of them had died. The minis-
try’s regional branch in Tyumen later
said that a 12th survivor was in a vil-

lage hospital and revised the death
toll downward to 31.

Swift caps 24 hours to
remember with ACM

entertainer win

(AP) — There was little surprise
when Taylor Swift won entertainer
of the year at The Academy of Coun-
try Awards on Sunday night — ex-
cept maybe in how little surprise the
22-year-old sensation showed when
her name was called.

Swift displayed none of her normal
expressions of astonishment after
winning the academy’s top honor
for the second year in a row. And, in
fact, neither did her competitors, who
gracefully if grimly acknowledged
her as she hugged her way to the
stage. With millions of albums sold
and millions of new fans turned on to
country music the award had the feel
of a coronation.

“She deserved it,” fellow nominee
and show co-host Blake Shelton said.
“When those announcements came
out who was nominated, I remember
sayingrightthen —Idon’tthink I said
I hope Taylor wins because I hoped I
would win — but Taylor deserves it. I
don’t think there is anyone with half
a brain that would say otherwise. She
has done a lot for us in country mu-
sic. We are lucky enough in country
music to call her one of us. But I am
always going to make fun of her in my
monologues so she might as well get
used to that.”

Miranda Lambert and the duo of Ja-
son Aldean and Kelly Clarkson were
the top winners with two trophies
each and their early victories over-
shadowed Swift initially. Lambert
took her third consecutive female
vocalist award, and was matched by
husband Shelton, who ended Brad
Paisley’s five-year run in the male vo-
calist category. She also won album of
the year for a record-tying third time
for “Four the Record.” Aldean and
Clarkson won single record and vocal
event of the year.

Swift was a mostly silent presence
for much of the show. Shelton and co-
host Reba McEntire poked a little fun
at her, wondering about that rumored
date with New York Jets quarterback
Tim Tebow.

1940 census records include 21 million still alive

NEW YORK (AP) —
When the 1940 census
records are released
Monday, Verla Morris
can consider herself a
part of living history.

Morris, who is in her
100th year, will get to
experience the novelty
of seeing her own name
and details about her
life in the records being
released by the U.S. Na-
tional Archives online
after 72 years of confi-
dentiality expires.

Morris is one of more
than 21 million people
alive in the U.S. and
Puerto Rico who were
counted in the 16th fed-
eral decennial census,
which documents the
tumultuous decade of
the 1930s transformed
by the Great Depression
and black migration
from the rural South.
It’s a distinction she
shares with such living
celebrities as Clint East-
wood and Morgan Free-
man.

Morris, who has been
working on her family
history since 1969 and
has written six books
on its branches, said
census records were es-
sential for her genealog-
ical work because often-
times people don’t want
to give their personal
information.

But census records,
which include names,
addresses and — in the
case of the 1940 census,
income and employ-
ment information — are
rich with long-veiled
personal details.

Morris, who turns
100 in August and was
contacted through the
National Centenarian
Awareness Project, said
she was working as a
keypunch operator in
Fairfield, Il11., when the
1940 census was taken.
“I don’t remember them
taking my census,” said
Morris.

While a name index
will not be immediate-

ly available to search,
tens of thousands of
researchers across the
country are expected
to go on a monumental
genealogical hunt this
week through the digi-
tized records for details
on 132 million people.
Access to the records
will be free and open to
anyone on the Internet.

Every decade since
1942, the National Ar-
chives has made avail-
able records from past
censuses. Some privacy
advocates have opposed
releasing such large
amounts of personal in-
formation about living
people.

The American Civil
Liberties Union has op-
posed any unrestricted
release of census re-
cords.

Jay Stanley, a senior
policy analyst at the
ACLU, said harm could
come from combining
the rich 1940 census data
with other information.

Power programs set to
compete in NCAA Final

NEW ORLEANS — Kentucky has
the best players. Kansas has the most
heart.

From the first practice in October to
the final cutting of the nets in April,
that’s how the two teams remaining
in the NCAA tournament have made
a name for themselves.

They meet Monday to decide the
national championship — a game be-
tween the Wildcats and their cadre of
NBA-caliber talent and the Jayhawks
and their unending supply of high-
wire comebacks.

