“This is not your father’s Home Depot,”
company attorney Steve Levy said Mon-
day. “We don’t want any confusion be-
tween our company and a business we
don’t want to be associated with.”

The lawsuit filed May 25 seeks to re-
move Adult Depot’s signs from its clubs in
the Florida towns of Lake Worth and
Boynton Beach.

It also wants Adult Depot barred from
using a mascot Home Depot claims is simi-
lar to its Homer.

Lawyers for Adult Depot, which also
sells X-rated videos, books and toys, said
they think Home Depot is just overreact-

ing.

EPA bans
popular
Dursban

JOURNAL STAFF REPORT

As expected, the federal En-
vironmental Protection Agency
imposed a ban Thursday on
almost all household uses of
the most widely used house-
hold pesticide in the United
States, Dursban.

The action actually is di-
rected against chlorpyrifos,
which is marketed under the

trade name Dursban and about
825 other registered names.

The agency released a state-
ment calling the move “‘a major
step to improve safety for all
Americans fromthe health risks
posed by pesticides.”

“This action comes after
completing the most extensive
scientific review of the poten-
tial hazards from a pesticide
everconducted,” the statement
continued.

EPA Administrator Carol
Browner said, “Today’s action
is a major step in the Clinton-
Gore administration’s ongoing
efforts to better p[rotect public
health, especially the health of
children.”

Bailey County Extension
Agent Curtis Preston said Fri-
day that the action is part of a
larger push against organo-
phosphates, which Preston
called “the only thing the veg-
etable boys have they canuse.”

Chlorpyrifos products are
commonly used on tomatoes,
apples and grapes, among other
crops. The new rules sharply
reduce or eliminate the allow-
able residue on food crops.

In recent years, the EPA has
said its pesticide standards
would be based on what is
healthy for children, who are
considered more susceptible
because their bodies are still
developing and they play on
floors and in yards where pes-
ticides have been applied.

Children also eat proportion-
ately more food with respect to

. body weight than do adults.

Superintendent search narrowed to three

The Muleshoe School Board has
narrowed its search for a new school
superintendent, with three finalists
emerging from a recent round of
preliminary interviews.

Those still in the running are Dr.
Eddie Dunn, principal at Seminole
High School; Kent Bowerman, prin-
cipal at Big Spring High School; and
Gene Sheets, superintendent at
Hamilton, Texas.

Tom Jarbo of Friona, the Texas

Association of School Boards con-
sulted hired by Muleshoe, said Fri-
day that Texas law does not allow the
board to hire a superintendent until
21 days after the posting of the final-
ists names — in this case, June 29.

Muleshoe board members have
scheduled in-depth interviews with
the finalists for 7:30 p.m. June 12,
7:30 p.m. June 13 and 7:30 p.m. June
14 (all in closed sessions).

The new superintendent will take
over from David Hutton, who re-

signed one year after coming to
Muleshoe from Tahoka, where he
had served as superintendent. Hutton
replaced Bill Moore, who retired.

An interesting footnote to the
search is that Gene Sheets is the
brother of Dr. Kyle Sheets, who is
planning to join the staff of Mule-
shoe Area Medical Center this fall.
The two grew up in the area and
attended school at Farwell, where
the Sheets family were early resi-
dents.

County’s heart defibrillators get their day in spotlight

Dignitaries from the Bailey County unit of the
American Heart Association and the Bailey
County Sheriff’s Department teamed up Tues-
day at the Carrousel Restaurant to demonstrate
the county’s new defibrillators.

The two agencies already had been instrumen-
tal in securing four of the automatic external
defibrillators so each deputy will be able to carry
one of the units in his or her patrol car.

The defibrillators were purchased by combin-
ing a $7,000 Texas Department of Health grant
secured by physician’s assistant Gail Hargrove
with $7,000 from the federal tobacco settlement
and kicked in by the Bailey County Commis-

sioners’ Court.

Hargrove went a step further and got a grant
from the Fraternal Order of Eagles in Clovis to
buy another defibrillator to be used in the ambu-

lance at Three Way.

The defibrillator is placed on the chest of a
person whois in cardiac arrest, has no pulse oris
not breathing. A voice prompt tells the rescue
worker what to do — either press the button to
shock the patient or begin administering CPR.

Up until now, I've resisted the
temptation to weigh in on the Elian
Gonzalez situation. My “weight”
on such matters is inconsequential.
But [ can resist no longer.

