Commissioners approoe
2012-13 tax rate, budget

Howard County commis-
sioners approved the gov-
ernment entity’s 2012-2013
budget and tax rate during
their meeting Monday morn-
ing, adopting a levy that
will bring in approximately
$750,000 more than last year.

Commissioners voted in fa-
vor of adopting a tax rate of
33 cents per $100 valuation to
support its fiscal plan, which
totals approximately $19.32
million.

According to county re-
cords, the effective tax rate
— the rate which would

bring in the same levy as last
year — is 30.9221 cents per
$100 valuation. The rollback
rate, which is comprised of
the effective rate plus an 8
percent increase in the levy,
has been calculated at 33.1460
cents per $100 valuation.

County Auditor Jackie Ol-
son said the approved tax
rate — which is slightly less
than the rollback rate — will
generate $753,000 more tax
dollars for the county than
last year’s levy, which was
43.6720 cents per $100 valua-
tion.

County Judge Mark Barr
said the additional funding is

necessary to pay for repairs
to county roads, which are
in desperate need of repairs
due to the increase in oilfield
traffic.

Commissioners have con-
sidered utilizing road use
agreements — which would
have the oilfield companies
using the roadways paying
for a percentage of the up-
keep — however, Barr said
little to no progress has been
made on the issue.

“It makes sense to have
the businesses who are dam-
aging the roads pay for the

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Average retail gasoline prices
in Texas have fallen 0.9 cents
per gallon in the past week, aver-
aging $3.64/g Sunday. This compares with the
national average that has increased 1.3 cents
per gallon in the last week to $3.81/g, according
to gasoline price website TexasGasPrices.com.

Including the change in gas prices in Texas

during the past week, prices Sunday were 16.9

cents per gallon higher than the same day one year ago
and are 15.9 cents per gallon higher than a month ago. The
national average has increased 14.6 cents per gallon during
the last month and stands 14.9 cents per gallon higher than

this day one year ago.

“Even with Isaac long gone, the oil industry is still bring-
ing capacity back online — at refineries and oil rigs, which
is keeping pressure on prices,” said GasBuddy.com Senior
Petroleum Analyst Patrick DeHaan. “Supply remains tight
across the country as we slowly approach the transition to
winter-spec gasoline, but I continue to be firm in believing
that the national average will start to decline towards the
end of September, as is typically the case,” DeHaan said.

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Obama and Romney plan a day free

from politics on anniversary of 9/11

WASHINGTON (AP) — It could be the only day
before Nov. 6 without explicit partisan rancor.

Both President Barack Obama and Republican
challenger Mitt Romney plan to take down their
negative ads in honor of the 11th anniversary of the
9/11 terrorist attacks. Neither planned to appear at
overtly political events, although Election Day is
never far from their agendas.

Obama has scheduled a moment of silence at the
White House and a trip to the Pentagon, the target
of one of four planes al-Qaida hijacked 11 years ago.
Romney, meanwhile, is set to address the National
Guard, whose members deployed as part of the U.S.
response to the attacks.

“On this most somber day, those who would at-
tack us should know that we are united, one nation
under God, in our determination to stop them and
to stand tall for peace and freedom at home and
across the world,” Romney said in a statement re-
leased before his speech.

Vice President Joe Biden is expected to attend a
memorial service at Shanksville, Pa., where one of
the hijacked airliners crashed. Biden grew up in
Scranton, Pa.

Chicago parents scramble to find
safe place for students as teacher

strike rolls into 2nd day

CHICAGO (AP) — Rose Davis wasn’t about to let
her two young grandchildren walk alone through
one of the city’s most violent neighborhoods, even
though they were going to a school kept open for
students who needed a safe haven while teachers
walked the picket line.

So Davis, who has a painful diabetic condition
that affects nerves in her legs, walked with them
Monday the six blocks to Benjamin E. Mays El-
ementary Academy in Englewood — about five
blocks farther than the school they normally attend
— where they ate breakfast and lunch, read books,
worked on computers and played games. She went
back four hours later to escort them home.

“They had to go out of their home zone, and you
never know what gang violence is going on on the
other side of the zone,” said Davis, 47, who said she
will continue making the difficult trek until teach-

ers return to the classroom.

