marketable at better rates.

Amendment 2 would
athorize a two-year pilot pro-
gram of low-interest loans to
farmers for purchasing water-
conserving irrigation equip-
ment. (It may be years before
most of our farmers could af-
ford to take advantage of this
provision, but the pilot pro-
gram is worth a try.)

These amendments are ex-
pected to pass because they

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County voters will help
decide the fate of 14 constitu-
tional amendments proposed
for the Texas Constitution in
next Tuesday's General Elec-
tion.

The focus of the election will
be on the first two amend-
ments, which would authorize
the issuance of $1.18 billion
worth of bonds by the state for
water projects.

The first amendment would
authorize $980 million of Texas
water development bonds to be
issued for a variety of projects,
while the second amendment
would allow $200 million worth
of bonds to be issued for
agricultural water projects.

Gov. Mark White, Lt. Gov.
Bill Hobby, Speaker of the
House Gib Lewis, Texas
Agriculture Commissioner Jim
Hightower, other elected of-
ficials and numerous organiza-
tions across the state have
thrown their support behind
both of the amendments.

There is a plethora of other
amendments involving state
government as well as issues in
eight Texas counties for which
statewide approval is required
by the 109-year-old state con-
stitution. The amendments are
discussed in full in the Voter’s
Guide prepared by the League
of Women voters and included
in last week’s issue of the
News.

The News has come out in
support of the first two amend-
ments.

The other amendments are:

eauthorizing the legislature
to enact laws permitting a city
to spend public funds and levy
assessments for the relocation
or replacement of water
laterals on private property;

eauthorizing proceeds from
the sale of land dedicated to
the permanent school fund to
be used to acquire other land
for that fund; :

cauthorizing the legislature

to regulate the provision of
health care by hospitals;

*permitting state prisoners
to be placed in penal facilities
of another state pursuant ot an
interstate agreement;

*authorizing Chamber Coun-
ty to have one more justice of
the peace precinct than its
population would otherwise
permit;

eproviding $500 million in
additional bonding authority
for the veterans housing
assistance program and change
eligibility requirements;

*protecting public funds by
authorizing prior approval of
expenditure or emergency
transfer of state appropria-
tions;

eauthorizing the issuance of
bonds for assistance with the
purchase of farm or ranch land;

*changing the manner in
which a person is charged with
a criminal offense and to cer-
tain requirements applicable to
state writs and processes:

esgranting the Supreme
Court of Texas and the Court
of Criminal Appeals of Texas
jurisdiction to answer ques-
tions of state law certified from
a federal court;

eproviding for the reappor-
tionment of judicial districts
by the judicial districts board
or legislative redistricting
board, and;

eabolishing the office of
County Treasurer in Andrews
and El Paso Counties and
abolishing the office of County
Surveyor in Collin, Dallas,
Denton, El Paso, Henderson
and Randall Counties.

While the off-year elections
traditionally draw light tur-
nouts, polling is expected to be
heavy in Houston, where city
races are on the ballot, in-
cluding a heated mayoral elec-
tion with incumbent Mayor
Kathy Whitmire.

Polls will be open from 7 a.m.
until 7 p.m. Tuesday.

State focusison
first two issues

Tuesday’s election isn’t the
first time Texas voters have
seen a ‘‘statewide’’ water plan,
but it's the first time voters
have seen a plan that truly ef-
fects the whole state.

Thanks mainly to the efforts
of Lubbock State Sen. John
Montford, a compromise was
struck between the Texas
House and Senate that gives
West Texas and agriculture a
voice in the amendments, while
helping cities and towns from
Houston and Dallas to
Nazareth and Hart.

While the two amendments
are separate, one really can’t be
effective without the other,
hence the “‘bonding together”
of the two by supporters across
the state. Very few groups
have come out in opposition of
either of the measures—even
the Sierra Club, which has been
traditionally opposed to such
plans, has taken a neutral
stance in this, off-year, elec-
tion.

Portions of the two plans are
already in place, and have been
for quite some time. $600
million worth of Texas Water
Development Bonds have been
authorized since 1957. Amend-
ment No. 1 would call for $980
million worth of bonds to be
issued, with the state to pledge
up to $250 million of its credit
to guarantee payment of bonds
issued by political subdivi-
sions, with a two-to-one ratio of
bonds insured to the state's
liability. Maximum bond
coverage would be $100 million
in any fiscal year.

