After we put the graduation section
to press Saturday, I needed a break
before jumping into this week’s
“regular” issue.

Verbie and I headed east Sunday
with our minds focused on a common
mission: to wet a hook at Lake Theo,
at the Caprock Canyons State Park
near Quitaque.

Instead of taking the direct route
—Highway 86 east to the stoplight at
Quitaque—we went by way of
Plainview (to get her fishing license,
which we had forgotten to do).

Taking that detour turned out to be
a heady decision.

From Plainview we went on to
Lockney, then took State 97 east to
FM 1065, which runs north to
Quitaque.

You wouldn’t believe the profusion
of wildflowers we saw along. that
little two-lane farm road when we
reached the Caprock breaks.

The roadside was covered with
yellow daisies and bright rust-colored
Indian blankets (another form of
daisy), along with purple lupine,
buttercups, foxtail and several others
that have unpronounceable Latin
names.

It was breathtaking.

That area obviously got even more
rain than we did during April. Sel-
dom were we out of sight of at least
two playa lakes. Most of the lakes
were the color of mud, but many
were clear, having formed on top of
tall pasture grass.

It was downright marshy.

We saw cattle standing knee-deep
in water, munching on the taller
shoots around them.

There are both pasturing and cow-
calf operations in that area, and the
cattle—mostly Angus and black
baldies—are uniformly fat and sleek.
The wheat is full height and appears
to be a couple of weeks ahead of
ours.

We got blown off of the lake. It
was too windy for a boat, and too
shallow and weedy around the edges
for good shoreline fishing.

But no matter. The wildflower
experience was worth the trip.

We took the direct route home,
with a detour to look over Lake Mac-
kenzie near Silverton.

There aren’t nearly as many wild-

Kerrville man

The US is not the only country
where people hold fund-raisers for
others less fortunate than them-
selves.

The funds they raise will be used
to buy home infusion pumps for
patients in the children's ward. The
pumps will enable children to re-
ceive vital medical treatment at
home on a regular basis, and thus
avoid the distress of repeated admis-
sions into the hospital, which in turn
will provide the added bonus of
releasing hospital beds for other
needy children, according to a letter
the men employed in their fund
raising campaign.

enate passes new

The Texas Senate has passed a bill
that could reinstate the controversial
Boll Weevil Eradication Program.

By a vote of 30-0, the Texas Sen-
ate passed the bill in hopes that this
new and improved version will pass
constitutional muster. The original
Boll Weevil Eradication Program
was ruled unconstitutional by the
Texas Supreme Court last month.

“I believe that we have structured
this bill in such a way that it will gain
court approval,” said Sen. Tom
Haywood (R-Wichita Falls), who
voted in favor of the measure. “With
cotton planting season upon us, it is
imperative that we get this done as
soon as possible. Sen. Duncan de-
serves much of the credit for taking
this problem from the beginning and
focusing our attention on fixing it
quickly.”

TE"
insecticide has
been recognized
B as one of the
best postemer-
gence cotton
insecticides for
several years.

Commissioner of Agriculture instead
of a private entity in order to comply
with the Supreme Court ruling. An-
other new provision of the program
is the establishment of an advisory
committee to be organized in each
zone, and the committee will consist
of one producer from each county in
that zone. This committee will advise
the agriculture commissioner on
decisions that must be made concemn-
ing each zone.

“The creation of the zone advisory
committees will give each county
real representation and a voice in the
decision making process,” Haywood
said. “I know the producers in the
western six counties of the proposed
Northern Rolling Plains Zone have
real concerns about the program,
while those in the eastern six coun-
ties are in favor of the program.
Through the Advisory Committee,
they can recommend to the agricul-

ture commissioner the Northern Roll-
ing Zone be split, if that is what they
decide.”

Another new provision is the abil-

ity of counties to move from one
zone to another with approval of a
producer referendum in the individ-
ual county. The agriculture commis-
sioner has the authority to grant each
referendum.

“This new bill gives the producer
of a county the ability to move from
one zone to another by virtue of their
vote and commissioner approval,”
said Haywood. “I know that some
folks in my district believe they
might be better served in another
zone. After today’s vote, these folks
can decide this question for them-
selves.”

