'Barefoot Burglar' 
Makes Noisy Escape 
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Teachers to Work Overtime 

Curriculum Drive Launched 

A would-be bank robber crash-
ed out through the front window 
of Farmers State Bank at Hart 
and lost both his shoes after his 
safecracking job was interrupted 
by an armored car driver early 
Monday morning. 

THE CASTRO County Sheriff's 
Office, Texas Rangers and FBI 
are- searching, Cinderella-style, for 
the barefoot bruglar who fits thel 
shoes. 

Besides the thief's shoes, offi-
cers also have his acetylene 
torch, sledge hammer, axe and 
pry-bar which he left behind 
while making his noisy but suc-
cessful escape. 

WILLIE MORGAN of the Lub-
bock Armored Car Service inter-
rupted the burglar's work when 
he made a standard "drop" at 
the Hart bank at 3:45 a.m. Mon-
day. 

Morgan unlocked the back door 
of the bank to leave his usual

to drill and open the massive steel 
door Monday. 

The burglar apparently tried to 
pry the night deporitory open first, 
then gained entrance by jimmying 
the back door. The vault was 
only six feet from the door, in 
the bank's bookkeeping depart-
ment. 

AS THE surprised Morgan 
walked in on the torch rig, oxygen 
tanks and hot vault door, City 
Marshal Emmett Burress — who 
was parked just a block down the 
street — also heard the crashing 
glass of the front window. He 
rushed to the bank, and while he 
and Morgan cautiously identified 
each other, the burglar escaped 
in the darkness. 

Morgan and Burress tried to 
pick out the burglar's escape 
route and follow him, but their 
effort was fruitless. 

BURRESS notified Sheriff Jack 
Cartwright, who contacted Tex-
as Ranger E. G. "Butch" Al-
bers in Canyon and FBI agents 
in Lubbock. Officers threw up 
roadblocks all around Hart, 
checking for suspects and asking 
motorists not to pick up hitch-
hikers, but their efforts also 
failed to turn up the burglar. 

bundle of cancelled checks, and as 
he stepped into the bank he heard 
a crash of glass in the front of 
the building. 

MORGAN didn't see the burglar 
because the back door is on the 
southwest side of the building 
and the front window is on the 
east front, beyond tellers' win-
dows and offices. 

In reconstructing the escape be-
fore daybreak Monday, officers 
learned the burglar had grabbed 
his pry-bar, run to the front of 
the bank, thrown the pry-bar 
through the windown and jumped 
through. They found one of his 
shoes en the sidewalk in front 
of the bank, and another three-
fourths of a block away, in an 
alley northeast of the bank. 

Before Morgan walked in on the 
safecracking attempt, the burglar 
had cut two-thirds of the way 
around the combination dial to 
one of the bank's two vaults. 

"IT WOULD have taken him 
rrobably two more hours to get 
into the vault," Bank President 
Norlan Dudley said. 

The barefoot burglar's cutting 
torch melted the vault lock's 
tumblers. and a vault specialist 
has to be called from Lubbock

The schools' new emphasis on 
curriculum guidelines is the re-
sult of last year's school evaula-
ticn program, headed by Dr. Mor-
ris Wallace of Tech. Dr. Wallace 
and the visiting committee of ed-
ucators recommended the creat-
ion of Skinner's new post and the 
extablishment of schoolwide curri-
culum guides. 

SKINNER SAID the curriculum 
development program "is going to 
take a minimum of three years 
to complete; then we'll need to 
set up a program to continuous-
ly evaluate the curriculum that 
-ec have set up. It's basically 
the same thing that a good busi-
ness does every year." 

The main curriculum study em-
phasis this year, Skinner said, is 
on science in grades 1 through 4. 
reading in grades 1 through 8 and 
social studies in grades 4 through 
12. 

"However, all teachers will be 
involved in moving toward cur-
riculum guides in their own sub-
jects," he added. 

MAIN GOAL of the new empha-
sis on curriculum, he said, is 
"to build a program both within 
grades and between grades in 
which kids get certain materials 
at certain age levels without any 
orrlaps or gaps." 

Dimmitt's teachers will have to 
stay after school once a month 
this year to study their cw•ricu-
lurn. 

And on the same day — the 
first Wednesday of each month 
— their students will be dismiss-
ed an hour early. 

THIS is ONE of two steps an-
nounced this week by Curriculum 
Director Weldon Skinner to ime 
prove the scope and continuity of 
subject material being taught in 
Dimmitt's schools. 

During the monthly brain-
storming sessions, Skinner said. 
all teachers will work two hours 
extra — one hour of school time 
and an hour of their own upa, 
— to develop curriculum guides 
and guidelines. 

Skinner urged parents to remem-
ber that their children will be 
dismissed an hour early on the 
first Wednesday of each month. 

