County and State 
Tax Payments 

Slow this Year 
Property, Auto and Poll Taxes 

Coming in Slow. January 
31 is Deadline. 

According to information giv-
en the News by J. H. Flanagin, 
deputy sheriff-tax collector, tax 
payments this year are some-
what slower than usual. A check 
of the office Tuesday of this 
week showed that property tax-
es were being paid much slower 
than in former years, a very 
small percentage of the assessed 
property taxes having been paid. 

Registration of automobiles 
show that the people are taking 
advantage of the thirty day 
grace period granted by the 
highway department this year. 
Tuesday there had been 360 pas-
senger cars registered, out of an 
estimated total of 700 in the 
county. Sixty truck permits 
had been issued, and it is esti-
mated that there are 200 in the 
county, subject to registration.

LOCAL CAGERS MAIL: RECORD IN PANHANDLE TOURNEY 

LAST WEEK. GIRLS DEFEAT ALL ADVERSARIES, AND-
BOYS MAKE EVEN BREAK IN TWO HARD CONTESTS. 
WHIRLWINDS STILL UNDEFEATED THIS SEASON, 
WITH EIGHT VICTORIES TO THEIR CREDIT. 

Dimmitt High's Girls' Whirlwind Basketball team invaded 
the Panhandle invitation tournament camp last Friday and Satur-
day, mowing down every team they met, in some of the fastest 
contests of the meet. 

The Memphis cagers were the first to be disappointed by our 
girls, by a score of 53 to 18. 

Next came the Canyon cagers, who scored only 18 against the 
Whirlwinds of Dimmitt 41 points. 

This permitted our girls to enter the finals, with Panhandle, 
and the hosts were taken into camp for the third victory, by a 
36 to 28 tally. 

All-Stars 
The following Dimmitt players were placed on the all-star team 

of the tournament: Effie Elder, Lillie Belle Harp and Zonell 
Brooks from the girls' team. For the boys. Elbert Newton was 
selected on the all-stars. 

Bobcats Break Even 
In their first contest of the tourny, the boys' team, now of-

fically known as the Bobcats, defeated the Pampa aggregation in 
a hard fought game, by the score of 29 to 17. 

Then entering the court against the Amarillo Sandies, the lo-
cals encountered their second defeat for this season, by 30-14. 

It is the contention of local fans that the boys were fatigued 
from the Pampa contest, and had they been in their first game, as 
were their adversaries, they would have easily taken the Sandies 
into camp for the game. 

Both Teams Commended 
Officials of the tournament and newspaper reporters in at-

tendance at the meet all agreed that the two Dimmitt teams show-
ed more speed and team work, as units, than most of the twenty-
odd teams entered. It is reported that Miss Elder, of the Whirl-
winds, scored more points than any other single player in the 
meet, and Elbert Newton, of the Bobcats, was classed as the fast-
est boy player on the court during the Tourney.

Total Loss in Fire 
Of Apartments 

Last Friday 

Fire, originating from an oil-
stove explosion last Friday after-
noon destroyed the Hunter A-
partments, together with all 
contents, including furniture 
and personal effects of W. A.

TOTAL 31,500 IN 31 STATES

According to County Judge M. 
R. Avery, it is possible, with the 
cooperation of the commission-
ers' court, to procure poinoned 
grain, with which farmers can 
kill prairie dogs, a menace to the 
grain in their fields. This in-
formation came after a confer-
ence with J. M. Hill, of San An-
tonio, representative of the Bio-
logical Survey, and farmers are 
requested to write Judge Avery, 
stipulating conditions in respect 
to this menace on their farms, 
and advise how much of the 
poison they desire. 

Judge Avery says that he is 
sure of the cooperation of the 
court in this matter if the farm-
ers will make their wants 
known to the officials. 

The coldest and most disa-
greeable weather experienced in 
this section for twelve years has 
been the lot of Castro County for 
the past ten days. Last Friday 
morning thermometers register-
ed from 10 to 13 below, along 
with a blizzard and gale, and 
lasting until late in the after-
noon. 

Then with several days' pleas-
ant, but cold, weather, on Tqes-
low zero, with a blizzard not so 
day morning of this week the 
thermometers dropped to six be-
severe as of last week. 

The ground has been covered 
with snow for the past two 
weeks, and daily temperatures 
have ranged from 10 above to 
the extreme of last Friday. 

Crops have been benefited, 
and no reports of stock suffer-
ing have been reported here.

ARRANGEMENT OF FUR-
NITURE, RUGS AND 

PICTURES IN HOME 

By EVELYN COURTNEY 
;,Home Economics Class, D. H. S. 

There are proper ways of ar-
ranging furniture, rugs, and 

pictures, and the ways seldom 
change. It is never best to fol-
low fads, because they do not 
last and are not always good 
taste. 

