Even if the milk
is made safe for human consump-
tion by pasteurization, infected
cows are still a menacé to health
since they can transmit the disease
to healthy animals and their owner
and other persons who handle
them.

“Undulant fever,” Dr. Cox said,
“is one health menace we can era-
dicate in our State through abso-
lutely safe milk supplies from da-
iry herds free from Bangs disease.’

“Unless a herd is known to be
free from this infection, only pas-
teurized milk should be used so
that the disease cannot be passed
on to the consumer of milk and da-
iry products.”
