BOOTLEGGING AND CRIME IN
STEADY INCREASE RATH-
ER THAN DECREASE

“If on August 24th Texas votes
to legalize liquor, and on August
25th each citizen in Texas should
begin to drink liquor and Jdrink
it daily for five years, Texas Dem-
ocracy would degenerate into a

' drunken Mobocracy. Drunkenness

and Democracy do not go hand in
hand,” according to Rey. II. A.
Maness, Panhandle District Chair-
man of the Texas League Against
Whiskey, who is leading in a vig-
orous campaign against repeal in
Texas on August 24th.

Mr. Maness says: “The Call of
the Hour is a call to vote against
repeal because repeal has failed.
Three years ago the wets said
vote for national repeal, and that
national repeal would decreese
taxes. But Congress is now vot-
ing to raise taxes higher than at
any time since the close of the
World War.

WEST TEXAS BODY FAVORS
TEXT BOOK AND FEE SYS-
TEM AMENDMENTS

In a letter from the West Tex-
as Chamber of Commerce, that
body goes on record a2s favoring
two of the proposed amendments,
opposed to one and disinterested
in four which will be voted upon
in the coming election, Saturday,
August 24.

The WTCC vigorously endorses
the Free Textbook Amendment, S.
J. R. No. 24: stating this amend-
ment abolishes a provision in the
constitution which ever since 1891
has required our public school
funds to be distributed on a schol-
astic population basis. The schol-
astic population method of distri-
buting school funds has severely
penzlized West Texas. Qur native
white population is 16 per cent
greater than the rest of the stata,
and having but little negro and
Mexican population our scholastic
population is proportionately less
and our enrollment and’ avera e
d-ily attendance is proportionately
greater than the rest of the sta c.
A complete analysis shows that
West Texas has around 29 per
cent of the scholastic povpulation

of the state, while West Texas
has from 32 to 35 per cent of the

school enrol’ment and average dai-
ly school attendance of the state.
The proposed amendment makes

nossible the allotment of school

| funds on a daily attendance basis

instead of the discriminatory
scholastic population basis.

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astro Farmers Among Thousands To Hear Secretary Wallace

WALLACE KEARD
3Y HUGE CROWD

MANY CASTRO CITIZENS AT-
TEND SECRETARY WAL-
LACE'S SPEAKING

A large group of Castro County
farmers and other interested citi-
zens headed by County Agricul-
tural Agent E. W. Thomas made
the trip to Amarillo Monday of
this week ond heard Secretary of
Agriculture Henry A. Wallace of-
fer a plea for an equal set of rules
for agriculture and industry a-
like—guaranteeing the farmer e-
qual economic security, before more
than 4,000 men and women from
over the southwest seeking direct
information from the cabinet mem-
ber as to what the future holds
in store.

The Secrertary was greatly in
sympathy with the farmers and
compared the AAA and its farm
processing tax to the tariff which
protects American industry. He
flayed opponents of the triple-A
program, declaring: “There is a
certain 2mount of squalling—and
it sounds liye a stuck pig—over
the alleged centraliization of pow-
er by the administration in put-
ting into effect the farm policy.
But this same type of power was
used to build up industry, the
source of the present howl.

“The farmers should have just
as many rights and just as much
power.”

The cabinet member paid tribute
to Congessman Mavin Jones for
the courageous stand taken for
the farmers of the southwest.
Secretary Wallace appeared be-
fore a luncheon of the county a-
gents at noon outlining two cours-
es available to the farmers:

1. Constitutional revision and a-
mendments to legalize the desired
changes in farm marketing and
production;

2. The abolition of tariffs now
enjoyed by corporate interests.
The latter was interpreted as
a threat by which industry could
be brought into line to grant ag-
riculture the same privileges of
market protection.

Adjustment was urged with a
balance of outgoing and incoming
products, The tendency of farm-
ers to “send off everything and
bury the money in the cellar” was
discouraged by Wallace in com-
varing it to a national policy of
hoarding gold.

Merging of the agriculturs] pro-
ogram with that of soil erosion was
hinted by Wallace, who declared
that grass and farm soil bears the
same economic relationship.

“The whole problem concentrat-
es in adjustment,” he said. “We
have come to the point that we
must build our civilization within
the limits of the United States.
We can’t go any farther West.
Population has ceased to increase.
There are fewer children, less im-
migration.

“Thus, it is made apparent that
prices can’t continue to increase
as it hes for so many decades. We
must learn new rules. It is toward
that end the AAA is designed.”

WHAT HATH GOD—AND THE PIONEERS—WROUGHT?

On the occasion of this Forty-First Dimmitt Picnic, in
honor of Castro County’s birthday, we cannot but be struck
with the aptness of the historic phrase “What Hath God
Wrought?” and we have contrived a paraphrase which to us
seems to fit the inspiration of the occasion.

" We say, “What Hath God Wrought?” and vet we re-
member that God has worked through the frail agency of
man since the dawn of Creation, and so, for the honors of
the Celebration, let us link man’s name with God’s—and we
commit no irreverence thereby.

“What Hath God—and the Pioneers—Wrought ?”” What
a mighty epoch to contemplate? In the short space of fifty
years, in the seven-league boots of determination and guid-
ed by a Beneficent Providence, the Pioneers have carved
out of the virgin plains, a modern civilization, which to us
brings cheers of admiration as we marvel in our hearts at
the mighty transformation. If the spectacle is a marvel to
us, who view it at first hand, how much more is it difficult
to understand by those who first see it in its fullhess and
largness. ,

“Whhat Hath God—and thePioneers—Wroucht?” Let
us accord due honor and reverence to God and the Pioneer
for all their wonderful works, and let us fail not to keep
God in partnership in the days that are to come. Without
that sincere partnership, our efforts must fail. and the
record of our day and generation must be inscribed as piti-
ful failure.

On this Celebration Day, let us not miss the lesson.

SHOULD WE WEAKEN THE CONSTITUTION?

Suggestions to change the Constitution, in order to give
the Federal Government powers the Supreme Court has
decided it does not now possess, should be critically weighed
by the American people.

Whether we realize it or not, it is the Constitution which
protects the ownership and the sanctity of the home. It is
the Constitution which safeguards the independence and
rights of the worker. It is the Constitution which maintains
the sanctity of contrart. And, finally, it is the Constitution
which guarantees and supports the rights, the liberties andl
the privileges for which the forefathers of the nation fought!
when they changed America from a foreign-dominated col-
ony to a free natinn dedicated to the proposition that all men
are created equal.

Those who would change the Constitution would do so
on the sumposition that it is out of date—that it is no longer
capable of meeting the problems, the conditions, the issues
of the times. If that is true. human liberty is ont of d=te Tn-
dividual freedom is out of date. Democratic government—
which has as its guiding principle that the people are the |
masters, not the servants of government—is out of date.
Private initiative and individual ambition are out of date.

Every time we tamper with the Constitution we weaken
it. Under the existing Constitution, a delicate balance of
power is maintained between the central government and
the 48 state governments. The Federal Government is en-
abled to do that which individual states could not efficient-
ly do—while the states are left free to make laws, rulings,
regulations and policies that are in accord with the beliefs
and needs of their people.

If we broaden the powers of the Federal Government we
shall simply be giving bureaucracy a greater free and un-
checked field for action—at the expense of the states, of in-
dustry, of workers, of every citizen.