Kentucky (37-2), in search of its
eighth national title but its first since
1998, has five, maybe six, players who
will be playing in the NBA soon.

Most are freshmen and sophomores.
None are better than Player of the
Year Anthony Davis, the 6-foot-10
freshman who had 18 points, 14 re-
bounds and five blocks in Kentucky’s
69-61 win over Louisville in the semi-
finals.

“Anthony Davis is a great player,
but he’s not Superman,” Kansas coach
Bill Self said, clearly ignoring the fact
that, only moments earlier, Davis had
been walking around the Superdome
with his practice jersey slung across
his shoulders like a cape.

As he has all year and all tourna-
ment, Kentucky coach John Calipari
hasnot somuch defended as explained
his coaching philosophy, which is to
go after the very best players and not
demand thev oraduate but onlv that

they play team basketball for what-
ever amount of time they spend in the
Commonwealth — even if it’s just a
year.

“l don’t like the rules,” Calipari
said. “I want Anthony to come back
and be my point guard next year. It’s
really what I want. There’s only two
solutions to it. Either I can recruit
players who are not as good as the
players I'm recruiting or I can try to
convince guys who should leave to
stay for me.”

He won’t do either. By pulling no
punches, the coach finds himself
working with the most talent — Davis
and Michael Kidd-Gilchrist are likely
lottery picks, while Terrence Jones,
Marquis Teague and Doron Lamb are
among the others with first-round po-
tential.

Calipari is a win away from the first
national title of a stormy and contro-
versial career, one that began as a vol-
unteer assistant at Kansas.

His first two trips to the Final Four
have been vacated because of NCAA
violations. Though his 2008 trip with
Memphis is no longer in the record
books, it’s clearly emblazoned in his
memory.

That team, led by Derrick Rose, had
one essential flaw — bad free-throw
shooting — and the coach dismissed
it every time he was asked about it in
the days and weeks leading to his final
against Self and the Jayhawks. The
Tigers missed four free throws down
the stretch and blew a nine-point lead

Baylor Women on verge of
championship, perfect season

DENVER — All season long, Britt-
ney Griner and Baylor have taken
everyone’s best shot.

They haven’t blinked.

After Sunday night’s 59-47 victory
over Stanford, the Lady Bears are
one win from a perfect season and
NCAA history as the first team to
win 40 games.

Standing in the way of Baylor be-
coming the seventh women’s team
to go through a season unbeaten is
Notre Dame — a team the Lady Bears
beat by 13 early in the season.

“You don’t have comfort,” Baylor
coach Kim Mulkey said. “There’s
never comfort in this business. You
go to the film room tonight and you
get ready for the next game.”

Even a quiet night from Griner
couldn’t stop the Lady Bears from
advancing. The 6-foot-8 star was con-
stantly hounded and double-teamed
by Stanford, scoring only one basket
in the second half Sunday night. So
her supporting cast jumped in and
carried the unbeaten Lady Bears
(39-0) into the NCAA championship
game.

“I have all the trust in the world in
my teammates,” said Griner, who
only had three baskets. “I was never
worried. I knew my team, my guards,
would step up and knock down shots
and Destiny would knock down shots
and do everything.”

Griner finished with 13 points and
nine rebounds, setting up Baylor
for a rematch with fellow No. 1 seed
Notre Dame on Tuesdav nicht

“We’re not the Brittney Griner
show,” Mulkey said. “Brittney Gri-
ner is the face of women’s basketball,
and she deserves to be, but this team
is bigger than Brittney. She will tell
you that. Brittney Griner double- and
triple-teamed allows other players on
her team to have opportunities.”

Baylor might need another strong
performance from its supporting cast
against Notre Dame.

The Irish beat UConn 83-75 in an
overtime thriller in the first semifi-
nal. Baylor and Notre Dame played
in the preseason WNIT final, with
the Lady Bears winning in Waco 94-
81 on Nov. 17.

“It’s going to be a good game,” Gri-
ner said. “We beat them earlier in the
season, but we’ve got to erase that.
This is the game everybody wants.”