Elian, you remember, is the lit-
tle Cuban boy who alone survived
as his mother and their compan-
ions drowned in the waters
between Cuba and the United
States. He's been marooned in “no
man’s land” ever since, as this
court and that court, his relatives

in Florida and his father in Cuba
(divorced from Elian’s mother),
and two countries, have been
debating his fate. Will he stay in
the U.S. or be returned to Cuba?

It appears certain that he’ll be
returning to Cuba. The political
cards have been stacked against
him in that direction from the very
first. It’s interesting, and sad, I
think, that the powers that be in the
U.S. have largely been on Cuba’s
side all along. Of course, every-
one, from the smug thug Castro to
Janet Reno and her boss and on
down and around the pike all claim
to be on the little boy’s side.

It is without doubt a difficult and
highly-charged issue. On one
hand, how do you discount the
clear wishes of the brave woman
who gave her life trying to get her
son to America, to freedom? Was
her death for nothing? Do her
deepest wishes count for naught?

On the other hand, Elian’s father
is, well, Elian’s father. And I, for

one father, feel very strongly
about the sanctity of a father’s
relationship to his children. And,
I'm generally thankful to say, so
do our courts. They should. I'm
not surprised that legally things
have gone the way they have and
that the courts are saying that Elian
goes home to Dad

But here’s the twist in this tale,
in my opinion. If Elian’s mother
had died taking him across the
lake from Minnesota to Michigan,
and Dad lived in Minnesota, well,
Elian goes back to Minnesota,
unless his dad could be proven to
be an unfit father. (Jusse Ventura
may be an unfit governor, but he
is the duly elected governor of a
free stat€ in a free nation.)

But Elian’s mother wasn't tak
ing him' from Minnesota to
Michigan. She was taking him
from Cuba to the United States
And, yes, Virginia, therein lies a
very significant difference

One deep truth I hold to be
“self-evident” is that to live in
freedom is always better than to
live under the rule of a despot, in
virtual slavery. My right to that
freedom is given to me by my
Creator, not by my government
But living in a land whose govern-
ment recognizes and honors that
right is a blessing I deem well
worth dying for. Elian’s mother
evidently thought so, too. And so
do the thousands of Cubans who
have risked death and a watery
grave to find freedom. (I don’t see
thousands of U.S. citizens jump
ing into the water to head the
other directon, no matter how
empty-headed and liberal they are,
though I'd be happy to point some
of those folks toward the coast.)

To live in freedom 1s a right
which comes straight from the
hand of the best Father of all

“The strength of this program
is that it gives the kids hands-on
information and experience to
start an individual agribusiness
and the opportunity to see the
commitmentinvolvedinbecom-
Ing an entrepreneur,” Brown
said.

Michael Sampson, a 16-year-
old participant, admitted that
agriculture was not his first idea
for a business opportunity.

“The product can be anything
really,” he said. “The main thing
1s having abusiness plan to make
it happen.”

The trained adults and 25
youths, ages 14-17, putinaone-
acre garden with raised beds at
the Acres Home Chamber of
Commerce, 6130 Wheatley.

Produce from the garden,
which was funded by a $50,000
grant from Harris County Com-
munity Development, will be
sold through HEB Food Pantry
stores

“HEB promotes Texas and
locally grown products. We are
always looking for local pro-
ducers,” said Gemma Leija,
director of produce for HEB in
Houston.

“This program is a good thing
for these kids. It teaches them
(to value) the fruits of their labor
when they work and then see the
vegetables in the store. And per-
haps, it will give them an interest

in farming

Leija said HEB’s marketing
focus 1s on having fresh, locally
produced fruits and vegetables,
so she is looking for both small-
and lar ze-scale producers. Some
of the farmers she works with
provide produce for only one or
a few stores, so it takes a large
number of individual producers
to supply the Greater Houston
locations, she said.

While any business has chal-
lenges. Brown said, there are
some advantages to smale-scale
farming that are being taught to
the youth in this project.

On smaller-acreage ventures,
forexample, the crops are turned

faster to provide a more con-

i

tinuous flow of income. Thus, if

an entire crop is lost, it repre-
sents only a portion of the
producer’s annual income, he
explained.

In addition tobuying produce,
HEB has supported this project
by providing seed and plants to
start the garden. Tomatoes,
squash, okra and peppers were
planted for the firstharvest, with
sweet potatoes and cantaloupes
planned for this summer.

The youth commit to four

hours each week to help main-