But Davis and other parents and caregivers who
scrambled Monday to figure out what to do with
more than 350,000 idle children must do it all again
Tuesday — and perhaps longer — after the teach-
ers union and district failed to reach a settlement
to end the first strike in a quarter century.

Chicago School Board President David Vitale
said he thought an agreement could be reached on
Tuesday. But Chicago Teachers Union President
Karen Lewis sounded less optimistic, saying the
district has not changed its offers on the two most
contentious issues, performance evaluations and
recall rights for laid-off teachers.

Dry Northwest burns after weekend
storms as arid West’s wildfire

season extends into September

WENATCHEE, Wash. (AP) — Homeowners in
an upscale neighborhood of central Washington
gathered in a cul-de-sac and watched helplessly as
a wall of flames inched down a distant hill, a stark
reminder that the 2012 fire season is far from over
across the arid West.

Firefighters east of the state’s Cascade Range
scrambled to contain dozens of fires sparked by a
weekend lightning storm. They were aided by di-
minishing winds late Monday.

But across the West, high winds and tempera-
tures exacerbated already dangerous fire condi-
tions, prompting the National Weather Service to
issue red-flag warnings for wide swaths of eastern
Washington and Oregon, Idaho, Montana and all of
Wyoming.

In Wyoming, authorities evacuated 500 people
from homes and cabins as a wildfire about 10 miles
southeast of Casper quickly grew.

The Sheep Herder Hill Fire, which started Sun-
day, burned at least six structures and more than
15 square miles of pine forest and sagebrush. State
Forester Bill Crapser wasn’t sure if the structures
were homes and that more buildings may have
been lost.

China sends patrol ships to
contested islands after Japan buys

them in assertion of its claim

BEIJING (AP) — A territorial flare-up between
China and Japan intensified Tuesday as two Bei-
jing-sent patrol ships arrived near disputed East
China Sea islands in a show of anger over Tokyo’s
purchase of the largely barren outcroppings from
their private owners.

The China Marine Surveillance has drawn up a
plan to safeguard China’s sovereignty of the islands
and the ships were sent to assert those claims, said
the Chinese government’s official news agency,
Xinhua. The marine agency is a paramilitary force
whose ships are often lightly armed.

The rocky islands, known as Senkaku to Japa-
nese and Diaoyu to Chinese, have been the focus of
recurring spats between the countries and also are
claimed by Taiwan. The China-Japan dispute has
been heating up in recent months, in part because
the nationalist governor of Tokyo had proposed
buying the islands and developing them.

Japan’s central government announced its own
deal this week with the Japanese family it recog-
nizes as the owner. Chief Cabinet Secretary Osamu
Fujimura told reporters the government budgeted
2.05 billion yen ($26 million) for the purchase “to
maintain the Senkakus peacefully and stably.”

Public broadcaster NHK said the government and
the family signed a deal Tuesday.

YouTube releases own iPhone app
as Apple prepares to drop video

service as built-in program

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — YouTube is being re-
programmed for the iPhone and iPad amid the
latest fallout from the growing hostility between
Google and Apple.

The changes are being made because Google Inc.
and Apple Inc. didn’t renew a five-year licensing
agreement that established YouTube’s video ser-
vice as one of the built-in applications in the oper-
ating system that runs the iPhone and iPad.

YouTube is being bumped from the menu of pre-
installed apps on the next version of Apple’s mobile
operating system, or iOS, which could be released
as early as Wednesday when the latest iPhone is ex-
pected to be unveiled.

Google is making a pre-emptive strike on Tues-
day with the release of a revamped YouTube appli-
cation. The app is designed to make it as easy as
possible for the tens of millions of iPhone and iPad
owners to continue watching clips from the world’s
most popular video site.

The new YouTube app will create more money-
making opportunities for Google and video produc-
ers because it allows advertising to be shown with
the clips. That’s something Apple hasn’t allowed
on the pre-installed YouTube app. The ban on ads
prevented many music videos and other widely
watched clips from being shown in the iOS app
because some copyright owners don’t allow their
content to be shown if there is no way for them to
be paid.