There are other safeguards,
with the entire amendment
discussed in the Voter's Guide
in last week’s issue of the
News.

“The amendment could pro-
vide a source of low-cost fun-
ding for many towns and cities
throughout the state as they
look at their wastewater treat-
ment and handling needs, and
at assuring their residents of
an adequate, good quality water
supply,”’ said Wayne Wyatt of
the High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District.
“It has the potential of saving
the residents of cities and

towns a considerable amount
of money, because they can use
the Triple A credit rating of the
state.

“Unfortunately, under to-
day’s economic conditions of
low prices and high costs, the
irrigation farmer is hard-
pressed to afford the im-
plementation of all the water
conservation measures that
could conserve valuable water
supplies for future use,”” Wyatt
said. ‘‘Approval of the amend-
ment could help to alter the
situation.”’

Approval of the second pro-
posed amendment would set
the wheels in motion for ir-
rigators throughout the state
to obtain low-interest loans for
upgrading the efficiency of
their irrigation systems.

72% of the water used in
Texas is consumed by
agriculture, and is the sector
which has the potential for the
greatest water savings.

“This water plan only gets
our feet wet, but I'm going to
vote for it because it gets
agriculture into the process of
total immersion that our state
must eventually have in water
conservation,”’ said Ag Com-
missioner Jim Hightower.

“Personally, I preferred tak-
ing a head-first plunge . . . For
agriculture, this water pro-
posal is a good start, giving us
something to build on, beginn-
ing with the opening gavel of
the next Legislature.

“By making it financially
feasible for farmers to pur-
chase and implement water
conservation equipment and
practice, we can save—in a
single decade—upward of 20%
of the water now being con-
sumed by agriculture. We're
talking about the possibility of
saving 650 billion gallons of
water every year.

“That's as much as is con-
sumed by every single
household in the state. We
couldn’t save that much water
if we outlawed indoor plumb-
ing. At a cost of $8 million to
$10 million a year, we can real-
ly make a difference in a very
short time."

Cattle clinicslated Nov. 8

A stocker cattle manage-
ment clinic will be held Nov. 8
at 9 a.m. at the Expo Building
in Dimmitt.

Sponsored by the Extension
Service and other organiza-
tions, the clinic will feature
research updates on stocker
cattle health and management
practices as well as hands on
application of products, accor-
ding to Dr. John McNeil, ex-
tension beef cattle specialist.

The clinic will offer cattle
operators classroom informa-
tion as well as practical
demonstrations on how ‘‘to do
it as well as what some sick
animals look like internally,”
McNeil said. ““Cowboys doing

the actual caring for sick cattle
can benefit a lot from the pro-
gram.

Registration will last from 9
a.m. to 9:30 a.m., with McNeil
opening at 9:30 a.m. with a pro-
gram on cost effective manage-
ment of stocker cattle. He will
discuss the results of field
trials using implants, wormers,
feed additives, bloat control
measures, lice control, sup-
plemental feeding and other
management techniques that
affect the health and perfor-
mance of stocker cattle.

Effective treatment of shipp-
ing fever will be discussed at
10:30 a.m. by Dr. Larry Hollis,
with the technical services
department of Syntex Animal

Health. Hollis will review a
summary of antibiotic sen-
sitivity tests on the antibiotics
commonly used to treat shipp-
ing fever and will also discuss
development of an effective
disease prevention and treat-
ment program for stocker cat-
tle.

Dr. Roger Wyatt will speak
at 11:30 a.m. on Interferon's
role in a cattle health program,
discussing Agriferon-C and in-
dications for its use in receiv-
ing programs.

A free barbecue lunch will be
served, but advance reserva-
tions are required. Reserva-
tions may be made by calling
the Extension office in Dim-
mitt at 647-4115.

The afternoon session will in-
clude live animal demonstra-
tions.

At 1 p.m. McNeil will use
cattle to demonstrate the pro-
per method of utilizing several
products and how to apply cer-
tain animal health products for
more effective treatment.

Technical service personnel
from several companies will be
on hand to demonstrate the
proper use of their products
and to answer any questions.
They will address several
topics during the course of the
clinic.

The final session will start at
2 p.m. with discussions of facts
learned from necropsies.