Arkansas River Shiner
to be listed as ‘threatened’

Under the terms of a conservation
agreement sought by the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Dept. (TPWD) and the
Oklahoma Dept. of Wildlife Conser-
vation (ODWC), the United States
Fish and Wildlife Service plans to
list the Arkansas River Shiner as
threatened, not endangered, under
the federal Endangered Species Act.

Threatened status for the tiny fish,
which lives in the Canadian River in
the Texas Panhandle, will mean
greater flexibility for farmers and
ranchers regarding land use prac-
tices, while effectively protecting the
shiner and its acquatic habitat. Later
this month, the US Fish and Wildlife
Service is expected to publish a
threatened listed for the Arkansas
River Shiner in the federal register.

The Arkansas River Shiner is a
minnow endemic to the western Ar-
kansas River basin, where it charac-
teristically inhabits channels of fluc-
tuating, shallow steams with sifting
sand beds. Historically, the species
was considered widespread and
abundant throughout the Arkansas
River and its tributaries.

Within the last 20 years, the spe-
cies has disappeared from nearly
80% of its historic range and is now
largely restricted to the Cana-
dian/South Canadian Rivers of New
Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas. A
small population also exists in the
Cimarron River in Oklahoma and
Kansas. Although the shiner still
occupies 70% of its historic range in
Texas, the pouplation east of Lake
Meredith continues to decline.

“This option would benefit Pan-
handle citizens, especially landown-
ers and agricultural interests, because

it would mean greater flexibility. on
how the listing would affect them on
issues like groundwater use and land
management practices,” said Dr.
Larry McKinney, TPWD senior di-
rector for water policy.

“At the same time, the agreement
we have with the US Fish and Wild-
life Service contains specific steps to
make sure the shiner and its habitat
are secure.”

The main points of the agreement
between the two state agencies and
the US Fish and Wildlife Service are:

4+ Conservation strategies will not
restrict or regulate groundwater use
of the High Plains Aquifer (formerly
the Ogallala Aquifer) in Texas be-
cause, based on current knowledge,
there is no connection between
groundwater resources of this aquifer
and surface river flows of the Cana-
dian River in Texas.

4 Conservation strategies will not
require any releases from Lake
Meredith, except as might be volun-
tarily agreed to by controlling au-
thorities in contributing to the con-
servation and/or recovery of the spe-
cies.

4 Existing agricultural and land
management activities as currently
practiced adjacent to shiner habitat in
Texas will not be adversely affected
as part of developing conservation
strategies, unless those practices are
so modified as to adversely affect
habitat of the shiner, existing river
flow or cause degradation to water
quality.

+ States will not be held responsi-
ble for actions, or lack of action, by
other states or entities that adversely
affect conservation strategies for the

Deregulation may not be in
best interest of consumers

Texas’ electric cooperatives con-
tend that a proposal to deregulate the
electric utility industry by 2001 may
not be in the best interest of electric
cooperative consumers.

The co-ops are concerned that
several key elements of the draft bill
are not fully understood and they say
that more time is needed to review
them, according to Mike Williams,
president of Texas Electric Coopera-
tives, the statewide association that
represents the 75 distribution cooper-
atives and 11 generation and trans-
mission cooperatives.

“Dramatic changes are being pro-
posed that will impact how the elec-
tric industry in Texas operates. We
believe that this proposal needs more
time to be fully understood and to
allow for thoughtful examination by
legislators and the public to assure
that these suggested changes are
indeed in the public interest,” Wil-
liams said.

“Unfortunately, this proposal does
not necessarily assure lower electric
rates or reliable service for our coop-
erative members.”

Electric cooperatives serve approx-
imately 3 million consumers in 244
of Texas's 254 counties, primarily in
rural and suburban areas.

It is not clear that deregulation of
other industries has benefited rural
Texans, Williams noted,

“However, we continue to support
any industry restructuring that bene-
fits all customers of electric coopera-
tives in Texas.”

shiner and its habitat.