THE SECOND step toward cur-
riculum improvement is the hiring 
of a professional consultant to 
work with Dimmitt's teachers and 
school administrators. 

"We've engaged Dr. Joe Tidrow 
of Texas Tech as our curriculum 
consultant during the coming 
years," Skinner said. "He has 
been assistant curriculum direct-
or for Tulsa Public Schools and 
curriculum director at Andrews 
before going to Tech. He's a

YOUR responsibility is to learn 
to maintain your health and that 
of your family without facilities 
and services normally available.

Keep anti-
dotes available for allergic and 
asthamatic victims and insulin in 
good supply for those who require 
it. 

A well-equipped first-aid kit is 
necessary during an emergency. 
Also important is first-aid or med-
ical self-help training for at least 
one family member. A first-aid 
course teaches what to do until 
a doctor arrives. A medical self-
help course prepares a person for 
survival in an emergency when a 
doctor is not available. 

KEEPING CLEAN in an emer-
gency is an important aspect often 
forgotten. When water cannot be 
spared for washing, you can clean 
the skin with rubbing alcohol, lo-
tions containing alcohol, face

Barley will not be in the feed 
grain diversion prcgram for 1968. 
However, price support will be 
available for the barley crop 
grown, regardless of hcw much 
acreage is planted to barley 

If his farm has a corn or grain 
sorghum base, the producer who 
requests the establishment of a 
barley base would need to parti-
cipate in the 1968 feed grain pro-
gram as well as in the wheat 
program. This means that he 
would need to reduce his corn-
sorghum acreage by as least the 
minimum amount necessary and 
meet other feed grain program 
provisions. 

In 1968, corn and sorghum can-
not be produced on barley bases, 
but barley can be grown on wheat 
allotment acreage and on corn-
grain sorghum base acreage, Hill 
reported. 

A farmer who would rather 
grow wheat instead of barley for 
1968 harvest may substitute wheat 
on the barley base acreage es-
tablished for his farm. 

IN EFFECT, this makes It poss-
ible for a wheat grower to qualify 
for wheat program payments 
even though he plants wheat on 
his farm's barley base in addition 
to his wheat allotment acres. 

County ASCS Secretary Charley 
Hill said producers wanting to 
grow wheat on barley acreage 
should request the establishment 
of a barley base for their farms 
for this purpose. 

No diversion from the barley 
base will be necessary, so the 
whole base may be planted to 
wheat. If only a part of the base 
is devoted to wheat, the balance 
of the barley base may be plant-
ed to barley.

He said he and other 
Republican members of the House 
Agriculture Committee's Subcom-
mittee on Livestock and Grains 
had recently urged Freeman in 
a letter to raise the price at 
which the government sells wheat 
to full parity minus the value 
of domestic certificates paid 
for by wheat processors. They 
also asked the Secretary to raise 
the government sale price on feed 
grains and soybeans to 100 per-
cent of parity. 

"We pointed out," Price said, 
"that the present policy of the 
Ccmmodity Credit Corporation is 
to sell its stores of wheat and 
feed grains back into the market 
at 115 percent of the loan level 
plus carrying charges which, in 
the case of wheat is $1.94 per 
bushel and about what the domes-
tic market price of wheat now is." 

"UNDER OUR proposal — and 
the Secretary has the authority 
to do this — government-owned 
wheat would be sold for not less 
than $1.87 per bushel and grain 
sorghum for not less than $2.58 per 
cwt. I sincerely feel that the 
Secretary of Agriculture could 
materially improve the present 
grain price situation if he would 
do this," Price said. 

In connection with a series of 
"shirtsleeves" meetings the De-
partment of Agriculture has con-
ducted on the 1968 cotton Pro-
gram, Price said he believed that 
skip-row penalties should be re-
moved for 1968. 

He said he agreed with recom-
mendations taht had been made 
by South Plains cotton growers 
that the Department of Agriculture 
should adopt pricing policies and 
take all action necessary to re-
establish and maintain a fair his-
torical share of the world market 
for US cotton. 

"Cotton exports have continued 
to decline during the past six 
years and drastic reductions in 
the US crop have been necessary 
to manage the surplus," Price said

BECAUSE of the invonvenciene 
caused by persons who fail to re-
turn books when due, and because 
cf the ccst of replacement copies, 
the jeopardy to the librarian's 
bond and the disregard being 
shown to library rules, the county 
library beard has announced four 
new policies regarding overdue 
books. 

THESE RULES have been ap-
proved by Mrs. Robb, the library 
board and the commissioners 
court: 

1. Regular notice of overdue 
book will be mailed to the hold-
er two weeks after the due date. 

2. Nctice plus the cost of the book 
will be mailed, if the book has 
not been returned four weeks after 
the due date. (My lost book 
may be pais for by the holder.) 