Most furniture should be plac-
ed parallel with the walls. Beds 
and rugs always come under this 
rule. Chairs may be placed dia-
gonally sometimes. Davenports 
may be placed parallel or at right 
angles with the fireplace. Rooms 
will seem larger if arranged in 
this manner. 
-1Pictures should be hung even 
'ith the average person's eyes 

and by two cords. The cords 
should be parellel. Too many 
pictures should not be used. 

Two things to be considered 
in choosing are the structural 
and decorative designs. The 
purpose of the decorative designs 
should be to add beauty and in 
no way destroy the usefulness 
of the object or conceal its struc- 
ture. 	Ornamentation should 
never seem to be stuck on, but 
should follow the main lines of 
construction. 

Conventionalized design is al- 
ways best. 	The decoration 
should in no way change the 
character of the surface. For 
example, an object should be 
decorated with a design that 
would receive the same kind of 

,Voeftment as the object itself. 
Rugs and upholstery should have 
this kind of design. 

The structural design is also 
Impqrtant. A piece of furniture 
frhotad fulfill the purpose for 
which it is intended. For in-
stance, ac hair should be strong 
and pr-oVid-ea comfortabTe seat. 

In arranging the articles on 
top of a table or similar piece of 
furniture, one should be  careful 
to preserve the balance. 

Such books as "The House 
and Its Care", by Matthews, 
"Art in Every Day Life", by 
Goldstein, "Interior Decoration", 
by Parsons, and such magazines 
as "House and Garden", and 
"Home Beautiful", give many 
suggestions that are useful.

,MAKING A CLOTHES CLOSET

Since I do not have a built-in 
clothes closet, I planned to make 
one that would suit my needs, 
namely, a place where my clothes 
could be kept clean, unwrinkled, 
and free from dirt and dust. 

The first thing in building 
this closet was to get two boards 
t ,elce inches wide, and about 
four feet long. I nailed the 
boards edge-wise in a corner. 
parallel to each other. In this 
way the wall made one end of the 
closet. Then on the other end of 
this closet I nailed another board 
twelve inches wide and the exact 
height of the closet. The two 
oards that I had nailed paral- 

formed the shelf in by closet. 
Out of cretonne I made a ruf-

fle long enough to cover the 
front of the shelf. In this shelf 
I keep my shoes and hats. Next 

made the other curtain. This 
WI did by hemming it and tacking 

it to the bottom board of the 
shelf. This made a place to 
hang my clothes, which I intend 
to put on hangers. In this com-
partment I put a rod to place the 
hangers on. By making the 
closet this way, I have a nice 
place to keep my clothes where 
they cannot be soiled, and too, 
the closet helps to beautify my 
room. 

THE HANGING OF PICTURES 

By ALYNE CREAGER 
Home Economics Class, D. H. S. 

One of the first rules' which 
littust be followed in the hang-
ing of pictures, is that of hang-
ing them on a level with the eye. 
If pictures are hung higher than 
this, or lower, it causes the per- 

son who is looking at the picture 
much eye and neck strain, be-
sides causing one to lose the beau 
ty of the picture. 

Large pictures always look 
nicest and show the best taste 
if they are hung on a level with 
the eye, and by two parallel pic-
ture cords or wires, instead of 
one. Very small pictures should 
not be hung by cords, but by 
hooks concealed behind the pic-
tures, if the texture of the wall 
will permit. 

All pictures should be hung 
flat on the wall. This may be 
achieved by fastening the cord 
near the top of the picture. If 
pictures are allowed to stand 
out from the wall they produce a 
tippy effect. Pictures should al-
ways be hung from the wall 
moulding. If there is no mould-
ing, only small pictures which 
require no cords, should be hung. 

Picture cords, if they are to 
show good taste, must always be 
hung parallel to each other and 
to the lines of the room. Pic-
tures which are hung by only 
one continuous cord spoil the 
symmetry of the harmonious 
lines of the room. 

Only one picture should be 
hung to each small wall space. 
More than one gives a cluttered 
effect. It is better to have only 
a few distinctive pictures in a 
room than to have many of less 
value. Pictures can be  grouped 
together so that the effect is 
very pleasing. However, this is 
possible only when the pictures 
may be viewed as a whole. If 
small pictures are grouped they 
should harmonize in subject and 
style in order that the eye may 
not become confused when one 
is examining them. 

Fads are always being advo-
cated by furniture dealers, who 
have never studied interior deco-
ration, but it is always best to 
follow the advice of nationally 
recognized interior decorators, 
who know exactly how pictures 
should be hung, furniture plac-
ed, etc. The advice of the two 
magazines, "House and Garden", 
and "The Home Beautiful", can 
always be followed with assur-
ance, because interior decora-
tors who know all the rules for 
interior decorations, are the 
main writers in them. 

Books upon interior decoration 
written by art teachers, that 
are very authentic, are, "Inter-
ior. Decoration,. by Parsons, "Art 
in Everyday Life", by Goldstein, 
"The House and Its Care", by 
Matthews, "Art in Home and 
Clothing", by Trilling and Wil-
liams.