Stanford (35-2) fell short in the Fi-
nal Four for the fifth straight season,
ending its school-record 32-game
winning streak.

The Cardinal refused to let Griner
beat them, collapsing on her in the
paint. The strategy worked for the
first 20 minutes before the other Lady
Bears started making shots.

Trailing 31-29 early in the second
half, Baylor went onan 11-1 run keyed
by Jordan Madden. The junior guard
had an acrobatic three-point play
and then a layup that made it 40-32.
Griner followed with her only basket
of the half, hitting a tough baseline
turnaround that capped the burst.

The Cardinal could only get with-
in six the rest of the game despite

Nnemkadi Ogwumike’s best efforts.
The senior led the Cardinal with 22
points and nine rebounds. Stanford
coach Tara VanDerveer took her out
with about 30 seconds left and gave
her a long embrace.

“No one feels good after a loss, espe-
cially if it’s in the Final Four,” Ogwu-
mike said.

The 6-2 forward, who most likely
will be the top pick in the WNBA
draft on April 16, did all she could to
keep the Cardinal in the game, but got
little help. Her younger sister, Chin-
ey, who had such a strong sophomore
season, was ineffective. She fouled
out midway through the second half
with just four points.

Baylor, in the national title game for
the second time, has focused on the
mantra of “Unfinished Business” all
season long. Every player on the team
is wearing a wristband with those
two words on it. Mulkey said the team

used the same motto the year it won
its only championship in 2005. The
Lady Bears had been knocked out the
year before in a last-second loss.

Stanford could easily claim that
motto for itself, having matched
UConn and LSU with its five-year Fi-
nal Four run. But like the Lady Bears,
the Cardinal couldn’t win a title dur-
ing their streak. Stanford hasn’t won
a national championship since 1992.

These two teams hadn’t played since
2008 — the year before Griner showed
up, but Ogwumike and her Cardinal
teammates were eager for the chance.
Ogwumike faced Griner in an AAU
game in high school, and that’s when
she says she learned to shoot 3-point-
ers because scoring in the paint was
a big problem. Although Ogwumike
missed all five of her 3-point attempts,
she succeeded in drawing Griner
away from the basket.

That opened up the middle, allowing
the Cardinal to get a lot of easy back-
door layups. On the defensive end,
the Cardinal packed it in, doubling
Griner every time down the court.

They dared any other Baylor player
to beat them. Griner finished the first
half taking just five shots, while her
teammates combined to go 7 for 24.

The Lady Bearsled 25-23 at the break
as neither team could build more than
a four-point lead in the first half.

Stanford didn’t change its strategy
in the second half, but the other Bay-
lor players started making plays.

“We were really well prepared and
had a great game plan. We just strug-
gled offensively and missed shots
that would have helped us,” Stanford
guard Toni Kokenis said. “Their of-
fensive boards kind of hurt us. We
needed to box out better.”

Stanford hit just two of its 17 at-
tempts from 3-point range.

“We wanted to run on them, but we
didn’t get out and go as well as we
wanted to,” VanDerveer said. “They
make things hard, they take you out
of your normal thing. It took us that
long to get the floor organized. We
had some nice open looks and didn’t
knock down shots.”

Terran Condrey scored 13 points

and Odyssey Sims had 11 for the Lady
Bears.

“I can’t even put it into words,” Gri-
ner said of Condrey’s big game. “She’s
not real loud but you definitely hear
her on the court.”

As usual, Griner put on a show in
warm-ups, thrilling the crowd with a
series of impressive dunks. The As-
sociated Press Player of the Year has
already dunked twice in the tourna-
ment, matching Candace Parker for
most dunks by a woman in NCAA
tournament play and during a college
career (seven).

Griner and Baylor football star Rob-
ert Griffin III have playfully talked
about having a dunk contest next
year. The Heisman Trophy winner
was in the stands supporting the Lady
Bears and gave Mulkey a big hug as
they walked off the court.

Mulkey showed no ill effects from
her bout with Bell’s palsy. She was re-
cently diagnosed with the nerve dis-
order, but on Saturday she dismissed
it as nothing more than an inconve-
nience.