232 or by e-mail
at citydesk@bigspringh-
erald.com
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repairs,” Barr said.
“However, we’ve had no
luck at all opening up a
line of communication
with the oil companies
on this issue. We’ve gone
to them several times
and tried to get them
involved, but we just
haven’t had any luck

with it and their input is
going to be vital in try-
ing to move forward
with something like
this.”

Despite the court’s de-
cision to adopt a tax rate
higher than the effective
rate, Barr said the in-
crease in mineral values
could still spell some re-
lief for local taxpayers.

“Because of the in-
crease inmineral values,

most taxpayers will see a
decrease in their tax bill
for the coming year,”
Barr said. “It all depends
on their valuation and
how much it may or may
not have changed since
last year.”

Last year’s tax levy
was set at 43.6720 cents
per $100 valuation, more
than 10 cents higher
than the 33 cents per
$100 valuation adopted

there were parts of the health
care reforms he likes, that being
one of them. Coverage for pre-
existing conditions would stay.
Later in the day, his people said,
actually, he would not support a
federal ban on denial of coverage
for pre-existing conditions. Still
later, his campaign harkened to
an earlier position in which he'd
require coverage for pre-existing
conditions, but only for those
who already had insurance.

We get it. He likes the popu-
lar parts of the Affordable Care
Act that cost money but not the
unpopular parts that would pay
for the popular parts. We speak
of the individual mandate and a
variety of fees.

Hey, anyone who likes hav-

ing to pay for things, raise your
hand. Anyone? Next, you who
don't like writing checks but
agree that we should pay for
what we buy, raise your hand.
That's better — a respectable
showing by responsible citizens.
Not in attendance is the Republi-
can base, whose fiscal fantasies
Romney courted to win the nom-
ination, and now he's stuck with
these pre-existing positions. As
Romney tries to win over the
more realistic general electorate,
he finds himself defending past
nonsense. It pained me to watch
him squirm at a question about
his ridiculous vow to reject $10
of spending cuts if it included
just $1 of new revenues.

They must convince them
they believe with every fiber of
their beings that the nation, as
we know it, would not survive
four more years of Obama's
assault — that unless Obama is
defeated, their children will not
enjoy the same America they
have enjoyed.

Their message should be: Sure,
President Obama inherited a
tough economy.

The economy only
added 96,000 jobs last month; the
monthly average for 2012 had
been 139,000.

After telling her she
had an American coot
came my explana-
tion that the chunky
bird was a member of
the rail family. It was
in typical, seasonal
trouble.

Mostly a water and
shore bird, it needed a
lengthy body of water
in order to leave an
area. Running on top
of the surface, it would
gain enough forward
momentum to become
airborne. For some
reason, it had landed
in her yard and was es-
sentially grounded.

Although the coot
was limited in mobil-
ity on land, in water it
would be enabled to be
a superb swimmer and
diver. “Put it in your
bathtub.”

For a moment, there
was silence. “If its legs
and feet begin to ‘dog
paddle,’ then you can
release it.”

Calling back in about
30 minutes, the woman
was ecstatic.

risk of the disorder, but
there’s still debate in
the mental health com-
munity about whether
the cause is mostly
genetic or environmen-
tal. A recent article I
was reading explained
that ADHD is highly
heritable; if one parent
has or had it, their child
has about a 70 percent
chance of inheriting it.
The article went on to
explain that as doc-
tors continue learning
about the ADHD brain,
more and more alterna-
tive treatments, such
as attention training
and psychotherapy, are
gaining traction.

Research shows that
the brain is not static,
that it can physically
change with experi-
ence. Recently, a study
by researchers at the
National Institutes of
Health has found that
the brain development
of children with ADHD
is delayed but other-
wise typical. Compar-
ing brain scans of chil-
dren aged 6 to 16 who
had the common psy-
chiatric disorder with
scans of those who did
not, researchers found
that some areas in the
ADHD brain, particu-
larly those involved in
thinking, attention and
planning, matured an
average of three years
later but otherwise fol-
lowed normal patterns
of development.

The results offer new

insight into why kids
usually seem to out-
grow their ADHD. The
findings complement
what psychiatrists
have been saying for
years, that most kids
with ADHD do get
better. It’s interest-
ing that the lag is most
obvious in the prefron-
tal cortex, the area of
the brain critical to
cognitive functions
like memory, attention
focusing, higher-order
motor control and the
ability to suppress in-
appropriate responses
and thoughts.