4 The development of a conserva-
tion strategy will be an inclusive
process in which all stakeholders will
have the opportunity to participate.

“We want to make clear that exist-
ing, traditional land use activities by
farmers and ranchers should not be
affected by the listing of the Arkan-
sas River Shiner as threatened under
the terms of the conservation agree-
ment,” said McKinney. “That’s part
of what we were able to establish
with the US Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice. But if a landowner were, for
example, to build a dam or undertake
other new action that would directly
impact the shiner or its river habitat,
that new action could be considered
a violation of the Endangered Spe-
cies Act.”

TPWD worked closely with the
Texas Farm Bureau and other agri-
cultural organizations to assure to the
greatest degree possible that impacts
of the shiner listing on that industry
would be minimal, but without com-
promising the conservation needs of
the shiner.

“The agreement also demonstrates
the value of cooperative efforts to
involve stakeholders in decision-
making processes about endangered
species,” McKinney said. “When the
Arkansas River Shiner was first pro-
posed for listing in 1994, it raised a
firestorm of protest, partly because
the announcement came as a surprise
to many people in the Panhandle
region. This time, the US Fish and
Wildlife Service worked more
closely with TPWD and we have
made every effort possible to include
all stakeholders. The result is a win-
win for conservation and Panhandle
landowners.”

Not very many small towns have a body shop as
well equipped as Stanford Body Works in Dimmitt.
The business was started in 1968 as J&R Paint & Body
Shop by Johnny Stanford and his brother-in-law, Ronnie
Hathaway. Johnny bought Ronnie out 22 years ago, and
moved the business to its present location about 10 years
ago.
Johnny designed the building and the special paint
booth that occupies one corner of it. He is certified by
Diamont and Glasurit paints. Diamont paints were
originated by the Mercedes Benz company, and carry
“almost a lifetime guarantee.” Application of the qual-
ity paints must be done to very exacting standards.

The shop is able to do complete body repairs, rang-
ing from very small to very major. Although most of
their customers are from Castro County, Stanford said
a majority of their out-of-town customers are other body
shops. “They can’t handle some aspect of a job, so they
bring it here,” Stanford said. He said his Kansas Jack
Laser Aligner machine has more than paid for itself in
the jobs he has been able to do. His was one of the first
body shops in the area to have a laser aligner, outside
of Amarillo. He also has a frame rack, for straighten-
ing frames that have been bent due to collisions, and a
Hunter Computer Wheel Aligner, so he can do align-
ment work by laser or computer.

Stanford has four certificates of training from Kan-
sas Jack and several from Diamont and DuPont. He
also completed a training course and obtained an I-
CAR Certificate of Achievement. The Inter-Industry
Conference on Auto Collision and Repair was set up
by the government to establish industry-wide safety
standards in car repairs. Stanford said car repair is
changing every day, due to the different materials be-
ing used now in car construction. With plastics and
different metal alloys being used, shops have to know
how to repair each material safely.

The Mitchell Estimating System is an integral part
of the business, with computerized pricing and parts
lists enhancing the speed at which estimates can be
made for customers. In addition, Stanford does glass
replacement and runs a wrecker service.

He is helped on the job by his wife, Janet, who does
the bookkeeping; his son, Chris; and Zak Felts, who
works there after school.

Johnny and Janet have three children, Michael, Chris
and Tammy, and one grandchild. They belong to
Dimmitt's First Baptist Church and Johnny 1s a mem-
ber and past president of the Dimmitt Kiwanis Club.
They support local school and youth activities.

With
over one-half of the normal yearly
rainfall already received, it appears
that once it is planted, the 1997 crop
will have favorable moisture condi-
tions for some time.

Hopefully, producers will be able
to successfully work their way
through all the other potential prob-
lems and put together a good crop.

Current estimates place planted
acreage on the High Plains at approx-
imately 10 to 20%. Any extended
period of warm, open weather will
likely cause a significant jump in this
figure.

DPS urges drivers
to be cautious
during the summer

This signals a lot of outdoor fun
for children and for drivers it should
necessitate a change in driving hab-
1ts.