3. Notice plus a copy of Article 
1367 of the Texas Penal Code 
will be mailed to the holder six 
weeks after due date. Article 1367 
reads: 

"WHOEVER wilfully detains 
any book, newspaper, magazine, 
pamphlet, manuscript or other 
property belong to any public or 
incorporated library, reading 
room, museum or other educa-
tional institution for 30 days af-
ter notice in writing to return 
same, given after the expiration 
of the time which by the rules 
of such institution such property 
may be kept, shall be fined not 
less than $1 or more than $25." 

4. If, after the third notice 
has been mailed and the proper 
time eleapsed, the book has not 
been returned cr paid for, the mat-
ter will be placed in the hands of 
the county attorney for further 
action.

Bull and steer dairy calves can 
be efficient producers of beef, a 
recent feeding trial directed by 
Texas MM University shows. 

THE TRIAL also indicates that 
a high protein level can have 
more effect than protein quality, 
and that bull calves can consist-
ently do better than steers in 
meat production. 

Especially significant was the 
fact that the calves were fed all-
concentrate rations. No rough-
ages were provided. 

The project was conducted by 
graduate student Frank Pinkerton 
at Southwest Texas Stale College, 
and directed by A&M's Dr. R. E. 
Leighton as one of several experi-
ments to demonstrate that feeding 
male dairy calves on a commer-
cial basis might offer another in-
come source to milk producers 
and cattle feeders. 

THIRTY-TWO Hoistlen males 
were fed four different all-concen-
trate rations, each containing less 
than 6 percent fiber and ranging 
from 76 to 	percent total digest- 
ible nutrients (TDN). The re-
search tested two qualities and 
two levels of protein in the ra-
tions. 

Each of the four rations was 
fed individually to four bulls 
and four steers. Two bulls and 
two steers on each diet were im-
planted with 24 milligram of di-
ethylstilbestrol when they reached 
200 pounds of body weight.

Dairy Cow Eats 
35 Tons a Year 

The dairy cow is no weight 
watcher so far as eating and 
drinking, water that is, are con-
cerned. The average 1,100 pound 
Texas dairy cow requires about 
35 tens of "fuel" annually for 
maintenance and production pur-
poses, reports A. M. Meekma, 
Extension dairy specialist at Tex-
as A&M University. 

IT IS NO wonder, he adds, that 
dairymen look to modern labor-
saving helpers, such as motors, 
levers, push button and pipeline 
milking systems to assist them 
in moving the needed "fuel" to 
the animals and handling their 
milk. 

Meekma says a cow producing 
11,09 pounds of milk annually 
(approximately 5,100 quarts) will 
need 35 tons or more of grass, 
hay, grain and water. She will 
eat about 21/2  tons of grain and 
prctein feed a year; 2 tons of 
hay; 3 tons of silage and 51/2  tons 
of pasture forage. Then she will 
use about 44,000 pounds of water 
to wash it down. She eats and 
drinks about 190 pounds of "fuel" 
daily, says the specialist. 

THE WATER a dairy cow 
drinks helps to build up her 
blood. This blood, laden with nu-
trients, is pumped through her 
udder where, by one of nature's 
wcnderful processes, these nu-
trients are converted into milk. 
Meekma says an estimated 400 
pounds of blood flows through the 
cow's udder for each pound of 
milk produced. Thus, a cow pro-
ducing 60 pounds cf milk daily 
would have 24,000 pounds of blood 
flowing through her udder each 
day. 

It all adds up, says Meekma, 
to the fact that the Dairy cow is 
a very efficient "manufacturing 
plant," taking raw materials and 
converting them into one of our 
most nearly perfect food products.

Among the books often request-
ed by users of the Castro County 
Library are "Dr. Zhivago" by 
Boris Pasternak and "Gone With 
the Wind" by Margaret Mitchell. 

HOWEVER, when these books 
and 65 others are called for, it is 
impossible for Librarian Sandra 
Robb to fulfill the request, for 
they are on a long overdue list 
at the county library. 

And from now en. the fine for 
holding them could be as high as 
S25, under a new policy going in-
to effect at the library. 

"Overdue books, when not re-
turned after a reasonable time, 
net only inconvenience would-be 
readers, but if replaced with new 
copies would make a sizeable 
dent in the library budget," Hazel 
Merritt, chairman of the county 
library board, said. 

"A FACTOR with which many 
people are probably unaware is 
that the librarian is under bond 
for the proper care of the library, 
which includes books in circula-
tion," Miss Merritt explained. 

"Moreover, library users prob-
ably do not realize there is a state 
law regarding wilfully detaining 
any book or other property be-
longing to a public library," she 
said. 

At present, 53 persons have 
from one to four books each that 
are long overdue at the Castro 
County Library. The number of 
Locks totals 67, and their replace-
ment value is more than $200.