One region of the
brain, the primary mo-
tor cortex, however, ap-
pears to develop faster
in those with ADHD.
This could explain why
kids with ADHD are
so fidgety and rest-
less. Aside from the
timing of maturation,
the brains of children
with ADHD appear to
develop the same way
typical brains do, from
back to front. Kids with
ADHD have basically
the same sequence of
brain development.

Researchers are still
studying whether these
kids completely catch
up with other kids and
are hopeful that future
studies will answer
their questions.

environment, it settled
into the pond. Sitting
high in the water, the
bird paddled along the
shoreline.

ing its long, migratory
struggle.

Later that day, a call
came from a Midland
volunteer who had
driven to Andrews to
rescue another coot.
When she approached
the bird, it started run-
ning clumsily across an
open field. “If I hadn’t
seen it, I never would
have believed it,” she
continued. Only deter-
mination could have
inspired the coot to flee
over the dried, dusty
terrain before becom-
ing airborne.

The following day
we heard from the
Lamesa woman. Dur-
ing the stillness of the
approaching evening,
the coot had risen up,
flapped its wings, and
run out of the water.

With the strength of
its wings, it had slowly
risen through a gap in
the surrounding trees.
In the open at last, the
ungainly, grounded
bird had attained the
safety of a night’s sky.

When I shared the sto-
ry of the Andrews bird,
the woman laughed. “I
guess ‘desperate times
call for desperate mea-
sures.’”

Although we both
realized there’s a first
time for everything, I
added that the Andrews
bird would be cause
enough to rewrite the
bird books.

The Odds Are 20-to-1

However, the possibility of finding
at least one of the black suits divided
3-3 is only about 60 percent, so you
should start looking for a different
line of play that might offer a better
chance.

The method that stands out a
mile is to cross to dummy with a
spade at trick two, retum a low club
and finesse the ten. This makes you
about a 20-1 favorite to bring in the
contract.

One strong reason for the club
finessc is that, cven if the ten loses to
the jack, West cannot harm you with
any return. In that case, you will still
have the contract in tow if the clubs
are divided either 3-3 or 4-2, or, fail-
ing that, if the spades arc divided 3-
2.
In the actual deal, the ten of clubs
wins, so you wind up making four
notrump. But note that if you had fol-
lowed the more routine approach of
cashing the A-K-Q of both black
suits, you would wind up down one.

What the play boils down to is
that you can greatly increase your
chances of making the contract by
relying on the ten-of-clubs finesse,
which offers the added advantage of
preventing Fast from gaining the
lead.

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Baseball coach gets
help with cancer fight

AUSTIN, Texas (AP)
— As a minor league
baseball coach, Brian
Rose has always been a
competitor and tries to
imbue his players with
the same fire.

Now, the bench coach
of the Wichita (Kan.)
Wingnuts of the inde-
pendent American
Association is fighting
for his life, diagnosed
with stage 4 melano-
ma.

The suburban Austin
resident recently won
a battle to pay for his
participation in a clini-
cal trial, but it wouldn’t
have happened if not
for the help of a pair
of foundations and an
Austin businessman.

The Austin Ameri-
can-Statesman (http://
bit.ly/NjyWrj) reports
Rose, who lacked medi-
cal insurance, got help
from the Lance Arm-
strong Foundation’s
Cancer Navigation
Center and the Patient
Advocate Foundation.

Then Austin business-
man and philanthropist
Milton Verret pledged
$35,000 and issued a
community challenge
to raise the rest.

“It was absolutely
unbelievable,” Rose
told the newspaper.
“You hear these sto-
ries in the news where
somebody steps up to
help, but that’s just
another world to me.”

Rose was diagnosed
in April 2010 with can-
cer that, by the end of
the year, had spread to
his lungs, liver, spleen
and brain. Rose had no
medical insurance and
was having no luck get-
ting any because of the
pre-existing condition.

Last month, Rose’s
insurance company
agreed to cover the
cost of the experimen-
tal treatment. But Rose
says the support he got
from the community
boosted his spirits and,
by itself, is helping
with his recovery.