“With warmer weather and longer
days, children play outside from
early morning until late at night,”
said Dept. of Public Safety Trooper
Wayne Beighle, public information
officer. “Since there will be many
more kids outside during the sum-
mer, drivers must remain alert and
ready for almost anything.”

Most people understand that chil-
dren are not just small adults. Chil-
dren do not think like adults and
usually they do not reason like
adults. They lack experience with
traffic and also have limited percep-
tual skills, consequently they are
unable to accurately judge the speed
and distance of vehicles. Drivers,
therefore, have the responsibility to
watch out for children at play.

“The key to avoid hitting a pedes-
trian is leaving yourself plenty of
time and space for proper reaction,”
said Beighle. “Scanning from curb to
curb, well ahead of your vehicle, will
afford a driver the necessary time
and space.”

Everyone who enters a roadway is
vulnerable to injury, but children are
at greater risk. As the number of
children outdoors increases this sum-
mer, drivers are obligated to keep
them safe.

County estimates received from
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service at press time showed a wide
range in the planting progress. The
lowest estimate received was from
Crosby County, where only 2% of
the crop has been planted. The high-
est percentage was in Castro County,
where Texas Agricultural Extension
Service estimates 75% of the cotton
acres have been planted.

Many producers are simply wait-
ing for fields to dry out or for soil
temperatures to rebound following
the cool rains that criss-crossed the
area over the past week to 10 days.

“We are really in an enviable situa-
tion in terms of planting moisture,”
said PCG Executive Vice President
Donald Johnson. “The past few
growing seasons have been exactly
the opposite with producers coping
with overly dry conditions. Hope-
fully, everyone will be able to take
advantage of the current situation.”

Johnson said that overall, dryland
production areas have experienced
very lean times over the past few
years and producers are looking for-
ward to having adequate moisture
on-hand to plant the dryland crop.
Producers who irrigate their crop
should also be able to obtain a signif-
icant benefit from the recent round of
free moisture,

the crop planted, only a few fields
have cotton up and growing,” said
Johnson. “With an increase in soil
temperatures, we should begin to see
more cotton planted. The key, as
always, will be the weather over the
next two weeks.”

The effort to resurrect the recently
squashed Texas Boll Weevil Eradica-
tion Program continues as Senate Bill
1814 slowly makes its way through
the Texas Legislature.

Senate Bill 1814, relating to modi-
fication of the official cotton grow-
ers’ boll weevil eradication program,
was introduced by Sen. Robert L.
Duncan of Lubbock.

The purpose of the legislation is to
correct problems in the setup of the
Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foun-
dation pointed out by the Texas Su-
preme Court.

Efforts are currently underway on
many fronts to strengthen the bill.
The overall goal of these efforts is to
provide producers with the maxi-
mum flexibility possible for setting
up boll weevil eradication programs.

Weekly boll weevil trap catches
indicate weevils are continuing to
emerge from overwintering habitats
in increasing numbers. The figures
should continue the general rise
through the peak emergence period
around the first of June.

The Farm Credit Bank of Texas

8 reported a combined first quarter

1997 earnings of $22 million, com-
pared to net income of $27.6 million
for the first three months of 1996.

The difference in first quarter net
earnings compared to one year ago is
attributed primarily to decreases in
net interest income and in gaines on
the sale of other property owned.

During the first quarter, mortgage
loan volume grew by $75.8 million,
while production volume experi-
enced a $65.2 million, or 7.2 percent,
decrease in total loans.

Total gross loan volume at March
31, 1997, was $3.89 billion, com-
pared to $3.9 billion at year-end
1996.

Member equity grew to $887
million at quarter-end, from $879
million at December 31, 1996.

Bank Chief Executive Officer
Arnold R. Henson said district per-
formance for the first quarter is on
track with targets set by the bank and
associations for the period.

“The condition of the bank and
affiliated associations in our territory
is very strong,” he said. ‘“While we
are optimistic that 1997 will be an-
other good year, we are evaluating
activities impacting the Texas Boll
Weevil Eradication efforts and are
concerned about any potential loan

loss that may be experienced as a
result of the Texas Supreme Court’s
ruling halting eradication efforts.”