Crane: Clemens may pitch for Astros this year

HOUSTON (AP)
Astros owner Jim Crane
thinks Roger Clemens’
comeback could con-
tinue in Houston. That
would be news to the
50-year-old right-hand-
er, who doesn’t sound
too interested in the
idea.

Crane said Monday
there’s a possibility Cle-
mens could pitch this
season for the majors’
worst team.

“We haven’t heard
from Roger, so that’s
still up in the air,” he
said.

The last-place Astros
started a weeklong
homestand on Mon-
day that includes three

games against the Cubs
and four against the
Phillies. Their only
remaining home games
after this stretch are
against the Pirates and
the Cardinals — two
teams in postseason
contention.

Crane said he would
not pitch the seven-time
Cy Young Award win-
ner against a contender,
which leaves this week
as the only option.

But Clemens said Mon-
day night the only way
he would pitch this sea-
son was against a team
in contention.

“I can tell you right
now and they would
know too, that if I was

going to go do it, I am
going to pitch against
a contender, that’s who
I want to knock out,”
Clemens told Houston
television station KRIV.
“Why would I want to
waste my time running
around and getting in
shape. I get over to Min-
ute Maid (Park), I'll
crank it up and get it
over 90 for a contender.
We’ll knock them right
out of the playoffs. That
would be the fun. Pitch-
ing against somebody
that’s not in contention
wouldn’t be any fun for
me.”

“It’s not going to hap-
pen.”

A message was left

seeking comment from
Clemens’ agent, Randy
Hendricks.

Crane wouldn’'t say
whether the team will
reach out and try to
entice Clemenstoreturn
to the majors for the first
time since pitching for
the Yankees in 2007.

“We’re just going to
sit tight,” Crane said.
“We’ll wait and see if he
calls us, but we might
call him, who knows?”

Clemens pitched 3 1-3
scoreless innings in
his first start for Sugar
Land of the independent
Atlantic league, and
didn’t allow a run in 4
2-3 innings in his second
start Friday.

me,” he said with a grin.
“That’s why I dove. I
strained my hamstring
trying to dive. You
know, I'm 34 in two
hours (at midnight
Tuesday). Father Time
catches up to you.”

He said the hamstring
injury was “minor.”

Joe Flacco had an
outstanding game in
Baltimore’s no-huddle
offense, going 21 for 29
for 299 yards and two
touchdowns. That cer-
tainly was a huge part
of the Ravens’ 11th
straight home win and
ninth consecutive vic-
tory within the AFC
North.

But the defense, play-
ing its first game under
coordinator Dean Pees,

did its part. Haloti
Ngata had two of Bal-
timore’s four sacks,

proving the Ravens just
might survive without
NFL Defensive Player of
the Year Terrell Suggs,

who’s out indefinitely
with a torn right Achil-
les tendon.

“We didn’t play per-
fectly as a defense,”
middle linebacker Ray
Lewis said, “but when it
got to where we needed
to make plays, we made
the plays we were sup-
posed to make.”

After letting an early
14-point lead dwindle
to 17-13, the Ravens
pulled away by scoring
24 straight points in just
over six minutes. Ray
Rice ran for 68 yards
and two short scores,
but instead of dominat-
ing the Baltimore attack
in his usual fashion,
the running back took a
back seat to Flacco.

“Obviously, every-
thing went pretty well
for us tonight,” Flacco
said.

Not so for the Bengals,
who made the playoffs
last year without beat-
ing a team that quali-
fied for postseason play.
In this one, Cincinnati
once again came up
short against a high-cal-
iber opponent.

Flacco set the tone
for the shootout on the
game’s first offensive
play, throwing deep
to Torrey Smith for a
52-yard gain. That set

up a 46-yard field goal by
Tucker.
Baltimore quickly

forced a punt, and Flac-
co went back to work.
He completed a
16-yarder to Jacoby
Jones on a third-and-15,
tossed a 1-yard pass to
Rice on a fourth-and-1
and watched from the
backfield as Rice com-
pleted the 12-play,
63-yard drive with a
7-yard touchdown run
behind a fine block by
fullback Vonta Leach.
“It was really fun
for me.