The bank and seven Production
Credit Associations had approxi-
mately $37 million in loans outstand-
ing to the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi-
cation Foundation at April 30, 1997,
when the court ruled that the statute
creating the Foundation was uncon-
stitutional.

These loans have been placed in
nonaccrual status, pending final out-
come of this matter, and approxi-
mately $900,000 in interest income
recorded in 1997 has been reversed.

The Foundation is currently pursu-
ing both judicial and legislative rem-
edies to permit continuation of the
program,

“We applaud the legislature’s ef-
forts to restore the boll weevil pro-
gram and feel it is critical that a leg-
islative solution include provisions to
ensure the repayment of the Founda-
tion’s present debt obligations,”
Henson said.

Ten indictments were issued
against six people by the 64th Dis-
trict Court Grand Jury that met Fri-
day in Dimmutt.

Theodore Gutierrez, 17, of Hart,
and Andrew Orlando Diego, 16, of
Hart, both were indicted on two
counts each in connection with the
March 17 abduction and assault of a
Hart youth.

Anne Acker says that the pasture at
the farm where she grew up is cov-
ered with the same kinds of wild-
flowers. Her parents are Joe Lynn
and Mary Lou Birkenfeld, who live
three miles north of Nazareth.

“I told Dad I had never seen those
kinds of wildflowers there,” Anne
said. “He told me it's because there
hasn’t been that much rain in April
since I was born (thirty-something
years ago).”

Wildflower seeds, you know, have
a protective coating that must be
“melted off” by the right combination
of moisture and warmth before
they’'ll germinate. The seed will lay
dormant for years—even centuries—
until the conditions are right.

Have you ever heard of Hmongs?

I hadn't, until the other night.

We were visiting with Ruvaldo
Quintero, a 1989 Dimmitt High
School grad who is working as a
bilingual teacher aide and junior high
coach in Merced, Calif., while attend-
ing college on the GI Bill.

The schools at Merced are on the
year-round quarter system. Teachers
work three months, then get a month
off. Ruvaldo was home visiting his
family during an “off month.”

I asked him about the ethnic
makeup of his classes. He said that in
a class of 20 (which is a strict maxi-
mum there), probably 13 would be
Hispanic, and many of those proba-
bly are the children of illegal aliens.

“Also, we have a lot of Hmongs,"
he said.

Hmongs?

I asked the obvious question.

“They’re Asian,” he said. “We
have quite a community of them
there.”

I got on the Internet and learned
that Hmongs are (or were) a major
faction in Laos, and fought against
the Communist expansion in South-
east Asia.

After the Khmer Rouge took over
Cambodia, the Communist Pathet
Lao took over Laos, and many of the
Hmong people fled their homeland

and became refugees throughout the
world.

home, it has been raining there, in
contrast to the heat they experienced
in coming across the American
desert.

While speaking outside the VFW
building at Dimmitt, where they had
parked their RV for the night, the
men marveled at a large beetle
crawling across the parking lot,
saying they would never see such a
creature back home. Another crea-
ture they saw earlier in the trip gave
them quite a scare, Spurr said.

They had stopped to see the grave
of Billy the Kid in Fort Sumner,
N.M., and right after leaving there,
they came across a bull snake.

Spurr said they have been grateful
that they have avoided severe
weather so far. They planned to

leave Dimmitt around 5 a.m. to get
a start while it was still cool. After
leaving here, they planned to stop in
Childress, and then on through
Oklahoma, Arkansas and Tennessee,
although they said they were "not
looking forward to the Appalachian
Mountains."

When asked if they had had any
mishaps, Spurr laughed and said
Dawson had only knocked down a
small wall when first learning to
drive the rented RV.

"I've only driven on the wrong
side of the road twice. Actually,
that's why we're traveling so far each
day. The police are still after us,"
Dawson added jokingly.

"We would like to thank the peo-
ple of Dimmitt for the warm wel-
come we've had," Spurr said.
